FOR CHAPPED HANDS.

‘With the crisp days that bring roses
to the cheeks, heart glad with the rest
of winter comes the old problem of
keeping hands soft and white and pre-
sentable. In the summer time unless
one worries- about tan .and freckles,
manicuring is the only hand treat-
ment to think about, but in winter the
danger of roughened and reddened
skin returned.

If the hands have become rough and
unsightly, a simple home remedy is
the quickest way out of the difficulty.
Scak half a' pound of oatmeal in a half
guart of water for twelve hours, strain
off the water, add a teaspoonful of
ammonia, a teaspoonful of olive oil
and a few drops of glycerine. Rub
this into the hands at night before
they are thoroughly washed and rinse.
Then slip on an old pair of gloves,
which have the ﬂnger tips cut - oﬂ It
would be well to’ fotow up. this treat-
{ ment for two or three weeks until the
hands hav'e regained their nantral

Another use for photography in war
has been found by the Serbians inY
connectin with their prisoners. The!]
Bulgars, with the remembrance of
their own  eruelties to the Serbs,
weighing on their minds, at first fear-
ed to gurrender to the Serbian Army,f
their iihpression being that the Serbs|
would not take prisoners. 4

Such as did give themsclves up
were, of course, treated as well by the
ferbians ‘as by any other section of
the “ANied Army, and to show other
Bulgarians that they incurred no dan-
ger by surrendering, the Serbs had a
photograph taken of long files of Bul-
garian prisoners drawing rations, each
man holding a loaf of bread and a
bowl of soup.

Two thousand copies of this photo-
graph were pnnted and -the Bulgari-
ans who had surrendered were in-
vited to write messages on them to}
their comrades saying how they had
been received.. The 2,000 picture.post-
cards were then dropped by aero-
planes into the Bulgarian lines.
