MUNITIONS FACTS.

LONDON, June 27.

(Via Reuter’s)—F. G. ' Kellaway,
Deputy Minister of Munitions, asked
for approval of £185,000,000 for the
year ending March 31, of which
£90,000,000 is an aftermath of the
war and the balance represents sup-
plies to other departments of the
Government including estimates for
the War Office, Air Ministry, and
local Government Board, the last
mentioned being purchases for the
Government Housing Scheme. The
total expenditure of the - Ministry
of Munitions since its establishment
was £1,834,507,941. Mr. Kellaway
revealed that the British losses in
materials during the German offen-
sive in the Spring of 1918 were 1,000
guns, 70,000 tons of ammunition, 4,-
000 machine guns, 200,000 riifles, 700
trench mortars, and 200 tanks. Yet
within a fortnight all had been re-
placed and in many cases with super-
jor weapons. On the day the Hin-
denburg line was broken the British
fired 943,000 shells more than were
fired in the whole South African
war. Fifteen thousand tons of poi-
son gas were supplied in 1918 alone.
The introduction of a cost system
saved the country £300,000,000. In
the Ministry of Munitions alone, 7,-
344 contracts involving £102,000,000
were still running and disposals by
the department had realized £130,-
000,000 to date. It was getting such
good prices for the state that it was

now accused of profiteering. Six
hundred and fifty thousand pounds
sterling had been realized from the
sale of motor transports during the
last three weeks.

Methodist Conference.

CARBONEAR.

(Thursday).

The usaul session of the Methodist
Conference assembled at Carbonear,
was held at 2.30 p.m., Thursday, June
26th, Dr. Curtis, ex-President, in the
chair. After singing hymn 510, Scrip-
ture was read by Rev. H. Royle, then
prayers were offered by Mr. J. A. Vat-
cher, J.P., and the Rev. W. T. D.
Dunn.

The minutes of the last session were
read and confirmed. After vhich the
chairman welcomed Dr. Bond to the
Presidential chair.

Dr. Bond in a brief and appropriate
address thanked the Conference for
gonferring this honor upon him.

The business of the afternoon was
the hearing of the reports of the vari-
ous Conference committees. g

At 4.30 p.m. a delegation trom the
Woman's Missionary Society was re-
ceived. The delegation consisted of
eight ladies from the W. M. S, New-
foundland Branch. Mesdames Duff,
Maddock and Robh took thzir seats on
tke Conferencc platform. Dr. Bond
welcomed the delegation to th> Confer-
ence and assured them a sympathetic
hearing.

Mrs. J. Maddock, Superint:ndent of
the Carbonear District, addressed the
Conference:—

“Honoured President, and members
of the Newfoundland Conference, I
deem it a great privilege to come be-
fcre you this afternoon on hehalf of
the W. M. S. Eaclh succeeding year of
the Branch has been marked +jith suc-
cess.. Our work is not new Lo many of
you. Here and there aroind our
Dominion you will find what we fam-
iliarly call our W. M. S. These three
letters stand for much to the women
of our Island home. They mean so
much to us that you will find where a
society is once organized, the work
- very seldom dies out. It grips -and
grows into ones very being. But, alas,
there are still so many of our women
who know nothing of our work. We
feel justly proud of our increase this
year, which is $2,788.74 over last year,
our total being $8,344.64. The objec-
tive this year asked for was 20 p.c. all
around. - We hkad 50 p.c. financial, but
only 16 p.c. in membership. You may

ask why is this? I may spz2ak this af-!
ternoon from g District Superintend- !

ent’s standpoint. We can do no work,
form no societies to reach onr women
and young pecple, without the full co-

operation of every minister in the
Conference; just as our women need
more vision of the great need of the
One Billion of our heathen sisters yet
uareached, so some of our ministers
need more vision with regard to the
work of the W. M. S.

Some pastors may think that a
W. M. S. on their circuit wonld inter-
fere with the General Missionary
Fund. This is a huge mistake. The
dollars our women give would never
find their way into the General Fund.
Orn every circuit in this Dominion
where an auxiliary has beea organised
ali other funds have gone ap. At the
recent Branch meeting held at George
Street. Church, the Rev. Dr. Curtis
said, during his remarks, that the
large increase this year was largely
due to the W. M. S. In this District
alone we have added $1300.00 to the
General Fund, and $705.00 to the W.
M. S.

