the desire for expensive high 
protetd diets, such as meet and 

' white flour, and for stimulants 
like tea, that carries no nourish­
ment are so strong that, like in­
toxicants and tobacco and any 
other luxury, they actually pret­
tier insufficient food, when if they 
wisely laid out their money they 
would obtain all they need, not 
only to sustain life, but to build 
up stronger and healthier bodies. 

Careful and scientific studies made 
during war time and peace time, in 
the lives of those of leisure and those 
of strain, have shown that a man can 
be healthy on as low as 1600 calories 
a day, and that 2600 is a generous al 
Iowanoe. This can be obtained 
knowing how to buy, how to cook and 
how to serve it, without any real 
sacrifice of pleasure whatever. The 
gastronomic instincts can be as eas­
ily trained as any other, and whole 
nations have learned to live and in 
finitely prefer a cheaper low protetd 
vegetable diet to a high meat one. 
One spells a dollars a day, the other 
plenty on twenty-five cents a day.

The climate and the life of New­
foundland with our British training, 
make us like our roast beef, but roast 
beef Is not necessary to health and 
diet of it in these strenuous times is 
far beyond the reach of many of our 
people, yet even If they wished they 
could not avoid the semi-starvation 
so many unnecessarily suffer from, 
because they have not been taught 
the rudiments of nutritional values.

The Committee of the King George 
Fifth Seamen’s Institute are of the 
opinion that education in the schools 
is not complete if it does not teach 
the pupils how to adjust themselves 
to their environment. To learn 
arithmetic and grammar and to die of 
berfr-beri while the means to prevent 
it is in the house, is a severe criticism 
on our educational system. To learn 
Latin and Greek, and to go forth in 
the world with only a vision tof get­
ting a bank account, owning gew­
gaws, and how to make up with pow­
der and patches is a limited education.

In Glovertown this spring a young 
Newfoundland fisherman of eighteen 
years died of berl-beri* though they 
had a yeast plant growing in the 
house and cod liver oil in the store, 
which would have supplied the indis­
pensable vitamines for want of which 
he was dying. His family admit, 
moreover, that to the bitter end they 
fed him on the "best white flour."

When war compelled onr people to 
eat war flour in the North, where 
poverty and monotony of diet, cause 
so often a chronic under-ncurishment 
in the children and even in the 
adults, the people may have protested 
that they were being fed dog food, 
but they markedly improved in mus­
cular development and vitality. Still 
in Newfoundland the largo amount of 
adult pauper relief is given entirely 
in white flour and the only reason 
given (that I know of) is that no 
Government would dare to risk the 
opposition of the people to such a 
paternal move. People who have not 
been instructed in the modern ad­
vances of medical knowledge cannot 
be expected to realize that Graham 

• bread would be infinitely better for 
"them unless it was indelibly printed 
on their minds by recognized au­
thorities who have their well being at 
heart. We would point out that many 
efforts , have been made In recent years 
to insist that all pauper relief should 
be given in poor wheat flour, cocoa 
and sugar or molasses, or corn meal, 
oatmeal and undermilled rice and 
other less expensive and more nutri­
tious foods. At this crisis in our his­
tory we desire to bring before the 
whole colony the great need that ex­
ists for education in these matters *n 
every school in the Colony, and to 
ask the co-operation of the Board of 
Education, through their school teach­
ers, the clergy, and all who love their 
country and fellow men, to unite in 
teaching by example and precept 
these important practical truths. In­
expensive graphic charts suited to the 
mental capacity of the most uned­
ucated, and for children, are now 
published, specially designed for 
teaching these truths. In England. 
United States and Canada these and 
ether methods of teaching vital facts 
are largely in usfc, and for com­
paratively negligible outlay can be 
procured for our schools.

We would also like the public to 
know that the Grenfell Association of 
Newfoundland has six highly trained 
nutritional teachers now’ at work m 
the North, holding clinics on these 
subjects. The workers are able by 
actual experiment to prove what the 
charts teach. It may be of interest 
to know that these workers are volun­
teers, paying all their own expenses, 
including their board and lodging, in 
order to obtain the opportunity of 
giving to their fellow men, what at 
present so many of them cannot 
otherwise obtain.

view, were desirous of developing 
this area in preference to that at 
Coal Brook, but could not arrive at a 
satisfactory arrangement with the 
owning Company and had to fall back 
on Coal Brook. It is not necesssary 
In this report to elaborate the im­
mense service that a suitably situa­
ted eoal mine would confer on the 
railway.

Reverting to the Coal Brook Mine 
it must be regretfully reported that 
np to the present the mine has been 
disappointing. As developments pro­
ceeded the coal was found to alter­
nately pinch out very thin and then 
thicken again, faults occurred, and 
the area was so disturbed that great

In my opinion the Plaintiffs cannot 
succeed in this action, even thodgh 
the evidence submitted proved the 
verbal agreement set out in their 
Statement of claim.
