France Resentful,
Says Dr. Holmes.

DISPLEASED BY AMERICA’S.FOR.
EIGN POLICY.

A growing suspicion of America
and resentment of her foreign policy
is to be found in France, said the
Rev. Df. John Haynes Holmes, re-
porting a recent trip of inspection
through France and the devastated
regions of Verdun to a large audience
in the Ethical Culture Auditorium,
Central Park West and Sixty-fourth
Street, recently.

“I was treated with courtesy every-
where,” the pastor remarked, “but 1
felt no enthusiasm toward the United
States. The French have the idea that
this country, in refusing to join a de-
fensive European alliance, pulled out
when she was needed most, They feel
that we ‘have deserted her, and are
willing .that she be destroyed to-
morrow. There is a steadily growing
suspicion of America, and a resent-
ment of our European policy.”

After describing the appearance of
the battlefields around Verdun; where
he said he found very little being
done in the way of reparation and the
building of permanent homes, " Dr.
Holmes commented on' the spirit of
revenge, combined with a morbid ter-
ror of another attack by Germany,
that he found everywhere in France.

“The people are distrustful of their
own Government,” he went on. “They
believed that the Kaiser’s return to
power and resumption of his policies
are imminent. They can’t get away'
from their war-time terror: of ' the
German legions on their goil. Bconom-
ically ruined, the country is suffering
from a sort of shell-shock. Militarism
is flaunted in your. face, both people
and Government support a disgust-

The Manuels Tragedy.

ENQUIRY. RESUMED.

DAVID H. ROBERTSON, Sworn—
I live at 184 Hamilton Avenue and
hold a master’s certificate of com-
petency. On 19th August last I was
captain of the S.8. Pawnee, which
boat was then plying around Concep-
tion Bay. I know °‘that on the date
Mr. F. L. Southgate and Mr. Thom-
as Anderson were drowned by the up-
setting of their boat off Manuels. I
heard about the accident at 11.45
pm. on August 19th. I was at
Carbonear at the time and I received
a telephone message about the ac-
cident. Mr. Willlam Neal telephoned
and said a boat had capsized off
Kelly’s Island with two men in her.
I had a telegraph message from In-
spector General Hutchings to proceed
to Kelligrews and pick up Mr. J. J.
McKay there. I proceeded there
and picked up Mr. McKay and
searched for the boat and oc-|
cupants. I left Carbonear at 1
am. and owing to the night being
dark and close steamed slowly so as
to get to Kelligrews at daylight and
moored to the wharf at Kelligrews
at-4 am. and left about 5 a.m. after
taking on board Mr. McKay, Mr.
Wilson and Mr. Lumsden and four

other men from Kelligrews
names I did not know.

I steamed to Little
Bell Island and I saw no sign of
anything around the Island. I then
suggested to Mr. McKay to steam
towards Topsail and then skirt the
shore close in down to Portugal
Cove. We arrived at the wharf at
Portugal Cove at 6.45 a.m. and af-
ter being there about twenty minutes
the men who came from Kelligrews
with me picked up the boat belonging
to Southgate and Anderson, in the
bottom of Portugal Cove. The boat
was capsized with the sail laying
alongside, as well as the gaff, boom,
mast and rudder. The men towed
the boat out alongside the Pawnee
and pulled her upon the wharf. I
examined the boat and found she was
about 12 feet long, 16 to 18 inches
deep and about seven feet wide with
centre board. The mast was twelve
feet, boom and gaff about 13 feet.
She had a yawl sail with about 40
yards and the material appeared like
what is used in towels. The sail had
been singled reefed and burst and
was tied down again, apparently, with
fishing line, showing that after the
occupants of the boat had reefed the
gail it had burst and was tied down
again with a piece of fishing line.
The leech cloth of the sail was intact
being single reefed and burst, and
the third cloth was tied down with a
piece of fishing line on the
The boat had one mast which was
stepped about fourteen inches aft of
the stern. There was a brass runner
on the mast and the gaff of the sail

