“No free man shall be taken
or imprisoned or disseised, or
outlawed, or exiled, or anyways
destreyed; nor will we go upon
him, nor will. we send upon -him,
unless by the lawful judgement
of his peers, or by the law of the
land.”

Here is laid down in the sim-
ple language of the Great Char-
ter of English liberty the prin-
ciple of our system of trial by
jury, which has been described
as ‘“the most effectual security
against .oppression. which the
wisdom of man has hitherto’
been able to devise.”

Henry II. established the sys-
tem of Recognition by Sworn
Inquest. By this method, the
facts were found under oath of
a body of impartial witnesses,
who represented the testimony
in a certain locality. Thus origi-
nated the system of trial by
Jury.
