Now the Legislature.is through with
fts work. It is not now responsible
for safety on the highways. The res-
ponsibility now transfers from. the
lawmakers to those who are to en-
force the laws they have made; and,
which is even more important, to the
shoulders of those who drive automo-
biles; and this includes nearly every-
one. The motor car is no longer the
vehicle of a few. It is not a class
carriage. The well-to-do and Lhe less
80 occupy abcut as much space on theo
highways. A flivver is quite as much
of a problem as an eight-cylinder car.
The workmen driving to his work is
just as much a source of peril, and is
just as responsible, as the youth
prancing about in a 10.00 speedster.

We shall not have road safety un-
til every individual starting out with
his motor car, whether to drive in
town or to go shopping or to take a
pleasure trip or to hurry across the
state or start,on his vacation—what-
ever he has in mind—shall begin with
the thought that on his own individu-

safe roads.

The causes of many observed acci-
dents on 'the highways are not touch-
ed by laws and regulations at all. If

: front wheels—and will make his 101st
{time a catastrophe. The wise driver
 NEVER takes curves fagt—even if the
law allows him 36 miles an hour.
Slow up at ALL curves, ALWAYS.

The Evening Telegram
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Relieving the Burden
of Taxation

The Chancellor of the Excheq-
uér in delivering his Budget
speech declared that an Eéon-
omy Committee was to be given
the task of cutting £10,000,000
each year progressively off the
expenditure of the Government
Departments.

This expenditure at present is
about £800,000,000 as compared
with £197,000,000 at the com-
mencement of the war. Since
that year the amount raised
by direct taxation has in-
creased from £3 11s. to
£15 18s. per head of popu-
lation. While these sums may
not particularly impress the
reader, the more than ~“four-
fold increase shows clearly that
when the burden is referred to
as overwhelming, the expression
can by no means be regarded as
2 figure of speech.

In Newfoundland in 1914-15
expenditure was $4,008,623. In
1923-24 it amounted to $10,022,- k
137, which means that in order‘
to meet current expenses
present, we are called upon to
pay about $36.00 per head of the
population.

Boston, May 13.—A feature of the
General Motors report for first quary
tetr of the year is the “striking gain
shown in profits per unit. Although
sales to dealers were 155,432 cars and

{ trucks, compared with 215,550 in the

corresponding period of 1924, decline
of 60,118, or 27 per cent. net earnings
were $17,811,233 against $19,400,956,
decrease of $1,689,724, or 8 per cent.

After preferred dividends earnings
were equal to $3.08 a share on 5,-
161,599 shares of no par common,
against $3.42 a share last year on the
samé number of shares. That earn-
ings held up so well, despite the
heavy drop in sales, reflects mainly
the higher profit margin realizable
under more normal operating condi-
tions of the current year, although
minor factors, such as the doubling
of the réturn on the corporation’s
Fisher Body ipvestment, which added
$1,500,000 to the*three months’ net,
were contributing factors.
