The Ashantees have been de­
feated, losing heavily in killed and 
wounded, and the villages were razed to 
the ground.

Sir Garnet started last 
night, the 26th October, v . mly 100 
marines, for the purpose of haiadsingthe 
rear of 40,000 Ashantees retreating on 
the Praho. ___ ___

Notes from Ottawa.
Ottawa, Nov. 18.

Concerning the Welland Canal con­
tract, the tenders have been under the 
consideration of the department of. Pub­
lic Works, and will be awarded in a. few 
days. A rumour is current that the late 
Government attempted to award these 
contracts just on the eye of their resigna­
tion, but the attempt was put down by 
the officials of the Department.

The United States Navy.
A Canadian contemporary says :—1 ' The 

United States Government appears to be 
taking matters quite coolly,- and but for a 
show of activity in some of the navy 
yards there is scarcely any evidence of an 
intention on their part to push matters 
to any serious extent. This apathy may 
have its origin in the knowledge of tho 
no longer to be concealed fact that the 
navy of the United States is totally unfit 
to cope with that of even a fifth-rate 
power like Spain. It is plain that with­
out an efficient navy thé punishment of 
Spain would be impossible ;^and, wanting 
that, a declaration of war on the part of 
the United States would bring disaster 
ani humiliation only to themselves. The 
helplessness of our neighbors to resent 
the insults and injuries heaped upon 
their flag by a decrepit nation like Spain 
onght to awaken them to the fact that 
their bombastifr threatenings when mat­
ters of difference between Great Britain 
and themselves have arisen are beyond 
their power of fulfilment, and we hope to 
hear less of that sort of thing in future."

The New York Tribune has the follow­
ing on this subject :—“ In the event of a 
war with Spain it is not at all certain 
that even the first advantage would be 
with the other side. Admiral Porter is 
reported as expressing the contrary opin­
ion, but it is a well-known characteristic 
of good sailors to grumble at the condi­
tion of their own navy. We can send 
immediately into Cnban waters an al­
most equal force to that which we should 
find there, and in a course of a month or 
two we could make much mo.re rapid 
progress with our re-enforcemeuts than 
Spain possibly could. Two years ago the 
Spanish Navy was in excellent condition, 
but it has constantly degenerated since 
that time. It has fallen greatly out of 
repair, and the state of the national fi­
nances has been such that any import­
ant addition to the effective force has 
been impossible. The Intransigents in­
surrection at Cartagena showed with 
what singular inefficiency the vessels of 
the regular navy as well as those in the 
hands of the insurgents were handled. 
The portion of their naval force which 
still remains at home is kept so busy in 
watching the Federalist revolt in Murcia, 
and in guarding the Biscayan shores 
against the Carlist supply ships, that the 
Government will be hardly able to dis­
patch any of them to Cuba. The best 
vessels of their iron-clad navy are in an 
almfllt unseaworthy condition."

In referring to the presentation and 
address to Mr. Spence in the last cor­
respondence, John Henderson was 
credited with reading the address : it 
should have been Richard Stokes, the 
section boss, who was the prime mover 
of the affair, he being the oldest employee 
under Mr. Spence.

Active stops are being taken for the 
organization of the Mechanics’ Institute 
here. A good sum has already been 
subscribed for the purpose.

On Saturday night last the Rev. Wm, 
Henry was on his way home from here, 
ana when about a mile north of the vil­
lage his horse became frightened at some 
object and gave a sudden jump, jerking 
the lines out of his hands and throwing 
him with great force out of the cutter. 
He fell to the ground on his head and 
shoulder, and was rendered for a time 
speechless. After lying for sometime, 
he partially recovered himself and 
managed to attract tbe attention of a 
party going past, but they very inhu­
manly rendered him no assistance. He 
finally gained sufficient strength to walk, 
and managed to get to the gate of Lewis 
Durham, when his strength failed him ; 
but he managed to make himself heard 
by Mr. Durham, who came to his relief, 
and left him in tho house while he went 
in pursuit of the horse .which he managed 
to catch near Wm. Rutherford’s, a dis- 
tance of about one and a half miles fur­
ther on. Ho brought the horse back and 
with considerable trouble got Mr. Henry 
home, by which time he was pretty well 
exhausted. Dr. Rutherford was imme­
diate^ in attendance and rendered the 
necessary medical aid. Mr. Henry is 

1 yet pretty sore, but is doing as well as 
circumstances will permit.

