KING OF GREECE A
CLEVER MONARCH

Was - Threatened with Deposition, But
Brought His Subjects to
Saner ldeas.

London, May 10.—King A George of
Greece has once more emphasized his
claim to the name of being the most
clever ‘and sagacious monarch of: the
present time. For, while during the
past year his position at Athens has
appeared so intolerable that his abdi-
cation, or else his deposition, ~was
lookéd for almost daily, and British
and Russian warships were kept per-
manently at the Piraeus, in order to
afford refuge and protection to the
royal family, in the event of their lives
being endangered by mob violence, he
remained at his pest, sacrificing his
annual visit to the thermal springs of
Aix-les-Bains, which the doctors cons
sider so necessary for his health and
recuperation.

He was forced to submit to the re-
moval of his sons from the commands
which they occupied in the army and
navy, and to their departure from
Greece, these demands having  been

| formulated by the cabinet and cham-

ber, in deference to the so-called mili«

ficers, who, having organized them-
selves for the purpose of purifying

;| Greek. political life and compelling the
‘| adopting of mudh ‘heeded reforms, des

veloped into an irresponsible oligirchy
terrorizing all branches of Greek'gov-
ernment and life.

Throughout it all the king behaved
with the utmost forbearance and dig-
nity, endeavoring by strict observance
of -the “constitution to bring his sub-
Jjects to saner ideas.

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST LAND REGULATIONS

Any person who 1s the sole head ot
a family or'any male over 18 years old,
may  homestead a quarter section (160
acres more or less) of available Do-
minion land in toba, . Saskatche-
wan or Alberta. - The -applicant must
appear in person at the Dominion Land
Agency or Sub-Agency for the distriet.
Entry by proxy may be made at any
agency, on certain conditions, by the
father, mother, son, daughter, brother
or sister of the lntend'lnx homesteader.

DUTIES—Six month's residence upon !
and cultivation of the land in each of
three years. A homesteader may live '
within nine miles of his homestead on |
a farm of at least 80 acres Solely own-
ed and occupied by him or b{ his fath-
er, mother, son, daughter, brother or '
sister.
