CIVIC TAXATION. '

The suggestions made by Mr. W. H.
Oliver with respect to municipal taxation 
are peculiarly valuable. He is, in the first 
place, one of the largest property owners in 
the city, and it is not likely that he would 
advocate any system that would be really 
injurious to himself and to the class to 
which he belongs ; and, in the next place, 
he has observed the system which be favors, 
and has had practical experience of the way 
in which it works.

From the point of view of an owner of 
real estate and an intelligent resident of a 
city in which the betterment system has 
been in operation, he is of opinion that its 
introduction here would be a benefit to the 
city, and he gives the practical reasons of a 
practical man for the opinion he holds. He 
tells us that under the betterment system 
the general rate of assessment is low. This 
is easy to understand. When all the city 
has to do is to maintain what has been made 
in good order, it is not compelled to raise so 
inuch money by taxation as when it has to 
pay both the expenses of construction and 
maintenance.

ELECTION METHODS.

The people of Louisiana although they 
have, by the help of the Federal Govern­
ment, got rid of the lottery incubus are not 
out Of their troubles. Elections in that 
state have been, for some time, a sham. 
The man for whom the majority of votes 
was polled did not get elected if he did not 
happen to please the active minority. A 
fair count has been for a long time unknown 
in Louisiana. The shot-gun had a greater 
influence during the election than either 
the stamp speaker or the ballot. It is evi­
dent that one of the parties in the state js 
determined to continue election by shot-gnn 
or rather Winchester rifle. We read that 
thirty thousand or so of these weapons hare 
been imported by the Democrats into the 
state for election purposes. This has exasp­
erated the Republicans, who declare that 
they will have a fair count at this election 
or they will know the reason why. They 
do not seem at all afraid of the imported 
Winchesters. From this we infer that they 
consider that intimidation is a game that 
two can play at and that Republicans can 
shoot as rapidly and as accurately as Demo­
crats any day. The prospect is that be­
tween now and the first of May there will 
be a pretty hot time in the state of Lou­
isiana.

MORE VICTORIES. We are not at all surprised to find that 
the results of the bye elections have greatly 
discouraged the Liberal party. It has 
vinced them that the country is not with 
them, and that the majority which the 
Government gained at the general election 
in March last was not an accidental major­
ity, gained by the loyalty cry and the per­
sonal influence of Sir John Macdonald. 
They must be most obtuse if they do not 
now see that the platform of unrestricted 
reciprocity on which they based so many 
and such high hopes, is not acceptable to 
the country. The bye-elections are a second 
test of the popularity of that platform and 
the returns show that the people now regard 
it with even less favor than they did twelve 
months ago. The Liberals have lost five 
seats so far, and the Government only one.

The position of the Government at the 
close of last session was peculiar. As many 
as Repetitions had been entered in the 
courts, 44 against Conservatives and 64- 
against Liberals. The Government majority 
was under 30, so that if the Government 
had, as the Liberals contended, gained their 
victory by a fluke, there was considerable 
danger if many of the bye-elections should- 
go against them, of reducing their majority 
or of losing it altogether. Some of the Lib­
eral politicians said, and perhaps believed, 
that this would be the case.

THE POLICY OF SUSPICION.And when it is considered
"BIRDS OF A FEATHER.’1 The policy of suspicion is as foolish as it 

is unfair. There are men in the Legislature 
and out of the Legislature who are ready to 
suspect everyone in office of being hypo­
critical and dishonest. This perhaps would 
do but little harm to anyone bnt themselves 
if they refrained from giving utterance to 
their suspicions, and speaking of them as if 
they were facts that could be proved by 
irrefragible evidence. But the suspicions 
people can vejy seldom hold their tongues. 
They must talk. They whisper their un­
founded surmises first to one and then to 
another, and these surmises are repeated, 
not as the vain imaginations of evil-minded 
persons, but as facts which are susceptible 
of proof. And it is surprising to see 
how readily these unfounded stories 
are believed by even sensible people. 
They hastily conclude that what 
is told them for truth is true, and 
they repeat in good faith what they have 
heard. The consequence is that, in coarse 
of a very little time, what was at its crea­
tion bnt a vague suspicion, is circulated as 
an undeniable fact. When, perhaps by ac­
cident, the slander reaches the ears of the 
person whom it was invented to injure, and 
is enquired into, many who have helped to 
circulate it are ashamed and vexed to find 
that it is without even the shadow of a 
foundation.

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the State Treasury for the privilege of de­
moralizing, not only the citizens of 
Louisiana, but hundreds of thousands of the 
inhabitants of the other States of the Union, 
and of-Canada and Mexico. This Lottery 
was an immense octopus which spread its 
tentacles over every part of this continent, 
and some of them even reached across the 
ocean to Europe.

The Lottery paid those who owned and 
directed it well. Morris is said to be worth 
between $25,000,000 and $30,000,000, and 
he lives more luxuriously than most princes. 
Others of the gang have also made their 
piles. But it is to be hoped that the busi­
ness of fleecing foolish people, who want 
to get a b g lump of money without working 
for it. has been effectually killed. 
Bat John A. Morris and his associates 
deserve no credit for having given up the 
Lottery. It is said by some that his letter 
is only a trick to put his opponents off their 
guard, but it is hard to see what they can 
hope to gain after retiring from the con­
test as they have done, and with the law of 
the land in direct opposition to them. 
Without the aid of the Post Office it is 
evident that the business could not be 
carried on successfully. They coaid get 
no aid from the newspapers, for in many 
countries and States, lottery advertisements 
are illegal, and being unable to send papers 
through the Poet Office, containing each 
advertisements would make the insertion of 
them unprofitable? It may therefore be 
safely concluded that the Louisiana Lottery 
has received its quietus, and that it will no 
longer be a bone of contention in that State 
or anywhere else.

WRECKING ARRANGEMENTS.

Americans cannot reasonably find fa nit 
with the Dominion of Canada, or its laws, 
when the authorities here insist upon the 
law being carried out in the case of the San 
Pedro. Their laws are more stringent than 
oars, and they are carried ont to the letter. 
In United States territory, even when it is 
plain that valuable property will be utterly 
destroyed if Canadian vessels, with Cana­
dian appliances, are not allowed to save it, 
tbe authorities permit it to perish, rather 
than relax any provision of their law in the 
least.

