San Francisco, Aug. 12—Members of 
the Merchants’ Exchange and of other 
commercial bodies of this city have 
started a movement to overcome thé 
boycott that has been placed on 
American goods by Chinese merchants 
in many of the cities of China.

Shanghai, Aug. 11.—Alarm regard­
ing the impending financial crisis in 
consequence of the Chinese boycott of 
American goods is increasing, 
correspondent of the Associated Press 
is informed that President Roosevelt 
has instructed Minister Rockhill to 
warn the Chinese government that the 
United States government will insist 
on the full observance of article 15 of 
the Tientsin treaty of 1858.

Washington, Aug. 11.—Article 15 of 
the Tientsin treaty provides that “at 
each of the ports open to commerce, 
citizens of the United States shall be 
permitted to import from abroad and 
sell, purchase and export all merchan­
dise of which the importation or ex­
portation is not prohibited by the laws 
of the empire.”

The word ‘‘in­
demnity” is carefully avoided, the term 
employed being “reimbursement” for J;he 
cost of the war. No sum is fixed, the 
amount being distinctly omitted for 
tual adjustment between the two coun­
tries after the Japanese expenditure has 
been ascertained. These are the two all- 
important conditions, and those which 
the Russian plenipotentiaries find abso- 
Jutely unacceptable.

Unacceptable as they are, however, it 
can be stated that these two principal 
conditions did not come as a surprise to 
the Russian plenipotentiaries. The 
friendly fashion in which Baron Ko­
mura explained the conditions before 
handing then* to M. Witte and the avoid­
ance of the use of the word “indemnity” 
in the presentation of Japan’s bill for 
the cost of the war without fixing a sum 
leaves the way opeu for negotiation and 
constitutes the main hope that a final 
agreement is possible. Certainly the 
danger of a sudden rupture, no matter 
what the ultimate result may be, is pre­
cluded by today’s developments.

What the World Expected 
t The other terms are substantially 
what the world expected, and with one 
or perhaps two exceptions, could prob­
ably be entertained as a basis for nego­
tiations. They include the following: 
Cession of the Russian leases to the 
Liao Tung peninsula, comprising Port 
Arthur and Dalny; the evacuation of the 
entire province of Manchuria; the retro­
cession to China of any privileges Rus­
sia may have in the province and the 
recognition by Russia of the principle 
of the “open door”; the cession to 
Japan of the Chinese Eastern railway 
■below Harbin, the main line through 
Northern Manchuria to Vladivostock to 
remain Russian property ; the recogni­
tion of the Japanese protectorate over 
Korea; the granting of fishing rights to 
Japan in the waters of the Siberian lit­
toral northward from Vladivostock to 
Behring sea; the relinquishment to Japan 
of the Russian warshaps interned in 
neutral ports, and finallÿ a limitation 
upon the naval strength of Russia in 
Far Eastern waters.

Contravene Russian Instructions
As a whole the terms are regarded as 

exceedingly hard by the Russians. In 
addition to the two principal conditions, 
which cannot be accepted under M. 
Witte’s instructions, these relating to 
the limiting of Russia’s naval power in 
the Far East and the granting of fishing 
rights upon the Russian littoral are con­
sidered particularly offensive to the 
amour propre of their country, and of 
euch a humiliating character as to be 
inadmissible.

Rev. O. Corbel I Arrives Down From 
Golden North.

The Rev. O. Corbeil, of Whitehorse, 
is in town staying at the Dominion hotel. 
The reverend gentleman came in yes­
terday morning by the Cottage City.

“I did not know,” said he, “that she 
was a tourist boat, and quite uninten­
tionally I have been forced to take a 
very pleasant though somewhat pro­
tracted trip; we touched at Haynes’ Mis­
sion, Sitka, Juneau, Fort Wrangel, etc., 
including the various fisheries. I saw 
much to interest me, much that 
new.

“I have been in the Yukon seven 
years, having come to Dawson in ’98.

Berlin, Aug. 11.—The foreign office, 

without giving judgment on the equit­
ableness of the Japanese peace terms, 
obtained exclusively by the Associated 
Press, believes that the conference will 
continue until an agreement is reached.

The prevailing view is that Rus­
sia cannot be expected to accept them, 
but that they are not an impossible first 
demand and that negotiations may be­
gin on the basis of thesd declarations to 
ultimately conclude on something quite 
different. The publication of the peace 
terms produced no effect on the Bourse 
unless it was an indisposition to trade 
in Russian securities until something 
further is known.

Objections Signify Nething 
I Berlin, Aug. 12.—The newspapers 
this morning seem disinclined as a whole 
to express their opinion of the Japanese 
peace terms. Russian utterances at 
Portsmouth and St. Petersburg pro­
nouncing the terms unacceptable are 
treated here as signifying nothing.

“Can any­
thing be more irrational,” it asks, “than 
to be afraid to perform the functions 
of nature—to be afraid- to live, to labor, 
to marry, to bear children, to found a 
home, to suffer, to die?”

Our author discusses the profit and 
loss of matrimony. The losses feared 
are the risk of “catching a Tartar,” aud 
the loss of personal liberty. Neither is 
regarded as Sufficient to deter marriage. 
Risks are taken, but this is true of the 
acquirement of any great good in life. 
People, we are told, who do not take 
the hazard of a noble chance may gain 
Lillies, but not immensities, 
lost in liberty is gained in more import­
ant respects. Liberty usually becomes 
license. The gains of married life are: 
The satisfaction of obeying a fundamen­
tal instinct; the enjoyment of love; the 
comfort of friendship; the benefit of bal­
last; incentive, which is the deepest need 
of life.

