BISMARCK ASSUMES 4 LOFTY ATTI-
TUDE TOWARDS ENGLAND,
Nothing Retween the Two Powers that
Cannot be Amicably Settied—Interest-

ing Debate in the Reichstag,

BxrrIN, Jan, 10,—The reichstag to-day
resumed the budget debate; On a motion
to grant an appropriation of $45,000 for
the construction of coasting steamers to be
sent to Cameroons and a steam launch for
the use of the government, Bismarck said
that b regretted that the reichstag yes.
terday refused to grant a credit of $37,500
for explorations in Central Africa, If
the reichstag wanted no colonies if
should say so plainly, and thereby save the
country useless oxpense, If it wanted
colonies must provide the necessary
funds. A governor for Cameroons was

. urgently needed. The government, Bis-
marck said, received advices at the begin-
ning of December that British subjects had
created disorders in Cameroons. Germany
thereupon requested England to instruct
the Eoglish consul at Cameroons to co-
operate with the German consul to main-
tain order, Granville promised to insti-
tute immediate inquiries as to the origin of
the disorders. Later advices announced
that the English coneul was not poszessed
of sufficient authority to act in the matter.
A polish newspaper asserted that an indi-
vidaal named Roderosingki was trying to
influeice the inhabitants of Cameroons
against German in favor of British protec-
tion, to effect which objeot Roderoniski
was conveyed along the coast on board a
British guoboat. On the other hand Eng-
land has officially declarcd that she was
not aiming to establish British protection
over Camercons,

:l'he ultramontane leader, Windthorst,
said he fesred the government’s colonial
policy would lead to foreign compliations.
He wished to know whether the navy
couldi be increased sufficiently to meet all
contingencies, and moved the vote be re-
ferred to the budget committee,

Bismarck, in reply, criticised Wind-
thorst’s remarks. In addition he said:
““There is no ground for rpprchension, We
ln_re at’ present in security, Our relations
with France were never so satisfactory. A
good understanding exists between Ger-
many and England, The fact of England’s
expressing surprise on observing the aliter-
ation of the map in Germany’s tavor does
not  necessarily lead to  dissension.
Moreover, it will be possible to place
our navy on an equal footing with the
navies of all maritime powers, excepting
England and France.” . Bismarck referred
to the reports of intended annexation of
Samoa by New Zealand, which, he said,
was an additional proof that delay iniac
tion by the reichstag was damaging Ger-
many. The reichstag, ke continued, had
surely not been constituted for the purpose
of rejecting every proposal. The appoint-
ment of a second director in the ministry
of foreign affairs was absolutely necessary
He mentioned that the report of German
occupation of New Guinea meets with the
opposition of the natives, and pointed out
the remarkable coiucidence of the combin-
ation ¢f natives there against Germany
with the proposed avnexatf of Samoa by
New Zealandgtogether with the Cameroons
incidents,

Richter and Windthorst declared in
favor of immediate discussion. The latter
strongly urged caution and hinted at a
possible war with England,

Bismarck again rose and requested
Windgthorst not to speak publicly of war-
fare in connection with a power whose re-
lations with Germany were so frisndly as
England’s. He then said: “There is nothing
in the topic that can lead to dissension
with England. I cannot see why England
should ever threaten war with Germany.
Our little differences with England can
always be settled peaceably with a little
good will.”

The bill then passed its first and second
readings almost unanimoisly.

A Sguadron for -West Afriea.

Bxruix, Jan, 10.—The budget committee
discassed the naval estimates, Gen. Von
Caprivi, minister of marine, announced
that the extra sums asked for in connec-
tion . with colonial policy amounted to
about $1,250,000. The despatch of a
squadron to West Africa had been decided
upon, he said, in order to give the natives
in doubt visible proof of the power of Ger-
many, and also,to protect G :rman consular
agents from insult, It wou'd be necessary
to retain men-of-war, espocially flat-bot-
tomed boats, in which the u.vy was some-
what deficient, at.Cameroons for some time
to come. It was also urgent that vessels
be completed of the best modern type. It
was not proposed, however, to adopt a
system of large iron-clads,

The Squadron Does Effective Serviee.

