The Alleged Power of the Senate.

The individuals who are foremost in cham-
pioning the cause of the Senate are Lawyers N
@. Bigelow and W. R. Riddel. A World
revorter yesterday called ou the former and
got from him the argument in support of the
theory that the Senate exists independent of
the conference and alone coutrols the degree-
conferring power.

Mr. Bigelow said:

In 1832 a number of private citizens sub-
scribed the monei by Wwhich the pro-
perty and buildings known as Victoria College
were ereocted, Aspllcnuon was made to Sir
Francis Bond Head, the then Governor of Can-
ada, and a charter under William IV. was ob-
tained in 18368, incorporating the Academy un-
der Lthe name of the “Upper CunadaAcudemf."
For the purpose of taking care of their monies
and providing a revenue for the Academy, a
board ' of trustees consisting of nine persons
was appointed by the charter, and a provision
was made‘in the latter by which the Methodist
Conferenceshould appoint new trustees tosuc-
ceed those named in the charter, they retiring,
ghree every year, These were by the charter
culled trustees for the Academy. The Aca-
demy was thus one body, and the trustees an-
other body, the latter holding the monies and
paying the revenues to the Academy, or to the

rsons who constituted the official head of
the Academy. The trustees were by tha char-
ter compelluble to lay their accounts annually
before the Methodist Conference, and in de-
gauit of holding a conference provision was
made by the charter when and how their ac-
counts should be submitted and audited, thus
giving the Methodist body a super vising con-
trol over the Academy.

By subsequent legislation the name was
changed, first to Victoria College, and in 1386
to Victoria University. Some few years after
18 incorporation as an academy it was invested
with uni\ e.sity powers, that is with the power
of conferring degrees.

Under the authority of statutes, the Board of

gents took Lhe place of the original Board of
Trustees. The duties and powers of the Board
of Regents are defined by the statute of 1874,
Chap. 79, and the statute of 1884, Chap. 88. Un-
der Lhese Acts the Board of Regents have the
mnaunagenent aud administration pt the tempor-
ary atfairs of the University, which includes of

urse the acceptance of donatione, the holding

' irust of the property of the college and the

application of the revenues for the purposes
for which the University was established.

Mr. Dewart continued:

The policy of the ‘&pposldon from the begin-
ning has been to endeavor to treat this matter
as if it had not been decided already by the
General Conference, and as if, in consequence,
it were still open for discussion and in the Sen-
ate iiself that opposition  centres. It is com-
posed of professors and lecturers, whose homes
are in Cobourg, and of prominent alumni. The
personal interests of most of the members of
the faculty are of course at Cobourg, and
Cobourg, as the home of their Alma Mater, is
hallowed in the memory of the others, We ex-
pected nothing different at the bands of the
Senate. In fact we were surprised to turn out
80 large a vote as fourteen against their twenty-
one. Some members of the opposition were
not at the meeting, but several frienda of the
scheme also were away., Hon. John Macdonald
and Messrs. George A, Cox, and William
Gooderham, most influential Federationists,
were away.

Mr. Dewart said that he himself had been
opposed to leaving the matter to the Senate
at all, knowing that their concurrenge or re-
jection didn’t affect federation in ~the least.
We hold, said he, that the action of the Sen-
ate hurts the causeof federation only so far as
it shows that we are divided in our views on
the matter. But we have no righs to be di-
vided. The suvrenie body of the Church has
declared for federasion, and federation will be
without a doubs.
