RAISKD OVER 100 FEKET,

The City of Owen Sound Baised From the
Bottom of Georgian Eay.
Derrorr, Aug. 2.—The successful raising
of the Canadian steamer City of Owen
Sound from the bottom of Georgian Bay,
where the water is 110 feet deep, has cansed

| great interest among marine men. The

City. of Owen Sound was lost in October,
1887, with a cargo of grain. When it was
found that the wreck was in over 100 feet
of water it was given up as a total loss.
Such it was with all the ordinary
appliances  of wrecking, but since
that time iron pontoons have been in-
vented by William Leslie of Kingston.
These pontoons are 46 feet in length and
about 10 feet in diameter,being round with
cigar-shaped ends. They are divided into
three com nts by water-tight 'bulk-
heads and are built of heavy steel plates
strengthened with longitudinal and cross
braces. To prevent ‘undue rolling the
toons are built with bilge kee and
ave a well at each end through which
chains are brought up and effectively held
by coggles.  The lifting capacity of each
pontoon is 100 tous.

Dozens of good lake boats lie within 100
feet of the surface on the lakes, and if the
new invention is the-success olaimed for it
all these craft will be afloat again. Among
these wrecks is the steel steamer
Brunswick,which lies in about 80 ft.of water
off Dunkirk, N.Y. The wooden steaswer
Smith Moore is in less than 100 feet of
water near Marquette. These are but a
few of the vnlualle boats which can now be
raised. The underwriters are the "owners
of most of these wrecks, but they doubt-
less will be willing tosell out_cheaply, par-
ticularly as the boats have been given up
for lost these many years.

The prevailing opinion is that had the
panic not set in all the employes could have
escaped without injury.

THE UNIVEKRSITY SENA1E,
McCallum Joins Issue
Walter Barwick,

Editor World: ‘In to-day’s issue of the
city press Mr. Walter Barwick publisbes a
manifesto on the subject of the University
Senate elections, in which he makessome ex=
traordinary assertions regarding mysolf, aud
1 take the opportunity afforded by your
columns of drawing his attention to these
misstatements and to the advisability of bis
making the necessary ¢orrections. In this
manifesto he says: |

A number of the lecturars “in the &ollege came
to the conclusion that they should, in the inter-
ests of their departments, be made professors,
and conceived the idea that ‘& resolution of the
Senate recommending their appointment would
secure the desired result. After nearly a year's
log-rolling & resolution was, in ‘the fall of 1890,
submitted tothe vote of the Senate, recommend-
ing that the fellowing college lecturers, namely,
Messrs. Dale, uair, VanderSmissen and Dr.
‘A. B. McCallum, be appointed professors.

The ipterests of the

Heo speaks further of *'skill in log-rolling,
comt;,inlng, ete., taking the place of scholar-
shi

ow. as to my connection with the events
in question. In 1890 several lecturers, of
whom I was not one, applied for representa-
tion, but not for professorships, in the Uni-
versity and College Councils. This applica-
tion went in due time 'before & committee
appointed by the Senats from its members
to consider it. This committee did so and
reported to the Senate that the memorialists
should be given the rank of professors,which
rank would entitle them to seats on_ the
University and College Councils. Before
the Senate adopted this report Professor
Ramsay Wright pressed me strongly to ap-
ply for th- rank accorded by the report of
the committee to the other lecturers, and
when I definitely and decidedly refused to
do so he, of his own accord, moved in the
Senate that my position also be taken into
consideration. The committee, to which the
whole was referred, recommended that I be
made Professor of Physiology. 1 bad no
commuunication, either official or otherwise,
with the committee or with the Senate. 1
beiieve that Prof. Wright’s action was die-
tated by whap he considered the interests of
his department.

Shortly after this two other lecturers,
whose names are uot smongst those enum-
erated by Mr. Barwick, asked me to sign
with them & memorial for increase of salary,
and they gave me to underetand that, if 1
signed it, the Vice-Chuneellor, with. whom
one of them was in communication, would
be likely to consider it favorably. I decid-
edly refused to sign this or any similar
memorial.  Their application met with a
fate similar to that wkich befeli the report
of the comimittee on the memorial jof the
other lecturers.

in Octover ot last year the Committee of
the Senate on the Medical Faculty, tbe
Chancellor presiding, recommended that
be made professor o phyvsiology in the Medi-
cal Faculty, and the Senate adopted the
recommendation. That put me in the
anomalous position of being professor in one
faculty of the University while I lectured
in another, an arrangement which I would
have been loath to accept had not matters
in the Medical Faculty reached a stage in
which some active interference on my part
I cousidered absolutely necessary, and the
appointment to & professorship gave me &n
opportunity for assisting in bringing about
a considerably improved condition of affairs.
This result has reconciled me somewhat to
the position I occupy, but could I be con-
vinced that the maintenance of the present
satisfactory condition of affairs in the Medi-
cal Faculty did not require my humble
efforts I would resign my professorship in it
at once.

Let me repeat for Mr, Barwick’s in-
formation: I never asked or applied for
a professorship or seab in the Uni-
versity -+ Council or Medical Faculty, I
bave mnever ‘intimated or binted that I
had any desire for the same. I have nev
entertained the idea that Icould advance my
jnterests Vl:’v becoming & member of the
Senate. hether 1 have the ambition to be
a professor in the Arts Facalty can bardly
be Mr. Barwick’s concern, seeing that I have
pever striven in any shape or fashion that he
can be aware of to attain that position. Mr.
Barwick, who has beeu regular in his atvend-
ance at Benate meetings, ought to bave
known the true state of nflairs,

So grossly has be misjudged my motives
that it appears to me almost unpecessary to
say that the public ought to receive with re-
serve his views as to the motives and char-
acter of my colleagues.

1 await Mr, Barsick’s reply. I trust that
whatever results the present contest produces
it ougnt not tocause bim to torget the gentle-
man’s code: Noblesse oblige.
