was not accomplished until the jury list 
had been exhausted, notwithstanding 
that a double panel of 96 jurors had 
been summoned. The prisoners’ counsel 
exercised their privilege of challenging 
to the fullest extent, peremptorily chal­
lenging no less than 37 out of a pos­
sible 40, while the Crown caused 38 to 
stand aside. Of this number half a dozen 
were challenged for cause by the de­
fence, but the prisoners’ counsel failed 
to establish that they were biased. Mr.
Osier consented, however, to allow them 
to stand aside.

This is a big undertaking ; but thefe. 

are weighty considerations in its favor. 
The tonnage carried between Lake Brie 
aud the upper lakes during the time 
when navigation is open exceeds iu 
amount the whole tonnage of all the 
Atlantic and Pacific ports of the United 
States for the full year, A large part 
of this tonnage consists of staples iu4 
tended either for export or for distribua 
tiou in the Eastern States, and is of 
such, character that celerity of movement 
is not essential. A canal of sufficient 
capacity to permit of the passage of 
ocean steam craft would wonderfully- 
cheapen the transit of goods between 
Asia aud Ehrope. If vessels could load 
at Chicago, Milwaukee or Duluth, and, 
without transhipment of cargo, unload 
at the wharves of Liverpool, Hamburg 
or Havre, the reduction in freights would 
make a very substantial addition to the 
crop value of the wheat fields of the 
Northwest.

It may possibly be impracticable to 
surmount the natural difficulties in the 
way of such a great undertaking; but 
the inducement is even greater than to 
cut a canal across the isthmus that di­
vides the Atlantic from the Pacific. The 
tonnage that passes through the famed 
Sues Canal in a year is less than one- 
fourth of the tonnage of the Great Lakes.

Wires from the Incandescent and To­
ronto Electric companies entered the 
building from Queen-street. The Holme» 
Company’» system was purely a burglar 
alarm. There were seven windows 
looking from the basement into the 
Knox Church grounds ; only three of 
these were heavily barred. It was near 
one of the unprotected windows the fire 
is thought to have originated.

To Mr. Dewart, witness explained the 
system by which the building was heated. 
The main pipes ran from the boiler room, 
then following the chimney to the top 
story fed downwards. There was no 
fire in the main part of the building at 
alL A stone wall separated the boiler 
room from the basement.

Farley was the only night watchman 
employed. Prior to two weeks ago 
they had a man named Sproat in their 
employ, whose duty it was to go through 
the entire building. Sproat had been 
recommended to them by his brother, 
who is an employe of the Holmes Pro­
tection Company. Witness understood 
that Sproat had himself previously been 
in the employ of the Holmes Company.

Mr. William Smith of Glasgow deliv­
ered a speech full of interesting infor­
mation as to the inception and growth 
of; the movement. The first company 
had been formed in Glasgow, in October, 
1883, and within 12 years had in the 
United Kingdom increased to 750, with 
2800 officers and 83,000 boys.

Less Than Expected.

Reports as to the manner in which the 
4th March payments were met in Mont­
real are somewhat varied and conflict­
ing.. In the dry goods trade the day 
is not as heavy a one as 4th FebriH 
ary or 4th April, but still a considt 
erable proportion of retail paper then 
falls due. One large house says that 
63 per cent, of their customers’ paper 
was provided for, which is an exceed, 
inglv good proportion. Some report from 
60 to 55 per cent. In the millinery 
trade payments were behind the antici­
pations, hut neither in this line nor in 
dry goods have there been any failures 

’of consequence. Boot and shoe men say 
that the 4th of March was hardly as 

- good as the 4th of February, and the 
proportion of paper met was hardly an 
average. Western payments were poor, 
but Eastern Ontario and Quebec did bet­
ter. In general trade there has been 
no increased movement since a week 
ago, and in heavy goods particularly 
most buyers feel inclined to defer their 
orders till spring freight rates come into 
fftce pn the 4th prox.

Trade conditions at Toronto are un­
changed. The paper falling due this 
month is said to have been satisfactorily 
met. Merchants speak in a hopeful 
(train with regard to the future. Many 
have reduced their lines of discount, 
and, owing to the cautiousness in mak­
ing purchases, are better prepared for 
Contingencies that may arise before there 
is any marked increase in the volume ol 
business. Country roads are yet i» a 
bad state in many sections, which re- 
Itrict the movement- of produce, but_they 
will improve with fine weather.
