This constitutes a
rvecord. In July the aggregate rev-
enue was $14,619,207, a three mil-
lion increase. The principal sources
of revenue in the four months were
Customs, $36,649,574 ; Excise, $6,-
520,620 ; Public Works, $4,438,000 ;
Post Office, $3,000,000. Expendi-
ture on consolidated revenue was
$23,398,071, and on capital, $3,897,-
356, a decrease of $800,000. Since
the beginning of the fiscal year, the
Dominion debt has been desreased
by $20,000,000.

As Cool as—Alfalta.

In the great Southwest, where the
summer temperature is so high ab
times that it makes life a burded to
the people, a novel method of re-
ducing the temperature during the
heated portion of the day has been
discovered.

A practical farmer happened to
plant a large field of alfalfa on the
south side of his dwelling, and dur-
ing tha summers'that followed, which
were unusually hot, the family did
not seem fto suffer so much as other
people, while visitors noticed a low-
ering of temperature. Thermometers
were consulted, and it was found the
temperature was from five to ten de-
grees lower at that farmhouse than
at others in the same community.

Finally some one thought it
might be due to the alfalfa, and the
temperature was taken just north
of other alfalfa fields, but where
there were no dwellings, and the
same marked decrease in temper-
ature was found. It was evident
that the growing alfalfa had some-
thing to do with the conditions.

Other men planted alfalfa south of
their homes, and like conditions were
gecured, and much more comfort ex-
perienced by their families.

Alfalfa retains much moisture, and
the hot winds that often rush in from
the south are greatly reduced and
tempered by passing over extensive
alfalfa fields.

Fraternal Insurance Rates.

Referring to a recent increase in
rate by a well-known fraternal
society on the lives of its older mem-
bers, the Kingaville Reporter says :—
“This scheme is on a par with the
game played by some of the trunk
lines of railways who pension em-
ployes for long and faithful service.
‘When the man’s time is up for his
pension he is‘the object of spite and
malice from certain officials and the

| poor fellow’s life is made too miser-

able for mortal to contemplate in the
effort to get him to quit his job and
lose his pension. The fraternal
societies wait until a man is past
fifty and ineligible for admissien into
any fraternal insurance society and
then they put on the thumbscrews
and he has to pay from two to flve
times the assessment he started
with, and if he doesn't he can go
to—New York and any other place
where he can better himself.

Prom past experianca that ig the
policy we find that all fraternal
insurance organizations adopt with
their older members. The members
of any of these orders who are
young and paying a reasonable assess-
ment and patting themselves on the
back that they are safe from the
extortioners have only to wait their
turn for the axe, for they will get it
—unless they die young.

The Ring Finger.

“After all this attention to the
detail of wedding etiquette, may we
just turn for a moment to the roman-
tic side of a little custom ? It con-
cerns the custom of vplacing the
wedding ring on the third finger.

One explanation is that an old
superstition connected the third
finger with the heart by an artery.
It may be that it is better explained
by an old custom in England, of sett-
ing the wedding ring an the tip of

Simple Desserts That Should Be in
cluded In the Dinner Menu,

Puddings are such a wholesome addi
tion to the menu that they ought te be¢
provided daily. With their help a sat
isfactory meal can be provided at ®
smaller cost than is the case when we
depend on soup, fish and meat courses
alone,

Such an endless variety is possible
that all tastes can be satisfied, and i
i8 a pity more trouble is not taken t¢
provide this variety instead of depend.
ing on the same half dozen or so pud
dings week after week the year round.

Certain principles must be followeé
in order to arrange a good dessert.

When every preceding dish is hot le
the pudding be cold.

The hot pudding is required wher
there is no soup or when fish, coll
meat or made up meat with vegetables
form the principal dish for luncheon o1
dinner.

The necessary variety and sequenc¢
must be thought of.

For instance, tomato soup and fisk
with salad should not be followed by
an acid sweet, such as lemon sponge
or pudding.

White soup, creamed vegetables, fric
assee with white sauce, cream salad
dressing and a cream shape or custard
must not appear at the same meal.

Apple pudding, as a matter of course
should not follow steak and kidney pi¢
nor roly poly a substantial joint.

Let roast beef or mutton be followed
by a light dessert and fish pie or ris
soles by some such dish as a good mo
lasses or sultana pudding.

Perfectly cooked, plain bofled rice is
a simple dessert that can hardly be im:
proved on if taken in conjunction with
stewed fruit, cream and jam or, sim-
pler still, with milk and brown sugar.

Stewed fruit never fails us at any
season and is one of the most inexpen:
sive and wholesome of foods, one alse
of which few ever tire.

When eggs are cheap they should be
freely used for souffles, batter puddings
and omelets. At other times baked
and steamed puddings made from flom:
combined with various sirups, etc., are
an excellent substitute,

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" WAYS WITH ASPARAGUS.

Its Color and Flavor Give a Spring
Touch to Many Dishes,

Much of the asparagus that is sold is
bard and wooden up to within two or
three inches of the top. Often the gro-
cer will send such a bunch when sup-
plies are ordered over the telephone—
& very careless method of marketing,
but sometimes necessary. The bulk of
such a bunch can be used in soup, and
the tips, which are usually tender, can
be utilized in various ways after re-
serving a few for a garnish iu the
soup. They should first be boiled until
tender, but not until they break.
Twelve minutes is the time usually
allotted to them.
Asparagus tips are familiar enough
in asparagus salads and omelets. A
few spoonfuls of these tips make a de-
liclous addition to a lettuce salad or
other dish of spring greens. Some
cooks add a tiny spoonful of chopped

an attractive garnish to a salmon
salad.

