The forniai declaration of tile Union of the
churches constituring, "lThe Maritime Baprisc
Convention" and "The Free Baptist Conferelnce Of
New-Brunswick" took place iii Sr.John, New Bruns-
wick, on the lOth day of October, 1905.

A similar Union was formiailv declared between
the churches of "The Maritime UnJirief Banrist
Convention" and "The Erce Baptist Conference of
Nova Scotia" in Yârnnouth, Nova Scotia, Sept.,
3rd, 1906.

By an act, re the Uniooir(if the Baptist churches
in New Brtinswick, passecl ini tIe New Brunswick
Liegisiture on Mardi. 2nd. 190Y6. the agreement
wo unite under the. name of rThe .¾ssociatiosî oîrie
United Baptist churelies of New I-rnnswvick," he-
came kaw and incorporation under that naine was
duly granted b>' the legrisia rive assemibly.

Inasmucli as a sirnilar-prôc-ednre, under tic
somewhat different coniditions iii Nova Scotiai mav:
be necessarv, kt wiII bé attended to-at tbe-pèoper
time, and Uic varlous n aines andi titles, legral, Xid,
cnthetwise,"effcct&d bjy the Union wiWlbe properly
adjusted.

By the Iatest denomiiriational returos-in Oie MNar-
time Provinces- th&ère are at prescrit 588 Uniteéd
Baptist choiiches, 298 odained nainisters, '95 licen-
tiates. 65,242 ihembers ivith an adherencv-ofaboue
185,000.

The formai Union between the Bay View and.
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Beaver River United 'Baptiet churches took place at
Port Maitland, Dec. tth, 1906.

Prior to this meeting the following resolutionsg
were unarîimouslv passed hy the respective churci-
es învolved.

Resolution passed by tbe Bat View United Bap-
tisc churcb Oct. 3rd, 1906, wberèïas " Tht United
Baptist Conv ention," and the Free Baptîst Con-
fcrence of N. S., bave united, and whereas we be-
lieve it would be to the best inrerests of the-cause
in these communities to have local Union-consuin-I
niated;

îherefore resolved tha t we as a United Baptist
Church put ourselves on record -as mont heantilv
favoring and desiringr Union with the Beaver Rîver
United Baptisr church at the earlicesr possible 4no-
ment.

Bapotist, passed, bv the iBtayer River United
Baptst,(forrnerly E. B.)-chur-ch,, Oct., 1906.'

Resolved:-"That we aýre agreefl to unite aS a bodv
with tuie Bai' View Unuited cburcb on. conditio-n
that the proj>erty (except the fixtures-and furnisli-
ingrs) of the former Fe-e Bapjisc cIhurcli becçome tbç
property of the Ulnited chuaich, ,which shall also-as-
suint tht liabilities of the former Fre Baptist
ch urcb.

Resolutio 7 paqed by the Bay View 'United
Baptist church, Dec. 7tb, 1906:
. Whiereas the Baptist and Frete Baptist denoini-

nations of Nova Scotia have dnited in ont bodyV
and whereas -the members ai the former Free Bap-
-tist churcb have aecepted tbe invitation- of-be Bay
View United haptiat- cburch., w unite as ont local
churcb;-Therefore resolved that we accept -thi
conditions- as proposed -by-the former Fre Baptist
church.

And furtbcr resolved that we beartily wclcomhe
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our brothers and sîsters of the former Fret Baptist
church and trust that the Union now consumrnted
will tend to advanice the spiritual interests of ail
concerned and for. the upbuilding of the cause of
our Heavenly Master in these coniunities.

fli,. above resolutions were unaniniously carried
at the respective business, sessions at whiqh they
'were cosisidered and as far as it is discernible there
is nu disposition to dissent froni the conclusion
thus reached.
- Readers wfli note thiat this m as sîeitlîer a case of
a Free Baptist and i3 aptist church. nor of a Fret
l3 aptist and United Baptist churchi uniting, but
the case of two United Baptisc churches unitingI.
Ree the Union of the two bodies these two churclies
had littie Lu do. That nîauer was decicled lwv ail
the churçhes and ratified by the general bodies
namely, the -Convyen tion and Coniference. The ques-
tion we faced and 80 wiselv drcided was, ws it
economy for the members of otie denonination
bearingr one name, to perpetuiate two orgranizariis
havingr three places-of worship wiz lii twotifles of'
each-other? God is praised iii this sensible decision
and the generations that folio w will eall us blessed.

DOCTRINAL STA1 ENtENT.
(1)'rixe Script ures-The HoIv Seriptures of

thec OUI and New '1estauaeî s have t heir aur horir r
frorn God aMoie, and are givesi to us 1wv div'ine in-
spiration. -'Iiîev hre the onlv pefcxujweuîe.ý iii-
fallihie and sufficient standiard (if fii and jwaictice.

(2) God-There is ne true living God; 1le is
an infinite Spirit-sef-existent, nînîsî1presenit, oui-
niscieut, omnipotent, grond, Wise, jusi. aru l uercif*ul.
Heis the creator, preserverantod sovercigni ofthe titi-
iverse; He is mnexpressîhly glorlous ini lîohiness, andc
worrhr of ail honor, confidence and 1oe. In the
Godhead there are three personstin one---he Fa tier.
the Son, and the HoNl Ghost, w ho are equal iii di-
v'ine perfection, and w, o execute distincrt barnionieus offices ini the greâït «'korko ni ecletuption.

