‘The Clerk reported that he bad written to the
Brock Street congregation, but had reccived no
y reply, and no olyccnon beng otherwise inado,
the Presbytery agreed to accept Mr. Reid's re-
signation, and appainted Mz, Rogers to preach
m the Brock Street Chureh, ¢n next Sabbath,
and proclaim from the pulpt this act of Presby-
tery.

COME.”—Uzs. v1. 5.

Tho *“powers” here spoken of are, by somo
interpreters, understood to signify tho miraculous
powers or gifts, conferred on the early christians,
or the gifts peculiar to the Christian age—vir-
tutes futuri seculi.—[Bpza] With all defer-
cnce to these opinions, we are inclined to think
that tho Apostlo would scarcely designate the
christian dispensation, which was already com-
menced when he wrote, by the term, “world to
come,” and thercfore, that the term is to bo un-
derstood as signifying the future stato of exist-
enco ; and “the powers,” as indicating the influ-
ences, which the realitics of a future state, when
vividly apprehiended, are fitted to exercise on hu-
man conduct.  Assuming for tho present that
this view is correct, it leads to the consideration
of an infleenco of vast practical importance to
the Christian,

¢ and all that1s predicted of that world, are great
1 and momentous fucts, which cannot bo alwcred
yor waaded. In this luwer world, fucts, so far, kind active friends in Scotland, will encvurage

as known, are the rational gutdes of human con-
duct.  Tho power of facs is every day exem- |

principle in nature, supplies an additional influ-
cence to the actings of men.  Thoese who are ig-
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powers, and, therefure, of any eflicient influenco
is at all produced by them, it must be by super-
nataval eans,  Man does nut seem posseseed
of a nataral power to apprehend the facts and
ralities of the waorld 1o catme, with the enwe
vividness with which he apprehends those na-
tural facts which eumo onder the cogmzance of
lug senses, or his montal perception. But that

. tho world to come may exercise ¢ power upon

the conduct of men, it is necessary that the
faews belonging to it be as vividly realised as the
natural fact that livo burns or cold freczes ; and
the puicers of the world to come, upon our con-
duct, will just be in proportion to tho distinct-
ness of our perception of its realities.  But how
can man reahize thoso things as facte which ho
has no power to coguosee ! Revelation teolls us
how.  Faith is tho evrdence of things not secn.”
What cannot bo entertained with suflicient dis-
tinctness aud foreo as a fact by the natural pow-
o3, i3 realised asa certainty anda fuct by means
of fuith—which is 2 supernatural gift—a power
of spiritoal perecpiion, superadded 1o a man's
power of natural perception; by which he is
ablo to take cognizance of that which is im-
material and invisitle, and to keep it before his
mind with all the distinctness and reality of an
object patent to his bodily senses.  When an
individual in this way realiges the truth and cer-
tainty of a future judgment—the miscries of hell
or tho blessedness of heaven, he is tasting the
powers of the world to come, and most eflicient
powers will they provo to he, in the regulation
of his conduet. Just as his knowledge of thoe
fact that fire burns, regulates his whole proceed-
ings in relation to that clement, so his realising
of the facts concerning the world to come will
intluence his whole conduct with reference to that
world.

In order that wo may thus « walk by faith and
not by sight,” how necessary dues it appear to
havo the truths of Scripture, which aunounce the
facts of the world to come, again and again
brought before tho mind! ~The tendency of
worldly influences is to dull our perception of
spintual reahties, and, therefore, wo are called
upon to keep theso realittes coustantly in view,
that we may expenence the powersof thoworld to
come, and live *“ as secing him who is invisible.”

GRAFTON LADIES' ASSOCIATION.

Qutline of the Report for the years 1850-1-2,
read at the Anniversary on the 2:'nd Febru-
ary, 1853.

On the return of another anniversary of our
Aseociation, we consider it right to state what
progress we have mado during the past three
years. QOur operations have been entively con<
fined to the Home Ficld. The Redeemer com-
manded “preach the Gospel to all nations, be-
gioning at Jerusalem.” Tho-Church must -be
consolidated at home, before she can do a great
deal abroad. This we have kept before usiin
all that wo have attampted. Our aitm has been
to have church and_manee in proper condition,
and free from debt, as_the first step to moro ex-
tended usefulness. The money raised .during
the past threc years, has béen expended in com-
pleting the church, and assisting in the erection
of a manse. The fruit of our first year's indus.
try was handed to the deacons to liquidate debt
still remaining on the church. Besides clearing
the church of debt, the first year enabled us to
purchaso a lot for the manse, and thereby give
the initiation in its ércction.

