CIRCULAR LETTER.

B FLo-,-D BR ETHaENF,-The suhject selected
for our animual epistie is urged upon us by the stahe
of affairs in our Zion. To "ldisceru tic sigius of
the times,"1 and adaph our efforts to the condition
of things around us, dernands our prayerful con-
sidcrationý. it is deduced from two cexpressions of
the Apostle Paul: "lDemnas bath forsaken nie,"
"dSomne concerning fîith hath made shipwreck."1

gWHE SHIPWRECK 0F RELIGIOUS CLIARACTER.

In tbis is a great iiinrlrance ho the gospel of Christ.
1h is one of the evils of the presenithime. Allbave
seen if. To the faihhfi Christian it bas been a
source of painful regret; to the infidel and skcptic
it bas become a cause of reproach and scofing.
Ail glongy h4ie rssgged and broken shoie of our
western land are iying the wrecks of crafts once
saiiing under the IlCaptain of oui salvation,"1 ho
the port of glory. Somne bave been daslied on tbe
rocks by tie fury of the '.aves, others bave run
into the quick sands, while some bave put into a
foreign port, wbere their!vesseJs bave been declared
4inseawortbiy, abandoned and left ho slow and certain
,lccay,.

AÀinong f le ads'enturcrs to the Pacifie coast bave
been many of the professed disciples of.Christ. of
these boss' few the niumbpt who have maintained

partimg scene, and inrmny the tears that spoioe "the
gentie good-bye." But by aIl the hope MwaLs en-
tertained of their niscfulniess in the lanmd of gold.

And
furm, tuo, wvere flie resotutions of the adveîîhurei'-,
anld many the promises made of fudelity and zeal.
But foîlow thei on thieir hazardous journey. The
excitement of the paitimg scenie soon dies awav.
The restraints of duniestie und religious life are ne-
moved. Visions of' moutitains full of gold, of
shreams flow'iug o tr he shining metal, or reports
of what une of a timousaud lias dimg out iii a short
time, flit before the mrind. "l To dig goid," anîd
gain a quick foi-hune is the subýject of conversation
with nil. ho many instances, lîow soon ciianged
are those darîng gold-seekers. Ere tile nmountaiui
or isthnuus is croased, evcry habit of devotion lias
been broken up, the vuîvs, voluntaiy taken ah
baptism, forgrotten, and hlie Christiani is lest iii the
crowd of uugodîy men.

Numerous are suicl specimens of Chu istianity in
this western land. Among them, we au-e called tri
hardy effort in the masher>s service. Their bliglît-
ing influences paralyzes our a: m of power. Sortie
are engaged iii unholy avocations, vending inhoxi-
cahing liquors, tradinmg oui the Sabbath, and descend-
ing ho the tlîousand tricks of trade for gain. Tlîey
identify not themseives îvith tue cause of Christ.
The man of God touls wihhouh sympathy or support,
and worse thian aIl, isaetsoo aIl aides their unholy
influaence, le may %veep and pray, expostulate
and wann.; hbey are unmoved, anmd heed flot tue
calihoduty. The few meet for prayer, aiîd "weep
when hbey remember Zioii," but hh)ey are ail wvith
the throGng in the mart of business, or driîukiuîg and
gambling saloon. Tlieue the profanec oalî escapes
hheir lips,. Tmey are as merry as the gay, min-
gling, in ail flie specîîlahiouîs aumd pleasures of the
day.

