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EDITORIAL NOTES.

The qcmmi\tee of the House of Commons has approved Lord George
Hamlhoys scheme for the increase of the Navy by 251 to 75. No doubt
the details will be fought over, but the measure may be considered safe.

We believe we are not wrong in surmising that the spirit infused mto the
“ Haliburton ” is in no small degree due to tiic energy of Professor Roberts.
It is precisely this exccutive capability which lends weight and force to Mr.
Roberts’ literary capacity, and which will prove a serious loss 10 Kings, and

2 substantive gain to Dalhousie, should he be removed to the latter institu-
tion.

.Il is to be feared there will be much distress in Pennsylvania from the
2ction of the coal owners, who, after having kept ten thousand men on star-
vation wages for the whole winter, have condemned thom to six weeks’ com-
plete idleness. The * pauper laborer” of Europe could hardly be treated

with less consideration than these highly protected miners in the land of the
brave and the free.

_A Montreal ruffian named Andrew Manille was recently convicted there
of indecent assault upon a little girl, and sentenced to 18 months’ imprison-
ment (we presume with hard labor) and 15 lashes, to Le administered
at the end of the first fortnight's imprisonment. This is all right in princi-
ple, but deficient iu quantity—at least as to the item of Cat.  One taste of it
Is not sufficient. It is our opinion that for all such offences there should be
at Jeast two floggings to leave 2 permancnt impression on the raffianly mind,
and that cach should not be less than a dozen lashes.

The discussion of the question of how long it will be before the English
coal fields are worked out, has recently been rencwed. In 186r, Sir Wil-
liam Armstrong calculated that all the coal within 4000 fect of the surface
would be cxhausted in 212 years. A few years later Professor Jevons, an
excellent authority, estimated the period at 110 years. In 1878, Professor
Marshall corroborated Jevons and disagreed in every patticular with Sir
William, The latest contributor is Mr. Price Williams, who confirms the
two last named. The imporiance of these predictions can scarcely be
over-rated  They make us feel that it is full time for electricity and other
generators of motive power to hurry up.

The last days of March are so frequently inclement that the sharp cold
of last Sunday, and the succeeding snow, rain and slush of Monday and
"l'uesday, probably caused no one much surprise, and bad weather had better
come now than later, Nor is the disagreeableness of this particular period ap-
parently of any new fashion, for we find it recorded that onthe 31st of March,
1829 (sixty years ago), a terrific snow storm prevailed throughout New Enge
land, accompanied with intense cold, while on the previous day the weather
was so warm that people had sat at their open windows.

The last few weeks have been prolific of disaster to men-of-war. The
fine English iron-clad Sultan went on a rock in Maltese waters, and after-
wards drifted off and sunk to her upper works, and it is doubtful whether

3 |she can be raised. Three German and three American corvettes wore

driven on shore at Samoa, and two at least of each nationality are total
wrecks with heavy loss of life. The loss to Germany is severe, but the U.
S. vessels were old, and it is not improbable the Americans may take it
philosophically as a clearance of some of their obsolete craft. The wreck
of the Sultan, if she cannot be raised, will constitute an additional argument
f§r Lord George Hamilton's great scheme for the augmentation of the British
avy.
We have before us the Annual Report of the Legislative Library, con-
cerning which the Commissioners justly observe ** that for purposes of
reference and research it is notably ineflicient, and a very large addition is
needed from the works of the past, to say nothing of the provision to be
made to keep pace with the wonderful advancement of the times in furnish-
ing new books. ® * At this date it is impossible to pursue any subject
of learning exhaustively within this Province.” In view of the great public
value of this library under the liberal regulations to outsiders sanctioned by
the Houses, we cannot think that any section of Nova Scotians would
begrudge a handsome increase of the vote, could the Government at all see
their way to it.

The Province f Ontario has, it is reported, added more than 20,000
immigrants, mostly from the British Isles, to its population last year. This
is perhaps scarcely a correct way of stating it, because we have teen also
told that there ha- been a very counsiderable emigration from that Province
to the N. W. At all events the immigration will probably obviate depletion.
The direct imm.igiation to the N. W, is alsalikely to be very large this year,
and the general outlook is discouraging to pessimists. There may, however,
remain to thein some crumbs of the dreary comfort they cultivate in the
announcemen' of the Italian Astronomer Tacchini that the present will be
the minimu-n year of sua-spots, as there is a theory that the minimum of
sun.spots eo-responds with extreme droughts, crop failures and famines, and
a famine 1w Canada would be a perfect god-send to the amiable politicians
whose congenial pastime is a propagandism ot discontent.

“The New York Sun speaks of the new administration * maintaining
supervision and control over the seal fisherics in the eastern part of Behring's
Sea according to the intent of the treaty with Russia” Anything that can
be gained by tall talk, the Americans, especially the American newspapers,
will get, if tall talk can do it. The Sun is evidently trying that little game
on, though it must well know that the maritime nations of the world will
never acquiesce in such a piece of presumption as that involved in the wish
to shut them off from an open sea. The idea is preposterous, and could
never be conceded even if America had not ruled herself out of court at the
outset by repudiatng the similar claims of Russia when she had a stronger
case, than the Uniizd States, by reason of her ownership of both coasts.
Russia, moreover, i1, 1824, by special convention with Great Britain and the
United States, relinquished her claim to exclusive jurisdiction in these same
Pacific waters.

Although quite expected, the death of the Rt. Hon. John Bright can-
not but excite a melancholy fecling. There can be little doubt that the
influence of such marality in statesmanship will survive him.  Without pro-
fessing to be, or indeed having pretension to be styled a great statesman, he
was a perfectly pure and disinterested social reformer, a thoroughly honest
and clear-handed politician, and perhaps the first orator in England—at
least the late Lord Derby and Mr. Gladstone were the only two who rivalled
him. That his ideas were sometimes Utopian was incidental to tho absolute
purity and rectitude of his character, and his most peculiar political acts
were the outcome of the unshrinking courage of his convictions. The grace
and force which distinguished his brilliant oratory was not wanting in his
conduct and maoners, for, Quaker and strong Liberal as he was, it is well
knowrn that of Mr. Gladstone’s ministers, the most respected by and per-
sonally acceptable to the Queen was John Bright. It may be long before
we look upon his like agaiu.
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In a vory comprehonsive, though short, article, in the Youth's Compan-
ion, on the waste of vitality, occurs the following passage :— * Qur schools
waste this store by drawing too largely on the brains and ucrves of their
pupils through the competitive systems, the worry of public cxaminatious,
through exacting the same taske of the bright and of the dull, and through
the lack of adequate and persistent attention to the sinitary conditivn
of the schoolrooms.” [hese arc words worthy of all who exercise an
influence on cducational systems. Without being alarmists, we have more
than once endeavored to impress upon the public the fact that (as we believe)
injury is done to the youthful brain and constitution in many cases, by the
exactions of too multifarious studies and too little thought and consideration
for tender years.

In reference to the question whether the Australian Colonies should send
delegates to Canada, or Canada send representatives to Australin, Imperial
Federation remarks :—* While ftom one point of view it would seem natural
that Canada, both as the senior Colony and as the issuer of the invitation,
should play the part of host, on the other hand it cannot be denied that it
is easier for two or three delegates to travel round the world than (or four-
teen,” It is then suggested that the Dritish Government should place a
man-of-war at the disposal of the Canadian delegates, and send thew as the
%uests of the English people from Halifax by Gibraltar, Malta and Aden. to

ombay, Singapore, and Australia, and horne again, either by Mauritws
and the Cape, or by Hong Kong and Vancouver, as they might prefer.  The
idea does not seem to be a bad one, and it is added, * there will not be one
Englishman in a hundred thousand who will grudge the expenditure, nor
will there, we think, be one Canadian delegate who will consent on his
return to forego his share in so splendid an inheritance.”

