than one hundred American live* In 
th* sinking of the Lusitania, and for 
other violations of American right* in 
the sea zones of war.

While no indication Is given of the 
step# to'be taken by the United State» 

' in the event of an unfavorable reply, 
the note informe the German Govern­
ment that the American Government 
will leave nothing undone either in 
diplomatic representations or other 
action to obtain a compliance with its 
requests.

“So far as the Ypres region is concerned, this tor ùs was a most 
successful day.. Our losses .were comparatively slight, and, owing to the 
targets presented by the enemy, the action resolved Itself on our part 
into pure killing.

Progress at St. Vaast-

Four Thousand Prisoners Taken.
Four thousand prisoners were taken 

in this district between Sunday and 
Wednesday.

That the Germans realized the se­
vere nature of the blow dealt them 
by General Joffre in the Arras region 
appears from the hasty way in which 
they rushed forward reinforcements, 
but the defeat of three heavy attacks 
ir, force on the newly won ground re­
sulted in severe losses to the enemy 
in killed and wounded and will call 
for still more assistance.

Fighting was particularly bloody at 
Neuville St- Vaast- As an incident 
the French official report mentions 
that in the cemetery alone more than 
200 dead Germans were counted, and 
190 prisoners were taken.

French Official Version.
The following is the official French 

version of the fighting given out to- 
right at Paris and received here:

“The fighting to the north of Arras 
continues with extreme violence 
During the course of last night the 
enemy, reinforced, delivered several 
counter-attacks which, however, were 
without result.

“In that directed against Neuville 
St- Vaast our opponents suffered par­
ticularly heavy losses. We found in 
the cemetery alone more than 200 
dead Germans, and we took about 100 
prisoners.

“A second attack, between Carency 
and Ablaln, was likewise repulsed. A 
third from the direction of Ablaln, was 
also completely checked.’’

Progress in Weeds.
“This morning we made progress in 

the wood to the east of Carency, tak­
ing 125 prisoners. The progress con­
tinued in the afternoon. We have, be­
sides, takén three successive lines of 
trenches bordering on the wood to the 
north of Carency, after which we 
penetrated the wood, thus threatening 
the last line of communication which 
remains open to the defenders of that 
position.

“Hours swimming.1 Found collapsible 
boat almost unworkable from rust. 
Obtained assistance and partially suc­
ceeded in working it eventually.

Saved His Steward.
"Picked up 27 survivors, including 

my old steward (God bless him), who 
had fastened on my lifebelt He 
the last I pulled aboard just as he 
sinking.

“Struggled along two hours. Met 
fishing smack. All got aboard. Met 
60 more rescued. We met a trawler 
who hailed us, but we shouted ‘Rush 
to others, we are all right’ Here an­
other awful two hours. Finally small 
paddle steamer arrived, landing us at 
Queenstown at midnight.

"The agony of that trip was trying. 
There was temporary aid to be given 
the dying and wounded. Evidence of 
heartrending sufferings stared 
everywhere. Yet each brave soul 
forting another effaced their own 
rows.

LONDON, May 12.—Lord Charles

I -had 
been attending to wounded men In 
the open, with the help of two 
chaps of the 2nd Battalion, .who 
were mortally wounded on the 
Job; they fell by my side and gave 
me an unpleasant 20 minutes un­
til they were beyond help. 1 
crawled away, and a few minutes 
later was hit myself in the right 
thigh by shrapnel. I tried to carry 
on, but could not stand, so l 
crawled about 75 yards to a tree 
trunk which hud been felled, and 
hugged the leeelde of It until » 
p.m., when I was picked up by the 
stretchers. You may believe me,
It was not pleasant to lie there 

• helpless, expecting every minute 
to be landed by one of the shells 
that were incessantly bursting 
around me.”
Letters from officers and men who 

participated in .the great battle of 
Langemarck, When the Canadians

4he Germans from breaking thrti, 
possibly to Calais, are beginning to 
arrive in Canada. The above is an 
extract from a vivid letter from Capt. 
C. E. H. Morton of the 10th Royal 
Grenadiers (3rd Battalion) to Major

He was one of the prominent 
flfcuree In Canadian financial circles, and 
despite his years, kept in close touch un­
til his failing health made It necessary for 
him to retire. On his retirement, how­
ever, he had hoped to enjoy a few years 
of quiet rest, but this was denied him.

