Have Now Reached a Phenom­

enal Amount.
Washington, July 30—In announcing 

today that credits to allied govern­
ments by the United States now have 
reached $6.492,046,000 treasury officials 
explained that secrecy would be main­
tained concerning the disposition of 
this money as * means of withholding 
Information which might be valuable 
to the enemy. Reports that the treas­
ury was considering making public the 
allied purchases in this country, most 
of which are financed by the United 
States Government were denied.

The inter-allied council of finance 
and puchases of which Oscar T- Cros­
by, assistant secretary of the treasury, 
is president, now forwards periodi­
cally to the treasury from London or 
Paris itemized estimates of the food­
stuffs, war materials or other sup­
plies needed for future months.

GERMAN AIRPLANES
IN FATAL COLLISION

i With the American Army on the 
Alene-Mame Front, July 30.—After 
daylight Tuesday two German aviators, 
with machine gunner» aboard, flying 
low, attacked an allied supply train 
south of Sergy. They were driven off 
by anti-aircraft guns.

The Germane later attacked a dress­
ing station. Word of this having been 
sent to the aerial commander, a U.8. 
aviator soon arrived and attacked the 
Boches from above. In trying to get 
away, the Germans collided. The wings 
of their machines locked and the 
planes fell, both aviators and gunners 
being killed.

NEW LABOR APPEAL COURT.
Manufacturers and Trsdes Council Have 

Both Nominated Representatives,

Ottawa, OhL, July 80.—Hon. J. A. 
Calder, minister of Immigration and 
colonization, was asked today as to 
the scope of the resolution on the sub­
ject of Immigration recently passed by 
the Imperial conference.

"That resolution,! he said, “affirms 
the principle that each self-governing 
nation of the empire should have 
complete autonomy In the matter of 
admitting and excluding immgrants, 
even tho they come frim some other 
part of the empire. Thus Canada could 
exclude Hindus and India could ex­
clude Canadians. All the great states 
if the. empire concurred In the resolu- 
tiln ideluding

"What will be its practical effect T
"That wUl depend upon circum­

stances, the lmpertaFmlnference has 
no legislative authority and It will 
still be for each nation to Work out 
Its own policy. The resolution in effect 
provides that the Hindus settled In 
Canada should be allowed to bring 
their wives and children from India. 
Whether they will be allowed to do so 
or not must depend upon what action 
1» taken by the government and par­
liament of Canada." ,

Tend te Restrict Emigration,
Discussing the after tbe war Immigra­

tion Mr. Calder expressed the opinion 
that the authorities of the United 
Kingdom would be inclined- to restrict 
rather than encourage emigration.

"It is quite possible,” he said, 
"that the British Government, by 
splitting up the land Into small hold­
ings and by stimulating trade <= and 
manufacture, may make times so good 
in the old country after the war that 
tew will care to emigrate. In any 
event there will hie little transport 
for emigrants tb either the Untied 
States or Canada until after the sol­
diers are all brought back. They will 
be eager to get home and they would 
certainly be entitled to first consid­
eration."

Discussing the emigration bill now 
before the British parliament, Mr. 
Calder eald that It had been so radi­
cally amended àa to be unobjection­
able. As first presented to the bouse 
It gave the government power to su­
pervise emigration and practically to 
restrict It.

As amended there would be a com­
mission to supervise emigration but 
Its function would be to direct and 
suggest rather than to restrict. He 
believed that upon this commission 
all the self-governing colonies would 
be represented. Indeed, the commis­
sion or board, he said, would probably 
be under the colonial secretary.

The Ger­
mans fled at th* Canadian approach, 
and a barrage extending for a quarter 
of a mile back, caught many of them, 
and strewed the ground with their 
bodies. German prisoners taken told 
the Canadians that they were now not 
*o sure about the success of their 
offensive. They are becoming more 
Individualistic, and are thinking more 
of their own personal safety than of 
Germany's safety.

In their retreat from tbe Marne the 
Germans have reached the line of the 

" Ardre and the Veele Rivers and are 
attempting to make a stand- The 
battle yesterday developed into hard- 
fought local actions which enabled the 
allies further to advance their posi­
tions. On their right the allies pre? 
vented the Germans from recapturing 
the Village of St. Euphraise, where 
the British made a notable gain a few 
days ago, but they could not prevent 
the Germans from making a slight ad­
vance at a point west of the village. 
In their centre fàr north of thé 
Ourcq River the allies advanced on the 
height northeaet or^F 
nois. This gain probably permits the 
allies to bring Flsmes, which I# 
crowded with German supplies, under 
the fire of their guns. The Americans 
in the region of Sergy also advanced 
and held their gains, aitho the enemy 
made several essays at driving them 
back. On the allied left the situation 
was unchanged. In the retreat the 
Germans abandoned a vast amount of 
ammunition collected for a further 
advance upon Eperaay.

