13.—While It Is generally 
known that Mr. Cornelius Vanderbilt, who 
died yesterday, was an enormously rich 
man, yet little Is known of his actual for­
tune, says The Tribune, 
reticent man about his private affairs. His 
fortune has been variously estimated at all 
the way from <80,000,000 to <200,000,000. It 
waa mostly In railroad stocks, bonds and 
securities. He was not Interested to any 
great extent In any of the new Industrial 
companies that have been formed, and In 
fact had no holdings of moment In any cor­
poration aside from railroads. He was the 
largest stockholder In the New York and 
Harlem Railroad, and owned a big majority 
of the stocks and bonds of that road. He 
was a large owner of New York Central" 
stock. He also owned a large amount of 
stock In the Michigan Central Railroad, "the 
Lake Shore and Michigan Central, the Chi­
cago and Northwestern, the Big >'our, the 
New York, New Haven and 
the Canada Southern.

While he owned stock in perhaps half a 
hundred railroad corporations, yet his larg­
est holdings were In these companies. It 
was in these corporations that he took an 
active Interest and with which bis name 
was moat closely allied.

Mr. Callaway'» Personal Tribute.
Samuel P. Callaway, president of the New 

York Central & Hudson River Railroad 
Company, said yesterday : "You ask for a 
distinctive trait of Mr. Vanderbilt—his 
cislon, his constant kindness, his Interest 
In all that affected humanity? No? You asg 
for something more personal?"""Well, he 
loved old books, old men, old manners. He 
said to me one day In bis gentle, amiable 
manner, "Ho you know the incunabula well? 
They are essential to a railway president s 
education.' .

"Incunabula are the first hfibks printed, 
you know. Mr. Vanderbilt’s mind was open 
to all the Inventions In machinery, and to 
all the Ideas that men conceive, but he liked 
to look back and ponder over ancient 
achievements.

PRETTY GOOD SENSE.

France Hastily.

St. Paul, Minu., Sept. 13.—Archbishop Ire­
land to-day, asked for his opinion on the 
meeting to protest against the verdict of 
the Rennes court-martial, said; "It ls,my 
belief that the public meetings In Athèn­
es, such ns It ls proposed to hold for the 
pirpose of protesting against the sentence 
of the Rennes court-martial, are untimely, 
unfair to France aud likely to breed regret­
table ill-feeling between that country and 
our own.

•I shall not deny that I have always bad 
In my heart deep sympathy for the 
tunate officer who has been under trial In 
Renne», and tjiat I had wished and hoped 
that the sentence of the court would have 
been one of acquittal. But it ls another 
question to face the verdict of the court, 
the moment that verdict has been declared, 
with the assertion that It ls plainly against 
truth, and that the court from which It 

.issues ts guilty of base Injustice and sacrile­
gious perjury. And It Is still more so an­
other question to lay on France the crime 
of the verdict. If crime there be In It, and 
throw at a whole people and their Govern­
ment Insulting epithets. Let us wait.
"This whole matter belongs to the internal 

life, and to the internal administration of 
France, and International courtesy, as well 
as justice, bids us talk about It very care­
fully and very slowly. France is a proud, 
sensitive nation. She will deeply resent, as 
Is her right, undue criticism and hasty 
Judgment of her acts by a foreign people, 
and especially will se resent, as ls sure­
ly her right, liny uncalled tor Interference 
with her internal administration, and any 
Imprudent challenging of her national 
honor. ’

Record Performance. Scarce—How 
George Orton Lo.t Two-Mile 

Steeplechase Race.GOOD COOK, ALSO 
Apply 182 Hnghson-

According to the latest English exchanges, 
although amateur athletic sports are at 
the floodtlde of popular favor, and entries 
are aa numerous as ever, there has been a 
scarcity of record performances across the 
water. W. J. Sturgese, the walker, who 
recently clipped a fraction of a second off 
his own one-mile English record, was the 
star at the Reading Athletic Club meeting 
on Aug. 26. He came dangerously near the 
record figures ln the one-mile handicap, 
which he won from scratch in 6 min. 34 1-5 
secs. At the same meeting Charlea Pearce, 
who has been prominlnt a. a long-distance 
runner for upwards of 20 years, and who 
created a sensation by winning the four- 
mile championship of England In 1893, scor­
ed a popular victory ln the 1000 yard scratch 
race for the championship of Berks, Bucks 
and Oxon. The remarkable character of the 
victory was emphasized by the fact that 
It was Pearce's sixth consecutive victory, 
and that consequently the championship cup 
became his absolute property.

