George A, Warburton Welcemed
to New Post at Banquet at
King Edward.

At a largely attended banquet at the
King BEdward last evening, Geo. A.
Warburton, general secretary of the
Toronto Young Men's Christian Asso-
ciation, was welcomed to his new pos-
ition. The occasion was marked by

prominent business and professional
men in Toronto, and forecasts a re-
vival of interest in the work of the
Young Men’s Christian ' Association in

w_e city, :
_In introducing Mr. Warburton, the

chairman, William Garside, gaid that

while he had gained most of his ex-
périence in the United States, Mr, War-
burton was born under the flag that
“most of us loved 'best,” and would do
the brightest work of his life in lead-
ing the assoclation of Toronto into
greater development and wider and
more important work.

“The work of the Y.M.C.A. sounds
out clearly the masculine note of
Christianity,” said Mr. Warburton,
when the cheers which had greeted his
rising had subsided. The average ser-
mon, he declared, didn’'t possess the
virile, rugged, stalwart strength that
men most need. The Y.M.C.A. makes
an appeal to the virile, heroic, strong
and masculine in men, In inviting
them to take up the work, he said it
was not easy, and involved sacrifices
of time and money. That was the
reason he came from New York. ’

Speaking of the relationship that ex-
isted between the university and the
Y.M.C.A., President Falconer said that
they depended largely upon the Y.M.C.
A. to safeguard the character of stud-
ents. The Y.MJ/C.A, was the only aec-
tive religious body connected with the
university. One of the most irrational
things of the time was ‘that men of
certain religious distinctions could not
work together. These were merely ex-
ternal, for most men were found to
agree ‘in regard to,_ great moral dis-
tinctions.

Harry Ryrie referred to Mr. War-
burton’s work in connection with the
New York <Central 1lines,. where his
name was household among the thous-
ands of men employed In that system.

REFORMS IN CONGO

Belgium Plans Expenditure of $6,600-
‘000 on Reform Projects,

BRUSSELS, Oct. 28.—The minister of
colonies to-day announced in the cham-
ber of deputies the government's pro-
ject for reforms In the Congo Indepen-
dent State. The colony will be opened
to free trade in three successive stages,
from July, 1910, to July 1912. The gov-
ernment promises that the natives will
be well treated, the taxes reduced, and,
whenever possible, they will be paid in
money. The food tax will be aban-
doned, porterage in many places sup-
pressed and the government agents
will no longer be fed at the expense of
the natives. The rubber forests will be
replanted.

King Leopold during the present year
wil give $100,000 to fight the sleeping
sickness and. an additional $160,000 in
1910. The government will spend be-
tween $300,000 and $400,000 in improving
ganitation, Congo gchools .will be
opened, especially agricultural and pro-
fessional, A first credit of $6,600,000
will ke asked for the introduction of
these reforms. &

NEW YORK, Oct. 28.—A gift of $1,-
000,000 by John D. Rockefeller to fight
the “hook worm’” disease, was an-

101l Co. here late to-day. . A d¢zen wéil-
known educators and scientists, se-
‘lected in large part from iListitutions
iof learning in the south, where the
iparasite is prevalent, were called

presentatives at the Standard Oil Co.’s
offices last Tuesday, and the Rockefei-
ler commission for the eradiecation of
the hook worm disease was organized.

In calMing the commission together
for Tuesday's conference, Mr. Rocke-
feller addrzssed to each member a let-
| ter pointing out hig intention of re-
lieving .the human suffering ¢aused bL¥
the hook worm parasite, especlally be-
cause, he said, it had been his pleasure
to spend ‘a portion of each year among
the warm-hearted people of the south,
and he welcomed the opportunity to
express appreciation of their many
kindnesges and hospitality, * ’

The members 'of the commission, in
framing a reply, said: “Two millions of
our people are infected with this para-
site. It is by no means confined to one
class. It takes its toll of suffering and
death from the intelligent and well-to-
do as well as from the less fortunate.

" The necessity for retaining a eompetiwm mmure of oontrol over
the price of electric' power /was foreseen from the very first, and pro-
vision was made in the legislation chartering the Niagara power com-
panies for public competition. Ever since,the corporation interens,
have striven to annul that provision. They have even attempted
represent it as non-existent, and to argue that the eompgti fon of the
muunicipalities was unjust and unexpected.

-Sir James Whitney has had the clear vision and the firmness
necessary to protect the people in this matter, and the people have
appreciated the fact, and have warmed to fis leadership as they do
only when deep questions of principal and liberty are involved. There
has never been the monopoly in coal anywhere there threatens to be 1n_
power in Ontario, and that means the throttl!ng of the commercial
possibilitles f the province. \

The huge electric merger whtch is distinetly foreshadowed in '
Ontario is afh inevitable result of .the combination of political and
capitalistic forces now operating. - Like globules of mereury which
unite to'force larger masses. there are several of these corporation
centres in Ontario now'in existence, each extending their control and
influence as fast as they can. The Cataract Power Co. of Hamilton is
perhaps the first and strongest. Col. J. M. Gibson, the present lieu-
tenant-governor, has long been a prime mover in this organization,
and while during his term of office’ his interest {8 dormant, his cotinte-
nance and political sympathy are strong aids to the company’s inten-
tions. /It is in connection with this company that the $25,000,000
merger is.projected, the charter for which was issued last. year. ’I‘he
Electrfcal Development Co., with its allied forces, the Canadian
. Greneral Blectric Co. and the other Mackenzie & Mann -interests, con-
stitute another nucleus of electric power control.

The LEiberal party is strongly identified with these corporation

As it is they resent any restriction, and in Hamilton and some other
places have used every possible influence to obstruct the frequently
expressed will of the people.
