with a Times-Star reporter, Sir Arthur discussed Maritime prob-
lems and their possible remedies, expressing the opinion that it

would be to the advantage of all

if, as Capadians, they ceased to

talk of the failure of Confederation, and sought to remove the

hand. He also touched on the
Saint John Harbor, feeling that

this would bring addéd prosperity and trade to the port, and
wondered why it had not been adopted before. Sir Arthur paid
a tribute to the Maritime men who had contributed to the success

of McGill University.

“The McGill University owes much
to the Maritime Provinces,” said Gen-
eral Currie. “Never in McGill’s his-
tory has it been without a large num-
ber of professors who were cradled in
the Maritimes, and it s, therefore,

natural that I am glad to be today in
this old Maritime town, famous for its
Loyalist traditions and for its high-
minded men, and women.” ’

CAN SOLVE PROBLEMS.

«I have never met a man who did
not feel that all your difficulties are
capable of removal within the four cor-
ners of Canada and within the policies
of the Dominjon. I think it would be
to our advantage if, as Canadians, we
ceased to talk about the failure of Con-
federation and sought to remove
causes of difficulties which lie nearer
to hand and are obvious to all.”

The making of Canada, he continued,
has been a huge undertaking and the
fact that it has endured for 60 years
was a justification of the faith of ouri
ancestors. !

He admitted that the prosperity in |
these provinces, doubtless had not kept
pace with that of the rest of Canada,
nor had immigration or population kept
pace with those in the newer provinces. |
He felt that this was natural in older |
and more settled communities and must
not be exaggerated as dn evidence of
decay.

But there were, in his opinion, other
conditions that were capable of remedy.
He thought it possible that subsidies,
as already fixed, should not be re-
garded as final in their amounts, and
that this could be adjusted amicably, if
such adjustment would mean content-
ment and a more united Canada.

FREIGHT RATES

Another complaint, he understood,
was the greatly-increased freight rates
since pre-war days, which allowed the|
manufactuyers of central Canada to un-
load their goods here and buy nothing
in return. He referred to the old I. C. R.
being 250 miles longer than necessary,
built that way for strategic reasons, but
resulting in a longer haul and a higher
rate for the Maritime producer. He felt
that if this extra charge were borne
by all Canada, without demolishing the
whole freight rate structure, it would
receive sympathetic consideration from
other parts of Canada.

«The basic industries of the Mari-
times are unequalled in Canada,” Sir
Arthur declared. “There is no limit
to the possibilities of the fishing in-
dustry, and much can be done for it
by education, by co-operation, by #rade
treaties, by more rapid transportation,
and by advertisement.”

The same was true of lumber, he
added, referring to the fact that las,t
year 85 per cent. of New Brunswick’s
total production was from the forest,
the value of which was about 12 per
&nt. of that in all Canada. He felt

WORLD TRADE WAS
BADLY HIT BY WAR

Now' Back to 1913 Economic
Basis But 30 Years Needed
to Rzcover

]

NEW YORK, N..Y. Nov. 11—The
world has fallen short by more than
$210,000,000,000 of the total of merchan-
dise exports it would have added to

international trade if it had not been
for the .war, according to estimates
contained in an “Armistice Day Ac-
counting” issued by the National For-
eign Trade Council.

The world only succeeded last year
in getting back to a 1918 basis, for
the first time since the war.  These
nations had an export trade in 1913
valued at $19,426,000,000. Last year
the figure was $29,970,000,000 but at
1913 buying power this only amounts
to $19,950,000,000.

To meet the setback caused by the
war, it was said, world trade has now
accelerated its pace and for the last
three years the advance has been more
than ten per cent. annually. Even at
}his rate, however, it will take 30
years to make up for what has been
lost.

BUTT OF CRITICS

Foreign Secretary Declared to
be Awaiting Stable Chinese

LONDON, Nov. 11.—The hatshest
criticism is being directed against
what is called “Sir Austen Chamber-
lain’s inaction” regarding China and
insistent calls are being heard here and
among British residents in China for
a policy directed against the Canton
government. It is understood, how-
ever, that Ghamberlain refuses to be
moved by these attacks and .is only
waiting for an opportune moment to
make a public declaration "that British
support will be given to any power
which is able to establish any sort of
stable” government.

As it is expected that this power
will be the ‘Cantonese government,
Chamberlain envisages making an
agreement with them. This may mezh
the disappearance of extra-territorial
rights, and the substitution in their
place of something which will assure
security of British lives, property and
trading interests.

Until the Cantonese, however, suc-
ceed in conquering all China, it is im-
possible, so Chamberlain’s friends
claim, for the foreign secretary to
make any declaration of policy.

THE AUDIT QUESTION.

Editor Times-Star.

Sir:—Mayor White’s “surprise was
exceeded by that of the Citizen’s Com-
mittee upon reading this morning’s
Telegraph. A

In language purposely involved His
Worship seeks to convey the impres-
sion that no agreement had been reach-
ed between himself and the Citizens’
Committee through the Board of
Trade. Why did he not write or wire
his denial?

The truth is that the Board of
Trade had been in conference with the
Mayor for days before his departure
for New York, and his decision was
announced the morning after he left
town.

