minutes.

The steamer tied up at the wharf a 
little before eight o’clock this morning 
and at 8.36 a start was made on the dis­
charge of the 2J187 packages of mail 
At 10.24 the last package was placed in 
the car and six minutes later the train 
was drawn out of the shed and shunted 
to tlie Union Depot where the passen­
gers were taken on, and at 10.40 o’clock, 
local time, or about two hours after the 
first bag of mail was taken out of the 
ship, the train was on her way to Mon­
treal.

The 2,237 packages of mail matter 
pnd parcels post filled seven cars, four 
for Upper Canada and the west, one of 
overseas and two for the maritime prov­
inces.

’ The Royal George, which is under the

cost $80,000, towards which Halifax men 
have already subscribed $4,000, and it 
is preposed to locate it on the outskirts 
of some town, or city, where It will 
have the advantages of water, light and 

1 sewerage. It should occupy at'least ten 
acres to allow plenty of room for out­
door life. Local jealousies can be avoid­
ed by leaving the choice of the site to 
two church secretaries living as faraway 
as Toronto.

“It is'prdposed that the control of the 
home shall be vested In the board of BSml 
temperance and moral reform of the1 1 
Methodist church, and the board of so­
cial service and evangelism of the Pres­
byterian church, acting through a local 
board of management. The Baptists of 
the maritime provinces intended to deed 
with the matter at their last annual 
convention but no action was taken. The 
executive of the convention, however, Is 
in sympathy with the project and 
promises to see that the matter is 
brought before the convention thi* year 
for definite action.

“The bishops of Fredericton and Nova 
Scotia were approached on the matter, 
but felt unable to commit their dioceses 
to co-operation without consulting their 
synods. They, however, favor the move­
ment

“The home will be a Protestant home 
conducted oh non-sectarian lines. It will 
be supported chiefly by government 
grants from the province sending the 
girls. The government of Nova Scotia 
has engaged to pay $100, and perhaps 
$150, a year for each girl, the govern­
ment of New Brunswick $150 a year, 
such sum to be paid by the municipality 
from which the girl comes, and the 
government of P. E. Island, $150 a year 
for each girl. There will be no an­
nual appeal to the public.

“A> superintendent will have to be 
carefully chosen for the home, as on 
him, or her, will depend the value of the 
training. Following up work will be 
done by probation officers."

Other Speakers.
Those present at the meeting were in­

vited to ask any questions or make ob­
servations on the matters that had been 
brought to thtir notice. Rev. F. S. Port­
er said that in vtew of the fact that de­
linquent Protestant girls sentenced in 
St John John were sent to jail, the 
Catholic girls being sent to the Home of 
the Good Shepherd, he' had heard with 
much pleasure of Dr. MacMillan’s pro­
posals. Rev. H. B. fhoraas enquired 
whether it was quite certain that the 
grants would be forthcoming from New 
Brunswick, pointing out that as the 
Catholics care for their own children 
they might raise objection to grants for 
Protestant delinquents.

Mayor Frink pointed out that In the 
Boys* Industrial Home at St John a 
sum of $150 is paid annually by the gov­
ernment for each boy.

METHOD OF SUPPORT

No Public Appeal For Funds— 
Committees Appointed to Fur­
ther Project

MUTT COMPANY

Rev. J. Wr. MacMillan, D.D., of Hali­
fax, delivered an interesting address 
last evening in Bond’s restaurant on the 
subject of a maritime home for delin­
quent Protestant giris. Rev. Gordon 
Dickie presided. Many of the clergy, 
and representatives of the different de­
nominations in the city were present to 
listen to Dr. MacMillan’s forceful argu­
ments in favor of a project which, as 
yet, has received more attention in 
Nova Scotia than in the other maritime 
provinces.

After a few preliminary remarks on 
the subject of infant mortality, the- 
speaker said: “The young are impres­
sionable far beyond Adults; what they 
are when they arrive at the age of 
twenty they will, almost without excep­
tion, continue to be. During their year* 
of frailty, if they are to be robust and 
useful in *he true sense, something must 
be done for them. We must consider 
the children whilst they are normal, and 
see that they are normally placed. If. 
they become abnormal, defective, or de­
linquent, they must be cared for. It is 
to the delinquent class of girls that I 
desire to direct your attention.”

