Londen, Nov. 13—Tom Mann, the labor
Peader, who served time in jail for a
wpeech he made some time ago advising
jgoldiers not to obey orders when it came
idown, to shooting strikers, a sensa-
itional speech at a Syndicalist meeting in
‘London.

He moved a resolution demouncing in-
Jternational wars as calamitous to working-
ymen, and said the only war which would
‘ymerit their attention was a class war.
The resolution affirmed that if Great Bri-
tain entered into any war the workmen
‘would resort to a general strike to pre-
vent supplies from going forward to the
.army and navy This resolution was ecar-
ried by acclamation amid tremendous ap-
ylause.

Mann, in introducing the resolution, said
he was prepared to act as a rebel in the
event of war, and was prepared to incite
others to rebelion and mutiny.

TERRBLE TAE

Eleven Now b'eath " Toll in
‘Barry's Bay
Disaster

SINKNG OF STEANER

Vessel Plunged Down, Throwing
All Into Icy Water — Three
Drift Ashore Only to Exper-
ience Fearful Suffering Till
Help Cemes

Ottawa, Ont.. Nov. 14—A despatch from
Barry’s Bay this morning, states that it
is' now believed 'eleven persons perished
in the Mayflower disaster. Only the bodies
of Captain Harcher and Patrick O’Brien,

a passenger, have been recovered, but two
search. parties are out. ' The'ithree sur-
vivors, Harper, Peverly and Imlack of Ot-
tawa, have been taken to Combermere,
but are in such a terrible condition from
exposure that little can be learned from
them, save that the vessel went down in
ten minutes. : 3

The dead body of Captain E. Partchier,
of Combermere, ekipper of the ill-fated
boat, was picked up near the shore where
the steamer is supposed to have sunk.
His body had a life preserver on .

The body of Patrick O’Brien of Come
bermere, a passenger, was also found on
Ithe island, where he died of exhaustion

and exposure to the cold, after being
. thrown ashore by the surging waters. '
| From the brief story of the three sur-
! vivors, it seems the Mayflower sprang
{ aleak soon after ghe left Barry’s Bay. Her
hold rapidly filled with ‘water, and those
on board quickly realized that death was
imminent. There was hardly 28 moment to
decide on how their lives could be saved.

‘A howling wind was sweeping down
over the river, which is nearly a mile
‘ wide at the point where the boat gprang
. a leak, and the water was lashing the
: sides of the ill-fated vessel with a ven-
i geance. All around was black.

The boat began to lurch a little more
and then terribly, then the old eoal, oil
lamps went out by being crashed to ‘the
floor and all was darkness. The boat
keeled oven broadside and sank, suddenly
throwing passengers, crew, freight and all
into the icy waters,

The wooded shores threw back the
echoes of the cries of the drowning ones.
The three survivors were able to dscern
some spars of timber floating near to
where they had been hurled into the
water. They clung to these: and, half per
ished in water that was clogged with ice,
they drifted ashore, but more dead than
alive.

Throughout the long; cold night, and
even colder day, in a blinding snow storm,
they waited anid prayed that help would
come. Death seemed inevitable until at
lest, when hope seemed : practically gone,
they heard the swish of oars and the sound
voices, and from that moment from
sheer joy théy remembered nothing more
until they awoke in a house with kind
faces around them and kind hands to at-
tend to-their wants.

TWICE UNDER THE' GALLOWS:
HE 1S AGKN REPREVED

Montreal Murderer Now Gets Until
January 17 ‘— Alienists to Examine
Him =

Montreal, Nov.. 14—For the third time
in the last six months Mr. Justice Ger-
vais in the Court of King’'s Bench sen-
tenced Sylvio. Yacovioff to hang for the
murder of his sister-in-law, Marie Louise
Tremblay, the date being now extended
from Friday next until Friday, January
17,

facovleff, who wag brought np from the
jail to be present while Mr. Justice Ger
vaig gave hig decision to J. 0. Fournier
and Arthur Geoffrion, who had made a
motion before him for a reprieve for the
condemned man, displayed the same sullen
indifferent attitude as he did during. his
trial, and listened unmoved when Mr,
Justice Gervais donned the black hat and
said:

“It is considered and prayed and order
ed by this court that you, Sylvio Yacov-
loff, be taken hence to the prison of this
district whence you came, and on Friday,
the 17th of January next, within the walls
of the prison in which you shall then be
confined, you shall be hanged by the neck
until you be dead.” ° ;

Yacovloff at the June term of the Court
of King’s Bench was sentenced to hang on
September 20, and a respite was obtained
and the prisoner sentenced again to hang
on Friday next, and yesterday for the
third time he was condemned to hang, this
time on January 17.

