REPORTED GRAVE

Number of Soldiers Killed Dur-
ing Fighting—Floods Add
to Troubles

‘and the situation has grown rapidly in
seriousness. ;
Over twenty rioters and a number of
soldiers have been killed during the
last few days, resulting from attacks of
dissatisfied natives on: the Yamen, or|
residents of Chengtu, Szchuan.
This information reached the state
department to-day.
Reporis to the department -indicate
that the American women and children
have already left Cheng Tu under es-
cort and it is thought that others also
have departed. With 1,000 soldiers,
Tuan Fang, direetor of the ‘imperial
railway, left Hankow for the disturbed
province on Saturday. Other forees
are being collected on the Szchuan
border. The gravity of.the conditions
and the fearful possibilities ol a2 mam-
moth uprising has bwought the central
government of dna to a quick de-
cision to suppress the trouble with a
strong hand. The leaders of the agita-
fion were arrested by the viceroy of
the province. This inflamed their fol-
lowers #@nd resulted in a continuous at-’
tack ofi the Yamen by the mob. The
soldiers on guard fired into the rioters,
killing some twenty of them. The mob
returned and in a stubborn assault on-
the viceroy’s residence, slew -& number
of the troops.
Later news in regard to the situation
is unattainable, as the telegraph wires
between Cheng Tu and Chang Kiang
have been cut. The capital of the re-
bellious province is cut off from the
rest of the world and the developments
of the encounter between the mob and
soldiers are unknown.
The political and economic ills of
China are not &ll, for her troubles con-
tinue through the ravages of nature.
Twenty-seven counties in northern
Anhwei and Kiang Su provinces have
been devastated by the floods of the
uncontrollable Yangtze, aceording 'to
sfficial repogts  to-the American lega-
tion at Pekin. Conditions.in the Yang
tze valley .are reportéd as _even
mogre appalling.- The central govern-
ment of China has appropfiated 600,000
taels, or about $420,000 for relief pur-
poses, but that amount is regarded as
wholly inadequate.

Concentrating Troops.

Pekin, Sept. 11.—The Chinese gov-
ernment is concentrating troops on th:
borders to suppress the alarming dis-
turbances in the province of Szchuan,
should the provincial forces prove in-
sufficient or disloyal. :

Sixty Canadian Methodist mission-
aries are among the Cheng Tu refu-
gees. These in all number about 100,
of whom 30 are Americans. ©~ Nothing
has been heard from them for the last
four days. It is believed that they are
being escorted by Chinese troops in the
direction of the Yangtze Kiang. 9

The government- has promised to
submit to the “American legation a
comprehensive statement on the fiood,
as soon as the facts are available.

Victim of Ontario Tragedy
Shot From Ambush—At-
tempt to Conceal Body

Emo, Ont., Sept. 11.—Seeking for a
lost colt about 6 p.m. yesterday, Roland
Tidds, son of a farmer of this district,
stumbled across a dead body of a young
man about five miles east of here. An
examination by the coroner, who was
immediately ecalled, revealed the cause
of death to have been a shot from a
heavy calibre revolver at close range.
A search by the police resulted in 2
letter being found in his coat pocket
bearing the address of Andrew Saman,
21 Foak street, Virginia, Minn., togeth-
er with a Socialist emblem and a num-
ber of .32 cartridges wrapped in a
handkerchief.

Later investigation of the vicinity
showed that the dead man had been
shot at a place  some fifty feet from
where the body had been found, ani
had been dragged along the ground by
the heels until it had become wedged
between two trees, where it had been
1eft. The trail thus made was in direct
lime, with a nearby swamp, where it
had. evidently been the intention to
conceal the body..

Mob Tnhcensed by Quarantine
Rule, Invades Hospital and
Removes Patients

Chilasso, Switzeriand, Sept. 9.—Gioja
del Colle, a city with a population of
20,000 in the Italian province of Bari
de la Pugli, has, according to official
advices received here, been the scene
of savage excesses in consequence.. of

the cholera epidemic now raging in

Italy.

The disease is said to have reduced
the inhabitants to desperation. The
authorities ordered that all persons
attacked by choélirea should be taken
to a heospital and that those who have
been in contact. with cholera vietims,
be isolated in a neighboring building:

The population, incensed by the
measure and convinced that it was the
intention of the authorities to kill the
patients and also those:under obsenr-
vation, gathered to the number of
several thousand to liberate their
relatives and friends. The hospital
was stormed and ‘the building threat-
ened with incendiarism when the mob
was interfered with.

A small foree of carabineers, aided
by a few policemen, attempted to awe
the erowds, but the police were: in-
adequate to cope with the situation
and in order to aveid aneother out:
break and further treuble the doers
were thrown open.  The crowds rush-
ing into the building, brought out. the
cholera patients and carried them in
a ghastly proeession throughout the
town. The streets were lined with
people who acclaimed the cholera vic-
tims and shouted imprecations against
the government. - The cholera subjects
under observation were also set free
amid: similar scenes of frantic -enthu-

Canadians will not stultify themselves
by proclaiming their fear that their
adherence to British institutions and
the British Crown can be subverted by
terrors at the prospect of increased
prosperity. Nothing so degrading or
humiliating has ever been suggested to
the scions of the British race as that
the weight of their pockethooks is the
avoirdupols of their loyalty and they
will unfailingly resent the imputation
that they must be kept poor in order to
guarantee the supremacy of the British |
flag in Canada.

