A
number of bodies are shown, some of
whom appear to have died in great an-
guish, They look ‘like human forme
made of hardened ashes, but the nails,
teeth, and bair of some remain. The
entire body of a dog is there, and indicates
that it had a hard fight with death. Bread,
fruit, eggs, & quantity of plates and cosk«
ing utemsils wre thers, blackened with
age, but s perfect in form as they were
the day the sufficating storm burst upon
the doomed city, The strests are straight
and narrow in which rals wora by the
waggon-wheels remain in the lava pave
ment. There is a good deal of resemblance
between the ruined shops of the old city,
and those of Naples today, They are
small a:d low and open to the sirest. The
houses mire built round an open court as
they are#0w in most Italisn cities.
