CIRCULAR LBTTER.

To Tue Cuurcres Composing Tue Eastern New Brunswick
BarrisT ASSOCIATION. ‘
J)EAR BrerureN,—ln preparing for your perusal this Annudl
istle, we hope it will not be offensive should'we call your atiention
1o a few thoughts in connection with the duties of Churches to their
Pastors.

The relation existing between Churches and their Pastors is of 4
most sacred character, and therefore cannot- be lightly esteemed
without sinning against-God and himleving the ‘prosperity of His
cause. A scriptural régard for this subject on the partof the Chiireh
is thérefore of the highest importance ; aithough. itisoften nﬁnz
lost sight of ; hence much of the dearth, darkness and declention’
which we so ofien complsin. .

MISSION TO RICHIBUCTO.

Rev. E. McInnis spent three momths in the service of the Board in Richi-
bucto and adjacent settlements. He entored upon bis work late in the
Autumn ; Rev, G, F. Miles kindly provided him with a horse and waggon
free of expense to aid him in the prosecution of his mission. Im his repors
he says:—*¢ My labors were chiefly conﬂne%to Kingston, Richibucto, Bass
River, Mooley’s River and Nicholas River. 1 usually preached three times on
the Sabbath, and three times during the week. Attended prayer meetings
also, and visited from house to house, and in rendering this service my soul
was much refreshed with the love of God. My meetings were very encourag-
ing. A large number of the people up the Rivers are Presbyterians, but they
treated me with great kind and hospitality, and d deeply i d
in my administrations. An effectual door is open in all that region for Bap-
tist preaching, and could a missionary be stationed there mueh goed would
result.

I travelled during my missien 246 miles ; ded 78 meetings; made 165
visits, and collected for the Board £8 1s. 6d.”

TABUSINETAC MISSION.

Rev. D. McPhail spent a few weeks under the direction of your Board in this
place, preaching the Werd publicly and from house to house. He reports
having preached in Newcastle, North Esk, South Wegt, and Black River, and
at Labusintac 48 sermons ; visited a number of families, found many of the
young people anxiously concerned for their souls, and some sxpressinga
lively hope in the Redeemer. He met some who had lived in that region for
years without having heard any preaching that they could understand. These
were Gelic people, and he was enabled to declare unto such, in their own
tongte the truth as it is in Jesus. His collections in aid of the mission
amounted to £1 8s. 6d.

GENERAL MISGIONARY AGENCY.

By the united action of the Missios andUnionBoards, Rev. Thomas Todd
was appointed gome months ago as the General Missionary of this Board, te
present its claims to the churches, to collect for its funds, and iu every pos-
sible way aid in carfying forward the misgion work, He has already travelled
extensively in the Western District of the Province, and his misgion has met
with the cordial appreval of the churches. He visited the Tobique and the
Grand Falls in the winter with special reference to securing provision in that
inviting distriet for a permanent misgionary, The people entered heartily and
nobly inte his propositions, and a sum supposed to. be equal to £140 per
annum was pledged %y the people at the two pﬂwes for the support of such a
nissionary as the Brard might select for them, Your Board wag iiven to un-
derstand that an efficient man wag required. #Théy were exceedingly desirous

to obtain & suitable person, and made application first to Rev. A, D’ Thomson
of Saint Andrews, and afterwards to Rev, J. Newcomb of Moncton, but
neither of those brethren could accept the appointment. Bubsequently your
Board was ivformed that Rev. S. March, of Saint George, was open to g call,
and they gave him a letter of introduction and commendation to the people
with the understanding, that should his visit be mutually satisfactory he
would remain amongst them. He has gone up the River, but your Board are

not yet informed regarding the result.

Thesuccess of Brother Todd’s General Agency is gilite equal {0 the most
sanguine expectations entertained by your Board, and promises to exert a
most wholesome influence upon the whole migsionary movement. Thig state-¢
ment is confirmed by the following interesting report from his own pen.

Dear BrerareN,—Having been g pointed some months ago as your Gene-
ral Migsionary Agent, in conjunction with the Financial Agency, I have
endeavoured to give some attention to that department. During my travels I
have visited some very destitute places where no Baptist Churches are organ-
ized, but where there is a strong, and urgent desire for Baptist preaching,—

The Home Mssionary werk is daily multiplying, and new epenings call
wpon us for increased effort in this direction. To say nothing of the numer-
ous claims Hresented by the Western,Soathern and Eastein Counties,the four
populous Counties of the North viz :—Northumberland, - Gloucester, Reati-
gouche and Kent, are all whitening for the harvest A ecording to the census
of 1857, these countjes then had a population of 42,339, since that the incréase
has probably brought it up to upwards of 60,000 ; and in all that extended re-
gion there are not more than three ordained Baptist Ministers. Other denomis

tions are making laudable éfforts to meet the spiritiabwants of these people,
Lut the Baptist element is scattered among them and calls foy culture sndexs
ténsion, g'om' additional meg ut least are required for the Nosthern'seotion,
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Your Board must therefore appeal to the Churches for the men, and for me;
to support them. The sucoess of the Newcastle mission shows us what may be
effected by consistent, permanent endeavor at given points.

