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Shipping Notea.

The Schooner Francis Coffin, from Ad­
dison for Calais, was ashore at Campo- 
betlo on the 21st inst. It was expected 
she would come off without damage.

The ship Eliza A. Kenney was under­
going extensive repairs in Young’s dock, 
South Shields, E., on the 14th hist.

The schooher Cambridge, belonging to 
the Control Department, Halifax, was 
sold at auction, on the 26th inst., for 
$325.

Desertion.—The whole of the crew of 
the ship Speculator, of Yarmouth, N. S., 
Murphy, master, deserted their vessel on 
her arrival at Cape Breton. Four of the 
deserters were captured, but they em­
ployed counsel, and their case goes to the 
Supreme Court on appeal.

Shipbuilding in Nova Scotia.—The town 
of Digby is becoming quite a shipbuild­
ing port. Within the past three or four 
weeks two tine fishing vessels have been 
launched. Messrs. Hughes, Buel & Co. 
have on the stocks in their yard a vessel 
measuring 102 feet keel, 28 feet breadth 
of beam and 12 feet depth of hold. She 
will register about 300 tons, and will be 
owned by a company, of which Messrs. 
H. D. Troop, Corbett, Burnham, Fam- 
ham, Stewart, and Burns, will form part.

Messrs. Churchill & Taylor are building 
a bark measuring 133 feet keel, 34 feet 
beam, and 18 feet hold, to register 600 
tons. She is to be owned by themselves, 
Captain Cousins and others.

R. M. Raymond & Sons have on the 
stocks a fine bark of about 750 tons, 
almost ready for launching. They pur­
pose putting on another of about 1,000 
tons, after they get her off!

Quick Despatch.—Tiro hundred and 
eighty tons of ballast were discharged 
from the bark Colorado, at the Ballast 
Wharf, by Messrs. A. McDermott & Co., 
in 9 working hours, this week. This is 
the quickest work ever accomplished in 
this city.

The Schooner Susan, Maloney, master, 
from Windsor, N. S., for New York, with 
a cargo of plaster, put into this port 
leaky, yesterday. She has been put on 
Messrs. McLaughlin & Wilson’s blocks, 
Carleton, where she will undergo slight 
repairs, to enable her, if possible, to pro­
ceed to sea to-morrow evening. On her 
arrival at New York shewi 1 be thorough 
ly caulked, as it can be done much cheap­
er there than here.

The schooner Bloomer, hence for Port­
land, was towed back to this port,water­
logged,yesterday,andlles at Rodneywharf, 
Carleton. Her cargo will probably have 
to be discharged to enable the Portward- 
ens to examine her. This has been ra­
ther an unlucky cargo, being the second 
time it has returned to port in a water­
logged vessel. Will It ever reach its des­
tination?

She JPailg Irihmie. Dedicatory Services Y. M. 0. A. Balding— 
Speeches, Singing and Prayer —The 
Collection.

The Y. M. C. A.’s building was last 
night set apart for Christian work, with 
appropriate exercises. The building it­
self presented an attractive appearance 
from the outside, being all lighted up, 
and many stopped on the street to ad­
mire the fine architectural proportions of 
the structure, Which is, without doubt, a 
monument to the ability and taste of Mr. 
Matthew Stead. The large hall of the 
building was, shortly after eight o’clock, 
entirely filled, and nearly as many as 
were present were obliged to go away. 
Those who were present in the hall en­
joyed the exercises; though they were not 
much superior to the ordinary meetings 
of the Association. Bnt owing to the 
fact of its being a special occasion a 
large audience collected. At almost 
every meeting of the Association the en­
tertainment to nearly equal to that of last 
night: Especially is this the case with 
the Sunday evening meetings, when the 
exercises of an entirely religious order 
are very impressive and calculated to do 
a large amount of good.

