SUCCESSFUL SOCIAL
The Ladies Aid of the Methodist

Newcastle, N. B., Oct. 14.—A sad 
accident took place about four thirty 
this morning at Beaver Brook Sta­
tion, when William Robinson, of Har­
court, a brakeman, on number thirty 
nine, north bound freight, was struck 
by south bound Maritime Express, 
and instantly killed. The freight was 
to cross the Maritime there, and Rob­
inson had left his train to go and 
turn the switch when he accidentally 
stepped in front of the fast approach­
ing express to his death.

He was unmarried and about thirty| 
years of age.

A strange feature of the death of 
Brakeman Robinson was that he seem­
ed to have a premonition of the fat­
ality. He called on Dr. C. T. Purdy 
of Moncton and made an appointment 
to be examined within a few days for 
an increase in his life insurance, re­
marking on the uncertainty of life 
and the dangers of his employment.

It was recalled at his boarding 
house that, as he left to go out on his 
train he came back once or tvice for 
things he was forgetting, and remark­
ed that he felt as though something 
was going to happen.

The Coroner’s Inquest.
At the undertaking rooms of Tuttle 

Bros., Moncton, Dr. R. L. Botsford, 
Coroner, held an inquest into the 
death of Brakeman Robinson.

The following jury was empanelled. 
—Charles Bezanson, foreman, J. 
Pierce Delahunt, John Mahoney, Har­
ry Fownes, William Rattray, A. B. 
Caroll, George Cormier.

John Stewart, driver of the Mari­
time Express, was the first Witness 
(sworn). “I work on the Canadian 
Government railway, as driver. We 
were coming to Moncton from Camp- 
belltonon No. 34, train this morning, 
and passing Beaver Brook, noticed a 
train on the siding. When approach­
ing the van, I noticed a man with a 
light walking towards the rear switch. 
He was outside of the main track, and 
from where I could see I did not think 
he would be struck by the engine. 
When passing the switch, or shortly 
after, the fireman stepped across the 
cab, and said.: "We have struck a 
man.” I said: "I don’t think it can be 
so.” He said: "Yes, we have, as I saw 
the light go out.” I immediately stop­
ped the train. Whistled back—a signal 
we have for backing up—and backed

“Coming -down on No. 34 train this 
morning, while passing Beaver Brook, 
I noticed a train standing on the pass­
ing track. Just as we went by this 
train, I felt the brakes go on our 
train. After coming to a stop, the 
engineer whistled ‘back signal.' I 
gave him the signal with my lamp to 
back up. We backed up the south 
switch at Beaver Brook, and stopped. 
I started to go ahead to the engine to 
find out what the trouble was. I met 
Fireman McQuarrie coming back, and 
he informed me that we had struck a 
man. We went to look for him and 
Fireman McQuarrie found him about 
twenty feet down a slight embank­
ment, from the track. We imme­
diately picked up Brakeman Robin- 
son and put him in our baggage car. 
He was dead. He is a railway man. 
He was on No. 39, Conductor Sween­
ey’s train. I was informed that 
Brakeman Robinson was going to turn 
the switch for his train to back out 
of the siding after we had passed. I 
believe Brakeman Robinson did not 
think our train was so handy. We 
used an electric headlight. It can be 
seen a long distance.

Ottawa, Ont., Oct. 20.—Upwards of 
four hundred casualties among the 
Canadian troops at the front, have 
been reported to Ottawa since the big 
offensive movement was initiated. 
The lists are steadily growing but 
there is no indication of the Canadians 
having been in any serious engage- 
ments, the casualties instead have 
been sustained not in terrific hand-to- 
hand fighting, like that of St. Julien, 
last spring, but as it were, in the or- 
dinary routine of daily warfare, the 
bursting of enemy shells and continu- 
ous sniping in addition a dozen lives 
have been lost by the Zeppelin night 
raids over the sleeping Canadian camp 
at Otterpool. One more name was add- 
ed to the list by the overnight report.

In Canadian Overseas Forces 
Since the War Began

has given $639,304, or $1.28 per cap­
ita; Hamilton, $120,629, or $1.15 per 
capita, and Ottawa, $273,561, or $2.58 
per capita.
It may be of interest to our readers 

to state that Campbellton's standing 
would be about $1.16 per capita. This 
is much too small in comparison with 
our standard in recruiting and we 
must better it.

The association which is now start­
ing on a campaign to raise $7,600,000 
for the second year of the war, is 
finding that an extra effort will have 
to be made to stimulate contributions 
or otherwise the demand upon the 
fund will deplete it.

The total amount to the credit of 
the fund in the bank at the end of 
September was $2,078,133.

Instructions have been sent out to 
branches of the association, with a 
view to preventing any unnecessary, 
or undeserved payments from the fund 
to applicants. These instructions state 
that families in which the father is 
alive, able-bodied, and under 66 years 
of age, or where there are other males 
over fifteen years of age, capable of 
assuming its support, should receive 
no assistance from the fund.

Families of men on garrison or 
picket duty in Canada, must not here­
after receive assistance from the fund.

