DEATH OF JESSE M. SYMONDS.'

Mr.Jesse M. Symonds, of the ADVERTISER
Buginess office, died at 6:20 Thursday even-
Ing, at his residence 70 Stanley street,
South London.

THE CONFERENGE.

The Christian Endeavor Question May
Be Raised Again,

Committeces at Work - Their Recommen-
dations—A Sugges'ion as te Con-
ference Auditors,

Thursday Afternoon.

Dr. Burns reported on the visit of the
conferencs’s representatives to the Presby-
terian General Assembly at St, Johm,
N. B., last year. The official representa-
tives could not attend, and Dr. Conapman,
Dr. Stewart and Dr. Allison represented
them. The delegates received kind and
cordial treatment at the assembiy’s hands.

John N. Lake, treasurer cf the unicn
church relief fund, reported that the fol-
lowing trusts had been relieved durmg the
past eight years: Arkona, Strathroy, Kin-
cardine, Palmerston, Ll<t’!\vm, Sombra,
Goderich, Wyoming, Chatham, Aylmer,
Walter's Falls, Toronto (Agnes Street),
Kingston (University Street), Belleville,
Prescott, West Cape (in Prince KEd-
ward Island), Emerson and West
Lynn (iu Manitoba), and by order cf the
last General Cerference, the St. Lawrence
Camp Ground Company. These had been
aided at various times to the amount ot
$16,145 88, besides the sum of $17,954 2
p,.ud in interest on annropnatmn& to theﬂe
vuwus truste and on borrowed mouney.

Fight years ago they started with a debt
in the bank of $12,000 and nearly $2,000
of accumulated interest. This note had
been replaced by berrowing from private
parties the sum of $13,426 22, Today only
five trusts besides the St. Lawrence camp
ground were unrelieved in full-—Kingston
(Brick street), $12,000; Toronto (Agnes
street), $5,000; Emc‘m‘on 2,000; Godetich,
$1,300; Bohevzllc, £260; St. Lawrence camp
ground (not yet due), $150; toval $20,650.
An increase of 1 cent a head in
contributions was urged to relieve the
debt more rapidly. Collections in four
years amm‘meu to $17,550 35; paid on in-
terest account £9,141 49; paid on appre-
priation, $7. Expenses of members of
committees during the vear were $74.10.
The report was referred to the committee
on embarrassed trasts.

The decapitated report on conference was
ordered back to the cemmittee, pleiumahly
for interment. Several moticne and
amendments to make five conferences in-
stead of six by the ioining of Niagara and
London, and 2 few minor changes in the
outlines of the other conferences, were sent
along as pall-bearers.

Mr. Lavell, M.D., Kingston, stated that
Uxbridge and Bowmanville districts were
taken from Toronto without their consent,
and that it was resolved by the Bay of
Quinte Conference that if-the proposal cf
the commission did not carry they should
go back to the Toronto Conference. He
moved accordingly.

The report of the Sux:day school and
Epworth League committee then came up,
and with it the proposal to name the
Methodiat Youny Pecple’s Bociety of Ep-

rth League the ‘*Epworth League of
Christian Endeavor.”

Rev. A. C. Courtice led the debate in the
affirmative ““The head of the church,”
said Mr. Com*ticc, ‘‘wants the unity of its
followers, that they may be all in one and
ove in Him. That means spiritual unity
and practical unity as far as it can be
achieved.”

“Far more than, far better than, frater-
nity is affiliation. Fraternity is a senti-
mental thing when you can’t get anything
better. They should get beyond h‘eetmg
and beyond touching the ends of their
fingers. They should put their hearts to-
gether and feel that they had one ex-
perience, and should put their hands
together and feel that they had one work,

and when they got together with one com-
mon experience something would be accom-
plished which would be better than all
the compliments that they could put on a
thousand platforms.

*‘Let us develop a distinctly Canadian
policy,” said Mr, Courtice. In the adoption
of the name Epworth League they became
affiliated with the young pecple’s moociety
on the other side of the line. 1in his judg-
ment it was far better to cultivate affilia-
tion with the Christian Endeavor Societies
of the Baptiste, Presbyterians and Congre-
gationalists of our own country.

