No woman 
could have conducted herself with 
greater solicitude!"

That last is a little bewildering, but 
he probably means to infer that her 
demeanor was sweet, lady-like and 
modest, in keeping alike with the deli­
cacy of a sweet woman and the natur­
al dignity of the matron. It must be 
so, for as he proceeds with the touch­
ing narration he quotes her gentle, 
womanly words of encouragement to 
her husband;

Whenever he would look down, there 
was his wife, ready with cheering 
words and comforting advice. "Hit him 
in the ribs,” she would say, "Keep at 
him in the ribs; leave his jaw alone; 
you can never hurt his jaw.”

How exquisite is this fineness of 
touch! She—dear lady—knew what 
sweet counsel would best help her 
lord! "Smash him in the ribs"—poor, 
weak words, mayhap, to the stranger 
ear, but full of knowledge and mean­
ing and heart sympathy to two whose 
souls are knit! The poet laureate of 
the ring, whose tender verse, “For Her 
Dear Sake,” was full of such strong 
prophecy, knew the heart of woman­
kind when he wrote:

Think of wife and children, love, 
Dream of home and bliss enduring; 
Smash him in the neck, and shove 
In the mug he thinks alluring.

If it is true—and who can doubt Mr. 
Sullivan's dictum?—that the presence

q,n atmosphere of tenderness and do- ; 
mestlpity—and cause the men to think 
lovingly of home and wife and child— i 
what new opportunities are unlolded j 
for the brave helpmeets of our noble 
sluggers, and how careful it bents 
these doughty pugilists to be when j 
they go a-choosing wives!

She 
"never let on that she saw how he was | 
bleeding, for she knew that meant 
nothing in the long run, and all the j 
time she told him he was all right and j 
could not be beaten.

Mr. Sullivan knows how it is him­
self. He realizes how Love makes the | 
world go round—very round—as well 
as spurring a failing man to valorous 
deeds at a critical moment! He knows 
because he has been there, and of this 
writes with intensest sentiment:

"When Mitchell was almost too weak 
to run, fighting with line in France, 
his second put his head through the 
ropes and yelled: "Think of your wife, 
Charlie; think of your little babies at 
home crying for bread."

With two such tremendous ideals as 
these—“Bob” and Mrs. Ftzsimmons— 
and with the learned Mr. Sullivan to 
elucidate the fair text, to what heights 
may not the young man and woman­
hood of America aspire?

Mr. Sullivan is about to publish, we 
understand, a valuable handbook, en- j 
titled "The Prize Fight, as. a Factor 
in Education of the Young." No fam­
ily should be without one!

ESSEX ASSIZES.

Close of the Spring Term of the Court 
at Sandwich.

Memphis, Tenn., March 22.—Alarming 
reports are being received in this city 
of breaks in the levees, both north 
a~c*. south °f Memphis. Government 
officials state that the levee broke at 
San Souci, Ark., and a great torrent 
is pouring into the low lands of Ar­
kansas, adding to the misery and suf­
fering already prevalent. Other re­
ports are to the effect that the levee 
has broken between Memphis and. Hel- 
ena, The river is pouring over the 
levee at Nodoc, near Helena, and a 
break is momentarily expected. While 
the river is reported as stationary at 
Memphis by the weather bureau, the 
situation is regarded as the most seri­
ous since the big flood set in. Of the 
eleven railroads entering the city, all 
but two are tied up on account of the 
deluge. The Kansas City. Memphis 
and Birmingham is sending out its 
regular trains eastward, and the Il­
linois Central is reported all clear to 
New Orleans.

The river is again rising at Cin­
cinnati and throughout the Ohio Yal- 
ley. due, no doubt, to heavy rains 
which prevailed throughout the dis­
trict for 48 hours. At Cairo the river 
continues to rise, and this fact is of 
special interest here, as it is well 
known that no cessation of the high 
water can be expected here so long 
as it continues at Cairo. Saturday 
morning the gauge at Cairo indicated 
60.7 feet, which is 10.7 feet above the 
danger line.

At Paducah the rise is 9.3 feet above 
the danger line.

At Helena the height is 4S.3 feet, 
which is 11.3 feet above the danger 
line.

At Greenville the gauge indicated a 
height of 42 feet, which is two feet 
above the danger line. 1

At Vicksburg and points on the low- | 
er Mississippi, the river is rising ! 
steadily. The relief boats continue to 1 
make regular trips over the district, 
both above and below the city, rescu­
ing people and stock, which are 
brought to Memphis, where the refu­
gees and the stock rescued are being 
cared for.

