URN BURIAL IN ABBEY
New York, Nov. 28.—The American 

Tuberculosis Exhibition was formally 
opened last night at the American 
Museum of Natural History. Mayor 
McClellan was expected to preside at 
the exercise, but was unable to be 
present.

The exhibition is under the auspices 
of the National Association for the 
study and prevention of tuberculosis 
and also the committee on the pre­
vention of tuberculosis of the Charity 
Organization Society. The idea of the 
exhibition la to show the methods 
that are being adopted throughout 
this country and Europe to prevent 
and cure consumption—a preventable 
disease that is said to be killing 10,000 
persons a year in New York city.

President Morris K. Jesup, of the 
museum, has set apart the ground 
floor on the west wing for the display 
of the models which the committee 
has in charge. This display is to con­
tinue up to Dec. 9. A large num­
ber of persons went to the museum 
last night and viewed the different 
specimens which had been sent from 
different states and also from Can­
ada.

Toronto, Canada, had on exhibition 
the model of a tuberculosis sanator­
ium. Scattered about the room were 
models of sanatoriums which are now 
used in the different states, as far west 
as Colorado. Chicago sent on models 
of her hospital buildings for treatment 
of the disease. Pennsylvania also had 
a fine exhibition, and New York State 
had a large model of the tuberculosis 
sanatorium at Raybrook, in Franklin 
county, which has been in operation 
two years.
