TRADE WITH AUSTRALIA

FROM A BRITISH t'D11 MBIV BPOINT OF VitV
(Written {oy The Convmerial )

The Canadian- Australian trade has reached
tho interesting nge, in its infancy, it 1s a
vigorous youngster, but 1f its development 15
not aided by somo sort of policy for the free
oschango of natural products butweon *he
two British dependencics, it may never arrivo
at full maturity, or overtaken liy roverses
barely exist as a pampered offspring of Cana-
dian enterprise.

Schemes to stinulate trade between Canada
and Australia have been frequently mooted,
hat it is with the practical results of the
trade as it exists that this article has to deal.
As it i3 a question of the gravest importance
and the widest interest, it would be safer not
to trust entirely to the judgment of any one,
b1t prosent a composite opinion, as it were,
of & score of authorities, divcetly or indirectly
interested in developing trade between the
swocountries. P'o thisend many trans-Pacific
export.rs and importers were interviewed.
All agrea un one puint that the high duties
are an almest insurmountable obstacle to the
healthy expansion of the trade. 'To the pre-
sent time the balanco of trade has been with
Cangda. Vo scom to have more readily
conformed to the demands of the Australian
consumers, than Australian exporters have
with ours, Whether it is that wo are more
fastidious or have more markets to chooso
from, is hard to say. It isthecasethat maay
trial importations from Australia have
proved partial failures, while almost every-
thing sent from Canada has met with ready
sale.

In spite of duty and freight rates, compara-
tively large shipments of machinery manu-
factured in Canada have gone to the land
of the kangaroo, and by almost every steamer
prominent Canadian manufacturers are
amung the passengers, travelling w Austradia
to introduce our famous goods in the trans-
Pacific maviet. A number of cars of agri-
cultural implements have also been shipped
from Oatario, and sold in the Australian
markets. It seoms probable that this branch
of our trade will become impurtant and be a
question of interest to all Canadian manufac-
turers. Parhaps the best feature of tho trado
at tho present time from a British Columbia
standpoint is the rapidly growing demand
for our salmon in Australia; it is only a
question of educating the taste of the Antipo-
Jdeans beforo vur shipments of salmon will
trobleand quadruple present exports,  British
Columbia is the only supply markes for salmon
{or Australia. Thisbranch of trade, however,
will never reach the enurmousdiunensions pro-
phesied until the commedity is admitted free.

Among other articles of export "o boxes in

shooks, ready to put together, for packing,

fruit, these are sent to Honolulu as well as

Australia. In 189} shipments of this hox
wood from Vancouver, B. C,, in the aggregate
amounted to quito = respectable industry in
itself.  Australian firms who handle these
shooks claim they come too high but they
continue to order them  Pickets, laths and
Inmber are also guing furvard i samplo lots
by each steamer  This branch of the rralde
howevar has nnt reached any dinensions
yet.

It is interesting ta uote that whilo a consid-
erablo fleot of vessols are carrying lumber
from Westminster to the Sound and San
Francisco, there are ton cargaes of Tuwter to
go forward from Puget Sound to Australia to
une going furward f-om this province to Aus-
tralia. There are several reasons given for
this  The United Stats vessels are owned by
the shippers and are built especially for the
trade, which reduces the carrying charges
velow what can bequoted in British Columbia
Another reason is that the United States firms
have live agents throughout Australia con-
tinually canvassing the buyers and checking
posstble competition. It is very certain that
lumber cannot be produced any cheaper than
in this province aud the Puget Sound article
is notoriously known to be inferior to that
shipped from British Columbia.

Large shipments of grain, flour and feed go
forward {rom Puget Sound via the Canadian-
Australian line to Honolulu, But these
commedities cannot be shipped dirvectly from
hera to Honolulu with profit owing to the
preferential trade relations existing between
Hawaii and the United States as against
Canada. As a d4° crsion of trade, however,
the shipment of the “Inited States article is
of great assistance te the Australian line and
of indirect benefit to Canada. On nearly
every trip the Canadian-Australian steamers
take as much flour, feed and grain to Hono
lalu as can be conveniently handled,

Australians are large hop bayers and an
experimental shipment of B. C. hops me
with great favor among the Australian pur-
chasers and brought & fair price. It is pos-
sible that this province may develop a large
trade with Australia in hops for we grow as
good an article in this lino as anv eonntry fu
the world; but our export hop trade isin its
incipient stago and can only be spoken of
problema.ically.

Last y car there was a dirth of potatoes and
oninns in Australia and consignments shipped
from hero wore eagerly bought up, but these
shipments would only be profitable in bad
seasons. Large consignments of paper are
also boing sent to Australia by the Canadian
route from the Everett, Washington, mills.
The business of the Everett mill with Aus-
tralia is constantly increasing. In this con-
nection it is expected that at some futuredate
the Alberni, B. C. mills will be able to give
satisfactory quotations to Australian buyers
for good quality paper. In fact, it is under-
stood that the company areat present fignring
on exporting large lots of paper across the
Pacific. 'Theso lines comprise our chief ex-
ports. In roturn wo get large consignmnents
of tropical fruits ffom Honolulu, which pre-
vious to the inauguration of the present

Canadian-Australian line came by way of
San Francisco. Besides this, heavy shipments
of woul and other articles of merchaudise,
previvusly shipped via San Francisco, now
como by the Canadian routo and are shipped
over the Canadian railroad to Biston, New
York and other Unite. States points, This
very cousidorable diversion of trade from the
States 13 to the present time the most 1mpor-
tant featuro of the trado this way. For
articles shipped divectly to British Columbia
there will not bo a great demand until the
population increases very much, and hoavy
freight charges for lung hauls excludo thom
from eastern Canada and the States. A bet-
ter idea can he giined by distinetly mention-
ing seme of the articles fmworted and their
fa*o in tho British Columbia markets. Aus-
tralian canned meats have been an entire
success in British Columbia and what is more
gratifying they have shut out the United
States articlo which previously entirely
supplied the market. The Australian meats
are not put up so neatly as those imported
from the States, but are equally good in
quality and can be sold more cheaply to the
comsumer, Another advantage ix, the prices
are uniform the year around, On the other
hand, Australian butter has not beon a suc-
cess. It comes in boxes for immediate uso and
ciunot Lo kept any length of time.  Some of
tho consignments have been good, others of
indifferent quality; about a carload altogether
has been shipped.

