THE GRIT CONVENTION.

(KDITORIAL FROM THE, *‘ MAIL,  OF JANUARY sth, 1883.)

The first Convention which the Grits have
had the temerity to hold for a number of years,
was held in this city on the 3rd and 4th inst.
