And how truthful the application of the folly

The Bible is read—prayer is 
made—sin is abstained from—the worship of God 
is frequented—the advice of Christian people is 
sought ; but there is no escape from the domin­
ion of sin—none from a sense of guilt, nor from 
the fear which it inspires. All these are but as 
the windows to the bird, which gave it hope that 
it might escape through them because they admit­
ted light. When it fiuled at one it flew to another ; 
each window in its turn excited hope, and in 
every case the hope excited was dashed by the 
trial to escape. When all was done, the weight 
of sin yet hangs upon the soul. And the reason 
is, there is yet no recourse to the remedy for sin, 
to the door of escape from its power and guilt. 
Christ is tliat remedy. Christ is that door, 
And so prouc are men to do something to save 
themselves, that until all they can do is tried in 
vain, they will not look unto *' the Lamb of God 
that taketh away the sin of the world.”

THE PRAYER MEETING IN THE SUM­
MER.

Many professing Christians who are employed 
in agriculture and similar occupations, peculiarly 
pressing in the summer months, are in the habit, 
for the time, of neglecting the prayer meeting. 
They do not hesitate in regard to it at other times. 
But at this season, when worldly cares are so 
numerous, and demand all their time and strength, 
they seem to think that attendance upon the 
prayer meeting may rightfully be suspended. If 
you are one of these, de ir reader, let us reason 
together a moment in regard to it.

1. You have now the same need of the bene­
fit of the prayer meeting that you ever had. 
You need it to aid you in maintaining in your 
heart the flame of devotion, and of active zeal 
for Christ’s cause. You need it that you may 
find encouragement under the trials of your 
Christian course. These are wants which know 
no seasons. They are as important and as pres­
sing when the world calls loudest as feeblest ; 
in summer’s bustle as in winter’s leisure.

And your duty, too, to the church, and to 
the community, is as imperative now as ever. V our 
brethren need the benefit of the prayer meeting 
ns well as yourself, and require, therefore, your 
attendance and aid in it. The souls of the impeni­
tent arc in equal danger, and need the prayers 
of all the people of God for their salvation. 
Your responsibilities arc the same at all times. 
You are a servant of God, not of the world . 
and need not surely to he informed which to 
obey when the claims of the two conflict.

2. Your are in increased danger of loving the 
world ; of allowing it to get the throne in your 
heart. You are in danger of relaxing your 
watch against it, for the reason that your thoughts 
and your strength are so much engrossed with it. 
Other temptations, also, watching their oppor­
tunity, may assail you in these unguarded mo­
ments with effect. lie who “ gocth about seek» 
ing whom he may devour,” will find you now 
open to his devices, and be better able to inflict 
fatal wounds upon your soul. It becomes, there­
fore, doubly important that you should have the j 
help, in resisting these dangers, which would be j 
given by the prayer meeting, d on there sus- j 
pend your worldiy cares : you recall yum duties . 
and responsibilities; you resort to Him who will 1 
give you strength for the time of need. And j 
thus refreshed and invigorated by communion , 
with God and with his people, you can resume 
again your employments, and find that worldly 
duty is not incompatible with spiritual progress : 
that while “ not slothful in business,” you may 
be also “ fervent in spirit, serving the Lord.”

3. Consider how small an amount of pleasure 
or gain would be requsite to win trom you the 
same sac iticc of time as would be incurred by 
attending the prayer meeting. For liow many 
shillings would you sell an hour weekly, even 
in the greatest pressuie of business ? llow read­
ily would you find lime to at end a mil.tai v pa­
geant, public show, or a political meeting ? I or 
how little of indulgence in sleep or trifles do you 
actually waste more-than this ? Now will you. 
sworn servant of Christ, acknowledge that a 
pittance of money or self-gratification Inis more 
influence with you than duty, the Christian soul, 
heaven ?

4. You would lose nothing, ordinarily, ctcn
in worldly respects, by discharging this duty. 
A little diligence, a little cure against waste ot 
time ; or even without these, the increased 
strength gained by an hour’s rest from toil, will 
amply compensate the loss. More than all, the 
blessing of God, that first element of all true 
prosperity, will be enjoyed. In tho summer 
when the cholera prevailed in this country, a day 
of fasting was appointed in reference to it. A 
professing Christian of my acquaintance, having 
previously had his grain cut, determined tliat he 
wot J not attend worship, but devote the day to 
the securing of his harvest. The result was, 
that not being sufficiently dried, it had subse­
quently to be carried out again ; yet with all 
this extra labour, a large share of it was greatly 
injured. They, on the contrary, who left their 
grain in the field, and honoured God in duty, 
gathered it at their leisure the next day, in the 
finest condition, effecting an actual saving of time, 
as well as labour, vexation and loss. So, in one 
way or another, God always makes it best to 
serve him. In keeping his commandments theie 
is great reward.

Your duty, then, fellow-Christian, is plain. 
It is to go to the prayer meeting. Let not the 
world call you away. Be prompt in all your 
duty. And thus, notwithstanding the claims of 
the world, you will never grudge the time spent 
in this service, but with Peter on the mount, you
will say, “ Lord, it is good to be here."

Dr. Thsaactis, for example, has published 
several parts of a long letter, in which he details
the reasons by which he felt himself impelled to 
leave the Romish communion, and to join the 
little church founded at Malta, on pure and simple 
ancient Catholic doctrines. He addresses himself 
to Cardinal Patrizzi, Vicar-General of Rome, and 
signs' himself “ Late a parish priest in Rome, ’ 
He begins by saying, that as it is incumbent on a 
priest who has left his parish to give an account 
of his reasons to his superior, he will do it, that 
he may offer no occasion for blame ; and he 
prefers to print his letters in order that they may 
be read extensively, because his abandonment of 
his post has excited public attention. Some of 
the essays arc anonymous, but evidently from 
persons acquainted with the Romish system in tis 
details, and on familiar and friendly terms with 
many ecclesiastics and others whom they have 
left behind them. They a fiord evidence also of 
the encouraging fact that the spirit of honest in­
quiry is extensive in Italy.

The conversion of Romanists is not as hopeless 
as we have been accustomed to believe. The 
word and the Spirit of God have begun to prova 
their powers in the midst of a class whose influ­
ence has hitherto been the chief obstacle to the 
prevalence of the gospel within its own limits, in 
our country and all over the world. V bile Pro­
testants have been attempting to introduce a few 
Bibles and missionaries within the outworks of 
Rome, Providence has seconded their efforts from 
within ; and behold a small, but noble and cour­
ageous little band sally out from the citadel, 
throw up an entrenchment under its walls, and 
draw the bright weapons of the gospel, put on 
the shilling armour of God, and declare that they 
have left friends behind ready to second their 
efforts.—-V. Y. Ecanydist.

