It is of Parisian
make. The petticoat is of the richest |
white satin, with several small openings |
near the bottom, showing a thick wreath
of orange blossoms snd myrtle under-
neath it. Itis trimmed with two rob-
ings of the costliest point d’ Alencon lace |
coming down on either side, turned with
square corners toward a white satin train,
in the draperies of which it disappears.
The train is of immense length, and it is
literally sown with flakes of silver, while
large bouquets of fleur-de-lis in relief are
embroidered in silverall down the centre
of it. It is edged ,with shell-like fluting
of satin, intermingled with point d’'Alen-
con. The dress has short sleeves trim-

Whereas, by the census of the year one
thousand eight hundred and eighty-one,
and in accordance with the British North
America Act, 1867, the Province of Ont-
tario is entitled to four additional mem-
bers in the House of Commons, and the
Provinee of Manitoba, by its present. pop-
ulation, to one additional member, the
same being severally in excess of the
number of members of the said House for
each of the said provinces, as provided by
the British North America Act, 1867, and
“An Act to readjust the representation in
the House of Commons,” passed in the
thirty-fifth year of her Majesty’s reign,and
by reason thereof and of the intended
union of ghe electoral distsict of tho town
of Niagara with the township of Niagara
thereto attached with the electoral dis-
trict of the county of Lincoln, and the
union of the electoral district of the town
of Cornwall with the township of Cornwall
thereto attached to the county of Storm-
ont, it is expedient to readjust the hot
aries of certain of the electoral distri
in the said provinces of Ontarioand Mani-
toba. Therefore Her Majesty, by and
with the advice and consent of the Senate
of the House of Commons of Canada,enacts
as follows :—

1. The House of Commons shall con-
sist of 211 members, of whom 92 shall be
elected for Ontario, 65 for Quebec, 21 for
Nova Scotia, 16 for New Brunswick, 5 for
Manitoba, 6 for British Columbia,and 6 for
Prince Edward Island.

In 1871 the returns show-
ed that the average number in each family
in Ontario was The recent returns
show that there is a slight diminution of
the average number of the family, viz,
5.22, Itscems to be a general law that as
a country progresses inwealth the num-
ber of persons composing the average
family decreases. It would appear that
Ontario has not been an exception,though
eid but small. -In the matter
sion of the population as to sex-
es, the census of 1871 showed that there
were 36,320 more males than females in
Ontario. In 1881 the lli~|)l'ﬂ['mrtinn is
not quite as great there being but 35,712.
This state of things is altogether different
to the facts as discovered by the census-
taking of other countri England has
very many more females than males with-
in her borders. ropean cofintries gen-
erally have more females than males, and
hence the woman question isa much more
complex question in those countries than
in Can Nova Scotia, of the four origi-
nal provinees of the Confederacy, was the
only province where the female popula-
tion was, in 1871, in excess of the male
population, and in that province the ex-
cess is so small (only 208) that practical-
ly it was in a state of equipoise. During
the decade the excess of females in that
province gained upon the retu.n of 1871
to a small extent, so that the census
of 1881 shows 504 more females than
males,

Showing as they do that the pre-
ponderance is with the females, which
would not be the case if the males (who
principally went away) had been taken
as if present, this tact is one of those in-
cidental circumstances from which the
statist is able to argue the general ac-
curacy of the enumeration.

Taking all the provinces now forming
the Dominion, there are 53,000 more
males than females. It is plain that the
country could import a large number of
females before it would need to discuss
| the burning questions that arise in older

countries on account of the undue pre«
ponderance of females.— Mail.

DOMINION PARLIAMENT.
Redistribution of Seats Bill.

Sir John Macdonald—I now beg leave,
Mr. Speaker, to introduce the bill for
the readjustment of the representation
in the House of Commons, and for other
f{urpoaen. The bill, of course, as the

ouse knows, is introduced under the
provisions of the British North America
Act of 1867, In this Act, in conse-

uence ol the increase of population in

anitoba, it is proposed to give il one
additional member, making five new
members who will be edded to this
House, making a total number of 211,
instead of 206. The principle on which
the rearr t and readj of
constituencies is made in this Act is to
equalize as much as possible in popula-
tion the constituencies in Ontario, and
in accord with the census for 1881. By
this census it appears that the represent-
ation of all our provinces will remain the
same in number as they are now, with
the exception of Untario, which obtains
additional members,owing to the increase
of population. The scale ot representa-
tion is established in the British North
America Act. The census gives to Un-
tario four new members, and it is pro-
gosed, in consequence of four new mem-

