In an effort to find some traces
of the other limb the cellar and house
were thoroughly ransacked and . the
various boxes and other things stored
in the cellar weére cleaned out. No-
thing was found, and it was thought
by the police that the Yeg had been
consumed In the furnace.

Yorke Mrs. George Bell, a friend of
the Yorke family, moved by curiosity,
!walked through the grounds of Dr.
;Robinson's place. She noticed a gar-
ibage .can containing potatoes and
'some rubbish overturned, Examining
it closely, she saw a charred bone ly-
ing in the pile. The/village author-
ities were immediately notified and
the contents of the can ‘thoroughly
searched., ~ Near the bottom were
also found more bones, the bottle and
the purse skeleton. Dr. J. H. Wilson
examined the bones and declared that
they were human, and those of the
right leg and foot. Part of a burned
shoe was also found.

The discovery created a sensation
in the village and 'many severe criti-

Chickens

Victims of the King of Beasts
' In the year 1909 lions in Uganda
killed 22 Europeans and 12 Hindus
(employed in the construction of a
railwdy) and 167 natives, making a
total of 201 known victims. This re-
turn does not include such natives as
were not in the employed of the rail-
way, and a local Administrator es-

at something over 500; This makes a
total of 700 vichms to the lion in
Uganda in this one ‘year of 1909.

Apart from this, 15 Europeans were
either torn or trampled to death by
members of the rhinoceros family or
by elephants, and 32 natives met the
same fate. Here again no account
is taken of those natives not immedi-
ately in contact with civilization.

In 1907 the lions in Rhodesia had
119 deaths to their credit; those of
West Portuguese Africa accounted for
more than 200 people including three
European hunters. A well-known ex-
plorer estimates that in.independent
Congo the mean annual tribute paid
by the natives amounts tb 600 lives.

Ravages in China and Siberia

China, thanks to her*long history,
has been able to rid herself of most
dangerous wild animals; but in Korea
a local species of tiger, perhaps the
largest and fiercest of the whole
family, annually kill 2,000 peasants.

Siberia again is affected by the ra-
vages  of at least one wild animal,
scientifically known as Tigris On-
uriensis, which is remarkable for its
size, the beauty of its skin, and
above all, its insatiable love for hu-
man flesh. Exact figures as to its
ravagfies are impossible to obtain; but
[ official estimates have been made, one
of which statés that during the four
summer months of 1909 the tigers in
the Trans-Vaikal province devoured
12 natives, 27 Russians subjects, in-
cluding two officers and eight soldiers
and 130 Chinese immigrants, making
a total of 171 victims for a territory
which includes. approximately one-
fifth of the whole area inhabitated by
this redoubtable beast.

Even these figures, however, fade
into insignificance besides the ‘total
number of deaths attributable to wol-
ves and bears in Siberia, These run
into thousands. A report” published
by the Administrator of Waters and
Forests in that country tells us that
5234 people (native peasants and con-
victs) succumbed during  the year
1097 to the attacks of these beasts.

In Terror of the Man-Eater,

The man-eater is the ever-present
terror of the Hindu villager,

She at once sent for the Countess
Sophie and demanded an explanation.
As that was not satigfactory the lady
in waiting, according to- the: popular
story, was given' to” understand that
her room was preferable to her com-
any.

The Bohemian family belonged to
one of the lower orders of nobility,
and despite the beauty and great tal-
ent of the Countess, a good deal. of
scorn was poured upon her, because
of the honorable intentions of both
of the young people, to enter into no
illicit union.

Emperor had given his consent to the
marriage—but under conditions.

Frahcis Ferdinand, a devout Roman
Catholic was to swear on the cruci-
fix that his wife was, and his child-
ren would remain inferior in rank .to
himself, so that she coul{ never as-
cend the throne with him as Em-
press, and all their descendants wouid
be excluded from the succession. To
this course he was advised to agree
by his spiritual counsellors.

Good Roads is a question which is
becoming of inereasing importance to
the people of Canada and particularly
to the farmers of the Dominion. In

Western Canada especially the farm-
ers are calling out for better ﬁgh-
ways and increased facilities fo/ mar-

keting their qﬁduce The local muni-

cipalities and"ﬁe provinces; while they
tre doing mii¢h, haye not:the resour-
ces to propeﬂy cope with ~the pro-
blem, and ‘it is*being “daily brought
home that the aid and assistance of
the Dominion Government is requirea
to improve the rural highways 6f
Canada.

