Such a monarch may well instil new
confidence into his troops and steel
their hearts afresh for victory.’

It is universally agreed that the
Emperor’s action dissipates any idea
that Russia will listen to proposals
for a separate peace, but what puzzles
the British press is how to explain thrs|
removal of Grand Duke Nicholas to|
another sphere.

The attack of last night brings up
the total of casualties from Zeppelin
raids to 122 killed and 349 injured.

The danger of  the great wedge,
which passes through Italy’s national
line of defence in the north, has not
only been a problem for the armed
forces of the nation, but has been con-
stantly in the mind’s eye of the whole
people as an ominous threat for the
day when war should come. There is
reason now. to believe that General
Cadorna has conjured the evil and
even has devised a means of turning
it against the enemy.

After several weeks devoted to the
work of clearing the Tyrol valleys in
the Gexten district and breaking down
the advance works of the numerous
forts around Monte Croce di Padola,
the Italian commander recently
brought up a number of batteries of
medium calibre and prepared the
ground for an important assault, The
attack was begun on Monday and is
still in progress.

Reports from Austrian sources show
that much apprehension is felt by the
general staff regarding the outcome
of this attack. It is a blow at the
main railroad line connecting the
Trentino with the heart of Austria.
The Italian effort is directed to the
capure of Toblach and Innischen, both
of which are important towns on the,
railway. Should it be successful the
Italian forces expect to have little dif-
ficulty practically in isolating the
Trentino salient.

Now Admits He Saw No
Guns Mounted on the
Lusitania.

New. York, Sept. 8--Gustav Stahl,

#\e German reseryist who swore that.

e saw four guns mounted on one of
the ‘decks of the Lusitania just as
that vessel was about to leave this
port on the voyage that ended when
a German torpedo struck her off the
Irish coast, pleaded guilty to perjury
in the United States District Court
Judge Hough remanded
him to the Tombs until 10 o’clock to-
day when sentence will be imposed.

In the meantime there may be
some interesting disclosures in the
Stahl matter. Stahl’s false atfidavit
about the Lusitania being armed was
forwarded to the State Department by
Ambassador von Bernstorff as part
of a German excuse for the sinking
of the liner and the sacrifice of
scores of American lives

The United States district aitorney
has evidence upon which he bases
the belief that Stahl did not make
the affidavit of his own volition. An
effort will be made to discover who
employed him to swear that the
Lusitania was an armed ship.

The indictment charging Stahl with
perjury was not based on His attida-
vit sent by the German-. Arabassa-
dor to the State Department, Stahl
repeated the statement under oath
in a John Doe proceeding before the
Federal grand jury on June 1o. It
was for this that he was indicted. He
entered his plea of guilty yesterday
on advice of his counsel Harold S.
Deming, who had conferred. at length
with United States District Attorney
Marshall.

NEUTRALS QUITE
JUSTFED WITH
THEIR PROTESTS

Opinion of Dr. Motta, Presi-
dent of Switzerland, in
Conversation.

By Special Wire to the Courier.

Paris, Sept. 9.—Neutral nations are
justified in protesting against war
because they are its victims, is the
opinion of Dr. Guiseppe Motta, presi-
dent of Switzerland, who expressed
his views in a conversation with
Etienne Lamy, the French academi-
cian. An account of this interview,
which appears in the Petit Parisien,
quotes President Motta as having
said:

“Past wars affected only belliger-
ents, but nowadays, owing to growth,
the change in ideas, habits and wealth
there is a community among peoples. |
The rupture of this community by |
war between certain states affects dil;
the rest.

“The will of neutrals is less re-
spected in time of war. It is not thsn
sufficient that they await the end of |
the conflict. For them passiveness
has ceased to be a duty and energy |
has become the proper policy. They !
have a right to raise their voice
against war because they are its vic- |
tims. It is legitimate for them to
unite their influences because they
are injured in common, but the hour
has not come for that effort. Words,
like spent bullets, would glance off
the armor of belligerents without
penetrating it, but the armor finally |
becomes heavy even for the strong- |
est arms.