Four years ago when we started to
walk alone, we had 19 auxiliaries, and
44 Circles and Bands; to-day we have
21 auxillaries and 47 Circles and
Bands. This is not good enough. I
am going to ask every pastor here,
that when a District Superiantendent
writes you, or comes your way, give
them your help and sympathy. They
need it. Do not tell them that there
is no room for a W. M. S, that you
have too many other interests. Pause
and think of the help it will be to your
Circuit. It is not only a Missionary
Society, it is an educative society. It
has done more for our women and
girls than anything that Las ever
come to us. Du;ing the coming year
I trust our work will grow and widen
sc¢ that when this year’s record is
written and the books are closed we
shall be able to report 50 p.c. 'n mem-
bership as well as finance.

Mrs. R. Duff in presenting the re-
port of the work of the W. M, S. for
the year 1918-19, said we do so with
deep thankfulress to our Heavenly
Fother, because ‘of the wonderful re-
sults that the report  shows. Our
hearts were thrilled when at the
Branch meetings held a few weeks
ago at George Street Church, St
John’s, the District Superintendents,
Corresponding Secretaries and Tre-
asurer of the Society told the story
of a year—flowing with' painstaking,
devoted service, and sacrificial giving.

By this it ean be seen that in New-
foundland we have many <wwomen of
vision. Here are a few comments on
irdividual societies from ths Corres-
pondent Secretary’s report. Cochrane
Street raises the most monay. Brit-
annia went over 100 p.c. Twillingate
South has the largest individual giv-
ing. George Street the largest Eas-
ter offering. Fortune the lacrgest at-
tepdance at its monthly :neetings.
Gower Street the largest membership.
Lower Island Cove the next. It is a
stormy sea that keeps Burin sisters
from a meeting. At Georges Brook
there are 21 intercessors—five of them
life members.

Two new auxiliaries have been or-
ganised—one at Garnish and one at
Freshwater, which bids fair to become
our star societies.

Where our work is meeting with
success it without doubt owes much
to the unselfish support given by the
pastors, who back up by word and
deed the efforts of our women. One
pastor speaking at a Branch meeting
from a 30 years experience, said “he
found that where there was a W. M. 8.
he found women of vision, of strength,
of courage.” Another said the in-
creases in the funds of the General
Board were due to the help of the W,
M. S. We crave the prayerful support
of our pastors, and especially those
con the circuits, for our Board. The
objective set for 1920 is 20—20—20,
meaning a 20 p.c. increase in member-
ship, 20 p.c. in funds, and 20 new mis-
sionarics.

Let me read to you an extract from
a letter sent to the Branch by our Pre-
sident, Mrs. Ross,

“To my mind there should go out
from this executive a ringing challenge
to the women of Methodism to enter
heartily into the great Forward
Movement contemplated by the Church
during the next five years. They
could not find any better way than
through the W. M. 8. with its Home
and Foreign activities touching life at
every point.

It ought to be clear to cvery omne
that a Christian family life, the
church of God, a nation, ~annot be
built on the fcundation of educated
men and ignorant women, There
must be equal educational iivantages
for girls and boys as well as equality
of - Christian teaching. The church
will fail to reach its objective, if the
women, not orly of the W. M. S, but
of the whole church, do not unitedly
determine to do their full share {n
roceting the amazing opportunities
thrust upon the missionary staff in
every field.

Could there be a better plan to
reach our goal than that of Jast year,
tirough Prayer, Study and Steward-
ship, with a definite aim {2 member-
ship and money?”

The usual session of the annua:
Conference was held in the Church
at 9.30 am. Friday, Junme 27th, Dr.
Bond in the chair.

The meeting opened by Hymn 465,
and after reading of the Scripture by
Rev. H. Royle, prayer was offered
by the Rev., Jas. Wilson and Mr.
Noseworthy. Minutes of the previous
session were read and confirmed.

The Rev. Chas. A.- Manning, B.A,
Secretary of the General Missionary
Society was introduced to the Confer-
ence by the Rev. Dr. Fenwick.

Then the Rev. W. DesBarres, B.A,,
D.D., of Sackville University, was in-
troduced to the Conference by the
Rev. H. Royle.