was attached with the gooseneck to,
There was a single hal-

the runner.
yards run through a shieve at the
top of the mast and was attached to
the peak of the gaff. The halyards,
when the sail was hoisted up, was

used as a back stay and that was the |

only one used. The centre board was
down and in the well we found a belt
which Mr. McKay told me later be-
longed to Mr. Anderson. The sheet

ran through a block on the boom and |

a block on the thwart. There was no
pin to belay the sheet to and it was
evidently held in the hand of the
person steering. There were no stern
sheets in the boat and the person
steering had to sit on the bottom of
the boat. The top brace of the rudder
appeared to be very old as it was fas-
tened with ordinary wire where the
pintle had been broken. There were
two thwarts in the boat—one fore and
one aft of the centre board. There
were no marks whatever on the boat
to indicate that she had struck any
rocks. There were no paddles and no
place to ship paddles. The tiller
handle was on the rudder. I remember
the day of the 19th well. It was a
fine day, blowing fresh with the wind
about S.8.W. and a slight wind lop.
We left Carbonear that morning at
7.30 and came to Portugal Cove and
went back to Bell Island about one
o’clock. There was a slight lop at one
o’clock and a slight breeze, but no-
thing to interfere with boats going
out. In my opinion there would be
too much wind and lop for the little
boat we picked up in Portugal Cove
to be out in:Conception Bay at one
o'clock that day. If the boat was
about a mile to the Southwest of
Kelly’s Island about one o’clock on
that day there would be, in my op-
inion, too much wind for her. The
sail appeared large for the boat. I
have read the evidence in the news-
papers of some of the witnesses from
the South Shore (about Manuels and
Kelligrews) and I saw where some
of the witnesses stated that the sail
disappeared off the boat about a mile
to the Southwest of Kelly's Island.
It might have been possible that the
sail was torn about that time and the
occupants of the boat had lowered it
down to tie it according to the way
the.sail was reefed. In my opinjon
that little boat would not run long
before the wind that day because any
lop at all would go into her on ac-

I saw no sign  §

boom. '
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I cannot understand in view of the

wind that day, how the boat drifted |

into Portugal Cove; with the way the
wind was I would expect the boat to
drift into Bell Island. On the north
gside of the Bay the tide was running
to the Bastward, but I do not know
how it was running on the Southward
of the Bay. If the tide was running
to Eastward on that side of the Bay
it would carry the boat to Portugal
Cove. There was not too much wind
or lop that day to prevent ordina y
fishing boats from either Fox Trap,
Manuels or Kelligrews to go out to
the scene of the accident at any hour
that day.

At
the same time, it has been known for
geveral months that Bulgaria’s ruler
has contemplated taking unto himself
a wife. It has also been known that
he might find it difficult to find just
the sort of future queen likely to suit
his tastes and gain access to his
heart.
A Lovable Young Man.

It is quite certain that King Boris
would not be attracted to any woman
either on account of her beauty or her
wealth if she failed to reach that very
high standard of virtue which he ex-
pects or those who share his intimacy,
and by which he judges even his male
friends. The character of Boris is un-
impeachable. Of an open, frank dis-
position, he abhors anything that ap-
pertains to secrecy or intrigue. On
this account he has been called “The
best King and the worst diplomat” by
those who know him.

If he has expressed it his wish that
the possession of wealth would favour
the chances of a would-be bride, it can
be assumed that his reason for having
done so is that the future queen may
not be financially handicapped on ac-
count of having married a poor man,

‘ , for Boris, as kings go, is very poor in-
deed.

So far as he is concerned,
money matters very little; his tastes
are simple, his desires might perhaps

;“teel the pinch,” it is very doubtful
whether he has ever heen troubled by
{ his lack of riches.

The King of Bulgaria is no admirer
of beauty—at least, not to an extent
that might allow personal charm to
weigh in the selection of a bride—but
the character of those whom he would
trust must be able to bear the closest
scrutiny without being found wanting.
The future Queen of Bulgaria will find
in her husband a lovable young man,
and, if rather exacting on some
points, one who counts domestic hap-
piness as being a very treasured pos-
gession. There are many of his sub-
jects indebted to their ruler for
brighter lives and happier homes
than they might have had if their king
had been someone else.