Treason In the Camp.

Now, 
sir, I would like to know if that report 
was current in the city ; because, if such 
a move was made, I feel assured that tbe 
most condign punishment would be met­
ed out to the traitors who had the hardi­
hood to discard their old leader at a time 
when they should have stood manfully at 
his back in order to push him again to 
the front.—Yours Ac.

says :—
[We regret to say that w$ believe there 

is a good deal of truth in the rumors al­
luded to by our correspondent ; but hav­
ing no personal knowledge of the details 
we cannot speak positively on the sub­
ject. Curtain parties in the city have 
published the names of the conspirators 
in the case ; and we doubt not that if 
our correspondent is very particular to 
secure more information on the subject 
he can readily do so by making a few en­
quiries on the street. We hear that the 
object contemplated was nipped in the 
bud, and the young men who had the mat­
ter in hand quietly simmered down.*—Ei>. 
Leader.

The Hamilton 7 met has the follow­
ing version of the affair :

The story, as it reached us—we do not 
guarantee its correctness—is to the effect 
that when it became known as a certain­
ty in Toronto that Sir John was a fallen 
man, some of the gentlemen most inti­
mately connected with the editorial col- 
ums and management of the Mail were 
eager to throw him overboard at once, 
discard and disown him totally, and ad­
vocate a new party that should owe alle­
giance to neither Mr. Mackenzie nor Sir 
John. The attempt was nipped in the 
bud, and now the political revolution sts 
in the Mail office are reported to be wait­
ing as calmly as possible to have their 
heads stricken off by the leader whom 
they were about to desert. Sir John 
rarely forgives deserters.

It is an exceedingly valuable Comment­
ary on the utterances cf that journal to 
know that some of its chief writers con 
templated such a step. Its readers will 
remember that only a fortnight ago this 
same Mail, in the hands of these same 
writers, was bitterly denouncing such 
men as Mr. Glass, Mr. Cunningham and 
others, because, as it contended, they 
were “ traitors " in abandoning Sir John. 
It must be pleasant to the Mail readers, 
who accepted those articles as exhibiting 
the intense scorn of noble souls for men 
capable of party treason, to know that 
the writers of these virtuously indignant 
articles were themselves, at the time, pri­
vately and personally getting themselves 
ready for a worse act of treachery. 
Messrs. Glass, Cunningham, Ac., were,as 
a matter of fact, not treacherous at all. 
They loyally supported Sir John, against 
all attacks, up to the time of the Allan 
letters and the Macdonald-Cartier money 
orders expose. Then seeing, as all hon­
est man did see, that a prima facie case 
had been made out against Ministers, 
they felt that Parliament should, at once, 
be placed in a position to act upon the 
evidence alreàdy made public. They, 
consequently, resisted the proroga­
tion of the 13th of August, 
and thus, on one important point, found 
themselves in antagonism to Sir John. 
The evidence taken before the Commis­
sion did not, in their judgment, exoner­
ate the Premier; so that they felt bound 
by duty, to withdraw their confidence 
from him. Their change of front was the 
result of conviction brought slowly about 
by the ever increasing evidence that 
came out against Sir Johp, and they 
ranked themselves against the Premier 
at a time when it was supposed he had 
still a majority on his side. But tho 
Mail writers who had the impudence to 
assail these men as "traitors," attempted 
an act of treachery pure and simple.They 
supported tho ex-Prcmier up to the last 
moment. They declared that he did 
right in proroguing Parliament in August, 
that he did right, all through his various 
schemes for stifling enquiry. _ They pro­
nounced him, after all the evidence had 
been taken, to be an innocent and honor­
able man, and reserved all their denuncia­
tion and bitterness for those who were 
bringing his iniquities to light. They were 
pledged up to the morning of the fifth of 
November to the belief that Sir John 
was a great statesman—a man of honor, 
of integrity, and one who was entitled to 
the continued and hearty confidence'of the 
people of Canada. In seeking to throw 
him overboard, than, theyjsimply did so 
because he had lost power. Now, that is 
treachery; pure, simple and mean 
treachery. ___