Now, Canadians would willingly enter 
into a reciprocal arrangement with respect 
to this salvage business. They would cheer­
fully allow Americans to save vessels and 
their cargoes, in Canadian waters, if the 
same privilege were allowed them in Ameri­
can waters. But since the American Gov­
ernment will not listen to any compromise, 
let the case be ever so urgent or the circum­
stances ever so unusual, they cannot expect 
Canadians to set aside the law to favor 
them when property can he saved as speed­
ily and as effectually by British ships, Brit­
ish machinery and British labor as they can 
by American. If British authorities mete 
out the same measure to Americans as 
American authorities mete out to Canadians 
our neighbors should submit to reciprocity 
of that kind uncomplainingly—the more so 
as the present condition of things is of their 
own choosing.

We are quite free to admit that the pres­
ent condition of the law with respect to 
wrecking is neither reasonable nor neighbor­
ly, nor is it favorable to tjie shipping inter­
est of either country. Bnt as it is upheld 
very tenaciously by our American neighbors 
it will do them good to to let them feel 
how unfavorably it works when it is one of 
themselves who is made to feel the effects of 
their own system. It was, we think, Gen­
eral Grant who said that the best way to 
procure the repeal of a bad law is strictly 
to enforce it. If the owners of the San 
Pedro are made to feel that the system 
which the Americans adhere to so closely is 
a bad one, they may use their influence to 
have it changed for one more in aoaordance 
with the friendly feeling and the spirit of 
mutual helpfulness that should exist be­
tween such near neighbors as the Americans 
and the Canadians.

, THE PLAIN TRUTH.

It was said in the debate in the House of 
Assembly that reciprocity would not have a 
tendency to bring on annexation. Perhaps 
not. But it is very evident that many 
Americans have made np their minds not to 
give Canadians tbe chance to try the experi­
ment. They have determined that annexa­
tion shall come before reciprocity—the only 
kind of reciprocity they appear to favor on 
any terms, namely, unrestricted reciprocity. 
We see in almost every American news­
paper in which the trade question is dis­
cussed, that the only reciprocity which they 
will consent to is unrestricted reciprocity, 
and that the only condition on which that 
will be granted is, that Canada enter into 
political union with the States. One or tiro 
of them make the severance of British con­
nection a condition, and this only because 
they are convinced that independence will 
be bnt a short preliminary to annexation.

The advocates of unrestricted reciprocity 
with the United States, if they have not 
already made up their minds to join the 
Union, should resolve either to give up that 
dream or prepare themselves to become 
American citizens.
It is amusing to see men who profess to 

be free traders advocating unrestricted 
reciprocity with tbe United States. One of 
the necessary conditions of commercial 
union between the two countries would be 
the adoption of the United States tariff by 
Canada. The Americans, to use the lan­
guage of a prominent Liberal, “would not 
be such fools ” as to enter into an arrange­
ment for unrestricted reciprocity with Çanada 
and leave Canada at liberty to impose 
what duties she pleased on foreign goods. 
This is now admitted by all thinking men. 
But the American tariff is the most purely 
protectionist of any existing. The true 
blue Republican scoffs at the idea of free 
trade. The free trader is the American 
protectionist’s Satan who h to be kept
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ESCAPE FROM FIRE.

It is singular that some effective means 
of escape from a burning building has not 
been discovered. A gobd deal is heard 
about fire escapes of one kind and another, 
but in case of actual danger they appear to 
be ef little use. The guests at the Hotel 
-Royal of New York, when the stairs were 
on fire, and the elevator shaft filled with 
smoke and flames, seemed to have no means 
of getting ont of the building. Several men 
fia their despair jumped, from the burning 
building to be mangled out of all recognition 
on the stone pavement. We are told that 
•“the windows were filled with people? in 
their night-clothing, making piteous and 
heartrending appeals to the people below 
for help, while behind them was a great sea 
of flames.” Heroic efforts were made by 
the firemen to save the men and women 
who were in such fearful peril, bnt no pre­
parations seem to have been made, either 
by those who built the hotel or those who 
occupied it, for sash a terrible exigency. 
For the want of proper precautionary meas­
ures many were obliged to endure dreadful 

■suffering and many lost their lives.
We hear every day about the triumphs of 

science ; but, much as science has done, it 
has not devised means to escape from a 
burning building, and it has not found a 
way to construct a house, under whose roof 
hundreds sleep in fancied security, in which 
the fire kindled in one story cannot speedi­
ly spread to all the others. In fact, large 
dwellings are built in such a way as if' the 
easy and speedy communication of fire from 

-one part to the other was one of the objects 
which the architect designed to effect. And 
he does effect it with deadly certainty by 
means of tbe elevator shaft. It appears to 
be specially adapted for being a conductor 
and a feeder of the fire after it has fairly 
started.

Is it beyond the ingenuity of man to in- 
•vent some means of effecting the exit of 
those who, having escaped suffocation in 
their beds, have only the windows to fly to 
to get communication with those outside Î 
The problem does not seem so very diffi­
cult, but it appears to be as far from solu­
tion as ever. For the want of a fire escape 
that can be used when it is wanted, lives 
are every year sacrificed and serions injur­
ies sustained.

It U to be hoped that the time is not far 
distant when it will be an easy matter for a 
person who has the use of his lioiba and his 
senses, not only to escape from a burning 
building himself, but to aid in the escape of 
others who either through fright or ill­
ness, are unable to exert themselves. Sorely 
science and mechanical ingenuity, if it sets 
about the work in earnest, will be able to 
-do this at the very least.

Is it not the duty of legislators to pre­
sent dwelling houses and factories being 
built in such a way that if they catch fire 
loss of life may be qaid to be an absolute 
certainty Î It iasaiddhat the Hotel Royal 
burned like a tinder bo#. Is it right to 
allow a building that is liable to burn like a 
tinder box to be used as a hotel ? In a 
•quarter of an hour after the fire was dis- 
-covered the whole building from foundation 
"to roof was in a blaze. No one is ever safe 
in auch a structure.

THE RIGHT TRIUMPHANT.

The Louisiana Lottery campaign col- 
lapsed more than a week ago. On the first 

-of the present month the death, warrant of 
•'that gigantic gambling concern was read in 
the Supreme Court of the United States. 

“Chief Justice Fuller then declared the anti­
lottery low, passed by the last Congress, 
constitutional. This is the law which for­
bids the passage through the post-office of 
lottery tickets, lottery circulars, newspa­
pers containing lottery advertisements, and 
in fact, lottery literature of all kinds 
“whether written or printed.