The author dwells painfully upon the

Typhoid at Juneau.—Juneau is at 
present in the throes of a siege of 
typhoid fever.

It is feared the death-roll will be increas­
ed considerably if the disease is not soon 
checked.

The Hay Crop.—“The hay crops in 
the Delta and lower Mainland is a good 
average one,” said Walter Ker of the 
Brackman-Ker Milling Company, in an 
interview. “It will surpass last year’s 
in quantity, but the farmes have been 
handicapped owing to the scarcity of 
labor. The yield this season, especially 
of timothy, is very abundant on Lulu 
Island and in the vicinity of Ladner. 
Hay is quoted at $10 per ton delivered at 
the steamboat landings. This is not ex­
cessive. I have seen it sell for $20 a 
ton. A light crop Is reported on Van­
couver Island, owing to the recent dry 
spell there. We anticipate inquiries 
from Victoria, as many of the farmers 
on the Island are going in for stock-rais­
ing.”

Salmon Cargoes Coming.—From now 
till the end of September all steamers 
reaching port from Northern British Co­
lumbia cannery points will bring down 
cargoes of salmon of this season’s pack.

1 Pay a Dividend.—-Under the caption 
“Hastings (B. C.) Exploration Syndi­
cate,” the British Columbia Review 
(London), in its issue of July 29th, says; 
“The directors’ report states that the 
balance of cash on hand amounts to 
£6,572. The administration expenditure 
shows no naterial increase, but £461 
more has been spent on development 
work, as compared with the balance 
sheet of the previous year. The ore 
shipped to smelters realized £10,099 net. 
that is, after deduction of freight and 
treatment. No account has been taken 
of the value of ore in bin at the mine. 
The board are of opinion that the figures 
now presented justify the recommenda­
tion of a dividend at the rate of 5 per 
cent., equal to Is. per share.”

Long Distance ’Phones.—A Spokane 
paper a few days ago announced that 
the Pacific States Telephone & Tele­
graph Company had completed its 
line from Seattle to Spokane. When 
asked if it, would be possible to talk 
from the British Columbia coast cities 
to Spokane, General Superintendent 
Kent of the British Columbia Tele­
phone Company said that it could be 
done, but that owing to the many con­
nections it would scarcely be commer­
cially possible at present. Nelson and 
Rossland are both in telephonic com­
munication with Spokane, so that at 
no distant date it may be possible to 
telephone to those cities from Vic­
toria.

Long Vacation.—A notice appearing 
in yestérday’s issue of the Proviucial 
Gazette over the signature of the Chief 
Justice is as follows: “During the va­
cation all applications which may re­
quire to be immediately or promptly 
heard are to be made to the vacation 
judge. The Hon. Mr. Justice Duff, as 
vacation judge, will sit at the law 
courts, iu Vancouver, on Thursday, at 
10.30 a.m., and at the law courts, in Vic­
toria, on Friday, at 10.30 a.m., for the 
purpose of hearing such applications of 
the above nature as are usually heard 
in vacation. Application may be made, 
iu any case of urgency, to the judge per­
sonally (if necessary), or by post, accom­
panied by office copies of the affidavits in 
support of the application, and also by 
a draft, on a separate sheet of paper, 
initialled by counsel, of the order he may 
consider the applicant entitled to. On 
applications for injunctions, in addition 
to the above, a copy of the writ and a 
certificate of writ issued must,also be 
sent. The papers sent to the judge will 
be returned to the registrar.”
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Grading Apples.—The result of Max­
well Smith’s investigation into the man­
ner in which the requirements of the 
Fruit Marks Act were being complied 
with in Nanaimo, Ladysmith and Wel­
lington was not as completely satisfac­
tory as he hoped for. As a general thing 
he found that the fruit packers did not 
terade their apples to any great extent. 
Some good apples are mixed with a lot 
of poorer ones, and the only thing that 
sâved some prosecutions was the fact 
(that they had been marked as in the 
lowest grade.* Mr. Smith pointed out that 
this was a bad policy even from the 
farmer’s standpoint, as with a little 
trouble he could in some cases realize 
fully double on quite a lot of his fruit.

This animosityna's been trans­
mitted to British Columbia Chinese, 
who have taken up the burden of an ill- 
feeling about which they know nothing, 
but which the different tongs are will­
ing to keep alive. After the trouble 
which occurred about a week ago in the 
Steveston canneries, Chief of Police 
Murchison of the sockeye capital let the 
Celestials know that he would allow 
nothing more along that line.
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The Trap Sites.—Respecting the rush 
for trap sites which is now in progress 
on the West Coast of the Island, as an­
nounced in yesterday morning’s Co1- 
onist, it ie said: that along the 
shore there is as much more room 
for traps as is bow occupied. There 
are locations available all the way 
to the Sombrio river, a point a little to 
the east of Port San Juan. It is be­
lieved that those interested will find it 
materially to their advantage to build 
canneries on the Islaud as well, for the 
present season has demonstrated the 
expensiveness of shipping salmon to the 
Fraser river or elsewhere on the Main­
land.