BsruiN, Jan, 10.—Cemmarder Kuorr,
of the German squadron off the coast of
West . Africa, telegraphed that the cor-
vettes Olga and Bismarck arrived at
Cameroons Dec. 18. ‘He landed 330 men
and four gums because the natives of
Hickorytown and Fosstown had expelled
King Bell” and threatened the merchants
that they were going to burn Belltown.
The expedition entered Hickorytown with
little resistance and then attacked Belltown
to rescue the German agent, Herr Puan-

“tanius, The troops landed at this point
nader a heavy fire and immediately stor!ned
the hill; 7 One man was killed and sixty
wounded.” Sixty men held the platean two
honrs against 400 men firing from the bush.
When suppogts arrived they 'storm_ed and
burned Fosstown, The npatives iIn .f,he
maanwhile had murdered 'Herr Pantanius.
Subscquent to these engagements the
natives bombarded Hickorytown.

He Induces an American Lady to l-r‘ry
Him and then Perseciites Her.

Lexpox, Jan, 11,—A etory of domestic
misery has just come to light through the
intervention of the American legation,
The husband is named Hicks, a quasi
journalist, who was married at Buffalo in
1878 to Miss Caroline Sloane, Soon after
their marriage Mr, and Mrs, Hicks came

to England, and for the last few years have
lived -in London. Three children were
born to them, Eleven weeks ago Mrs.
Hicks found two photographs which
had been receutly taken, which
she suspected were those of the
woman fo whom \Hicks had been
married, but who, he said, was dead. She
fled from home, taking her three little
children with her. He sought her out,
and to be protected from him she went to
the American embassy, White, the gecond
secrelary of the legation, secured lodgings
for her and her children where they would
be safe from molestation. Hicks called at
the house of Lowell, who had not heard of
the case, but promised to give it his atten-
tion and meet Hicks at the office of the
legation on Moaday. | Meantime White
explained . the case to Lowell,
who henreilz aspproved of White’s
action, Hicks called on Monday, but
was refused an interview with Lowell. He
raged up and down the’office, blaspheming
and vowing he would find means to smash
everybody concerned in what he called the
censpiracy to rob him of his wife, The
noise brought Lowell to the sceme. He

aestioned Hicks, who admitted that his

rat wife was alive. Hicks finally became
80 obstreperous that a policeman was sent
for and he was ejected| from the embassy.
White has since advanced money to edable
the unfortunate lady to return to he
friends in America and she is now on her
way with her children to New York.

THE OLD PRUVFRB BEING ILLUS-
TRATFD BY THE DYNAMITERS,

Capt. Phelan Likely to Recover—His
Wanderings in England—0'Donovan

Rossa Said to be Impiteated.

New York, Jan, 10,—Capt. Tom Phe-
lan, the almost murdered Irish nationalist,
1allied somewhau to-day, and the hospitai
authorities think he will recover from his
fourteen knife wounds unless inflammation
sots in, The wounded man is calm and
hopeful, and says he is sure he will live,
because now he has a mission to fulfill,
The wounds are healing and there is littie
fever,

The general imipression among Irishmen,
according to thé late vice president of the
Irish national' land league, is that the
attempted murder of Capt. Phelan  was
deliberately planned and connived at by

O'Donovan Rosea, Patrick Joyce and a
few of their followers. Rossa has always
advocated a policy of persecuting men who
were inclined to desert the cause of the
dynamiters to the utmost extremity. The
Uni Irichman has been in straits re-
cently, Subscribers have been falling off
and complaining that the leaders had done
nothing for the cause of Ireland in punish-
ing traitors who were assisting Eogland by
“‘blabbing” to newspaper reporters in this
country, One of the oaths which the
extremists are obliged to take is that they
shall not divulge the plans or intentions of
their leaders under any circumstance
on pain of severe punishment, Ii
the secret told is weighty enough
to interfere with any important
measure against England, the person who
voices the secret ‘shall be removed,
Rossa is believed to be absolutely de-
pendent npon subscriptions to his publica-
tion, as are the dozen or two men who are |
constantly prowling about bis office. Any
effort tointerfere with this source of income,
or any attempt to attract it into another
course, would merit, according to these
men, condign punishment., Subscriptione
are for the csuse as excmplified by Rossa.