Creamed asparagus tips or asparagus
tips tossed in butter are sometimes
served as an entree in little patty
crusts or as a filling with appropriate
seasonings in small dainty sandwich
rolls for luncheon.

An asparagus consomme makes an
attractive soup at this season. To
make it add a few tips to a plain con-
Bomme,.

Tossed in a little hot butter or dress-
ed with brown butter, these tips make
& nice garnish for cutlets and broiled
fish. Curries, too, with rice, are im-
proved by the addition of asparagus
tips. They may also be added to the
gravy accompanying a meat or fish or
used in an asparagus sauce. A delicate
cream sauce, such as is used with fried
chicken or fish, is improved in flavor
and appearance by the addition’ of
some of the green tips carefully boiled.

BOGUS GEMS.

Imitation Diamonds of Paste Are the
Best Counterfeits.

It Is always wise when buying a
white topaz to purchase it from a rell-
able dealer, inasmuch as rock erystal
and even lead glass are often sold un-
der that name.

Colorless beryl ylelds a very brilliant
and diamond-like stone when proper-
Iy cut. Indeed, many gems and even
phenacite and rock - crystal often
passed in former days as dlamonds,
even under the scrutiny of experts,
such exact tests as refraction and
specific gravity being unknown until
comparatively recent years.

No imitation of the diamond, how-
ever, Is so brilllant as a skillfully cut
piece of the kind of fead glass known
in the trade as “paste.” The play of
color in these counterfeits iy oftea
very beautiful, but the glass *dia-
mond” possesses no luster, this term
belng applied to the light reflected
from the top surfaces of a gem. The
flashes of light and color that give
brilllancy come from the interior, be-
ing thrown from the rear surfaces of
the stone.

The glass dlamond is soft and is at-
tacked chemically by a number of
things with which it comes in contact
by wear, for both of which reasons it
soon becomes dulled. — Philadelphia
Saturday Evening Post.

GREENLAND’S ICEBERGS.

Their Progress Southward Lasts From
February Till August.

Those monsters of menace to naviga-
tion, icebergs, are formed from huge
pleces broken from the glaciers of the
north, which the Arctic currents carry
southward untll they melt away in
the warmer waters of the gulf stream,
The terrible procession begins in Feb-
ruary, and not until the end of August
is the ice season supposed to be dver
in the north Atlantic,

Each year brings its regular reports
of thrilling sights and collisiops and
losses In the ice flelds from the incom-
ing steamers during the spring and
summer month&, Certain years stand
out as unusually bad ice years, but the
general story is much she same. Once,
during the month of May, 143 icebergs
;vem sighted off Cape Race in a single

ay.

One of the largest icebergs on record
towered 830 feet above the surface of
the sea. As hardly more than one-
tenth of the berg is out of water,
this would mean a mass of ice 7,000
feet (one and one-third miles) from top
to bottom. Its volume was calculated
to be about 580,000,000 cubic feet and
its weight some 16,000,000 tons!

Icebergs need not be extraordinarily
high to be stupenduous. Lieutenant
Peary reported a berg 12,500 feet long
(over two and one-half miles), 11,600
feet wide and 186 feet high. It was
estimated to weigh 1,292,898,000 tons.
Another measured farther north con-
talned 27,000,000,000 cubic feet of ice
and weighed no less than 2,000,000,000
tons.—New York Workd, ;

Household Hints.

Schooner Goes on Rocks.

Alpena, Mich., August 27.—The 50-ton
schooner John Larsen, bound from Span-
ish River to Sarnia with lumber, was
wrecked on a rocky ledge at the south-
east end of Thunder Bay Island Monday
night.  Five lives were in danger fora
time, but remarkable work on the part of
Captain Parsons and Thunder Bay Island
life-savers averted a tragedy.

The Larsen is a total loss, but it is
believed that part of the cargo of lumber
can be saved. The Larsen became water-
logged early yesterday and floundered
about the lake under a heavy wind all
day. When she struck the island she
was already partly filled with water. A
great hole was torn in her as she hit the
rocks and a veritable torrent of water
poured in,

Mrs. Thomas Swanson, wife of the cap-
tain, with her two children, were lying
in their berth in the cabin, while the
husband and brother struggled with the
little craft on the deck above. When the
vessel struck the children were torn from
their mother’s side by the force of the
inrushing water and were washed about
the cabin for several minutes before she
could again get her arms around them.

The waves continued to beat on the
craft, and the life-savers reached the
sinking boat just in time to save the little
family from drowning, Although there
was a life-boat on the wvessel, the men
were so exhausted after the long struggle
that they could never have guideg it
through the perilous rocks and breakers
about the point where they struck.” The
life-savers experienced great difficulty in
reaching the Larsen, the surf boat jnst
missing the jagged points of the rocks
many times.

The Swansons were taken to the life-
saving station and will be kept there
until they recover from the shock of their
experience.