(3) jesuis Chrîst-Jesuis Christ, the son of God,
is the person nf tbhe Trinity who J»' virrue of his
sacrifitcial work, is the wvorld's Redetîner and the
Savinur of ail who belîeve. He is an 1 resenn tx lu i-
tercessor of lus people eut the righit baud nf die
Fa-tlher, and is to be the Judgce of ail mnen.

(4) ThUe HoIN Spli-it-Tlie Holy Spirit is-thle
person of tie Triuitv by whonall saving,. coxniforn-'
ingy and sancltifvir{j'power 18 -exerted upon humait.
hearts.

(5) State and fali oi Mati-Mati was created
sinless. By his own disobedies1ce he feil into sin.
Through blis MIl into sin, an evil siatute %vas traits-
mitted to the whole race, reveaiing itself iu actual
transgressions, and b)riingiityall under txe reigu of
condenination and death.

(6) Atonenxent-1he perfect life, vicarlous
death, andi resurrection of' Jestus Clhrist-. have re-
:noved the obstacles -ai the wav of the Holv Spirit's
regyenera-tingc ponter and, of the Fatiier' s forgiving
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gYrace l)einar extended to tie sinner, and constitilte
for every believing sout an all-prevailingc plea and
sufficienit grrounid for righiteousness before God.

(7) Regreuerarior-,In regrenera Lion a nlew life
prtnictjde is begvotten ii the soul of mnan 1w tie
li-oIv Spirit througlx the word cf truth1, producing
at dispôsition wo joyful obedience to Christ and wo
holy conduct in life.

(8) Repen tance-lu repen tance, thesinner, hav-
ingr sen bis sin, beingc mloved bw the energyv of the
Holy Spirit, is led t c rieve for and tinte it as-an
offenice agyainst God; and apprehiendingr tie grace of
our Lord jestis Christ, lie lovîngrly returns to God
wo walk ini the wvav cf His connnandments.

(9) Faith-Faith is a conviction of the intel-
lect that Qed will perforni ail that lie lias proml-
ised, and an inmplicit trust of the hieart iii Christ as
at personal Saviour. [t includes a hiearty concurr-
ence of tie 'viii and affections with the whoIe plan
cf salvat ion as revealed in the gospel, and is a con-
dition ofjustification and of cleaznsing (roux thie pol-
lution of sin and o1 ail subsequent grospel blessirags.

(10) Justification-Justification is an act of
God, wlxerein lie accepts as righlteous the sinner, to
,'vhomi la iniputed the perfect righlteousniess of
Christ, on tie condition ÔYffaitb atonle.

(11) Sallctification-Tht Seriptures teacli that
sanctification.i s the process b>' which accordingr te
tie wvill of God, christians are made partakers of
Mis holiuless; thiat it bias its begrinning jin regenera-
tion,'and that i tis carried on in the hearts of believ--
ers 1w' the presence and powver of the Holy Spirit,
in tIc onina use of the appointed ineans-txe
Word of God, seif-examination, seif-deniat, watch-
fuhuess and praver.

(12) TEue Chiristian Sabbatb-We believe that
the first day of the week is the Lord's day or Clîris-
tain Sabbath, and is kept sacred to religions pur-
poses-by abstaining freux ail secularlabor and sinful
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recreations, by the devout observance of ail the
icans -of erace, hoUx private and publie, and 1w

preparation for that Test that rcmaineth for the
people ofGod.

(13) A Gospel Church-We believe that a
church of Christ is a congrregation of banptized be-
lievers, associated 1w covenant in the fait h and fel-
loWship of thec gospel; observing, the ordinances of
Christ, governed Wy His laws and exereisingr the
gifts, righlts, and privileges iravested in thern by, His
word. In a mi'ore general sense the word-church le
used to desicynate ail whose naines are writteîî in
the Lamb's Book oftife. The onlv Seriptual officers
are bishops or pastors and deacôns, wlios&*qna-,lifi-
cations, clainis and duities are defined in the-epistkes
to Timothy and Titu.

(14) Baptism-This le the immersion of heliev-
ers in water in the naine of the Fathei, Son and
Holy Spirit, in which are represented tlheir death to
the world, the washingy of their souls fromi the pol-
lution of sini, their resurrecrion to, newnless of Jife,
the burial and resurrectiou of Christ, their resurree-
at the Iast day, and their enagement toserveGod.

(15)-We helieve that ':the Lord's Supperils anl
ordinan&è of Christ, to be observed by' the churches
in accordance with [lis instructions. Matthiew
xxvi-26, 30.

(16) Death-At deatb o,,w bodies return. to
dust, our souls to-God who gave them. lthe riglit-
cous being theil perfectcd in happiness are received
to dlwell withi God, awaiting the fuit redenîption of
their bodies. The wicked are -casc into [jades re-
served unto thejudgrnîent of the grreat day.

(17) Resurrection-Tbere wiIl be a judgnient
16f the quick and dead, of tbejust and the unjt'st,

* on-principles of righiteousness, bv ouç Lord jemus
-C hrist, at bis.Second coming. Tic wicked wifll he
condemnned to eternal punishnient, and the righit-
tous received- into the fulness of eternal life and joy.