One condition attached to the gift of the pre-
mises for the Church and burying ground, by the
late Major Grover, was, that the church should
have a spire and bell attached at the earliest
convenience of the worshippers.  The-proceeds
of the second year's sale were devoted to the
painting and finishing the church inside—assist-
ing in building a vestry, and the redecming the
pledge given to Major Grover.

The procceds of the third salo wereappropriated
10 the same purpose, and assisting with the manse,
and, by the blessing of God, we have, so far, sucs
ceeded, that our Church is free from debt, and in
good repair. The vestry built and furnished—~
the manse built and inhabited, and a considera-
ble amount on hand for the purchase of the bell.
The unanimous resolution of our Association, at
its last mecting, was to persevers until; by the
blessing of God, the church and manse with ali
things necessary, shall be completed and free
~ from dabt. And if spared to seo this accom-

counttymen of that Saviour whom they have
found themsclves.

My dear children, it is & sad and solemn
thought, that one hundred millions of our fellow
creatures are now living in Africa without hear-
ing of Christ, and dying without-knowing any-
thing -about salvation.

THE CHRISTIAN MINISTRY.

Not in Canada only, but generally throughout
Christendom, the complaint ic heard, that so few
aro offcring themsclves as candidates for the
ministry.  Tho richly cndowed Established
Churches, the Freo Church of Sco.iand, and the
Presbyterian Church in Ircland, are, perhaps the
exceptions.

May we not take up tho words of I

}  The diminutior of stndents is one of the dark
sigug of our timce.  On thiv side of the Atlan-
tie, wo have not to deplora o much the actual

! falling off, as that the numbers bear so small a

" proportion to the progress of the population. In

our awn Church, the demand for supply ix in-~

creasing.  Wo cannot meet tha 'sunand. Whilo
the number of studenty hay, for three Jears, beetr
© gtationary~~apparently diminishing. by reason
of seseral stndemts having engaged in tenching
in order to obtam the ineans of compieting their
colleginto course. o half a dozen of the

American ‘Theologicnl Scminaries, the numbers

were,in 1852,267.  In 1553, they wero 250, At

the German Usniversities, Halle for cxamplo,
whiere has been a great decline.

‘These rewmarks are inteuded to apply to Pro~
1 testant Churches exclusively.  Popish priests ara
so suporabundant that we wonder what they
have Yo, aud how they aro sustained.

T'ahing it for grunted, that generally, in tho
ovangelical churches, the caudidates for tho
ministry nro diminishing, let us endeavour to
suggest a remedy.

When wo consider the condition and circum-
stances of our Church at the disruption, we ars
not g0 much sarprised at the small number of
! students, as that so many came forward ; and wo
i havo much reagon for thankfulness, not only that
82 many, but that such men offered themseclves
to her service. ‘I'hero wero not then, nor ato
there now, any inducenents of a worldly kind.
o are persuaded that higher motives influenced
them.  Scveral who are now inpastoral charges,
abandoned other and Juerative callings, whick
promised altluence and a good position in soci-
aty, that they might givo thenselves to the worlc
of the ministry.

'I'o any ono at all conversant with the cix-
cumstances of our Churceh, it must be evident
that a large increaso of the ministry is indispen-
sable, and that our ¢ main reliance must bo on a
ministry raised in our midst, trained in our
schools, and imbued with our own spirit® The
experience of all Churches is, thay the forcign
supply, bowever valuable and acecptablo it may
be, is inadequate, and often unsuited to their

wants.
Wo believe that tho Church has not yet begun

to do her duty, in looking out for suitable young
men for tho office of the ministry. Tho first as-
pirations to the sacred office have originated in
the minds of many ministers at a very carly ago.
In the family circle whero “the minister” is
spoken of with respeet, and among the familics
who esteem him very highly for his work’s sako,
it wonld bo surprising if well tmined boys did
not indicate a predileciion for 1o office. But
wo kunow of nothing more likely to cause a gen-
crous youth to turn from it with aversion, than
the very reprehensible—becausoe ainful practico
of dwelling upon the weaknesses and failings of
ministers, and speaking of them disrespectfully.
This evil practicc—<vil in any circumstance—
becomes much moro hartfal when indulged in
before those whose youth and inexperience pro-
vent them from jud®ing correctly for themselves.