Would, brchhren, that the picture were over-
drawn. But painful as it mna), h, it exceeds not
the truth, We bave seen it, deplored it, wepht over
ih, and prayed God to rid Zion of this evii. It us
in vaini ho cover up or extenuate the mnatter. Anoeels
are looking down witi weeping eyes; "lChrist is
crucifled afresb, and Put ho open shame,"1 whîiîe
Zionbleeds ahevery pýore. Mven calling tiemqelves
Baptists, once in fellowship) with holy bretbren,
exercising offices of trust and influence, perhaps
officiahing ah the altar, aie bere makzingr void tlic
Sabbahh, neglecting the cause of God, and engaging
openly iii what diey îvouid nu sooner engyage in ah
borne tban loac a right arm. And ho justify such
co'îrscs of smn, tbey are pleading as extenuahions,
iit is the ncce.ssity of the case,"'I "we are ini C!ati-

fornia,"1 as thougli Jebovab had given a new code
of laws from. Mouint Diablo, inshcad of Sinai of nid,
or Satan bad less powver ho deceive and dcstroy
bere than elsembere.

Sbould we ioquire iii o the causes of thi apo.,jacy,
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d1lielt oui's miight be assigned. Ne, mîght give
as a re'asoii the I.iime of the denomination to sup-
ply Parly tbis field with laborers. The delay, aiso,
of such persoum tri identify thetrîselves ut once wvilh
the cauise of Christ. may have led some far away.
The cireurnistances of' the country and ifs population
are offeî-ed as a solution. But, giving s'jch causes
their due iveiglit, w e apprchend the une sources of
thie evii are stitl Io be xîamed. Have there bepn
monre uintavouî able circumrstances for maiîîtaining
a hioly It'e in California than in other fields of the
îvoild t W'ith the thirst for gold, and roving,
changing disposition, wc hiave been free from per-
secution, famine, and 'var. Ours bas been a free
aid happy land, and withal a Christian lanid. A
wide theatre for Christian activity and zeal, a
proper place for tlie Christian character to develope
itsclf hias here been presented. The difficulty
mu3t bc sought, maindy, in the persons tbemnselves.
There lias been an influence in gold, but it charmias
only th u ot sufficiently guarded by fortitude and
Chlristiani love against its banieful powver.

The same Apostie to wvhom reference has been
made, suggests, w.e thinik, in cunnection with the
passag'es referred to, the causes of' this evil.

"Demas bath forsaken me, having loved flua
present worýld." IlHo)lding faith and a good con-
science, %vhich some having. put away, concerning
faitb hath madle sbipwreck,." In Il te fore of the
wodld," then, anîl the "putti.n,, away of a good
conscience." arq.to be fousid the causes songlit for.

As ho the first of these, it is powerful in its in-
tlinence. This cause, too, lias existed here in ils4
mighit. The land of gold, the country of speculatio 1,
and fortunes soon acquired, has bad a charm to
deceive and lead astray. But even here, the resuit
argues a too grect susceptiblity ini the individual
to the wori's influence.' Iu many there lias been
a want of religious principle and flxed purposes of
glrace iu the sotl. They have livécd and acted un-
der the rcstraints of religion, haviug neyer in héart
heeni established iii the doctrines of Ihe Bible.
Calil'ornia bas, tried hhem, and hhey are found
wanting. They bave been tbrown into the cruci-
hie, and the gold is proven to be dross. Religious
principle bas yielded to the love of gain. "dIf any
man love the ivorld, the love of the Father is nlot
in bim."'

In the case of many, the casting away of a good
conscience bas been the fruitful. source of declension.
The faculty given hy Jehovah for a wise and noble
purpose, utters its voice, condemning sin and ap-
proving what is right. lhts warning voice isbushied,
its decisions disregarded. It is not kept regsulated
bY the higb and pure standard of God's word.
Soon it becomnes callous, and with less and lesu
firmuess condemns the wrong and urges to dié
practice of the right. Soon it becomes corrupt,
and the once zealous Christian decides upon bis
course of negiect and open sin as proper under the
cîrcumshances. Thus, instances have nlot been
rare where men bave contcnded that a life of tbe
open violation of God's boly and just law, id war-
rantable with them in Californtia.

This evil ' brethren, we are called upon ho deplore,
to mneet openly, to expose, to overcomne and cast
fromn our inidst. To the credit cf our brehhren,
luowei'ir, he it said, many are f*aitbiful, even ist