The Toronto Glole would perhaps make a hit (which it will evidently
soon be glad to do) by re-christening itself Jshmael, for its hand seems to be
against every one, and it will naturally not be long before every man’s hand
willbe against it, A fortnight ago, the Globe devoted a columa and a half to
an elaborate attack on Dr. Goldwin Smith, for an article in McAillan, in which
he treats the cant of extreme Prohibitionists with reason, sound sense, and
in behalf of the liberty of the individual. The article is scasoned to please
the Prohibitionist palate, and in carrying out this intent even the sympathy
of Dr. Smith with the Globe's Americanism fails to divert the assault. But
the Jesuit Estates Act provokes the modern Proteus to still more extraordi-
nary gymnastics. Not satisfied with the brilliant effect of its first grand
‘ flop,” and with bolstering up Col. O’Brien’s resolution in the face of Mr.
Blake’s opinion of the constitutionality of the Act, it now turns round on
the former gentleman, and accuses him of playing into Sir John’s hands in
the affair. The Glode just now reminds us of nothing so much s a Tom-
Cat tied 10 a lung string, at the stretch of which it rushes hither and thither
and bounds to and fro after the feline fashion under such limitations. Itis
an amusing, it oot an edifying, spectacle.

‘Theoretically, there are a number of reasons why it would be advisable
to compel electrical companies 10 put their wires under ground. The
multiplicity of unsightly poles, the dangers to life and limb from falling
wires and the liability of the disarrangement of all overhead systems from
storms, fires or other causes are a few of the most prominent. The
expense of repairs from these causes alone is so heavy that the companies
themselves would adopt the under ground system were not the practical
difficulties so insurmountable. Take for example a stragglingly built city
like Halifax, aud think of the difficulties in the way. Without touching on
mechanical difficulties, the question of cost alone presents an jmpassable

arrier, The companies operating here know well that in order to meet
the cost of putting their wires under ground they would have to so raise
their tariff of rates that they would lose their customers, and find themselves
without revenue. Rather than face certain bankruptcy, if ordered to place
their wires under ground, they woald simply be compelled to cease doing
business here, and we should be without telephone and the electrie light,
and might have to go to North Street to send a telegram. In this case the
practical so overrules tho theoretical aspect of the case, that for the time
being at least, the under ground idea must be abandoned as an impossibility.

A young gentleman, whose style, ability and good feeling do him much
credit, put forth in the Herald last week a touching appeal to the
fair sex on behalf of the birds, whose extermination their thoughtlessness
is rapidly tending to accomplish. This 1s not the first time we have touched
on this sad subj.ct, but, albeit we have little hope of creating any impression,
we shall still from time to time keep it before our readers. Some of the
statistics given by Mi. Piers ought to arouse attention, for,.as he aptly
quotes, “ Evil is wrought from want of thought,” but it may well be ques-
tioned whether want of thought benot really at the bottom “ want of heart.”
Here are some figures. ** From a single locality on Long Island a man
sent in four months nearly 70,000 birds to the New York market, while in
the vicinity of Philadelphia 1,000,000 rails and bobolinks were killed iu a
single month. At Cape Cod 40,000 terns were shot, and at Cobb's Island,
off tho Virginia coast, 40,000 birds, chiefly gulls and terns, were slaughtered
in cold blood. The agent of a Boston milliner recently repaired to Florida,
taking with him fifty breech-loading guns and ammunition. These he dis-
tributed among the inhabitants, with requests to shoot as many plume-birds
as possible, as he had orders to collect 0,000, Whole tracts of country
which opce werg swarming with birds are now lone and silent. The birds
are gone neyer to return, massacred in thousands by these miserablo mer-
cenarics who are rewarded and 2ncouragea by our ¢ fair ones.”” Noxt week
we will sec how far the “faif ones " of our city contrjbyte to this piuful

Indications are not wanting that the Americans—at least a considerable
section of them—are really ** spoiling for a fight.” Another bellicose reso-
lution has been introduced into the Minnesota Legislature, urging a * vigar-
ous foreign policy " (whatever that may mean) and that the United States
“ should compete for the commerce of the world” e were under the
impression that the foreign poticy of the United States is tolerably vigorous
as it is, and as for * competing lor the conunerce of the world "~—-who hin-
ders them? But there is yet balm in Gilead and some common sense still
left in the Republic, and the Chicago News, commenting on the resolution,
diatinctly takes these views, and adds :—* It is true the American flag is not
often seen on the sgas, and the furcign commerce of the world goos begging
so fur as this nation is concerned, but a vigorous foreign policy cannot mond
these melancholy matters.  Nothing can mend them, save a wise revision of
the present hightanfl. ® ® *  Apparently, ho (the mover of the Reso-
lution) has merely attempted to feed the molach of war {renzy which is
grewing up in this peaceful but bumptious Republic. * *  *  The mili-
tary passion rages here like a moral scarlet fever, * * *  Jut waris ndt
a blessing, and there s no need of waguaing our heads at our neighbors
unncc_elssarily." It is to be hoped such rativnal counsels may increase and
prevail, .

One of the most conspicuous results of the modern scientific tone of
thought is the enorinous number of ** fads ' generated in the minds of persons
to whom a little knowledge is, if not a dangerous thing, a decidedly disturb-
ing elemont, Pcople find that there is disease in this, and death in that,
which their forefathers ate, drank and used in happy ignorance of the perils
of their proctices. There is death in the old oak bucket of the well ; cats,
dogs, and chickens infect us with diphtheria and other terrors—anything for
a new sensational idea for the timid and pseudo-scientific to gape after and
chatter about. Bactena is just now one of the most attractive fads in vogue,
and accordingly, in a paper recontly read belore the Baston Horticultural
Society, Mrs E. H. Richards says that the “ dust"” in rooms is largely com-
posed of living tacteria, and that the ordmary * dusting” of furmture with
a feather duster only transfers these bacteria to the throats of the inmates,
Now, there is very likely 1ruth in this, but—what are we going to do about
it? Aro we to let the dust lie and accumulate? We know that dusung is
not an agreeable recreation ; and, no doubt, some things do get down our
throats, as they do in the streets and everywhere, But we know we have
got to swallow our peck, which may be accepted as the representative of, say
a ton, and may we not take comfort from our experience, that we can, after
all, stand a pretty good allowance ot dust?