Born In Scotland.
Born in Warwick, Mains, Tyrsfalre, Scot­

land, he was educated at Kilmarnock, 
coming to Canada in 1349, when he engag­
ed in business in Ptctofi, Ont., becoming 
mayor of that place in 1968. Mr. Lang­
muir was a ma tor In the 16th Battalion 
during the Fenian raid, 1866.

The late Mr. Langmuir was in 1368 ap­
pointed inspector of prisons and public 
charities of Ontario by the Bandfleld 
Macdonald administration, and during 
his term of office many new public in­
stitutions were established, and the whole 
system of management was reorganised.

LONDON, May 12.—The sinking of 
the steamer Lusitania has aroused to 
a violent climax the smouldering 
hatred and suspicion against the Ger­
mans living in England. This animos­
ity has found expression during the 
last 24 hours in attacks on Germans, 
principally upon their, shops in the 
poor quarters of London and Liver­
pool, while there have been minor dis­
turbances In Manchester, Birkenhead, 
Glasgow, and a few other place*.

Many German shops had their win­
dows smashed, and some were pillag­
ed. The proprietors of the shop gen­
erally were driven • away by angry 
crowds, and one or two shops have 
been set on fire by the rioters.

Will Intern Aliens.
The anti-German -feeling Is in no 

wise confined to the lower classes of 
the population. There has been a 
general demand by the newspapers for 
the Internment of all subjects of enemy 
countries, and agitation by several 
members of parliament induced the 
premier to summon a special cabinet 
meeting today to consider the 
matter. After the meeting Pre­
mier Asquith made a state­
ment in the house of commons, 
saying that the government will carry 
out the. popular demand and place the 
aliens In concentration camps.

Many Arrests-
In Manchester today the police ar­

rested 30 German shopkeepers with a 
view to interning them for their own 
safety- Other German* have volun­
tarily sought police protection in Lon­
don and Liverpool.

The government did not call upon 
the military until late tonight, when 
the riots at Southend, provoked by a 
German airship raid, in which an old 
woman was killed, led to the general 
commanding the district to put the 
soldiers in charge of the town.

Newspapers 
and other periodicals to the number of 
seventy-nine, with a combined circula­
tion ot over two mutton. ’ have adopted 
simplified spelling, and the list la con­
tinually growing.

More than half a million of this cir­
culation has been added since the an­
nual meeting thru the action taken by 
the Ohio members of the Scrtpps-Mc- 
Rae'League.

centres will ast be assessed on the 
new provincial rate quite as highly as 
at first expected. The provincial trea­
surer, after receiving many represen­
tations from various -municipalities, 
has decided to make an appreciable 
cut in this tax, and notices are now 
being Issued to all proprietors of the 
rates they will be charged.

According to the first schedule issu­
ed, $300 was charged on theatres In all 
places of 20,000 or over in population, 
$200 on all over 10.000 and under 20.- 
000. and $100 on all under 10,000. The 
new rates provide for a collection of 
$200 on all of 26,000 up, $100 on all un­
der 23,000 and over 10,000, and $60 on 
all under 10,000.

The change will make a serious dif­
férence in the revenue expected, but 
it was felt that the first tax would 
prove rather onerous in the war year. 
Moreover, it meant a great hardship 
in the smaller centres where a play­
house put on only four or five shows a 
year.

All moving picture places which 
make use of more than one turn of 
vaudeville will be olaeeed as regular 
theatres and wHl pay accordingly.