• • •
By last night the French and 

Americans, thru advancing In the 
gion of Sergy, had driven a large 
wedge Into the German centre. The 
enemy made desperate resistance, for 
lie runs in danger of having to re­
tirât further If he cannot prevent the 
allies from seizing positions overlook­
ing the Vesle Valley. It Is highly 
questionable whether the Germans can 
maintain themseive* in their 
lines, for they cannot have had time 
to consolidate them well.

• * •
In the course of the operation* 

against the Alene salient the allies 
have already achieved a success equal 
to their succession the Marne nearly 
four years ago. With every factor 
taken into consideration, this success

INDIANS INTERVIEW 
ACTING PREMIER

Receive Promise That Regis­
tration Claims Will Be 

Enquired Into.

Ottawa, July 30.—Attired In Indian 
costume and carrying wampum belts, 
commemorating the treaty of Paris, the 
speaker of the council and the head fire- 
keeper of the Six Nations Indians, whose 
reserve is near Brantford, waited upon 
Hon. C. J. Doherty, acting prime min­
ister, today, and protested against the 
registration law. They were accompan­
ied by J. W. Bowtby, K.C., Brantford.

The Indiana claim that under treaty 
right* they are an Independent com­
munity within the Dominion and that 
the government cannot legally call upon 
them te aurrender any of the right*. 
They pointed out that as a matter of 
fact a record Is kept of all Indians by 
tbe department of Indian affairs, and 
that registration will give the govern­
ment no additional information In regard 
to them, but the coihpulsory nature of 
the law meana a surrender of thetr privi­
leges.

Mr. Doherty, who subsequently stated 
that be wae much Interested In the 
claims advanced by the representatives 
of the Six Nations, assured the delega­
tion that It was not the desire of tbe 
government to ask the Indian» to give up 
any privileges to which they are en­
titled by treaty and promised to have 
the merits of their contention Inquired 
Into.

These grievances, of which for a long

There were two 
lengthy sessions of this Joint con­
ference. and after much discussion 
the following points seem to stand 
eut clear.

1. It would appear that the returned 
eoldlers ,*who claimed to have a 
grievance against the work of the Y. 
M. C. A. were Justified in their atti­
tude of denying that tea, coffee, 
clgarets, etc., were given away. This 
"free gift” argument was made the 
basis of appeal for funds to the Ca­
nadian public, and very little. It any­
thing, was given away in the years 
1916 and 191*.

In the 
course of a short address at a meeting 
at Aura Lee rink, Avenue road, last 
night.

Tribute to Teachers.
Hon. Dr. Cody paid a glowing tribute 

to the great work accomplished by the 
teachers, the real builders of a nation, 
but he did not believe the parents should 
delegate their responsibilities entirely to 
the teachers. What was required was 
co-operation between the parents of the 
child and Its teachers, who were to com­
plete each other's work In the bringing 
up of a true strong, young generation.

Instructions to canvassers and other 
election workers were given by the other 
speakers, who warned their hearers that 
they should not be overconfident In the 
result of the election. It was stated by 
A. H. Birmingham, of the Dominion 
Liberal-Conservative- Association, that 
there were no lees,than 27,000 women 
electors In Northeast Toronto, against 
only 14,000 men voters. The other speak­
ers were Colonel Brock, Fred Armstrong.

The failure was attributed to a dif­
ference in the type of girls who had 
been sent to the camps, and from this 
failure the employment bureau has 
learned that there must be discrimina­
tion là selecting the girls.

“A girl of the proper type can get far 
more cans from a bushel of tomatoes 
than a girl of the undesirable type."

To get the women and girls who will 
be alert and who will "make good,” 
the women and girls who will not take 
a whole season to learn that if they 
are paid *1.60 a day at the atari, 
that It must not be long before they 
earn this amont, are the women for_ 
whom the bureau is waiting.

Conditions are much more encourag­
ing than to the early days of the war 
in factory work. "I make no apology 
now for asking them to go on a fruit 
farm," said Miss Martin, and from the 
attitude of the cannera, as reported, 
the same thing might be said.

"The canner» don’t mind expense. 
There is no difficulty in getting them 
to do anything we ask. They are will­
ing to do all that they can, and the 
girls we want are girls over eighteen, 
and I want to know in the next couple 
of days if I may take the orders.”