Among the competitors ln the three- 
quarter-mile flat handicap was George W. 
Orton of Toronto, who went over in an un­
successful endeavor to retain the two-mile 
steeplechase championship of England, 
which he won last year. Orton met more 
than his match, for, though allotted 38 
yards, he was among the "also rans" at 
the finish. Orton apparently used tactics 
entirely at variance with his method of 
running races ln this country. He dashed 
off for the limit men when the pistol was 
fired, and cut out such a hot pace that he 
ted at the end of the firak quarter by half 
a dozen yards. He continued a pioneer 
until 300 yards from home, when he wae 
passed by R. Wellin, who had eight yards’ 
start. Then the two scratch men, A. Nel­
son and J. Sinks, went by Orton. The 
former won by an Inch or two In 3.11 4-5.

In professional circles the chief item ot 
Interest was the meeting of E. C. Bredln, 
who for years has been the acknowledged 
peer of English middle-distance runners, 
and Harry Cnllum, who leaped Into fame 
when he broke the 1000 yard record of Lon 
Myers a short time ago. The men met at 
600 yards, a distance so much ln Bredin's 
favor that he conceded his opponent 12 
yards’ start. Cnllum was the favorite, and, 
getting the better of the start, he had In­
creased his advantage at the half distance. 
Then Bredln spurted and drew level with 
the Welshman 150 yards from home. Cul- 
lum was by no means done with, and a 
grand race to the tape resulted ln Bredln’a 
favor by Inches only. ,

T. F. Keane, the American sprinter, com­
peted in the quarter-mile open handicap. 
He had five yards' start and took second 
place ln his trial heat. In the final he met 
a ringer, entered under the name of H. A. 
Hagon of London, who from the 43-vard 
mark ran the distance In the fast time of 
47 4-5 seconds. This naturally shut out 
Keane, who was not placed. The real HagOn 
afterwards disclaimed being, at the meet­
ing.

DREYFUS IN GOOD SPIRITS
He Reads a Good Part of the Time.

’. Bnt Is Still Under Strict 
Discipline.

Rennes, Sept. 13—Captain Dreyfus 
tinues In good spirits, and his health Is fair­
ly satisfactory, although the Internal 
trouble still clings to him. Madame Dreyfua 
visited her husband to-day,and came away 
looking cheerful. She spent about an hour 
with hlm. M. Laborl's assistant sees him 
twice a day. Most of his waking hours are 
passed In reading correspondence and Paris 
literary reviews. He Is under the same 
discipline as prior to the trial, and Is al­
lowed exercise dally In the prison yard. A 
canvas screen Is now hung across the court­
yard to prevent him being seen from the 
windows of houses adjacent and to prevent 
photographers getting snap-shots of him. A 
guard of four soldiers Is posted in the pris­
on yard beneath his window, and a sentry 
with loaded rifle and fixed bayonet is sta­
tioned on the wall overlooking the second 
courtyard, where he takes his exercise.

THE FRENCH ARE BABIES.
Because English and German People 

Sympathised With Dreyfus 
He Was Condemned.

London, Sept. 13.—M. Max O’Rell (Paul 
Blouet) has written a letter to The Dally 
Chronicle saying that a public expression 
of sympathy will go against Dreyfua add­
ing : “For God's sake use your influence 
to stop It.

artistic house furnishing from an article 
by Elbert Hubbard, the lamoue Roycrotter, 
on "William Morris." Hints of this kind 
ate always valuable to women who love 
to make home attractive. "I have seen 
several houses furntaht entirely by Wil­
liam Morris, and the nret thing that lm- 
presst me was the sparsity of tilings. In­
stead of a dozen pictures in a room, there 
were two or three, one on an easel and 
onjï or two on the walls. Gilt frames 
were abandoned almost entirely and dark 
stained woods were used Instead. Wide 
nreplaces were Introduced and mantles of 
solid oak. For upholstery, leather cover­
ing was usually used instead . of cloth. 
Carpets were laid in strips, and not tackt 
down to stay, and rugs were used to 
show a goodly glimpse of hardwood floor; 
and in the dining-room a large round table 
was used Instead of a right angle square 
one. This table was not covered with a 
table cloth; mats or doilies being used here 
and there. To cover a table entire with 
a cloth or spread is pretty good proof that 
the piece of furniture is cheap and shabby; 
so In no William Morris library or dnlng- 
room would you find a table entirely cover­ed.