On Wednesfay, Nov. 8rd, I was in-
formed by the Board of Trade that a
satisfactory agreement had been reach-
ed. In the Board of Trade rooms in
my presence the secretary of the Board
gave the reporter the statement which
appeared in the Times-Star that night
as follows: “The Board of Trade an-
nounced this morning that it had been
authorized to state that the Mayor was
quite agreeable to a second or a con-
firmatory audit of civic accounts after
\the report of Dr. Horace L. Brittain
had 'been presented to the Council,
such.-audit to be conducted by any
highly reputable firm of chartered ac-
countants which would meet with the
approval of the petitioners.”

The Mayor now returns and denies
the whole matter. What answer did
he make the Board of Trade when
their representatives called upon him
and showed him the necessity of vicld-
ing to‘the request of the 3,000 tax-
payers? Perhaps he will tell us just
what he did say?

It.is childish in the extreme for the
Mayor to try to bolster up his stand.
He has been wrong throughout. Wrong
in his contemptuous reception of ‘the
petition signed by 8,000 taxpayers
(probably the most numerously sign-
ed petition ever presented in Saint

i John). Wrong in his high handed at-

tempt to force his: own views and
plans as against the expressed wish of
the petitioners, and wrong in backing
and filling as he has done in an un-
successful effort to save his face.

As to the expense of the independ-
ent audit and investigation asked by
the Citizens’ petition, the Mayor fears
it may cost $40,000. Perhaps so, if
he and Dr. Brittain should select the
firm. :

A representative of Scott & Co.
tried ‘to see the Mayor before an-ar-
rangement had been concluded with
Dr. Brittain, but the Mayor refused
to see him or listen to what he had
to say. This fact was laid before the
Citizens’ Committee and the represen-
tative of Scott & Co. stated that his
firh would do the work called for hy
the taxpayers’ petition for the sum of
$10,000—this has been repeatedly stat-
ed in the press.

Does the Mayor forget this also?

There is no doubt that those who
signed the petition, and their sym-
pathizers and friends, will be ready to
go on with the recall. It is very evi-
dent there is more real necessity for
a change at City Hall than anyone
imagined in the beginning.

Coolidge declared for adequate mili-
tary, naval and aviation preparedr.xess
while he emphasized that the United
States does not seek to be a military
power, and “cherishes no imperialistic
designs.” At the same time, he re-
iterated the desire of the Washington
government for a lessening of com=
petitive armaments.

NAVAL LIMITATIONS

«We have at last entered into
treaties’ with the great powers,” he
said, “eliminating to a large degrec,
competion in paval armaments.
are engaged in negotiations to broaden
and extend this humane and edlight-
ened policy;and are willing to make
reaso;&lq sacrifices to secure its fur-
ther adoption.” .

WAR DEBTS TO U. S |

In mentioning the war debts: owed
the United States by foreign countries
and their adjustment, Mr. Coolidge
again emphasized that “moderation is
a mutual international obligation. Our
government,” he said in this connec-
tion, “has steadily maintained the pol-
icy of the recogni\tion and sanctity of
international obligations and the per-
formance of international covenants.”

Reports that Europe dislikes the
United States were met by the presi-
dent with the statement that the
United States want “understanding,
goodwill and friendly relations be-
tween ourselves and all other people.”

CREDITOR NATION

«The first requisite for this purpose
is a friendly attitude on our own
part,” he said. “They tell us we are
not liked in Europe. Such reports are
undoubtedly exaggerated and can be
given altogether too ‘much importance.
We are a creditor nation. We are
more prosperous than some others.
This means that our interests have
come within the European circle where
distrust and suspicion, if nothing more,
have been altogether too common. To
turn such attention to us indicates at
least that we are not ignored.

“Nothing is to be gained from crim-
inations and recriminations,” he de-
clared. “We are-. attempting to re-
store the world to a state of better
understanding and amity. We can
even leave to others, the discussion of
who won the war. It is enough for us
to know that the side on which we
fought, was victorious.”

RHODES OUTLINES
MIGRATION SCHEME

Plans to Settle 3,000 Families in
Nova Scotia and Start Farm-
training School

MONTREAL, Nov. 11—A compre-
hensive, immigration scheme for Nova
Scotia 4s in the making, which the
Rrovincial Government believes, will
settle some 3,000 vacant farms and
train 250 boys a year for farm work.

Premier Rhodes' made this announce-
ment here today to the Canadian
Press, when interviewed prior to en-
tering a conference, along with the
Premiers of New Brunswick and
Prince -Edward Island, with President
Beatty of the Canadian Pacific Ralil-
way and Col. J. H. Stanley, chief col-
onization officer of the Hudson’s Bay
Company.

In regard to the training of boys,
the Government plans to secure a farm
in the province for this purpose. Pre-
mier Rhodes regards this phase as
probably the most important of all, and
250 boys a year would be trained for
farm’ work. No decision has yet been
reached as to the location of the farm,
but one in the vicinity of Falmouth is
under consideration.

SURVEY OF FARMS

The Nova Scotia Government, Pre-
mier Rhodes said, is having a complete
survey made of farms available for set-
tlers. Out of 6,000 50 per cent of that
number” have been chosen, and com-
plete information concerning them will
be sent to the agent general of the
province in London. It will be the aim
to secure families of good standing and
comfortable means. Very complete
information will be given to prospect-
ive settlers, the location of the prop-
erty in regard to social convenience,
soil type, sale price and so forth.