The speaker then outlined the mod- 
procedure ifi dealing with delin­

quents, with particular reference to the 
juvenile courts, the effect of supervision 
and control by probation officers, and 
of suspended sentences, remarking that 
a faithful interpretation of the law on 
the subject, combined with right action 
by a carefully chosen probation officer, 
wa* all important 
The Proposed Home.

With regard to the proposed home, 
Dr. MacMillan pointed out that it was 
intended to be a home or school for de­
linquent Protestant girls, there bring al­
ready in existence Institutions for Prot­
estant boys and for Roman Catholic 
boys and girls of the delinquent class.

“It is not to be an orphanage, not a 
Home for mental defectives, not a rescue 
home for adult prostitutes. Wayward 
girls can be reformed only when kçpt 
separate from other classes. It Is not 
proposed that the home shall be self- 
supporting, and any money that the in­
mates may earn by sewinc. garden 
wotk, and so on, must not be reckoned 
with in considering the matter of their 
support. There must be educational fa­
cilities, and vocational training, to be 
of use to them when they, in due course, 
go out into the world; and also proper 
discipline, of the invisible moral sort, 
and physical rehabilitation. All must 
agree that moral and religious training 
must receive every attention.

versed in the technical and vital features 
of civic schemes, he is a great asset to the 
average western city.

In Regina the commissioners are elec­

“One of the most striking features of 
American life to me is the great num­
ber of rich students who attend your 
colleges and universities,” said Professor 
Peter V. Sustschinsky, professor of min­
eralogy in the Nodotscherkassk Insti­
tute of Russia.

“I am m>ich pleased with my visit to 
your universities of Yale and Harvard, 
and was much impressed with the stu­
dent bodies of these institutions. I got 
the impression that most of the stu­
dents are sons of wealthy parents and 
that they must surely , spend at least 
$1000 a year at college. Now, in Rus­
sia the students for the most part are 
poor; few of them are sons of rich par­
ents. Some of them are lucky to eat 
regularly. Our higher schools^-our uni­
versities and colleges—have an average 
tuition of $50 a year; it rarely exceeds 
that sum.

The big peasant 
class is becoming educated, Schools have 
been established in every section of the 
empire, and where a decade ago compar­
atively few of the peasants could read 
or write, a great many are now literate. 
The result is a raising of the standard 
of living all through the nation. This is 
exemplified in the,Duma, which is conij^ 
posed of représentai ires ^ of the people, 
not directly elected, it is true, but by 
delegates of some fifty governments that 
are directly elected by the people. Rus­
sia is making great progress in every 
direction.”—Washington Post.

We have already secured from the ad­
ministration a promise that the Briar Is­
land Light wifi be, as soon as possible, 
made into a quadruple flash light.

The government has also agreed' to 
greatly increase the power of Cape Sable 
light, so that questions that we want 
answered by the commanders of. the 
various steamers visiting the port are:—

1. —Is the Lurcher lightship in a prop­
er position, and could you suggest a 
more advantageous position ?

2. —Have we sufficient fog. signals in 
the Bay of Fundy??

8.—Wp'uld a fairway fog signal and 
lightship be advantageous in the narrow 
channel between Seal Island and South­
west Head?

4. —Would it be practicable to'moor a
lightship, containing a light and fog 
signal, there? x

5. —What suggestions can you make 
for the safe-guarding of the approach to 
the Port of St. John? ?

It will be well to remember that light­
ships are the most expensive aids to 
navigation that can be provided, both in 
construction aqd maintenance, and that 
at the best they are not considered as 
reliable aids to navigation.

6. —It has been suggested that the best 
position for a fairway lightship is in 
85 fathoms 243, or N 840 W true from 
the S. W. ledge Brier Island, and dis­
tance eleven miles from the ledge.

7. —Another suggestion is that a light 
vessel with a fog horn be placed five 
or six miles ofl Brier Island Light.

8. —Another suggestion is that the part 
of the coast twenty miles south of Seal 
Island to St. John should be re-surveyed.

If some wealthy American does not 
win the-guineas of 1915 at Newmarket, 
it will not be for lack of enterprise and 
liberality in buying or breeding colts 
and fillies of blood lines that bespeak 
turf successes. White one set in. the 
United States has sent over entries of 
home-bred yearlings—2-yCar-oids. Now 
another set of their eôBipatriots have 
delved into .bank accounts to purchase 
high-priced equine juveniles bred in 
England. .