The condemned man’s counsel, however,
are working for commutation of Yacov-
loff’s .sentence to life imprisonment, and
Mr. Justice Gervais before granting a re-
prieve was given a report from Dr. E. P.
Benoit, of the Montreal jail, to the effect
that Yacovloff by his general behavior
did not seem to be in full possession of his
mental faculties. This report concluded
with a recommendation that he should be
submitted for observation and examina-
tion by alienists. This report will go to
the minister of justice and it is thought
probable that a medical commission will
be appointed to examine the prisoner.

KING EDWARD VI

Monarch “In His True Colors”
Is Book Isued In
London

THE KING AND THE KASSER

Author Says There Was Perma-
nent Breach and Antipathy Be-
tween T hem — Entertaining
Personal Stories of the Sovereign

(London Chronicle). -

When Siv Sidney Lee recently published
his monograph upon King Edward VIIL. in
the Dicti y of National Biography cer-
tain quarters were displeased at the frank-
ness of much of its criticism and the free-
dom with which the portrait of the late
Monarch was B

Now, in “King Edward in his True
Colors,” issued today, Edwerd , who
is the author of “Tixe Empress ie,

. | 1870-1010,” sturdily defends the memory

of the king. He shows him as an accom-
plished and successful diplomat, as a clever
tactician, as possessing an inclination to-
wards the study of serious literature, and
as a friend staunch in adversity to those
whom he admitted into his confidence.The
volume is in no way sensstional—as might
be supposed from mis-reading the spirit
of the .title—and is not likely to cause
the stir created by Sir Sidney Lee’s out-
spoken biography, to portions of which
Mr. Legge takes sueh exception .
The most piguant chapter deals with the
i ing Edward with the Kaiser,
and reveals clearly and uncompromisingly
the permanent breach and antipathy which
existed between them. ‘In reality,” Mr.
Legge declares, “the personal relations of
King and Kaiser lapsed into calm only
when they were apart from one another.
. « o« o the restlessness, the eccentrrity,
the unaccountability of the nephew being
a constant source of irritation to the
long-suffering uncle.”

The Kaiser’s inability to travel without
an imposing retinue was amother cause of
friction.

man newspapers, fo the intense anmoy-
ance of King Edward, “whose vexation
was the greater as the complainis were
chimerical.”

The uncle’s conception of the essence
of good breeding was econmtinually flouted
by the exuberant loquacity of the nephew;
and, do what he would, he generally man-
aged, quite unintentionally, to wound the
younger man’s boundless vanity by his
diginclination to pander to it by consent-
ing to bs made a stalking horse at par-
ades, naval inspections, and ‘‘side-shows.”

It was not the king alone to whom the
War Lord, intentionally or otherwise,
gave offence.

embroiling himself in a gambling squab-
ble, and playing with men young enough
to be his sons.’” One is not surprised to
learn that this impertinent” communica-
tion angered the royal family from Queen
Victoria downwards.

Apropos the famous scandal, a letter is
reproduced, written to the then Arch-
bishop of Canterbury by the Prince of
Wales on board the yacht Osborne, at
Cowes, and da August 13, 1801, in
which Hie Royal Highness refers to “a
subject which we have discussed together,
and which you are aware has caused me
deep pain and annoyance.”” The letter
continued:—

“Y have: a horror of gambling, and
should always do my utmost to discour-
age others who have an inclination for it,
as I consider that gambling, like intem-
perance, is one of the greatest curses
which a country could be afflicted with.

“Horse racing may produce gambling or
it may not, but I have always looked upon
it as a manly sport which is popular with
Englishmen of all classes, and there is
no reason why it should be looked upon as
a gambling transaction. Alas! those who
gamble will gamble at anything. . . .”