The Saratoga, New
Orleans and Helena probably will stop
at Nanking on account of their draft,
but the Villalobos, on their arrival,
will move up the river to Hankow and
take station there. Another little light
craft gunboat, the Samar, has been or-
dered to continue up the river to I-
Chang, which is just within the dis-
turbed portion of Szechuan. The Cal-
Iao is stationed at Hongkong in readi-
ness for river service at a moment’s
notice.

Admiral Hubbard says he will, if ne-
cessary, take the Helena and smaller
gunboats as far up the Yangtze as I-
Chang, but they will draw too much
water to proceed further.

Cause of Trouble.

New York, Sept. 11.—If the viceroy
of Cheng Tu has asked the foreign
residents to leave, Dr. H. L. Canright,
who has been a medical missionary
there for 25 years, said Saturday that
they must comply, even though leaving
means a long and difficult journey in a
country infested with robbers.

It is known that the
financial flurry has been intensely an-
noying to German statesmen.

Kaiser Confers With Minister.

Berlin, Sept. 11.—Emperor William,
before starting yesterday for the
scene of the army manoeuvres, held. a
conference of two hours with the Ger-
man minister of foreign affairs, Herr

Von Kiderlin-Waechter,
The Lokal Anzieger to-day, in what
is evidently an inspired . article, em-

phasizes that Germany does not de-
mand any special rights whatever in
Morocco, but seeks mainly guarantees
from France against a monopolization
of public works, mining and trading
rights and against certain practices in
the customs administration—guarantees
that would benefit all countries equally.

The only subject requiring a special
arrangement between Germany and
France, the paper says, would be a
treaty ceding territorial indemnity. All
other points would be covered by an
amendment to the Algeciras agreement,
providing the other signatories would
accept the German proposal to commis-
sion, France to take over a protector-
ate of Morocco along with the obliga-
tions involved to maintain order.

The opinion prevails in the highest
political circles of the capital that the
matter will be substantially settled
this week.

Saturday’'s Bourse panic seems to
have passed as quickly as it arose.
The market presented a completely
changed appearance. Heavy buying
orders came in from the provinces and
from the outside public generally. The
market was also improved by the pub-
lication of the Prussian grain esti-
mates, which show bigger yields than
did the first estimates publishede sev-
eral months ago. This caused a heavy
fall in wheat and rice prices which
reacted favorably on the stock market.

Cheaper money also assisted in the
recovery which almost wholly wiped
out Saturday’s losses.

May Hasten Settlement.

IENRAGED MOB SETS
FIRE 0 HOSPITAL

Two Women Burned to. Death
—Cholera Patients Carried
~~ Through Streets

R

Chiasso, Switzerland, Sept. 1l.—Massa-
fra, a town in the Italian province of
Lucca, has been the scene of outbreaks
similar to those at Gioja del Colle, where
the populace, incensed by the measures
adopted by the authorities to check
cholera, marched to the hospitals and car-
ried out patients.

‘While the municipal council was in ses-
sion discussing the best measures for
combatting the cholera, thousands of de-
monstrants howling *‘death, death,” gath-
ered about the city hall. The mayor and
couneillors suspended ' the meeting and
escaped from the building. The mob then
moved toward the cheolera hospital, keep-
ing up a running fight with the police,
who were unable to stop the marching
crowd. Several policemen and some of
the townspeople were dangerously in-
jured.

The mad crowd attacked the hospital
and overthrew barricades erected against
them. The erowd piled burning wood
sgainst the building and smashed in the
doors with axes. When further resistance
was impossible the doctors and nurses
escaped from rear windows by ropes, but
were pursued by the rioters. - Stones were
thrown and one of the doctors was dan-
gerously wounded. When the rioters en-
tered the hospitals several of the wards
were already afire. Women patients were
crying desperately, which further excited
the fury of the mob; who interpreted the
cries as proof of the cruelty practiced by
the representatives of the. government.

- Smoke and flame .added to the terror
and distress of the patients. Some were
picked up and transported on mattresses;
others were laid on carts. Two weomen
patients left in the flaming wards were
incinerated; while other patients who
were carried towards their homes died be-
fore reaching them. Police, soldiers,
carabineers and sailors were rushed to
the burning hospital. They succeeded in
subduing the rioters and arrested forty-
five. These included nine women. All the
measures taken to check the cholera now
have been without avail, and it is certain
to ravage the country around Massafra
for a long time.

INJUNCTION  AGAINST
“GITY 15 THROWN 00T

Mr. Rorison Will Erect Block on
. Site Formerly Held by Do-
minion Trust Co,

(From Monday’s Daily.)

The erection of a public convenience
at the corner of Government and
Wharf streets, which was the reason
of: the failure of the Dominion Trust
Company to implement its promise of
putting up a substantial block in the
baékground, has not had the same de-
terrent effect upon Mr. Rorison, who
purchased the site when the plans of
the Dominion Trust Ceompany fell
through, and who now intends con-
structing a handsome block there, as
the city authorities have accepted from
him the same conditions which they
declined when the Dominton Trust Co.
made the offer.