For years your Board has been greatly crippledjin their labors for the wafit
of fands, and they have been afraid to enter upon new ground and to incur ad-
ditional liabilities lest they should not be able to fulfil them ; but the success
which is crowning the Union movement awakens the hope that there will be
in a little time a large increase to the funds.

Onward therefore should pe our motto in the Master’s name, heeding at the
same time that appropriate injunction of our risen Lord’s, ‘‘S8ay not ye there
are yet four monthy, and then cometh the harvest ? Behold, I say uiito you,
Lift up your eyes, and look on the flelds, for they are white already to the
harvest.”

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CONSTITUTION

OF THE

N. B. BAPTIST HOME MISSIONARY SOCIETY-

Article 1. This Soeciety shall be called the New Brunswick Baptist Home
Missionary Society.

Article 2. The design of this Society shall be to promote the faithful preach-
ing of the Gospel of 5hrist, and to spread Bible Chiistianity throughout the
destitute sections of New Brunswick.

Article 3. Any person may become a member of this Society, by contributing
Js. or upwarde annually to yta funds. Seven pounds ten shillings paid at any
one time shall constitute a life member : and any person paying a sum, which in
addition to previous contributions shall amount to twenty five pounds, shall be
a director for life ; and any Baptist Church or Association or Auxiliary, which
contributes annually to this Society, shall be entitled to be represented by one
delegate for every five pounds so contributed.

Article 4. The officers of this Societg shall be a President, Vice Presidents, a
Corresponding Becretary, a Recording Secretary, a Treasurer, and an Auditor,
who shall be annually appointed by the Society.

Article 5. The Society shell appeint an Executive Committee, exclusive of
the officers above named, residing in the City of St. John, and its vicinity. The
officers above named shall be members ex officio of the Executive Committee,
seven of whom shall be a quorum at any meetiug regularly convened 1 his Com-
mittee shall have puwer to call its own weetings, form its own rules of business,
and fill any vacancies which may occur during the year, and convene special
meetings of the Board and of the Sotiety, shall appoint Missionaries, and instruct
them as to their sphere of labors, shall expend the funds for the objects of the
Society, providing that all amounts contributed for an: specific object, shall, as
far as possible, be faithfully applied in accordance with the wish of the donors ;
shall employ such agency or agencies for the collection of funds, and for all such
purposes, as the interests of the Socievy may demand, and shall make an annual
Report of their proceedings to the Bociety.

Article 6. Every Auxiliary Society, wKo shall agree to commitall its funds to
the direction of this Society, shall be erftitled to receive missionary labour in
such field as it may designate 1o an amount, at lenst equal to its contributions ;
provided such designation be made at the time of payment.

.An‘wle 7. The officers of Auxiliary Societies shall be ex officio Directcrs of
this Society, and their members shall be members of this Society.

Atticle 8. The annual meeting of this Society shall be held at such time and
pace as shall be determined upon at a previous annual meeting.

Article 9. No alteration of this Constitution shall be made without an affirm-
ative vote of two-thirds of the members present, at an annual meeting.
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FORM FOR THE CONSTITUTION OF THE AUXILIARY.

Article 1. This Society shal! be called the
Missionary Society—Auxiliary to the * New Brunswick Baptist Home Mis-
sionary Society.’”

Article 2. "The object of this Society shall be toaid in suppying the destitute
with the blessings og the Grospel. *

Article 3. All persons contributing 6s. per aznum shall be members of the
ﬁgﬂety. and every person paying £3 10s. at any one time, shall be a Member for

Article 4. The business of this 8ociety shall be conducted by a Board con-
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sisting of a President, Vice President, Secretary, Treasurer, and Mmmging
Committee, seven of whom shall form a quorum to do business.

Article 5. The Society shall meet annually, at such time and place as may be
agreed upon at a previous meeting, when the officers for the ensuing year shall
be elected, and such other business transacted as the requirements of the Society
may demand. :

Article 6. The sccretary shall keep up such correspondence with the New
Brunswick Baptist Home Missionary Society as the general interests of the
Missionary cause may require.