The chair was taken last evening about 
8 o’clock, by T. W. Daniel, Esq., who, in 
a short speech, explained the reason of 
their meeting to dedicate this handsome 
building to the rational and religious cul­
ture of young men. He hoped that the 
title “Christian" would stand ont promi­
nently in all their works. He concluded 
by asking all to join in the hymn,

“All hail the power of Jeeus’ name.”
A portion of scripture was read, and 

the Rev. George Armstrong offered the 
dedicatory prayer. The chairman of the 
Association, William Welch, Esq., then 
read a paper, detailing felly the history 
of the Association in St. John. He re­
ferred to the various work of the Asso­
ciation since its formation, and to the 
friendly relations between the Associa­
tion and the church. The Rev, R. O. 
Morse, Secretary of the International 
Committee of the Y. M. C. A., went 
felly into the history of tKese associa­
tions since their formation in London 
and the erection of the first building in 
1854.

The Rev. Mr. Gaetz delivered a very 
forcible and eloquent address, to which 
the audience listened with the greatest 
attention. It was, certainly, the speech 
of the evening, as far as eloquence and 
expression were concerned. Dr. Bots- 
ford was the next speaker, taking the 
place of the Rev. Mr. Hill, who had been 
called away. He asked the ladles to 
ljok after the subscription papers placed 
on the seats, and see that their husbands 
filled them up for the benefit of the As­
sociation building fend. The Rev. 
Messrs. Lathem and Cameron also de­
livered appropriate addresses, after 
which John Boyd, Esq., was called for 
and spoke in a most pleasing style. The 
meeting then closed with the singing- of 
the doxology. The collection amounted 
to $201.75.

Prof. Masters’ services at the organ, 
and the fine singing of the Music Union 
will be remembered by all present. The 
singing of appropriate hymns after each 
address was a very pleasing feature of 
the services, and the tunes sung were 
such as til singers in the audience could 
join in. The opening of this building 
has been most auspicious, and the wishes 
of ill are for its continued success.

The Union Jack is a new eight-page 
fortnightly paper issued by Thos. Miller, 
Fredericton, and “ devoted to literature, 
romance, news, sporting intelligence and 
amusements, songs, poetry and flm.” The 
first number looks well and has a varied 
and interesting collection of selected - 
matter.

Parliament of Canada—-Last Day.
Ottawa, May 24.

In the House of Commons yesterday 
Sir John A. Macdonald moved the motion 
in reference to the public feneral to be 
given to the late Sir George Cartier. Mr. 
Mackenzie and the leading members of 
the Opposition opposed the motion 
strenuously, but it was finally carried on 
a division, the vote being 40 for and 25 
against it.

On the motion for the third reading of 
the bill granting supplies, Mr. Mac­
kenzie informed the House that during 
th'é recess he would make a tour of the 
comltiry and inform the electors that in 
his opinion the administration of public 
affairs by the Government was such as to 
bring the country into disrepute. Sir 
John Macdonald pointed odt that at the 
close of last session the honorable gentle­
man had appealed to the country, with 
what result waS kndtvn. Not being sat­
isfied with the decision of the new 
House, he wanted to appeal to public 
meetings like Messrs. Odger and Brad- 
liugh, but he had the advantage of these 
gentlemen since they were not in Parlia­
ment. Hob: Mr. Tapper said it would 
give him great pleasure to attend Mr. 
Mackenzie’s meetings. . On this state­
ment being made the Opposition mem­
bers thought It *ould not be consistent 
for a member of the Government to ab­
sent himself from Ottawa.

The supply bill was read a third time 
and passed.

In reply to Mr. Beaty, Sir John Mac­
donald said that the bills referred by the 
Ontario Government to His Excellency 
the Governor General, concerning the in­
corporation of the Eastern and Western 
Orange Lodges of Ontario, had been ex­
amined and found to be within the juris­
diction of the Provincial Legislature. 
They would consequently be returned.

The members of the House were then 
summoned to the Senate Chamber, where 
His Excellency assented to a number of 
bills. He reserved the Martin Dfvorce 
bill, the bill concerning the shipping of 
seamen, and the extradition bill, for the 
specification of Her Majesty’s pleasure.

On returning to the House of Commons 
Sir John Macdonald stated, in reply to 
Mr. Holton, that before they met in 
August the vacancies in the Cabinet 
would be filled.

A lengthy discussion took place con­
cerning appointments to the Senate, at 
the conclnsion of which Sir John Mac­
donald said the meeting in August would 
be simply a pro forma one.