Wives of Canadian volunteers, in re­
ceipt of separation allowance and as­
signed pay, should not receive more 
than $5 per month from the fend, and 
in any case families of soldiers at the 
front should not receive more than $30 
per month.

As soon as a widow receives the 
first of her pension checks, and as 
soon as a disabled man accepts the 
pension fixed by the militia depart- 
ment, no further payments can legal­
ly be paid to the family from the fund.

Ottawa, Ont., Oct. 20.—Upwards of 
four hundred casualties among the 
Canadian troops at the front, have 
been reported to Ottawa since the big 
offensive movement was initiated. 
The lists are steadily growing but 
there is no indication of the Canadians 
having been in any serious engage­
ments, the casualties instead have 
been sustained not in terrific hand-to- 
hand fighting, like that of St. Julien, 
last spring, but as it were, in the or­
dinary routine of daily warfare, the 
bursting of enemy shells and continu­
ous sniping in addition a dozen lives 
have been lost by the Zeppelin night 
raids over the sleeping Canadian camp 
at Otterpool. One more name was add­
ed to the list by the overnight report. 
The second division looms large in the, 
latter casualties and it is apparent 
that practically all of its battalions 
are getting their baptism of fire, 
which the first division battalions are 
renewing their previous experiences.

The total casualties among the Can­
adians since the war began, is in round 
numbers, eleven thousand, comprising 
3.500 kiled, 6,500 wounded and a thou­
sand missing or prisoners.

The body was later examined by Dr. 

Botsford, coroner, and he decided to 
hold an inquest, beginning this after­
noon at two o’clock.

An official of the Moncton Tram­
ways, Electricity and Gas Company to­
day claimed that the exposed part of 
the live wire at the scene of the acci­
dent was caused by the wearing again­
st it of the steel cable used in hoisting 
material.

The deceased was about thirty-five 
years- of age. A brother, Alexander 
Ivanoff, is also employed on the build­
ing.

Mr. James Reid, contractor, express­
ed deep regret over the accident. In 
all his experience, and he has construc­
ted many buildings this is the first ac­
cident that has occurred among his 
employees.

Halifax, N. S., Oct. 19.—Owing to 
the failure of the Ontario p. tato crop 
this year certain dealers expressed 
the opinion that prices would reach 
two dollars a bag for that commodity 
before spring. Some of the large 
wholesalers along Front Street, how- 
ever, when asked about the market 
situation, for potatoes, stated that 
there was no grounds for such opin- 
ions.

Although the New Brunswick acre- 
age of that crop was decreased this 
season owing to former poor prices 
the market for potatoes has been lim- 
ited. British Columbia, which was 
formerly supplied from that Maritime 
Province, now is amply provided for 
by the west. Thus it will be seen that 
New Brunswick will still have a con- 
siderable surplus for Ontario.

Another important factor to be con- 
sidered is the large crop in Alberta. 
That Province produced a surplus of 
over 200,000 bushels. Potatoes can be 
shipped profitably from there to the 
east. It is stated that several car- 
loads are already on the way. The 
tubers can be bought, shipped in re- 
frigerator cars, and laid down in To- 
ronto for 95 cents a bag. As wholesal- 
ers’ and retailers’ commission amounts 
to about 40 cents it means that should 
potatoes go much beyond the present 
price ($1.20) shipments from the west 
will be made to Ontario in large quan- 
tities.

This is the first time the west has 
been able to export potatoes which is 
owing to the increased production 
particularly in and around the towns 
and cities. The latter fact also ac- 
counts for the low price at which they 
may be bought, for the nearness of 
the crop to the railroad aids in cutt- 
ing down transportation expenses. 
The quality of the potatoes varies. 
Those produced on heavy land will not 
keep, and must all be used locally. As 
a great deal of the soil is light how- 
ever, the bulk of the crop is in excel- 
lent condition for exporting.—Toronto 
Globe.

“The accompanying illustration will 

give readers of the Canada Lumber­
man an idea of the appearance of the 
plant which has been completed at 
Gaspe, P. Q., this year, by the Shep­
ard & Morse Lumber Company, Bos- 
ton. Mass. The construction of a 
sawmill plant in Gaspe was not so 
easy as it would be in most other parts 
of Canada. In the first place, the 
winter in Gaspe is about two months 
longer than in almost any other part 
of Canada. One may gather some 
idea of the length and rigor of the 
winter from the fact that, early in the 
month of May, the Shepard & Morse 
Company were teaming across the 
ice. In fact, it was only a short time 
previous to the first week in May of 
this year that the company teamed 
their last 11-ton boiler across the ice 
from the railroad to the mill.

The plant which the company has 
erected at Gaspe is equipped for saw­
ing deals of any thickness. During 
the present year they have been saw­
ing almost entirely for the English 
market. If, in the future, the com­
pany wish to enter the South Ameri­
can trade, their equipment is such that 
they can easily do so. •

The illustration shows how well the 
company is equipped for water ship­
ment. Their dock is about 600 feet 
long and will accommodate two ocean 
steamers at one time. The steamer 
shown lying at the dock, is the Eagle 
Point, 3307 tons.