Cries of “Hear, hear” and **No, no.”

“*If the fraternity is to exist,” said Mr.
Courtice, *‘let it exist over there, and if
the affiliation is to ¢xist let it exist here.”

Mr. Newton W. Rowell, Toronto,
championed the negative side of the de-
bate, and moved an smendment in effect
that the pame remain as it is at the pres-
ent, “Epworth League,” the local societies
tc have the cption of adding the words *‘of
Christian Eudeavor.” The majority of the
young piople’s societies of the Methodist
Church had declared in faver of it, as the

official title, and he asked tuat the General
Conference should reaffirm the declaration
of the former conference when it gave the
society the official name of the Epwerth
League. The conference had bezen deluged
with Christian Endeavor literature in an
endeavor to secure the vote of the other
side.

Several delegates—*'That’s so0.”
hear.”

Why should this literature have been
thrust upon them? He thought the
Endeavor Society had made a mistake in
the attitude it had assumed to further its
cause.

‘We have not stolen their cbjects and
aims,” said the talented young lawyer, *“for
the first Epworth League in this world
originated in Oxford, anmd a century
and a half ago.” He plC»u"l‘d the attitude
of the Christian Endeavor Society as that
of a child refusing to take the parental
name and also with the Anglican idea of
union. They (Anglicans) wanted unien
with all other bodies, but they mast all
become one of them. When it came to the
?uestion between Methodism and Christian
“ndeavor it was Christian Endeavoer every
time with the Y. P. 8, C. E. Mr,
Courtice had ¢aid **Let us have a
strictly Canadian society.” Mr. Roweil
asked where Christian Endeavor originated
and where its strongho!d was. Was it not
the United-States? Although he did not
think any the less of it for that, yet Mr.
Courtice’s argument failed.

“hpwor:h League 15 good enough for
me,” concluded \1:‘. owell, ‘“Epworth
Leg\que comes Jdown fu us freighted with
sacred agsociaticns from that home of the
Epworth League <f old who strode this
world like Colossus and the sound of
whose voice aweoke the nations. It stands
ever a league offensive and defencive which
John Wesley wished to organize, Let us
stand by the oid paths in this case,
because I believe it to be in the interest of
the Msthodist Church.”

Appiause «f several moments’ duration
tollowed the conclusion of Mr. Rowell’s ad-
dress. It was but a repetition of what
had greeted him as he made point after
point in eloquent manner during the time
he had the floor. Gray-headed ministers
ghouted *‘bravo” and words of encourage-
ment as the youngest member of the con-
ference proceeded, and a couple of hun-
dred visitors hung over the gailery, their
interest being manitested by very fre-
quent applause. Mr. Rowell’s stay in To-
ronto has not interfered in any way with
the powers of debate that distinguished
him during his residence in London.

Dr. Rose, Montreal, produced & telegram
from J. W. Baer, secretary of the United
Scciety of Christian Endeavor, sent in
reply to a query of his. He asked if the
united society wWo uld push literature or in-
terfere in any way with the Epworth
League were the name of Christian En-
deavor to be adopted. The reply emphati-
cally declared that the society wonld not.

‘“We can’t afford,” said Dr. Rose, as
Methodists, to keep out of this church the
broader society. We can’t afford to throw
out this broad resolution and take the
narrow guage resolution.”

Dr. Mills, Guelph, complimented
Rowell on his excellent, brilliant and
powerful epeech. ‘*We cannot afford,” he
concluded, *‘to have our young people lock-
ing to Boston rather than Toronto.”

**We really don’t need the Christian
Endeavor from Boston,” said Rev. J. E.
Lanceley, *‘to pm'nise us that they won’t

They will do that if they are let alone.”
(Applause.)

“*Shail we force them into connection
with this Boston institution ¥’ asked John
T. Mcore, Toronto. Children could not
belong to two parents, Mr. Moore went on
to say, and the delegatee laughed until
they learned that Mr. Moore was Irish.
“There’s a loyalty to Endeavorism
that is above the lovaity te DMethod-
ism,” was Mr. Moore’s next statement.
The very idea quickly brought about the
speaker’s head vehement declamations and
protestations that it was not =o, but the
fall of the gavel found Mr, Moore reiter-
ating that it was.