DANGER AT MILWAUKEE.
A dispatch from Milwaukee. Wis., 

Bays: An ice jam at Humboldt, on j 
Milwaukee ltiver, six miles above the 
city, threatened to cause a disastrous I 
flood Saturday afternoon. The jam ! 
was broken with dynamite and the I 
great masses of ice swept down the j 
river carrying with them summer I 
houses, boathouses, and boat landings, 
fences and other property. Last night ! 
it lodged against the piers of North i 
avenue bridge, an iron structure 1,200 
feet long and 60 feet high, and the 
bridge is in imminent danger of being 
carried out. Suburban car service 
south of the city is suspended, owing 
to washouts and inundated tracks. A 
late report says that dams at Fre- ! 
donia and Port Washington, on the 
Milwaukee River, are in danger and 
should they be carried away a flood 
will sweep down to the jam at North 
avenue bridge, increasing the damages 
at that point.

THE GRAND RIVER RAGING.
Paris, Ont., March 22.—The Grand 

River is swollen to many times Its 
usual size by the rains, and, together 
with the ice from farther north, is 
rushing by, carrying with it trees and 
debris of various kinds in a manner 
very threatening to property. Although 
some anxiety is felt in lower lying 
parts of the town, no damage has 
been reported.

Hamilton, Ont., March 22. — The 
heavy rains caused the tracks of the 
Hamilton and Dundas Railway to be
covered with water in the low diatdet

Curran, 
the G. T. R. switchman, who got his 
foot caught in a frog at the :Stuart 
street yard on Tuesday, and was 
crushed by an engine, died in the city 
hospital as a result of his injuries. De­
ceased was 27 years of age. and had 
been married less than a year. He 
was a member of the Thirteenth Regi­
ment.

London, March 21.—Widely divergent 
views are expressed regarding Mr. 
Gladstone’s latest deliverance on the 
Eastern question, in which he pro­
tests against the attitudes of Great 
Britain, Russia, Germany, France, 
Austria and Italy toward Greece, and 
arraigns the Government of Lord Sal­
isbury for the position they have as­
sumed of being practically tails to the 
kites of Russia and Germany. The 
Conservative newspapers, which are 
bound to support Lord Salisbury, point 
out, losing sight of the fact that the 
conditions now and at the tiihe of 
which they refer are very different, 
that Mr. Gladstonè’s Government took 
the initiative in the blockade of 
Greece in 1886, when that kingdom 
claimed a section of Macedonia to bal­
ance the acquisition of Eastern Rou- 
melia by Bulgaria, this coercion on 
the part of the powers ceasing only 
upon the submission of Greece.

The Liberal papers attack the policy 
of the Government more vigorously 
than ever. They point out that cir­
cumstances have changed since 1886, 
and that the Liberal party has chang­
ed with them, and though it at one 
time supported the integrity of the Ot­
toman Empire, recent events show 
mose plainly than ever that the ex­
istence of Moslem rule in Europe is a 
standing threat against peace. They 
recall that last year, when Lord Rose­
bery was leader of the Liberals,- he 
declared that everything that could be 
done ought to be done to put an end 
to the detestable system of govern­
ment prevailing in Turkey.
CHANGE IN THE LIBERAL POLICY

The plain statement made by the 
Earl of Kimberley, in the House of 
Lords, should set at rest all doubts 
concerning the present policy of thé 
Liberal party, and the proof that Mr. 
Gladstone is in full accord with the 
present Liberal leaders. The Earl said, 
in effect, that what he intended 
to convey in his speech was that the 
Liberal party would depart entirely 
from the poliev it had pursued in the 
past in connection with Turkey, and 
would ma-ntain that the existence of 
the Ottoman Empire was a standing 
menace to the peace of Europe.

Another correspondent writing on 
this subject, savs: The pamphlet of 
the Rt. Hon. Win. E. Gladstone, on 
the Cretan question !=■ said by his op­
ponents to have done little good, and 
his ideas are repudiated by some of 
the Liberal newspapers. The Daily 
News, for instance, says: “When we 
turn to the pamphlet for guidance we 
are not so sure it will command uni­
versal agreement. If Mr. Gladstone 
advocates the simple abstention of 
Great Britain we fear that the only 
result will be impotence. Tf he wants 
isolated action it means the imminent 
risk of a great, perhaps a universal 
war.”

CONTRADICTORY RUMORS.
The latest rumors, which serve to 

contradict one another, are that Tur­
key, acting on Russian advice, will 
declare war on Greece; that the 
Greeks will invade Macedonia next 
week rather than submit to the block­
ade; that the Greek fleet will attack 
the 'Turkish squadron; that the Rus­
sian Black Sea fleet will enter the 
Bosphorus to repel the Greek naval 
agsault; that the concert will speedily 
bring King George to terms, and that 
it cannot survive the first feeble at­
tempt to coerce the brave little king­
dom. Amid this bedlam of war rumors 
one curious feature of the situation is 
apparent, namely, that coalitions de­
signed ostensibly for the maintenance 
of peace tend to promote the chances 
of war.