Manitoba is the natural supply of British
Columbia for dairy produce and itisdoubtful
if Australia will ever be able to compote in
quality or price with the Winnipeg shippers.
Even if the high duty were removed from the
Australian butter it would be an even race
and all things being equal buyers would pre-
fer dealing with Winnipeg. In Mareb,
April and May, however, when Manitoba
butter is not shipped to British Columbise, the
best Australian butter reaches this market
and if it can be bought at the right priceis a
great Loon to this province.

Tho price of Australian butter is regulated
by what it will bring in the London market.
Tf it bring 18 conts in Lundon the British Col-
umbia buyer must add two cents for freight
and four cents for duty to arrive at what
it will cost him to lay it down in Vancouver.
Butter is not always as low as 18 cents in the
London market, so that the duty in this in-
stance is a great drawback to the Australian
butter trade in this province. A consign-
ment recently laid down in Vancouver for 24
conts could not be sold for 25 cents because a
better article was procurable in Winnipeg at
the same figure,

It i3 very doubtful if the frozen mutton
trade will prove a success, It was popular at
first, although the local butchers set their
faces against the innovation. Everyone
wanted to try it and there was not enough to
gn around, but the novelty of the thing has
worn off and hard times has compelled tho
ranchersin the Tnited States tu seud theirsheep
and wool at almost anything they will bring.
As a consequence, Australian mutton is not
meoting with such a ready sale, as butchers
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are obliged to dispose of it at a higher price
than the Oregon mutten which is sold almost
exclusively in our markets. The Oregon
sheep come in here alive at 20 per cent duty and
can be sold as mutton at 7 to 7§ cents.
Should we have a bad winter, however, in
America, trans-Pacific mutton may be more
welcome than it is at present, though the
price can never be made suitable unless the
duty is entirely removed. The Camadian
Government oblige those shipping frozen
carcasses to pay duty om the sack that the
mutton is wrapped in, as well as duty on the
frozen mutton itself,

Australian wines have been adjudged of
excellent quality. It is pessible that in bad
seasons Australian grain may be shipped to
America, but at present this looks like a
remote contingency. All Australian fruits
find a good sale as they come at a season of the
year when they cannot be obtained from the
States. Fiji limes though a delicious fruit do
not meet with a ready sale in British
Columbia, Australian pineapples have pre-
viously been picked too green and did not
arrive in prime condition. Since the recent
improvements in the cold storage departments
of the steamers, however, they are brought
over in much better condition and are the
best pineapples that are sold in British Col-
umbia. 'lhe same may be said of Australian
oranges and Tasmania apples, which are
particularly fine and quickly bought up on
arrival, while Australian lemons have been
pronounced a success from the start. Canned
fruits also promise to turn out well, but as
Canada has abundance of canned fruit of her
own it is thought that the sale will not be
large.

The passenger list has iucreased both ways
since the inauguration of the Canadian- Aus-
tralian line, but the passenger travel to
Australia is as yet far in excess of the passen-
ger travel this way.

In recapitulating it ~will be seen that
Canada’s trade with Australia is already
comparatively large and that Canada has
reason to rejoice at the partial success of her
last plucky venture in the extension of her
trade. On the other hand. Austrlia's trade
with Canada is scarcely out of the experi-
mental stage; it is all possibilities. However,
it has been sufficiently demonstrated that
with some wise reciprocity arrangement be-
tween Australia and Canada the present line
of steamers would not be able to accommodate
the trade. This will come to pass, The
signs of the times show that the barriers of
protection are slowly breaking down between
the colonies, In Australasia federation will
follow; then, as surely as the sun shines, Bri-
tain's dependencies on either side of the Pacific
will become commercially united. Another

reat gateway of commerce at the port of
%aneouver will be kept wide open to admit
the constant stream of traffic flowing increas-
ingly between far Australia and our own
Dominion of Canada.

The provincial government will supply
tuberculine for testing the cows in the Win-
nipeg diaries, in order to wipe out cases of
tuberculosis in the herds.

The reports will be carefully sent where
they will do most good, not only to the breed-
ers, but also the members of other organiza-
tions.

Breeders who are mnow members are
respectfully requested to induce others to
become members. Obtain the fees and for-
ward to me and I will issue certificates. Send
me the names and addresses of farmers
interested in cattle, sheep and swine breeding,
and I will send such parties copies of our
report.

Each member of these Associations is ex-
pected to be present at the meetings, and to
come prepared to add to interest of the

sessions. Each member is requested to induce
another person to join one or both ot our
Associations.

The Manitoba Dairymen’s Convention will
be held on February 20th, the day previous
to our Convention, at which interesting
papers will be read, Try and attend both
meetings.

Sitnation in Newfoundland.

There has been very little change in the
commercial atmosphere since last issue.
That quite a number of local firms are gone to
smash 18 a foregone conclusion, but the delay
necessarily entailed in getting exact state-
ments into the condition of these firms, pre-
vents the public from getting at the true
state of affairs. The business people of St.
John’s at present might be divided into three
classes, viz:—Those who have defied theshock
and stand ; those who will come out all right
if not too closely pressed, and those who are
hopelessly wrecked. As far as can be ascer-
tained, the second mentioned class is the
largest, and if they are dealt reasonably with,
the most of them will weather the storm.
Amongst the firms that have assigned are
Messrs. Job Bros. & Co., Baine, Johnston &
Co., A. Goodridge & Sons, and John Steer.
A number of creditors have signed a compro-
mise for Messrs. Job, Goodridge and Steer,
but the controlling vote has not yet signed,
and the feeling prevails that the compromise
will not be accepted. nor the firms allowed to
go on again. This is how the matter stands
at present writing, but there is no knowing
what a day may bring forth.—St. John's
Trade Review.