REFORMATION IN ITALY.
■ Among the events which arc disclosing the 

remarkable impulse which has lately been given 
to the Italian mind, not the least significant and 
hopeful is the establishment of a Protestant Ital­
ian church at Malta, and the opening of a theo­
logical school, embracing about fifty recent 
converts from the Romish priesthood. Though 
it has been casually referred to several times, the 
circumstances connected with it, and the effects 
already produced, are notas well known as their
importance demands. A monthly periodical has
been started by the leading men of the new church 
and seminary, entitled the Judicature, which, 
filled with essays clearly avowing and strongly 
sustaining the great principles of Protestant 
Christianity, and with letters explaining the 
grounds of their secession, supplies a tolerably 
minute and certainly most gratifying knowledge 
of the genius and spirit of the movement. Its 
protestations, arguments, remonstrances, and 
prayers and thanksgivings, all discover an intimate 
knowledge of the dark and depressing system of 
Rome, not a little learning and ability, and that 
peculiar joyousness and unction ot manner char 
acteristic of newly converted men who have felt 
the power and sweetness of the truth as it is in 
Jesus.

The first notice we had of the secession from 
Rome at Malta, was from some published remarks 
of Dr. Achilla a distinguished Italian ecclesiastic, 
who appeared at the meeting of the Evangelical 
Alliance in England. He stated, what we had 
known before, that there was a considerable 
number of Italians in 'different parts of Europe 
who had fled from their native country fur fear 
of persecution—for the reforming l’ius IX. had 
not yet included among his virtues the grace of 
toleration. After his return to Italy, it was an­
nounced that a seminary had been opened under 
his charge, for the preparation of Protestant 
Italian clergy man, in the Island of Malta, and 
under the protection, of course, of the British. 
Tho ceremonies performed on the occasion were
simple, appropriate and interesting. The prayer 
made by the President, Dr. Aohilu, was scriptu­
ral, humble, earnest and affecting. Its style and 
thoughts bore such marks of originality as we 
long to meet with among fellow-Christians of a 
different land and language. The same may be 
said of the various writings published by mem­
bers of the new church, as they often present rare 
or new arguments in favour of some doctrine of 
the Scriptures, ascertained by their own research 
es in the sacred volume, and brought lorward 
with the freshness and force of a new discovery.

Most of the members of this interesting frater­
nity were brought to the knowledge of the truth 
in different places, without concert or acquaint­
ance with each other. Some received their first 
impressions from intercourse with foreign Pro­
testants, and others were led to inquiry by the 
contradictory doctrines and practices of Rome— 
the contrast between Protestent and Popish 
countries, or by passages of Scripture scattered 
in the breviary. One of the most prominent of 
these converts, Dr. Desanctis, was first affected 
by the thought, that while Popery discountenan 
ces or prohibits the use of the Bible, Protestants 
were spending a vast amount of money and energy 
to give it universal circulation. The contrast led 
him to reflection which, without aid or sugges 
tion from others, induced his ultimate renuncia­
tion of Popery.

Perhaps we shall afford as correct an idea of 
wh-vt needs most to be learned of this peculiar 
church, by sketching the contents of a few of the 
numbers of the Indicatore above referred 
The subjects most prominently dwelt upon in the 
periodical, are the common use of the Scriptures 
the primacy of the Pope, the idolatry of Rome, 
»tu> “ in its various departments,
transubstantia tion, &c. Many of the articles are 
of such length as to be continued in several suc-

We published lately an account of a tragic 
scene which occurred at Covington, Kv. We 
then copied from the Louisville Examiner, and 
wc now give tho description of the melancholy 
affair us narrated by Mr. Whittier, a writer in the 
National Era, as follows :—

“ "fis easy, my husband !” was the dying ex­
clamation of the Roman heroine, ns she drew the 
dagger from her bosom, and handed it to her 
husband to perform upon himself the same fear­
ful office Of suicide. Her devotion nml courage 
have been the theme of classical admiration.
Who has not felt his pulse beat quick at the story 
of the sacrifice of Viginia by lior own father, be­
fore the tribunal which had just pronounced her 
the slave of Claudius, and resigned her to the 
lust of the brutal patriean.

An event has just occurred in our own country 
which transcends in tragic interest these passages 
from the history of the heroic age of Rome—one 
to which scarcely the burning words of Alfieri or 
the vigorous lays of Macaulay could do justice.
The newspapers of the West give the terrible 
details in few words, and generally without re­
mark. Connected ils it is with the despotism of 
slavery, political partisans dare not accompany 
the fact with the commentary which instinctively 
suggests itself. Safer by far was it for the Ro­
man Tribunes to denounce the outrage when 
committed by Appius Claudius, even when the 
tyrant exercised supreme power in the city, and 
before the return of Virgiitius to avenge bis 
daughter’s wrongs, than it is now for a Whig or 
Democratic editor to speak out the language of 
an honest and generous heart, in view oi the 
tragic horror which they have placed upon re­
cord in their pages.

It appears that a “ Mr. Mullen, of Grant 
county, Kv.” sold a man and his wife to a negro- 
trader. who was seeking slaves for the market of 
New-Orleans. They had One child only, and this 
the trader did not want. The poor creatures 
dreaded to be sold ; they had been faithful in 
(heir service, and the man especially, was noted 
ns on'- of those “contented slaves who wouldn t 

ike their liberty if they had the oiler of it,” of 
hich so much hits been said of Northern apolo­

gists for slavery. To induce them to go more 
illinglv, the trader cunningly suggested tliat it 
ould be best to let the child remain with them 

until he had made up his cargo and was ready to 
start down the river, when it could be taken from 
them and sent back to Grant county. This dia­
bolical advantage of parental affection was ac­
cordingly taken, and the three slaves were brought 
to Covington on the 18th ult. and placed in the 
jail for safe keeping. Just before entering the 
jail, the parents learned by some means the cruel 
trick that had been played upon them, and tliat 
they were to be sold away from their child in a 
few days.

The agony» and horror which followed this re­
elation are known only to God. The wretched 

pair looked upon each other and upon their child. 
They were about to leave the sole pledge of their 
love in the hands of a max ter who had proved 
himself cruel and heartless. They were them­
selves soon to be sold again, perhaps to different 
owners, and driven by the whip on separate 
plantations, never to see each other again, never 
to hear the voices of old friends and relatives 
and at last to die exhausted in the cotton row, or 
neglected in the cheerless hut, and to have, when 
all was over a brute’s burial. From this awful 
destiny, which their imagination all through that 
miserable night painted on the black wall of the 
dungeon, there was but one door of escape 
death ! Who marvels that they sought it ?

In the calmness of their great despair, they 
deliberately resolved to die together. The mother 
cut the throat of the child, and then gave the 
knife to her husband, who killed her, and then 
attempted to complete the sacrifice by cutting 
his own throat. He was found alive, but it was 
thought he could not recover.