ers being added, of course there must
be a locus standi and'a place provided
for ‘the ‘additidnal ¢ BResid
these four members, it is proposed to
anite the town of Niagara to the county
of Lincoln, and also to unite the town
and township of Cornwall to the county
of Stormont, leaving six constituencies
to be provided for in .the province of
Ontario. The arrangement with re-
spect to additional members will be as
follows. The census shows that the
county of Essex has a very large popu-
lation, and it is divided into two elector-
ol districts. The counly of Lambton has
also a large population, and it is divided
into two electoral districts. Bruce,
which has two ridings row, will have an
additional one. Middlesex, which has
three ridings, will have four. Simcoe,
which has now two, will have three rid-
ings. The county of Ontario, which has
two, will also have three ridings. This
is the mode in which six additional con-
stituencies are proposed to be arranged.
I do not now propose to go into minute
details as to the composition of the dif-
ferent constituencies. Of covrse there
is not, and cannot be a close adherence
to the principle pure and simple of re-
presentation by population. In some
cases, owing to their position, it is im-
possible to equalize them exactly and
numerically as electoral districts, each
district having same body of population,
but the alterations which are made have
all been made in that direction. In con-
sequence of the readjustment of so many
counties there will be a considerable al-
teration in the arrangement of the dif-
ferent constituencies. I will point out
shortly the most of them from memor-
anda which I have in my hand. First,
the population of Cornwall and Stormont
will be the same. There will be no al-
teration, but merely the junction of the
two. Carleton will be altered. Its
population is now 24,689, and it will be
reduced to 287, 1 may mention that
the average population in the different
constituencies, as re-arranged, is about
21,000, and a reduection will be applied
to the north riding ot the adjoining
county of Lanark. The riding is now al-
together too small, according to the
average we have adopted. - It is now by
the census 13,943, and by the cnange it
will be 18,345, Leeds and Grenville will
be about the same. The number is now

Sir John Macdonald—I say in the pro-
vince of Ontario they long ago disregarded
that principle. (Hear, hear.) Isay the
Liberils there made municipal and elect-
oral districts different, (Hear, hear.)
The hon. gentleman says it is wrong to
take a township from one electoral dis-
trict toadd to another. Sir, Mr. Mowat
did more than that. He split townships
into two. Hesplit villages into two, and

Fire.—A fire was discovered on Tues-
day morning in the rear part of the
frame store of Geo. S. Davidson, and
with amazing rapidity spread over the
whole establishment, and the stock was

The
adjoining store belonging to D. W. Car-
ter, was partially damaged. Davidson’s
stock was valued at $7,000; insured in
the Western for $2,000 u.n(‘ in the Phee-
nix for $2,000. Loss on building, $4,000;

$2,000.

The Telegraphof Wednesday furnishes
the following “additional particulars of
the fire :

Between 12and 1 o'clock on Monday
night the town was aroused by the yard
engine of the G. W. R. sounding the fire
alarm. As the citizens hurried out of
tueir homes they discovered the fire to
be on Main street, and on reaching that
thoroughfare they saw immense bodies
of flame issuing from the store of Mr.
Davidson, corner of Main and William
streets. So firm a hold had the fire got
on the place that it was impossible to do
anything in the way of arresting its pro-
gress, the corporation not owning a sin-
gle foot of hose, to say nothing about an
engine. The fire engine belonging to
the G. W. R., which has at previous fires
done such good service was, however,
brought into use, a few volunteers having
brought it to the scene of destruction.
Much valuable time was spent seeking
for water, but at last the engine was
taken to the rear of the Thompson
House,  where the well seemed inex
haustible. Under the direction of Mr.
Wolton, locomotive foreman, aided by a
number of the G. W. R. employees and a
few other citizens, principally elderly
men, a stream of water was directed first
of all on the buildings adjoining that on
fire, so as to prevent the fire getting
hold, and then the nozzle was directed
towards the doomed store, and the water
soon made its presence felt, and al-
though it was from the first seen that
nothing could save the store from total
destruction, the engine kept the fire
down, and the workers had the gratifica-
tion of knowing that their exertions had
kept the fire from spreading down
William street. Beyond the damage
done to Scott's bank by water, and the
partial destruction of the store adjoining
Mr. Davidson's, there was nat much in-
jury sustained. The neighbors who re-
moved their household effects,under fear
that the fire would spread, may have
found some of their goods damaged, but
their loss will be trifling. Some over-
zealous for Mr.Johnston handled his glass
and crockery so roughly that he esli-
mates his loss at not less than $400.

Perish in The Flames.

The Heroism of a Despairing Father.
Arthur, Ont,, May 1.—Between one
and two o'clock Sunday morning a fire |