This was .one of the planks in the
platform of Sir Robert Borden in the
election of 1911, In his election mahi-
festo, issued just before the last con-
test, he enunciated - as one of the
planks in his platform the following:

“The granting of substantial assist-
ance towards the improvements of
our public highways.”

-

As in -the case of other pre-alect:on
promlses. no time was lost in carry-
ing ont this pledge. That the Govern
ment has not been able to carry out
its policy has been due to the action
of the Liberal majority in the Senate,
which, for petty partisan reasons, two |
years in succession killed the high-|
ways bill introduced by Hon. - Frank
Cochrane, ‘Apparently until’ the Con-'
servatives are in control of the Senate
|t is useless to expect that the country
c¢an get any assistance along the lines
proposed- by the Government. . The
action of the Senate has been strongly
condemned by Good Roads Associa-
tions and farmers’ organiations from
the Atlantic to the Pacific.

Not only did' the Senate kill the
}ngh\vays bill, but the Liberals in the
Comnions fought the bill and voted
against it, and it was at the instiga-
tion of the Liberal leaders that the
Senate, always the obedient servant
of Sir Wilfrid Laurier, voted down
the Government measure.

!Ontario Liability Law Leads

Says a U. S. paper of recent date:

Jjuries—and -imdwstrial ~diseascs ™ eon~
tracted ‘in"the c¢ourse of "their em-
ployment.” “The law mentions by way
of introduction,”
drews, secretary of the American As-
sociation for Labor Legislation, the
Survey, “half a dozen diseases about
which we have been learning lately—]|.
poisoning from lead, phosphorus, mer-
cury, and arsenic, as well as anthrax
and the mineér’s ailment spelled an-
kylostomiasis,”

Mr, Andrews says that “twenty-
three of our states and the federal
government have already covered ac-
cidents by legislation more or less
adequate. But industrial diseases
compensated by special right in the
title of the law is worth attention, It
hasn’t happened before on the Ameri-
can continent.” And it means that
in Ontario “victims of insidious trade
maladies are to be compensated just
like sufferers from sudden and obvious
accidents.”

Continuing Mr. Andrews says:

“Of course in Europe countries like
England, Germany and Switzerland
long since made definite provision for
this sort of thing. But our Congress,
with a carefully drafted bill before
it this long year and more past, and
in spite of a favorable recommenda-
tion from the House judiciary com-
mittee, has still failed to provide sim-
ilar protection even for the govern-
ment's own employces in shipyards,
arsenals and printing offices. Bul—
gana for example did that years ago.”

..Medical science has conquered ty-
phoid Full protection against infec-
| tion is within the reach of everyone.
The United States public health ser-
vice is waging an educational cam-
paign on the subject and urgmg citti-
zens generally to avail themselves of
this protection. Immunization agajinst .
the disease by the use of typhoid
prophylactic is the advice given. That
this method of prevention has long
since passed the theoretical and ex-
perimental stages is evidenced by the
results obtained in the armies and na-
vies of the United States and Europe.

During the Spanish-American war
among 10,759 - troops assembled-«at
Jacksonville, Ila., ‘there occurred over
2000 cases of typTxo;d with 248 deaths
during a period of about four.months.
In 1909 the use of the typhoid pro-
phylatic was begun by the army and
was made compulsory in 1911. Dur-
ing 1917, when 20,000 troops ' wee
mobilized in / Texas and along
the southern border of the United
States there occurred during a period
of about four months but two cases
of typhoid, both mild and ending in
recovery. And the report of the sur-
L.geon general of the army .for 1913
shows that of all the troops station-
ed within the United States there oc-
curred during the year but 18 cases of
typhoid, with three deaths,, as com-
pared with 44.cases with six deaths in
1911, with ten deaths in 1910 and 173
cases, with 16 deaths, in 1000.

As showing what is the War De-

typhoid vacdination the following is
quoted from the report: “It has now
been clearly demonstrated that the
immunization against *typhoid
by the use of typhoid prophylactic is
a thoroughly practical measure for
the prevention of this disease; that it
is unattended by bad results; and that
its ‘protective value is very probably
equal to that afforded against small-
pox by vaccination.”—Stockton (Cal.)