“The first sign of that fatigue will!
not find Switzerland inattentive or |
hesitant. She will act in concert witn |
other neutral governments, convinced
as she is that the cause of peace s
the cause of all. Necessary peace :s|
not one which will be glorious, for
it cannot be glorious for all, but
equitable justice alone is lasting in
effects.” ‘

a retreat forced on him by no fault
of his own, has won the admiration
of military experts—the Grand Duke
Nicholas—is packed off to the Caa-
casus. The best Russian general, in
the opinion of many enlightened
judges, the best general of the war,
is disgraced, demoted, and his place
taken by the imperial cockade. The
implications are sinister. Behind all
the explicable want of munitions is
there the oid welter of incompetence
and graft, so sickeneing in the war
with Japan? That, for Russia, was a
little war after all. The inert im-
mensity was not greatly moved. in
intrigue, inefficiency, and corruption
it was a giant war. In this incompar-
ably more vital hour of Russian des-
tiny has the habit, the good o!d

pzzovernment and I,Iur,';uiﬂ,'z fh(‘VHlln
survived.

New York, S(’['t,
says:

The determination of the Russian
Czar to assume active command in
the field of the Russian armies, is
the most important change which has
occurred since the outbreak of the
war. It will naturally cause the com-
ment that it indicates extreme fric-
tion. But the necessity for some
change appears to have been very
pressing. The enemy had penetrated
far into Russia, and was held only
within one step of getting possession
of Riga and threatening Petrograd.
While Grand Duke Nicholas stands
out as one of the greatest military
figures of the war, the time has ar-
rived, as the Czar says, when he
should take the field and share the
perils and toils of the campaign with
his army. One thing of great signfi-
cance will at once be perceived. It
is Russia’s answer to German over-
tures for peace. That answer is an'
emphatic “no.”

WHO IS TO SUCCEED?

The Tribune says:

Berlin may not celebrate the trans-
fer of the Grand Duke to the Cau-
casus. There may be no flags or
cannon fire, but it is hard to believe
that there will not be sincere rejoic-
ings. Germany has so far failed to
capture the Russian armies, but she
has disposed of their commander.

The little that has come to us from
the eastern front has confirmed the
earlier feeling that the Grand Duzec
was a great soldier, the greatest of
Russian generals. Even in defeat he
has displayed rare skiill and genius.
But he has been defeated. His iron
discipline has antagonized the politi-
cal soldiers and the politicians who
are not soldiers. Disaster which does
not seem to be chargeable to him
has procured his downfall. He goes
into something approaching exile,
and the consternation in Paris and
London is already patent.

CUNS. HEARTEN
HEROES, WHO
FIGHT BRAVELY

Story of Ypres Salient,
Showing Advantage of
Heavy Artillery.

By Fréderick Palmer,

British Headquarters in France
Aug. 22—The British have retaken
the mine crater at Hooge in one of
the most picturesque actions seefi
along the British front for a long
time. Hooge was once a village in a
region as flat as a billiard table, 1t
is in the Ypres salient, where it 1s
generally agreed more blood has been
spilled than over any similar length
of line on the western front, with the
exception of Souchez, where the
French made their first attack in
May, and June,

The blowing up of a mine under
the German trench recently made
Hooge about the hottest place in the
Ypres salient, It was one of the
largest mines the British have ex-
ploded, and it made a hole in the
earth about forty feet deep and 70
feet across. The British charged and
took possession of the position.

In reply to the mine the Germans
brought up their flame ejector appar-
atus, which they had tried on the
French before, but now used on the
British for the first time, Around the
edge of the mine crater the !inglish-
men and the Germans were, at one
place, only five feet apart. The crater
was so big and it had so distigured
the landscape that it was difficult to
“consolidate” the position, as the of-
ficial bulletins say, particularly when
showers of bombs from either side
punish any enterprise on the part of
the other.

On top of a bombardment of all
the neighboring part of the British
line where the trenches were further
apart, and of bombardment wi:h mor-
tars and bombs where they wese close
together, the. Germans suddenly
sprayed the British front with fire
over a section where their intantry
attacked. The British had to give up
their crater and Hooge and some 500
yards of trenches. When they set
out to recover the ground they tound
the Germans had the line bristling
with machine guns, so they gained
only one end of what they had lost.