The Conference was delighted to
receive the Rev. Dr. Chown, General
Supt. of the Methodist Church of
Canada and Newfoundland. The
General Supt., in the course of a very
thrilling and soul-inspiring address
said that he was happy to be here. We
are Soldiers of the Cross, and co-
workers with God. When I crossed
the ocean as chaplain in the Olympic
early in the war, there were 6,000 sol-
diers on board. Some of them be-
longed to Nfid. I shall never forget
how in the midst of the grave sub-
marine dangers, they sang some of
the old familiar hymns, such as “I
fear no foe with Thee at hand to
bless.” T have just come from the
B. C. Conference, staying only two
days at Toronto on my way here. Let
me say here that we are passing
through a grave crisis. In the west
there is being carried on what is call-
ed a sympathy strike. I am sorry to
say that as a church we have been
drawn into it. One of our ministers
has left us and become a labor lead-
er; another has resigned from our
ministry owing to statements made
by him contrary to the Decalogue.
When the General Conference last
year passed the resolution advocating
co-operation instead of economic com-
petition, we thought that there would
be peace. Nevertheless we believe
that the time has come in the history
of the world when the principle of
the golden rule should regulate hu-
man relationships in every walk of
life.

Dr. Chowr then spoke of Church
Union, which subject is being keenly
discussed throughout the whole Chris-
tian world. We are looking forward
to the day when all the Christian
churches shall be one. We rejoice in
the fact that some approaches from
the other Christian churches have
been made; yet while we are quite
prepared for Union and will endeavor
to hasten that day, yet we are not
prepared to throw away some of the
vital principles of our beloved Meth-
odism.

The' General Supt. then spoke on
the action of the Methodist Church on
Prohibition. Let this Dominion thank
God for the pronounced stand taken
by our chusch on this vital question.
It is true that the Methodist Church
has never been hated as it is to-day,
because it has never been feared as
much as it is now, - The truth is that
it stands for the abolition of every
thing that humiliatee man.- Brethren
we are living in a great day, and the
only way we can be faithful to the
God-given tasks, is to consecrate our-

Justice With Peace.

That the Peace Terms, which
Germany is expected to sign
to-day, have been drawn up by
the Allied statesmen with a due
regard to the justice of the
claims of the countries which
Germany in her mad lust of
world-wide conquest overran
and despoiled, is indisputable,
and the very fact of the Ger-
mans’ unwillingness to complete
the document by subscribing to
it, is proof that it by no means
suited their book. *“In signing
the treaty,” says the Providence
Journal, “Germany is not being
asked to sign her own death
warrant. She‘is still able to
lead an orderly and prosperous
existence. What the new treaty
proposes is that she shall not
renew her mad ambition to rule
the world: her dream of inter-
continental empire must be re-
linquished.”

Germany is held by all civil-
ization to have been solely re-
sponsible for plunging the world
into the cauldron of war, and
the letter of President Clemen-
ceau of the French Republic,
addressed to the German pleni-
potentiaries some time ago sets
out with a sternness and clear-
ress unsurpassed, this respon-
sibility of Germany and Ger-
many’s then rulers, for the su-
preme crime of all the ages.
The letter is a terrible indiet-
ment, and the burning words of
the French Premier should
sear the soul of every German.
It breathes the very spirit of
justice and brings home to the
Germans the truth of their
moral degradation. It is repre-
sentative of the considered
judgment of the Peace Confer-
ence, and contains the over-
whelming sentiment of the peo-
ple of the Allied countries. The
Germans have asked for jus-
them that they are receiving it:
them tha tthey are receiving it,
in full measure. He says:

“In the view of the Allied and
Associated Powers, the war,
which began on - August 1st,
1914, was the greatest crime
against humanity and freedom
of the people that . any nation,
calling itself -civilized, has ever
consciously  committed. For
many years the rulers of Ger-
‘many, true'to the Prussian tra-
dition, strove for a position of
nommance m Europe They

not . satisfied ‘with that
v ' " and influ~
ence to wlxeb ‘Germany was en-
titled, and which all other na-
tions were willing to accord her.