A King at School

After the termination of the late
war, the young monarch made it his
first duty to rebuild the social life of
his people, and ever since has been
busily engaged in all manner of de-
mocratic activities. Education is his
hobby. He has realised that a happy,
prosperous people must be well taught
and well read, and in several instances
he has made it a personal duty to in-
spect educational progress even in
distant outlying parts of his domain.

A story is told of how a horseman
one day dismounted at a small school
near Rodsmir and eptered, introducing
himself as a “member of the Govern-
ment.” He.questioned the children in
connection with the subject that form-
ed the lesson in progress when he en-
tered. Warming up to his task, he, for
a time, became a teacher, and the
master was very astonished' to- find
that a “member of the Government”
should be so well informed! He must
have been satisfied with the manner
in which instruction was given at this
particular school, for a few weeks
later the teacher in charge received
a summons to an important post in
Sofia.

It is a significant fact that the King
wished that his future bride may be
interested in girls’ schools, and
make them her special care. It has
also been stated that the social wel-
fare of the Bulgar poor may interest
the future Queen if she conforms to
the King's idea of what ‘his consort
should be. 4

Facts About Seeing
Powers of Insects.

Very curious data have been col-
lected in regard to the seeing powers
of insects. The human eye in perfect
condition is able to see objects sep-
arately that are only one minute of
arc apart. Put two objects, as, for
instance, two black circles, on a
white ground just one inch apart and
then place them at a distance of about
2861 feet. As seen with the naked |
eye the apparent space between the
circles will be a minute of arc. This
space is plainly the limit of detail
visible to the unassisted human eye.

Now it might be supposed that an
insect, having a compound eye, would
be able to see more detail than we do;
in other words, could separate small
objects closer together. As a matter |
of fact, owing to the small aperture of
the lenses composing the facets of the
eye, and the spacing between the fa-
cets, insects see less detail than we
do.

It has been calculated that a drag-
on-fly cannot see separately two ob-
jects that are placed less than one
degree apart. In other words, to such
an insect two silver™coins lying on a
table three inches apart, and viewed
from a distance exceeding 14 and one-
third feet, would appear as a single
object.

Bees and flies, according to the same
investigator, are still more limited in
their ability to see the details of ob-
jects presented to their eyes. A fly
could see the two silver coins above
described separately only at a dis-
tance not exceeding about seven feet.

It has been remarked as a conse-
quence of this that we can see the
details on the antennae of a fly at a
distance of two feet or more better
than the ﬂy' itself can, though they -
are but the fraction of an inch from
its eyes.—Washington Star. 2

| Kc_quitted of
Manslaughter.

JURY RETURNS VERDICT
GUILTY.

After about 15 minutes considera-
tion by the special jury, a verdict of
“not guilty” was returned last night
in the case of Denis O’Brien who stood
charged with manslaughter. The case,
which has occupied the attention of
Mr. Justice Johnson since Monday,
concluded at 10.30 last night shortly
after the jury brought in their ver-
dict. In the session yesterday after-
noon Mrs. Denis O’Brien was called
as a witness for the defence, and ex-
amined by Mr. Halley, afterwards
being cross examined by Mr. Barron
for the Crown. Dr. Roberts was also
called and gave evidence as to the
appearance of the deceased. The
last witness called was Mr. James
Harris, Secretary of the Board of
Works. He gave evidence of the ac-
cused, efforts to have his brother ad-
mitted to the Poor Asylum. At 5.30
the Court took recess until 7.30, and
on resumption Mr. Halley addressed
the jury on behalf of the accused. For
over an hour he dealt with the various
sides of the case, referring to the
general history of the accused and of
the great burden he had been laboring
under, and showing that when Denis
was unable to do anything further for
his brother, the English family had
come to his aid and had performed
good work. In view of the facts sur-
rounding the case, Mr. Halley asked
the jury to return a verdict of not
guilty.