A Littlo Nonsense.
The Hamilton Spectator has been 

taking exception to what it pleasant­
ly calls some “chuncksof wisdom" 
lately thrown out by^ the Mercüry. 
The Spectator had said of the new 
Ministry “They condemned dual re 
presentation; they appoint Dorion, 
who holds two seats, to a Cabinet of­
fice;" and it now says that our ob­
servations heieon were “ asiue 
from the point the Spectator made : 
that was that Mr. Mackenzie, who 
had always opposed dual representa­
tion, yet took into his Cabinet a man 
who by his acts showed that he 
voured dual representation." Are 
we to understand from the Spectator 
that it is inconsistent for a Premier 
to take into his Cabinet any but 
those whose opinions are in perfect 
harmony with his own on every mu* 
nor question and every dead issue ? 
Why there never was a Cabinet yet 
so framed. Ministers are presumed 
to be agreed on the leading and vital 
questions of their policy ; but they 
are understood to difler, and do dif­
fer, on subordinate points, for upon 
such points they can it necessary 
defer their own opinion to those of 
their colleagues, without making $ 
sacrifice of principle. The fact ac 
knowledged by the Spectator, that 
dual representation is practically a 
thing of the past, shows how weak 
and captious is its objection to Mr. 
Dorion on this head. We thank the 
Spectator for correcting an inaccuracy 
we had fallen into. Dual represen­
tation in Quebec will not terminate 
with the present Quebec Legislature, 
but with the present Parliament ol 
Canada.

Then on the second point, that the 
Pacific investigation had been drop­
ped, the Spectator now says :

“ The McMulleuites declared that au 
Outrage had been committed in taking 
thé investigation ont of the hands of 
Parliament; that they wented a business 
meeting on the 13th of August for the 
purpose of authorizing a continuance of 
the Parliamentary investigation ; that 
the investigation by the Commissioners 
w.is a sham ; and that the investigation 
should be prosecuted without delay. 
They got possession of the Treasury 
partly by those representations, but 
when they attained to power they not 
only failed to carry out the principles 
they professed when in opposition, but 
they did the very thing they had before 
denounced as an outrage ; they proro­
gued the Horn- without giving mouibei s 
au opportunity to introduce a motion for 
th - carrying on cf the investigation.”

In other words, the accused got 
the investigation they wanted ; this 
investigation was condemned as im­
proper and insufficient by the ac- 
cusers ; but the House of Commons 
found the accused guilty even on 
this insufficient enquiry ; and now we 
a e told that the Reformers are in­
consistent because they did not make 
a tremendous fuss about having a 
new enquiry immediately, when the 
main object of investigation had been 
a ecmpiifhed. This object was 
to step the scandal of Canada s being 
governed by man against whom a 
clear case of most abominable cor­
ruption had been made out. The 
outrage of taking the enquiry out of 
Parliament’s hands has been rendered 
of none effect, and its perpetrators 
have been suitably punished. Could 
there be more pointless quibbling than 
this of the SpectatorThen, as to 

* Riel, the Spectator says : ‘‘They (the 
Reformers) said when in opposition 
that it was the duty of the Govern­
ment to have Riel arrested mid tried : 
when they get into power they ‘ say 
nothing about it." But the Globe, 
which is their master, intimates that 
Riei is not to be brought to trial, and 
tlie Premier of Ontario, whose predo- 
eessor offered a reward of 95,000 for 
Riel’s arrest, washes his hands of the 
whole matter. "

It is really too bad that Mr. Mac­
kenzie did not get up at five minutes’ 
notice and state the whole policy of 
the newly-formed Government upen 
every conceivable point. One of the 
worst results of tliis wicked omission 
is tluit it nas left the Tory press no­
thing to talk about. As the Ministry