As soon as the decision of the court was 
known, Mr. John A. Morris, president of 
the company, published a letter declaring 
his intention to withdraw from the contest 
and to submit to the law of the land. After 
renting the history of the movement to ob­
tain an amendment of the constitution of 
ithe State of Louisiana favorable to the lot­
tery, he said :

“I hereby declare, on my part and on the 
part of my associates, that we shall’ not ac­
cept or qualify under the amendment if it 
be adopted by the people at the general 
election of April 1892. As the Supreme 
Court of the United States has decided the 
anti-lottery postal law to be constitutional 
it is my purpose and that of my « 
to respect that law and abstain fro 
ing it in any manner.”

“ Oar offer was actuated as much by a 
desire to benefit the people of the State of 
Louisiana, as by the prospect of profit to 
ourselves, which Would arise from the grant 
aa a business proposition. My associates

DEATH OF COUNT BLUCHER.
Family Pride and Consequent Resentment 

Stronger Than Death.

New York, Feb. 13.—Count Von Blucher 
is dead. His sensational marriage last July 
in Milwaukee to Miss Alma Lœb, of 
Brooklyn, his practical disinheritance by 
his princely father, and the young man’s in­
decision as to what he should do about it, 
gave him a good deal of notoriety. Re­
cently he rented a room in a modest house 
at 105 west 38th street. The grip 
hold of him a week ago, and on Sunday 
night the last sacraments of the chutch 
were given him by Father Geyer, who was 
summoned by telegraph. The priest cabled 
to the count’s father when the son was 
taken ill. The answer came to-day just 
as high mass was being celebrated 
over his son’s body. It said that 
the son had disgraced the proud name of 
Blucher, and the father would cast him off.

Appearance of the Ruler of a Fourth of the. 
World’s Population.

A writer in the Edinburgh Review thus 
describes the appearance of the Emperor of 
China during the reception recently given 
to the foreign ambassadors : The magnifi­
cence of the courtier’s attire contrasted 
strangely with the simplicity of the appear­
ance of the young Emperor who rules a 
fourth of the human race, and whose fea­
tures have never before been seen save by 
the highest of his own subjects. Whatever 
the impression the “barbarians*’ made on 
him, the idea which they carried away of 
the Emperor Kuan g Su was pleasing and 
almost pathetic. His air is one of exceeding 
intelligence and gentleness, somewhat fright­
ened and melancholy looking. His face is 
pale, and though it is distinguished by 
refinement and quiet dignity, it has none of 
the force of his martial ancestors, nothing 
commanding or imperial,^but is altogether 
mild, delicate, sad and kind.

He is essentially Manchu in features, his 
skin is strangely pallid in hue, which is no 
doubt, accounted for by the confinement of 
his life inside those forbidden walls and the 
absence of the ordinary pleasures and pur­
suits of youth with the constant discharge 
of onerous, complicated and difficult duties 
of state, which, it must be remebered, are, 
according to imperial Chinese etiquette, 
mostly transacted between the hours of 2 
and 6 in the morning. His face is oval- 
shaped, with a very long, narrow chin and 
a sensitive mouth, with thin, nervous lips ; 
bis nose is well shaped and straight, his 
eyebrows regular and very arched, while 
the eyes are unusually large and mournful 
in expression. The forehead is well shaped 
and broad, and the head is large beyond the 
average.

He looked anxious, watchful, somewhat 
nervous and more overcome than any one 
present by the unusual experience, 
dress was a plain, puce-colored silken robe, 
with a golden dragon embroidered on the 
breast and shoulders. He sat cross-legged, 
like a Buddha, in front of the table, and 
played nervously with his hands while the 
ordeal lasted. He wore nothing in the shape 
of a crown or other emblem of his high of­
fice, his head covering being an ordinary 
Chinese official hat of felt, surmounted by a 
button of knotted crimson silk.

Government, but a like power had 

been in their hands for a long time past, 
and it would not do to take such power out 
of. their hands. Great hardships might 
arise from so doing, as, for instance, ’ 
case where a great strike had been made in 
a certain district and settlers wanted to buy 
land whereon to build their houses, and 
unless they would be able to get a good title 
to the land they would not be so free to 
build. He thought the power should be 
left in the hands of the Government, so that 
they would not be compelled to wait until 
the Legislature met in order to have a sale, 
as was suggested by one of the Opposition 
p ipers which he had seen a few days ago. 
The correct principle was that the Govern­
ment should have thé townsitee and suburban 
property to sell, as it would be ridiculous to 
allow settlers to pre-empt land that was 
worth on the market, say $100 per acre, 
owing to its proximity to a town. 
Under the present system, the Government 
had power to cut up these lands and sell 
them in five or ten acre blocks. As an in­
stance of this, he gave the sale of lands, 
last summer, in the vicinity of Vane raver, 
and on the shores of Burrard Inlet, in what 
was known as North Vancouver. Discre­
tionary power in this mvtter must be left 
in the hands of the Government to sell 
such lands, from time to time, by auction, 
as occasion required or made it expedient. 
The people need have no fear that this 
power would be abused, for the Government 
was a responsible ^Government. Referring

Ml COMPANIES ACT.

Zon. Mb. Dayih moved the adoption of 
She report of the Committee of the Whole 
on the Companies Act. Bill read a third 
time and passed.

Following is the full text of the bill to 
amend the Public School Act of 1801, in­
troduced in the Provincial Legislature, yes­
terday, by Hon. Mr. Robson. The bill 
read a first time, and the second reading 
has been placed fjr the next silting of the 
House. The bill reads as follows:

1. This Act may be cited as the “Pub­
lic School Act Amendment Act, 1892.”

2. Sub-sections (1) and (2) of section 15 
of the “ Public School Act, 1891,” are here­
by repealed, and the following sub-sections 
substituted therefor ;

“(l.) The person receiving the largest 
number of votes shall continue in office 
til the next ensuing annual sch iol meeting 
after his election and for two years there­
after, rtekoning therefrom, and from that 
time onward until his successor shall have 
been elected :

‘*(2.) The person receiving the next 
largest number of votes shall continue in of­
fice until the next ensuing annual school 
meeting after his election and for one year 
thereafter, reckoning therefrom, and from 
that time onward until his successor shall 
have been elected.”

3. Sections 4 to 12 of this Act shall 
into operation in each of the cities to which 
it applies at the next general Municipal 
Election held in said cities respectively, and 
until the Board elected under the provi­
sions hereof is duly constituted the present 
boards shall continue to exist and perform 
their functions as heretofore.