Two Fair Features.—At a meeting 
of the special features committee of 
the Dominion fair it was decided to 
offer prizes for international races and 
competitions, and the news has 
brought joy to the aborigines on both 
sides of the line.

No Material Change in Yellow Fever 
Situation.

The following article on “Packing 
Apples” appeared in the Toronto 
Globe of July 6

The problem of apple packing has 
not been solved to the satisfaction of 
the British dealers by our recent legis­
lation fixing the minimum size of 
apple boxes. All the Arguments in 
favor of the box as compared witn 
the barrel seem plausible from the 
standpoint of the shipper, but the 
British importers are not satisfied 
with the change. They recognize the 
advantage of boxes, so far as econ­
omy in vessel space is concerned. The 
question of cost is also decided in 
favor of boxes, as they can be made 
of almost any kind of lumber. But 
the dealers find that the cost of 
handling is an objection. A box can­
not be rolled about by one man, and 
though the rectangular packages are 
much smaller than the barrels in 
capacity, they require much more 
labor In handling. There is also an 
objection on the ground of the smaller 
quantity disposed of at each sale. The 
merchants have as much trouble in 
selling a box as a barrel, and their 
trade is consequently rendered more 
costly.

Another cause of complaint is the 
loose condition In which apples in 
boxes arrive in Britain. This renders 
them more liable to injury in hand­
ling. But it is a fault that should 
pass away as greater skill in packing 
is acquired by experience. Canadian 
shippers are expert at packing in 
barrels, and the apples handled in 
that way arrive in good condition. The 
only complaint is with regard to the 
occasional heating of a part of a cargo, 
but that is due to imperfect ventila­
tion. It may be that when as much 
experience has been acquired in the 
use of the apple boxes the familiar 
complaints about loose packing and 
injured fruit will no longer be heard.
The use of boxes has been quite suc­
cessful in the shipment of Southern 
fruit, and that has been among the 
influences whicjt have led to the adop­
tion of the system in Canada. But it 
is impossible to draw a comparison 
with Tasmania or California apples, 
as they are more expensive and real­
ize high prices. The exporters can 
afford to take extraordinary care in 
packing, every apple being wrapped 
in paper. This cannot be done with 
Canadian articles, which are a staple 
article of the trade, and must be sold 
at a moderate price. We must not 
fall into the common error of dis­
regarding the wishes of 
tomers and the needs of our markets.
That mistake has already proved 
costly, and our methods must 
form to the market requirements.

; V In the Supreme court today, before 
Mr. Justice Duff, Mr. R. T. Elliott re­
newed his application for an injunction 
in behalf of the Capital City Backing 
Company, to restrain the Anglo-British 
Columbia Packing Company from fur­
ther taking salmon in their traps in Ren­
frew district, pending trial of the action 
in which these companies are respec- 
tvely plaintiff and defendant. At the 
previous hearing of the injunction mo­
tion it -Was left open to counsel to show 
to the satisfaction of the learned judge 
that the Chief Commissioner of Lauds 
and Works had delegated to him by leg­
islation or was otherwise vested by law 
with the power to deal with either the 
foreshore or the bed of the sea. Mr. 
Elliott, in his second argument, cited 
numerous cases touching the adminis 
tration of lands incidental to navigable 
and tidal waters. His Lordship asked 
Mr. Elliott if he had anything to say eu 
(the beariug of the Land Act on this 
matter. The Attorney-General during 
the interval had been good enough to 
draw his attention to the amendment 
of 1901. Mr. Elliott replied that this 
amendment merely re-transferred to the 
Chief Commissioner the power to grant 
leases V*keu from him in 1899.
’ Mr. Justice Duff admitted that, but 
asked if that in itself gave the Chief 
Commissioner power to grant leases of 
the bed of the foreshore.

Mr. Elliott read the words of the 1901 
enactment, which gave the Chief Com­
missioner power to grant leases “for any 
purpose,” and submitted that such lan­
guage was comprehensive enough to em­
brace the case before His Lordship.

The question of access to these lands 
under the sea being raised by the court, 
Mr. Elliott thought that the graut 
tied with it all rights appurtenant to such 
grant, but His Lordship pointed out the 
difficulty in this case caused by the di­
vided jurisdiction. In other words, how 
far (assuming the authority of the prov­
ince to make this grant) could such grant 
be given in view of the Dominion powers 
over navigation, the rights of anchorage 
and other marine jurisdiction? Even 
then, assuming th’ese considerations oat 
of - the way, where was the legislative 
authority to the Chief Commissioner to 
'make the grant?

His Lordship further asked Mr. El­
liott how he could reconcile his grant 
under the Land Act with the definition 
of Crown lands in that statute? Could 
it be said that a grant of the bed of the 
sea, as in this case, was a grant of land 
without any encumbrance, when such 
grant was subject to the rights of fish? 
ing, of navigation and of anchorage?
! Mr. Elliott did not consider such 
rights an encumbrance on the land, and 
the Court instanced a grant of land sub­
ject to a highway running through or 
over it.

ITALY'S CAUSE CELEBRE.
Murderers of Count Martini Sentenced 

After Prolonged Trial.
t

Turin, Ang. 11 The jury today 
found five person accused of the murder 
of Count Bon Martini guilty with ex­
tenuating circumstances. Tnlly Murri. 
the victim's brother-in-law, and Dr. 
Naldi, an accomplice, were each 
tenced to thirty years’ solitary confine­
ment. Countess Theodilinda Bon Mar­
tini, wife of the Count, and Dr. Secehi. 
her lover, were sentenced to ten years’ 
imprisonment, and Rosa Bonneti, her 
maid, to seven and a half years.
* The affair dates back to 1902, and ex­
cited intense interest throughout the 
whole of Italy owing to political in- 
vtngues. Over one hundred counsel 
engaged in the trial, which lasted months.