When Phelan, who is accredited with
being a free speaker and a generous Irish-
man, was interviewed by a friendly re-
porter of the Kansas City Journal, ke told
more than his promise should have permit-
red him, from the dynamiter’s standpoint.
His description of the attempt to blow up
the Queen was given with such a wealth of
detsil as to carry conviction. The story
involved the safety of Irishmen in this
country and England. Rossa, if is stated,
received demands from "his followers tha
the tuo freely-spoken captain should be
punished.

Rossa, who does not care to place his
head in the lion’s jaws, summarily refused
to have anything to do with the matte:
and congented, it is said, only after he had
heen compelled to write the letter to
Phelan which eventually brought the lat-
ter to this city. The convenient abg-nrce
of both Rossa and Joyee from the office
of the United Irishman yesterday while
rhe butchery was going on is regarded e:
suggestive that those persons knew what
was about to take place, It is the custom
of the office that when neither Rossa nor
Joyce is there the door is double padlacked
and all entry into its mysteries 1=
impossible, The circumstance that while
both Rossa and Joyce were a% their
homes, and that the cffice was crowded by
half a dozen men, whom none of the lead-
ers acknowledge they knew, is considered
at least as presumptive evidence that the
attestations of innocence go for naught
Rossa seldom visits his office after 4 o’clock
in the afterncon, His visit yesterday at
dusk, and the manifest nervousness he dis
played when guestioned as to the stabbing,
were both u#tusual, Persons familiar with
Rossa’s habits say he is always ready tc
boast of the advance made towards biow -
ing England out of the Britieh chennel,
but in this case he dcnies absolutely that
he had any knowledge of the matter,

Richard Short, the assassin, -has bren
recognized by several persons who have
offices in the building where Rossa’s office
is sitvated, and it was learned this morning
that Short has not been an infrequent
visitor at Rossa's cffice within the last
week, He has been ohserved several times
to leave the building in Rossa’s company.
It is aleo stated by tenants in the building
that recently a number of men have been
calling at Rossa’s office and that within the
last week this number increased.

Both Rossa and Joyce refuse to give any
information to the reporters to day., Ea
trance to Rossa’s office can be obtained
only by privileged characters and they are
inclined to refrain from speaking of the
object of their visit. Oue of them said as
he left the building in company with a
friend: ““Short will be taken care of,
He did right to kill the traitor.”
But with the exception of a few
hot headed extremists Irishmen generaliy
regard the crime as a cold-blooded and de-
liberate attempt to murder a man who was
likely to cause certain individuals a deal
of trouble, They condemn it heartily, and
claim it should be made the means of root-
ing out the colony cf dyramiters which has
brought lasting reproach upon the Irish
cause,

The story of Phelan concerning the al-
leged attempt to blow up the National Line
steamehip Queen was ridiculed to-day at
the office of that line, The agent of the
line considers it manufactured for the pur-
pose of deluding ignorant Irishmen,

Richard Short, the assassin, was ar-
raigned in the Tombs to-day, and was re-
manded to await the result of Phelan’s
injuries. Short denies that he is guilty of
the stabbing, but refuses to discuss the
matter in any way.

LivereooL, Jan. 11.—It was the steamer
British Qaeen aud not the Queen which it
is alleged Phelan and Kearney intended to

blow up with dynamite. Several barrels
purporting to contain cement on boad the
British Qaeen in June 1883 were found to
contain & number of infernal machines,
Capt.’Phelan visited Hull in June, 1883,
whereuppn the police of Newcastle teie-
graphed the Hull police, notifying them of
his arrival. Phelau was carefally watched
hy dete.tives, who cccupied adjacent rooms
in the hogel woere he stopped. The police
of Glasgew telegraphed the Hull police,
instructing them to carefully watch Kear-
ney,and ¥ any tangible evidenceagainst him
was obtained to arrest him, Kearney ulti-
mately disappeared. Phelan, with great
aesurance and sudacity, fearing that he
was being watched, visited the chief
constablt »nd complained of the ionage
#nd threatened to complain to Sir William
Haréourt anless the police desisted from
watching him.