A pious gentleman, who has the superintend-
enco of a Sabbath School, conversing on the

office of the minstry, and the few candudates of-
fersng for it, smd, that ho mtended to bring the
matter prominently before g school, and to di-
roct the attention of the young 1o the impurtant
subject.  Much, wo are perstaded, might be done
in thisway. It is wrong to suppove that the first
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thought of the mmstry should always originate

with tho candidato.  Perhape they nre tho least
qualified to judge wn the matter Tho modest,
humble, but gifted youth, secks retirement, while
tho less quahfied, but self-confident aspirant,
rushes into the office.  ‘The telligent Sabbath
school teacher is more Jikely to form a correct
estimate of a boy's gifts, than even Ins fond pa-
rent.  But while vo would by no means hold
ont inducements indiscrunmately, we would di-
rect tho studies of the young far wworo generally
to ihoso subjects which aro indispensable to the
munister—in short, urge parents to give to therr

11211, ho has only beon acquiring the knowledge
necessary to lus entering upon the sccular pro-
fessions.

In the domestic cirele and the Sabbath school,
potent influences may bo brought to bear; but
the Church generally, in her munisters, offico.
bearers, and members, should he carnest in secks
ing out suitable youths as candidates for the min.
istry. Let them scarch for the wmen, and the
right sort of men.  “The quality is ol more con-
sequenco than the number.  “ J.ook ot for the

most pious, the most intelligent, and tho most |

ardent of our young men—not forgetting, at the
samo time, to aseertain their physieal qualifica-
tions of voico and energy. It i3 not studious
youths only who will do for this work—mere
booksworms, who will devour kuowiedge, and
mako no return 3 but such as will unite a thirst
for knowledae, with an intense desire to eniploy
every acquisition for saving souls. We must be
inquisitive after such ; and if they aro youths in
the more respeetable classes of socicty—young
men whoa have known something of good socie-
ty, and have acquired the manncrs and habits of
gentlemen, aud have had sumcthing to do with
business, and have acqusred such a preper degree

influenco of character, all tho better.  Low men,
with coarse, vulgar manners, may. oy the power
of great talents, rise above their «rigin, and be of
great value, as diamonds uneut and unpolished,
yet iow much more would the value of theso
spiritual diamonds be increased by the lapidary’s
ant.”

‘There are, it most of our congregations,
youths who would cuter upon the proper studies
for the miniatey if they had the means, and there
arc vthers who, though possessed of gifts, feel
1hemiselves at a hopelessdistance fom it.  Wero
tho Church alive to her duty in this important
depariment of her work, provision would be
made in the ono case, and cncouragement and
advico afforded in the other. Her imissionary
character is the life and glory of the Church.—
Perhaps ono of the most effeetual ways in which
our Church could give an immpuise to the mission-
ary cause, would be by cach congregation striv-

wg to brng forward, at least, one vudent 1t
18 wratitying to kausw that the plan s beng tned,
and that we have stul nts now m haoss L.
Jogs who have been brought forward andenceur.
aged, and are now assisted by the congregat. as
to which they belonged.

Witite gunsd tnen deplore the ecarenty of apir-
itual labourers, it 18 tho repruach of the Church
that 80 many who have engaged m the servnee,
have met with cold neglect.

Tt will be seen by the nntice on our first page
that this Committee mvets on the 131th wst , tor
distnnbuting the avatable sapply, among the rov-
eral Presbytenics, for tho ensutng half-year. [t
1s much to ke desired that there bo w gond ats
tendance of the mewbers on that oceasion —
From what hag already come to our knowlcdye,
it is evadent *hat the demand for missionary Jabor
will greatly exceed the supply at the disposal of
the Commtice. ‘T'wo Preshyteries have already
agked for a larger number than at present appear
ou tho list of our Misstonaries and Cateelists —
Aud Presbyteries, aware of the scarcity of 1at r-
ey, request the number indispensa®ls for keeping
up their various stations, rather than the ponher
which they could cmploy.  ‘The Commttee re-
quire answers 1o the quesics on our first page,
and any other information 1eepacting the stations,
that will aid them i making an equitable distri-
bution, acconding to the comparative claims and
neceasities of the varioug localities.