A stinging rebuke to the shameless cffrontery of political warfare in
virulently aitacking, when in opposition, a policy which the attacking party
has fully enforced when in power, has been administered by Mr. Michael
Davitt to the bully of the Liberal party, Sir William Farcourt, and in a less
degree, by implication, to Mr. Gladstone himself.  Mr. Davitt, who suftered
pine years’ imprisonment undor Mr. Gladstone's regime, says :—* There is
not a single trick in Mr. Bolfour's policy of party meanness and vindictive-
ness which does not bear the closest possiblr family relationship to the old
Liberal panaceas of combined toffy and stick for Ireland ; and no amount of
Sir William Harcout's delightful new born zeal in a better and brighter
policy can cbliterate this fact from people’s memories. Mr. Gladstone was
not correct in saying that my treatment by Sir William Harcourt’s orders
when in Portland in 18812 was, ‘in point of decency and indulgence,
everything that could reasonably be desired.” I was dressed as a coavict,
lucated in the infirmary of a convict prison.” It was the manner of the sud-
den canversion to Home Rule, not the priaciple, which disgusted so many
and operated to swell the union ranks. The long warfare which has easued
has ventilated the whole question, and it now stands in a different light ;
but Sir William Harcourt assailing Mr. Balfour's trestmoent of prisoners is
siwply pot and kettle. Qur own politicians may take a lesson from this
episode, 1if they be so minded, which they are very unlikely w0 b,

We noticed in the North Sydney Herald of the 20th February the
following paragraph :—** Where is he 2—Brother Drummond of the Trade’s
Journal thus places a contemporary—* Tue CriTic, professedly independent,
is extremely partizan.’ Will Tue Critic or some guod (riend supply the
words omitted in the following olliptical sentence: The Trades Joumnal,
professedly is——w———" And we did nof happen to notice 1t in the
original. We scarcely felt inclined to take advantage of our kindly con-
temporary’s suggestion at the time nor do we now. On the zoth March,
however, the Trades Journal lashes itself into parturition on som. remarks
we made on the New York Hernid's defense of the London Times, and
announces that w= “seem to endorse” that defense. It then proceeds,
with evident pains of labor, to invent a supposititious case which could
never by any possibility occur to T CRritic. “ Supposing,” itsays, * Toe
Critic were violently opposed to Mr. Fielding, » man drops into its office
and produces letters,” &c., &c. * Tae CRriTic eagerly accepts the letters,”
&c.—instituiing a parallel case to that of the Times and the Piggott forgeries.
Now, in the first place, nothing can be more profound than the indifference
of T CRITIC as to opinions about its partizanship. In the next, we set
forth ip the Notes out of which our veacered contemporary takes such
pains to make capital two or three statements of facts, without a shade of
comment. The longer note of the two was entirely quotation. As a matter
of fact, we had previously expressed our blank astonishment at the open-
mouthed want of precaution displayed by the Times. There is nothing
to be actually taken hold of in the meretricious claboration of the Trades
Journal, but we are free to suggest that that sort of thing is not quite clean

A number of seals have been seen on the ice at North Sydney, C. B.,
recently and several of them have been shot at.  No deaths are reported,

The * Terminal City " project is at a stand slill at present. It is said
extensive operations will be carried on by the company early in the summer.

New Glasgow is the centre of a population of 20,000, with an adjoining
constituency of 120,000 people. 81,250,000 a year is paid for wages in that
town and vicinity.

_ It is rumored that Professor Tufts, who has lately returned from Wolf-
ville from taking a course at Harvard, intends leaving Acadia and taking a
poesition in an American college.

Small-pox is prevalent at Harbor Grace, Newfoundland. It is to be
hoped that it will not bo brought to Nova Scotia by any of the vessels
rinning between Nfid. and N. S. ports.

Some cases of scarlet fever have recently been reported in Moncton.
The disease has been epidemic in St. John and every precaution should be
taken to prevent ite spread in Moncton.

Bro. P. M, Arthur Curren has been appointed grand secretary of the
Grand Lodge of Nova Scotia, A. F. & A. M., in the room of his father, until
next meeting of Grand Lodge, June 12th,

The Bishop of Nova Scotia has presented Capt. Edward T. Hankins,
who has been in charge of the church army here since December last, with
a license as lay missioner in St. Paul's parish.

The Moncton Times says : In the museum of St. Joseph's college, Mem-
ramcook, N. B., is now treaswied that rude, broken up, but priceless souvenir
of ye olden time—the key of the chapel of Grand Pre.

Two Newfoundland girls were recently arrested in Fredericton, N. B.,
for stealing clothing, table-ware, otc. They have since beea discharged, as
no one appeared to prosecute. They will be sent back to Newfoundland.

Twelve thousand dollars have been subscribed in Monireal for the purpose
of founding a Female Medical College. McGill would not admit ladies to
study with the male students, so now the girls will have a college of their
own,

Mr. Jas. F, Mauning J. P., of Wolfville, committed suicide last Sunday
pight by hanging himself. No reason is assigned for the deed and it now
appears that he was making preparations for leaving this world by settling
his business matters.

Hon. J. A. Chapleau’s health is completely restored and he returns to
Canada on April 12th or 15th. Writing to the Canadian Gazette respecting
rumors of political changes. Mr. Chapleau says :—'* The question of my
abandoning political life will have, I am obliged to say, much against my
peace and comfort, to be adjourned sine die.”

The Hon. J. H. Pope, Minister of Railways and Canals, died at Ottawa
on Monday, aged sixty-five years. It is said he left a million dollars and
willed a large amount to Sir John Macdonald.  The funeral took place on
Tuesday, and was attended by every member of the commons, a large repre-
sentation of the senate, and a great concourse of citizens.

There is a regular liquor war going on in North Sydney. The liquor
sellers have combined to fight the temperance men. Explosive missiles have
been thrown into the house of the Scott Act prosecutor, and his barn was
destroyed by fire. A public indignation meeting was held on Tuesday and
seven hundred dollars voted as a reward for the discovery of the perpetrators

For the week ending Sunday, 1558 immigrants arrived in Manitoba,
For the corresponding week last year only 677 arrived,  In the whole month
of March, 1888, 1599 peoplo seltled in the country, or only 41 more than
in the tast week. The immigration returns for 1888 were greatly in excess
of those for 188y, and 1889 promises to be the best season that Manitoba
has yet experienced.

Lobster fishing has commenced for the season and by all reports is
doing well,  There were large shipments by the LaTour receutly from
Barrington and vicinity, about 100 crates being sent from Clark’s Harbor.
Fresh bait is quite readily obtained at nearly all the stations, as ** sculpins
made their appearance some weeks ago. Tho price of lobsters keeps up
well coneiderating the large exportations.

A young lady student at Pictou Academy narrowly escaped from a hor.
rible death rocently. She came hurrying cp just as the train started to go
out and attempted to jusnp on to the car ahead of the last. She caught hold
of the outer rail by the left hand and was swung around between the cars,
hanging by one hand.  She was frrtunately rescued by 2 man who stood near.
Had she fallen between the platform and the car, she would have been
crushed to death.

The dress makers of Wolfville have been hard at work lately, preparing
costumes to be worn at the reception given by the members of the Athen-
ssum Socicty of Acadia last week. It was whispered beforehand that the
students wished their lady friends to look their very best on the festive
occasion, and they responded nobly. The reception was an exceptional
success, the music, the supper, and the conversation, not to say flirtations,
all being enjoyed to the utmost.

Dr. Curren was 63 years of age and leaves a wile and family. The funeral
took place on Tuesday from his late residence Poplar Grove. The family
have the sympathy of the whole community in their sad bereavement,

Mr. Naylor took the matter in hand, and the inhuman mother
has not since been allowed possession of the child, who is still at the Poor
Farm, and as flourishing a iittle lad as one need see.

Mr. Gel-
dert is another instance of tho success of Nova Scotians in advancing
themselves abroad,having not only become business manager of the Standard,
an Insurance journal, but having also made such a position as to cnable him
to take unto himself a wife, of whom and of Mr. Geldert, the exchange from
which we gather our information says: “She is fortunate, and 0 1s he.”

The French Copper Combine has collapsed, involving the principals in a
Joss of 30,000,000 francs, Two prominent members of the combine have
committed suicide.

Queen Victoria has sent o cable to Emperor William expressing her
regret at the loss of the German men.of-war at Samoa, and her sympathy
with the zelatives of thoso who lost their lives.

The annual boat race between the Cambridge and Oxford crews was
rowed on the Thames on Saturday last, the Cambrnidge crew winning by
four lengths in 2o minutes and 14 seconds.