Every manager must obtain a theatre 
license from the provincial treasurer, 
these to expire on June 1 of the year. 
For licenses Issued after Dec. 1 In any 
year the fee will be one-half of the

The sole head ol a family, or any male 
over eighteen years old, may homestead 
a quarter-section of available Dominion 
land In Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Al­
berta. Applicant must appear In person 
at the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub- 
Agency for the district. Entry by proxy 
may be made at any Dominion Lands 
Agency (but not Sub-Agency) on certain 
conditions.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and 
cultivation of the land in each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of his homestead on a farm 
of at least eighty acres, on certain con­
ditions. A habitable house is required, 
except where residence is performed In 
the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader In 
good standing may pre-empt a qua inter­
section alongside his homestead. Price. 
$3 VO per acre.

Duties—Six months' residence in each 
of three years after earning homestead 
patent; also fifty acres extra cultivation.

GERMAN ATROCITIES 
ARE FULLY PROVED

Bryce Report on Horrors in 
Belgium is Terrible In­

dictment.

NOT ISOLATED ACTS

Cruelties Formed Part of 
Huns' System of Mak­

ing War.

LONDON, May 12.—Viscount Bryce, 
former British ambassador at Wash­
ington, and now chairman of a spe­
cial government committee appointed 
to investigate and report on "out­
rages aneged io have been committed 
by German troops during the present 
war,” has submitted the report of 
the committee to Premier Asqpith,

The document is considered as 
probably the most severe arraign­
ment thus far made of the German- 
military sweep across Belgium, main­
ly because of the position of Vis­
count Bryce as an historian, and also 
because of the care with which the 
investigation wae made, the great 
number of witnesses whose testimony 
was examined, and the mass of evi­
dence now submitted with the report 
of the committee. Associated with 
Lord Bryce on the committee were Sir 
Frederick Pollock, Sir Edward Clarke, 
Sir Alfred Hopklnson. H. A- L. Fisher, 
vice-chancellor of t.ie University of 
Sheffield; Harold Cox and, Kenetn E. 
Dlgby,

The report, which consists of 30,- 
000 words, is based on the testimony 
of 1200 witnesses.

Findings as summarized are:
Systematic Massacres-

”It is proved:
"First: That there were in many 

parts of Belgium deliberate and syste­
matically organized massacres of the 
civil population, accompanied by 
many Isolated murders and other out­
rages.

"Second: That in the conduct of the 
war generally innocent civilians, both 
men and women, were murdered in 
large numbers, women violated, and 
children murdered.

“Third: That looting, house-burn­
ing, and the wanton destruction of 
property were ordered and counten­
anced by the officers of the German 
army, that elaborate provision had 
been made for systematic incendiar­
ism at the very outbreak of the war, 
and that the burning and destruction 
were frequently .where no military 
necessity could be alleged, being in­
deed part of a system of general ter­
rorization.

"Fourth: That the rules and. us­
ages of war were frequently broken, 
particularly by the using of civilians, 
including women and children, as a 
shield for advancing forces exposed to 
fire and to a less degree toy killing the 
wounded and prisoners, and in the 
frequent abuse of the Red' Cross and 
the white flag.

“Sensible as they are of the gravity 
of these conclusions, the committee 
conceive that they would be doing less 
than their duty if they failed to 
cord them as fully established by the 
evidence- Murder, lust, and pillage 
prevailed over many parte of Belgium 
on a scale unparalleled In any war 
between civilized nations during the 
last three centuries-

"Our function is ended when we 
have stated what the evidence estab­
lishes, but we may be permitted to 
express our belief that these dis­
closures will not have been made In 
vain if they touch and rouse the

science of mankind, and we venture 
to hope that as soon as the present 
war Is over, the nations of the world 
in council will consider what means 
can be provided and sanctions devised 
tr, prevent the recurrence of such hor­
rors as our generation is now witnes­
sing

"We are driven to the conclusion 
that the burning of Louvain, and 
sacres there were due to a calculated 
policy carried out scientifically and 
deliberately.

LITTLE NET CHANGE

Higher Cables and Big Export

CHICAGO. May 12.—After many 
rapid changes of price today the wheat 
trade appeared to be governed chiefly 
by belief that alarming reports of crop 
damage in tne Hessian fly districts 
hod been exaggerated.