There has never been graver ne­
cessity In Canada for a better under­
standing between labor and capital 
than at present Industrial stability 
Is threatened by the Increasing un­
rest. Demobilization will bring with 
it a complex labor situation, and peace 
and altered manufacturing conditions 
Which - wW require compre­
hensive and eorelated treatment to 
avert grave troubles for the state. 
Capitalists and workers should meet 
together to consider ways and means 
of promoting and maintaining com- 
snerd*l peace 
co-operation between employers and 
employed. In all large Indus­
tries, Industrial councils might be 
created to govern the operations of the 
industry. Composed of ten members, 
five elected by the workmen and five 
by the employers—with a chairman 
elected out of the number—such com­
mittees would establish that common 
working basis which is essential to In­
dustrial stability. With equal repre­
sentation of capital and labor, there 
could be no cause for suspicion, and 
wages, hours, and all other matters in­
separable from the proper conduct of 
the business could be considered quiet­
ly, adequately and frankly. In the 
event of deadlock, or for the conduct 
of such small industries which either 
would not or could not organize such 
Industrial councils, the government 
might create a national wage board, 
which would constitute a final court of 
appeal for all disputes and exerctee au­
thority inflndustrlss not having Indus­
trial councils, independence would be 
the first requisite of such a board. Its 
members should be appointed for peri­
ods of seven or ten years. They would 
be the permanent arbitrators of all In­
dustrial disputes, as the railway board 
at present Is the supreme arbitrator In 
the Dominion in railway matters. They 
would require extensive powers from 
the government to enforce Industrial 
agreements,

One of tly highly important phases 

of the report of the war conference 
as given in the official review of the 
results of the conference published 
yesterday. Is the proposed settlement 
of many vexed questions arising out of 
our Inter-Imperial relations with In­
dia. There has been friction in Can­
ada, In South Africa, In the West In­
dies, to British Guiana and elsewhere 
over some of the points in question. 
The principle Involved was reciprocity 
of treatment between India and the 
Dominions. A resolution was passed 
accepting this principle last year, and 
its applteation in specific Instances 
has now been dealt with to further 
resolutions.

In the first place it is admitted that 
It is the inherent function of the 
era! governments, including India, to 
enjoy complete control of Its own 
population in respect of immigration. 
British citizens, however, domiciled In 
any British country, including India, 
should be admitted Into any other 
British country for visits, for pur­
poses either of business or pleasure, 
including temporary residence for 
educational purposes.

The right of the Government of India 
to enact laws which would subject 
British citizens to other British coun­
tries to the same conditions in visiting 
India as those countries impose on In­
dian citizens, is recognized. The right 
to visit or of temporary residence must 
be embodied in passports or permits 
and be subject to the vise of an offi­
cer acting for the country visited, and 
will not give the right to labor or of 
permanent settlement.

In the case of Indians already per­
manently domiciled in other British 
countries, they should be allowed to 
bring one wife and her children, each 
Individual so admitted to be certified 
by the Government of India as the 
lawful wife or child of the person ask­
ing the privilege.

Should these recommendations be 
adopted, it would settle a number of 
problems that have caused friction for 
years past.

Once more the food controller, telle 
*s that It Is Impossible to/fix the 
prices of edible commodities because 
the result would be to restrict produc­
tion. Statements like this are what 
convince a great many long-suffering 
people, who, of course, are ignorant, 
end do not know any better, that the 
Swd control department Is In league 
with the middleman. But surely the 
flood controller has discovered—or has 
tile point not Interested him?—that 
the producer does not get the, high 
prices. In the matter of fruit, for 
example, about which the food control­
ler has just expressed himself, does 
the fruit grower get anything like a 
fair proportion of the tremendous in­
crease to prices? The food controller 
applies the principle of high prices 
encouraging production to the 
fruit grower. Well, is there any more 
fruit? Do the apples and the plums 
and the cherries multiply themselves 
on the trees any more abundantly, or 
the peaches respond more blandly to 
the enticements of the market? We 
believe not. It is Just possible that 
If a special high price were guaran­
teed for strawberries and raspberries 
next year growers would set out 
more plants and canes, but with 
higher prices this year fruit is 
■career than ever.

The food controller continues to bark 
UP the wrong tree. It Is not the pro­
ducer who ts making the exorbitant 
prices and forcing the rates beyond 
the reach of tho average, modest, 
thrifty citizen With a limited 
corns. Citizens with motor cars and 
some others with more primitive 
conveyances have gone Into the 
country in recent weeks and been able 
to buy fruit and vegetables and fowl 
and butter and eggs, almost as cheap 
as four years ago, and the farmers 
were glad to sell at the price. Where 
then does the need for price fixing 
come to? Obviously where the mid­
dleman boosts the price beyond rea­
sonable limite. And this, we sub­
mit, is where the food controller falls 
down.

In neither case 
has the German pledge of aid been 
fulfilled and the Turks are known to 
be Indignant as a result.

The > trained relatione 
Turkey and Bulgaria, which recently 
resulted in armed conflict, according 
to reports, have caused strong anti- 
German feeling in both countri*. 
The Turks are satisfied that they 
did not receive fair treatment in ter­
ritory when -the peace with Rumania 
was signed and the Bulgare have much 
the same feeling.