‘One piece of William Morris’ furniture 
has become decidedly popular In America, 
and that Is the ‘Morris Chair.' The first 
chair of this kind was made entirely by the 
hands of the Master. It was built by 
a man who understood anatomy, unlike 
most chairs and all church pews. It was 
strong, durable, ornamental, and by a rim- 
ple device the back could be adjusted to fit a 
man s every mood.” And every woman's, 
too. I have a friend who has one of these 
comfortable chairs, and when I go there, as 
I do more than frequently, it grieves me 
to see any one elsè than myself ensconsed 
£5ii£ln- A properly made “Morris Chair”

THE OVER-LAPPING NUISANCE.
The over-lapping nuisance of the curricu­

lums of the public schools and collegiate 
institutes is again causing friction. The 
highest two forms of the public schools are 
practically Identical with two Junior forms 
of the Institutes. In the former algebra,
Euclid, botany, and physics are prescribed 
by the Education Department, while the 
same subjects are taught ln the lower forms 
of the latter. The old question arises 
whether the curriculum of the public 
schools should be formed solely with a 
view to preparing scholars for the high 
schools,or whether the public schools should 
be allowed to teach certain subjects. Irre­
spective of their revelancy to the collegi­
ate course. It Is contended that the pupils 

04 whose education terminates with the public 
school would profit more If they were al­
lowed to devote the last year or two of 
their course to other subjects than algebra,
Euclid, botany and physics, which are pre­
scribed by law. It Is, therefore, proposed 
that these subjects be made optional. The 
sub-committee on Inspection has so recom­
mended ln its report to the Management 
Committee, and a lively discussion Is expect­
ed to ensue at the next meeting of the 
Board. The recommendation does not strike 
at the root of the evil. The over-lapping 
difficulty—and lt Is a serious difficulty— 
would soon settle Itself If the Public and 
High School Boards were amalgamated.
The proposal to make the subjects named 
optional may to some extent remove the 
friction, but lt Is at best but a makeshift.
The only remedy for the evil Is amalgama­
tion. As long as the two boards exist, just 
so long will there be friction, and consc- 

36 quent loss of energy and unneces­
sary expenditure. The difficulty is 
purely one of red-tape. It Is to be hoped 
the agitation looking towards amalgamation 
will again be taken up and carried to a 
successful issue. It Is difficult to say 
whether a certain subject, such as algebra, 
should be taught ln the public school or 
In the high school. Bat there Is no doubt 
that lt is unnecessary, or at least, it Is not 
economical, to have exactly the same sub­
ject duplicated at both schools. How the 
duplication could be avoided we don't 
tend to say, but we know that a board with 
jurisdiction over the public and high schools 
would soon solve the difficulty. Pending an 
amalgamation of the boards, we think the 
proposal of the Committee on Inspection 
would have a tendency to mitigate the 
evil.

19 THE BOYCOTT AND MORAL SUA­
SION,

The moral effect of a general boycott 
of the French Exhibition can hardly be 
over-estimated. Such a course would not 
only teach France a lesson ln the ethics of 
Justice, which she would not soon forget, 
but all other degenerate nations would be 
less apt In the future to offend the moral 
sense of humanity. The propriety of boy­
cotting the Exhibition has not received 
much discussion ln Canada, and it is not 
likely that the Government will take any 
part in the proposed boycott. There is no 
reason,'however, why prospective exhibitors 
in Canada should not follow the example of 
those in other countries who have decided 
to withdraw from the Exhibition. It Is pro­
posed to hold monster demonstrations In 
Hyde Park, London, next Sunday, to appeal 
to France to dd Justice to Dreyfus. Such 
an appeal will bave an opposite effect to 
that intended. The French wtll rldirnte 

over such sentimentality. The only moral sfiifsbm 
that will influence a degenerate nation 
like France Is a blow in the face. The kill­
ing of her Exhibition would be such a blow, 
and lt Is richly deserved

A remarkable skin grafting operation was 
performed In St. Michael's Hospital a few 
weeks ago, and the patient is now on a 
fair road to recovery, although he will be 
laid np for a month yet.

It will be remembered that Charles 
Beamish, a carpenter, was terribly burned 
by nitric acid on July 14. He was carrying 
the liquid In a large bottle in his coat 
pocket and was accompanying a vendor of 
small novelties. He fell on the street, 
breaking the bottle, the contents running 
over bis left arm and leg and hands. The 
Injured man waa able to walk to bis board­
ing bouse, where he remained until the 
following Sunday.

In a precarious condition he was taken 
to St. Michael's Hospital,; where the phy­
sicians were doubtful for >a time as to his 
recovery. Parts of his body burned were In 
such a condition that there were fears of 
blood poisoning setting In. After several 
weeks’ treatment there were no signs of 
the burned parts healing and It was decid­
ed to graft skin over the-t raw flesh.

On Aug. 23 he underwent an operation, 
which was performed by Dr. Primrose, as­
sisted by Dr. McNulty, the house surgeon. 
Nearly all of the skin of Beamish's right 
leg from the knee to the hip was cut off 
and placed over the raw flesh on his left 
leg and arm. The operation continued for 
three hours, during which time Beamish 
was under chloroform. The grafted skin 
began to grow and now it is almost all 
healed.