First every year of the five English 
classics, and invariably worth more than 
the Derby, the great raice run at New- 
markef every spring for more than a 
century is unknown to the average Am­
erican turfman. For one thing, this first 
of the classic races suffers from a mis­
nomer. For generations it has been 
known as the Two-Thousand Guineas— 
equivalent to $10,000—‘Whereas it is an­
nually worth $40,000 or! thereabouts.

“I do not know of anything of greater 

value In tiie development of a city than ; 
the extenkon of its street railway sys-i 
tem along suburban lines,” said Robert1 
Campbell, in conversation with the 
Times yesterday. Mr. Campbell is well 
qualified to speak on such a subject, 
as he has devoted years to the construc­
tion of such lines and has watched the 
growth and development which has in­
evitably followed.

For several months Mr. Campbell has 
been engaged in St. John superintending 
.the excavations on the site of the' new 
post office, having been brought here as 
an expert to hurry the work when it was 
found that it was not progressing rap­
idly enough. While Mr, Campbell is an 
all-round construction man, electric rail­
ways are his specialty and he has played 
a large part in the development of such 
lines in the neighboring State of Maine.

Comparing the situation in St, John 
with that in Bangor, Me, Mr. Campbell 
said that, although the latter dty was 
much smaller, It had, induding Its ur- 
ban and suburban lines, sixty miles of 
electric railway as against the total of 
twenty miles, induding double trackage, 
In St. John. In almost every part of the 
state the development of the railways 
had been carried out on almost the same 
scale and every town of importance had 
its radiating lines. In the other New 
England states the devdopment of the 
suburban lines had been carried on to 
even greater extent and it is now pos­
sible to travd from Boston to within 
forty miles of Bangor by trolley lines.

Milllnocket, Maine, was mentioned by 
Mr. Campbell as an illustration of a 
town whose existence was made possible 
by the construction of an electric line 
which gives connection with a thriving

the heart of a wilderness.
Among the benefits to established 

communities derived from the extension 
of their railway lines Mr. Campbell 
spoke of the stimulus to manufacturing 
industries. One of the difficulties us­
ually experienced was found in the prob­
lem" of housing the workingmen satisfac­
torily and it had been found that when 
the men can easily secure homes of their 
own. in which they take pride that they 
are much more likely, to settle down and 
stay with a concern and that better 
housing makes better workmen. With 
the development of suburban lines comes 
the opportunity for the men employed 
in a dty to seéfre cheap lots a short 
distance out Wtietv- living conditions are 
more pleasant6 and where their famil­
ies will have 'better surroundings and 
this has been found to be a great ad­
vantage. , J

Another effect upon industrial de­
vdopment was the opening up of larger 
areas as sites for manufacturing plants. 
Where It was formerly necessary for a 
factory to loçate In a congested district 
in order to he near their labor supply, 
the suburban lines gave manufacturers 
an opportunity to locate outside the city 
where they would have more room to 
expand. In such a location their em­
ployes could live in the dty, If they 
preferred, and travel to and from work 
by trolley or else they could locate In 
the neighborhood of the factory.

The city was being recognized more 
as the workshop of a community and 
there Was a, greater desire than ever to 
carry the residential districts out far­
ther, where the surroundings 
attractive and the dty which could offer 
such advantages found it easier to at­
tract new residents.

Another advantage was found in the 
possibilities for recreation opened up by 
the suburban lines. Public parks, rail­
way parks, country dubs and various 
kinds of outing associations sprang up 
at desirable points, along the lines and 
the residents of the dty benefttted by the 
opportunity to enjoy more out-door life 
while the railway company profited by 
the fares.

Mr. Campbell said that in his expen- 
it had always been necessary for 

the railway company to act as a mis­
sionary In opening up new territory, but 
that as soon as the railway lines were 
extended the business to supoprt them 
speedily followed.

Speaking of local conditions Mr, 
Campbell said that he thought that St. 
John offered ideal opportunities for such 
suburban extensions and he could not 
understand why they had not been 
taken advantage of before this. He had 
noticed that the St John Railway Com­
pany was making a start in this direc­
tion and he thought that they could 
hardly build lines, within the next few 
years, rapidly enough to meet the need 
for suburban extension.