The King’s was the reverse of a frigid
personality, but he was swift to check and
rebuke attempts at undue familiarity:—

“At Marlborough House one night in
the eighties the Prince and some of his
guests were. playing billiards. His Royal
Highness was not in particularly good
form, and, efter a rather bad shot, one of
the younger men shouted, to the amaze-
ment and disgust pf the others: “I say,
Wales, pull yourself together!” The Prince
made no reply, but beckoning to a serv-
ant said: ‘Call Mr., ’s carriage.’ ”’

know my friend, Professor Vambery.”

When on the continent, and in a lesser

have done their full duty as citizens when
they have succeeded in inducing a half
dozen very busy men to assume the
thankless and oft-times omerous and dis-
agreeable duty of managing the town’s af-
fairs, and that all that is required of them
thereafter is' to sit back and find fault
with the members of the town council
bzcause they have not done this, or done
that.

“So far ag the council is concerned, the
members thereof have appointed an offi-
cial to enforce the Scott Act; they have
appointed a town marshal to maintain
order; they have supplied the machinery
to enforce the laws; they have instructed
the officer that he must discharge his dut-
its to the letter. Even more than this
have they done.

“What have the citizens done to
strengthen the hands of the council, or
of the officer it has appointed? Have
they supplied him with any information
that would assist him in the performance
of his duty? Have they, taken any posi-
tive, determined action that would indi-
cate that they have anything more than a
passing interest in the conditions Mr.
Hobson complains of? Undoubtedly a re-
sponsibility rests upon the council, but
a greater responsibility rests upon the
citizens. - If, by bringing this matter be-
fore' the public notice, Mr. Hobson can
succeed in, awakening the citizens to a
recognition of their responsibility. in _the
premises he will have done a great public
service. We need a healthy public spirit
here, not only for the enforcement of
law, but for the performance of the other
duties and responsibilities of citizenship,
and it is time that as a community we
began to cultivate it.”

CANADA'S' FISHERIES
SHOW FALLING OFF

September Yield Less Than in
1911 and There Also is De-
cline in Six Months !

!

The fisheries of Canada yielded $1,622,-
572 in September, compared with $2,520,-
894 in September, 1911.

For the six months ended September
30, the value was $11343.421, compared
with 811,753,706 in the like period last
year.

There was a heavy falling off in Septem-
ber ‘in the catch of salmon, and also a
decline in lobsters, cod, sardines and hali-
but; but a small increase in haddock,
hake, pollock, and herring, and a consid-
erable increase in mackerel.

The Cuckoo
(From the Raja Yoga Messenger

The bird to which John Bunyan disre-
spectfully alludes in one of his poems as
the “yawling, bawling cuckoo,” has been
named after its familiar cry in almost
every country in which it is found.

The Swedes call the bird the “kuku.”
The Portuguese write the name as “cucu.”
‘Lhe Russian peasants in the early spring
tell one another that the ‘kukushka” has
come again. The Welsh spell it “cwew,”
but pronounce it just as we do.

The cuckoo’s call note is different from
the  thin, clear whistling sounds uttered
by most of the wild songsters, and closely
resembles a human voice. Something
seems to happen to the bird’s voice in
June, for he begins to stutter and repeats
the first syllable twice as if he had hard
work to pronounce it.

. A SCHOONER LOST.

Sydney Record:—All hope has been
given up for the safety of the ninety ton
schooner E. B. Marvin, now many weeks
overdue from New York to Arichat with
hard coal. It is supposed that the missing
schooner was lost in the gale which swept
the Nova Scotia coast about three or four
weeks ago. This supposition has been
partially given coroboration in the fact
that Chas. H. Harvey, marine and fisheries
agent at Halifax, received a wireless yes-
terday from the steamer New York, timed
at 126 p. m., Greenwich, stating that in
lotitude 40.22 north and longitude 60.45
west, she passed a mast extending 20 feet
vertically out of the water, attached to
a submerged wreck and that it was danger-
ous to navigation. This is probably the
ill-fated vesse] E. B. Marvin.