It may be remembered that after the
vlans of the Dominion Trust Company
had been made it was found that the
plan of the convenience in front of their
building foreshadowed a nuisance
which they did not anticipate being
able to put up with. Negotiations were
entered into with a view to having the
city plans changed, and if possible, the
proposed structure moved to another
place altogether. These negotiétlons
failed to produce any satisfactory re-
sult, although the company offered to
ray the cost -of altering the plans and
for the work already done. The con-
cession was neot sufficient to meet the
case. Eventually -the company endea-
vored to obtain an injunction restrain-
ing the city from going en with  its
work, but the application, made before,
Mr.» Justice Gregory, was thrown outd
on Saturday. Injunction or mo, the
work has been at a standstill for
months.

In the interval of the hearing and
the judgment the Dominion Trust Com-
pany withdrew from their announced
intention to erect a block on the site in
question, and up till now they have
not, so far as is known, been able to
secure another location. Mr. Rorison,
the new purchaser, has already met
with the city council and arranged with
them that in the event of the same
concession asked by the Dominion
Trust Company being granted him in
regard to the construction of the en-
trance to the convenience he will go
through with his project and erect a
six-storey block on this valuable and
conspicuous site.

On Saturday the city solicitor and
Mr. Rorison met and came to an un-
derstanding in regard to the matter.
It is stated that the plans of the new
building are now under way and that a
start will be made upon the construc-
tion work within a very few weeks.

The new Y. M. C. A. home, which
covers an area of b6 by .130:feet, is a
Pprick comstruction and will -have four
stories and a basement. Inclided in
the general arrangement of the bulld-
ing will be reading and. writing:rooms,
lounging rooms. and recreation rooms
and offices for the secretary and the
management on the ground floor. On
the two upper Tloors will be thirty-
four bedrooms for members, sixteen on
each floor, with tweo commodious réoms
in the attic flaor. To these rcoms theré
will be conveniently sadjacent bath-
rooms and lavatories and the bulldtng
will ‘be hot-water heated. ¥

At the rear of the building on the
main floor will be the gymnasium. It
will measure approximately fifty feet
by sixty feet and will be ' twenty-oxre
feet in height. Round the walls there
will be a gallery which will be used as
a running track and also at times of
meets as a spectators’ gallery. There
will &lso be a series of class rooms and
in the first basement a bowling alley of
the regulation size. Added to all this
will be the spacious swimming pool
with a spectators’ gallery and in an-
other section plenty of lockers: will be
fitte@ up for the use of the athletes.
Special provision - has been made
for a thoroughly equipped kitchen, so
that any entertainments which may
be held in .the building may adeguate-
ly be handled from the inside,

In the lowest basement of all there
will be located the hot water. heating
plant. The swimming tank will be
lined with white tile and will be eight
feet in depth at one end and five feet at
the other. The water will be emptied
once a week and the special facilities
for providing hot water makes it pos-
sible to refill it the same day.

COMMITTED FOR TRIAL.

Man Accused of Attempting to Bribe
Police at Vernon.

Vernon, Sept. 7.—A sensational case
that resulted in 2 man being commit-
ted for trial on a charge of attempting
bribery of the city police, came up
before Mayor Husband.

“whack up” if he got police protection.
The chief reported the matter to the
police commissioners, and proceeded to
set a trap for McAdam.

Later the man again approached the
chief, and was told to come and see
him privately at the city office. Here
things were arranged for his reception.
Chief Routh, of the provincial police,
and Constable Knowles of the city
force, were cached in adjoining rooms
where they could see and hear all that
transpired. When McAdam appeared
on the scene he immediately com-
menced to open negotiations. He said
that he wanted to run a poker game as
a ‘‘side line,” and was willing te give
the chief a proportion of the monthly
profits, if he would allow him to run
the game unmolested or give him warn-
ing when he intended to make a raid.
The chief strung him along for a while,
and finally received $10 from him as a
starter. McAdam then left; but had
not gone far when the chief calle@ him
back.

“Do you realize what a serious of-
fence bribery is?” he asked; “and what
a position it places us both in?”
“That's all right, chief,” said Me-
Adam, “neot a soul will know anything
about this, not even my partner.”

‘“You're wrong there,” said Constable

Knowles, who stepped out of the room
where he had been concealed, “I heard
and saw all that has passed.”
McAdam was then placed under ar-
rest, and next morning appeared in
the police court before Mayor Hus-
band, who, after hearing the evidence,
committed him for trial at the next
court of assize.

TUG CAPSIZED.

Captain and Crew Rescued by Life-Savers

KOOTENAY PRESBYTERY.
Church: ‘Union Question Soon .to Be
Presented to Congregatlon.

Nelson, Sept. 7.—Rev. J. A. Dow,
moderator, presided at the regular fall
meeting of the Presbytery of Kootenay.
The repaort of the commitiee on sys-
tematic giving was presented, and af-
ter its reading the remainder of the
session was devoted to the discussion
of the various matters referred to in
the report. It was finally adopted as
read, with the recommendation that
ministers and congregations .make
every effort to have laymen appointed
as delégates ta attend the men’s mis-
sionary convention to be held in Van-
couver October 18, 19 and 20.