RULESTO BE OBSERVED BY MISSIONARIES,

Rulel. The Missionaries of the Roard are expected to communicate with the
Corresponding Secretary monthly, and oftener if nccessary ; giving a condensed
sketch of their labours and such items of intelligence relating to their Mission
as may be useful to the Board, or of general interest to the denomiration,

2. %ach Missionary shall be instructed to form Auxiliaries to the New
Branswick Home Missionary Society in the field of his labor, for the purpose of
raising funds for the Society, t> take collections publicly and privately whenever
he can do so with propriety, and in every way that he can consistenly replenish
the funds of the Society.

3. A faithful account of all contributions in money, or in other things, shall
be transmitted through the Cerresp onding Secretary to the Board, and no money
shall be paid him by the Treasurer withott an order signed by the Chairman and
Corresponding Secretary, or in their absence by three of the members of the Board.

4. L}‘)ach ]&isaionmy shall keep a faithful reeard of the places visited, the
number of sermons preached, of converts baptized, of-churches formed, of visits
made, of meetings held, of 8abbath Schools established, of Temperance Societies
formed, of Tracts distributed, &c., &c., in the course sf the year, and report the
same to the Corresponding Secretary, at the close of each year

6, When Missionaries are employed permanently, in case of their wishing to
retire from the service of the Board, they must give three months notice to that
eBﬂ'ec?, and no missionary shall change his field of labour without consent of tho

oard.

6. The Missionaries of this Board shall be amenable to the Board for a faith-
ful performance of their duty as Christian Missionaries, and shall be liable to be
dismissed at any time for dereliction of duty, or immorality of conduct, or for
preaching, sentiments in opposition to God’s Word.

REGULATIONS OF THE BOARD.

Rule 1. There shall be a meeting of this Board for the transaction of business
on the first Monday in every month.

2. The Recording Secretary shall keep a faithful record of the transactions of
the Board.

The Corresponding Secretary shall prepare a faithful re%ort annually, of
the operations of the Society, which, if judged advisable, shall be printed under
the diiection of the Society.

4. N> man shall be employed by the Board who cannot furnish satisfactory
evidence of good moral an re{'

igious character, of consecration under divine in-
fluence to the work of the Ministry, and of such mental attainments as shall
enable him, with the divine blessing, faithfully and successfully to fulfll its re-
sponsible duties.

5. In case of wishing to dismiss a Missionary permanently employed, on
account of incompetency on his part to fulfil the duties of hig calling, of on
account of inability on the part of the Board to pay his salary, three months
notice shall be given to such Missionary.

SALARIES FOR MISSIONARIES. ¥

The salaries of Missionarics shall be governed by their circumstanges and by
their field of labor. In every case strict economy shall be observed. = *

REBEPORT.

In presenting their annual report the Committee are rejoiced to be able
to say that the Seminary is in a healthy state. The number of pupils in at-
tendance for the year has been 105, and the average number present has
been between 49 and 50 each week throughout the year.

The classes have been exercised in the various branches of English
Mathematical, and Classical Studies, particular attention has been given
given to English Grammar, Dictation, and the Parsing of sentences, as
the teachers are convineed that thorough elementary knowledge is essen-
tial to future progress. The diligent application of the pupils in each
department has been very grutifying, and their uniform good behavior has
given much satisfaction to the Principal and Preceptress.

The arrangement with regard to the female department, mentioned in
last year’s report has been successfully carried out, and the committee
have renewed their engagement with Miss Magee, who will resumeher du-
ties at the opening of the term.

The usual exhibitions took place at the close of each half year, and gave
iencral satisfaction to a numerous audience. The Rev. Mr. Cady of

Portland and several other gentlemen were present at the midsummer ex-
amination and expressed themselves highly pleased with what they wit-
nessed.

At the close of the winter term two of the Students matriculated at
King’s College, Fredericton.

The notion has been entertained in some quarters that a young man
cannot enter King’s college directly from the Seminary. Such a misap-
prehension has an evident tendency to prevent students from entering
or to occasiop their leaving the Institution. The committee are deter-
mined therefore to eheck the spread of this notion which is both false
and injurious, and they are persuaded that the Education Society will
sustain them in doing so.
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As the Seminary building requires painting the committee have used
their exertions to obtain contributions towards this object, in St. John
through the kind assiétatice 6f the Rév. Jarvid Rﬁ%f’ and elso at Fre.
derlcton. The work is still in ‘progressso thats account of thejr
proceedings in this matter must be resemyed for next year's nsoﬂ.