The House then adjourned until the 
13th of August.

;The Sweeney-Costigan-Mackenzie 
Resolution»

An Ontario Grit paper charges that 
the Roman Catholic hierarchy rules 
Canada, citing the passage of the Costi- 
gan resolution as proof. This is rather 
rough on its Protestant Mol, Alexander 
Mackenzie, who led his party to the 
support of Bishop Sweeney’s resolution. 
It is laughable to hear people exclaim 
against Catholic rule and clamor for the 
elevation to office of men who have jnst 
given the policy of the Catholic Bishops 
a majority in Parliament. We fancy 
that there are no newspaper readers in 
Canada without intelligence enough to 
see through discreditable partisan trick­
ery like this. The responsibility of the 
Costigan-Maekenzie resolution rests with 
the Opposition, as a party, and they will 
find to their cost that the burden is 
heavy. The Opposition decided, in sol­
emn conclave, to support Bishop Swee­
ney’s demand, and theirorgans need not 
attempt to relieve them of the odium.

A Breeze on the Mexican Border.
The United States troops lately cross­

ed the Rio Grande in piirsuit of a band 
of marauding Indians and attacked 
them on Mexican territory. This mea­
sure was provoked bv tlio inabi.ityof 
the Mexican oticia's to prevent raids 
into Texas and their failure to punish 
the raiders. The Government at Wash­
ington, or at least the commander of 
the frontier forces, determined not to en­
courage this species of Fenianism any 
more. They could see no virtue in it, 
their vision being sharpened by the fact 
that United Statians,not Canadians,\yere 
the sufferers. Of course this violation 
of their territory will be highly resented 
by the Mexicans : but what can they do 
aboutit? If they go to war for redress 
they will lose a good slice of their terri­
tory. The Washingtongdvetfnment will, 
doubtless, soothe their wounded sense of 
nationality by disclaiming the act, and 
the Mexican authorities will realize that 
they can only prevent the violation of 
their territory by keeping a force on the 
border numerous enough to prevent 
marauding bands seeking refuge there.

The story told by the Paris correspon­

dents of the Gorman papers—namely, 
that the movement for the overthrow of 
Thiers began in Rome and Florence—is 
confirmed by the gratification expressed 
by His Holiness at the elevation of Mac- 
Mahon to th ; Presidency. M. Thicr, 
did very much to conciliate the Vatican, 
and his rule was supposed to be accept- 
sble, but the language used by the Pope, 
as reported in our London telegram, is 
a very strong reflection on the defeated 
President. It admits of no other inter­
pretation, and we may take it for grant­
ed that the whole power of the Church 
was used infbvor of the enemies of 
Thiers in the recent strugg'e.

The crime of which M. Thiers was 
guilty, was his desire to have the Repub­
lic permanently established. Republics 
seem to be extremely unpopular with 
His Holiness. All the influence of the 
Vatican will be given to the-establish­
ment of any kind of monarchical gov­
ernment in France, and the knowledge 
of this will make the most active Repub­
licans all the more determined to resist 
the accession of Legitimist, Orleanist or. 
Bonaparte to a Frencli throne.

MORE MANGLED ATLANTIC VICTIMS RE­

COVERED.
Halifax, N. S., May 27. 

Three bodies, two males and one 
female, were recovered from the Atlantic 
wreck on Wednesday. On Thursday a 
body was seen wedged among the debris 
of the wreck, supposed to be that of Mr. 
Fisher," of Vermont. An effort will be 
made to recover it. The schooner Annie 
Brown, chartered by the New York 
Wrecking Co., to carry a cargo of goods 
from the wreck " was seized by order of 
the Vice Admiralty court at a suit of 
Edward Ryan, James Conlen, and others 
of Prospect, who claim $8000 as compen­
sation for saving life and property at the 
time of the wreck.

The wreckers from the hull of the At­
lantic report that a large quantity of tl:e 
cargo is still in the vessel, and the side of 
the vessel having fallen in on the cargo 
makes its rescue very difficult. - The 
blowing ont of the vessel by powder 
mangled many bodies beyond all recogni­
tion, and the divers say that heads, arms, 
legs and feet are strewn on the bottom in 
all directions.