1. T. Pitcher, Montreal, saw something
of the spirit of the separate school in the
amendment. The time had come for Prot-
estants to declare their oneness of faith and
join together.

Dr. Briggs scored Dr. Rose. “The very
thought,” said he, **that we should get
leave from across the line as to what liter-
ature we should furnish our young people!”
The Christian Endeavor was pushing its
literature in the Methodist Church as it
was.

**1 will move in amendment,” said Dr.
Sutherland, ‘“that the gociety be known as
the Methodist League of Anglican-Presby-
terian-Baptist-CongregationalChristian Eu-
deavor. I want to show my broad
Catholicism. The trouble was the de-
liberative outcome, he said, of the milk-
and-water policv of four years ago. If
children were going to rule the Methodist
Church they should tarry in Jordan until
their beards had grown.

This practically closed the debate, and
when the question was put Mr, Rowell’s
amendment was carried by a decisive
majority—so decisive, in fact, that it was
not necessary to count the vote. Applause

greeted the result, and Mr. Rowell was |

accorded many congratulations.

Thursday Evening.

Committees in group ‘‘Q” met during
the evening. The most important work
accomplished by the committee on super-
intendency was a recommendation that the
name cf the head of the conference remain
as at present, ‘‘the general superintend-
ent,” instead of **bishep,” The New Con-
nexion and Bible Christian eiement in the
committee vigorously oppcsed any change
that would &ppear to eavor of Roman
Catholiciem. 1t is not unlikely that the
minority portion of the commitiee will re-
new the struggle in conference.

The committee on embarrassed trusts
adopted the report of Rev. J. M. Lake,
Hamilton, treasurer of the union church
relief fund. The committee passed & reso-
{ution of thanks to Mr, Lake, and recom-
mended his reappointment.

The committee on missions rescinded the
work of Wednesday night when it adopted
a motion of Dr. Sutherland respecting the
formation of the general board of missions.
Instead it adopted the following: *‘The
general board shell be composed of the
gefteral superintendent and the officers cf
the Missionary Society (ex-cfficio) and 24
other members—12 ministers and 12 lay-
men—to be appointed as hereinafter pre-
vided for, For the purpoze of reprezentation
on the general board the connexion shall be
divided into four districta as follows:
Easterndistrict—A!lltheterritorycomprised
in the three Maritime conferences. East
central district—The territory west of the
Maritime conferences and east of the line
cf Yonge street, Toronto, and projected
northerly to the uorthern limit of the
work. West central district—The ter-
ritory west of the line of Yonge street and
east of the Manitoba conference. West-
ern district—All the territory comprised
in the Manitoba and British Columbia
conferences, Froem within the districts
as above defined the General Coe-
ference shall elect representatives for
a term of four years, in the following
proportion: From the eastern district four
members; east cemtral district, eight mem-
bers; west central distriet, eight members;
from the western diatrict, four members, )

Group “B” committees met this mommg
at 9 o’clock. The matter of a reduction in
the price of Sunday school periodicals was
referred by the book and publishing commit-
tee to the western section of the book com-
mittee, It wasalso recommended that the
book committee be suthorized to open a
“1ep05110 'y or book room in \\mu!png if
expedient, during the next quadrennium,
Other recommendations were: That one
page of the Guardian be reserved for the
use of the ce 'responding editorar Wi innipeg.
That & graut of eredit of £10,000 be made
to the eastern section cf the book com-
mittee. That the general snperintendent’s
address be printed in supplement form by
the Guardian, Toronto, and the W esloyan,
Halifax. That two pages of the hm\ldxan
be reserved for Epworth League and young
people’s work.

The committee on itinernacy debated for
three hours the composition ot the transfer
committee and then adjourned without
reaching a conclusion.

The committee on superannuation in the
matter of the amount raised by the cir.
cuits for the superannuation fund amended
the report of the commission by provic ling
that instead of its being & claim on the
guarterly boards it should be optional with
the boards to make it part of their appro-
priations or to ralse it by special subscrip-
ticn. A special committee was appointed
to look into the various scales proposed tor
the assessment of ministers’ salaries and
circults,

The conference met in regular session at
2 o’clock, and this evening Dr. Hoss, of
the Southern Methodist Episcopal Church,
will be accorded a public welcome in the
church.