THE "CONCERT.”
The powers are leagued together for 

the coercion of Greece, but if they 
persist in the blockade scheme they 
will compel King George to choose be­
tween abdication and a declaration of 
war against Turkey, and he is not 
likely to take the first alternative. 
Germany has no interest in the East­
ern question, but she is bound by the 
triple alliance to defend Austria 
against a Russian attack in a Euro­
pean war. Italy sympathizes with 
Greece, but is under obligations to 
support Germany and Austria. France, 
under the terms of the dual alliance, 
cannot desert Russia. These five pow­
ers are leagued against Greece, be­
cause, In the event of a European war, 
they would be drawn into it by their 
alliances; yet by bullying the Greeks 
they may be taking measures jvhieh 
will lead directly to a military cam­
paign in Macedonia. The only power 
which is left at liberty for independent 
action is England, for she has no Eu­
ropean alliance; yet she takes an ac­
tive part in the coercion scheme which 
cannot be anything but profoundly 
distasteful to the Government and 
people. The only alternative is the ex­
pedient of England’s quitting the con­
cert and Isolating herself from the 
European council, and it is urged by 
the defenders of the Government that 
the result of such action would be 
the withdrawal of only moderating in­
fluence in continental diplomacy and 
the turning over of the Greeks to the 
tender mercies of military despots. On 
the other hand, the concert scheme of 
coercion is open to the fatal objection 
of being utterly impracticable.
CHANCES OF A EUROPEAN WAR.

The danger of a European war is by 
no means yet averted. The Czar ap­
pears to have thrown over Greece, 
and the just demands of Greece al­
together, and to be willing to allow 
the Turks to use their full military 
strength ir. crushing the comparatively 
feeble army of King George. The 
German Emperor, one of whose 
aims is to weaken the Russo-French 
entente by playing Russia’s game on 
the Balkan Peninsula, has both Incit­
ed and supported the Czar’s policy. The 
Austrian Government, which opposes 
any extension of Greece, in any direc­
tion, and especially towards Mace­
donia, has, though taking no initia­
tive, sided with the Kaiser. Austria 
has powerful reasons for dreading the 
new Serbo-Bulgarian entente, and 
prefers the extremest coercion of 
Greece to risking the war she would 
be forced to undertake if a general 
npbreak among the Balkan national­
ities threatened to demolish her plan

the East, is a decision of the full court 
of the Queen's Bench to the effect that 
the betting ring at race tracks is "a 
place” within the meaning of the anlti- 
gambling law of 1853. Nearly all the 
newspapers in England condemn this 
decision of the Appeal Court, or, 
rather, the law under which it was 
made. It means a death-blow to turf 
betting in England, and as this is one 
of the most sacred institutions in this 
country, the great popular uprising 
of the past few days is by no means 
surprising. It must be admitted that 
the court had no choice in the matter. 
Its decision was pronounced by Sir 
Henry Hawkins, who is one of the 
leading spirits of the Jockey Club, and 
is often described as the sporting 
judge.

The secretary of the Anti-Gambling 
League, the plaintiffs in the case, has 
written to the Pall Mall Gazette that 
the editor, is quite mistaken in sup­
posing that any legal or legislative 
aim of the league has ever been to 
sweep away betting altogether. All 
they ever dreamed of attempting was 
the suppression of betting as a trade, 
to which nine-tenths of the evils of 
betting are traceable. There is little 
doubt that some amendment of the 
act of 1853, which will enable English­
men once more to bet on the Derby 
without running the risk of the loser 
repudiating his losses, will be speedily 
introduced in Parliament.
THE MUNICIPAL OWNERSHIP OF 

STREET CARS.
Another important step in the direc­

tion of municipal ownership has been 
taken in Liverpool, where the corpora­
tion has purchased the horses, vehicles 
and good-will of * 9 United Tramways 
and Omnibus < npany. The price 
paid is £567,375, on a basis of £12 15s 
a share, or about 25 shillings more 
than recent market quotations. The 
municipality will operate the whole 
network of street car lines and omni­
bus routes after August, and endeavor 
to repeat Glasgow's experience in pro­
viding a sinking fund out of the prof­
its for the repayment of the purchase 
fund, and having a good balance to 
turn into the city treasury.
PRINCESS DE CHIMAY AND RIGO.