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THIs BUSINESS SITUATION.

WINNIPEQ, Saturday, Feb. 16,

There has boan some improvomontin whole-
«ale business, nided perhaps by a week of com-
paratively mild weather.  Some orders wero
reccived in various branches of trade which
by their nnture indicated that they were the
advanco orders of spring business, which
from this time forward will graduenily unprove.
Retailors are avoiding the usual custom this
year of stocking up heavily in the spring,and
will buy in smaller lots as often as actual
requirenients domand. This is undoubtedly
s wise policy, especially in a season lilo the
present, when, owing to low prices of farm
produets, tho purchasing power of the farm-

ers may bo_considerably curtailed. Stocks
can always be sorted up in this market to
ood advantage, and it is much more satis-
actory to have to replenish stocks, than to
bo compelled to carry over goods or push them
off at sacrifice prices. There are savoral rail-
way rumors afloat, which, if they materialize,
witl make the summer season much more
lively than it wouldotherwise be, from a busi-
ness point of view, Several building projects
have been announced in the city, to begin as
soon as the weather will permit, and o fair
amount of building may bo done this year.
The last week or ten days has been abad
ono for fires in provincial towns, and some
heavy losses bave beon made. No important
failures have been made this weok, though
there are a number of country firms whose
affairs are in an unsettledstate. The Winni-
peg jobbers have taken steps to provent the
slaughter of any bankrupt stocks that they
may havecontrol of, Some stocks, however,
are controlled by Eastern Caunada jobbers,
and it is therefore not within the power of
Winnipeg jobbers to deal with all bankrupt
estates as they would wish. It is hoped that
Eastern jobbera will follow a similiar policy
w handling any estates here which may fall
into their hands, Bank clearings are a hittle
less than a year ago, for recent weeks.

GROCERIES,—A coutle of cars of canned
goods have been taken hero lately, but there
18 not much demand in any line just now,
‘Tho packers send in very strong reports as to
prices. They claim that all the packers out-
side of the association ha /o cleaned out their
stocks, and that the association holds about
everything vutside of joobers’ hands, Some
brands that were listed at a porcontage off
maximum prices, by the association, have
been advanced to maximum prices, but there
has been no general adiance in maximum
prices, though association reports are bullish.
In sugars there is no further change. A con-
siderable quantity of German granulated
sugar is held here,and is selling fairly well,
especially as it 13 low in prico.” It hasbeen
used for confectionery work here with satis-
factory results. Tho German granulated can
be sold at 43¢ to retailers here, which isabout
aslow ns jobbers can lay down the domestic
article here in large quantities, thus giving
the German sugar a decided advantage in
prices. The German sugar being shipped in
bags, makes a considerable saving in freight,
totheamount of the weight of the barrels,
ahout 20 pounds, Raw sugars are offering
here at 8% to 8§c. Eastern refiners quote
standard granulated at 8ic at the refineries,
and 4}c c.i.f. Winnipeg, and 2§ to 8c for
yellows at the refineries. “Advices on prunes
are strong, stocks abroard being reported

light. At fontreal Barbadoes molasses has
been advanced ¢ to 823e, and Maracarbo
coffeo has been advanced 1¢ to 23¢.

Fisu. ~Tho extremely cold weather in tho
east and south interfered very seriously with
the oyster industry, so much so, that reports
from Baltiirore stated the supply had been
cut off, in somo cases the boats being frozsn
in theice. ’rices were advanced by the oyster
dealers in consequenco.  Local dealers have
nnt changed their prices as the interruption
to sup{)lies will bo ouly temporary. Thero is
a good supply of fresh sea and other fish.

In ono case a city dealer advertises at prices
23¢ higher per cord, offering to deliver tamar-
ac at $1.90, pne at 81, and best poplar at $3
per cord to consumers in the city.

WHEAT—Wheat markets have been mostly
dully and uneventful this week, with only
very moderate changes in prices. The visible
supply of wheat in the Umted States and
Canada cast of the Mountains, for the week
enrled Saturday, February 9, showsa decrease
of 1,034,000 bushels, against a decreaso of
833,000 bushels for the corrcsponding week
Iast year and a decreass of 597,000 bushels
tho corresponding week two years ago.
The total visiblo supply is now 82.332,000

bushals. A yearago it was 79,560.000 bushels.
T'wo Years ago 89,978,000 bushels and threo
years ago, 11.801,000 bashels. Wheat on
ocean passage increased 720,000 bushels,
The Liverpool Corn Trade Noews reports that
the suppbes of breadstuffs in Ewopo in-
creased 5,600,000 bushels dariug January.
indicating that tworchants  abroad
ar L. ¥ing quit> freoly but exports from
this connent are not large, thus showing
that Europ. is buying elsewhere largely.
Exports of wheat—flour included as wheat—
from both coasts of the United States for the
weok ended IFab, 14, amount to onlv 2,572,000
bashels,  This total, while 532,000 larger than
in tho week bofore, is rather below tho weekly
average in provious months. One year ago
tho corresponding total was only 2,005,000
bushels, two yearsagoit was$.080,000 bushels,
and in the second week of Fobruary 1892, it
was 4,012,000 bushels.

Llocal Wheat.—'"I'he situation continues
very dull in Manitoba owingto the very small
quantity of wheat being marketed by farm-
ors. Thelittle coming in at country mar-
kets usually brings 50c per bushel, though as
high as dic has been paid to farmers at some
points. There has been next to nothing
doing in this market, with the idea
for May wheat at about Gd to G6 cents.
Stocks of wheatin store at Fort William
on February 9 were 890,238 buishels and a
year ago thoy were 1,991,918 bushels. Re-
ceipts tor last week at TFort William were
21857 bLushels and  shipments  were 8,901
bushels.