Upon whom, in the sight of truth and reason, 
rests the guilt of this terrible immolation ? Not, 
surely, upon the poor victims themselves. We 
may pity but cannot condemn them. Wo leave 
them to Him to whose mercy they have so sol­
emnly appealed from the cruelty of man. The 
damning sin of this tragedy lies at the door of 
those who thrust upon that terrible alternative— 
who compelled them to choose between the sep­
aration, the shame, the stripes, the long agony 
of slavery, and a sudden and violent death—the 
freedom of the grave !

But the responsibility is not confined to the 
men directly concerned in buying and selling the 
husband and wife, nor to those who, living in 
slave States, have enacted or give active support 
to the laws which authorizes the holding of man 
as property. The people of the whole Union are 
responsible. The blood of this sacrifice rests on 
garments of the individuals who compose the

ANNUAL MEETING OF THE BAPTIST 
TRACT SOCIETY.

The Annual Meeting of this Society was held 
at Trinity street Chapel, Borough, on Thursday 
Evening, April 27th, at six o’clock. Robert 
Lush, Esq., llurrister-at-Law, in the chair. After 
devotional exercises, led by brother Reynolds, of 
Eynsford, and brother Brook, of Broadsteirs,—

The Chairman said,—The movements of the 
day are far in advance of those of any previous 
period of history, as well in their importance as 
in the rapidity with which they succeed each 
other. This state of things has undoubtedly been 
fostered in r.o slight degree by publications issu­
ing from the pre>s, among which Religious Tracts 
are not the least influential. He rejoiced to 
perceive that there hud been a larger circulation 
of the Tracts of ti.is Society during the past 
year, than in any former one of its existence. 
Present exigencies required more to be issued, 
and the Society needed, therefore, to make more 
strenuous efforts to advance its objects. He in­
formed the meeting that tho Treasurer had this 
year advanced a considerable sum of money, 
rather than cramp the operations of the Society : 
and he hoped we should not be unmindful of 
what we owe to God and to our fellow -men, as 
well as to his valued friend the treasurer,

After the reading o' the report, addresses were 
made by Messrs. Stock, Betts, Hoskin, Webb,
Ac. Wc quote a paragraph from the address of 
Mr. Stock, and another from that of Mr. Webb :

Brother Stock, late of Chatham, in moving—
Res. I- “That the report now read, tie adopted, printed, 

and circulated under the direction of the Committee.”
Said lie was glad to see the Chairman occupying 
his present position ; the more so as he would 
shortly have to preside over a meeting of another 
society, which would exemplify the relative ties 
by which we stand connected. Though our ob­
jects might be dissimilar in some respects, there 
was no animosity between us. Time was when 
the Baptists were all agreed ; but now it was not 
so. The speaker knew and loved brother Davis 
of Colombo, and others who were open-com- 
munionists. Our consistency need never interfere 
with the royal law of love, any more than the 
law of love should interfere with our consistency.
We act openly; he said, and neither in an offen­
sive nor surreptitious manner. When communion 
is our theme, we speak plainly ; but there are 
others of our tracts which treat of doctrines not 
peculiar to us. On those points upon which we 
are agreed, we speak and write one language, 
and'act in harmony with all our brethren. Our 
object is to give the truth to all. From infancy 
1 was taught that whatever is worth dicng at all, 
is worth doing welt. It will assuredly be admitt­
ed to be a glorious work to give truth to the na­
tions ; and, as the best work, it should be done 
best. We do not offend against Christianity, 
hut wc deem the point on which we differ from 
others most important, because we believe that 
God has revealed it in his word. We nre styled 
by some,—straig/itlaced Baptists ! But we think 
open and liberal inindedness by no means incom­
patible with firmness. We seek peace with all 
men. If it be. asked why we are pertinacious on 
baptism, we would reply, because our views are 
essential to a consistent maintenance of the spirit­
uality of Christ’s kingdom, whilst baby-sprinkl­
ing is conducive to ceremonialism, rallier than 
spirituality. The scriptures testify plainly enough 
that “ a new creature” is as essential to a true 
profession, as to participation in the life ol Christ.

Brother Webb, of Ipswich, said,—The tracts 
of this Society arc in demand, and 1 am glad to 
find that they are multiplied, and that they em­
brace all the doctrines of Christianity. God lias 
given us rich variety in the moral, as in the phy­
sical world, and wc can improve the one us little 
as the other ; nor can we mend God’s word. It 
is therefore important that wc neither add any­
thing to, nor diminish anything from it. I hey 
call us strict, and so we are ; but will not allow 
that wc are also open, although we are so, 1 hope, 
both in our disposition and dealings. We will 
not praise ourselves ; but I have often noticed, 
that those who arc clamorous for charity towards 
themselves, are often most chary in dealing it out 
to others. Wc exercise charity towards all, and 
we expect to receive the same in return. M e 
like to bear the stamp that God has put upon 
his works. As the Mediterranean in some parts 
is broad, so where God’s trutli spreads, let our 
sentiments spread too. But where it narrows, 
like the Mediterranean at the straits of Gibraltar, 
there we would confine ourselves to the limits 
which God himself has prescribed. 1 rejoice to 
hear tliat our tracts are being “ widely circulat­
ed,” and that they arc extended to the continent 
of Europe, as well as to our dependencies abroad. 
Among the nations God is now speaking in the 
tempest and the earthquake, but let us not fo get 
that he will also speak in the still, small voice. 
Is not this voice heard in your publications ? 
Sincerely do I hope that we shall extend the in­
fluence that we already possess. This Society is 
young, but it already gives evidence of unwonted 
vigour, and gigantic stature. It has often been 
said with complacency that the sun never sets on 
the dominions of Great Britain. I would refer 
to it with far other feelings. Be it remembered 
that the price at which we have purchased this 
vain boast, is that of honour, integrity, and blood. 
I would view the fact in a vastly different and 
far more becoming light, namely, That the sun 
never sets upon regions where avowed exertions are 
used to render some of the inhahitetnts Christians. 
Wc are bound to remember our countrymen who 
are gone forth to the heathen, and the nations 
they are striving to benefit.

GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF THE FREE 
CHURCH.

This body assembled in their Hall at Edin­
burgh, on Thursday May 17th, when Dr. Clason 
was chosen moderator. Wc cannot more readily 
give a v iew of the position of this body, than by 
quoting an extract from an address by Mr. Gray 
of Perth, and an abstract of the Report of Mr. 
Jaffray.