Not merely have
we discovered -rich.deposits of geld,
silver and precious . stones; . not
merely are these being mined in a
provident -and successful. manner,
with which . nothing in the past
could compare; but additionally the
world is growing richer in every
‘conceivable way. ‘ g
i This statement was illustrated by
reference to the growth of our-eities
in size: and®peéauty, in.sanitary con-
veniences, in_ spacious parks, in
good, paved streets and boulevards;
and to our -industries, which are
multiplying machinery perfected
within the.last fifty years and turn-
ing out products of convenience and
value. These add greatly to the
world’s comfort and material wealth,
ard are not merely perishable arti-
cles such as clothing and bric-a-brac,
but substantial edifices, ete. Vast
libraries, both public and private, are
being. acquired. . Many former lux-
uries are becoming almost necessi-
ties, beeause of - the facility with
which they are produced. All these
things, and many others, constitute
riches, one glance at which would
amaze our ancestors. -

The speaker then asked a series of

questions such as appeal fo all
thoughtful persoms. Are we as a
race, he inquired, growing rich to-
ward God? Is not the very reverse
true? Are not faith and godliness
on the decline? Is it not true that
within the last fifty years the love
of money, which the Apostle declares
i “a root of all evil,” has intensi-
fied? Is it not true that financial
greed bhas become 80 strong as to
make . necessary.. Pure-food Laws.for
the. protection of the lives of the
people—bhecause life and health were
in jeopardy?
Atfention was then called to the
fact that, altheugh we are better
housed, better fed and beiter clothed
than were.our forefathers, yet there
is a general condition: of unrest, due
to trust -in riches.

The magnitude of the need’ for labor is
well -exemplified in the development of
the newly opened Black Country of
France, whieh has as its cenfre Briey,
the German frontier. - The annual mineral
output of this-iron and coal district haws
gprung ' in three years from 13,000,000
tons to 20,000,000 tons. The countryside
population, which before the opening - of
these new fieJds was engaged in the rear-
ing of pigs, has been quite insufficient to
man the new industry. In three years
the population has grown from 73,000 to
more than 150,000, more than 70,000 of
Whom are foreigners. Italians represent
nearly three-quarters of this alien popula-
tion. Their arrival at Briey has trans-
formed the national aspect of this corner
of the Franco-German frontier. Whole
villages have become Italian; Italian
newspapers, . many of them anarchist

of German laborers have smettled. The
neighboring department of the Pas de
| Calaié has been overrun in &mimilar man-
ner by alien labor drawn f every cor-
ner of Europe and from Africa. At Lens
there are even &bout two hundred Chinese
coolies ‘at work in the mines. Three or
four bhundred more have found employ-
ment in the wine growing districts, where
Germans, Italians and Spaniards are also
to be found in considerable numbers.

. The satisfaction given by African labor
in France has drawn attention to the vast
national reservoir of labor which France
has at her disposal in her colonies. Since
1910, when a few Algerian natives were
taken on at the Courrires collieries and
in the oil refineries at Marsellles, the pos-
sibility of this solution has been seriously
tested. The first batch of imported Ka-
byles having givén good results, they have
been brought to France in increasing
numbers, and there are mow seven or
eight thousand of them scattered through
the industrial gnd the wine-kmwing dis-
tricts of the country. About a thousand
of them have found employment in Paris
in the sugar refineries, tube railways and
omnibus services,

The State will gain by substituting for
the hundreds of thousands of Germans
and Italians along the frontier French
citizens, many of whom are trained sol-
diers. The millions of francs which at
present are taken out of the country by
the Belgian, Italian and German work-|

sheefs, predomindte on ‘the bookstalls.!
Public notices in the railway stations and |
the streets appear in Italian as well as|
in French and German,

Throughout the coal districts along the
Beigian frontier a simjlar state of affairs|
exists. Belgians, however, have taken the
place of Italians as the predominant
foreign element. . They are btonght to
their work by special trains and motor
omnibuses from across the frontier: ’l‘heyl1
provision themselves before ‘teaving 'Bel-
gium with their food and butter pots which
have given them their nickname of pots de
beiirre. Here, as further south, thousands

men will be diverted to Algeria, and
that this would be no small benefit to
the colony is shown by the fact that in
spite of the small number of Arabs at
present in France, nearly $350,000 was
sent through one Algerian post office in
six months by these laborers. The men
will. return to their villages with a new
standard of consumption, and the gen-
eral trade' of France and 'of Algeria, will
thus benefit. A scheme for the esiab-
lishment of a large Kabyle reeruiting
agency has been suggested to the colliery
eompanies and other large employers of
labor.