The rule in the Ypres salient seems
to be never to lie down tamely after
any setback. Both sides fight to re-
cover a loss, no matter what the cost,
Sanguinary battles are waged for a
few acres of ground, All one day tk=
British kept -an_almost_-ceatinuous
roar of shellg pver @ther gagts of the
salient. They made the German
trenches boil with® dust unders clouds
of shrapnel smoke. The German guns
replied. They threw some more 17-
inch shells into the ruins of Ypres and
into other points, which they had not
considered worthy of 17-inch shells
before. The thunder of this artillery
duel could be heard 30 or 40 miles to
the rear. It made a sound lke the
roll of a drum with almost no inter-
val between the shots. Nothing heav-
ier had been heard since Souchez,

About 2 o’clock the next mornig
guns which had been silent before
came into action. They were all di-
rected on the German trenches at
Hooge, sending tons of high explo-
sives and storms of shrapnel. Then at
4.15 the guns stopped. The next min-
uate a British major at the head of a
battalion line leaped over the para-
pet. As he said, he found “nobedy at
home.” The Germans were in their
dugouts, according to the custom on
such occasions, taking shelter trom
the tornado of shell fire which makes
even a lookout hardly possible. Turn-
ing the corner of a traverse ,the ma-
jor fairly bumped into a German, who
had come out of his dugout to see
why the shelling had stoppead.

“You're mine!” said the major, put-
ting his revolver muzzle to the Ger-
man's breast. “He promptly agreed
that he was,” as the major expressed
it

The happiness of the officer and
men as they told the story of that
fight te the correspondent turned on
gratitude to their artillery support.
“It shows what artillery can do,” said
the colonel “and what the intantry
can do when the guns give them that
kind of aid, Their work was pertect,
straight on there in front of the men’s
noses, with no shells bursting short,
and then they all stopped like an
orchestra at the end of a piece. My
only trouble with the men was to
hold them back from the front line.
If there is anything that puts spirit
into the men it is that kind of sup-
port. We captured four good machine
guns, and I don’t know how many
were destroyed. Germany is cne big
battery. She does it with artillery
and machine guns. Guns against her
guns. and we shall be right, Yes,
we had a fine show.” |

men, with the depth of feeling ex-
pressive of realization that the guns
meant life and death and success and
failure for them.

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was less than in losing it. They ad—}
vanced about a thousand yards with
the first rush. Mostly they met the
Germans coming from their own dug-
outs, and it was hand-to-hand when
the Germans did not yield.

As soon as they nad yielded they |
were started back toward the British |
rear, for in the maze of traverses
where rifles and bombs are lying
about loose prisoners may soon re-
new the fray. The next day a faint
rumble like that of the human voice
came from a pile of earth, and it was
found that one of the hi_ h explosives
had closed the door of a dugout. The
occupants were rescued alive.

When an officer and some men
came to the edge of the mine crater
they found nearly a hundred Germans
in the bottom, where they had taken
cover from the bombardment. The
British looked down at the Germans
and the Germans looked up at the
British. As one of the men said, the
surprise was mutual, but the Ger-
mans were a little the more surprised
of the two. The British had bombs
in their hands. All they had to do
was to stand back and toss the bombs
into the crater. Chucking bombs into
a dugout when the occupants will
not surrender is one of the common-
est proceedings in the course of tak
ing a trench.

“We'll give ourselves up,” said a
German officer, starting up the wail
of the crater. “You've got us.”
SMOKE BRITISH CIGARETTES.

“As the Germans came up some of
the British shook hands with them,
and soon they were marching along
aroad in the midst ofa German shell
fire smoking cigarettes given them by
their captors. Meanwhile it was stap
and thrust in other places till Briton
or German was down.

Rushing up the traverses the Brit-
ish drove the Germans before them
with bombs gaining more ground. In
addition to their own bombs, *hey
used the Germans’.

“One German prisoner showed me
how to use them,” said a British
bomb-thrower. “He did it instiac-
tively when he saw I was fumbling
with it. That was very helpful of
him. You had to puil a string on
top before you made the throw. They
seemed to be first rate bombs.”