They required tbt they should

“They were the first to use
poisonous gas, notwithstanding
the appalling suffering it entail-
ed. They began the bombing
and long-distance shelling of
towns for no military object,
but solely for the purpose of
reducing the morale of their
opponents by striking at their
women and children. They,
commenced the submarine cam-
paign, with its piratical chal-
lenge to international law and
its destruction of great num-
bers of innocent passengers
and " sailors in 'mid-océan, far
from succor, at the mercy of the
winds and the waves, and the
yet more -ruthless submarine
crews. They drove thousands
of men and women and children
with brutal savagery into slav-
ery in foreign lands. They al-
lowed barbarities to be prac-
tised against their prisoners of
war from which the moSt un-
civilized people would have re-
coiled.

“The conduct of Germany is
almost unexampled in human
history. The terrible respon-
sibility which lies at her doors
can be seen in the fact that not
less than seven million dead lie
buried in Europe. while more
than twenty million others car-
ry upon them the evidence of
wounds and suffering, because
Germany saw fit to gratify her
lust for tyranny by resort to
war. -

“Justice, therefore, is the
only possible basis for the set-
tlement of the accounts of this
terrible war. Justice is what
the German delegation asks for,
and says that Germany has
been promised. But it must be
justice for all. There must be
iustice for the dead and wound-
e¢d and for those who have been
orphaned and bereaved, that
Europe might be freed from
Prussian despotism. There
must be justice for the peo-
ples who now stagger under
war debts which exceed $300,-
000,000,000 that liberty might
be saved. There must be jus-
tice for those millions whose
homes and lands and property
German savagery has spoilated
and destroyed.”

PEACE AT LAST.

Punctually at 3 o’clock . this
afternoon (Paris time), the
German plenipotentiaries, Muel-
ler and Dell, signed the Peace
Treaty in the Hall of Mirrors at
Versailles. After many refus-
als and dissents by the various
German _ delegations, wearing
the patience of the Allies thread-
bare, -the Germans have at
length seen the futility of fur-
ther delay. and their agreement
to. the terms have at last been
made known.

Saturday, June 28th, will be
the greatest day in the history
of the world, but whether or
not a sense of security will be
felt and maintained will depend
on the future conduect of the
German Government and the
German people. The treaty has
been signed under duress and
that will rankle in the hearts
of the German nation fer a
long time to come. “Watch
and ward” will have to be the
motto of the Allies, for German
regard of sacred treaties in the
past has not been such ‘as to
command confidence. Neverthe-
less a slg'h of relief will be
'heard, because of the fulfilment

I regret indeed
that returned soldiers in uniform
took a very active part in this demon-
tration, using regimental guns with
fixed bayonets. After we left the
mob separated. To even attempt ar-
rest under such circumstances would
be madness, and, although incred-
ible to believe, might end in murder,

Again came the or-
der “follow on,” and on they went
until they arrived off the Spotted Is-
lands, Labrador, where they struck
the seals in thousands and quickly
secured a full load. “Follow on” has
been the slogan of the Bartlett’s from
those far-back days to the present,
and no greater example can be offer-
ed than the fearlessness and heroism
displayed by Capt. Bob Bartlett a few
years ago, when he accompanied
Peary to the Pole and was deprived
of the honor of being the first to plant
his feet on the top of the earth ow-
ing to the petty jealousy of the com-
“mander. In due course the’skiffs had
to give way to a larger class of ves-
sels styled gallopers, and they in turn
were replaced by fore-and-after
schooners. The first schooner to
prosecute the gsealfishery (of over
ninety tons) was called the Experi-
ment, built and sent out by the firm
of Pack, Gosse and Fryer of Carbo-
near, and the critics of those days
were of the opinion that she was too
large and could never be turned in
the ice. About 1824 Capt. Wm. Mun-
den of Brigus had the first vessel of
over one hundred tons built. She:was
called the Four Brothers and was
brigantine rigged, and Robert Brown
of the Commercial Bank remarked,
“that he always had the highest opin-
jon of Billy Munden until he built the
Four Brothers; that she was too large
for the prosecution of the sealfishery
yad would become unmanageable.”

Nascopie, etc. What would have oc-
curred were they still engaged in the
prosecution of the fishery is a moot
question, because those experienced in
the sealfishery now say that the seals
are not to be found on the coast in
any great numbers, and truly it looks
that way judging from the reports
sent in from the front the past ten
years or so (and particularly last
year) that when one hundred and fifty
thousand have been killed there are
no more te be found, the main patch
being cut up. However, a year or so
will settle the question.