Mr. Barron,for the Crown in an ad-
dress which lasted three quarters of
an hour reviewed the neglect which
appeared to be the outstanding cause
of the accused’s brother’s death. After
a summing up and an explanation of
the law in similar cases by the presid-
ing judge the jury retired to consider
their verdict. At 10.30 they return-
ed to Court and through their foreman
Mr. George Cook, announced a ver-
dict of “not guilty.” On motion of Mr.
Halley the charge against the prison-
er was dismissed.

Opening of

Kingsway, London.

King Edward VII.,, accompanied by
Queen Alexandra, on October 18,
1905 opened the Kingsway and Ald-
wych, which connects the northern
and southern portions of London, and
were the centre of the Strand Im-
provement Scheme, carried out by the
London County Council. The King
received Royal Addresses from the
Mayors of Westminster and Holborn,
and also from the Poplar Borough
Council on behalf of the unemployed.
In declaring the new streets open,
the King said: “The improvement
will do much to beautify the capital
of my Empire and will be a perpetual
memorial of the capacity and enter-
prise of your Council.” By turning a
golden key in a gilt glove, his Majesty
caused the gates across Kingsway to
roll back, and the opening of the
thoroughfare was heralded by the
playing of bands and the acclama-
tions of a great concourse of people.
In recognition of the event, his Ma-
jesty, on October 24, conferred the
honour of Knighthood upon Mr. E. A.
Cornwall, Chairman of the London
County Council. This improvement
did away with some famous old land-
marks, including the Olympic theatre
which had entrance in the Strand
and also in Booksellers’ Row, and in
its most prosperous days was a re-
sort of the fashionable people.

It may he
said, briefly, that systems employing
the gravity feed to the burner intro-

ing the fuel supply delivered to the
burner by pumps taking suction from
tanks located underground.

The portable stove will become a

near future, and its use should be at-
tended with great care. Numerous
fires have been caused by filling the
reservoir while the wick was lighted.
All filling should be done by daylight
and away from open fires or lights.

T - portability of the device is in
itself o hazard; it is easily overturn-
ed. Serious injury by burning has re-
sulted from weak spring catches se-
curing the upper cylinder tqQ the low-
er section. Therefore, the catch should
be examined frequently and repaired
if it is not functioning properly. The
heater should not be carried or mov-
ed while lighted.

Explosions have been caused by de-
fective wicks which do not entirely
fill the wick tube section of the burn-
er, thus leaving free communication
betewen the flame and the space above
the oil in the reservoir. Occasionally
the wick and burner should be boiled
in a strong solution of soda or lye
and carefully dried before again being
placed in service.—Insurance and
Finance Chronicle.

The Humane Killer.

INSTANTANEOUS BEATH RESULTS
FROM USE.

The killing of animals by the most
direct and least painful method is a
subject which has been given con-
siderable attention by the local S.P.
' A. Society. For some time past the
Socliety’s chief agent has been using
an instrument known as the Humane
Killer, to dispatch, quickly, animals
that otherwise would suffer a linger-
ing death or be disposed of by some
clumsy method. The success of this
machine has been so marked that the
Society is now endeavouring to have
it used in the slaughtering of animals
for food purposes, and in fact it has
already been used in this connection
with entire satisfaction. The follow-
ing description of the gun and its use
has been given a Telegram reporter
by Mr. Jonas Barter, the Society’s
chief agent. It is an English produc-
tion and has a wooden arm or
stock 3 feet long through which runs
a trigger connection. On the end of
this arm the gun proper is coupled.
The long arm permits the machine to
be used in any position. The killing
apparatus consists of a steel barrel
on which is screwed a brass cup, the
latter having a special opening de-
signed to fit closely the head of the
animal which it is desired to kill. The
barrel of the gun has a choke bore.
The cartridge used is smokeless, and
the bullet is a .450 soft nose.
The bullet fractures the outer skull
of the animal and lodges in the brain-
pan, death being instantaneous. The
gun makes a report similar to the or-
dinary firearm. It, is used extensive-
ly in England for slaughtering ani-
mals and to some extent in Canada
and the United States. In some sec-
tions its use is compulsory.