4. Sections 22, 23, 24, 25, 26, 27 and 28 
of the “ Public 3:hool Act, 1891,” are here­
by repealed.

5 The Board of Trustees for each City 
School District shall be elected annually by 
the votes of electors duly qualified to vote 
for a Mayor, as provided by section 33 of 
the “ Municipal Act, 1891,” or by any other 
law for the time being iu force and regu­
lating the election of the Mayor in such 
cities respectively.

6. Each voter shall be entitled to 
votes for members of the Board of Trustees, 
and such votes shall be cast at the polling 
place at which the voter is entitled to cast 
his vote for Mayor.

7. The nomination and election of the 
Board of Trustees shall be held at the same 
time and place, and by the same Returning 
Officer or Officers, and conducted in the 
same manner as the municipal nomination 
and election for M-ayor would be conducted, 
and the provisions of the “ Municipal Act, 
1891,” and any amendments thereto, or of 
the special Act or Acts of Iacorporation of 
the respective cities, and amendments, re­
specting the time for opening and closing 
the poll, the mode of voting, corrupt or 
improper practices, vacancies, and declara­
tions of Office or of challenged voters, shall, 
as nearly as m*y he, apply to the election 
of Boards of School Trustees.

8. The seven candidates receiving the 
highest number of voters shall ba declared 
elected to terve until their successors shall 
have been elected.

9. Any person being a male householder 
or freeholder in the School District of the 
full age of twenty-one years/and otherwise 
qualified by this act to vote at an election 
of School Trustees io the said School Dis­
trict, shall be eligible to be elected or to 
serve as a School Trustee in a School Dis­
trict.

10. In case of any vacancy in the ofl^ce of 
Trustee of any Public School Board arising 
from any cause, the remaining Trustees 
shall forthwith take steps to bold a new 
election to fill the vacancy so created, and 
the person thereupon elected shall hold his 
seat for the residue of the term for which 
his predecessor was elected, or for which the 
office is tilled.

11. The new election shall be conducted 
in the same manner, and be subject to the 
same provisions, ae an. annual election, and 
the Public School Board shall name a Re­
turning Officer to act at such election, who 
shall give at least six days’ notice of the 
nomination of candidates, and in case a poll 
be demanded;the election shall be held on 
the third .day following the day of said 
nomination,. unless such day is a Sunday or 
statutory holiday, in which case the election 
shall he held.on the next lawful day after 
such Sunday or holiday. -

12. The Board of Trustees shall meet at 
least once in: each, and every month, and 
four members (.including the Chairman) - 
shall constitute a quorum.

13. Section 29. of the “ Public School. 
Act, 1891,” is hereby amended by adding 
at the end of said section the followings 
words : “appointed by resolution of suen 
Council.for that purpose. ”

14. It shall be lawful for the Lieutenant- 
Governor in Council to convey from time to. 
time such Schoei lands within a Munici­
pality, or poi tions thereof, as he thinks fit, 
to the Corporation of such Municipality in 
trust for School purposes an l the conduct­
ing of. Public Schools in accordance with 
the law for the time being in force, and 
subject ta such further trusts, conditions* 
and restrictions as m^y from time to time 
be determined by Order in Council.

15. Section 34 of the “ Public School 
Act, 1891,” is hereby repealed and the fol­
lowing section substituted therefor :;—

“34. The Board of Trustees shall, on or 
before the thirty-fiisfc day of January in 
each year, cause to bo prepared and laid 
before the City Gounod a detailed estimate 
of the sums required by the board for the 
purposed mentioned in the preceding sec­
tion, or for any other lawful purpose^ with­
in their jurisdiction. Such estimates shall 
be subject to the consideration, alteration 
and final approval of the council, and upon 
such approval the proceedings uuthoiized 
by section 32, and all proc edings subse­
quent thereto, shall be taken in due order.

16. Section 35 is hereby amended by ad­
ding thereto the following words: “It 
shall not be lawful for the Board of School 
Trustees to incur any liability beyond the 
amount shewn by such account to be at 
their disposal.”

This was alsqft he case with clause 
three, which prohibited pre-emption of 
public lands by agents. His experience 
had been, that the more liberal the land 
laws, even as regards the pre-emptor, the 
more these same kwa had been abused. He 
congratulated the Government on having 
adopted the principle of refusing to sell un­
surveyed lands. But, while the Ministry 
had made a move in the right direction, he 
thought they had m*de a mistake 
in taking into their hands so much 
and unlimited power, as regards the 
sale of unsurveyed lands. He believed 
the time had come when all public land 
should be preserved for the bona fide, settler, 
and should be preserved, too, under a most 
rigid eys em. He thought a new and a 
strong land law was necessary, and not a 
bill tinkering with the law all the time. 
The system of pastoral leases was wrong, 
for it tied up the land. It was impossible 
to tax Crown lands thus locked up. He 
thought too much power was being placed 
in the hands of the Chief Commissioner of 
Lands and Works. Hitherto this power 
had been in the hands of the Lieutenant- 
Governor-in-C mnoil. Clause 12 of the Bill 
he objected to, as it gave tbe Lieutenant- 
Governor-in-Conncil, what really amounted 
to a power to legislate.

No dis­
turbance is reported to have occurred during 
the recent rejoicing, though the selling of 
whiskey to the natives, by a class of very 
inferior white men, is far from being a 
thing of the past. It is hoped that, before 
long, the police will be iurnished with s 
suitable boat, either naptha launch or small 
steamer, which will enable them to more 
effectually cope with the whiskey-sellers, 
the undoubted cause of the greater part of 
any trouble arising with the Indians.

VANCOUVER.
Vancouver, Feb. 13.—The Charter com­

Rev. A. B. Winchester, of Berlin, has 
accepted a call from the Foreign Mission 
committee of the Presbyterian church to 
take charge of the Chinese mission work in 
British Columbia.

The fast yacht May Flower, which figured 
prominently in the yacht races of 1889, has 
been purchased fcy a syndicate of enthusias­
tic. yachtsmen, who are having her refitted. 
It is predicted her speed will be 
ingly fast. Her owners intend to enter her 
in the Victoria and Vancouver races, and 
perhaps some on the American side.