Canada is enjoying prosperity at 
said Mr. Maclnnes, “bnt the

a record harvest in the wheat area 
of the West. This, of course, is good for 

business, and the freight traffic, 
both East and West on the Canadian Pa­
cific, leaves little room for complaint. We 
are doing our share of the business. The 
central West bee each a large area under 
wheat now, and people in other countries, 
even as far as England, are commencing 
to know that it is a desirable place to 
live, that there is not any doiibt concern­
ing the future.

Helmcken said hard work in preparing 
his case and the continuous conduct of 
the defence had its effects on his 
client's nerves, and he was threatened 
with nervous collapse. He asked that 
an adjournment be made until Monday. 
Mr. Collins was confined to his room 
at the Driard hotel under police sùr- 
veilance.
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Mr. Higgins, appearing for the State 
of California, said he was informed by 
the Chief of Police that accused had 
been working in the office of a local 
solicitor all the previous day, going 
over depositions and preparing his de­
fence. The accused when in Califor­
nia on trial, has resorted to all sorts of 
tactics in playing for delay and failing 
to continue delaying the case, had ul­
timately fled from the jurisdiction.

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NEW PASS FOUND

m Which Will Give a Better Grade on the 
Nicola Railway.

Mr. H. J. Gamble, consulting engineer 
of the C. P. R., who has charge of the 
construction of the line from Spences 
Bridge, has discovered a lower pass east 
of the old railway survey, which will 
give a better route from. Nicola through 
Aspen Grove to the Similkameen, the 
Vancouver News-Advertiser.

Prior to coming to Vancouver last Sat­
urday he took a trip to Aspen Grove to 
look over the proposed route, being accom­
panied by Claude Snowden of Princeton.

The ol droute of the C. P. R. passes 
Nicola about 150 feet above the Nicola 
river, commencing to rise at the Forks, 
but by taking this new pass through As­
pen Grove the railway line takes almost a 
level route from Coutlee and passes Ni­
cola on the flat across the river. It would 
then follow the level of the lake to Qull- 
chena rising at Qutldhena creek and fol­
lowing the valley of that creek to a point 
due south from the falls. Aspen Grove, 
striking the watersheds eight miles fur­
ther south than It does on the old survey 
■made by the C. P. R. some years ago. It 
also makes a difference of about 300 feet 
between Nicola and Aspen Grove, being 
that much lower. By going through the 
new pass the railway company can not 
only make It possible to work the mines 
to better advantage, bnt can enormously 
Increase its tonnage. Resides it will have 
easier and cheaper construction work.

By following the lower route It will 
bring the line down to a point at Quil- 
chena that at some future time when ex­
tensions -may be made to Kamloops and 
Okanagan sections the grade will be in 
such a position that work can be contln 
ued on, thus saving a distance of 15 mites 
between Quilchena and Coutlee.

There is every likelihood that this route 
will now be taken and further Investiga­
tions will be made in a few days to defin­
itely settle the question. z

How Miss Ruckle 
Met Her Death

and Japanese mereSandlse. CapL Jor­
gensen, pilot ot the Boeton Steamship 
Company, arrived yesterday to meet the 
Incoming freighter. The steamer Yang- 
tzae of the China Mutual line, now load­
ing at Tacoma, will have a small out­
ward cargo, dne to the fact that consid­
erable shipments were rushed a short 
time ago, causing a temporary blockade 
in Japanese ports. Capt. Wale of the 
steamer Kanagawa Maru said that when 
he left Kobe there were no less than 
eighty steamers there discharging cot­
ton, which is overflowing from Kobe 
warehouses.

The greatest sympathy is 
expressed on all sides with the parents, 
now well stricken in years, to whom the 
fair victim was deeply attached, con­
stituting to them as to all her family 
the light of life.

Forks has forwarded the following ad­
ditional particulars of the lamentable ac­
cident:

The following particulars have been 
learned regarding the sad drowning ac­
cident of Miss Ruckle and Miss Ander­
son at English point on Christina lake a 
couple of days ago. It seems that the 
party, consisting of Mrs. Wolverton and 
her little daughter Marjorie, Miss Agnes 
Ruckle and Miss Ida Anderson, who 
were escorted by Andrew Willey, fore­
man at the Cascade power house, start­
ed from Cascade about 5 o’clock on Mon­
day morning and proceeded to Christina 
lake, where they procured a rowboat and 
rowed down to English point a distance 
of five miles. After Spending several 
hours at this place Miss Ruckle and 
Miss Anderson, accompanied by little 
Marjorie Wolverton, went by themselves 
to go in bathing, Marjorie staying on the 
shore while the grown-up girls went in­
to the water. Miss Anderson, who was 
in the water first, got into deep water 
far above her head and at once sank, not 
being able to swim. Miss Buckle, who 
was an athletic girl and a good swim­
mer, at once got a pole and reached it to 
her drowning companion, bnt it was too 
short, and as a last resort Miss Ruckle 
in utter desperation plunged into the 
deep water after the drowning girl, bnt 
the moment she reached her she was in­
stantly grasped in a death-like grip by 
Miss Anderson, who was a large power­
ful girl, and held her rescuer firmly until 
both were drowned.