Dr. Lund
came to Guelph about three years ago, and
succeeded to the practice of Dr, Harkin,
who is now a surgeon on board an Allan
steamer. The practice was a .good one,
baviog come into Dr, Harkin’s hands from
the celebrated Dr, Clarke, ex-M.P. for
Wellington, who is even now looked upon
as one of the hest medical men in the do-
minion, Dr. Lund kept the practice well
together, snd was supposed by all his
friends to be in comfortable circumstances,
He was a coustant attendant at St.George’s
churen, was a right bower at the vener-
able archdeacon’s monthly meetings,
plsyed a leading part in vestry matters,
and in short was looked upon as a model,
christian man, No Sunday morning eVer
saw his pew vacant, and if a lady even
fainted during the service the gallant doc-
tor was the first at her side, and never
left her until—as on one occasion he was
told to doeo. It was a well-worn joke
smong the members of 8t. George’s that
Archdeacon Dixon, while reading the les-
sons, always kept one eye on the prayer-
hook and one on Dr. Lund, Matters ap-
pear to have, of late, got too warm for
she doctor as a few days ago he departed
from the royal city, taking with him one
grip-sack, one overcoat, and, so it is said,
one of the nurses from the general hos-
pital. On the evening of his departure he
attended a party next door to his resi-
dence, and towards midnight left his wife
whom he informed he had to attend a

The Messenger Captured and Beaten—
@ Digma Sends Reinforeemerits
te Ei Mahdi—Gen. Stewart's Advance.

LoNpoN, Jan. 10.—Gen, Stewart will
start from Gadkui Monday with 2000 men
to march to Metemmeh, on the Niie, near
Shendy, The ameer of Sangara, Mahdi's
lieutenant, opposed to Gen. Stewart, has
been reinforced by tribes sent by Osman
Digma from Eastern Soudan. These rein-
forcements raise the number to 8000 men,
The odds thus presented are not considered
more formidable than those which existed
at the battles of Teb and Tamanieb little
less than a year ago.

It is officially stated that a messenger
arrived at Khartoum, Dee. 27, bearing a
ietter from Lord Wolseley to (ien, (Gordon,
The messenger left Khartoum on D:c. 28,
but was captured and beaten. The papers
entrusted to him by Gordon were taken
from him with the exception of a smail
note which was sewn in hi: clothes, which
said that all was well at Khartoum. The
messenger says he saw five steamers with
troops on board engaged in seizing sup-
plies for the Khartoum garrison.

The Inventor of the First Steambeoat.

TrENTON, N, J., Jan, 10.—The Trenton
Times publishes the result of a search
among old State records showing that
Robert Fulton was not the inventor of the
first steamboat, and that the first stead¥
boat was launched on the Delaware river,
near this city, in 1787, twenty years before
Falton’s steamer,~the C.ermont, appeared
on the Hudson. John Fitch was the in-
ventor and ran the steamboat. The New
F Jersey legisiature on March 2, 1756, re-
ceived a'petition presented by Fitch seiting
forth his invention and asking the commit-
tee to investigate it and grant him encour-
ment. An act in accordance with the
petition was passed & few days layer,
twenty-one years before Fulton’s boat’was
launched, Fitch then organized a com-
pany and constructed his steamboat. It
made four miles an hour, The legislature
then gave him the sole right of steam navi-
gation, and when Fitch died in Kentucky in
1798 the Jersey legislature assigned his
rights to his heirs.