‘I'he report of the Home Mission Coninittee
has always been considered as ane of tho mwt

¢ important dacuments submitted to the Synnd It

shows at u glance the progreas of ti.e Charch, in
the setthing of pasiors and the opeuing and anp-
plymg of new satiuns, At Jast Syaod, the Cone
vener of tho Commnttee, in the abeence of tho
usual report, which, from the want of materials
—the Presbyterial reports—he was unable to
subnit, gave a letter on the subject of the Homeo
Missions of the Chureh.  ‘I'he substance of that
Jetter we gave in the Record for July last, and

sible 1o the committee=havinz been very rrely
furaished by nny Preshytery with a carefully pre-
pared and anthorised report—and being general-
Iy left to praceed on statements conveyed in let-
ters by inhividual membiers of Presbytenes—in
some instances full envugh, in others exceedmgly
wmeagre—and, in e case of some Presbyieries,
furnished with no facts atall, in any form.  This
year the Committes 1s in no way better off in
this respect 3 and on the ground above sudicated,
1 have felt a strony repugnance to any renewed
cfiont for the preparation of a report in these cire
cumstances.  You will no doubt remember that,
many years ago, a geties of ¢ Suggestion for the
better conducdinyg of our Home Missionury opera-
tions' was carcfully prepased by the Commitico
—published severand times inthe Kecord—receiv-
ing also the deliberame sanction of the Synod,
ance at least, since the disraption.  ‘This paper,
amwong other topics, cubraces this one of Repors,
and gives specific directions in regard to them,
1ad these been followed, the Synod would have
had presented annuadly, a distinet and trustwarthy
account of the religious desutution claiming the
efforts of the Chureli, including a iarge body of
statistics of much value and interest. 1 have,
myself, made various attempts to have these sag-
gestions brought into practical operation, and
therehy to systematise this great departinent of
the Churchr's work ; It with so littlo success,
that there ure but few amonest us, 1 ruspeet, who
are aware of the existence of the documents I am
referting t0.” )

1f the reselutions of Synod were at all attended
to, such causes of camplaint could not exist. The
abuudance of the mnierials in the way of sinis-
ties and general information, and the facilities
for collecting them, leave no cxcuse to those |
who fail to furnish them.  ‘The Preshyierial Re- ;
port can be made up from the written reports, .
which Missionarics are required to give in aty
stated tmes, and also from the information,
which members of Preshytery colleet, in visiting
thoe missivnary field. The Preshyterial reports
would fuenish aunple resources 10 the Home Mis-
sion Commiitice, for drawing up such a paper as
the Church has a right toexpeet, and which isin-
dispensable fur awakening or Keeping up an in-
terest in our Home Missionary operations.

THE COLONIAL COMMITTEL OF THE !

FREE CHURCH OF SCOTLAXND.

It has been stated to us, that members of the
Colanial Committee of the Free Church of Seot-

tand have been offended by game rentrhs, whaeh :

appeared in the editorial of January, on the sub-
seet of “spoiled” or “returned govds”  Being
anxious to aveid even the appearance of injustice
to the Colonial Cunumnittee, we desire 1o explain,

“that the remarks in question were not intended

We certsinly
expressed our dissatisfaction with the granting of

. hizzh testimonials, 10 ungualified preachers com-

ing from Great Britain to this country 3 but we
did nat say—we did not mean 10 incinnate—thay
such athing had been done by the Cotonial Com-
mittee of the Free Church,  If our language was
caleulated to convey the impression that we
made such a charge against the Colonial Com-
mittee, we aro very sorry for it, and would ex-
press our regret fornot having been more guarded
and explicit.  To the Commintee we have no
fecling but that of deep obligation, for the minis-
ters and probationers they have sent to us.