The Parnell commission resumed its sitting on Tuesday last. Sir Chas.
Russell opened the case for the Yarnellites. His temarks have thus far
been characterized by singular meeration. He declared that thoughtful
minds were convinced that the timme had come to try the experiment of
1lome Rute in Ireland.

Emperor Francis Joseph of Austria has lost flesh and his hair has turned
white. Since the suicide of Crown Prince Rudolf he has trequent fits of
terrible grief, especially after conferring with Rudolf’s friends. The
Empress rarely eats and weeps for hours at a time.  She is unable to sleep,
and the doctors are puzzled over her condition.

The French Cabinet have unanimouly resolved to prosecute General
Boulanger, which will piobably have the result of increasing his popularity.
General Boulanger has, it seems, retired to Belgium at the instance of his
friends, who asserted that he would be tried by an excepuional tribunal, and
migst not escape alive. There is a rumor of a decree of banishment being
in contemplation.

The eldest son of the late Rt. Hon, John Bright, a Liberal Unionist, will,
it is said, contest the seat in the Commons for the Central Division of Bir-
mingham, vacant by his father’s death. Tho Conservatives will try to induce
Lord Randolph Churchill to stand, a fact which seems to indicate divided
counsels. ‘The Liberals are reported to hsve selected a candidate, but his
name has not transpired.

A terrible hurricane devastated Samos on the 15th and 16th ult, All
the war ships tried to put to sea, but the only one which succeeded was the
Calliope, an English ship. The U. S. warships ZTrenfon and Vandalia
are total losses, and the Nipsic was beached. ‘The Vandalia lost four offi-
cers and thirty-nine men, the Nipsic last seven men and all were saved from
the Trenton. The German ships Adler and Eler are total losses, the Olga
was driven ashore. The German loss of life is ninety-six. All the merchant
vessels anchored at Samoa foundered.

POPULAR ERRORS ABOUT SNAKES,

King Solomon acknowledged that thore were * threo things which ate
too wonderful for me, you, four which I know not,” aud ona of these wae
*“ tho way of a serpont upon a rock,” aud for years tho mode of progression
of a snuke remained to men of scienco as much a mystory as it was to Solo-
won. It ia thought that the absenco of limbs 18 a groat disadvantage to
snukes, but the fact is their ribs tako the placs of limbs, xo that instoad of
having two paira, they cometimes have over 200, Aristotlo thought they
had a8 many ribs as there are days in the month, but, in fact, the number
varies, and reaches 400 in pythons. The movements of tho snuke's ribs
have beon Jikened to those of a caterpillar's legs.  Ilach vertebra supports a
poir of ribs, which act like o pair of legs, having tho extromities connocted
by a broad plate; the hind part of this plato is free, and when tho 1ibs are
moved forward, this end is roised so that it takes hold of ahy roughnoss or
irregularity of the ground. When rapid motion is required somo portion of

tho body in front gains a purchase by means of the ventral shields on some -

projection in the ground, tho ribs ure drawn togother on alternate sides
throwing tho body into alternate curves, some portion of tho body in frous
gaing a purchaso, and the fore part is straightened out. It is an orror to
think that they movo forward in n serics of vertical coils, or that they morve
with rapidity. 1cnee followed a l.rge anike, and found a smait walk suf-
ficiont to keep up with it. Nor do snakes exercise any fascination over their
victims, Popys alleges that they ejected poison on larksin full flight eo that
thoy foll into their mouths ; but, iu fact, chickens, rats, guinea pigs, rabbits,
hens, show no fear of snakes when given to the latter in a cage. A hen has
been known to roost on a python, and another to pock at a wuake's tongue
in motion, ovidently taking it for an insect or worm. When it has killed
its prey either by constriction or poison, tho snake is supposed to salivate
or lubricate the meal by means of its tongue. This is not the caso, as tho
tongue is too small to lubricate the tiniest bird. The snake moves its head
about the prey, feoling with its tongue for the right part tv begin upon, and
when that is in its mouth, but not till then, the salivary glands begin to aud
deglutition. The functions of a snake’s tongue have also beon the subjects
of popular error. Job speaks of the vipor's tonguoe slaying one, and Shake
spearo is full of similar romarks. Tho tongue is really a very delicate organ
of touch, for the eyes aro so placed that the snake cannot see in front or
bolow, and by means of its tongue it literally feols its way. The stories of
two-headed apakes owe their origin to the existence of a species, Bungarus
fasciatus, which possosses an abrupt roundod tail that is somotimes mistaken
for a second head. The popular notion that every snake is poisonous is of
coutso ahsurd, but the proportion of poisonous to harmless snakes is much
less than is generally supposed. Iu Inlia only one genusin ten is poisonous
and the same proportion is probably accutate as to individuals also. In all
Scuthern Indis thero are only twelve kinds of poisonous snakes, tho largest
being the hamadryad, which reaches fiftecon feet in length. A bito from one
of theso would probably produce death in thies minutes ; it has the roputa-
tion of being fierce and ready to attack on the slightest molestation. The
cobra is timid ; the charmers who play a pipe in front of it do nat attract it
by the music, tor it is nearly deaf, but by the peculiar movement from sido to
sido which is always followed by the «vakes —AMMadras Mail.

MANNERS.

No result of our system of cducation is less satisfactory than the
manners it produces. Our boys and girls sre, as a rule, very ill-monnered.
They are only not awkward, becauso they have not the lesst sense of roversnce
for seniors or superiors, The absence of apy expression or gesturo of
respect suggests that their parents and toschers have entirely failed to make
thomeclves reapected. This work is primarily the duty of parents. Al
parents in a8 new country cannot be expected to bo well-bred themsolves,
and thero is a natural reaction egainst the cringing manners forced on the
common peoplo in tho old world, where the chief doctrino taught thom is
respect for their betters. To the school wo look for the remedy, but judging
from the rosult wo do so largely in vain, Mannors rogarded ss mero
observances of convontion may be thought a minor matter, but the outward
behavior is tho index of the soul, snd when wo sec young peoplo growing
up with no sign of respect for those who are older or who aroset in positions
over them, ag a toacher i3, wo sco ovidouce of an evil which is subversive of
all true manliness in the individual and all true groatness in tho state. It
belongs to tho parent and to the teacher to seo that respectfulness is taught.
The systom of cram rules our public schools and leaves no time, not even
half an hour a weok, for moral training, or that intorcourse by which a
teacher may call into play some emotion more noble than that of scifish
emulation.  In tho old days, when teachers were frequontly gentlemen and
ladies of high brecding who had taken up tho calling not altogether through
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choice, what the echolar lost in their lack of fituess for their work was iua
measuro made up to him in getting his onrly impressions from persons
whosa euporiority impressed lim, aud whoso manners it wis desirablo to
imitato.  Our touchers are much better propared than those wero to convey
knowledgo to the young, being woll instructed in evory latest devico for
making tho path of knowledgo smooth to juvenile feet. Wt 18, of courss,
comparativaly scarce in a now country,—wht canuot bo 01sily conferrad in
our trsining schools, and cannot bs mide subjact of exsmination, hut may
bo very largely acquired by c.-utact, whon ouco the toacher sees the uead of
acquiring it, is a refined wanner, ncinding a refined uso of his own languago.
When in formor days tho village damo used to issue her card of twtion,
onding * mannors a ponny extra,” what was meant to bo given for that penny
a weok wos a knowledgo of tho proper bob and curtesy and puil at tho
forelock which was duo on the part of tho pea<ant whon he met tho clergy-
man or tho squire or any of their famihea. Tho mauners tho lack of v:l!llch
wo deplore, cannot bo taught in a special courso for & penny oxtrs. Thoy
must bo imbibed from intercourse with peopls who know what good mannors
aro; aud it is the duty of all, whethar teachers or parents or occupying any
othor rolation to the boys and girls of our country, to cultivato good manners
in oursolvos as woll a3 in them.—Mountreal Witness.