His right leg was very painful, but new 
skin grew on and It also Is all right again.

Never before In the history of St. Mich­
ael's Hospital has there been such n large 
piece of skin grafted on any part of a 
human body.

Some local short 
selling was a feature for a time, when un- 
usval strength and demand for September 
developed a small premium over December 
by the elevator interests, and scattered 
shorts, and causing a stampede among 
shorts In the other options, and resulting In 
an advance of %c, the September mean­
while selling at a full premium of lc. To­
day's strength' has been almost local, as 
other markets have failed to respond, the 
Northwest markets particularly holding 
back. There has been some selling from 
those sections* the difference between the 
market here and there almost permitting 
of shipments 'thence. The peculiar action 
of the market here has been the result ot 
concerted action in. the September option 
and the existence of a short interest, which, 
however, is supposed to be agajnst actual 
wheat heldl at* other points. Outside news 
has bad no effect. The movement continues 
large at all primary points—1,326,000 bush­
els received, against 1,192,000 bushels a 
year ago. Weather continues favorable for 
the movement. There Is some t|lk of fall 
plowing being delayed in winter wheat sec­
tions, owing to dry condition of the sod. 
Cash demand here is poor.

Cbrn>-Thls market has ruled firm, partly 
in sympathy with wheat,.and on account of 
the speculative short, selling of the new 
<r«*> being withdrawn. The trade Is light. 
Cash and export enquiry keeps up to the 
recent record. Country offerings are moder­
ate.

Oats—There has been very little change In 
the situation of oats; some selling by local 
longs was noticeable on the strong spots, 
and offerings taken by the speculative 
trade. The cash shipping demand is good.

Urovislons— Opened a shade lower, on 
larger receipts of hogs than expected, but 
afterwards ruled strong and higher, on good 
buying of October ribs and lard by the 
packers. Cash demand was large, especial­
ly tor lard. Market closed firm. Estimat­
ed ..receipts of hogs to-morrow’, 26,000.

Bartlett, Frazier & Co., 21 Melinda-street, 
Toronto, report the following from Chicago:

Wheat—The wheat market, after opening 
%e lower for September, ftc lower for De­
cember, owing to discouraging advices from 
Europe, later lu the day became strong 
on covering by September shorts, which 
caused that option to advance l%c from 
low point, the December, in sympathy, ad­
vancing ftc. On the bulge there was more 
or less realizing, which caused a reaction 
of* %c and ftc respectively. Liverpool re­
ported their markets as weak, %d lower for 
the day. Continental markets were also 
lower. Weather abroad was reported favor­
able. Receipts at Chicago and the North­
west were 1114 cars, against 1092 
last year. Clearances from Atlan­
tic seaboard were 497,000 bushels 
wheat and flour. Receipts at primary points 
were 1,327,000 bushels, against 1,102,000 
bushels last year. There was absolutely no 
demand here for cash wheat, except by 
elevator people to go to store. Exports 
limits were eutirely out of Hue. Seaboard 
reported very ;ittle demand there. Weather 
In the Northwest continues favorable, and 
offerings from that quarter are free. The 
quality of the wheat is turning out better 
than generally expected. Trade has been 
fairly large oil day, and the indifference 
of Europe to advances made on this gtile 
is the discouraging feature. Lake freights 
arc high, and scarce. Eastern railroads 
rre all blocked, and refusing to take new 
business, which is also against the bulls.

Local Live Stock.
The receipts of live stock at the cattle 

market here to-day were 8 car loads, com­
posed of 200 hogs, 49 sheep and lambs, one 
load of butchers* cattle, and the balance 
stockers.

Four of the above loads were composed of 
spring calves, the property of W. H. Clark 
of Eaton, Colorado, U.S.À. These calves 
were unloaded, to be fed and rested. Mr. 
Clark stated that he had purchased them 
In the county of Richmond, Quebec, and 
that the average cost was $8 per bead, 
w'hleh was very cheap, as they were gen­
erally speaking, a tine lot.

Washington, Sept. 13.—Information reach­
ing officials here la that the British-Vene­
zuela Court of Arbitration, now sitting at 
Paris, will conclude its work and render a 
final decision about; the first ot the coming 
month. This is due to the desire of Chief 
Justice Fuller, one ot the arbitrators, to 
return to Washington in time for the open­
ing of the Supreme Court, Oct. 10. Mr. 
Harrison has announced to his colleagues 
that he will only make a brief speech, and 
this has permitted an understanding to 
close the work about the first of the 
month, and to render a verdict on this Im­
portant International question before the 
arbitrators separate.