CIGARETTES TO BOYS.
Complaints have at various times been
heard from North End in respect to the
sale of cigarettes in the city, in the sec-
tion in question particularly. It was said
that mere boys could go into emall shops
and procure a package by saying it was
for young men. The fathers of some of
the boys threatened to take action unless
the practice were stopped, and for a time
no cigarettes were sold to little fellows.
A case came to light yesterday wherein it
was learned that a boy only ten years old
had been furnished with the “weeds” on
making his payment of the required sum
in a store in Main street, and the child’s
parents threaten action against the store-

keeper if the incident be repeated.

POPULATION OF SYDNEY.

Sydney Record:—According to  Me-
Alpine’s new directory, just published, the
population of the city of Sydney at the
present time is 20,541. The last issue of the
directory contained 5,804 names, and the
present volume has 6,847 names, an in-
crease of 1,043, or eighteen per cent for the
two years. The usual method of directory
publishers is to multiply the number of
names by three in order to get what can
be relied upon as being about the actual
population.

Western Report Says 1,500 Will
Be Brought by Railway Com-
panry

Edmonton, Alta., Nov. 13—Fifteen hun-
dred experienced farmers of Dutch origin,
now living in South Africa, will be brought
to northern Alberta by the Alberta, Peace
River & Eastern Railway company, which
has a dominion charter to build a system
of 1,500 miles from Hudson’s bay to the
Pacific ocean by way of Edmonton. The
company owns 800,000 acres of land in
the Peace River district, which will be
g;:veloped and settled as rapidly as possi-

e.

J. H. Williams,. chief engineer of the
company, said, in making this announce-
ment, that the farmers to be brought in-
to the district are men with capital and
experience in opening .new land to agricul-
ture. . Most of them have families, which
means that the firet invasion of the north
country by organized effort will bring
in between 6,500°and 7,000 persofs. j

Mr. Williams said the first section of the
system to be built will be between Coch-
rane and the Peace River crossing, also
that work will be rushed on the line to
Fort McMurray. It is estimated that the
cost of the first named line will be be-
tween $25,000 and $30,000 a mile. The
company, headed by Lord Farrer, V.C,
a director of large railway enterprises in
Great Britain and Mexico, has ample capi-
tal to complete the project. He added:

“The minister of railways has already
approved the first section of the line. Sur-
vey parties have been in the Peace River
country all summer, and we expect to be-
gin work on the grade early next spring.
We are now arrapging to continue -the
work of clearing the right-of-way through-
out the winter. H. Muskett King, vice-
president of the company, will be in Ed-
monton soon.

FOR FARMERS

By instructions of the honorable minis;;
ter of agriculture a distribution of superior”
sorts of grain and potatoes will be made
during the coming winter and spring to
Canadian - farmers. The samples for gen-
eral distribution will . consist 'of spring
wheat (5 lbs.), white oats (4 lbs)), Parley
(5 1bs.), and field peas (5 1bs.) These will
be sent out from Ottawa. A distribution
of potatoes (in 3 lb. samples) will be car-
ried on from several of the experimental
farms, the Central' Farm at Ottawa sup-
plying only the provinces of Ontario and
Quebec. All samples will be sent free,
by mail.

Applicants 'must give particulars in re-’
gard to the soil on their farms, and some
account of their experience with such kinds
of grain (or potatoes) as they have grown,
go that a promising sort for their condi-
tions may be selected.

Each application must be eeparate and
must be signed by the applicant. Only one
sample of ,grain and one of potatoes can
be sent to each farm. Applications on any
kind of printed form gannot be accepted.
If two or more samples are asked fér in:
the same letter only one will be sent. >

As the supply of seed is limited, farmers
are advised to apply early; but the appli-
cations will not necessarily be filled in the™
exact order in which they are received.
Preference will always be given to the
most thoughtful and explicit requests. Ap-
plications received after the end of Janu-
ary will probably be ‘too late.

All applications for grain (and applica-
tions from the provinces of Ontario and
Quebec for potatoes) should be addressed
to the Dominion Cerealist, Central Experi-
mental Farm, Ottawa. Such applications
require no postage. If otherwise addressed
delay and disappointment may occur.