The matter of missionary giving will
also be taken up with greater zeal than
heretofore by ministers and congrega-
tions. With this end in view-it was
decided that a missionary committee
be at once appointed in every congre-
gation within the bounds of the Pres-
bytery, and that special services be
held with the view of ereating more in-
terest in the church.

The matter of the appointment of
deaconnesses  which the Presbytery
was asked to repert upon was referred
to Rev. Ci. O. Main and Rev. G. A.
Hackney. The Presbytery accepted the
offer of the synoed committee to furnish
the services of Rev. Mr. McLean who
will, during January, take up special
work in connection with the Sunday
school department of the Presbytery.
Rev. G. A. Hackney of Trail, was ap-
pointed Presbyterial correspondent —of
The Westland, the church journal of
the west.

It was agreed¢ that the Presbytery
recommend the appointment of Rev. J.
D. 'Cunningham of Welland, Ont., to
be a professor in the Alberta college. A
communication from the general as-
sembly to Presbyteries regarding
church union was taken up and pro-
voked considerable discussion. It was
finally agreed that the moderator of
sessions fix a date on which to bring
the matter before the congregations of
the -district.

Rev.' J. A. Petrie of Greenwood, hand-
ed in his resignation, stating that he
was going on a trip east. The resigna-
tion was accepted, and Rev. George A.
Hackney of Trail, was appointed in his
place.

Probably the most impertant busi-
ness to come hefore the Presbytery
was a communieation from Toronto,
requesting a suggestion regarding the
salaries for ministers through the
country. The schedule suggested was
as follows: Students, $10 a week In
summer and $11 in winter, board in-
cluded; catechists $700 for single men
and $800 for married men; ordained
missionaries $1,000 for single men and
$1,250 for married men; ministers in
augmented charges, $1,000 for single
men and $1,300 for married men.

Canadian Missionaries.

Toronto, Sept. 8.—About éighty mis-
sionaries ‘supported by the Canadian
Methodist church are located in Szch-
uane province where the disorders are
reported as having reached an acute
stage. They are supported by about
70,000 Epweorth Leaguers besides the
general membership of the church. A
considerable number of them are from
Toronto. The last cable recelved by
Rev. T. E. Shore, the General Secre-
tary of foreign missions, was to the
effect that there had been some dis-
turbances but the outlook was hope-
ful. The meovement is said to be anti-
<dynastic and anti-foreign at the same
time, g strong hostility towards white
‘persons being secretly ' cherished by
nmet\ per cent. of the population.

Situation éerious

Washingten, D. C., Sept. 8.—A crisis
has arisen in the turbulent province
-of Szchuan in China and the foreign
offices of the United States and other
countries have taken precautionary
steps for the safety of their cmzens
in- that region.

American gunbeoats will be. brought
into play te guard American citizens
and a formidable international naval
array is at hand in Chinese waters.

American - ‘Charge d’Affaires Wil-
liams at Pekin yesterday cabled the
state department that the situation
had become critical in Szchuan, where
public meetings in various cities, ac-
companied by the closing of shops and
schools and refusals to pay taxes, have
culminated in serious disorders.

American Methodist missionaries at
Chung King and Cheng Tu have in-
formed Mr. Willlams that nene of
them have yet left their posts. except
that American and British women
have left Chung Tu for Chung King.

The Chinese foreign office has as-
sured the legations that protection will
be given all feoreigners and their pro-
perty, and has offered escort to all
who desired to leave the disturbed
area.

A British gunboat is now proceed-
ing to Chia Ting, while three other
gunboats, one British. one French and
one German, are at Chung King. Ad-
miral Murdock’s flagship, the Sara-
toga, is at Woo Sung, the New Or-
leans is at Shanghai and two or three
United States- gunboats are cruising
in the Yangtse river.

On receipt of yesterday’s disquiet-
ing reports, the department of state
telegraphed the legation at Pekin to
request Admiral Murdock to dispose
the American gunboats in the manner
best suited to forestall any danger teo
American citizens.

Advised to Leave.

Boston, Mass., Sept. 8.—The dis-
orders in Szchuan province, Western
China, have become serious, in the
opinion of officials of the Baptist mis-
sionary soclety, which has its head-
quarters here. A few days ago the
society officials received a cablegram
from one of their missionarjes at
Chengtu, capital of the province, tell-
ing of rioting by the matives. Yester-
day another cablegram was reeeived,
which said: “American consul advises
us to leave.”

Pottsville, Pa., Sept. 8.—Joseph Zehner,

a contract miner, and his driver namea
Hopkins, were shot from ambush on a
mountain near Nequehoning, Pa., yester-
day. Zehner was a ceontract miner in
charge of extensive ceoal stripping opera-
tions for the Lehigh Valley Coal & Navi-
gation Company.

Rainy River, Ont., Sept. 8.—FEddie
Durnan, of Toronto, jumped inte the
lead over Hackett the veteran sculler
of Rainy River in their three mile race
at Rainy River yesterday afternoon,
and finished six lengths to the good,
mnever having been in trouble at any
stage of the race.