MAY BE RAISED AGAIN.

A leading D. D. today expressed the be-
lief that the question of the Epworth
Lﬂ.l;:ue and Christian Endeavor would
again be raised in the conference before its
Snal adjournment. He eosserts that he is
confident that some arrangement can be
made whereby the C. E. movement and all
the young penplr’s societies can be fully
recognized by the conference and yet kept
under the supervision of the denomination,
It is noteworthy that Rev. Dr. Posts did not
vote on either side on Thursday afternoon.

A NOTABLE ARRIVAL.

The ADVERTISER received a call today
from Mr, John N. Lake, formerly of To-
ronto, but now a resident of Hamilton.
Mr. Lake resided in this city about 25
years ago, and he expresses his surprise at
the growth and beauty he sees on every
hand and the evident signs of Droﬁperny
and stabil ny He iz in attendance on the
General Conference as treasurer of one of
its funds. He is a life-long and *‘old-time
Methodist,” and tells the ADVERTISER that

A suggestion thrown out by Mr. Lake
when reading the repert of the union
church relief fund is regarded by many as
a sensible improvement. It seems all the
conventions of the church handling the
funds of the people have been in the habit
of eppointing their own auditors. This is
not regarded as business-like. No share-
holders cf a joint stock company would
allow the board of directors who laid out
and spent the funds of the company to ap-
point the men who should investigate the
correctness of such expenditure. The
shareholders in the annual meeting
always say who shall be the auditors
of the company’s books. 8o he suggests
that each committee of the General Con-
ference, when they are atriking the stand-
ing committee for the next four years,
shall nominate one or more competent men,
and the General Conference as the repre-
sentative of the Methodist people who sup

| ply the funds of the church shall say who

the books ¢f such committees,
on beha.f of the people who have given the
money.

PRACTICALLY EEGUN.

The Displays at the Western Fair
Nearly in Shape,

Admission Now Charged the FPublic—
splendid Indian Exhibit—Still Pre-
paring in the Main Euilding.

Without the assistance of premiers, cab-
inet ministers, electric buttons or lunch-
eons—without the blare of brass, the throb
of drum or other vomps or vanities the
Western Fair of 1894 was inaugurated this
morning.

At 6 o’eleck the weather was none too
assuring. A Leavy rain during the day
seemed inevitable, but with the arrival of
the thousand and one exhibitors, workmen,
officials and fakirs came a bright warm
sun. The clouds rapidly crept out of sight,
and at 7 o’clock the ticket sellers were
ready to receive 25-cent contributions and
the turn-stile guards were prepared to pass
them through.

The work of preparation hasnot yet been
completed. The noisy carpenter is to be
geen and heard in every direction, erecting
stands, putting up additions—doing every-
thing which can be done with nails, lumber
and a pair of stout arms. But before
another 24 honrs his labors will be well
nigh ended

The erystal palace presents the appear-
ance of a beehive. Every person is hustling
getting exhibits in place. hey are still
coming in in increased volumes, but by
Monday everything will be in apple-pie
order.

The agricultural hall is a scene of beauty
in itself. The choicest samples cf vege-
tables and farm produce are shown this
year from every seotion of the Province,
The Indiane frem Oneida, Delaware, Muncey
and Moraviantown occupy almost the entire
east side of the hall, Their exhibits are
simply surprising, and are well worthy of a
trip to the Fair. The fruit shown by the
tribes is of an excellent variety, and would
convince the most skeptical that
red men are '‘advanced in every branch
of farming. Scattered here and there
are valued collections ef Indian relics,
including tomuhawks, daggers, hunting
knives, flint heads, bows and a&arrows,
medals (on one of which is the head of
Chief Joseph Brant), belts made cf snake
skins and many other interesting things,

The hortienltural hall is about filled up

already and the effect is most pleasing.
The many fine specimens of home flowers
and shrubs, together with many foreign
plants and trees of very rare varieties are
simply fascinating. The hall is a whole
show in itself

In every other hall and department
progress is being made, The carriage shed
is nearly full and contains the output of
the leading factories in Western Ontario,
and the dairy ehed is rapidly filling up.
The Prince Edward Island exhibit has not
yet arrived

The Displays at the Western Fair
Nearly in Shape.