From Paris comes the following: 
Ex-Princess Chimay, accompanied by 
Rigo, went tonight to the Scaia Music 
Hall to witness, as the Princess later 
told Yvette Guilbert, the skit upon 
their romance. The audience quickly 
recognized Rigo, and ironically ap­
plauded the Tsigane, who blandly rose 
and bowed his acknowledgments. This 
naturally delighted the audience, who 
simply shrieked with enjoyment. When 
the scene in which Rigo and the j 
Princess are burlesqued came on, in 
which the Tsigane ogles from the or- ! 
ehestra on the stage the Princess, and j 
finally clambers over the footlights to 1 
carry away his prize, the audience 
called for the real Rigo to fill the role. : 
By this time the Tsigane had a glim- 1 
mering of the irony of the situation, I 
and refused to go on the stage. The 
audience then passed from joking- to 
anger. Some men stormed Rigo’s box 
and tried to pull him on the stage by 
main force. The police were called in 
by the management, and Rigo and the

THE QUEEN’S INFLUENCE.
This simmering mess of diplomacy 

still gets the name of the “Eur­
opean concert.” If no open rupture 
occurs, any real concert obtained will 
be largely due to one potent personal 
influence, that of the Queen of Eng­
land. The principle that the Queen 
“reigns but does not govern" has never 
prevented her always well informed 
opinion having influence with her Min­
isters, nor hindered her influence being 
used at European courts in moments 
of international peril. At this junc­
ture her Majesty has been, perhaps, 
the strongest factor at work for jus­
tice to Greece and peace for Europe. 
She has kept in direct personal com­
munication with the German Emperor 
and indirectly with the Czar. Her re­
peated interviews with Lord Salisbury 
at Windsor before leaving for Cimiez 
have been followed by a daily ex­
change of dispatches from the Hotel 
Regina, sometimes several telegraphic 
messages being received from the 
English Premier, and referred to in 
the course of a day. These communi­
cations will never form matter for a 
blue book, but their drift is known. 
The Queen used all her really im­
mense influence to keep Europe from 
war, and continues pleading on be­
half of Greece. The German Emperor 
sulks under her advice, while the Czar 
is said to be more cordially respon­
sive.

SOCIALISTIC SUCCESS IN AUS­
TRIA.

The Austrian elections, as they slow­
ly progress, are producing a number 
of queer results. A marked feature is 
the extraordinary triumph of Socialism 
among the peasantry of Austrian-Po- 
land. Nearly half of the seats belong­
ing to this, the poorest order, have 
been carried by men, the principal 
plank of w hose platform is a violent 
opposition to everything that the Pol­
ish landed noble class and their Cleri­
cal allies want. Even the historical 
stronghold of Polish aristocracy, a pre­
lacy like Cracow, has elected a social 
Democrat, to the consternation of all 
Torydom. It looks indeed as if these 
sleepy European 
were going to make a full swing of the j 
pendulum from feudalism across to So- | 
cialism without stopping at the half- ! 
way house of Republicanism, just as 
the French Liberals plunged from Ca­
tholicism to the extreme of atheism, ! 
with no intermediary Protestant com- ! 
promise whatever.

CHAMBERLAIN VS. KRUGER. |
The London Globe leads a chorus of 

alarm in the English press over an 
impending war with the Transvaal. 
Unreasoning clamor of this sort may 
sometimes be traceable to the influ­
ence of the speculative Kaffir ring. At 
the present time it is obviously the 
effect of the action of the Boer Gov- • 
ernment. Early in the current month 
Mr. Chamberlain informed the Pre­
toria Government that certain legisla- j 
tion just approved by the Volksraad, 
affecting British subjects, would be a 
breach of the London convention, and j 
could not be tolerated. President ; 
Kruger "has replied that the London ; 
conference would be interpreted by j 
his Government as giving British sub­
jects in the Transvaal any privi­
leges accorded to other foreigners. 
This was a shrewd answer, but was 
practically an evasion of Mr. Cham­
berlain’s demand. Mr. Chamberlain is 
diplomatically having it out with the 
Transvaal, but, judging from hie pre­
vious experiences with the sturdy, 
old Boer President, the result is still 
a matter of doubt.

GERMANY AND THE UNITED 
STATES TARIFF.

The German press displays special 
interest in the new American tariff. 
All the leading newspapers publish ex­
tracts from it and editorial articles on 
the subject. They breathe a spirit of 
fierce animosity and strong desire for 
reprisals. The Kleines Journal says: 
“If this bill becomes a law, Europe, 
and especially Germany, must feel it 
to be an intentional blow In the face. 
A large part of our exports is thereby 
prohibited, and another part is ren­
dered extremely difficult. Many of our 
industries will be forced to completely 
reorganize their system of production, 
raise the quality of their goods and 
specialize. This will hequire a period 
of experiment and delay. In the mean­
while much of the commerce and in­
dustry will be lost.

THE KAISER IS “QUEER.”
In regard „to the stories of Emperor 

William's insanity, it is stated pri­
vately by men who know him, more or 
less intimately, such as a score_of 
members of the diplomatic corps, c^rt 
officials and others who have accom­
panied him on board the imperial 
yacht Hohenzollern during his summer 
trips, that his Majesty is very nervous 
and irritable, his features twitching 
frequently. He seems to have a ten­
dency eo epilepsy or some similar ner­
vous disorder; but nis behavior, acom- 
ing to these people, has always been 
1 liai of a person mentally sound and 
responsible. They admit that the Em­
peror has certain eccentricities, chiefly 
of inordinate vanity, concerning which 
many queer anecdotes are in circula­
tion.