It
is the intontion to begin holding trade sales
about the first of April.  Twoor three small
stocks have already been receivad.  The trade
will certainly appreciate this effort of the job-
bers to mevent the slaughter of bankrupt
stocks.

The annual reportof President Iole, of
tho Jobbers’ Union, will be found in the
special supplementary uuinber of Tho Com-
mercial, issucd this week.

Manitoba Legislatare.

The provincial legislature wis opened on
Thursday at Waanipeg.  Speaker Jackson
having resigued, Finlay Young was elected
speaker. ‘Fhespecch from tho throno referred
to the bountiful harvest of Jast year, the large
exports of live stock from Manitoba, the in-
creased subsidy to tho provincs recently ob-
tained from the Dominion  Govern-
ment, tho freight rates cowmmission, to
the determination of the departinent of

agriculture to introduce a course of in-
struction in agriculture in the public schools.
Tho address dealt with the school question
stating as follows: *'It i3 not the intention of
mygovernment in any way to recedo from
its determination to uphold the presont
public schou) system, which, if left to itsown
oporation. would in all probability soon ba-
como universal throughout the province."

Hardware Teade Notes.

Dlate glass is higher. Tho advauco began
m England. It spread to Bulgium, and now
‘I'oronto has caught the fever. 'Tho advance
in BEngland is said to be considerable. The
cause of the advance there was due to a sear-
city, which in turn was largely due to the
clusing down of ono large concern in that
country. Discounts on the Toronto market,
which were 85 por cent., have been reduced
to 25 per cent.  Retailers are more anxious
to place orders than they were a short time
ago.

Prices on import orders for window glass
are being deeply cut just now on the Toronto
market. At the opoening of the season the
ruling figare was S1.99 for first break in 100
foot boxes. Some of the wholesalers claimed
that this fizure was too low. First one house
and then another began to cut under this
figure, until to-day the ruling prico is 1dc
lower than at the opening of the season,
nawmely 81.75, and sowme orders have coven
been taken below this figure.

Thero was some expectation in Montreal
last week of another advance in the price of
leads and colors. as we noted in our regular
market lotter, the auticipated rise being 25
cents.  Ixpectations have not been veri?xed,
howaver, for at a meeting of makers and im-
porters, it was decided, in view of the condi-
tion of affairs elsewhere, to let prices romain
as they were for the present, viz., SL75 for
standard. It was decided, however, at the
mcoting to advance the price on round lots of
turpentine 1 cent, and the range now is 41 to
43 cents, while 2 reduction of 1 cent on lin-
sced oil was decided upon, making the prico
59 to 60 conts for boiled and 5% to 57 czuts
for vaw. Norwegian cod liver oil has been
advanced to S10 per barrel.—Hardwaro
Merchant.

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Winnipeg Fire Dopartment,.

At a recont meeting of theCity Council
Chief Codo. of the Winnipeg Fire Dopart-
ment, submitted his sixth annual veport, con-
taining rotl of members of the fire brigade,
Jist of apparatus in use, a rvecord of fires,
and their cause. loss and insurance, and other
information with a view of increasing the
ofticiency of tho depirtment. 'The bri-ade
at prasent consists of thirty ofticers and w.en.
The buildings of stations 2 and 3 during the
past year have beon greatly improved by
ceiling and wainscoting. and new floor in
Main hall. which, the report says, makes
thom as good firo stations as will bo found in
any city in the Dominion. The brigado has
answered 206 calls during the year, 111 of
which were fires, and at which cither chemi-
cals or steamers were used.  Tho brigade_had
tolay 60,100 feet of 2% inches and 12,30
feet of of chemical hose; and worked 416
howss in extinguishing the same. They have,
asin the past answeared all calls promptly,
and have for a record that only in one case,
and that when they wero engaged in fighting
another fire, with disabled cugines, did a fire
spread ontside of the building in which it
originated. during the year.  The brigade
has also worked 8 25% hours in improvingand
repairing halls, apparatus and hose. This
{s outside of tho rezular routine duties. 'The
conducs of the moembers has been good during
the vear. Only three cases of breach of disct-
plin have occurred, which were promptly dealt
with by the committee. There have been 5
accidents to mombers of the department dur-
ing the past year. none of which were of &
serious nature. The following is the amount
of insurance, and loss which hasoceured dur-
ing the year, as near as could be ascertained .
Value of buildings, $610,895; insurance on
buildings, 8108,0630: loss on buildings, §59,-
667,38, value of contents., 3342,037; in-
surance on contents. $284,285; 1loss on
contents, $126,510.65; total insuranco $692.-
935 total loss. 2185,178.28, total value of
property at risk, $1,152,952 ; this includes all
the loss by the momorable fire of Nuvembor
16Gth.

The vavious causes of the alarms were:
burning chimneys, 50; boiling tar, 1; child-
ven and matches, 115 cigar buts 6; careless-
ness with lights, 1; coal oil stove, 1. clothes
too near pipes, 85 drill, 9; defective furnace,
7: drying woed, 1; defective safe, 6; drying
kiln, 1; defective chimmey, 2; defective
stove, 1; escaping steam, 1; electric wires,
1 ¢ clectric motor, 1; unknown, 8; false
alarms, 11; fire-crackers, 8, fire from firate,
L hot ashes. 4 ; lighting fire with coaloil, 1,
hme slacking, 1; 7amp explosion, 4; over-
heated <tove pipes, 24; overheated stove, 2,
pipes too near wood, 4, range on floor, 1;
rubbish burning, 8; sparks, 23; spontancous
enmbustion,5; supposed incediary, 2, same
fire, 8, tramps smoking, 1, total 2us.