Ilia. Andrew Ghat addressed the Assembly ait 
great length on the present position and pros­
pects of the Clinrch. The first year was taken 
up with the building of Churches, in the caring 
for the flocks and for the shepherds. The se­
cond was marked by deep research into their 
spiritual state ; but their minds were chastened 
and humbled by the removal from amongst them 
of their friend and father Dr. vlsh. ihe third 
year was one of great progress—they had in it 
the commencement of the manSe scheme, the 
Inverness Assembly, and the establishment of 
more systematic efforts to procure sites for 
churches wherein to worship God according to 
the dictate of their own consciences; and a mon­
ument of their persecution was to be seen in the 
floating manse and floating church at Strontiau, 
The fourth year Was one in which a powerful 
impulse was givén to the Sustentation I und • 
the School master's b und was also placed on a 
sure foundation—still the hand of God was there 
toi chasten and subdue, and the Church had to 
mourn over the loss of a Brewster. The fifth 
year then arrived, and what were they to s»y 
of it ? It was'indeed a year of much atliictiou ; • 
stroke after stroke fell olt the Church. Scarcely 
had it well commenced when, in the midst of his 
labours, Chalmers—the Luther and the Knox of 
Scotland—was taken from amongst them ; Ham- 
ilton, and Spiers, and the youthful limes of 
Canobie, followed in quick succession, so that 
they were almost constrained to cry out “ The 
chariots of Isarel and the horsemen thereof. 
Met, therefore, as an Assembly, at the pre-out 
time, deprived of these who were wont to la» 
ils brightest ornaments, it behoved them to 

jiutinble themselves, for the evil which had un­
doubtedly been among them. Great sacrifices 
were, made, no doubt, on the altar of principle 
in 1843 ; great corresponding efforts were also 
made, so that the treasury was replenished, and 
the house of the Lord rebuilt again almost in a 
day—and thus the prophecies of their enemies 
were set at nought. Still the tempter was at 
their ear ; and he [Mr. Grayj was afraid they 
could not always say they, had resisted him. 
Tfiere was notv another religious establishment in 
the land beside themselves—one which had not 
yet come up to their standard ; but kept hang­
ing on the skirts of a hierarchy, harbouring in­
vidious thoughts as if they were better and sup­
erior to their neighbours. And in what did 
their superiority consist ? Look, for instance, 
at the missionary schemes, and they would find 
that the sums cu'lleoted by the Free Church far 
exceeded what was collected by the whole 
Church before the Disruption. By their enemies 
they lmd been hardly dealt with—they could 
scarcely get toleration for their very religion— 
for their flocks or for themselves ; and was it to 
be thought that they should bear all these tilings 
in sileuee? Perhaps they sometimes yielded 
more to their feelings than they ought, consider- 
ing tliat it was their duly to love their enemies 
but most certainly not to love them as they loved 
their friends. The reverend gentleman then 
went on to show at great length that although 
the Free Church had not neglected even the 
outward interests of religious duty, still there 
were many things which their great Master 
might even then be judging them for. It was 
after great exertions and long toil that sleep 
overcame the body ; and such was undoubtedly 
the case as regards the Church.

I WOULD LIVE AND DIE LIKE JOHN 
R. WOOD.

•Tolm tt. Wood, son of Deacon Daniel Wood, 
of Clarkson, Monroe county, was a lnd, naturally 
of sound mind, ardent thirst for knowledge, re­
tired Imbits and steady deportment. At 7.years 
of age lie was put into the Sunday School. This 
heavenly place he ever enjoyed. The first busi­
ness of every day was to learn his verse, The 
certain business of every Sabbath was to recite 
it in school. Here, lie received his first religious 
impressions. Here, he became a Christian, and 
lie re, as lie “increased in wisdom mid stature, 
and in favour with God and man," he became a 
Teacher. The sweet services of his high office, 
he esteemed as his neressarv food. And when 
laid aside from his solemn, pleasing work, by a 
disease which gradually wasted away the vital 
principle, he was heard to exclaim, “ O, if I 
was well, haw delighted I should be, tn he in the 
Sabbath school. There I received mg first seri­
ous impressions.” He possessed a great love for 
children ; for the souls of children. For the 
salvation of the scholars, in a common school he 
taught, he longed and laboured. His mother 
informed me that he would sometimes weep over 
the little good he had done. Yes, and another 
occasion of his weeping was akin to this. He 
wept, not only, that he did so little good \ but 
that he was so poorly qualified for it. O ! I 
wish there was much such xveej ing as this among 
our youth. At the academy, he wept over his 
comparative ignorance, and writes his mother, 
in language that alike indicates his love of learn­
ing and his genuine humility. " Z hope,” says 
he, to overt liée same who are larthercst behind " 
He was greatly given to secret prayer, and the 
word of God. His closet was his father's nur­
sery, and so frequently did he visit this place, 
as ti keep a hard-beaten path to it, through the 
orchard and meadow. Indeed, so hard was this 
“ royal ma l" trodden, that during his absence ol" 
three months at school, it was hot grown over. 
And could a place of so deep and so sweet re­
tirement, for purposes so elevated and elevating, 
be readily forgotten? Never by him. lie writes 
his mother, from the academy, “1 miss the little 
durscry. It has often been ii sweet 1 Bethel’ to 
my soul." And he adds,

•* O how 1 lung for thee, my bower, my bower,
IVhrre once my soul could like (lie Aquae lower,
While 1 lowly sat iijmii the knee,
Ufiivalh the aliatly apple-tree."*

But what qualified him to live, qualified him 
to die.

During the last eight months of his life, lie 
presented a st riking instance of entire resignation, 
Christian benevolence, and heavenly maturity.
No feelings of impatience rutiled his bosom. No 
complaints of suffering escaped his lips. He
loved and warned all who came beside his dying 
bed: the aged Christian to"endure to the end, 
the impenitent youth, now to attend to religion. 
—And nil with such hoiv, affectionate earnest­
ness, as to strike the most hidden springs of 
sensibility, and open the deepest fountains of 
tears. Thus he ripened for the heavenly garner. 
His mother informed him, the day before his 
death, that Mrs. Smith was dead. “Oh! said 
lie, with a smile, “The happy spirit is fled ! I 
thought 1 should have gone first. Mother do 
you think I shall have to stay much longer?

! My body wants to rest,—and the grave is just 
i sueh a place as it wants." lie talked much of 
j a deceased relative,—wondered what was the 
j employment of his spirit, and said “ It seemed 
i as it lie was waiting for him." At length death 
- came to release him. Said his mother, “has 
■ death conn- unexpectedly ?" “ O no,” he re-
i i’hed and tell asleep. “ Precious jn the sight of 
1 *d*v Lord is the death of his saints."

XVII. The following resolutions were presented and unanimously 

adopted :—
1. That all and each of the Ministers and messengers belongin'.- to 

this Association do take this opportunity of declaring, that State grants 
for religious sects for the professed support of religion, have lmd a very 
injurious tendency in this Province by exciting a party, political, anil 
carnalizing influence on the minds of Christians and ministers, tending to 
cause dissensions and alienation. 1 hat these grants are unjust, because 
they tax the whole of the people for the supposed benefit of a f«iv 
That state grants for religious purposes, are not countenanced by the 
word of God, and were brought into use by corrupt movements in the 
professing Chris linn church in former times.