Once over the demoralization caus-
ed by the crash of the bursting shells
from the British artillery concentra-
tion in their ears, the Germans out
of their dugouts began resisting with
bombs, and the British, running short,
had to fall back, traverse by tra-
verse, pursued by the Germans, thus
losing some of their gain before more
bombs were brought up from the
rear. This had to be done under
gusts of shrapnel bullets, for the Ger-
man guns were giving the British sup-
ports all they had to give as fast
as they could, the struggle proceeding
in the midst of the scream and burst
of projectiles. Twice one of the ser-
geants crossed the zone back to the
support trenches, bringing supplies of
bombs, before he was killed, Others
at the same work were killed or
wounded, but they got enough up (o |

REGRETS OVER
LINER ARABI

New Not?f)escribcs Act as
One of Self-defence by
the Submarine.

Berlin, Sept. g.—Germany’s note to
the United States concerning the
sinking of the White Star Line
Arabic by a German submarine was
communicated to James W. Gerard,
the American ambassador, yesterday
svening.

The note ascribes the destruction
of the liner to an act of self-defence
on the part of the submarine, and ex-
presses the German government’s
deep regret that American lives were
lost thereby, and offers to refer the
questions of reparation and compen-
sation to The Hague for adjustment.
The note reveals in detail the in-
structions to submarine commanders
concerning their treatment of liners.
They are ordered not to attack a
passenger steamer except in case of
an attempt to escape after it is or-
dered to halt, or unless its actions in-
dicate an intention to attack the sub-
marine. (The right to sink a hostile
passenger ship after the passengers
and crew have been placed in boats
presumably is not affected by these
instructions.)

German naval experts declare that
there is no other course open to sub-
marines under the present conditions
when, they assert, every merchant-
man, from liner down to fishing
smack, is a presumptive eremy and
perhaps carrying guns and ready :o
seize any opportunity to attack the
vulnerable submarine by gunfire or
by ramming.

WHAT CONSTITUTES
SELF-DEFENCE,

Already speculation is rife in offi-
cial circles here as to how the United
States will receive Germany’s explan-
ation. The consensus of opinion is
that the diplomatic discussion which
is bound to follow the note, will deal
primarily with the question as to
what constitutes self-defence. A lead-
ing naval critic, discussing the inci-
dent to-day, said frankly that he
predicted the United States, while
likely to accept Germany’s stand on
the Arabic, will at once insist upon
a clear-cut stipulation of conditions
under which Germany proposes to
live up to the promise given through
Ambassador Bernstorff, as well as of
circumstances under which she feeis
a submarine commander is not oblig-
ed to act in keeping with that prom-

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The Situation.

The displacing of Grand Duke Nic-
holas as head of the Russian forces,
and the taking of his place by the
Czar, still continues to be a matter of
world comment. The move was SO
entirely unexzpected that it came like
a bolt from the blue, and has given
rise to all sorts of speculation. On
one thing the experts are all agreed,
and this is that the deposed General
has been handling matters under most
disadvantageous circumstances i —a
masterly way. Why, then, his depos-
sition? One theory is that the policy
of retreating which he was forced to
adopt has had a depressing efféct upon
the public mind. The masses of the
people would only understand that
there was a constant falling back,
without realizing that the Grand Duke
might be proving himself as great a
tactician under such circumstances as
if he had attained brilliant victories.
Another view is that, as in the case of
the war against Japan, a lot of pre-
judicial influences have been at work,
which it will take the direct control of
the Czar to abate. A third incident
dwelt upon is that the Czarina is the
daughter of a German and has a Ger-
man clique at court, to whom the
Grand Duke has for a long time not
been very acceptable. Whatever the
cause, it is the general concensus of
opinion that the change gives added
emphasis to the determination of Rus-
sia to stay in the fight to the end.

The Russians once again have com-
menced to act more on the basis of
the offensive, and, despite violent Ger-
man assaults, the French lines in the
Western theatre still hold.

Turkish losses in the Dardanelles
are now said to total 250,000.

A second air raid upon England
within forty-eight hours is probably
intended as an offset to the aerial
aptivities of the Allies on the Con-
tinent.

The Kaiser Believes He Has |

a Divine Mission.