The House of Danson.

Mr. Kelson also makes reference to
the House of Danson in his-letters in
our last article. Dansons was in-
deed a most- extensive and enterpris-
ing firm, the principals being Thomas
and Hugh. Their business premises
were situated on the same ground in
Harbor Grace on which stand the
premises of Munn & Co. and Murray
& Crawford. They got into financial
difficulties  about 1824, and the credi-
tors in England had no consideration
for their temporary financial trou-
bles, but determined to wind up the
firm, which they did, and that to their
|own loss, because, even as they put

the winding-up business into oper-
ation, every one of Danson’s vessels
iarrived from the sealfishery with full
i loads of seals. It was nothing short
of comimerecial murder, and the Dan-
isom became disgusted and threw up
the whole business, which was a great
' Joss not alone to Conception Bay, but
- Prinity Bay as well as other parts of
the island, because the great firm had
ramifications at Holyrood, Bay de
Verde and elsewhere. After the fail-
ure of Danson’s house, Punton & Munn
commenced business and conticued ex-
tensively and successfully until the
year of the crash (1894), when they
too were commercially sacrificed. The
great fire (Toussant’s) 1858, wiped out
the greater portion of the town of
Harbor Grace, and amongst the pre-
mises that of Punton & Munn. Of
course in those days we had not the
great insyrance companies such as the
Queen, Phoenix and others to take
up large risks on property as we have
to-day, and the firm must have suffer-
ed very considerably. However, the
Irard-shelled Scotchman did not de-
spond, but determined to build even
more extensively than, probably, they
would have done had not the old
premises been destroyed. That Spring
Captain Larry Keefe in the brig
[Marla and Captain Neddy Pike in the
b¥igantine Glide brought in two full

fbeing rather short owlng to the great
expense in building up the premises,
those two famous seal-killers told Mr.
Munn, “Never mind paying for the
seals. Let them go into the business
and they would settle with the crews.”
And they did so. I consider that such
"an act is unprecedented in our com-
mereial history and is well worthy be-
ing recorded. It goes to show the
determination of the men as well as

capabilities of the managers of this
firm. :

Almost Committed.

I may here state that Mr. Thomas
Danson was, for many years, Magis-
trate in Harbor Grace. He was a man
possessed of marked ability and great
experience. He maintained the dig-
nity of the Bench, and upon one oc-
casion he all but imprisoned an inno-
cent man for what “he considered con-
tempt of court. A fiery little old
Irishman named Billy Doig had a case
in court about the boundary of a piece
of land or some such dispute. “Tom-
my” Danson tried the case, and, of
course, was as dignified and was
clothed in as much authority as the
Lord Chief Justice of England. The
argument waxed warm between the
plamtiff and defendant, and Danson to
’uphold the majesty of the law and
dignity of the court broke in with
some remarks enforcing silence. Billy
Doig was as deaf as a post, and spoke
broken English and that badly. ‘While
Danson was addressing them, Billy
gave the man sittting next to him an
elbow in the ribs, and nodding his
head towards Danson on the Bench
exclaimed in a voice which resounded
over the court, “Musha! what the
divil is that fellow saying”?%
stood (or sat) on his dignity and was
going to send Billy down for six
months for contempt of court, when
Mr. Stark, Clerk of the Court, who
knew hirp well, explained matters and
convinced Magistrate Danson that
Billy intended no offence, that he was
a decent old soul, but that was the
way he had about him, as he could
not hear a word that was said unless
one hollered into his. ear. After a
time Danson was satisfied and the
case proceeded.

Mr. Kelson’s remarks brought these
circumstances to my mind, and I shall
now let him continue his letters, and
no doubt we shall have further refer-
ence to other great firms as he (Kel-
son) runs down the years of the
“Long, Long Ago.”

I shall be obliged to let Captain
Hamon have a new fore-and-aft main-
sail, perhaps it will be better to let
him have it here than to run the risk
of his getting it anywhere else at a
dearer rate, and the Active when she
returns will in all probability want
some more canvas also; besides, I
shall want to use some in the Winter
or Fall for the boats next summer.
This with making the new schooner’s
sails will take a good deal, perhaps
more than we have here at present,
and you will therefore please guard
against, it by sending out at least, in
addition to what I mentioned yester-
day, 4 pieces best canvas, 3 pieces LL
and as much more as you please.