“Old historians tell that the Queen
was so0 .shaken with rage and grief
at the confession that she seized the
dying countess anhd shook her like a
rat as she lay in bed, and that it was
this blow that really killed Elizabeth,
who for ten days and nights took no
nourishment, and eventually died.”

“But how did the ring and the other
jewels come to be in the Thames?”

“Because the Earl of Nottingham,
fearful lest the Queen would cause
his .execution, fled the country. ' He
sailed in a ship which was moored
near London Bridge, and he threw the
box of jewels overboard so that they
could not be. traced to him. You will
find this in the confessions of his valet
who wal arrestéd after the flight, at
the mouth “of the Thames, where he
was ldnded to return to his home.

“The dream which:the ¢ontractor
had the other night I do not try to ex-
plaiti, 1t Mmay have been the spirit of
Essex come back to issue a warning.
But one thing is certain: this is the
famous ring % hich played its part in
the gréatest -tragédy of English his-
tory-the deaths of Essex and Queeh
Be¥s.”

“I have followed with the greatest

and- the position at this moment seems |
to me very alarming., It would serve
‘00 useful purpose to oriticise or even
tonsider the circumstances which led
‘up to the present situation. What is

course of action to be taken now.
‘“When the Greek forces were an-
nihilated in Asia Minor and driven in-
to the sea at Smyrna, it seems to me
certain that, unless a decisive warn-
4ng had at once bheen . issued,
Turkish forces; flushed with victory,
would have attempted to enter Con-
stantinople and cross into Thrace.

“If they had been allowed to do 8o,
what would have been the result? In
the first place, our-withdrawal in such
circumstances would have been re-
garded throughout the whole Mussul-
man world as a defeat of the British
Empire; and, although it may be true
that the supposed - pro-Greek sym-
pathies of the British Governmient
i have alienated Mussulman feelings in
India, the danger of trouble in India
from that cause would be as nothing
in comparison with the danger which
would arise as a consequence of what
would have been regarded as British
impotence in face of the victorious
Turkish army.

“Further, such an advance of the
Turkish forces would probably have
meant the repetition in Constanti-
nople of recent eévents in Smyrna. It
would certainly have involved Thrace
in horrors similar to those which have
occurred in Anatolia, and the—pro-
bability—indeed, I think it certain—
of the renewal of war throughout the
Balkans.

“It was therefore undoubtedly right
that the British Government should
endeavor to prévent these misfortunes.
It is not, however, right that the
burden of taking the necessary ac-
tion should fall on the British Em-
pire alone. The prevention of war
and massacre in Constantinople and
the Balkans is not specially a British
interest; it is the interest of hu-
manity., The retention also. of the
freedom -of the Straits is not specially
a British interest; it 18 the interest
of-the -world. We are at the Straits
and in Constantinople, not by our own
action alone, but by the will of the
gllied powers which won the war, and
America is oné of these powers.

“What, then, in suclt circumstances
ought we to do? Clearly the British
BEmpire, which includes a larger body
of Mohammedans than any other
State, ought not to show any hostility
or unfairness “to"the Turks; In the
agreement arranged with the Allies in
Paris by Lord Curzon proposald were
meade to the Turks which are cer-
tainly fair to them; and beyond these
terms, i my opinion, the Allies ought
not to go.

“I see rumars in different news-
papers, which I do not credit, that the
French representative with the Ke-
malist forces has encouraged them to
make impossible demands. -

“The course of action for our Gov-
ernment seems to me’clear. We can-
not alone act as policemen  of the
world. The financial and social con-
dition of this country makes that im-
possible. It seems to me, therefore,
our duty is to say plainly to our
French allies that the position in Con-
stantinople and the Straits is as es-
sentially a part of the peace settle-
ment as the arrangement with Ger-
many, and-that if they are not pre-
pared to support us there we shall
not be able to bear the burden alone,
but shall have no alternative except
to imitate the Government of the
United States and to restrict our at-
tention to the safeguarding of the

pire.”