Wholesale business continues steady with 
prices about the same. The starting up of 
several logging camps and other outside in­
dustries has had a beneficial effect on trade. 
A farther improvement in retail trade is 
noticeable, and 
close, a still greater improvement may be 
expected. Collections on the whole are a 
trifle easier although they are not as good 
as could be wished. Building is being 
carried on vigorously. Tenders for the 
addition to the Hotel Vancouver are in­
vited, while the excavations of the C.P.R.

The sight of the 
Weapon caused a scattering of the gang.

Before they could carry out 
their intention, they met with a set bark 
they had not looked for. Captain John Mc­

did not reach the Colorado) and two others 
were shipped instead.

As ribs of 
stockings exposed to sale are necessarily 
almost in contact, the fault cannot be de­
tected without introducing the hand and 
opening the tissue, when it will be instantly 
apparent, and indeed will exactly resemble 
the flaw caused by a dropped stitch in a 
stocking in wear.

ALCOHOLIC INSANITY.

The Terrible Curse of a Drinking Father on 
His Children.

A writer in the Fortnightly on “ Phases 
of Crime” in Paris says that alcoholic in­
sanity is twice as provalent in that city as 
it was 16 years ago. Nearly one-third of 
the cases of lunacy are from this cause. 
He says drinking has so increased that 
during the last 10 years a new type of 
criminal has appeared—the children who 
have inherited homicidal instincts from 
drinking parents. One of these instances, 
as an illustration of hundreds which have 
come within his knowledge, he gives as 
follows :

A few months ago I was present in Dr. 
Gamier’s consulting-room watching the 
prisoners from the depot filing past. We 
were informed that a child had been 
brought in by its parents to be examined. 
These people were shown in. They be­
longed to the respectable working class 
and were quiet and well mannered. The 
man was the driver of a dray belonging 
to one of the railway stations and had all 
the appearance of a stalwart Working man. 
The boy was barely 6 years old. He had 
an intelligent, rather pretty face, and was 
neatly dressed.

“ See here,. Monsieur le Docteur,” said 
the father, “ we have brought you our 
boy ; he alarms us. He is. no fool ; he 
begins to read ; they are satisfied with 
him at his school, but we cannot help 
thinking he is insane,for he wants to mur­
der his little brother, a child 2 years old. 
The other day he nearly succeeded in do­
ing so. I arrived just in time to snatch 
my razor from his hands.”

The boy stood listening with indiffer­
ence and without hanging his head. The 
doctor drew the child kindly toward him 
and inquired : “ Is it true that you wish 
to hurt your little brother ?”

With perfect composure the little one 
replied : “ I will kill him ; yes, yes, I 
will kill him 1”

The doctor glanced at the father and 
asked in a low voice : “ Do you drink ?”

The wife exclaimed indignantly : “ He, 
sir ! Why, he never enters a public house 
aud has never come home drunk ?”

They were quite sincere. Nevertheless 
the doctor said : “ Stretch out your arm.”

He 
had become a drunkard without knowing 
it, and the poison that had entered his 
blood was at this moment filling the head 
of his little child with the, dreams of an 
assassin.

HOUSEHOLD HINTS.
For dish-towels some people use crash, 

which should be of the very best quality, 
though old drilling or a poor quality of 
ticking make better ones; and many ladies 
prefer a light weight unbleached muslin, as 
a cotton cloth does not leave the lint that 
linen does yvhen a little worn.

For dish-rags buy white mosquito netting 
— a quarter of a yard is sufficient for one— 
which should be folded back and forth as 
many times as the width will allow and 
tack as a comfort. Some make them of a 
ball of candle-wick, knit on two wooden 
needles the size of a lead pencil. Set up 
twenty stitches. Knit in plain garter 
knitting until the ball is used up. These 
are easily kept clean if washed to hot soap­
suds after each meal ; also wash the dish- 
towels at the same time. A half dozen are 
quite sufficient.

Soft holders to use in taking up hot 
dishes should be made six inches by eight, 
slightly caught through and a brass ring in 
one corner to hang upon a nail close to the 
stove. Old stockings are good for this, or 
two thicknesses of pants cloth. Every 
housekeeper should provide herself with 
little coovaniences for doing her work. A 
short-handled, broad paint brush to wash 
the outside of window sills, and an old 
tooth brush for washing around the glass.

MARKETING.
It is best to keep to one dealer, after you 

have decided which is best. To have your 
butcher, your poulterer and your vegetable 
and fruit man. They will all take greater 
interest in supplying a regular customer at 
reasonable rates than one who only buys of 
them occasionally—especially if yon always 
pay ready money. In buying beef there are 
a few rules to remember. Bullock beef is 
the best to buy. It should be fine grained, 
the lean with streaks of clean white-looking 
fat running through it and of a bright red 
color. Unless there is enough fat the meat 
will be tough. Cow beef is paler than ox 
beef, so you can tell it in that way ; and it 
is not so nutritious ; but if the meat is of a 
very dark red it is too old. To test beef, 
press it down with the thumb ; if it rises 
quickly the meat is good. For soup meat 
get the shin-bone and a few pounds of the 
round. Soup meat should have as little tat 
as possible. The best beef for beef tea is 
from the round. Mutton should be dark 
colored and have plenty of fat. In choosing 
poultry see that they have smooth legs 
and short spurs ; the male birds aré best. 
The feet should always bend easily.

THE BOULEVARDS AND AVENUES 
are the pride of the city; nearly all 
200 feet wide, with side paths 30 to 40 
feet wide, planted with trees of a uniform 
height of 30 feet—such as the boulevards 
Italien, Montmatre, St. Germain, Kleher 
and the Avenue Del Opera. The aide 
streets off those beautiful thoroughfares 
are on an average 60 feet wide. The 
wooden block pavement is being adopted, 
and the old noisy stone system disappear- 
ing as in London. The water is so ar­
ranged at the outer edge of the sidepath 
so as to be easily turned on to wash the 
side gutters, which are shallow, in fact 
the water is constantly running along the 
sides of tjie streets in a clear stream. An 
army of scavengers keep the streets in 
splendid order. All holes and gratings 
to carry off surface water are under the 
side path—a great improvement. The 
houses in nearly all streets are built in 
a uniform style, and five, storys high, 
with iron balconies to every story. All 
corner buildings are rounded off and 
of ornamental architecture, producing a 
very grand effect. I considered London 
a city of shops, although there are sev­
eral streets of private houses, without 
shops, but here every street has its shops, 
with dwelling houses iu flats over them. 
Many of the private houses are built in 
court yards in the rear of the shops and 
approached by covered ways, ten feet 
wide; and many of the wholesale ware- 
houses are built in the same fashion.