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Winnipeg Man 
Talks of Victoria

Charmed With City and Pros­
pects for Vancouver Island 

Development.

Predicts This Will be Great Res!, 
dential City of the Pacific 

Coast.

A recent issue of the Winnipeg Tele­
gram had tne following interesting 
article: H. S. Grotty, senior member
of the firm of Grotty, Love & Co., has 
returned to Winnipeg after au absence 
of 17 months. Mr. Grotty, in company 
with Mrs. Grotty, has spent his time ia 
British Columbia and in Southern Cali­
fornia. They went first to the coast, 
where some time was spent in Victoria 
and Vancouver, proceeding then to Los 
Angeles and Santa Barbara, where the 
past winter was spent. In the early 
spring they returned to Victoria, B. C., 
where Mrs. Grotty now is awaiting Mr. 
Grotty’s return.

“In speaking of California as a place 
for the average man to live he said that 
it was no poor man’s country. A man 
needs money to start there and among 
the fruitgrowers, the man without capi­
tal has little chance. He cited instances 
where fruit farmers after all expenses 
had been paid had only come out even, 
and in some cases they lost money. This 
is caused by heavy losses in shipment 
and through the dishonesty of dealers 
where the quality of the fruit upon 
reaching its destination was misrepre­
sented. Mr. Grotty visited California 
with the express purpose of ascertaining 
whether or not the climate and general 
conditions were more suitable for resi­
dence than British Columbia, and after 
a prolonged stay in both places he de­
cided in favor of Victoria, B. C.

British Columbia Better 
i “To anyone who wishes to find au 
equitable climate, healthy aud invigorat­
ing, Mr. Grotty recommended British 
Columbia. The weather is free from the 
extremes of temperature and the sudden 
changes that prevail in Manitoba, while 
the winter months bring sufficient frost 
to add a sharpness to the air that is in­
vigorating and refreshing. Mr. Grotty 
has come back full of enthusiasm over 
the prospects there, 
to Victoria becoming the great residen­
tial city of the coast. The Canadian 
Pacific railway is constructing a $500,- 
000 hotel that will be the best on the 
coast. The company is improving the 
docks and wharves, and before the works 
have been completed it will have spent 
$1,000,000. Tne coast cities afford 
splendid opportunities for profitable in­
vestment. They have been so far rath­
er slow going, but the change has come 
and the remarkable advances in realty 
values that have been made in Winni­
peg during the past few years will be en­
joyed by those who invest there. At the 
present time capital is in greater demand 
than labor. The fisheries, mines and 
forests of Vancouver Islaud are awaiting 
development, and fortunes are in store 
for those who step in rand develop the 
natural resources of this rich island.

“Speaking of the fruit business Mr. 
Grotty pointed out that but small capi­
tal is required to start. The best of land 
can be secured near Victoria for $30 to 
$100 per acre, and a ready market can 
be found for all that can be produced. 
The city council of Victoria is carrying 
on some important improvements. The 
streets are being improved, sidewalks 
laid and boulevards and parks laid out. 
The whole surroundings of the city is 
one natural park, and comparatively lit­
tle expense is required to make it beau­
tiful. Beacon Hill park is a lovely place, 
and on the Gorge, au arm of the Pacific, 
a splendid park is now being laid out. 
Mr. Palmer, the provincial fruit inspec­
tor. who was in charge of the British 
Columbia exhibit at the Winnipeg exhi­
bition, has a splendid orchard grove, 
and his example, in taking advantage of 
the opportunities nature has afforded, 
has led many others to plant orchards 
and grow fruit.

“The natural richness of the soil, the 
splendid resources and the desirable cli­
mate leads Mr. Grotty to predict that 
British Columbia will soon be the rich­
est province of the Dominion. It was 
noticed in traveling through the West 
toward Winnipeg that the crops looked 
exceedingly well. The wheat is turning 
a golden hue under the warm summer 
sun, and the farmers are looking for­
ward to the best crop in the history of 
the West. Mr. Grotty will remain for a 
visit in the city and then return to Vic­
toria.”

What Ed­
monton needs today is capital for the de­
velopment of the diversified natural re­
sources .tributary to the city, as local 
capital is so largely invested in real 
estate and business enterprises that but 
little can be spared for this purpose, 
still considerable is being accomplished. 
A local company is at present drilling 
for the natural gas believed to flow be­
neath the city. This has cost a large 
lamount of money up to the present, but 
(the stockholders express themselves as 
well satisfied with the results and pros­
pects so far attained, and hope to strike 
a large flow of gas at any time.

“The asphaltum oil oozing from the 
ground near Egg lake,” said Mr. Black­
ett, “about 25 njiles northeast of Ed­
monton, was long a source of curiosity 
to the old-timers.

The develop­
ment of the oil industry will be of the 
greatest importance to Alberta generally 
and Edmonton in particular; oid as an 
economical and perfect fuel for railways 
and manufacturing plants is unequalled 
todar among the fuel products of the 
world, as instanced in the extensive use 
to wliHi it has been put as a fuel in 
the state of California.”