(anada! There is a large and very respect-
able school of medicine known as physio-
medicalists in the United States (shut out
of @anada by medical acts of parliameat)
who believe and practice upon a very- dif»
ferent theory from either of the schools
{allopathic or homeeopathic) tolerated here,
To discuss the cause of anything it is
positively easential to know what/the thing
(teelf is. Now, according to high medical
suthority, the great guestion, of over 2000
years standing : “What is fever?” has
aever been answered! i
One eminent writer on medical diagnosis
declares that ‘‘the essential element of
fever is se entirely beyond the reach of
yur present means of investigation that its
diagnosis [even] ‘is partially, imperfect,”
\nd that “accurate diagnostic signs which
in their totality give [only) pretty sure
.vidence ‘of other diseases [even such]
icarcely lexist in fever.” And from
chis cause, doubtless physicians often
hesitate and “wait for developments!”
While (according to physio-medicalism)
the foul accumulations in the system (the
exciting causes of the fever) are becoming
every hour more and more putrid and
more deadly !
Physio-medicalism recognizes indefanged
sonditions of the system (especially where
vhere is fever) two eauses at work, namely,
a procuring cause and an exciting cause.
In the human organismi there can be no
action in the absence of life, or the vital
force; it therefore is the procuring cause
of that increased or accumulated action
salled fever. The condition to which the
serm fever properly applies, is not the dis-
sase, but only increased action on the part
of nature to throw off disease, and which
action may be excited by anything and
everything that interferes with the free
and eagy action of the whole or any part or
organ of the body.
n typhoid and all Iow forms of fever
these obstructing or offending diseases are
the accumulation of matter that should
have been (and in health is constantly
being) carried off through the “‘gewerage’
of the body.
Typhoid fever is found on the mountain
gides,in the most healthy localities in the
countty, in Toronto in the most oleanly
and healthy portions of the city, and in all
places mostly affecting those in ‘the prime
and vigor of life. So that whatever imper-
fect  plumbing or’bad ‘‘city water” may
have to do in causing this form of disease,
they cannot be univereal causes of typhoid,
In his report of births, marriages and
deaths for 1880 the registrar general says,
in reference to typhoid fever: ¢ More
death were caused by it in 1880 than in
1879, and about as many a8 in 1878, the
pumber being (in Ontario) [for the year
1880, 372—males 196, females 176. Ot
these 210 died at ages between 15 and 40,
and 111 between 20 and 30,” and adds: ‘It
is peculiarly a disease of the middle or
prime of life.” If bad water or bad sewer-
age are the causes of typhoid, why should
those under and over the ahbove ages escape
the injurious or typhoid-producing effects
of either? or have they. a peculiar liking
for * youth and beaucy,” and that children
and old persons are proof against harm
from them?
The causes of typhoid, be what they
may, are insidious in their work.

What we call ¢ sanitation” may be
roughly defined as the science and art of
using means for the prevention of disease,
That fell destroyer of the human race—
consumption—has during two or three gen-
erations back largely engaged the attention-
of medical men geénerally, while not & few
have made it their specialty. Within quite
recént date, hewever, the sanitary prob-
Jems of the day have had to do with chol-
era and typhoid. To these we may add
malaria—a very wide and inclusive term—
which, if we go back to its origin, may be
held to include a great deal more than is
commonly understood by i, Typhoid and
malaria are nearly allied to each other : as
the poet says of great wit and madness,
only * thin partitions do their bounds di-
vide;” and what one doctor calls typhoid
another may call malaria, as we see in
Toronto $o-day. It may be that these two
sypes of disease run into each.other some-
times, s0 as to be scarcely distinguishable.

And, if the foul matter from which it
takes its rise be not expelled when it ought
to be, the noxious gas will be absorbed
into the oirculation, with typhoid fever,
or s mething very like it as the rasult.
A iow years ~j0 an eminent medical
authority geve rather a remarkable illus-
$ration wheu he sald that in dealing with
typhoid and such like diseases, the sewers
should be looked upon as being potentially
a continuation of the human alimentary
eanal, This places in & striking light the
part that foul matter, in either, or both,
may play in causing typhold fever; and it
may help us to understand how typhoid
occurs, not only in the city, where sewers
are, but also in the country, where there
are none, We may say that people living
in the conntry are in danger from typhold
originating, in one way only—from foul
and putrifying matter too long retained
within the system, ' This particular
form of danger will bs govérned
very much by the constitution and manner
of living of the individual, and will operate
in both city and country alike. But
while, leaving foul water aside, the resident
of the country is exposed to danger from
this source only, the resident of the city
is similarly exposed to i, and to danger
from the sewer in' addition.