What we meant to protest against in the Jan-
uary number was, the conduct of OTHER FARTIES
aranting flaming cestificates to persons whom
the Colonial Committee id not designate—per-
sons unquslified, for the ministerial work. And
having been led 1o touch upon the subjeet again,
we cannot absolve our conscicnces without re-
newing this protest.  Wo could namo cases in
which utterly incompetent preachers have como
to0 us highly reconumended, not only by private
ministers, hut even by Presbyteries at home.—
When such persons apply for admission into oor
Church, we are placed in a painful predicament.
If we reject them, it seems cruel 1o the young
men. If we admit them, it is unjust 2o our con-
gregations, and most prejudicial to the cause of
Christin this land. We feel that we have a
right to complain of this improper testimonial
giving, and that it is ovr duty to Jift our voice
against it. -

L.et no probationers or ministers come out to
us in future, from Scotland or Trcland, on their
own speculation, without the stawmp of the appro-
bation of the Colonial Committaes of their re-
spective churches.  Let none, who arill come
out on their own speculation, suppase that the
mere possession of excellent certificates from
private ministers, or from preshyteries, will se-
cure them a ready and cordial adwission into the
Presbyterian Church of Canada. We regret to
say it, but we have learned to place no confi-
dence in ceriificatcs.

We want preachers urgently, but they must be
of the right sort.  The ficld which this country
presenis for ministerial labour is very extensive.
Our lack of ministers 1o occupy it is great; and
though we are doing what we can, by tneans of
our Gollege, 10 mect the demand, many years
must clapse before the supply from that zource
becomes adequate to the wants of the province.
Meanwhile, the ery from ¢ ¢ quarter iy, “send
us ministers 3 and, alas! we can only reply, in
100 Many cascs, ** wo have none tosend 3 live on
in hope”  We would therefore be mast grateful
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for a band of reallv ood men rom the overflow.
ing roll of Free Church pro adioners; bat itis
indispensable shar thoy be cally good men.—
‘T'his conmtry is full of intelligence, and is bo-
coming moro intelligent cvery day 5 and drones,
or men whose heart is nor in the work, will not
do. Wo have confidence, however, in the Co-
jonial Committee. Liet them bo our agems —
Let them make a selection of (say) twenty pro-
bationers, whom they judge to be pious, and
otherwiso well qualified ; and we think we run
no hazard of heing found false prophets, when
we predict that the whote will soon be settledin
important, interesting, and comfortable charges,

Wo have been chiarged, too, with making little
or noreference to the procecdings of the Colonial
Committee, while the Foreign and Jewish Mis-
sions of the Free Chnrch, have been often and
honorably mentioned.  In defence, we can only
honestly declare, that there was no intentional
or studied negleet of the Colomal Committeo,
nor invidious notice of the doings of the others.
One of the four schemnes for which our Synod's
quarterly ccllections are taken up, is the Jowish
and Foreign Missionsof the Free Church of Scot-
land. We were obliged to refer 1o the doings
of these Commiittees, well knowing that the way
to get money from our people is, to tell them
what it is wanted for, and afterwards what has
been done with it.

Had the Colonial scheme stood in the place
of the Jewish and Foreign, this cause of com-
plaint would not have existed.

[
PRESBYTERY OF TORONTO.

‘This Presbytery met on the 2nd of March.—
Eleven ministers and threo clders were present.
The following is a brief notice of the prineipal
business transacted. .

Reports were given, of tho missionary meet-
ings appointed 10 be held in each of the congre-
gations within the bounds—the various depatati-
ons having completed their missionary tours. The
following extract of the report, by one of the
Conveners, may be taken as a specimen of those
given in—

« At the wholo of the meetings the attendance
was cncouraging, although by no means so lage
in several cases as might have been expected,
considering the usual Sabbath congregations. A
deep interest was manifested in the object of the
meetings, especially in tho details which wero
given, of the progress and increase of our Church,
by means of Home Missionary operations.

“In conversing with the office-bearers and
members, particularly of the more remmoto con-
gregations, an anxious desire was expressed that
the Presbytery would appoint (either by itseif, or
in conucction with another Preshytery) an or-
dained minister or missionary, to tako special
charze of the outfield, for organizing and foster-
ing stations, in the numcrous seulemoits that are
at present being forared, and in which the pro-
portion of Presbyterians is large; and many of
whom are known to bo anxiously looking to be
cared for by our Charch.  The deputation would
commend this matter to the early and ecrious
consideration of the Preshytery.
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“‘The collcctio:ls wt lh-- various meetings weee
upon the whole, satisfactory, considening that in
several of the congreaativns tho collections for
the Jewish and Foreign Missions of the I'ree
Ciwreh of
previous Sabbuth,  Sul! the deputation would

regard what has been realized on this occasion,
as only an carnest of what may bo expe ted in
future years, when the members of our Church
coine to know more of tho actual wants of our
country, and of the cluims of Missions generally ;
and when they come to expericnce wore of the
blessedness of gaving to the cause of the Savi-
our.”