SCIENTIFIC TEMPERANCE,

Tho effects of tho alchoiic habit vary enormously with tho amount cony
sumed and the form in which it is taken, but they aie always bad. Alcoho
should not be regarded as cithor a poison or a foud. It is etrictly a drug
It bsl  « to that class of substauces which, like opium, Indian hemp, and
tobacco, produces cffects which habit renders agrecable, bat which aro
followod by constant incresso in tho craving for larger doses of the drug.
Thix invoasiag depondence upon aleohol 1+ one of the worat effects of s
habitual use, and with most persous it is inseparable from its use 1w small
amounts. 1t is true that nearly all can digost without apparent dumago a
small quantity of alcohol, in sufliciontly diluted form, it taken only occasion-
ally. It is cortain that the highest possible health may b enjoyed without
tho uso of alcohol. ‘T'his boing so, its use, even occiwionally and under the
reatrictions above stated, is attonded with risk hoth physically and morat.
But when alcohoal is taken in large amounts, or ia stronger forms, or is used
habitually even in moderation, it duws positive harm ; and this barm increases
rapidly as the habit strengthens. Iu its higheat degreo there is some irrita-
tion of the stomach aud impairment of digestion, with slight disorders of
circulation and scerction and intellectivn. Often enough these cause a filso
foeling of weakness and lead to larger uxcess, and of course to great harm.
Porfoct health can scarcely over bo enjoyed continuously by ono who uses
alcohol even in strict moderation. I make an exception in faver of some
elderly persons with slow and feeble digestions and with weak circulation *
for in them stmall quantitics of diluted alcohol taken deily with their principal
meal improve their health. When onco we pass the lessor degreo of the use
of alcohol tho effects of its babitual employment avo striking and disastrous.
‘Tho mucous membrano of the stomsch becomes tho seat of chronic catarrh.
The functions of tho liver is disordered and the most important processes of
nuitiition aro disturbed. T'ne nervous system suffors,and mind aud character
aliko doteriorato. It is not only thu injury which comes directly from alcohol
which wo note in such cises ; thero are associated with it neglect of proper
diet and of propor hours of rest, aud avoidance of exposuse, which contribute
to tho sum of damage wrought upon tho systom. Tho aleohol habit if at all
oxcessivo causes organic disease directly ;and runs body and mind. Its
habitual use, even in very moderate amounts, ronders health unstable and
incruases the liability to diseaso, aud the danger of discase when it occurs.
The true use of aleohol is in the treatment of discase. There, whon pres-
cribed judiciously, it does great good and is at times indwpensible.  But
oven thore it should never be preseribed unuecessanly, nor without a clear
recogattion of the fact that tho tendency to the alcohol habit is great snd
this hatat whea formed is destrucuve.— Chatanguan.

INDUSTRIAL NOTES.

Messrs, S. G. Keir & Sons have an  Evaporating” establishment at
Canning, which employs a number of hands in converting potatoes, carrots,
turnips, &c., into a savory compound for soups, as well as other branches of
the business, A 40 H. P. boiler and a 30 Ii. P. ongine now drive tho
macbinery, which is effective in its work. Thoro is one machino that will
pare 8 bushol of potatocs in a minute, nnd others that will make mincement
of thom 83 quickly The potato parer was invented by tho late Josepb
Kerr, who gave his businees much study and attention. The firm has
shipped within the past fow months 30,000 packages of the Evaporated
Vegotsblos, and has orders on hand for 20,000 packages more. The
en‘erprize of this firm is attested by en order for the Royal Navy, smounting
to five tons, which is to be delivered at Bermuda,

It is eminently eatisfactory to find that in whatever dircction we direct
our attention to tho msanufactures and businesses of the Province we find
their proprictors in 8o large a proportion of cases contomplating onlsrgement
of promises to enable them to fulfil expanding roguiroments. Among those
weo find Messrs. Pineo & Clsrk, iron foundry and machine shop proprietors
of Berwick, N. 8., who employ from 12 to 15 hands, and have just put in
one of Burrol Johneon's new engines to supply additional power required.
Theso gentlemen, whose business embracos tho manufacture of stoves,
ploughs, cultivators, feod cutters, &¢., and all kinds of repairing, and mill
and machine work, are making preparations for, and indeed have commoncod,
work on a quite oxtensive plow factory.

Among tho industries of Oxford may bo montioned tho Oxford Woollon
Manufacturing Co., Oxford Furniture Co., Xureka Co,, a foundry, stores,
milly, ete. The Oxford Woollon Manufacturing Co., was ostablished in 1868.
and it is largely owing to this industry that Oxford may now bo classed
among the rising towns of tho province. The presont owners of these mills
are John Rohb, William Oxloy, Mra. M, M. Thowpson, widow of the late
Thomas R. Thompson who was the chief promoter of tho industry, Goorge
D. Howson, H. L. Hewson, and Johu G. Walls. Mr. Robb has boon the
nble wnd oificiont manngor of theso mills sinco thoy first started. Thero aro
botw .en fifty and sixty employoes. Upwards of 100,000 yards of cloth aro
manufactured aunually. These cloths aro second to nono io the Dominion,
and havo beon awarded prizos and modals in Europo, America and Australia,
where they have hoon oxhibited at various times. There are two wood man-
ufacturing ¢ mpanios, Thoe oldest of these, the Oxford Furniture Co., was
established in 1877.  With the incroase of business they have foand it
necossary to onlarge and add to their buildings from timo to time. Thoey
have forty-threo employees with Mr. Harvey Trecon 08 mansger, and turn
off annually about 835,000 worth of furniture, comprising bedroom, patlor,
hall and dining room suites, cte. The Eurcka Co. commencod businoss threo
yoars azo. Thooroction of a largu warchouss this year, and a handsomo resi-
devco by Mr. Edward Kiog, manager, go to prove that their business is a
thriving one, A foundry was establishod in 1882 by Mossts. Hingloy and
McPhorson. They employ twenty-five mechsnics and manufacture steam

el;rlgi;ea, boilors, mill machinery, fer which they receive lavge orders.—~Truro
ade.

Seven now schooners, aversging about 80 tons cach, have been launched
from tho yards hero within a fortnight, five of tho number going off tho
stocks sinco our last issue. Thoy are now being fitted for the deop sea
fisherirs and will sail for the Banks in a fow dsys as a part of the town fleet.
Masars, Elias Zinck, Amos Walters, Gabriel Winters, Lewis Knickle, Beni.
Smith, Obed Silver and Simon Hebb will command theso new crafts, and,
with tho excoption of Messrs. Wintors and Hobb, all the rest will be
skippers for the first timo. Should our enterprising ship-builders, Mezsrs,
Joseph Young, David Smith and Peter Young, be as active in the futuro as
in tho past, it will bo necessary.to move the Hoad nearer South and
Blockhouse hill closor to the Peninsula in order to make good and sufficient
harborage for the results of their energy.—Lunenburg Progress.

Tho Exhibition Association, 8t. John, N. B., has been incorporated to
establish & permanent exhibition similar to that in Toronto.

Mr. N. H. Phinney's Patent Rubber Backet Pump Manufactory, at
Lawrencetown, has largely increased, snd the Patent Bucket Pump is known
and usod largely all over the Mauitime Provinces, having been found to give
tho most complete satisfaction.