At first mile the men
were in relatively the same position,
the turn being made with Durnan
about four lengths ahead. Here
Hackett fell down bad, his turn being
poor while Durnan went round like a
whip and from there to the finish
Hackett rowed all over the course.
They finished in fine shape, while
Durnan was as fresh as a daisy and
rowed back to the landing side as fast
as he had any time during the race.

tables, particles that would take weeks
to precipitate by gravity, and which
constitute a large percentage loss in
every stampmill in the country.l
Storage tanks were constructed, and
in the residue a foreign substance was

I found which Mr. French was not long
1n identifying as osmiridium. Tracing
this find to its source, the ¢gniridum
crystals were found to be ccfitained in
rock from a dyke—a vein pgnoous
origin—that intersected the various
quartz gold-bearing ledges of the

Granite-Poorman group at right
“igngels. Separating this compound in-

to its components, and thoroughly

testing the rock of the dvke, Dr.

French found platinum, palladium,
~and iridium, the three valuable plat-
“fnum metals, ‘“in satisfactory quanti-

ties,” and also osmium, which was not
. found, are members of the platinum

group, but are not especlally valuable.

Commercial platinum is worth from

$43 to $44 an ounce, palladium is

“tween the Kotenay Gold Mines, Limit-
ed, and Dr. French, for a commercial
process for treating the rock of the
Granite-Poorman dyke.

Dr. French’'s discovery was known
in iner circles for months before it was
finally given out, after having been
fuly -and authoritatively confirmed.
The result is that every dyke in the
vicinity of the city is being assayed
for platinum. In one other dyke than
the original one the platinum metals
have been found ‘“In satisfactory quan-
tities,” while traces have been found
fn quite a number. There is a big
step from the present discovery to
“‘actual platinum mining. "On the other
‘hand. the discovery merits the world’s
attention.

POLICE SUB-STATIONS.

Vancouver, Sept. 8.—That it is absolute-
1y imperative for the proper policing
of the city that three sub-stations be
constructed at an early date, and that
preliminary action be taken with a
view to establishing a new police head-
quarters, was the statement made by
Chief Constable Chamberlin at the
meeting of the police commissioners.
The chief of police set forth very em-
phatically the needs of the force. He
contéended that in comparison with
other departments the police depart-
ment had been neglected; that in view
of the rapid development of the city it
was absolutely necessary that it should
receive more attention from the coun-
cil. Considerable money had been ex-
pended on buildings for the school
board, and on apparatus for fire-fight-
ing, while the police department had
been left in the background.

Commissioner Kirkpatrick remarked
that some fifty men had been added to
the force at the first of the year.

“And one would hardly note the in-
crease in number,” commented the
chief. “The men have been swallowed
up in the various districts of the city.”

Deputy Chief Mulhern warmly sec-
onded the petition for increased ac-
commodation and additional machinery
for the more ardequate carrying out of
the work of the department. It was
decided that the chief should have out-
line plans prepared,

Chief Chamberlain stated in regard
to the recent resolution of the finance
committee referring the question of
fruit stores, etc., closing en Sunday to
his department, that he.could take no
move in the matter without the au-
thority of the attorney-general. Com-
missioner Kirkpatrick moved that the
city solicitor should be instructed to
communicate at once with the attor-
ney-general. The motion was carried.

PROGRESS ON PANAMA CANAL:

Washington, D. C. Sept. 9.—The
Panama Canal has just been extended
to its full width and about half of its
complete . depth at the Atlantic en-
trance. Here the bottom of the water-
way will be 500 feet wide and the
depth will be 41 feet, The entrance
has been widened to the required
width of 500 feet and a depth of at
least twenty feet has been . reached
over this distance. A fleet of dredges
is now clawing away at the bed of the
rock in the remaining 21 feet. This
width of 500 feet and depth of 41
feet ultimately will extend from deep
water to the Gatun locks. The usable
width of the locks of the canal how-
ever, will be only 220 feet.

The quallty of the stock at the pro-
vincial exhibition is a greater feature
perhaps than the quantity, as severdi
classes are short, particularly in shee
and pigs.  The cattle - classes are
chiefly noteworthy from -the exhibits
sent by Fraser Valley breeders, the
Asylum ‘farm at Coquitlam, Bamford
Brothers and J. T. Maynard, of Chilli-
wack. The wonderful successes this
season at the Winnipeg exhibition, and’
again at Dominion exhibition at Re-
gina have led stock rasers to expect
great things from the farm colony;
and the specimens on view fully bear
out this view. The stock are in the
best of condition, and show every
mark of careful management. Mr.
Maynard’s red polled catle aroused the
admiration of the judges, W. W. Bal-
lantyne and A. C. Hallman, while
Bamford Bros. had among their rep-
resentatives a capital Guernsey bull.
These Channel Island breeds are al-
ways particuarly’ acceptable to the
dairyman, and have done very well
in the Lower Mainland. Other prin-
elpal exhibitors in the cattle classes
are H. Bousall, W. T. Shuttleworth, an
Albertan exhibitor whose ranch is at
Gaetz Valley, Fry and Taylor, of Dun-
cans, and- A. H. Menzies & Son, of
Pender Island. The last two breeders
are fitting representatives of . cattle
raisers on Vancouver - Island as the
home of good serviceable stock. - The
calves are a strong line, and with care
there is the making of some useful
flesh from these youthful exhibits.