Admission Now Charged the Fublic—
splendid Indian Exhibit—Still Pre-
paring in the Main Euilding.

Without the assistance of premiers, cab-
inet ministers, electric buttons or lunch-
eons—without the blare of brass, the throb
of drum or other pomps or vanities ths
Western Fair of 1894 was inaugurated this
morning.

At 6 o’clock tbe weather was none too
assuring. A hLeavy rain during the day
seemed inevitable, but with the arrival of
the thousand and one exhibitors, workmen,
officials and fakirs came a bright warm
gun. The clouds rapidly crept out of sight,
and at 7 o’clock the ticket sellers were
ready to receive 25-cent contributions and
the turn-stile guards were prepared to pass
them through.

The work of preparation hasnot yet been
completed. The noisy carpenter is to be
seen and heard in every direction, erecting
stands, putting up additions—doing every-
thing which ean be done with nails, lumber
and a pair of stout arms, But before
another 24 honrs his labors will be well
nigh ended

The erystal palace presents the appear-
ance of a beehive. Every person is hustling
getting exhibits in place, They are still
comirg in in increased volumes, but by
Monday everything will be in apple-pie
order.

The agricultural hall is a scene of beauty
in itself. The choicest samples cf vege-
tables and farm produce are shown this
year from every seotion of the Province,
The Indiane frem Oneida, Delaware, Muncay
and Moraviantown occupy almost the entire
east side of the hall, Their exhibits are
simply surprising, and are well worthy of a
trip to the Fair. The fruit shown by tne
tribes is of an excellent variety, and would
convince the most skeptical that
red men are ‘advanced in every branchn
of farming. Scattered here and there
are valued collections ef Indian relics,
including tomshawks, daggers, hunting
knives, flint heads, bows and arrows,
medals (on one of which is the head of
Chief Joseph Brant), belts made cf snake
skins and many other interesting things,

The horticnultural hall is about filled up
already and the effect i= most pleasing.
The many fine specimens of home flowers
and shrubs, together with many foreign
plants and trees of very rare varieties are
simply fascinating. The hall is a whole
show in itself

in every other hall and department
progress is being made, The carriage shed
is nearly full and contains the output of
the leading factories in Western Ontario,
and the dairy shed is rapidly filling up.
The Prince Edward Island exhibit has not
yet arrived.

Tomorrow is school children’s day and
the special attractions commence in front
cf the grand stand. The bicycle races
promise to be fine.

British subjecis residing in Japan. The
message reads:

““With the Japanese fleet before Wei
Hai Wei, Gulf of Pechili, Aug. 12, 1894:

““At 1 o’clock yesterday meorning, Aug.
11, our fleet cousisting of twelve men-of
war and a flotilla of six torpedo boats tovk
advantage of the darkness and crept iuto
the harbor of Wei Hai Wei unknown to the
Chinese. Six torpedo boats were sent out
for the purposc of blowing up the Chinese
warsiips anchored within.

“When midway a British man-of-war
which was anchored there fired salutes for
the Japanese vessels, a very unusual thing
to do under such circumstances. Upon
this all the electrio lights and search lights
at the forts were seen to flash in an instant,
and =oon all the forts were in activity. An

change of shots for over an hour followed.

Seeing that their plan to take the
“hinese by surprise fell through on account
of the salutes from the British, and further
firing being of no avail, the Japanese re-
tired.

“Asgs the torpedo flotiilla was returning a
Chinese torpedo boat discharged a torpedo
against it, but failed to do any damage, and
for its trocuble was instant!y rewarded by

being sunk by a torpedo discharged by one |

of the Japanese boate.

“*The salutes from the British vessel
cannot but be regarded as sigrals to make
the Chinese know c¢f the presence «f the
Japanese, as it is not customary to fire
salutes at dead of night.”

The Herald adds in commenting on the
cbhove: ““Assuming this news to be accurate,

Euglish warship stands badly in need of
explanation. It is an unheard-cf thing %o
fire » naval salute at night.