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A Badly Baked Monarch.
The German Emperor seems to be 

“cracked.” More of his extraordinary 
vagaries are coming to light. The 
pinching of his guests, and the inten­
tional tripping of them with his sword, 
■were but symptoms of his malady. 
They were no worse than his putting 
people into jail because they freely 
criticised his poetry and his musical 
productions. Nor were these eccentri­
cities more marked exempliiication of 
liis lack of «balance than his character­
ization of himself as the War Lord 
of the people of Germany, whom they 
must obey without question in all 
things and at all times. They were, 
he asserted, to have no mind of their 
own. He, the War Lord, must be om­
nipotent!

No man but a fool or a savage would 
In this enlightened age attempt to 
foist down the throats of intelligent 
people such insane absolutism as this. 
The very fact that the Kaiser threw 
away the servi» * Bismarck, in a 
critical time for the empire, prefer­
ring to trust to his own self-sufficiency 
to manage the great nation, was a 
proof .of lack of balance, and of the 
dangers arising from absolute mon­
archy.

The Emperor is ill-baked, and he 
does not seem to have the capacity 
to learn how to behave himself, as 
rulers ought to behave, if they would 
retain the respect and willing support 
of the people. . ____

The Three Years’ Clause.
It is understood that the bill for the 

amendment of the Ontario License Act 
will come before the Legislature for 
consideration this week.

One of the clauses in dispute fixes 
that when a change is made in the 
number of licenses it shall stand for 
three years, as iji the case of the Scott 
Adt. The clause was put in the bill 
because it was believed to be in the 
public interest, and it was understood 
that both temperance people and those 
who do not agree with them took no 
exception to its fairness. The Gov­
ernment has said that it is ready to 
strike out the clause if it is 
strongly objected to. Three years 
soon run away, and it is held by many 
that it is not in the interests of tem­
perance or good neighborhood that a 
community should be kept in a con­
stant state of unrest. To say that 
those who uphold the liquor traffic 
prefer the three years’ limit is beside 
the question. Those self-interested 
men are likely to be more ready to 
fight every year, if that were held 
to be the best course,than are the tem­
perance men, who, to carry their 
views, must have the support of men 
of very moderate opinion on the liquor 
question, or th»y will fail. Advance­
ment must have general public indor­
sation, or it will not succeed.

By the way, the suggestion has been 
made that the people should have some 
latitude in the decison they are asked 
to reach every three years. Some 
such questions as- these might be put 
to the vote: "Do you wish the licenses 
to remain as they are?” “Do you wish 
to have a reduction in the number 
of licenses? If so, how many?”

In New York, they Are making it hot 
for those who fail to respect themselves 
and their neighbors while street car 
riding. T ne manj who persisted in 
spitting on the floor of a street car, 
and abused the conductor when the 
latter told him to desist, has just been 
fined $5 in the Morrisania police court.

Hon. G.E. Foster, speaking at Wake­
field, in Wright county, last week, said j 
that the Manitoba school question was 
dead and buried. The trouble is that j 
the Tuppers, the Carons, and other 
associates of the ex-Finance Minister, 
keep kicking the corpse, in the hope 
of making party capital bv «tiering up 
religious rancor.

The Late Mr. Jackson Sanford.
Many old residents of London have ' 

extended their sympathy to Senator 
Sanford, of Hamilton, on the death of 
his only son, Jackson, which took 
place in Texas last week, and whose 
mortal remains were committed to the 
earth in Hamilton cemetery on Sat- j 
ui day afternoon, in the presence of a 
vast crowd of sorrowing friends. Sen­
ator Sanford spent the early days of 
his young manhdod in business in this 
city, and his family have always had 
warm friends here. The deceased wid­
ened the circle by the associations 
which he formed at college, where he 
took a prominent position. When he 
completed his education, Mr. Sanford 
was admitted a member of the ex­
tensive manufacturing and mercantile 
firm of which his father is the hon­
ored head. He was happily married 
to his second cousin, the daughter of 
Col. Sanford, of Knoxville, Tennessee, 
and he at once took a prominent part 
In the social life of his native city. 
In due course, the great business of 
which Senator Sanford is the head, 
Would have been under his control, 
and the prospects of a long, useful and 
brilliant career were before him. Some 
time ago, however, he was seized with 
illness, which developed into con­
sumption. A change of scene was 
deemed imperative. Accompanied by 
hie wife, child and mother, he journey­
ed to Southern Texas, where the mild­
er climate seemed to revive his 
Strength. But It was only for a time, 
and in the heyday of his career he 
waa cut off. A kinder, more genial, 
sunshiny nature than that possessed 
by Jackson Sanford it has not been 
the lot of the present writer to know. 
By his death. Hamilton loses a most 
estimable citizen, who was destined 
te make his mark in the public life 
of tbs Dominion,