The department has Beon improved during
tho past year by eoxtending our fire alarm
service, adding sis new boxes, also by con-
structing five new fire tanks, and will be
further Improved by the additien of a new
steam fire engine and an aecrial hook and
ladder truck, which has been ordered and is
erpected every day. The work of the brigade
has been steadily increasing year by year;
the present force is not suflicient for the re-
qatrements of the city. The extre appliances
wliuch have been ordered will mecessitate the
increasing of the brigade by at least six men
and one team of horses.

Tho report furtber described the locations
of the sevonty-two fire alarm boxes and fifty-
four fire tanks, The fire alarm service has
given cntire satisfaction, and in every case
prompt alarins, both by box and by telephono
have been given, which roflects credit on the
manager, ¥, G. Walsh, aud his assistants.
The chief recommended that the wires be

placed on the top arm of the poles, where '

they would be clear of all other wires. ‘The
chief found in tho charter of the waterworks
company that tho company were compatled
to erect and maintain hydrants on cvery
street where they have mains, at 399 feet

apart,
The Morden Fire.

Last week we noted briefly the fire then
barping in Morden, Man. Additional de-
tails roport as follows:

The fire started abyat 8 o'cluck in the
evening in the Wilson block and apread with
rapidity. The chemieal ongine was quickly
got out, but the buildings being all frame
structures the fire spread quickly and it was
soon seen that all the buildings from Han-
sen’s block to the Commercial hotol were
doomed. The brick five wall erected by
Schultz & Hansen on the east side of their
building stood the test well and with willing
workers with water, the Hansen bloek was
saved, The following are the losers:

It is expected the
whole will be rebuilt in the spring.

Tho offices of our three legal firms were
also destroyed. Herchmer and Black saved
all their papers. TLemon lost everything,
alsu J. B, McLaren, except what was in the
safe. The contents in all the safes came
through all right. James Androws, jeweler,
losgs about 8150, and Major Forrest about
$30.

Artificial Butter Ahead.

At the twenty-first annual convention of
the Pennsylvania State Dairymen’s associ-
ation, held recently, premiums were offered
on ore and five pound packages of dairy but-
tor, Editor Palm, of the Meadville Messen-
ger who has been fighting the present oleo-
margarine law, secured the entry, in butter,
of a oncand a five pound package of Chicago
oleo. The former took second premium,
scoring 92.10 points, and the latter third
premium, scoring 9% pointa, one higher than
the best butter in the entira twenty-four en-
tries. The judges were Prof. H. J. Watres,
dairy department of the state college ; A. L.
Wales, a prominent Erie county creamery
man. and John C. McGlintock. a dairyman of
Crawford county. In their report the judges
said thoy had oxercised great care in inspect-
ing the various samples, finding ** all the
samples ranging high, some of thom being a
trifle off in flavor.” Secretary Thomas J.
Edgo, of the state board of agriculture, tele-
graphed to know if tho report was correct and
wasgiven the above facts.

A Crowded Butter Market,

Tho Groeer has interviewed a number of the
leading produce dealers in Toronto with a
view of ascertaining their opinion regarding
the gituation in the bitter trade,

Andrew Park, of Park, Blackwoll & Co.,
gaid that until recently there had been large
stocks held throughoat the country, but that
theso were being gradua 1y cleaned out, and
that the situation was more encouraging than
it was a month ago, ‘There was at presetn a
little more onquiry, and a little moro ship-
ping was being done, Daring tho next six
weeks, he thought, theso stocks would be
nicely clearved out. e did not look for much
improvement in prices, but hoped to sce the
old stocks cleaved out in timo to leave the
market ready for spring butter.

White & Co. thought the outlook was grow-
ing a little better. Dairy butter was now
comingin slowly, partly because of the bad
state of the roads, and partly because of the
low rices shippers are getting. A little bot-
ter demand was noticeable for first class
stock, which wus bringing a price from 1 to
13c better thana week ago.

Grahem, McLeanr & Co, said that bigstocks
were being held throughout the country.
More butter was being made in Ontario than
over before. Rolls were comingin fast, and
adverse opinion in England was keeping
Canadian tub butter out of that country.
He knew of one county in Ontario where in
three goneral stores three carloads of dairy
tub butter were held, which the holder
would, if he could, sell at 11 to 12¢ a pound.
In the spring, he thought, the market would
be in the same state as it was three years
ago, when there was lots of butter offered at
5 and 6c.

John Hawley said that large rolls of fresh
country butter were scarcein Toronto, ow-
ing to the small prices being offered. There
appeared to be no opening for the large quan-
tity of butter in the country. The situation
was just as bad in Montreal, where dealers
are holding large quantities of the tub
article,

According to Androw Gunn, of D. Gunn,
Flavelle & Co. a good deal of summer butter
is boing held by the country merchants
throughout Ontario but very few dealers in
Toronto are holding large quantities. ** The
country merchants, with a few oxceptions,”
said Mr. Gunn, °‘‘taking knowledge from
their experience last summer, are now ship-
Pin,{;}’ aut current receipts as fast as they come
in.

Wm. Ryan, when seen, exclaimed : ** The
market is sick. There is no outlet. A large
quaatiry of butter is being held in cold storage
all over the courtry, and’I don't see what is
to bo done with it at any price. Only fresh.
sweet creamery makes are of any use what-
ever, and June, July, August and September
creamery is practically unsaleable. °

James E. Bailey remarked: *¢ The pros-
peets are blue. There is no export de-
mand. Buatter has been held too long.  The
only solution of the difficulty seems to be tho
marketing of the butter while it is fresh.’—
Canadian Grocer.

Oheapest Soft Coal Known.

Chicago is paying only 82 per ton for soft
coal, the lowest price ever reached in Chicago,
duo to a war of railroad carrying rates from
western coal fields to Chicago. Newspaper
comment has it that one “‘result of tho bitter
fight is that it is practically driving eastern
ronds, such as the Chesapeake and Ohio, the
Baltimore and Ohio, the Lako Shore & Michi-

n Southern and the Michigan Central, and,
1 fact, all roads handling coal from the fields
of Ohio, Pennsylvania, and particularly West
Virginia, out of the Chicago market.