2. Whereas, a law paused in the 4th and 5th Victoria, in the Bri­
tish Parliament, apportioning the revenue or proceeds of the Clergv Re­
serves lend in Canada, gives a certain portion of the surplus of tht" said 
revenue, consisting of £1840, to the Baptists ; we the Ministers and mes­
sengers of this Association declare that we utterly disapprove of takin-r 
or receiving the least part of this surplus by any Baptist Minister in any 
way.

" 3. That wc desire to state publicly our wish that the portion of the 
surplus of the Clergy Reserves revenue falling to t|1(. Baptists bv the en­
actment of the British Parliament, may be given by_ the authorities of 
Canada, to the Normal School at Toronto.

4. That this Association recommend to all the churches to present 
petitions to Parliament, praying that King’s College, Toronto, may he 
remodelled and thrown open to all classes of the people, without te'-ard 
to sects or parties.

5. That as the property by which King's College, Toronto, is en­
dowed, was given by Royal grant for the general education of Canada, 
that Parliament be petitioned to constitute said College into a General 
Institution of Literature, Science, Philosophy, and Medical and Agricul­
tural Education, leaving Theological tuition to be provided for by the 
different churches as they may think proper.

XVIII. Whereas, total abstinence from all intoxicating drinksasa bev­
erage, is the imperative duty of every Christian ;—Therefore Resolved, That 
wc earnestly recommend to every member of Baptist Churches, to practice
TOTAL ABSTINENCE.

Association then adjourned to meet with the Baptist church in Drum­
mondville, on the Wednesday before the third Friday in June 1849, at 10 
o’clock, (D. V.)

Wc are aware that the views we. are about to advance have their 
opposite», which are held bv men, whose influence in the world, whose 
talents as men of learning, and whose piety and Christian zeal may far 
cxivde onr own ; nevertheless wo are willing to avow our sentiments and 
their reasons, believing liait we hive tilth on our -nlc ; for 

“ Thrice iv hv armed that hath his quarrel just-’* .
“It is," says the late lamented Dr. Corson, “in itself a grevions 

thing, that the time and talents of God's people, instead ol being wholly 
employed again t the common enemy, fur the advancement of the common 
faith, should be employed in opposing each other; but while error is to be 
found among them the thingis unavoidable with this sentiment wc most 
fullv agree; and wc deem it a conclusive argument against those who 
would object to the discussion of the subject in the present form. The 
subject, therefore, ol" the present C’irculaii is, Church Communion,

Of this subject there are two views held and advocated by those who 
practise immersion ; the one is called open, and the other strict communion. 
But before we enter upon the discussion, we have one statement to make, 
viz., That all Baptists hold, that all who are entitled to participate in the 
breaking of bread, must be believers ;—must be renewed persons, “ born 
again, not of corruptible seed, but of incorruptible, even by the word of 
God.” " born from above," “ horn of the Spirit,” possessing new hearts, 
and relying with faith and confidence on the merits of the glorious Re­
deemer, as their only hope of pardot and acceptance on high. Much, 
therefore, as thev differ among themselves, they hold their views as a 
sine qua non. Be it known, therefore, to all men, that in our views of 
Bible truth, uu forms nor ceremonies can ever entitle any man to the Lord s 
supper; for unless he hath faith, all the waters of the ocean can never fit 
him.

It mav be said then, “ If conversion to God is the main qualification, 
why spend so much time ill discussion, and contending for minor points ? 
This question is propounded to mislead ; for the glorious Redeemer laid 
down no unimportant regulations for his church to follow. Many bible 
practices under the name of “ unimportant,” have been shut out, and in a
tenfold ratio have errors taken their place with far more importance 
attached to them—of the truth of this the Church of Rome is a fearful
example:—once pure, hut having swerved from the word of truth by 
little and little, now destitue of almost every vestige of Christianity but the 
name. Nothing, therefore, founded on scripture, relating to the regula­
tions of the church of Christ, is unimportant. The subject then of church 
communion, is not an unimportant one ; for it is one ol the bonds of union 
among the followers of Christ. Having said this much we now come to 
the subject of the letter. The first feature is Open Communion.

Those who stand upon this side of the question are divided in their, 
views about the extent of its application, and although by taking two steps 
the two views are readily resolved into one, yet in justice to the advo­
cates of the two several features xve will notice each.

One class hold that the ordinance of the Lord’s supper is-designed 
for all who believe in Christ xvhether they have been baptized or not— 
with this feature we have no fellowship ; its practice would subvert the 
Church of Christ. Our objections to it arc :

1. That it makes the Lord’s supper an ordinance out of the church ; 
and it is only by taking ibis position that the sentiment can he maintained. 
Now the word of God in our view places this ordinance in the church, 
ns designed for the special benefit ofher members, (t was instituted by 
our Lord to be observed by the church till his return ; and it must be 
remembered that he was alone with his disciples whom he had chosen, 
and who had publicly professed their faith in him, when he commanded 
them so to do. If it was an ordinance in the church then, it must he in
it now. But to extend It to unbnptized j-jr-on,-. it to tKœo out ol
the church; for as baptism is the uniting ordinance with the church, 
those who arc unbaptized arc not in it ;—a church of Christ is a body of 
baptized believers.—It seems to us that this conclusion cannot he resisted.

2. To extend it to unbaptized persons is contrary to the practice of the 
Now Testament. Every allusion to the ordinance speaks of it as the 
privilege of baptized believers. Those who continued in felloxvship, and 
breaking of bread, were all baptized.

This is at variance with the
scriptures ; for the very connection in which it stands—being always joined 
with faith in Christ—shows the im£ortg^ee ilU—-*« mind of infinite
wisdom and love.