Mr. A. G. Gardiner, a leading jour-
nalist, and one of the foremost writers
in the Old Land, during the course
of his latest book, “The War Lords,”
gives a very complete analysis of Em-
peror William. He points out that
he thoroughly believes that he is a
divinely-appointed instrument of God
to lead the German nation to redeem
the earth, as absolutely as Moses was
raised to lead the chosen people out
of Egypt. Thus he said at Munster
in 1907:

“The German people will be the
rock of granite upon which our Lo:d
God can build and complete his cul-
ture in the world.”

He looks upon himself as the ser-
vant and the confidante of the Al-
mighty, and hence the constant and
familiar allusions to God in all his
speeches. There is not one speech of
his in which such allusions do not
occur. Thus at Konigsberg he said
in 1910:

“And here my grandfather, by his
own right set the Prussian crown
upon his head, once more emphas-
izing that it was accorded him by the
will of God alone, and not by Parlia-
ment, or by any assemblage of the
people, or by popular vote, and that
he thus looked upon himself as the
chosen instrument of heaven, and 2s
such performed his duties as Regent
and Sovereign.”

Speaking of Frederick the Great on
another occasion he said:

“And just as the great king was
never left in the lurch by the old
Ally, so the Fatherland will always
be near His heart.

“] regard my whole position as
given to me direct from heaven, and
that I have been
Highest to do His work.”

Numerous other quotations are giv-
en of a like trend.

Here is his attitude towards the

workingmen, as given to them at a

gathering in Breslau:

“For years you, and your brothers

have allowed yourselves to be de-

luded by the agitators of the Social-
ists into thinking that if you do not

belong to this party, and acknow-

ledge it, no one pays any attention
to you, and that you will not be ‘n

It
was known, however, that Mrs. Nich-
ols’ collection of jewels was worth
nearly half a million dollars and the
key to the casket that contained them
was missing from the place where she

GERMAN DEFEAT
5 NOW ADMITTED
FOR FIRSTTIVE

Period of Retiring Nearly
Over—Big Bear Will
Bite Each Hand.

B3y Sperial Wire to the Courler.

London, Sept. g.—For the first time
in many weeks the Russians, accord-
ing to their own statements, have in-
flicted a severe defeat on their op-
ponents. The battle of Tuesday near
Tarnopol, 70 miles east of Lemberg,
and near the Galician frontier, while
not conclusive, is regarded in Eng-
land as indicating that the Russians
are reaching the stage where they
purpose striking back after their long
retreat. ;

The Teutonic forces engaged in the
battle included not only Austrian but
German forces. The Russians main-
tain that 8,000 prisoners, exclusive of
the dead or wounded, measure the
extent of their victory, and that it
would have been more pronounced
but for their inferiority in artillery.
The German centre is forging forwacd
slowly by virtue of sustained pres-
sure, but in the north Field Marshal
Von Hindenberg is still unable to
force a passage of the Dvina.

Grand Duke Nichoias, removed as
commander in chief of the Russian
forces, is.to-day on the way to his
new head'quarters in the Caucasus.
Pending further developments, the
Russian and English press is unable
to fathom just what this transfer
signifies. It is suggested in some
quarters that the shift may be a fore-
runner to an important Russian di-
version on the Turkish frontier, in
connection with the Franco-British
attempt to force the Dardanelles.

By means of air raids, gunfire from
the sea and artillery bombardments
at many places on the western front,
the French and British continue to
hammer German positions, without
launching infantry attacks.

Death of Mrs. George Drummond
of Montreal.

One hundred and
forty-eight have enrolled for the Ma-
triculation and Teachers course  The
total number of pupils now registered
is five hundred and thirty. The (Col-
legiate was built to accommodate 500
pupils, but the Technical and Indus-
trial Department, having been placed
in the Collegiate, for want of tunds,
reduced the accommodation to 420
pupils, consequently we are one hun-
dred and thirty pupils in excess ot our
capacity. Your committee appointed
to look into the matter of additional
accommodation is of the opinion that
every effort should be made to keep
pupils at the Collegiate Institute, and
avoid, if at all possible, the removal
of any of them to outside premises.

There are many reasons why the
! students should not be removed:

(1) It would interfere with educa-
tional efficiency.

(2) It would greatly
school organization.