More Competition.

There is not now the least doubt
but that McBraire & Co. mean to es-
tablish a large trade in this place, and
the opinion I at present entertain of
Trinity is, that it will soon become
similar to St. John’s with respect to
the mode of carrying on business. The
planters give of course the preference
to those who state the price of goods
at the time of delivery, and the habit
of giving bills of parcels with it, as
in St. John’s, will become general.
Our skiffs returned this morning, but
fish not so plentiful as last week.
The bait is still in and I hope will
continue. It is not too late to make
a good voyage yet.

He gave more to the
poor people of St. Johmn'’s after the
great fire of 1846, when in Scotland,
than all his traducers gave during
their seed, breed and generation. I
understand Capt. MacBraire is burled
in Berwick-on-Tweed, Scotland.—

The Archduke warded this
off with his arm, and it fell and ex-
ploded, injuring the occupants of the
next carriage and some of the specta-
tors. On reaching the steps of the
Town Hall, the Archduke said to the
Burgomaster (on the steps to receive
him): “We come to Serajevo to make
a friendly visit, and are greeted with
a bomb; this is outrageous.” The
City Fathers stood thunder-struck.

Spitzbergen is Claimed
te Be Norway’s Paris.

Christiania, Norway, June
“Spitzbergen always formed a part of
Norway’s dominion,” says Charles Ra-
bet, a leading French geographer, in a
pamphlet on the subject. “Spitzber=
gen is not at all .a no-man’s land as i3
generally said to-day. This ijea is of
recent date, and is advocated by
writers mostly in good faith, but ig-
norant of the existence of diplomatic
treaties negotiated in the past few
centuries concerning the islands, by
buginess men interested in it and fin-
ally by cabinets docile to suggestions
frcm Germany. The question is not
whether Norway should be authorized
to carry out the annexation of the
land, but to complete the soverignty
she has possessed since the 12th cen-
‘tury.

M. Rabot says the soverignty of Nor-
way in Spitzbergen was recognized
formally by France in a creaty made
treaty
made in 1672. The Hansa towns paid
tribute to Norway for fishing :n Spitz-
bergen for centuries. Norway. con-
trolled the navigation and whaling in
this part of the Arctic which has been
looked upon 28 & Norwsgian sea.
Great Britain tried to annex Spitz-
bergen in 1614, but the claim was not
recognized by any other state, as it
was based on wrong information and
after 1623 Britain abandoned. the
claim to sovereignty.

M. "‘Rabot refers to the Norwegian
colonization: of the land (there are at
present 540 Norwegians out of the
whole population of 600) to the Nore
wegian scientific exploration of the
land, and finally to the great Norweg-
ian mining industries started in 1907
many years in advance of any other
Buropean settlement. The writer de-
scribes the German maneuvers to pre~
vent the Spitzbergen question from
being settled in 1910, the intention be-
coming manifest at

Flescln s Fiasco.

W’hen Louis Phﬂlipe of Orleans lis-
tened to the promptings of ambition
‘and’ grasped the crown of his kins-
man, Charles X., as the fruit of in-
trigue, he prepared for himself a
troublous existence. Not many
months, thrughout the uneasy eight-
een years of his reign passed without
a political crisis or a riot, and in ad-
dition he was exposed to continual
risks from attempts at assassination.
One and all failed but some came
near success, and one in particular,
although it did not achieve its object,
caused much loss of life to others.
This was the famous Fieschi conspir-
acy, which bears a resemblance to
the later attempt by Orsini on the
life of Napoleon III. A Corsican,
born at Morato, in 1790, Joseph
Fieschi had been a soldier and also a
convict, before he professed repub-
lican principles, and decided to re-
move the Citizen King for the good
of the citizens. Accordingly he de-
vised an infernal machine, consisting
of twenty-four gun barrels let in a
frame, and placed it at a window of a
house in the Boulevard du Temple,
along which Louis Phillipe had to
pass on June 28, 1835, in a procession
to celebrate the Three Glorious Days
of the 1830 Revolution. At 10 a.m.
he left the Tuileries, attended by a
brilliant staff, and a little later he
was surrounded by the dead and dy-
ing, including Marshal Mortier, who
had escaped a hundred battles to die
in a Paris street. But the King him-
self escaped with a scratch, while
many of the people, for whom Fieschi
claimed to act, were killed and wound-
ed. The murderer, badly hurt, was
arrested in the street.. His accom-
plices, also, were hiunted down, and,
after a long delay, all were executed
on February 19 in the following year.