The omnibus and tram car system is 
very good—six cents inside, three out­
side, to any part of the city; three horses 
to each omnibus; no electric tram 
in any street. The theatres are very 
numerous and suited

ABOUT TWELVE FfiET SQUARE, 
how long it would take to finish; they 
said seven yeaiA This is all hand work, 
most delicate and intricate, requiring 
much patience and skill.

I always thought no city could compare 
with London in cab traffic, but I believe 
Paris outstrips it. This traffic is so enor­
mous and incessant that it is unsafe and 
difficult to cross a stzteet. I account for 
this from there being a very large upper 
and middle class of rich people, who do 
not keep carriages, therefore use cabs. 
Goods of all kinds are dearer than in 
London. Meat, wine and spirits are 
cheaper. Servants’ wages, the same 
as in London —$8 to $10 per month.

The park “Bois de Bolougne” is very 
fine, but the drives are not so well kept, 
nor are the trees so well grown as in 
Hyde Park. This is a city of magnificent 
churches, occupying the most prominent 
sites. The clergy are not happy, having 
lost their influence over the people. 
Unfortuna' ely,intideli y prevails. Trades­
men are to be seen pursuing their calling 
on Sundays, the same as in any other 
day, and generally take a holiday on 
Mondays. The writer had the honor to 
attend a reception given by M. Car­
not, the President of the French Repub­
lic, at the Elysee Palace. The gorgeous 
suite of salons and palm houses, thrown 
open, the ladies’ dresses and diamonds, 
the uniforms and decorations of foreign 
ambassadors, and of naval and military

THE BLACK POPE-
Sketch of the Late General ef the Order of 

Jesuits.

Father Anderledy, the general of the 
order of the Jesuits, whose death has re­
cently been reported at Rome, was a very 
remarkable man, and in every way merited 
the title of “ The Black Pope,” which was 
given to him at the Vatican, says the 
Marquise de Fontenoy in the New York 
Recorder. He was the son of a Swiss peas­
ant and was bora on the slopes of the 
Simplon. During the revolution of the 
Sonderbnnd in Switzerland, when the 
Jesnita were driven ont of the country, he 
came near losing his life at the hands 
of a fanatical and infuriated mob, 
and only escaped by being thrown 
into prison. Father Anderledy was well 
known in the United States, for it was there 
that he was ordained , "priest, and for a 
couple of years he devoted himself to Catho 
lie mission work at Green Bay, Wis. At 
one time he was renowned for his eloquence, 
and the silvery tones of his musical voice 
were heard in almost every city of import­
ance from the Atlantic ocean to the Russian 
frontier, but suddenly his overtaxed forces 
gave way altogether. He fell dangerously 
ill, and for a time was entirely deprived of 
the power of speech. On hie recovery his 
physicians insisted that he should give up 
preaching entirely.

The late general was one of the cleverest 
and most adroit of the twenty-three supe­
riors which the erder h#s had since its 
foundation. He was a born diplomatist, a 
man of polished manners, but autocratic 
temper; a profound theologian, having 
studied divinity under the Pope’s brother, 
Cardinal Pecci, and and a wonderful lin­
guist. Besides Greek, Latin, and Hebrew, 
he spoke and wrote perfectly Eng­
lish, German, French, Italian, and 
Spanish. It is difficult to say 
who will be elected ae Father Ander­
ledy’a successor. The election will be 
awaited with great interest throughout the 
world, tor the Jesuit Society is the most 
powerful body of its kind in existence. Its 
organization is perfect, its wealth enormous, 
and the obedience of its members to their 
chief is absolutely wonderful, The remark 
uttered by Pope Sixtus V. 300 years ago 
holds good to day. “ Imagine,” he ex­
claimed, “ the incalcuable power of a 
fraternity at the mere mention of whose 
name, that of Jeaua, every head is forced to 
bow.”

There is no surrender of the 
general conviction that prices mast ulti- 
niately go higher, and, possibly, much 
higher; but it is conceded that months may 
elapse before that tendency culminates; 
and, among speculative leaders, it is pre­
ferred that the campaign should be so pro- 
louged. The extraordinary ease in the loan 
market can hardly possibly fail to produe* 

ttctlve* if uot excited speculation. 
When an extreme ease in money 
comes concurrently with a general 
depression in busine ss, it may fail to deve­
lop speculation ; but when it happens 
along with large crops and a healthy state 
of affairs at large, it almost inevitably tar­
ries along with it a general rise iu the value 
of securities as well as of other investmenta 
There are two especially potent monetary 
influences at present acting as a lever on 
the market. The farmers are devoting a 
large amount of the proceeds of their 
abundant crops to the liquidation of their 
farm loans ; which has the double effect of 
creating a fresh demand for investments 
from the holders of the liquidated mort­
gages, and of causing a large accumulation 
of currency at I his and other Eastern 
c°ntree. This movement is one of the main 
causes of the continued extraordinary influx 
of money from the interior.

In the next place the accumulation of large 
floating balances at this and the other sea­
board cities is producing a depression of the 
rate of interest on call loans which is appal­
ling to the banks and to other financial in­
stitutions; and that induces a demand for 
the dividend stocks which amounts to the 
withdrawal of an important amount of A 1 
shares from the market. These withdrawals 
have been, to some extent, offset by tbe re­
turn of securities from Europe; but syms- 
toms seem to indicate that the reflux from 
L ndon has about ceased. The “bear*” ad­
vance as their chief argument against an 
upward movement in prices that, tbe world 
over, affairs are in a reactionary condition, 
which, they eay, is attended with 
mercial depression which is incompatible 
with a “bull” market for securities. The 
reasoning would be sound if the depression 
to which it refers was the .consequence of 
panic and its usual attendant widespread 
bankiuptcv.