Asked as to fhis opinion in regard to 
Edmonton real estate. Mr. Blackett said 
he considered it a gilt-edged investment. 
While it is considered high-priced by 
many people who do not understand the 
conditions, it is not so iu the light of the 
prospects ahead. While the present 
owners have discounted the future 
values to some extent, on the whole they 
are not. far astray, and in bis opinion 
desirable business propertv in Edmonton 
will be much dearer before it is any 
cheaper.

A Rush on For 
More Trap Sites

(Tanners Have Surveying Parties 
on West Coact ot the 

Island.

Fishing Warden Howard Is to 
Strictly Enforce the Close 

Season.

A gentleman prominently identified 
with the fish trap operations, who was 
interviewed by a Colonist reporter yes­
terday evening, made the statement that 
a rush for additional trap sites is now in 
progress amongst the principal canners 
interested on the West Coast of the 
Island. He said:

“Quite a boom in the trap site busi­
ness has developed during the last few 
days. Messrs. Bell-Irving and others 
have surveyors busily engaged in sur­
veying trap sites along the coast west 
of the present location. There is iu fact 
quite a stampede to secure advantageous 
positions. Dennis Harris is down there 
with a party and Thos. Gore is also in 
the field with his party, and the com­
petition is pretty keen.

“The new fishery warden, Mr. How­
ard, of Esqnimalt, paid an official visit 
to all the traps today. He issued in­
structions to those iu charge of the 
traps that he intended enforcing the 
weekly close season, commencing at 6 
o’clock on Friday morning, until 6 a.m. 
Sunday. Mr. Howard will remain on 
the fishing ground during the season to 
see that the provisions of the fishery act 
are duly carried into effect.

“Messrs. Todd & Munsie lifted 1,500 
salmon from their traps today, and a 
full scow load of which were taken to 
their cannery at Esquimalt. It is under­
stood that this firm will complete their 
tin-filling of 30,000 cases by Saturday ; 
after this the fish will be towed to their 
canneries at the Fraser river.

“Messrs. Findlay, Durham & Brodie 
lifted a scowload of 12,000 fish this 
morning. These were sent over in tow 
of the tug Kildonan to their cannery on 
the Fraser.

The B. C. Packers’ Association des­
patched the steamer Selkirk to their 
Fraser river canneries with 10,000 fish 
from their trap at Sooke.

“Messrs.-Bell-Irving did not lift today, 
but their traps contained quite a quan­
tity of fish.

“The Capital City Canning Company 
intend lifting tomorrow. They estimate 
some 20,000 fish in their two traps.

“The B. C. Packing Company claim 
to have raised six varieties of salmon 
from their traps today, not to mention 
fine big, lively porpoise.

“Splendid sport is being secured by 
sportsmen with rod and line, the salmon 
are taking the spoon or any artificial 
bait splendidly, and individual fishermen 
are taking from ten to forty-two fish 
per boat. The forty-two were caught 

t with a spoon bait in two hours.
“This run of salmon continues until 

late iu October, and should afford one of 
the greatest attractions to sportsmen 
from Victoria. It is a matter of surprise 
that this magnificent source of amuse­
ment, which, moreover, would attract 
the right sort of people if properly made 
known, is not taken up more by the 
Tourist Association aud the dealers in 
sporting gear in Victoria. If proper at­
tention were devoted to the matter it 
would result in material profit to those 
interested, in addition to forming an at­
traction to the place of a nature upon 
which the reputation of others famous 
holiday resorts has been entirely based 
with success.”

sent to Robben island, in the Okhotch sea, 
to place the Japanese flag on the seal rook­
eries. The Russian guard -has long since 
left Robben Island, but there is still a 
guard at the rookeries on the Komander- 
ofesi islands, as Captain McLean and his 
raiders learned to their sorrow on the'r 
'last attempt to raid the rookeries. The 
guard is a small patrol, armed with rifles, 
and Incapable of making any effective re 
sistance to the Japanese warships. The 
rookery on Robben island ’s not a large 
one, about 10,000 seals being there; but the 
rookeries on the Komanderofski group are 
larger. During the first year of war a 
number of Japanese sealers went from 
Hakodate and raided) Robben island, five 
Japanese schooners having gone therein 
August, 1904, and taken 6,000 skins. The 
schooner Diana, flying the Japanese flag, 
but owned by and carrying foreigners, was 
prevented by force from participating in 
the raid of the Japanese sealers. Several 
Japanese vessels were seized at this time 
by Russian war vessels, and their crews 
were imprisoned, being now at Harbin, 
with several Victoria sea-ling men among
thThe despatch from Tokio which told of 
the departure of Admiral Kataoka s 
squadron, said one squadron would go to 
the Kamchatkan coast, another to Ok- 
tootch sea, and the commanders would car­
ry out certain work.

TO IMPROVE RIVER.U Few persons who have not actually 
seen the grounds, can realize the ex­
tent of the preparations being made 
for the Dominion Fair in New West­
minster. Though much has been done 
much still remains to be done, but 
when completed it is safe to say that 
though some will surpass them in 
size, in symmetry and beauty the New 
Westminster Fair grounds will have 
no peer in Canada.