It was unanimously agreed to transmit to the
Synod the following overture, submitted by Dr
Burns, according to notice given at last meeting

« It is humbly overtured to the Reverend the '
Synod of the Presbyterian Church of Canada, by
1

the members of 1he Preshytery of ‘loronto, that

the Syned may be pleased to enjoin on atl Pres-
byteries within tlie bounds, that before admitting
1o missionary labor within their bounds, any ap-
plicants from other churches, whether specially
designated by such churchies or not, they shall
hear them preach, and satisfy themselves by per-
sonal examination and otherwise, of their fitness
for uscfulniessin the colonial field.”

Other itens of business relating o financial
matters—a statement of which tho ‘Freasurer
will publishe-to the admission and examination
of students, and arrangements for supplving va-
cant congregations, were alsa taken up.

The Committee, which had been appointed at

a former meeting, to draw up aletter to the Free
Preshyiery of Aberdeen, Scotland, submitted 2
draft, which was read, and after slight modifiea-
tion, nnanimously adopted, and :\grcced that it he

transmitted. Tt represents the necessity of greats |

er sery inr ding or attesting

preachers who, of their own accord, and without |

being sclected or appraved by the Colonial Com-
mittee, Jeave their native country to offer them-
selves for tue minisiry in Canada.

Tho letter is at onco respectful and faithful,
and makes a distinction, as is proper, between

certificates given by individual ininisters or Pres- ¢

hyteries, and the formal eredentials officially giv-
cn by the Mission Boards, whether in Scotland ;
or Ircland. Tt isof general application, and, in
our opinion, should be published as the deliber.

Mormonism, such as polygamy and the duty of
defrauding the ungodly gentiles form & part of
that God-dishonouring system of deceit, and
are inculeated both by thejr writings, and the
example, and exhortations of ther leaders.

‘T'ho closing number contains a short account
of the life and writings of Danicl Webster. The
more we examine the Review, the more clearly
do we percave the dangerous intlucnce it s fitted
to exert.

TATTLING.

If the peace of our church be preserved, the
tmembers must watch agaiast and repress a Tat-
thugz disposition.

There ate few circumstances which tend more
to disturb the harmony and repose of our societics,
than n proneness, in some of their members, to a
gossipping, tatthog disposition.  ‘There are per-
sons so deeply infected with this Athenian passion
to hear or tell some new thing, that their ears or
lips are always open.  With insatiable appetite
they devour 2ll the news they can by any means
collect, and are never easy until it is disgorged
again, to the unspeakable annoyance and disgust
of those around them. 1t is one of the mysteries
of God's natural government, that such shonld
gain a sort of ndventitious consequence by the
mischief they occasion, and he thus sheltered
from scorn by being - :garded with dread. The
tattler is one of thisdescription : T mean the indi-
vidoal who loves to talkk of other men’s matters,
and especially of their fanlts 3 for it will be found,
that by a singular perversity of disposition, those
who love to talk about the circumstances of others,
rarely ever select their excellencies as inatier of
discourse, but almost always fix upon their fail.
ings; and thus, to horrow a simile of Solonmon’s,
they resemble the fly, which neglects the healthin
part of the frame, to pitch and luxuriate on the
sore,

In the case of tattling, there are generally
three pasties to blame: there s first the gossip,
then the person wiin is weak enough to licten to,
and report the tales; and lastly, the individeal
who is the subject of the report, who soffers his
mind to be irritated, instead of going in the spirit
of meekness, to requite an explanation from the
original reporter.