A GO horse power saw-mill was purchased from Messrs. Leonards,
London, Oant., by Messrs. Roop and Bent, Springfield, and has arrived at
Lawrencetown by the Intercolonial and Windsor and Auonapolis Railwaya.
Tho freight on the car load cost 896 from London to Windsor Junction, and
230 from Windsor Junction to Lawrencotown. The proportion plainly
goces to show the necessity of the consolidation of the western roads as part
of the Intercolovial. .

Work is being pushed on vigorously on the N.S. Central R’y, which, it is
gaid, is certain to ls completed within a year. With its completion
Middleton will take a frosh start. At present there are signs of lively
business for the ensuing summoer with plenty of work,

Douties ox Traxsport Ciiarues.—Mr. Wainright, acting for the Montreal
B.ard of Trado and the Grand Trunk, had an interview with flon. Mr.
Buwell, Minister of Custows, recently, relative to the duties levied on inland
transportation. Tho duties aro now collected ou the tirst cost of the goods
with sdded inland charges included. Mr, Wainright contended thatthe dutics
should be levied on tho first.cost of tho goods without including the inland
charges. For instanco on goods purchased in London and shipped from
Liverpool duty is at presont paid on the first cost of the goods in London as
woll 88 on tho charges lovied on said goods between London and Liverpool.
Ho considers that the Government ghould abolish all charges of this kind
and fall back as regards this class of duty tothe policy of 1879. The
Minister of Customs ssid that the matter would be duly considered. Thero
can be no doubt, wo imagine, that Mr. Wainright's contention is just.

The Pictou Boot & Stoe Co. have secured the Dominion Government
contract for supplying boots to Canadian lotter carriers.

Tt is undorstood that Messrs. P. J. Groy & Son, cof Salisbury, who woro
prominently connected with the construction of the Buctouche and Moncton,
tho Oxford and Now Glasgow and other railways, have secured a large
sub-contract on the Cape Breton railway, and will commence work shortly.

COMMERCIAL.

The matter of profits,
payments, and the unpleasant frequency of failures of Iate, espacially in the
Westorn Provinces of tho Dominion, have, howover, attracted some serious
attontion, which has oxprossed itsolf in moro or less anxiety, and has pro-
ducod a more cautious disposition in granting crodits and forcing business.

The sudden chango at the boginning of the weok from dry and warm
weather to blustoring winds and suow and rain falls has soriously checked
the dovelopmont of the spring trado. Tho country roads have been thus
suddenly rolegated to o state of almost impassibility, and tho delivery of
goods has boon rondered vory diflicult. Still, in nearly all lines tho spring
trado progressed during the provious two or three weoks of fino woathor as
favorably as could have beon oxpected, and our country merchants have; as
a rulo, fairly well suppliod themsolves. Leading houses report that pay-
ments are coming in a little moro freely, though they aro not yot quite
up to tho mark. As soon as the weather becomes soitled again sorting
orders will come in.

Dry Goovs.—The volume of orders in dry goods shows a steady
improvement, doubtloss owing to tho promise of an early spring. Travellors
throughout the country districis report having wet with a very satisfactory
dogreo of success. Some of tho buyors for Halifax and other Nova Scotian
houses have begun to return home after placing their ordors for fall goods.
‘The Montreal Zrade Bulletin says:—'* Whilst in no wiso discouraging
home industries, wo have ropeatedly shown tho absurdity of Canadian miila
attempting to compete with the production of English cotton prints, for the
reason that our market is much too limited to turn out the diversity of pat-
torns that are offered in the Knglish market, to say nothing of the supe.

The Magog mills have undoubtedly
mado a plucky fight in trying to satisfy Canadian tastes and establish a home
industry upon a paying basis; but the Company have failed to accomplish
their object, and consequontly s meeting of the directors have beon called
for April 8th, to "consider an offor mado by another company to buy out
their plant and stock, tho latter being preity large. Whother or not the
Company which is negotiating for the purchase of the Magog mills,
machinery and plant, intend running on print goods is not stated.”

Irox. Harowane axp MeraLs —Thero has been a fairly active business,
and trade has a fair foue throughout,owing to strong cables aud the geuerally
advancing tendency of the market abroad. Great excitement has occurred
in tinplates, which aro cabled 6d. to 9d. higher than a woek ago with indi-
cations of a further rise. No quotations can be given because makers refuso
to state terms for future delivory until matters become muresottled Canada
plates have also advanced, being 5s. to 7s. 6d. per ton dearat than two weeks
ago. In Philadelphia prices continue weak ia all dires ‘ons. An activo
demand for steol rails is oxpectod to spring up in the current month all over
the country and a largo spring trade isconfidently loaked for, but at present
ovorything is quiet and buyers and makers aro waiting for a general
improvemout.

Breabsturrs.—The demand for flour continues slow and the market has
ruled quict with only a small volume of business in progress owing to the
fact that buyors aro holding off and only taking sufficient for actual wants.
Manitoba strong bakers has boen in moderato demand and some business
was accomplished in a jobbing way at steady prices Boerbohm’s cablo
reports wheat and corn cargoes both off const and on passage and for prompt
shipment vory quiet. French country markets quiet. Liverpool spot wheat
quiet but steady. Corn heavy. Ijnglish conntry markets quiet. Autwerp
spot whoat steady. The Chicago wheat market was active and stronger and
o fair volume of trade wasaccomplished at an nversge advance in options
of about %c. In Now York aud Toledo wheat was weak and foll off 3¢ to Zc.,
while in Detroit ana Milwaukeo it was strong and moved up 3c.

Provisions.--The feeling in tho local provision market has been steady.
The demand in pork was slow and the market has ruled quist with only a
small jobbing business. Tho demand for lard has been fair. No changoe
has occurred in the Liverpool provision market but prices have boon steady.
The Chicago provision mnarkot was fairly activo but weaker,and pork declined
10c. to 124c. Lard was ocasier and foll off 23c. There was a strong tone to
the hog market and prices advanced 10c. to 15¢c, The cattlo market was
quiet and steady.

Burrer.—Tho tone of the butter market has continued firm. New
butter comes in very slowly and what is recoived -meets roady sale at full
prices. The steck of old butter remaining over from last summer and fsll
has boon fairly well worked off and the new season will open with a very
small amount of surplus butter on hand,

prico. It is worthy of note that a lot of Baldwins shippod from Montroal
to England brought only 7s. Gd., whilo a lot of the samo description of
apples shipped at the same timo from the West fotched 16s., the differonce
in price being accounted for by yuality and packing.

Funs.—Cnbles from the London spring sales show that tho anticipated
advaunco in furs was well grounded, but the incresso in prices that has
takon placo was not expectod to roach such an oxtont as it did. Lyux, for
instanco, hos 1isen 60 to 100 por cent. compared with a year ago. Marten
has advanced 50 por cont,, fox 20 to 70, fisher 70, otter 25,

Sucanr axp Mornassks,—Owing to strong advices on thoe raw sugar
markot and tho light stocks held here and elsewhore throughout Canada,
thore continues to bo a strong tono and pricos on both granulated and
yollows aro advancing., Tho demand is brisk and tho market rules active,
with a large volume of business ‘The Moutreal Trade Bullelin says :—
“ As wo go to press, tho excitoment in the sugar market on both sides of
the Atlanlic appears to boe approaching fover hoat, beot having advanced
another 6d. in London to 16s. 9d., which is the higheat price within the
past three years. In tho cano product Java has advanced to 18s. 6d., and
wo avo just in recoipt of advices diroct from Now York which stato that
the fecling thero is unprecedentedly strong, the price of granulated having
made anothor spurt of {c. por Ib. to 8. In this markot prices are as
quoted elsowhere, but it is oxpected they will go to Tifc. for granulated to-
day or to-morrow, and 8c. is freely spoken of astho ultimate figure.”
Molasses has boen quiot but steady with a somewhat improved demand.