Sheep are unfortunately a short
line, and point the moral for greater
attention to be given to this useful
animal in the proyvince, where mutton
and lamb holds unusually high in the
retail markets. P. H. Wilson, the well-
known Chilliwack breeder, ' sends
Shropshires, some strong looking- ani-
mals with plenty of flesh, and the
other principal feature, in the long
wools, comes from W. T. Shuttleworth,
of the Gaetz Valley. The bulk of the
exhibit, however, is of the Shropshire
variety.

Pigs are a small line, swine breed-
ing not so far having proved an at-
tractive industry in the  province.
Pride of place must be given to the ex-
hibits penned by the Braefoot farm,
Mount Tolmie, of the favorite York-
shire breed. One of the champions is
ticketed with the information that the
weight is 850 1bs, and the animal cer-
tainly looks it. While the white
Yorkshires predominate, a few of the
other better known breeds may - be
seen, Bamford Bros. and J. T. May-
nard both helping to swell the ex-
hibits.

Exhibition Reflections.

The annual return of exhibition
time suggests some reflections on the
origin and effect of such displays on
the public mind. They have become in
60 years, dating from the great In-
dustrial Exhibition of 1851 in Hyde
Park, an integral part of the organized
life of every civilised community, and
range in every grade from the little
country show to great international
and national gatherings. The latter
of course are subject to varying forces,
and owing to the many, years which
must elapse between the inception of
the plans, and the opening day lnex-
pected causes may arise to militate
against success. :

Great gatherings are held at inter-
vals of eleven yedrs at Paris, and while
there has been established for .some
few yvears a huge playground at Shep-
herd’s Bush, in the western suburbs
of London, where international exhi-
bitions are held, last summer saw not
only a magnificent display on this site,
but the Festival of Empire drew thou-
sands to the Crystal palace. In this
country the next gathering south of
the line will be the Panama-Pacific
Exhibition at San Francisco, and if it
proves as well-managed as the Alaska-
Yukon-Pacific at Seattle was two years
age, the promoters need have no fear
of the success of the venture.

The Canadian National Exhibition at
Toronto easily continues to lead in
importance throughout Canada. but it
has a large industrial and farming
population behind it in the neighbor-
ing counties of Ontario to afford the
financial backing necessary to suc-
cess.

One of the advantages of exhibi-
tions, from oOn educational standpoint,
is the practical demonstration of dairy
and similar work shown from time to
time, and undoubtedly a model dairy
has more effect in teaching the rudi-
ments of butter making than many
instruction hours in the class room.
Bench shows, whether of dogs, pigeons
or poultry by attracting attention from
the public who are not fanciers, in-
culcate information about thelr habits
and the result must be beneficial not
only to children who are thereby
taught kindness, but by removing the
ignorance of townspeople to many of
the habits of the animals and birds.

Tolmie, president of the B. C. Agrieul-
tural Association, many from Seattle,
and about 9 o’clock Lieutenant-Govern-
or Paterson and a party from Govern-
ment House arrived.
> Last night ' the events enumerated
were those distinctly attractive to the
public, the competitors being horses of
the show class, hackneys, combination
horses, carriage pairs, high steppers
and the like whose proud accomplish-
ments drew forth continual hand clap-
ping from the boxes and benches.

Disappointing to Victoria herse own-
ers was the. frequency with which the
competitors from Seattle, Spokane and
Vancouver were mostly just -a trifle
better than their own horses, but this
is a matter which will doubtless be
remedied by -the. local breeders  and
owners by the time of the next show.
The  success of Andrew Laidlaw of
Spokane, who won in every event his
horses were entered was mainly re-
sponsible for this -state of affairs.

Many entries in many classes was the
cause of the late hour for adjourn-
ment with the programme incomplet-
ed. The combination horse section
drew thirteen entries all of which had
to be: judged.  to suitable vehicle -and
then under saddle and then without.
The judge oeccupied almost an hour in
arriving at ‘his conclusions: First se-
lecting the best six the others- were
sent from the ring and the final test
was made between these.

JOURNALISTIC PARTY
WILL ARRIVE SUNDAY

Better System Adopted for
Visiting Newspaper Men to
See Resources of Country

(From "Friday’s Daily.)

The party of some dozen British
journalists who are visiting Canada, to
investigate conditions throughout the
Dominion, under .the conductorship of
J. Obed Smith, the able assistant super-
intendent in London of the immigra-
tion -department, representing as they
do some of the principal papers in the
three kingdoms, will be heartily wel-
comed upon their arrival in Victoria
on Sunday,’ whence they begin the
homeward run. The men possess less
showy reputations than some of the
parties who have come out before, bul
are observant writers, anxious to give
a clear, fair description of the re-
sources of the Dominion as it appears
to them. All except two are travelling
together, the others preferring to be
free lances.

Their investigation also has been
much more thorough than is usually
the case. Beginnig on the "Atlantic
seaboard opportunity has been taken
to show all kinds, of industries in op-
eration, and to demonstrate the re-
sources of the country in a practical
and efficient manner. A fair round of
social engagements has been permitted,
but this feature has not been over-
loaded, as is so often the case under
‘similar " ¢ircumstances. The fact has
frequently been the case that the visi-
tors have only seen what their hosts
wished them to see, and the best idea
of 3 country like Canada is not ob-
tained from the window of an observa-
tion car; an immigrant sees more of
the real difficulties of life in two days
travelling in a eolonist coach than two
weeks lolling in Pullmans and com-
fortable observation cars. The time of
vear also is a good one from the stand-
point of exhibiting the Northwest, as
the nation’s guests will have had good
chance to see something of the har-
vest, and cutting operations In pro-
gress on the vast scale which is alone
possible in Manitoba and Saskatche-
wan.