Canada’s Titled Army.
"The Canadian Parliamentary Com­

panion, 1897,” a most timely volume of 
information for the people of Canada, 
has been issued by J. Durie & Son, 
Ottawa. The work, as was previous 
editions, is edited by Mr. J. A. Gem- 
mill, barrister-at-law, and being 
brought up to date it will doubtless be 
much sought after. Since the last is­
sue of the work in 1891, the country 
has had six different Prime Ministers 
—Sir John A. Macdonald, Sir John J.

- ■ A BOOM TOWN’S FATE. - 
Monetary Times.

The ups and downs of a “boom” 
town are illustrated by Toronto Junc­
tion. which has pretty well run the 
gamut of inflation and depression. 
Prices of real estate there half a dozen 
or more years ago were next door to 
fabulous; factories were built and so 
were shops, and the future appeared 
golden. So the municipality confidently 
rati up a debt of nearly a million; the 
amount is now we believe $957,000. But 
the reaction hai come, and this debt is 
a dreadful strain upon the property- 
holders. A sum of $42.759 overdue in­
terest Is being called for by the bond­
holders, and the money is nut in treas-

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m-y to meet the demand.Here is warn-
in g. if further warning were needed, 
to beware of booms and land specula­
tions.

MAN IN THE ICE AGE.
Ten thousand years ago the period 

known as the ice age was upon Am­
erica and the world. Vast glaciers de­
scended from the Arctic regions and 
flowed southward. There are traces of 
these over all the northern states and 
Canada, in the shape of the boulders 
of more or less size that the great 
glaciers carried southward and ground 
and polished and dropped on their 
Journey.

It has been long known that animals 
lived in the Ice age—at least, through 
a part of it. Woolly elephants’ re­
mains have been found imbedded in 
the ice of Biberia. Now, however, 
Prof. E. W. Claypole, of Akron, O., 
promulgates the theory and belief 
that man himself existed in the ice 
age—at least, the latter part of it.

He bases his; belief on the fact that 
a man digging a well at New London, 
in Ohio, threw out from the battom of 
it a very peculiar stone axe. It was 
nut an implement such as the mound 
builders used, but one made of com­
paratively soft green slate. The curi­
ous relic of prehistoric man was found 
imbedded in a h eavy blue clav. Above 
the blue clay was a layer a foot thick 
of coarse gravel. Above the gravel 
was sand, then came several feet of 
rough, slaty material, and above this 
and toward the surface of the ground 
eight feet of clay, yellow and blue, 
mixed. The blue clay in which the axe 
was found the professor considers to 
be the original soil or ground upon 
which the axe lay when the glaciers 
flowed down and covered the earth 
with layer af ter layer of material- 
gravel, sand, clay and loose stones. 
These settled une after another upon 
the axe and co vered it to a depth of 
22 feet. There it lay undisturbed till 
the well-digger brought it to light. 
The man who ua ed that stone axe liv­
ed, therefore, 10,COO years ago.

FOOD SHOW FOR LONDON

The Womens Council May Try to 
Arrange One-A Great Exhibition 

in Hamilton.

The following is an extract from a 
letter from Hamilton to the London 
Local Council of Women:

“Could you not co-operate with us 
in promoting the success of this effort 
to afford a clearer understanding of 
the food question and household eco­
nomics amongst women? It would re­
pay your member to avail themselves 
of the railroad facilities, and come to 
Hamilton for one or more days of the 
Pure Food Show. If the grocers of 
London, and some of the women of 
your affilia’ted societies could be per­
suaded, you might, in conjunction 
with the municipal authoriteis of your 
city, have one in London similar to 
it. The grocers here have taken this 
means to demonstrate their practical 
sympathy \viih our efforts to introduce 
the question of domestic science into 
our public schools.”

The retail grocers of Hamilton and 
the ladies of the School of Domestic 
Science there are arranging for a pure 
food show in the Hamilton Drill Hall, 
from April 5 to April 10. It promises 
to be a unique and instructive affair. 
Mrs. S. T. Rorer, the most talented 
and noted lecturer on dietetics in Am­
erica, who was chosen for this work 
at the World’s Fair, will lecture every 
afternoon during the exhibition. Every 
manufacturer of food products prom­
inent in Canada is expected to exhibit 
his goods, and the students of the 
Ontario Agricultural College will at­
tend in a body. Excursion trains will 
be run to the city.

The food show will stimulate the de­
mand for the best foods. After the To­
peka, Kansas, exhibition, many lines 
of goods at the groceries received in­
creased sales, and many new lines 
were introduced.