Flour,—The local market is quiet, as buy-
ers restrict their purchases to assmall lots as
possible, consistent with consumptive re-
quirements. The sale of three car loads
of Ontario straight rollers is reported
at $2.95, a.lthoug?) it is said this figure
has been shaded. Manitoba flour is
steady. We quote : Patent spring. $3.50 to
$3.65 ; Winter Patent, $3.50 to $3.65 ; Mani-
toba Patents, $3.85 to $8.90 ; Straight roller,
$2 95 to $3.05 ; Extra, $2.60 to $2.70 ; Super-
fine, $2.35 to $2.40; City Strong Bakers.
$3.65 to $3.75 ; Manitoba Bakers, $3.40 to
$8.75 ; Ontario bags—extra, §1.30to $1.35;
Straight Rollers, bags, $1.45 to §1.50.

QOatmeal.—Rolled and granulatedl $3.85 to
$3.95; standard, $3.60 to $3.75. Inbags, gran-
wated and rolled arequoted at $1.80 to $1.85,
and standard at $1.60 to $1.75. Pot barley
€3.75 in bbls. and $1.75 in bags, and split peas
$3.50 to $3.60.

Bran, etc.—The market for bran is firm
under an increasing demand, with salesof
Manitoba at $15.50, while some holders now
ask 816. Ontario bran is hard to get, and
quoted at $16.50 to $17. Shorts are firm at
$17 to $18. Moullie is steady at $21 to $22.

Oats.—Sales have been made of round quan-
tities for delivery between now and April 1st
at 86 to 364c per, 34 pounds ; but car lotsin
store have sold at 363 fo 36c for No. 2, al-
thought it is said they have been laid down
here at 353c. . .

Barley.—There is a firm feeling, and brew-
ers are taking a few cars ata time at 52 o
55¢ for good malting grades, but choice, pale
brilliant qualities are lield at 58 to Glc.

Pork, Lard,&c.—Lard is on the easy side
of the market, and car lots of compound have
sold at 81.323 to $1.35 up to $1.40. There
has been a little more inquiry for smoked
meats, chiefly bacon and hams; but prices
do not seem to improve. A few lots continue
to go forward to the English market: Can-
ada short cut pork, per bbl, $14.50 to $15.50;
Canada short cut thin, per bbl, $13.50 to
$14.00; extra plate beef. per bbl, $10.50 to
$11.00; hams, her Ib, 9 to 10c; lard pure, in
pails, per 1b, 8% to 9¢; lard, compound, in
pails, per 1b, 6% to 7c; bacon, per lb, 10 to
11c; shoulders, per 1b, 8 to 8ic.

Dressed Hogs.—The receipts have been a
little more liberal during the week, amount-
ing to about eleven or twelve car lots which
have sold at from $5.25 te $5.30. Thereisa
steadier feeling and higher prices are looked
for.

Butter.—The market is as dull and easy as
ever, the demand being confined chiefly to

small jobbing lots of finest winter made and
fall creamery, the former selling to the trade
in a retail way at 20 to 204c, with 2lc
occasionally obtained on a single package of
fancy. The market is in that apparently
demoralized condition that to force sales
means the acceptance of slaughter prices.
Early made creamery has sold in jobbing lots
of ten to 25 tubs at 15 to 16¢, with finest fall
made selling at 17 to 183c. FEastern Town-
ships dairy has sold at 163 to 18c as tn quality
and Western all the way trom 12 to 14c.

Cheese.—Since the close of navigation,
nearly 200,000 boxes of cheese have been
shipped from this port, and still they nibble
for more from the other side. The Liverpuol
public cable has declined 1s to 47s white and
48s 6d colored.

Eggs.—The market remaius firm, with sales
of Montreal limed to grocers at l4c for one
and two cases, while a buyer who wanted two
cars woald have to pay more money. Strict-
ly fresh eggs are very scarce and are quoted
at 2lc to 26c.

Apples.—There is a much better feeling in
apples this week. The demand having in-
creased considerably, stocks on hand are very
limited, and prices have advanced 50c to $1.50
per barrel, and we quote $3.0) to $4.00.

Dried Apples.—There is a better demand
for dried apples at 5¢ at 5ic per lb. and in-
quiries from the United States have made
a stronger feeling in this market.

Evaporated Apples.—Are meeting with
ready sales; several United States firms are
around looking for evaporated apples at 6} to
63c per lb..

HinEs, ETC.—The market has undergone
no change during the week, the supply of
light hides still being small and the demand
good, further sales being reported in car lots
at 6¢c per pound for No. 1. Butchers are be-
ing paid 5¢ for No. 1, with the usual reduc-
tion for grubby hides. A few calfskins
are coming in and selling at B5c. We
quote prices here as follows:—Light hides,
5¢ for No. 1. 4c for No. 2, and 3¢ for No. 8
to tanners 6c for Né. 1. Heavy hides
are quoted at 5§ to 63c; caliskins 5e¢ to 8c¢;
lambskins 60c to 70c.—Trade Balletin, Feb. 8.

Teas.