Even those who 
us on the mode do not act thus. They would not extend the 

invitation to those, who in their estimation, were unbaptized. Js it not 
m art inconsistent for Baptists to do ovlmi-wieo ? u

Another class hold that the orditÀy b designed for all baptized
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believers whether found in baptist or pedo-baptist congregations. This 
view looks more consistent, and yet after all the results are the same— 
one step more will place this view precisely in the same posittion and 
liable to the same objections with the former. If wc fellowship those, 
who, to our knowledge, commune with unbaptized persons We virtually 
do the very thing ourselves. Those who commune with disqualified per­
sons sanction that disqualification. The truth of this appears from the 
very nature of the case ; suppose that servants were to connive with a band 
of thieves so as to give them access to rob and spoil their master's house, 
would they not on this being proved, be found accomplices, and be punished 
accordingly ? Now this is the way Christ is treated by all, who directly or 
indirectly support unscriptural communion ; they open the door to those 
who would derange his house and spoil it of its tones trial attire. Some 
have tried to get over this difficulty by alleging that in eating the Lord's 
supper each lias to account for himself only. This is not scripture doctrine. 
It is not lawful for any to eat the Lord’s supper alone, or as an individual 
•among many. It is a communion feast ; and one of its designs is to show 
forth the communion of saints “ in the body and blood of the Lord.” If 
we commune With disqualified persons we arc partakers with them in 
their sin. But it may he said that ws in communing with a baptized, 
have nothing to do with his communing with an unbaptized believer. 
This objection is fallacious. For if we know that they thus practice, by our 
act we sanction theirs, and are thus partakers with them in their disorder. 
Wc ourselves will not traffic.in human flesh, hut we will fellowship him 
who does, and who is a partaker with those who live by the means. 
Surely were we to do thus our guilt would be apparent to all and in vain 
would we try to hide it In no Way can we see how open communion is 
practised or advocated but upon the principle that the Lord's supper is 
an ordinance out of the church.

Again, wherever open Communion is practised or advocated it is al­
ways with disadvantage to the ordinance of baptism. For those who 
'oppose immersion invariably plead such indifference on the part of Bap­
tists ns an excuse for themselves and as a reason for others whv they
-should disregard it.

By what has been said it is evident that we deem open communion in 
every feature unscriptural, as destructive of the order of Christ’s house, 
as inconsistent, as calculated to keep many of God’s children from seeing 
and performing their duty. It is evident therefore that we advocate and 
practice

Strict Communion.
Baptism is one of the reproaches which that portion of the people of 

God with whom we arc connected have to bear for Christ. The opposer* 
■of the Baptists have used evey means to bring the immersion of believers 
into disrepute, and by so doing they prevent many of the children of God 
from obeying his voice—when, however, they have been driven from their 
stronn holds and fastnesses by sound argument, they have not withdrawn 
from the contest, but resorted to the plan of prejudicing peopa against 
our strict communion.

Having shown however, that open communion in its several features 
has no foundation in the word of truth, and that its practice would destroy 
the distinctness of the gospel church, it follow* a* i legirim ito consequ­
ence that strict communion is the only safe ground oa which the church 
of Christ can Stand, and by which she can m tintain her ilcslmclivcness

and visibility ; little more, therefore, need be said on the subject.—The 
objections, however, against the practice are of the most fallacious kind, 
having no argument for their support, and only calculated to effect certain 
minds by exciting their prejudices. The practice is termed “ unlovely,” 
but those who thus speak never once seem to think that their refusing to 
hear the Saviour’s voice looks infinitely more so.

Another objection is, “ That all Christians ought to commune together ; 
tor it they cannot do bo here, how can they in heaven ?” The first clause 
contains a statement as to Christian privilege, which is truth. All Chris- 
tians ought to commne together, but all Christians ought to be baptized 
first, and when all obey the Saviour in this ordinance, there will be no 
difficulty to their union in the other—with open arms Christians will then 
embrace each other, saying, “ 1 Come in thou blessed of the Lord, vour 
lo\c to Christ has led you to obey his voice.” With respect to tho last 
clause, it is fallacious, and against it, it is sufficient to say, that while we 
arc on e arth, it is enough that we adhere to the terms of communion laid 
down by Christ ; when we pass into eternity, wc shall have no difficulty 
in obeying the laws for our regulation there.

Strict communion seems to us ihe only course, lilœlv to lead pious 
people to embrace all the truth with reference to baptism. So long as 
we tr!low*!lip the disorderly walk of a brother, so long we prevent him 
from seeing the enormity ot his conduct ; but withdraw from him and 
give him a reason for so doing, he may then reflect, abandon his course, 
and embrace the truth.

1* rorn the foregoing it will be readily seen what are our views, and 
what is our practice; from these we cannot conscientiously depart.

hut while wc thus firmly and tenaciously hold these views, wc most 
freely accord to all men the same right to hold theirs : and would re­
commend in all discussions on the subject, meekness and Christian for­
bearance. No glory will result to the Saviour, nor comfort to our own 
souls by adopting a harsh and dogmatic spirit. Though it is most mani­
fest that strict and free communion Baptists cannot walk nor labour 
together harmoniously on this continent, yet let them treat and speak of 
each other as Christians—when wc cannot agree, there is a virtue in 
separation. I wo instances of this are mentioned in scripture, after which 
we would do well to pattern—when the herd men of Abraham and the 
herd men of Lot could not agree, the “friend of God” proposed a sep­
aration. “ Let there be no strife I pray thee between me and thee, and 
between my herdsmen and thy herdsmen ; for we be brethren.” There 
appears to be a reason given why they should take this course, viz., that 
the Canaanitcs and (lie Perizzites were then in the land. Abraham had 
reason to think that these people were watching them and would t ike 
advantage of their discord. Wc too are watched, let us therefore re­
member that we are brethren.

1 ne next case Æf se pc ration is that of Barnabas and Paul, who, when 
a contention hi l arisen between them, and had become sharp, separated, 
the one from the oth r. Bat though they parted, they neither spake nor 
attributed evil to each other. Charity, while she rejoices in the firm 
maintenance of truth, rejoices not in any evil.

Having thus avowed our principles, let us lay aside everything evil, 
and cultivate tho spirit of peace and of love, striving together to advance 
the interests ot Christ < Kingdom. In holding our views let us 
personal piety, and labour to promote it in others.

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REVOLT OX TJiE WOflKMLN.

Oo the 25th ult. the workmen of the ateliers 
bationawx received an intimation that very im­
portant changes were to be made ; that persons 
who were receiving money from the State, when 
they had other means of subsistence, would be 
struck off the list ; and that real and productive 
labour would be substituted for the play and 
idleness which have hitherto been practiced. 
At the same time, some changes were made in 
the sub-directors and foremen. The turbulent 
portion of the workmen began to display very 
unequivocal signs of resistance.

On the removal cfM. Emile Thomas, the young 
man who had been placed at the head of the 
ateliers nationaux by Ledru Rollin, the workmen 
declared their intention to go down in a body to 
the National Assembly to demand that their 
rights should be respected. Hut the National. 
Guards were called out in great numbers, and 
this display changed the determination to attack 
the Chambers.

On the 28th, the Government paper, the Mon­
iteur, announced in plain terms that the national 
workshops would be dissolved, and that although 
everything would be done for the rehef of the 
working classes that was possible, any attempt 
at resistance would be repressed with the great- 

■ est severity.

REACTIONARY l’LOTS.