How Cahadian Sledge Dogs l!elped
French Army.

At the outbreak of war a well-
known.  French citizén of Nome City
on the Bering Straits took with him
to France a team of native sledge
dogs of Alaska.

This man was to serve with the!|
French Army, and his idea in in-
troducing the dogs was that they
might serve some ,useful purpose
along the fighting line for which he
himself was destined.

The dogs were accepted by
French Army and duly sent to
Vosges Mountains, this being the
district in which it was considered
they could perform most useful
work.

From -the very outset the
scheme was found to possess poss-
ibilities, and during the winter of
1914 the dogs were used in exactly
the same capacity as they are used
in Alaska and Canada—for sledge rrr
work.

By no means, however, was their
usefulness limited to the winter|
months, for when the spring of 1915
came, the dogs were to draw the]
narrow gauge railways, so extensxve-i
ly utilised in the Vosges for trans-!
portation of every kind. i

Their Only Fault They Barked! |

Light trucks, rigged up to carry’
the driver and with a special braking ;
arrangement, were devised, and back !
and forth through the summer oti
1915 the dogs were used for carrying |
all kinds of material up to the fighting
line.

The success of the scheme thus
having been proved, there was a steady
increase to the Lieutenant’s kennel,
and by 1918, 300 or 400 dogs were
to be seen in their forest retreat,
vhich was actually within shell fire
of the Huns.

Gibbs, the war correspondent, be-
came a household word, both here and
in America.

The following personal appreciation
by Frank Dilnot, a fellow journalist,
who has known him for seventeen
years, and which appeared originally
in the New York Times, tells us some-
thing of the personality of the man
who is claimed to have shown in Hhis
writings from -the Frant . “the . pic-
turesqueness of Stevenson with the
human appeal of J. M. Barrie.”

I think Philip Gibbs’ eyss give the
most dire¢t message of his personal-
ity. He is fortunate, however, in
possessing a voice which gives more
than a hint of himself. It is deep and
melodious in inflection, which admir-
ably serves his wit and feeling. If he
hed not these natural gifts, he would
be at a loss to reveal himself except
by his pen, for he is the most modest
and companionable of men, one who
never strives to display himself, who
would be contemptuous of any his-
trionic acquirement, and whom . it is
impossible to conceive as studying to
show himself off to the best advantage.

Many-Sided Talent,

Philip Gibbs is something more than
a newspaper man, although it is
through negspapers that latterly his
genius has found its wider appeal.
He has written many books; one is a
history of the French Revolution, an-
other is the story of George Villiers,
first Duke of Buckinham. He has some
well-known essays in his record. He
was part author of a play called
“Menders of Nets,” which was pro-
duced at two theatres in London. He
kas written several novels, -amgong
them “Intellectual Mansions S. W.”
“The Spirit of Revolt,” and another,
“The -Street of Adventure.” The lat-
ter particularly appeals to newspaper
men, because it reveals the inner
side of that active human phase of
London life ccmprised in the words
“Fleet Street.”

Philip Gibbs smokes a large quan-
tity of cigarettes, is fond of chess as a
recreation, and loves country. life and
children. He talks about mer as well
as or even better than he talks about
books, which is saying a very great
deal.

‘Withal he is a philosopher. In the
middle of the war, when_ his - reputa-
tion was rising to great heights, he
was sitting in a billet one day playing
a game of chess. with a literary man,
when the latter received a cable from
England from one of the wealthiest
publishing corporations in that coun-
try asking him to use his influence to
secure Gibbs at a princely salary as a
correspondent. He handed the cable
to Gibbs, who was deep in the game.
‘“What's your answer?” he said. Gibbs
read the cable, handed it back, and
uttered the one word, “No,” and then
moved a pawn and bent himself to the
game once more.

All those who know Philip Gibbs
intimately will agree that"this story
is typical of the man.—Jack London’s
Weekly.