It is trne that the Baring suspensien and 
its surrounding circumstances were a sharp 
shock to business in all parts of the world ; 
but there was nothing like the contraction 
of credit and the losses from failures that 
usually attend the great periodic panics. It 
was a shock, but little more ; and its effect 
has been principally to create conservatism, 
to check really unsound enterprise, and to 
eliminate wild speculation at a few diseased 
spots in South America, rather than to pro­
duce a general violent disorganization of 
trade and finance. This amounts to a much 
less serious reaction than that which ordin­
arily succeeds a general panic. Its effects 
are not only less severe, but are also briefer 
in their duration. There exists in Europe 
contraction of unsound business and specu­
lation, which is shown in the deerease of 
the commerce of Great Britain and 
that of some of the Continental 
nations ; but there is none of the excessive 
caution that denies capital or credit for 
meritorious undertakings ; and when the 
rate of interest falls to 1 to 2 per cent, the 
holders of money are not likely to prefer to 
keep it idle rather than invest it iu good 
securities, or lend it upon safe collaterals. 
It is therefore reasonable to infer that such 
general consequences as have followed tha 
crisis ( f seventeen months ago, muy be ex­
pected to yield early to recuperative in­
fluences, and the signs are not lacking that 
such recovery is already in steady progress, 
and will make itself p’ainly visible in the 
course of the current year. Such recovery 
is especially to be expected in this country ; 
tor not on’y have we suffered less than 
Europe from the Barii-g crisis hut we have 
also been enriched by the b-st harvest 
experienced in the history of the country.

The only daik spots in the home situation 
are the depression of business and the back­
wardness of payments at the South and the 
dullness of trade on the Pacific coast; both 
of which are mainly the consequences of 
undue expansion of speculation or over- 
creations of corporate capital iu the respec­
tive sections. These cau-es are injuriously 
affecting the railroads of those groups of 
states; but the market, w’hile discriminat­
ing against the securities thus direct'y affect­
ed, does not mistakenly infer that all others 
should suffer in sympathy. Our inference 
from the foregoing factors is that the 
market is destined to a higher ran.e of 
prie» s as the year progresses, but that the 
culmination is likely to be reached by a 
series of ups and downs— possibly a pro­
longed one—and that, therefore, it is not 
safe to sell “short” stock after the recent 
decline, but wise, for the moment, te bay 
on the drops and realize quick profits.

Nsw York, Feb. 12.—Interest in the 

murder of Mrs. Frederick A. Boschinsky 
and her four-year-old son, Isaac, in Wil­
liamsburg, two months ago, bas been re­
vived by a rumor that the police of Wil­
liamsburg are working on t‘-e theory that 
the murder was committed by female 
Nihilists. It has been known for many 
years that there are several hundred 
Nihilists in that part of Brooklyn. It is 
said that Mrs. B ischinsky was put to death 
by the women because of information she is 
alleged to have sent from time to time to 
her parents and friends in Russia, and 
which has put the relatives of the so-called 
Williamsburg Nihilists in Russia to a great 
deal of trou be with the Government. The 
police deny that they are working on any 
such theory.

A RAILROAD FOR KOOTENAY.
Work Will Be Commenced in the Spring on 

the Nelson & Fort Shepherd R. R.

Mr. P. C. Dunlevy came home from Spo­
kane Falls last night after an absence of 
about eight days. He was accompanied by 
Mr. G. B. Wright, both gentlemen being 
directors of the Nelson & Fort Shepherd 
railroad. On Mr. Dunlevy’s return he was 
seen by a Colonist reporter, to whom he 
said :

“We went to Spokane Falls to meet Mr. 
Corbin, of New York, a railway man and 
^capitalist, and the owner of the Spokane 
& Northern R. R. Our object was to settle 
up the Nelson & Fort Shepherd 
railway business with him. He had been 
East conferring with several large finan 
ical houses, and I may tell you that 
the result of his visit was very satisfaefcory- 
We have decided, as a result, that work on 
the new line will be commenced as soon as 
the snow is off the ground. The road will 
run from Nelson to Fort Sheppard, a dis­
tance of 65 miles in a southerly direction, 
and the object of its construction is to open 
up the Kootenay district so that we may 
diaw the trade and traffic of the rapidly 
g» owing mines to Victoria and Vancouver. 
We expect to have the line completed in 
two years from date, and have figured 
that it will cost us in the neighborhood of 
$2,000,000.

“At present there is no way in which 
the Toad Mountain ores can be worked by 
any appliances existing in Canada, and we 
are expecting that until the big smelter in 
that country is completed we will have a 
large amount of trade in taking 
ores ont. In addition to that we 
have enquired into matters concern­
ing future traffic and development and 
are satisfied that we will have our hands 
full of work when we are ready to start. 
Mr. Corbin will be interested with our di­
rectorate, but our railroad will be entirely 
separate from any other combination. We 
may probably push out, after we have been 
running for a while, and get through the 
Similkameen to the coast. This will enable 
us to tap another very large extent of min­
ing country.

“ When we were in Spokane we saw a 
great many mining men, and noticed every­
where much excitement about the Koote­
nay district. A great many are going in as 
soon as the spring starts. I met many old 
British Columbians, one of them, old 
George Harvey, being one of our first 
pioneers.”

Caille Quarantine.
London, Feb. 10—The British Board of 

Agriculture has scheduled Denmark on ac­
count of the cattle disease, almost closing 
the London cattle markets, for fear of con­
tagion. Experts say that had the Cana­
dian Government yielded to the recent agi­
tation for relaxing the restrictions against 
state cattle entering Canada, Canada’s posi­
tion would now have been much less secure. 
Sir Jacob Wilson, who controls the Board of 
Agriculture, is keenly a protectionist and 
loses no chance for using tt e cattle regula­
tions to exclude live stock from competing 
in British marke's. Even the Times 
says the incident suggests whether 
the prohibition of all live foreign animals 
should not be absolute, as in Canada. 
Seeing this, the friends of Canada are ask­
ing whether the government should not in­
sist upm a strict enforcement of quarantine 
against United States cattle in British Col­
umbia. It is Slid to be unsafe to leave even 
this door to disease open.

National Miner»* Federation.
London, Feb. 11.—The Congress of the 

National Federation of Miners, which met 
at Manchester to consider the question of 
restricting the output, has proved abortive. 
The sense of the Northern delegates was 
that in view of the prevalent lack of a great 
American coal trust it was to be 
hoped that the workmen would not 
take any acrion that would result in giving 
the Reading Co. a monopoly of the profits 
of the coal industry. The Newcastle 
Journal, in an article undoubtedly voicing 
the sentiments of the British coal owners, 
expresses a doubt of the success of the 
Am°ricun monopoly. It is not at all pro­
bable, the Journal declares, that the pro­
digious production of American coal 
can ever be controlled by any 
syndicate, however, gigantic. No pool 
can be formed whose members will find it at 
all times to their interest to 
keep the mutual agreement. Any 
marked scarcity or dearness of coat 
would have effect of stinmliting production 
in quarters hitherto not considered 
profitable. The bis'ory of the copper 
r ing would be repeated. Sources of supp'y 
heretofore unheard of will be utilized 
It might even happen, if a great increase 
of prices were made that supplies would 
pour into America from all parts of the 
world until some tinkering was done to the 
McKinley bill.