A representative of the Vancouver 
News-Advertiser had the pleasure of 
being shown over the grounds by the 
genial and courteous Manager, Mayor 
Keary. Sixteen acres have been clear­
ed and added to the already spacious 
grounds of Queen’s Park, making a 
total area of about fifty acres cleared 
and enclosed. The high and airy sit­
uation of this plot of land, which falls 
in a gentle slope overlooking the wide 
waters of the Fraser river, makes it 
an ideal spot for a fair ground. The 
old entrance will be boarded up, and at 
the southeast comer of the grounds a 
portal fifty feet wide, finished in white 
plaster work, and containing six turn­
stiles and wide gates surmounted by 
an arch of welcome, will afford means 
of entrance and exit. A macadamised 
drive fifty feet wide, and still in course 
of construction, will lead round the 
bleachers and straight to the main Fair 
butldln

D. W. McDermid, principal of the 
Institute for the Deaf and Dumb of Win­
nipeg, a government institution in which 
not only the deaf and dumb children of 
Manitoba, but also those of the North­
west Territories and British Columbia 
are taught, is iu the city. Yesterday he 
visited the parents of four Victoria chil­
dren, who are taught at the institute, 

of whom has made remarkable pro­
gress, aud on graduation has been given 
the post of supervisor of the girls. This 
young lady, Miss Olive Jenkins, is one 
of the most talented of the 85 pupils in 
the institution. Her name, as well as 
of another Victorian, Master George 
iRiley, sod of Capt. Riley of the govern­
ment tug Earle, is on the honor list, and 
the Misses Bella and Jennie Campbell 
of Victoria are also among the pupils 
franking high in the classes. There were 
fourteen in all from British Columbia, 
four from Victoria, and one, Miss Hil- 
lier, from Nanaimo.

Yesterday iu an interview given to a 
Colonist reporter, Mr. McDermid said 
that seven years ago he arranged with 
Mr. Robinson, superintendent of educa­
tion in British Columbia, to have all

British Columbia Children 
.who were deaf or dumb sent to the in­
stitution. Since then fourteen were 
sent, but two of whom have completed 
the course. Some have dropped out, be­
ing unable to complete the course of in­
struction. Nine remain, four from Vic­
toria and one from Nanaimo.

• “My desire is,” said Mr. McDermid, 
“that something should be known of the 
institution and its work throughout the 
country, for there must be many deaf 
mutes throughout the country who 
-would be glad to take advantage of its 
opportunities. The government pays 
for the tuition, board, lodging and medi­
cal attendance of the pupils, as does the 
province of Manitoba for those hailing 
from the Prairie Province. There are 
about fifty pupils from Manitoba and 
twenty-five from the Northwest Terri­
tories.

- “It is very important that' children 
should be sent to the institution at a 
proper age. The receptive age is between 
seven and ten years of age. If children 
do not enter the institution when be­
tween those ages they are handicapped 
in receiving instruction afterward. The 
reason why some of the children seut 
from British Columbia did not finish 
the course was because they had been 
sent too late in life to take the full 
course. The age limit of pupils in Mani­
toba is from 7 to 24 years of age, but 
pupils are taken at any time if it is 
thought any good can be accomplished 
whatever their age.

“ The Education of Pupils 
consists of a common school course, in­
cluding all subjects taught at the public 
schools, aud apart from this each pupil 
is giveu an opportunity to take up some 
trade, such as printing, carpentry, en­
graving, dress-making, fancy work, etc. 
At the same time every girl is expected 
to take a course in house work.
» “The institution prints its own organ, 
a splendidly printed periodical called 
The Silent Echo, which has letter-press

Government to Be Urged to Attend to 
Needs of Fraser.

On Friday evening last there was a 
second gathering of representatives of the 
different municipalities In the -district for 
the purpose of drafting another and more 
definite resolution to be forwarded to the 
federal authorities, impressing on them 
the crying needs of the Fraser river, says 
the New Westminster Columbian.

Aldermen Vanstone and Shi les were pres-, 
'eut to represent the city council, and both 
addressed the meeting. They represented 
to those present that Mr. Lester David s 
contract to re-open and operate the old 
Ross-McLaren mills had' been qualified by 
the provision that the river be pnt In 
proper shape for the easy towing of ships 
to the mill wharves. They explained that 
the question of whether or not this large 
industry was to succeed depended greatly 
on the government’s action with regard to 
Fraser river Improvements, and urged that 
a strong and definite resolution be for­
warded to Ottawa on the subject.

Different speakers took the floor, and a 
large number of suggestions were offered 
after which the resolution was passed 
clause by clause. The document outlined 
the different -•'•'its at which improvement 
was most needed, and in strong terms rep­
resented to the government the urgency of 
the case.

t
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The Main Fair Buildings
are three in number—the old Exhibi­
tion Hall, which ia to be painted and 
renovated, serving as a right wing. The 
central building ia the machinery hall, 

building, which 
makea a very artlatic centrepiece. It 
la compoaed of three parta. The front 
portion ia two atoriea high, and is en­
tered by a broad flight of steps leading 
up to three arched doorways. The up­
per part of this building will be given 
over to the Local Council of Women, 
who will use it as “rest” rooms, where 
they will dispense tea and sandwiches 
to visitors, with the intention of turn­
ing over the proceeds to the Royal 
Columbian Hospital. The lower por­
tion of the front part will be merely 
an entrance to the lofty- machinery 
halls, which run back sixty feet on 
either side, leaving an open court be­
tween. These buildings are strongly 
constructed to stand the jar of heavy 
machinery in motion, and the open 
court may be utilized for threshers and 
harvesters and such machinery as is 
too large to put inside. The old Exhi­
bition building will be devoted entire­
ly to agriculture, horticulture and flor­
iculture. On the ground storey will he 
displayed the agricultural exhibits, and 
in the upper portion will be displayed 
the horticultural products and flowers.