Now let it be a rule with every shurch mem-
ber, to avaid speaking of the circumstances, and
especially of the faults of othera, Let this rule
have the sanctity of the laws of Heaven, and the
immutability of the Medes and Persians. Let
every iadividual resalve within himself thus: ¢ 1
will be slow to speak of others. T will neither
originate a report by saying what 1 think, nor
help to cirenlate a veport by repenting what
hear.” ‘Thisis a most wise reaulation, which
would at once preserve onr own peace and the
peace of society. We shauld heware of saying
any thing, which by the perverted ingenuity of a
slanderous disposition, may become the basis of a
tale 10 the dimdvantage of another. It is not
ennugch, as I have hinted, that we do not originate
a report, but we ought not to circulate it. When
it reaches ug, there it should stop, and go no far-
ther. We shonld give it 1o prudence to be buried
in silence.  We must never appear pleased with
the 1ales of gossips and newsmongers, much, less
with the scandals of the hackbiter; our snule is
their reward. If there were no listencrs, there
would beno reporters.  In company, letus always
discourage and represssuch conversniion.  Talk-

| ers know where to find a market for their stoff;

and like poachers and smugelers, who never carry
their contraband articles to the house of an cxcise-
man, they never offer their reporis to an individ.
ual who, they know, would reprove them in the
name of Jesvs.

Let us avoid and diccourage the hollow, deceit-
ful practice of indulging a tattling dieposition
under the cover of lamenting aver the faults of
our brethren,

Thete are cases in which a modest discloanre

of the failings of others is necessary. Such, for
example, as when a church js likely to be de-
ceived an the character of an individual, whom
1tis about to adint to communion,  In such in-
stances, the person who 13 aware of the imposition
that 1s likely 1o be pracuced, should go hrecily
to the pastor and ke lum acquamnted with the
fact; mstend ol which, some persons wlisper
their sugpiciona to any and to many, except the
pastor, It is perfeaaly lawtul, to prevent any bro-
ther from being betrayed into a ruinous confidence
in pecuniary mauets, by informing him of the char-
acter of the indwidual by whom he iz about to
be deceived.  Silence, in such cases, would be an
obvious injury.

¢ Be slow to speak,’ then, isa maxim which
every Curisian should always keep before lus
eyes.  Silent prople can do no harm ; busy talk-
crs are always dangerous.—Church Member's
Guide, by J. A. Jumes.

THE AMERICAN PULPIT.

We have had occasion, now and then, to speak
of the tane of religiou® teaching 1hat isprevailing
in the United States; and we notice thatit ia
awakening some discussions among themselves,
A winister of hagh standing in New England,
speaking of the modern American pulpit, says,
“1 have encountered a sickening amount of
flawer and flowerist, not to say the clouds and ne-
bulousity of ‘I'ranscendentalism an the pulpit,
while 100 often 1he soul is left 10 pine under a
famine of the word of God.”  Dr. Woads says,
“ It is one of the untavourable circumstances of
the present day, that there is a decline in the
spirit and power of preaching.” Prof. Shephard,
of Bangor, says “ ‘The pulpit has not the power
it once had. In deep piety, and sound practical
talent, there scems to be a falling off. Thereis an
abatement in the fulnesa and strength of doc-
trine ; the truth is mixed with something clse ;
the intellect must show jtself in curious feats;
there must be a display. There is an cffort 10
mnke literary sermons, intellectual serinons, great
sermons, There i3 a tendency of this sort in the
evangelical churches of this day. The hearess
feel it 5 the more pious mourn over it.”

# The people,” he says, cry ¢ find us something
more brilliant, beautiful, entenaimng.” A well-
informed writer in the N, Y. Observer says,« A
generation has been reared up, with a taste for
religious anecdote and story, and other like deli-
cacies, rather than for the solid nutriment of
chriz'ian doctrine.” * The strange and unhal-
lowed fire of spurious revivalisis, burnt over a
multitude of churches, and may now be widely
traced, in the melancholy ruvins it left behind.
So far as their influcnce was felt, it, of course,
gendered feclings hostile to the phin preaching
of ihe docirine of grace, and an appetite for ec-
centric and amusing novelties in the pulpit.”

One’s own observation is an unsafe criterion
of the prevalent preaching of a whole country 3
but we may be allowed to say that our obser-
vation, so far as it goes, fully bears out these
remarks. Within a week ur two we have re-
ceived through the Post Office, two discourses
by DBaptist miniaters, in different pans of the
United States, published by request of their hear-
era. And, but for the accuracy of the word
Baptist, on the title-page, and here and there
throughont the pamphlets, it would be impossible
to divine that the preachers had cver heard of
Christ and him crucified. And there is little in
cither that would not be quitc as suitable to a
Soacinian, as an orihodex pulpit.