"The mnrket has rotained o firn tone with
holders confident and rofusing to offor except at full prices.

Tisu —Receipts of all kinds of fish continue to be oxtremoly light.

Only a few small straggling lots come forward and they are diflicult to
place. The outside demand has fallon off to almost nothing and, s the Len-
ton seasob is now nearly over, no improvement can be expocted for some
weoks. A considerable number of bankers are in port, und others are daily
arriving to fit out for tho banks. Thore is plenty of fiozen bait obtainable
but the weather has been too unfavorablo for tho fishermen to start for their
grounds as yet.

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PARLIAMENTARY REVIEW,

Dominton.—Col. O'Brien brought forward on the 26th his resolution
for disnllowing tho Quebec Jesuits' Estate Bill. It was worded with digpity
and moderation, and rightly dwolt on the value to tho national existence of
tho Dominion of the prorogative of disallowance. The principle, howover,
of noun-interference with Provincial Legislation so commended itself to the
Houso that, after a two days’ debate, Col. (’'Brien’s resolution was nega-
tived by 188 to 13. The question, therofore, of courso, was in no way a
party one, and the large majority undoubtedly adopted a decision of common
senso.

It goes without saying that two or three of the opposition leaders
should say some dirty things about “ backing down,” which is however
always to bo oxpected when a Govornmont does a conspicuously
right thing, as in tho case of the modus vivendi. In answer to the
onquiry of the Hon. A. G. Jones, Sir Jobhn Macdonald stated that
the modus vivendi would be continued as had been reported in the
newspapers. The Government had in this matter desired to be in accord
with that of Newfoundland, which was favorable to that policy. We
entirely approve of this decision. Things worked well and smoothly voder
tho modus iast year, and its continuance will tond to obviate any irritation,
which is a great desideratum,

Tho Senato threw out Mr. Kirkpatrick’sbill for reciprocity in wrocking
by © majority of cight.

There was a sharp debate in the Senate on ¥riday on the management
of the Intercolonial, and several senators went for the officials in a lively
way.

At a wmeoting of the public sccounts committes, Mr. Mulock made
an altempt to investigate tho militia clothing scandal. Mr, Clarko Wallaco,
a Tory momber, created a sensation by saying that if the opinion of tho
militia forcu of the country was taken in regard to the present miuistor of
militia, the decision would be unanimous against him. Witnesses testified
that the clothing furnished to tho militia was of an inferior quality.

On Monday, Mr. Eisenhauer started a debate on the sawdust question,
accusing the Government of favoritism in administering the law, which was
of courso repudiated by Mr. Tupper. No decision was arrived at, Mr. Tup-
por admitting that it was as yet altogethor a moot question. Mr. Eisenhauer's
suggestion of a commission to investigate the matter was objected to on
account of the encrmous oxpense attendaut on visiting all the rivers in the
various provinces, yet is diflicult to seo how the voxed question is to be
settled without some such investigation.

Sir John A. Macdonald then announced, in feeling terms, the death of
Hon, Jobn H. Pope, Minister of Railways, and the Ilouse adjourned
on that account.

A discussion on Tuesday on the vote for Immigration elicited the usual
amount of cavil at some of tho agoncies, but also the fact that much pro
gress has been accomplished in counteracting the systomatijzed offorts of
Amorican Agonts, backed up us they are by unlimited expenditure. Much
has, it is claimed, beon done to turn the stream of immigration to Dakota
towards our own N. W,

A voto of $40,000 for dredging in the Mantime Provinces was reached
among the river and harbor items, and Mr. Tupper consented to reduce the
ostimate for the Montreal and Quebec harbar and river polico to the amount
received from the tax lovied on shipping for that sorvice.

Provivciav.—The Provincial Assembly. liko the Dominion Parliment.
has had its long debate. The Franchise Bill has been a god-end tw the
Provincial members, whose poters of talking whols culnmns aheut nothing
command our wonder and admiration. We cannot, however, congratulate
tho Houses on the result. The whole question has heen approached 1n a
niggling spirit, and our legislators seam 10 plumo themselves on the min-
uteness of the steps by which they persuado themselves to * slowly (very
slowly) broaden down from precedent to precedent ™ towards manhood sut
frage, to which probably some of thew owr a grudge frum its having been
in existence when Confederation was carried. As the franchize now stands,
with all the solf comnplacency of the House with what 1t has done, 12 would
socm that a considerable number of miners and fishermen will be debarrad
from it.

We are glad to sce that owncrs of city property are to be made to keep
their cellar hatchways, ete., level with the sidewalka. 11 is to bo hoped
the legis.aution will ho promptly enfurced.  The state of 1.01ls street in this
Tespect is disgraceful.

On Monday the Franchise Bill camo uj for ‘ts final reading, no doubt
to the intense gratification of verbose wembers  “"ho snhject is worn thh ad-
bare, and the pumber of amendments proposed and divisions insistea on
scems fo have been an entirely useless wasto of time.  Among otbers put
and lost was one for the enfranchisement of widows, and spiusters vver 21
years of age  Perbaps pext year the Houars will take another nibblo at it
and coacedo o another dozen or two of Nava Scotians the rights of citizen-
ship in their native Province.

On Tuesday there was somo discussion of the proposed stringont now
Sunday Bill. Wo unhesitativgly condemnn paternal legislation in almost all
its phases, and when it is promoted in the suppesed service of rehgon wo
havo always observed that it is at the prompling of pharisaism  “The finger
of tho priest or the minister is scarcely ever discerned 1n secular legisiation
without perceptible effects of injustico and inefficiency.  Wo reci nmend to
our legislators tho perusal of Macaulay's Isay on ¢ Gladstone va Chuich
and State” The Provincial Guvernmment, however, has always displayed
commexndable firmness and hberality on qucstions of this natute, and we
have a good deal >f confidenco in the spint and cominon sense of Mr.
Fielding in such matters.

The Government also deserves credit for thoe introduction of a bill for the

establishwent of a systom of insurance for mining operatives. The proposed
schewo, which, howovor, is not compulsory, is that the compsuies shall con-
tribute one-fourth, and tho operatives tho balance. The Government pro-
poses to moot its portion of tho obligation by sotting apart three-tenths of a
cont por ton of the present coal royalty, and ws are favorably impressed
with tho senso of justico, apparent in tho allusion in the proamble, to the
clnim of the miners to beneficont legislation on aecount of tho large sum
derived by the Provinco from the royaltics on minerals.
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MINING.

Tho agitation in favoer of the estiblishmont of av Official Assay Office has
avidontly hd tho desired offuc:, nnd thore now secms htile ¢ unt bur that
hoth the Duminivn and Licil Governments will grant the sums vece-siry to
cirry the project into operation,

Wao trust that in firting ap the new Assay Oftice, provision may be mado
far actual working tests of quartz.  To do this it would ba necessary to put
up say a five stamp m!l iz ~omo suitablo locality where srrangemonts could
bo made to secure the necessary steam power. If this should hoe dono gold
mioers all over tho province could send zuch quantities of quariz as would
give a fair average of the yield of leads,snd in a fow diys hav tho actusl
value accnrately determined by tho only sure test, a working one. Thoid
would then be no gropinz in the dark as at present, snd geld miniug coald
be pursued with a certainty of results that would tend to its groaur stabiity.

Ry a.ll meaunsg lot thero be a working stawp mwill in conneclion with the
Official Assay Office.

Queens County items from the Gold Hunter. MoLEca.—On tho prop-
erty of the Molega Mining Company there is a good deal of sctivity, and the
opening of the spring finds everything in a prosperous conditivn.