A paper like “Tit Bits” is not often
represented on the occaslons, but
reaching thousands of homes through-
out Great Britain, the influence may
be more productive for good than the
largest provincial daily with a huge
circulation. The attacks on Canada in
papers like “John Bull”’ musf do im-
measurable harm to the Dominion, as
the Bottomley publication has enor-
mous influence in certain .circles, and
its malicious articles have lacked
nothing of venom. The business of
the immigration department has been
so tremendous that there must have
come within the net many undesirables,
just as in the Australlan and South
African papers are to be found simi-
lar letters from disgruntled settlers.
One prominent state of the Australian
Commonwealth, after lauding its land
policy, cannot even find land for the
men in its own state agricultural train-
ing college, while there are numerous
loafers in the streets of Cape Town, for
instance, who have scarcely seen the
veldt, and declare farming is impos-
sible in South Africa to-day, with tetze
flies and locusts.

The people who depend on news-
paper articles for their information
form such a large part of the com-
munfty in the present day that a
chance story in a paper may turn
their minds to a particular portion of
the Overseas Dominions, and therefore
the press may reach a class who never
read the excellent publications of the
governments of the Dominions, but
are looking for a wider fleld of oppor-
tunity in other lands. They may not
be men with money to invest, travel-
ling by easy stages seeking c¢hances
for investment, but they are of that
stuff of which empires have been bulilt.

Sewer COnstruction' ‘Deémands
a Great Inerease—Payroll’
Breaking All Records

With an ever-increasing volume ef
works- of improvement such as paving,
sewering, ete., the city of Vietoria i3
rapidly developing an appeal fer the
working man, that is the man whe has !
not succumbed to the allurements of
specialization and is still able to wield
a pick or drive a wagon with’ eqmr
facility.

Since the Canadian Mineral Rubber
Company started out upon its, great
paving contract it has become appar- '
ent that the city staff, whose duty it
was to keep so far ahead with the
sewers as to enable the paving cem-
pany to extend f{tself to the limit, is .
not equal to the task, and therefore it
has been decided, in view of the urg- |
ency of both the sewers and the pave- |
ments, to increase the staff so that the |
margin will be maintained and
paving company will be able to forge |
ahead with all the speed at its eom- ,
mand.

For some lime past there have been |
no less than 600 men employed on sever |
construetion work in the city, but it
has been-found that that number is not |
adequate for the requirements of the
paving company, and an effort will now
be made to increase the number of men
employed on. this class of work to 1,000.
It is not anticipated that there wiil be
much difficuity ‘in keeping that number
of men employed for ‘a, considerable
time to come as the work in hand is
still. much more extensive than that
in actual operation so far. The only
difficulty likely to be encountered. is
that of obtaining the necessary men.

Sidewalk and surface drain construe- |
tion represent two more branches of |
civic activity in which more men are
urgently required, and it is proposed
to increase the employees in both de-
partments. On the surface drains there
are employed at the present time
throughout the city some 300 men, the
sidewalk construction accounts for 1490,

and the waterworks department con- |

OCEAN WATER SURGES
LIKE RIVER RAPIBS

Hyades Encounters Stra.nge :
Currents Off Flattery—Car-
ried Ten Miles Out

Seattile, Sept. 7.—Caught in an ad-
verse ocean current which no other
vessel sailing the North Pacific has as
yet reported, the Matson liner Hyades,
Captain J, C. Youngen, while three days
out from Cape Flattery bound for Hop-
olulu on July 28, was delayed in her
passage and carried nearly ten miles
out of her course.

Captain Youngen yesterday gave to
the marine department of the United
States weather bureau the result K of
his observations, which are considered
the most valuable of any reported hy
steamship masters in the recent past.

Captain Youngen noticed that his
vessel was making little headway, and
then observed that he was steaming
against a rapid ocean current several
miles in width. ;

The water was surging like a river
rapids, and despite his efforts, the
Hyades was soon carried out of her
.course. The temperature of the water
when the vessel entered the current
was .74, but it soon rose to 78, which
iz considerad very high for the location
in which the obsérvations were made.

A few months ago a sailing vessel
bound up the coast reported passing
through a boiling sea, and the ex-
planation was given that the high
temperature of the water was caused
by a volecanic eruption in. the depths
of ‘the ocean. In all of his voyages
from the Sound to the Hawaiian Is-
ijands, Captain Youngen has never en-
countered the ocean current which
carried his vessel out of her course,
and he is at a loss to know just what
caused the rapid rise in the tempera-
ture of the water, unless there was
some sort of an eruption in the -depths
of the sea.

Court in’ Session' to Settle Reasonable
Prices for Expropriating Land.

The arbitration proceedings'in con-
nection with the expropriation by the
city of the watershed lands at Sooke
Lake were continued in the city hall
Thursday. It is estimated that the
claims made involve the sum of- $300,-
000.