The idea has taken so well in Ham­
ilton that the local Women’s Council 
have been urged to get up a pure food 
show for London. If the Retail Gro­
cers’ Association would join in, this 
might be done, and the services of 
Mrs. Rorer secured.

TORONTO STARTLED
By the Suicide of a Well K nown Resi­

dent and Business Mar

Toronto, March 22.—Shortly after 5 
o’clock a pistol shot startled the peo­
ple in Morgan’s restaurant, and a few 
minutes later, lying over a chair, was 
found the body of Chas. 13. Holmes, 
the well known transportation man. 
The body was found in a private read­
ing room upstairs. A bullet hole over 
his left ear and a pool of blood on 
the carpet beside the chair showed how 
the end had come, and the instrument 
of death laid not far away on the 
floor, in the shape of a 32-caliber re­
volver, one chamber of which was 
empty.

Deceased had been accustomed 
to resort to this room every 
day after lunch time, to read the 
papers, and about an hour before the 
shooting he was seen to pass through 
the bar-room on his way upstairs. 
This was the last seen of him alive, 
as far as is known.

The dead man was well known 
about town, being agent for the Mer­
chants’ Dispatch Transportation Co., 
at 40 Yonge street, and resided at 37 
D’Arcy street. He was about 44 years 
of age, of medium height, good phy­
sique, and handsome countenance. He 
came originally from St. Catharines, 
Ont., and his widow is a daughter of 
Charles Cameron, steamboat owner, of 
Collingwood, Ont.

All the incidents of the case point 
to suicide, though there is a remote 
possibility of a murder theory yet 
developing. Deceased moved in good 
society in Toronto, and was very 
popular. The dead man leaves a wife 
and two little girls?

Disastrous fire
Wrecks the Gleason Building at 

Lawrence, Mass.

The Inmates Narrowly Escape With 
Their Lives.

Lawrence, Mass., March 22.—The 
worst fire this city has known in six 
years completely gutted the Gleason 
Building, one of the best business 
blocks in Lawrence, early this morn­
ing, and resulted in the injury of 
eight persons and the loss of property 
valued at least at $100,000.

Those on the upper floor were un­
able to get down by the stairs, and 
several were only deterred from jump­
ing by the warning cries of those be­
low. Mr. and Mrs. John Bowering, 
who lived on the fifth floor, appeared 
at the window of the rear and pre­
pared to jump. Capt. Murphy and 
Policemen Chard, Donovan and Wad­
ing held a coat for them, and their 
fall was broken, but both were seri­
ously injured. Miss McKenzie, a mil­
liner, whose rooms were on the third 
flat, jumped to the1 roof of Walsh’s 
Hotel, adjoining the Gleason building, 
and escaped with serious injuries*

The Gleason Building was owned by 
the Gleason heirs, of Methuen, Mass., 
and was fully insured. After the fire 
was under control the report spread 
through the crowd that there were 
three bodies in the ruins of the Gleas­
on Building. A careful search was 
begun. The police believe, however, 
that all the occupants of the block 
escaped.

Berlin, March 22.—The ceremonies at­
tending the celebration of the centen­
ary of the birth of Emperor William. 
I., grandfather of the present Emperor, 
which began yesterday, and ends. on 
Tuesday next, were continued today, 
commencing with an early visit of the 
Emperor and Empress to the mauso­
leum of William I. Thousands of peo­
ple lined the Feststrasse, which was 
brilliantly decorated from the castle 
to the Branderberg gate.

Their Majesties, who received an ova­
tion all along the route, spent a quar­
ter of an hour in silent prayer at the 
tomb and returned to Berlin soon after 
9 o’clock.

At 9 o’clock the troops, decorated 
with the new memorial medal, and de­
tachments of sailors, took up the posi­
tions assigned to them on Unter Den 
Linden, and at about 10:20 a.m. the 
Emperor, in the uniform of the Garde 
Du Corps, arrived and was welcomed 
with enthusiastic hurrahs, “Hochs,” 
and the waving of handkerchiefs. The 
two eldest Princes had previously 
joined the body guard company of the 
First Regiment of Guards.

After riding in front of the troops, 
his Majesty halted before his late 
grandfather’s palace, and ordered the 
flags and standards stored therein 
(which had been decorated with 
branches of laurels) to he brought out. 
The Emperor then rode at the head 

! of the colors and led the troops to 
Festival Square.

T. B. Williams tells in the Journal 
of Botany about bumblebees which be­
come intoxicated by sucking the honey 
formed in the flowers of various com- 
positae and dipsocaetae. He says;

“When the stage of Intoxication is 
reached it is indicated by rolling on 
the back, striking the legs wildly in 
the air, and general helplessness. The 
bees on which experiments were made 
rapidly recovered from the effects, 
but are usually eager to repeat the de­
bauch. One individual was an excep­
tion. It was shut up in a vaculum 
with copious supplies of centaurea 
scabiosa, and the next morning it 
manifested remorse and disgust, rais­
ing its head and forelegs as high as it 
could above the plants and hurrying 
away as soon as released. The most 
dissolute of the bées are the workers 
of the nests, bombus lapidarius, which, 
deprived as they are of certain cor- 

I poreal pleasure, find solace in the in­
toxicants.