The London, England, Grocers’ Gazette
s1ys of teas :

¢ China Tea.—A fair amount of trade has
been done, chiefly in common to medium
grades. Soomoos and Panyongs round about
6d per pound are still showing remarkable
good value, even at the harder rates lately
held out for. Baisiness in Monings has been
small and chiefly confined to the grades be-
tween 5}c and 6d per pound. New makes
have lately been excellent value, and some
wonderful cheap lines were going this week at
Gd per 1b, Scenteds are in largersupply than
18 required, and prices rale easier for lower
grades of Caper,

“Indian Tea.—The advance in quotations
becomes more pronounced with every sale,
and tea for price was this week more awk-
ward than ever. Very ordinary common
Sylhet Pekoe Souchongs were making 7§d per
1b., while only rubbish could be had at 73d
per 1b., and very little at that. Commonest
tea shows another 3d per lb. advance, even
from last week’s sales. Lower grades Pekoes,
though, of course, dearer than they were, are
still fairly good value, and from 8d per 1b. up
are relatively a good deal cheaper than teas
just under them. Better kinds from 10d per
pound and onwards have been coming back
tor a long time past, and though at the mo-
ment comparatively neglected, these teas
must be wanted later on, when, with many
of the gardens closing up and red-leafed kinds
general, anything with style is bound sooner
or later to find a market. There is still over
six months’ trading to be done before the new
arrivals, and it certainly looks as though
there would not be t30 miuch tea to go round.
Broken Pekoes, too, over 1s per lb. are-—or
have been, for they show some little improve-
ment lately—se ling at knockout prices, teas
a blaze of tip selling at s 4d per 1b., and as
tea all round is considerably over the average
in quality this season, values are the more
remarkable, Finest lines are now coming
forward very sraringly, and over 1s per lb.
Prices are very strong. S

“The absorbing question of the hour is, of
course, what common tea is going to do, and
many think that there is nothing to prevent
its touching 9d per 1b. 1t has done so in other
seasons and with considerable less reason than
now, A very strong point is that no one
holds any stock of low-priced leaf, and the
longer they keep out of buying, the more-
money, as things go at present, they will
have to pay. Some operators are even getting
very cross about the market, and in one or
two quarters it is quite dangerous even to
allude to common tea. However, they all
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have to buy a little, and with the limited
quantity available from week to weok, a very
amall all round enquiry suffices to keeps prices
booming.

** Relations between buying and selling
brokers have beon unusually strained this
wook, the former by their extremoe rudeness
and vulgarity, which traits appear in ono or
two directions to become more pronounced
with every frosh discussion, going far to turn
oven thoir own friends against thom. Things
cannot go on as thoy are doing at present,
and the conduct of the auctions, which is
largely due to the license alluwed to the
younger members of the trade, woulddisgrace
Barnet fair at its worst,”

Montreal Drag Prices.

The strong tono to Norwegian cod liver oil
already noted continues and prices showa
further advance this weck of 253 to 80s per
barrel, makers abroad now asking 120s to
1258 per barrel f.0.b. Berlin. The above has
had a decided offuct on this market and values
hero have ruled strong and show a rise of 35
to 1u per barrel, hulders here now asking 335
to 810. Cream of tartar 1s steady at last
weok’s decline, makers still asking ©93 per
100 lbs. We quote: Bleaching ~ powder,
$2.50 to $2,75; Bicarb soda. $2.25 to $2.85,
sal sods, 70c to 73c; carbolic acid, 1 pound
bottles, 25c to 80; caustic soda, 60 per cent,
82,15 to 82.75; do 70 per cent, $2.40 to §2.50;
chlorate of potash, 173c to 20¢: alum, $1.40

Montreal G1 nbery Market,

The {eeling in the sugar market during the
past week has been steady and values are
fairly well maintained. ‘The demand is good
from both local and country buyers and re-
finers report a fairly active business dning for
this season of the year. We quote standard
granulated at 8dc. and No. 2at 8} to 8 5-16¢,
and yellows at 2fc to 83c, as to quality, at
the factory. In New York granulated is un-
changed at 8 18-16c. A private cable from
London to-day quoted beet at 93 8d for Feb-
ruary and March, which shows a dechne of
134 since this day last week.

There has been a better demand for syrups
and a more active trade is reported. The
markct is steady and sales have been made at
1ic to 2}c per lb.. as to quality. at the fac-
tory.

'J..“,he tone of the market for molasses 18 firm
and prices show nochange. The volume of
business transacted of late has been small and
we do not hear of any large sales being made.
Wequote : Barbadoes at 81ic to 82¢, Porto
Rice at 28¢, and Trinidad at 27c. At a re-
cent meeting of the Grocers’ guild they de-
cided to advanced the price of Barbadoes to
821c for small lots.

A fair business is passing in rice and the
market is steady, with no change in prices to
note. We quote ; Japan standard, $£.25 to
81.40; crystal Japan, $4.75 to §5; standard
B, 83.45 ; English style, $3.80 ; Patna, $1.20
85, and Carolina at 86.50 to 87.50.

Owing to the continued cold weather the
demand for spices has been good and the
market rules active with no change in prices
to nota. We quote ' Penang black pepper.
6c to 73¢  white pepper, Iic to 123c, cloves,
7ic to Yc ; Cassia, 8ic to 9ic; nutmegs, 60c
to 90c, and Jamaica ginger, 153c to 183c.

The feature of the cofies market during
the past week has been the advance of 1c per
1b. in Maracaibo, some recent sales having

taken placo at 28¢, The above is due to the
good enquiry and the scaraity of this article
at present. In other grades a fair business is
doing at steady prices. Wo quote Mara-
caibo, 28c, Rio, 184 to 20¢ . Java, 25¢ to
ggc; Jamaica, 18c¢ to 19¢, and Mocha, 26¢ to

c.