The legitimists, or the old Bourbon party, are 
busily at work in the present disordered state of 
tilings, to restore the old days of royalty. It is 
said'’that a secret understanding between the 
legitimists and the Orleans party has been brought

• about. •
When the vote was taken m the Assembly 

upon the question of the banishment of the Or­
leans family, 130 members, mostly belonging to 
the party of the gauche in the late Chamber of 
Deputies, abstained from voting ; but among 
those who composed the majority which carried 
the bill exiling the late royal family, were sever­
al who had been Ministers- of Louis Philippe. 
Among the members who abstained from voting, 
was M. Odillon Barrot ; and among the first
who voted for the banishment was M. Duver- 
gier de Hauranne.

FRENCH FINANCES.

The financial condition of France appears to 
occupy the French and English papers of the 
•week to a very great extent. The receipts on
imports which were 12,725,150f. in April 1810. 
and 10,750,672f. in April 1847, fell to 3,764,- 
590f. m April 1848. In the same month the 
amount paid on cotton wool imported full from 
l,107,193f. in 1846 to 578,533f. in 1847, and 
2Q2,405f. in 1848. Cast iron from 433,51)71. 
in 1847 to 92,125f. in 1848. The fall otTin the 
other branches of the revenue derived from di­
rect taxation, in the month of April 1848, re­
presented as amounting to twenty-three millions 
of francs.

It is ascertained that the actual cost of the 
national workshops has nearly reached the sum 
of fifty thousand dollars daily, in Paris alone ; 
and the expense of the National Assembly per 
day is four thousand five hundred dollars.

fffgr “ ThWecnnd reading of tlie Jewish Dis­
abilities Bill was moved i»i the House of Lords 
Ft Thursday evening, May 26. The Archbishop 
of Canterbury and the Bi hops of Oxford were 
among the opponents of the Bill. The Bishop 
of St. David’s (Dr. Thirlwall) spoke in its favour. 
On a division there wap a majority of 35 against 
the second reading. The votes stood 128 to 163. 
The Archbishop of York, and the Bishops of St. 
David’s, Worcester, Manchester, and Bishop 
Hampden, voted in favour of the measure.

t3T The effects of the singular and unexpect­
ed fli.'ht of the Emperor can hardly be foretold. 
The conservative classes of Vienna, alarmed at 
the success of the students and the populace, 
loudlv called on the Emperor to return. A de­
putation was sent to urge it ; bnt it sterns that 
the call was not successful. His Majesty assigns, 
as the reason of his dcpavfure, the disorderly 
state of Vienna, and declares that he will not re­
turn till he has had proof that the city has re­
turned to its former allegiance. The Austrian 
nobles are reported to be following the Emperor 
to Innspruck, which is becoming umvontedly gay. 
According to information contained in the Cologne 
Gazette, the Emperor has taken two bold steps, 
which cannot fail of being followed by important 
con.-equenccs.—He has invited all the diplomatic 
corj s to repair to Innspruck, and has decreed the 
abolition of the University of Vienna. No sooner 
had the Emperor effected lus retreat to Innspruck, 
than he issued a decree for the dissolution of the 
Vienna Ministry'. Upon the Ministers attempt­
ing compliance, the students resisted, and were 
immediately joined by' the National Guard and 
the populace generally. The military retreated, 
one or two lives were sacrificed, barricades were 
thrown up at intervals of a few paces in every 
part of the city, the Exchange was closed, the 
mails were stopped, and every' determination man­
ifested to maintain a deadly struggle. Appalled, 
as usual, by the attitude of the people, the Min­
istry, after many hours of uncertainty, yielded to 
their demands. The order for the dissolution of 
the University was annulled, the troops were 
compelled to leave the city', and the victory', in 
short, on the part of the people, was complete.

On the subject of the Post Office, most satis­
factory arrangements have been entered into, 
there being an elitire concurrence of views between 
the Government of Canada and Nova Scotia.

AFFAIRS AT ROME.
The subjoined letter from Rome, published in 

the London Tablet, the organ of the English 
Catholics, though of no late date, (April 28.) is 
interesting and valuable as'indicating the tenden­
cies of the times at the Pontifical City.

“ If you had, dearest friend, to come now to 
Rome, you would be moved to tears by the mere 
aspect of that city, but lately so Catholic, and at 
present so changed, in the short period of eight­
een months, when *1 saw it last, that 1 hardly 
c >uld recognize it again. Thc’clergy are abused, 
the poor Jesuits driven away ; instead of ser­
mons you hear a kind of political speeches uttered 
from tl^e pulpit. Honest men sink their heads, 
and expect in a sort of stupor nothing but mis­
chief to faith and religion. The head of the State 
is surrourded by new advisers, some of whom 
are even in many respects hostile to Catholicism, 
exhibiting in the management of public affairs 
unequivocal signs of inability and discourage­
ment, which affords to the progressive party the 
most sanguine trust of being soon able to break 
every curb and go beyond all bounds. Such are 
the prospects I have had before me since l came 
here. Yesterday there was a rumor of an in­
tended slaughter of all the Jews by llio mob. 
To-day it is a Jesuit who, on being recognised 
in the Corso, has been most wantonly outraged 
by mcmbeis of the National Guard. Two days 
ago a Dominican Fiiar received a blow in the 
fact with a stick, and the suppression of that 
Order is already talked about. Is nil this not 
sad enough for Rome, which I beheld so short a 
time ago, bearing the majestic stamp of that 
greatness and calmness which seemed to raise it 
tar above all these paltry concir s of modern 
political sophistry * Rome, which appeared to 
be moved only by the imposing recollections of 
the past, the sublime instructions of Catholicism 
and the splendors pf art ; that very Rome is now 
turned into a plane of disturbance and riots ; of 
journalism and declaration, matching in that re­
spect the foremost of modern cities, and beating 
them all in absurdity and bad taste. Even the 
ajr you inhale seems to be impregnated with 
revolutionary ferment, striving to overthrow 
■everything. Seeing how they are going here 
adrift, I am really afraid they will soon run 
against the paganism of ’03, if you except the 
guillotine and the noyade», which the Italians 
do not precisely require, perhaps, happily, for 
want of sufficient energy to go to that length.”
tV The latest accounts from Rome state that 

a collision is imminent. The retrograde party, 
including a certain number of the cardinals, are 
attempting to raise the Trunsteuerini, and to sow 
dissensions among the National Guard. For 
some time past they have been plotting to carry 
* If the Pope to Subiaco, with a view of exciting 
the sympathy of Europe in favour of His Holi 
ness, and against the people. “ God grant,” 
cries the Constitutional, that blood may not 
ajfeady have flowed in the ■ treats of the Pontifi­
cal city."

Ncu> York, June 17.