Sun Spots and Storms.
San Francisco, Feb. 12. — Dispatches 

from the observatory at Harvard university 
state that the sun spots are used as a basis 
for predictions of great storms and general 
restlessness on the earth’s surface. Such a 
theory is ridiculed by Prof. Davidson. “It 
is impossible to say that there can be any 
affinity or resultant atmospheric activity of 
the earth’s atmosphere,” said he, to-day, 
speaking of the master. “We certainly 
have no reason to iear storms or anything of 
that sort. These solar disturbances are 
something difficult to imagine. Our earth 
could be dropp -d into one ot those depres­
sions on the sun’s surface with no more ef­
fect than a scuttle of cod might have if 
summarily thrown in. They tried once to 
prove that the Indian typhoons were the 
result of solar disturbances, but they had 
to give it up, for they had no proof.”

Neglected D. 8. Indians.
Santa Fk, N.M., Feb. 12.—The real 

cause of the trouble between the Navajo 
Indians and the cattle men in Western 
New Mexico is the niggardly manner in 
which the Government has treated this 
tribe in not providing them with sufficient 
food and clothing. The Indians have long 
been allowed to rove off their reservation, 
aud are accustomed to killing range beef for 
food. At many points along the border of 
Arizona also are country stores where liquors 
are sold to Indians as readily as io the 
whites, and the Indians engaged in Wednes­
day’s row are said to have b en intoxicated. 
The cattle men are arming themselves, and 
are determined to drive the Indians back to 
their reservations, but the piesence of 
United States troops from Fort Wingate 
will prevent anything in the nature of an 
outbreak.

One of the Mafia.
San Francisco, Feb. 12.—When Antonio 

L tlalla, the Sicilian, was arrested here, last 
week, for cutting the throat of an Italian 
woman, it was intimated that he was a 
member of the Mafia gang which murdered 
Chief of Police Hennessy in New Orleans. 
The suspicion was strengthened by the 
statement made by Lalalla to some of his 
acquaintances that he had to leave New 
Orleans because he killed a man. Immedi­
ately after Lalalla’s arrest, and when these 
facts became known, his picture and 
description were identified by Valentine 
Burk, one of the principal witnesses in the 
Hennessy trial, who had identified the 
assas-rins on trial. He said that there was 
no doubt that Lalalla was the party sus­
pected. It is believed that he was the man 
who lived with Monasterio, and who was 
implicated with him in the killing of the 
late chief.

The N. Y. Life Mnddle.
New York, Feb. 11.—At a meeting, this 

afternoon, of the managers and agents of 
the New York Life Company, William S.

BALM AGED A’8 BULLION.
The Course of H. Jf. 8. Espiegle Approved by 

the Admiralty.

-London, Feb. 15.—The First Lord of the 
Admiralty, Lord George Hamilton, during 
the course of to-day’s session of the House 
of Lords, was questioned in regard to the 
conduct of Commander Arthur Clark, while 
in command of H.M.S. Espiegle, attached 
to the British Pacific squadron, during the 
civil war in Chili.

But it is Hot correct as stated that I 
will resign if they do not come here to or­
ganize. As I have advised Mr. Wilniot, I 
am quite prepared to go over to Westmin­
ster on,: Thursday night and we can sit on 
Friday and Saturday.

KILLED IN MINE EXPLOSIONS

It appears-that the number of deaths ia 
Great Britain from mining explosions in 
1891 was the lightest yet recorded in any 
one year since a list wre first published in 
1851. Taking the last year, tte deaths 
directly resulting from explosions of gas in 
mines were only about 43, aga 
1890 and 138 in 1889. In F. 
me’n were killed at the Beamish Pit, New- 
CMtle-on-Tyne. Naked lights were used as 
the pit was considered t»te a noo-fiery one. 
But the most serions explosion took place in 
the first half of the year, when ten men 
were killed at the Apedale Colliery, in 
North Staffordshire. Blasting w» carried 
on, and one of tte shots not going off led to 
the catastrophe. The jury, to returning 
their verdict, expressed the opinion that 
the management had been most lax and 
negligent. Five or six'minor explosions 
took place up to* the end of June by 
which six lives were lost. In July 
man Was killed at the Home Colliery, near 
Pontypridd, while there wm also one death 
from an explosion in August at Rose Col­
liery, Hamilton; two at Glare Houghton, 
near Leeds, where naked! lights were used; 
and two each at Abercaid and Caertshilly. 
But the most serions explosion of the half- 
year took place on the last day of August at 
a colliery near Bristol, when ten lives were 
lost. The jury returned a verdict that the 
deaths were caused by an explosion, the gas 
firing at a naked light carried by a work­
man. Near Wolverhampton a man was 
killed by a candle with which he wm work­
ing falling into a powder box, and four men 
were suffocated, from the effects of a fire in a 
gob at a colliery near Manchester. It will

Owing to the wide interest awakened 
by recently published reminiscences of 
the Beaver, and the demand created for 
reliable records, a Colonist reporter was 
commissioned to hunt up Tom Johnson, 
and talk, with him. Here is the story :

Your representative was very meagrely 
directed to Mr.. Johnson’s ranch. It was 
on the Harrison River—that ytas all that 
could bo ascertained. I arrived at Harri­
son, a pretty little settlement built around 
a cluster of fisherman’s huts, aud roman­
tically situated on the shallow shore of 
the picturesque riverfrora which it takes 
its name. It was late in the evening 
when my enquiries were made. Old set­
tlers knew nothing of Johnson’s ranch. 
He had been at Harrison last winter, but 
they had lost track of him. Grievously 
vexed though I was, the sublime scenery 
and the exceeding good company of the 
strange settlement partially alleviated ray 
disappolntmént. On the recommandation 
of Win. MacDonald, the highly esteemed 
and very worthy mail-carrier of Chilli- 
whack, who has tilled the soil of Westmin­
ster district for twenty, I decided to bi­
vouac in the .above-mentioned town. If 
he had known my objection to being 
bumped painfully over a forest road in an 
ox-cart, he would have refrained as Will 
be discovered, from proceeding.
< An amusing incident occurred prior to 
our departure. Our attention was called