Fresh from the builders’ hands and 
westward of the main trio stands the 

Industrial Building.
This is built in massive proportions 
and balances well with the old main 
building which stands on the west side 
of the grounds. It has a frontage of 
100 feet and a depth of 200 feet, and 
the lower storey will be devoted chief­
ly to the use of merchants and whole­
sale tnen for their displays. It has a 
spacious, airy look, and Is well lighted, 
and every foot of space has been al­
ready applied for. In the top storey of 
this building a space, 80 by 100 feet, 
has been reserved for the use of the 
Educational Department. A large 
space will be given to art and the dis­
play of ladies’ work and fancy work 
generally; and the front portion is di-. 
vided into a sort of-Administration De­
partment. There are special roms for 
the Management Committee, Mayor 
Keary, the Secretary-Treasurer, and 
by no means least, there is a large, 
well-lighted room which is to be de­
voted entirely to the press. Here the 
“pencil-pushers” will be provided with 
tables, telephone and every conveni­
ence. In addition to this it may be 
mentioned that the old handstand is 
being fitted up for the convenience of 
the reporters on the grounrs, and will 
be furnished in like manner, so that 
the gentlemen of the press will have 
little to complain of at the hands of 
the Exhibition directors.

Terminus.; such as would honor a first-class maga­

zine and engravings—some in three col­
ors—which would grace any publication, 
all being the work of pupils of the in­
stitution.
! “It is because one hears that one can 
A$peak,” said Mr. McDermid. “If a man 
were without his hearing he would be 
unable to speak, for the vocal organs of 
the deaf child are usually in good order. 
He had seldom heard of a deaf person 
(regaining his hearing. In thirty years’ 
experience there were but two cases. 
The time is coming when it will be nec­
essary to have an institution in this prov­
ince, but until that time arrives it is 
perhaps better that the present arrange­
ment be continued. A local school 
would, of course, not have such good fa­
cilities as the larger school is able to 
provide, and the per capita expense 
would, moreover, be double what it is at 
the present time.
! “As regards the

Methods of the Institution,”
Mr. McDermid went on, “there is what 
is known as the combined or electric sys­
tem. The finger alphabet is used as well 
as the sign language. Also the oral 
method of instruction, and auricula 
that is, where children have a degree of 
hearing, it is developed. By these meth­
ods the deaf can be taught to pronounce 
intelligible sounds. This is done by 
showing them the position the vocal or­
igans must be in to produce certain 
sounds, first letters, then compound 
sounds and later words. It is true deaf 
persons do not learn to speak in a na­
tural tone, but when taught to articulate 
can be readily understood. The fact that 
(they have no hearing makes it impos­
sible for them to modulate, and when 
they have been taught to articulate, they 
do so in a monotone.”

The institution at Winnipeg is a large 
structure, which cost the Manitoba gov­
ernment $75,000. It has at present 85 
pupils. The buildings are equipped with 
all modern conveniences, in fact, the in­
stitution is most modern in every- re­
spect. There are seven such institutions 
in Canada, the largest being that at 
Belleville, Ontario, which has 250 pupils.

Mr. McDermid will be at the Driard 
hotel this morning between 9 and 10 
o’clock to give any information regard­
ing the institution of which he is princi­
pal to anyone who is desirous of obtain­
ing it.

Quebec, Aug. 12.—Amid the thunder

TO FLOAT TRICOLOR.

Norwegian Steamer Is Intact and Ef­
forts May Be Made to Salve Her.

The Machinery Building,
which is in the centre of the three main 
buildings, is set back about forty feet 
from the other two, so that it leaves a 
spacious court between.

The smaller buildings and stables 
will be grouped as artistically as pos­
sible round the rear and sides of thè 
main buildings. The old poultry build­
ing is being renovated and removed, 
and will be used for the dairy exhibit, 
which will be in.charge of Professor 
W. A. Wilson, Superintendent of 
Creameries in the Northwest Territor­
ies, who will give lectures on dairy­
ing from time to time. For the poul­
try exhibit the old machinery hall will 
be used, so that there will be plenty of 
space, and as it has to be entirely re­
fitted, the work is being done in the 
most up-to-date manner. A place of 
special interest to mining men will be 
the mineralogy building, where speci­
mens from the whole Dominion will be 
displayed.

The old open stock sheds are all be­
ing torn down, and long rows of new 
and up-to-date buildings are being 
erected in their stead on the newly- 
cleared portion of the grounds just 
east of the main buildings. They will 
be so constructed that people having 
valuable horses can sleep there if they 
wish. Formerly accommodation was 
provided for about 1,000 head of stock 
in all, but the new buildings will con­
tain 2,000, or just about double. Even

When in­
terviewed at Seattle, Mr. Friedman, who 
Is a member of the San Francisco firm of 
Stabens & Friedman, said:

“Our firm is contemplating the estah 
llsnment of a whale station on Puget 
Sound, if we conclude that the business 
would warrant the expenditure. I wVl 
be In Seattle about ten days and during 
that time will thoroughly investigate the 
subject. The whaling Industry on this 
coast is assuming far larger proportions 
than is generally supposed. Our firm owns 
and operates three vessels, the Montgom­
ery, Andrew Hicks and Cotama, and we 
are expecting to enlarge our fleet.”