The Rabbit lead is just now attracting more than ordinary attention by
its fino display of oto. It has from the beginning been the best producer of
bigh grado oro. It has becn mined along the striko a distance of 300 feet,
and downwatds to an average depth uf U feet, the deepest workings beiny
63 fect in tho solid.  Through the entire wuik it has produced with great
uniformity a grade of ore yielding from 2 to 2% ozs. The Jead on the out-
crop wes abouat six inches 1u thickness, but has graduslly increased in width
until it hes quito deubled ths figure. Last week after the water was pumped
from tho workinge, and work resumed, (which had been interrupted by
destruction of engiuo houso,) almost the first blast uncovered a small body
of exceedingly fino ore  One ton was taken from this point, which may be
safely estimated to c.ntain gold to the value of 31,000, The whole thick-
noss of tho lead ix spotted with comse gold, making a fine showing of the
‘“yellow dirt.”” This littlo bonanza was taken out at a depth of 40 feet, and
the indicatiyns are that this lead wall furnish more good thngs of the rame
kind. The lcud dipsto the northward 20 dog. from a perpandicalar, and
is entered at intervals of about 15 feot by small spurs or angulars, aod at
the points of junction the lead widens, snd the quantity of gold wcreases ;
of courso not an unusual occurence, but always a fortunato one.

Work on the Nugget lead is being pushed forward. Tho shafbis 25 feet
in dopth, and at that point two drifts or tunuels are being driven in opposite
diroctions along the lead, which at prasent is left standing. Some good things
may be expected when it is taken down.

The Norsth lead has now a shift 25 feot in depth, and it is making an
unexpected good showing.

Boss Thomas is working a gang of men trenching across the gronnd
between the mill and hotel, and is turning up some good things.

Prospecting on tho so-culled Nolson block has been rewarded by the dis-
covery of two good leads.

A large rich boulder turned out of tho surface dirt near the liotel
indicates the oxistonco of a fine lead in the vicinity.

R. A. Logun and Alfred Wade, Esqs., both of Bridgewater, wore lovking
over the ground this week with much satisfaction, as they are both interested

. in tho mine.

Norti Brookr1ELD —They are getting ready to put up.a building for an
ongine house, and gear for hoisting, at tho Brookficld mine. Mr. W. C.
Gray, the manager, has been awsy after the machinery.

Mr. Gilpin in his report gives an intoresting summary of the work done
during the past year in tho different mining distticta and wo contimuo in
this issuo to quote his remarks undor the heading of ** gold ™ :—

It is to bo regrotted that I have to note the dismantlement of the fine
nilling plant, buiit by Fraser and Chalmers, for Mount Uniacke, a few yoars
ago. 1 vnderstand that this mill was put up to work low grade oro gronnd.
I am myself a beliover in the future dependence of our gold mining on the
low grade ores, but have nover yot seon a low grade ore nining enterprise
ostablished on a firm and lasting basis, whon the supply of ore was looked
for in broken ground. If I might venture to put in words my idoa of how
a low grado ore property should be put on the market as a business specuia-
tion for investors, I would say that it should comprise a block of ground
amplo in size, that at least six separate and distinct tests of 250 tons oach
should be made over tho property, avd there would then Le some guaranteo
of pormanency, and a fair criterivn of vatue. I believe, from my visits to.
various districts, that there cxists at many points large bodies of low grade
ores, running from 23 to 4 dwta, to the ton, which could he profitably hand-
led. But such enterprises not presenting the allurcmments of the Jotteries of
1ich veing, they should be carefully selectod, and thoroughly tested buforo
systematic work is commenced.

During the past season I have had the sssistance of Mr. F. V. Christio

in ivspecling the western mines, and of Mr. Wm Madden, Jr., Deputy

Inspector, who visited the principal mines east of llalifax. Mr. Christio

reports as follows on the Queen's County Mines :—

Gold mining has been vigorously prusecuted in the districts in the

porthern part of the county. Most of the work has boen confined tv regular

mines in Brookficld, Malaga Barrensand Whiteburn districts.  Prospecting,

which is always interesting to the people of new districts, has been greatly

hindered by the excoptionally wet soason that has continued sinco the spring.

Very few now discoveries have been reported. Despite some failures, mining

business has materially improved, and has caused an improvemeont in general

trado of the county. Considerable intorest in these districts has been awak-

ned by the enquiries of outside capitalists looking for mining investment.

Good care is shown in the underground workings and in timbering, and

nlthoug(}; a great meny uaskilled men are employed, very few accidents have

oecurred.

DBrookfield. —Work in this district was vesumed aftor the discovery of the

“ Dunbrack” vein. Tbis vein partakes of the character of a truo fissure

vein in intersecting tho country rock instead of conforming to i, as the leads
in this county do in genoral. The guartz or pay ore had a width in a good

part of the mine of from twelve to fifteen inches, and some mouths gave
rsturns of five (?) ounces per ton. Tho proporty was bought by tho Phila-
delphia Mining Company, who have put up shaft housesand built a tramway
to the Brookfiold Company’s mill, which they loased. Prospecting was gono
into to rome extent, but was retarded by the very wet scason.

Malaga Barrens — Business in this district has heon very brisk during
tho past year. A largo number of buildings of all kinds have been put up.
Tho population of the mines has increased to nearly 400 peoplo. A new
road of six miles in length has been built from the mives to Chelsea Settle-
ment in Lunenburg County, making the dictance betweon the inines and
Bridgewator about twenty miles. Awnother picce of road about n mile and a
balf iv length connecis the road to Chelsea with L«Belle, giving a shorter
routs to Liveipi ol and Port Medway. A small steamor has run on Ponhook
Luke, from points on the lake 1o the mines, thus affurding extra nccomoda-
tion for passonger travel and freight traffic. The Malaga Company have
bron operating three mines on their propefties, and twenty stamps in the
crusher. Dovelopment work has been vigorously pushed in the threo mines,
and they sre well equipped.  The Parker Douglns Company have re-opened
their property, and are wiuing on two veins showing abundunce of good
ote. The Cowpany havo huilt a crusher and a number of buildings for car-
rying on the business of the miuos on their property. They hive putina
plant for rupplying compressed air to diills in sinking shafts and driving
tunnels. They havae also bought a laige number of areas lying cast of their
first property, and purpose o work them during tho coming season. The
Miuncapolis and Malaga Mining Company did a large amount of develop-
ment work on the veius on their property, and built a 20 stamp will, but on
account of tho unsatisfactory nature of the yields from their oro tests, thoy
contemplata a stoppage of the work.

Reports of discoverios and prospecting wore mado from different parts of
the county, as West Caledonia, Westlield, 1.ake Rosignol, Greenfield, Broad
River, &c.

Tho returns show that thero were 22,625 days’ labor performed, 4,518 oz
14 dwts. 6 gis of gold extracted, and §5,69400 paid for rights snd
royaltiea,

In Yarmouth County there is nothing new to report.

In Lunenburg County prespecting was carried on extonsively at soveral
points, but not much activo mining performed. There were a fow lots
crushed by the Millipsigate Compapny. In the fall a good deal of attention
was directed towards tho eastern end of this district.

In Hants County, tho Rawdon United Mining Compapy mado returas
up to August, principally from Loase 254, when their mill was destioyod by
fire.

Tho Northrup-Dimock Company, of Central Rawdon, began milling in
August, and up to tho end of the yoar had returned 835 ounces from 375
tons of quartz, etc. Tho lead here runs across tho strats, and considorablo
zmounts of tho sutface rock are rich onough to warrant crushing.

At Mount Uniacke proper thoro wss no work of sny note performed
during tho year.