C. F. Davie has refused the offer of
$4,902, at which figure his holding has
beeh assessed, the figure which he is
holding out for being $23,900. " A. F.
Coles ‘is ‘appearing for the city and F.
B. Pemberton is representing the in-
terest' of' Mr. Davie. " Most of the evi-
dence consists of land wvalues, and
similar adducements likély to bear upon
the situation.

As has already been reported in' the
Times, the: city has taken possession
of the watershed, including the right
of way of the Canadian Northern rail-
way, and posted notices prohibiting
trespassing. TUp till now no claim for
compensation has been lecdged by thz
company. That some such action will
be taken, however, and that legal pro-
ceedings will eventuate from it is not
regarded as altogether unlikely. The
only claimant who has agreed to settle
so far is the E. & N. railway, which
organization has accepted 'a ' figure
representing about $75 'per acre for its
holdings® in the  watershed: “'As’ the
city has to expropriate the property
big ' prices are 'being asked and con-
siderable” wrangling is likely "to ensue
before thé watershed passes completely
into the hands of the city.

CANADIAN RECIPROCITY AND

ANNEXATION: f
To the Editor 6f the Over-Seas Daily Mail:

Sir,—I have been, and am, amused at
the various ideas put forward by one
and another that reciprocity with the
United States means annexation, com-
mercial unton, political absorption, ete.,
by the United States.

As I have been here twenty-one
yvears I can claim to know a little about
it, and I ‘can assure you, sir, that not
one of every hundred western farmers
has-the slightest idea of giving up our
allegiance to the old flag. If we did,
why are we kicking for free trade with
England? Shall I, when I sell a bullock
to the” States: after this agreement
goes through, necessarily tie my loyalty
to his horns? - If I can get 'a better
price for my wheat from the Ameri-
cans, why should that affect my loy-
alty?

Some of our wheat is bought now by
Americans, ‘Germans, French, and any
others “who pay. .for it. Does it not
seem just as likely because we sell and
buy from the Germans and. French
that we shall adopt either the German
or French’ flag?

Switzerland is a small country com-
pared to France, and does a lot of trad-
ing with France. I have not heard yet
that France intends to annex it. Per-
haps * political ' absorptien = or com-
mercial union between them is taking
place, but I have yet to hear of it. The
same applies to Holland and Denmark.
They undoubtedly trade with Germany.
Why does Germany not absorb them?
JIf a small firm can never do business
with a larger without fear of absorp-
tion® there would soon be an end of
trade altogether. If I have a bigger
farm than my neighbor, will our chang-
ing work, buying and selling horses,
ete., between one another tend to my
absorbing, annexing, getting hold of his
farm by political means, or commereial
union? Of course not. Neither wil]
reciprocity or buying and selling be-
tween Canada and the States have that
effect.

Keep us apart and not let us trade
freely with our nearest neighbor and
we might begin to want to put in our
lot with the TUnited States. Recl-
procity lessens the danger of annexa-
tion and doés not increase it. Let me
say with emphasis that King George
has ne more loyal subfects than West-
ern farmers. We will not take a back
seat from anyone on loyalty to the flag,
neither do we need protected manu-
facturers and other class:interests to
try and teach us loyalty.

We Western farmers are out for a
lower tariff, if not free trade, and an-
nexation® bogeys, ‘commercial' union,
political absorption, and all the rest of
the elaptrap fired at us to divert out
attention is like pouring water ' on a
duck’s back. Why, sir; they tell us
farmers on this side of the line it will
ruin us, and then they tell the '!'Ameri=
can 'farmers on their side that it will
ruin them. ' Can it ruin- us '‘both? We

This,
faecording to the outline of the house
of bishops’ recommmendation;, ‘will com:<
prise the dioceses of Columbia, Koot-
enay, Caledonia and New Westmin-
ster. It is likeky that this third prov-
inece, ¥ it be establishe@ ‘at this synod,
will be’ different from the two present
provinces, Canada ‘and "Ruperts Land,
for there is now ‘before the synod a
notice 'of motion by the Bishép of Cal-
edonia that in ‘the event of thée estab-
lishment of a province of British Co-
ttumbia, the twe houses, bisheps’ and
delegates,’ will sit together. Further
than this, the same bishop has a sec-
tond notice of motion that there be no
archbishop of the new provinceg, and.
that its- mretropolitan . de not assume
the title of arehbishop until .there are
at least five diocese bishops 'within the
province. s

Wealth is inexhaustible,
money never is wealth and never will
be, but it 1s the tool that will furnish
uws with the comforts of life. Wealth”
is I the thoughts of the individual,
who can produce what he wants. ‘As &
man thinketh, so is he”’ Then if we,
talk, teach and see poverty contimually
what will be the result? There is enly
one answer, we will express in peverty.
The history of all civilizations has been
that the longer they run the more the
siekness, poverty and crime. Peniten-
tiaries have increased in number and
asviumg multiplied. Rome went out in
a war with a governmental debt that
she could not pay. Egypt perished in
disease. - Babylon and Carthage sank
in poverty. If you want to get out of
poverty never beg or belong to begging
societies, for the law is, ‘As ve sow se
shall ye reap.””
He declared that all poverty was
produced by the way people think; that
millions 6f people think the opposite of
what they want. All faflures are in the
system of teaeching, trying to teach all
alike, when no two persons are alike.