“Thqre are other animals which are 
fond of intoxicants, notably the robin 
which gorges itself with china berries 
while in the Southern States every 
winter. The china berry has a large 
stone about which there is a thin 
paste. This paste contains alcohol, 
and a pouchful of the berries, which 
hang in big clusters on the tree till 
the birds pluck them, or till spring 
comes, insures a robin a glorious drunk 
which ends in stupefaction, and the 
spree ends in death, often, for foxes 
and other pre datory animals, including 
darkeys with lialf-bushel sacks, search 
under the china trees and get many 
a meal and potpie.

“The robins are affected differently 
by the berries. Some of the birds eat 
the berries till they tumble head over 
wing to the ground. Others get light­
ing mad and attack their comrades. 
Still others flap their wings and go 
along the branches, slipping and fall­
ing, but screaming in jerky voices and 
buffeting comrades in the most joyful 
manner. One darky sometimes gets 
three or four dozen of the birds in a 
day, and the birds flavored by the 
berries are mighty fine eating.”

They are much better than the 
ordinary kind. .

Train Your Children to Kiss in the 
Right Way.

Medical Press and Circular.
Kisses may be conveniently divided 

into two classes, those which belong to 
and are intimately associated with the 
wai mer passions of the heart and those 
which are purely conventional, in 
view of the exacting demands of mod­
ern sanitary principles, in neither case 
is the habit desiraole or even permis­
sible. Nevertheless, it is only waste of 
labor for medical mentors to protest 
against the habit, so far as the first 
"order” of kisses is concerned. Mi­

crobes, however pathogenic, will be 
ignored under these circumstances, 
and such will be the case until time 
is no more.

With respect, however, to the second 
variety of kisses, the matter is differ­
ent. For the most part the habit is 
practiced upon children, both girls and 
boys. Among themseiws, too, kissing 
to a large extent prevails. But the 
facility with which diphtheria, measles, 
w hooping cough, and scarlet fever are 
transmitted in early life renders the 
habit one which common sense will 
show to be open to grave,, objections. 
However essential conventional kisses 
may be regarded as a means of dem­
onstrating friendship and politeness, 
parents should nevertheless, we think, 
consider in this matter the welfare of 
their children first. Our condemnation 
of kisses may, for practical purposes, 
be restricted to the objectionable but 
common practice of kissing on the 
mouth. Among grown-up people it is 
unibecoming, to say the least, while 
toward and between children the prac­
tice is open to the gravest suspicion.

Children can be trained with the 
greatest ease to offer cheek or fore­
head for the proffered caress, and to 

j elude the attempt to contaminate the 
lips. The incubation period of all the 
diseases mentioned may or may not be 
infective in the ordinary acceptation 
of the term. Upon this matter our 
knowledge, so far, is by no means cer­
tain, while, on the other hand, recent 
investigations would seem to indicate 
that the infection of zymotic diseases 
in patients is of very much longer 

j duration than used formerly to be sup­
posed, enduring, indeed, long after con­
valescence has been established.

The able and venerable general su­
perintendent of the Methodist Church 
of Canada, Rev. Dr. Carman, preached 
to large congregations morning and 
evening yesterday at the Hamilton 
Road Methodist Church, on the occa­
sion of %ie special services for clearing 
off the church deibt.

At the morning service Dr. Carman 
based his remarks upon Luke, xvi., 2: 
“Give an account of thy stewardship, 
for thou mayst be no longer steward.” 
Every man, he said, was a steward, 
and must give an account of his stew­
ardship. The account would have to 
be given primarily of those duties 
which were conferred to our especial 
care, and not the business of our j 
neighbors. But the stewardship of the 
individual included the care of the 
weak and helpless. It also included 
the preservation of such institutions 
in the state as were particularly valu­
able, os for example an excellent pub» 
lie school system, which must be pro­
tected against the encroachments of 
ecclesiastics and politicians.

Continuing, Dr. Carman condemned, 
in the strongest language what he 
termed the brutal exhibition of the 
past week. Two men, Corbett and 
Fitzsimmons, stood up and pounded 
each other like beasts, and many 
people had gone crazy over it. For his 
part he thanked God that such a vile 
practice could not be carried on In 
Canada.

A special effort Is being made to 
clear off the debt of $850 which still 
remains on the Hamilton Road Church. 
To this end private subscriptions will 
be received until Oct. 10, by which 
time it is hoped that the last dollar 
will he paid.