A fair business has heen transacted in_teas
during the past week, there being a de-
mand for small lots of most grades, and tho
market, on the wholo, is fairly active and
steady. Low grade Japans continuo scarce
and are all wal%enquired for,

The canned goods market cuntitues to rule
very quiet, the domand from ors being
only for small lots to fill actual requirements,
consgquently the volume of business doing is
small and of a jobbing character. It isTo-
ported that round lots of tomatoes can be
bought at 77ic, and small lots at 8l per
dozen. Corn has also been sold in a jubbing
way at 90c per dozen, and marrow-fat peas
at 90c. Wo quote: Lobsters at 35 to $6.50
per caso; sardines at 88,60 to $9.50; salmon
at 31,10 to 81.40 per dozen; tomatoes at 85c
to 90¢ per duzen; peaches at $2 tu 2.10 per
dnzen, corn at 93¢ to 81 per Jduzen and mar-

Winnipeg Parks,

E. L. Drewry sent in the annual repert of
the public parks board at the last meeting of
the Winnipeg city council. It asked the re-
appointment of Messrs Nairn and Westbrook,
whoseterms as membersof the bogrd nowexpire.
Sinco the time of the last report two parks,
the St. James and the Dufferin, had been ac-
quired, the latter partially so, there are three
Ints upon which buildings are erected, still to
bo obtained. The work so far has practically
been confined to five of the parks—Assiniboine,
St. John's, Central, Victoria and Selkirk.
The largest oxpenditure was made upon
Assiniboine park, the others following in the
order named. Over 2,400 square yards of
cednr walks have been laid; based on an
average width of five feet. The amount al-
ready laid would represent over four-fifths of
a mile in length. The total number of trees
and shrubs planted was 2.789, 248 of these
wero fall planted. Theloss on spring planting
is found to be 10 per cent; this per cent is
largely due to the entire failure of the cut
leaf birch, usually a safe transplanter and a
hardy and beautiful tres when grow-
ing. also to heavy lass nn the young
maples donated by the  oxhib-
ition association. The growth of thess trees
was too far advanced when transplanted. De-
ducting these two items the loss is reduced to
five per cent. The expenditure for labor
duringthepastseason, including superintend-
ence and clerical assistance was 31,747 80, ro-
presenting abcut 83,000 days work, or em-
ploymentof say twenty men for six months,
As tne board made a point of empluying men
with families, it would readily be seen that
¢he neceds of many were thus provided for.
T'he outlay in connection with the obtaining
of sites was $82,147.28 ; interest and sinking
fund, 86,251 ; improvements to properties—
walks, drains, fencing, water pipes, ete., 81,-
783.95 ; trees, shrubbery, ete., 8562.60. In
addition to these .many trees and shrubs
planted had been obtained by the board’s
cmployees, the cost of which would be in-
cluded in the labor account ; labor pay hist,
81,747.60 ; moveable property, tools, ote.,
8147.76 ; sundry expenses, 8818.02; total
expendicure since urganization of the board,
$95,941.17 ; balance as per statement, Dec,
81, 93, 81537935 ; tax levy. 1894, §11.001 ,
refund Strevel's account. 333.9v; eapenditure
for 1891, §52,965.42: balance, Dec. 81, '04,
83,447.83 ; accrued interest on debenture
money due from city, sxy $300. The corr ct-
ness of the financial statement was certified
by D. S. Curry. city comptroller,

Far Trade News.

The Iwipzig Germany; correspundent w
the New York Fur Trade Review. writes «
follows on January 16:

Since the Christmas holidays we have had
the first snow of tho winter, but, of course
it comes too lato to prove of real benefit to
business, The hope romains, howover, thut
cold weather from this timo on will result v,
a large quantity of furs being completels
consumed, proparing the market for new
supplies next season. Tho fashion for neck
scarfs has been of advantage to the trade.
and owing to the demand, the proapects for
marton and mink are regarded asgood; large
skins are proferred for scarfs, and tho diffe:
ence in the prices of large and small skin«
will be noticed this year at the London fur
sales, Tho trade in skunk has been more
quiet during the past four weeks, but moder-
ate prices prevail; we think this article wiu
remain in favoi, tho striped surts. which hase
been oxtromely high for some time past, wii
be much lower in value. Musquash has held
its own, owing to themoderate figures; infer-
ior skins, suitable for linings, are cheap, ai.l
linings have met with a geod demand ; spring
sking, which are used for seal imitation, have
met with the regular request. Vory fow
transactions have n noted in raccoon, and
American oppossum has also been quiet; the
article in skunk imitation, however, has met
with a limited sale; spring prices for raw
skins ought to be moderate. As usual at
this timo, there has been no request for red
foxes, but it is believed that thespring supply
will find a ready markot. providing prices are
moderate ; tho sale of fox linings in Russia
has been very limited up to date. Otter has
been quiet, only a few dark skins <ol
ling; beaver is mnearly neglected; nutna
solls o little botter than of late, and some
fresh importetions have mot with & good de-
mand, and dressed small skins have been 1in
good request; wallaby, black and brown
dyed, has found a ready market. In Russian
furs several large parcels of raw syuirrel shin«
have been purchased by Leipzig speculators;
the article is really cheap now; the squirrei
tail and boa trade has had its regular winter
business. but no. more; prices for tails are
firm, and the supply is limited.

Dyed Persians have met with less demand
than in former years; parcels of raw Persians
have found buyers; broad-tails ave also mure
quiet than formerly; there have been some
transactions in dyed astrakhan on speculatiun,
American and Austrian delers being the
buyers; raw skins are very dear in Russia,
and owners are very conservative . flat mores
remain scarce and high in price. Business
in white hares shows a little improvement
French and German dealers having taken
several good-sized parcels, white fux haslwen
extremely scarce of late, all good skinshaving
been used for tho black or Alaska cilors
which have been in such favor; parcels of
fresh raw skins recently received from
Siberin are held at very high prices,
groy Krimmer is firm in prico and scarce at
present; fresh goods will not arrive before
May; there has been a continual demand for
black dyed thibet; ermine solls slowiv,
moufllons, white and natural blue, are in
little request ; in white Russian marmot, raw
skins, prices are firm, as the supply in Russia
is said to be hmited. Euaropean furs are
quict; reports from Russia are to the «(fect
that sales in foxes and stone marten have unt
been satisfactory and viows for both articles
are unfavorable; fitch will again be in gocd
demand; land otter will undoubtedly hring
former values; black cats have sold ¢ the
full extent during the past autumn, but there
is no tendency towards higher prices,