Accounts received in this city from Dublin, 
state that after the sentence of Mitclieli, the Irish 
Confederation published an address, signed by
Mr. Smith O’Brien, declaring that a period is 
rapidly approaching when armed resistance to 
the oppressors of their country will beeome a 
sacred obligation, and advising the people to 
prepare at once for the protection of their in­
valuable liberties. The address adds, learn to 
contemplate calmly the chances of a final strug­
gle, and prepare for that struggle. Mr. Duffy, 
Editor of the Nation, in a powerful article, urge , 
the dissolution of the two Repeal Associations, 
and the formation of a new one, open to all, 
without pledge or qualification, and its govern­
ment committed to a legislative council of 100 
Repealers, the foremost in Ireland for capacity 
and devotion, with an extra committee of 5 to 
act as the cabinet of tlm new organization.

The House went into Committee of the whole on 
the Naval Appropriation Bill ; a very warm and, 
at some times, personal debate arose ; the Bill 
was finally reported to the House.

ENCOUNTER WITH A SERPENT.
In the vicinity of the barracks assigned to the 

European soldiers in India, there is usually a 
number of little solitary cells, where the disorderly 
members of the corps are confined for longer or 
shorter terms, by order of the commanding officer. 
Iu one of these at Madras, oh a certain occasion, 
was locked up poor Jock Hall, a Scotsman, 
belonging to Edinburgh or Leith. Jock had got 
intoxicated, and being found in that condition at 
the hour of drill, was sentenced to eight day’s 
solitary confinement. Soldiers in India have 
bedding partly furnished by the Honourable 
Company, and find the remainder for themselves. 
About this part of house furnishing, however, 
Ilall troubled himself very little, being one of 
those hardy reckless beings on whom privation 
and suffering seem to make no impression. A 
hard floor was as good as a down bed to Jock, 
and therefore, as he never scrupled to sell what 
he got, it may be supposed this sleeping furniture 
was none of the most abundant or select. Such 
as it was, he was stretched upon and under it one 
night in his cell, (luring his term of penance, and 
possibly was reflecting on the impropriety of in 
future putting ‘ an enemy into his mouth to steal 
away his brains,’ when lo ! he thought lie heard 
a rustling in the cell close by him. At this mo­
ment he recollected that he had not, ns he ought 
lo have done, slopped up an air-hole which en­
tered the cell on a level with its floor, and also 
with the rock externally, on which the building 
was placed. A strong suspicion of what had 
happened, or was about to happen, came over
Hull’s mind, hut ho knew it was probably too late

i- LATE FROM GREECE.
We are in possession of a letter from a gentle­

man in Greece, dated May 10th, in which lie 
says :—

It is now about a fortnight since Ihe northern 
part of the kingdom became involved in civil war. 
Some fifteen hundred insurgents have been array­
ed against the government troops, but they aie 
now said to be closely hemmed in bv the latter 
«ul the revolt will, it is expected, be' iu a short 
time supressed. These men professedly demand 
thp dissolution of the present Chamber of Depu­
ties, which the opposition contend was illegally 
«looted But the movement looks further°than 
that, and it would not stop short of as radical a 
change as has taken place in France. The re­
volution in Puns made a deep impression here, 
ihe King prevented a popular outbreak in Athens 
by making some concessions which the opposi­
tion were loudly demanding. We think there is 
P° personal insecurity except at the seat of re- 
bellioq on the confines of Turkey and Greece.

CHINA,

At Shanghai there is trouble again 
the native authorities and the English, 
pears that early in March three English mission­
aries were attacked, beaten and wounded by some 
grain junkmen out of employ.

They were rescued by the well disposed 
Chinasc and taken to their boats and returned 
to Shanghai.

The British consul demanded that the ring­
leaders should be produced and identified, in order 
that they might be punished.

The Chinese authorities being rather tardy in 
complying, the consul (finally 1, id an embargo 
on a number of grain junks, laden with rice for 
the North, with a view of forcing the authorities 
into a compliance with his demands.

On the 19th of March the Childers and Espi­
ègle were before tbe town, and all English ships 
bad been ordered to be in readiness to assist, 
and the embargo then continued in force.

It is supposed that the matter would bo ami­
cably settled, but lest it should not, the steamer 
Fury had been despatched from Bombay for the 
scene of action.

tV The Quebec Mercury lias appealed to 
us for information on the subject of the visit to 
Canadp of the lion.

that two of of those subjects are the Halifax rail­
way and reciprocal five trade between the Pro­
vince- the other is the Post Office question. 
Wish regard to the railway, the ou dit mentioned 
by the Mercury as current, is palpably absurd, 
as without the sanction of Parliament no such 
understanding as that said to have been arrived 
at, could take place. But the truth is, that the 
object of the gentlemen Lorn Nova Scotia was 
simply to make arrangements for the payment of 
the expenses of the survey for obtaining certain 
statistical information which they considered of 
importance. '1 he Mercury » informant, we need 
scarcely say, has been wholly misinformed as to 
any decision whatever having been come to by 
the Government regarding either the Quebec and 
Halifax, or the Montreal and Portland railway. 
On the question of reciprocal trade, we believe 
we can state with confidence that satisfactory ar­
rangements have been entered into. The Cana­
dian government are not prepared to adopt the 
principle of admitting the manufactures of Nova 
Scotia free of duty ; and they cannot, therefore, 
give effect by proclamation to the reciprocity 
clause or the Customs Act.—But they are wil­

DAYS WITHOUT NIGHTS AND NIGHTS 
WITHOUT DAYS.

Dr. Baird, in a recent lecture at Hartford, 
Conn., gave some interesting facts. There is no­
thing that strikes a stranger more forcibly, if he 
visits Sweden at the season of the year when the 
days are longer than the absence of night. The 
sun in June goesdowu at Stockholm a little before 
ten o clock. 1 here is a great illumination all 
night us the suit passes round the earth towards 
the North Pole, and the refraction of its rays is 

1 suuh that you cau see to read at midnight. Dr. 
Baird read a letter in the forest near Stockholm 
at midnight, without artificial light. There is a 
mountain at the head of the Gulf of Bothnia, 
where, on the 21st ot J une, the sun does not go 
down at all. Travellers go up there to see it. 
A steamboat goes up from Stockholm for the 
purpose of carrying those who are curious to 
witness the phenomenon. It only occurs one 
mgiit. The sun goes down to the horizon, you 
can see the whole face of it, and in five minutes 
U begins to rise.

At the North Cape, lat. 72 degrees, the sun 
does not go down for several weeks. In June it 
would be about twenty five degrees above the 
horizon at midnight. The way the people tliere 
know it is midnight, they see the sun rise. The 
changes in those high latitudes from summer to 
wiinter are so great, that we can have no concep­
tion of them at all. In the winter time the sun 
disappears, and is not seen for six weeks. Then 
it comes and shows its face. Afterwards it re­
mains for ten, fifteen, or twenty minutes, and 
then descends, and finally it does not set at all, 
but makes almost a circle around the heavens.
