TBSTOTO LIGHT HOUSES.
London, July 13.—A series of experiments 

are being m»de at the South Forelands under 
the superintendence of the Trinity House. 
These experiment» are to test the tights and 
will extend over a period of several menthe 
and will be the most complete ever made. 
The Elder brethren, of the Trinity House, ap­
pear determined to settle the question of the 
respective advantages of gas, oil and elec­
tricity, as tight-house illuminants particularly 
with regard to their powers of penetration 
through abnormal atmospheres. The experi­
ments so far made show that the popular no­
tion of the penetrating powers of the three 
illuminants named is grossly erroneous. For 
instance, it has been found that electric tight 
so, brilliant that it can hardly be looked 
at on a clear, night from a distance oi three 
miles is bet little more penetrating through 
a dense fi’g.tban a very much smaller illum­
inating power of,gas. The chief objection to 
gas is the great amount of heat it engenders. 
This affects the lenses and makes it neces­
sary to limit the amount of gas used, but for 
ftenealâ sufficient amount of gas to equal 
the illuminating power of a given electric 
light could be used, in which case the South 
Foreland experiments demonstrate the gas 
light would'prove the more penetrating light 
in hazy weather. It bas been found that it 
requires a double quantity of electric light to 
make a perceptible increased penetrating 
powêr over a single quantity of gas in a fog. 
The résulta of these experiments are deeply 
interesting to the scientists.

GROVER CLEVELAND.
Grover Cleveland, Governor of New York, 

is a native of New Jersey, born at Caldwell, 
.Essex county, March 18, 1837. His father 
was a minister, and the candidate has living 
relatives prominent among the Protestant 
clergy, not to speak of his numerous clerical 
ancestors. After receiving such instruction 
as was procurable from the common school 
in various places of the parental residence, 
young Cleveland was sent to the academy 
situated at Clinton, Oneida county, N. Ÿ. 
Upon leaving this seat of learning he went 
to New York City, where he tilled for 
■one time the position of clerk in "an -institu­
tion of charity He is next heard of making his 
way West in company with an enterpris­
ing young man, with Cleveland, 0., aa 
his objective point; but visiting, while 
on his way, an uucle residing in Buffalo, 
he was induced to remain in that city, 
as clerk in the store of his relative. He 
was 18 years of age at the time, . an am hi 
tious young fellow, possessed oi the earnest 
desire to become a succèssfnl lawyer. His 
uncle favoured this aspiration, and we soon 
find the youth a clerk in the office of a 
prominent law firm and at the sanie time 
enjoying the comforts of a good home at 
his relative’s house. He was admitted to 
the bar in 1859.

HIS FIRST POLITICAL OFFICE.
Was as assistant district attorney for the 

county of Erie,, under C. C. Torrance. He 
held the position three years, until the end 
of hi* superior's term of office, when ne was 
nominated for district attorney ou the Demo­
cratic ticket,, but was defeated. In 1870, 
five years after this failure, he was elected 
sheriff of Erie county : and in November, 1881, 
was elected mayor of Buffalo by a decisive 
majority. Bis iqciimbency of the office wa 
successful and popular.

In the fall election of 1882 Mr. Cleve­
land was elected Governor of New York, on 
a Democratic nomination, by a majority of 
nearly 200,000 vet:» over his competitor 
Charles J. Folger, Secretary of the Treas­
ury. This overwhelming success was due 
chiefly to the “bolting” and absence from 
the polls of Republican voters ; bat it gives 
him a great advantage in competition with 
others for the Presidential nomination. He 
a a bachelor, and very devoted TO his offieial 

. duties.

Detroit, July 14.—At noon yesterday, 
John Kircher, a German teamster, who lived 
at 155 Jay St, was fatally staubed by Wm. 
Steins, another German, who boarded at Kir- 
cher’s house, Kircher died almost immediately.

THE PAINFUL CIRCUMSTANCES.

The circumstances which led to Kircher*» 
murder occured on Monday. Un that day 
Kircher was confined to bed and Steins did 
the chores about the house. Going to the 
barn he found one of Kircher’s horses lying 
down, apparently sick. He reported the 
matter to Mrs Kircher, who went tp the 
bam with him to see the horse.
They were absent longer than Kircher 
thought necessary, and when they returned 
he accused her of improper intimacy with 
Steins and scouted the- idea that they 
went to attend to a sick horse.
Mrs Kircher and Steina denied the charge 
of intimacy, but the husband insisted that all 
was not right As the week passed Kercher'i 
denunciations of hia wife became more fre­
quent She scarcely appeared without hia 
saying something to her about the matter. 
Steins had several talks with the husband 
and tried to convince the latter that he was 
wrong, but in every instance the conversa­
tion wound np with hot words. Yes­
terday morning about six o’clock Stem* 
visited Kircher’s room • and found 

THE WIFE CRYING BITTERLY 
and the husband upbraiding her. After a - 
few words with Kircher, Steins left the bona* 
and went to the heme of the brother oi Mrs. 
Kircher to report tolhim the state of affairs. 
Not finding her brother at home he wandered 
about the city until noon when he again re* 
turned to 155 Jay street. On entering th* 
house he went direct to his own room, took 
from his trunk a German hunting knife, and 
hastened to Kircher’s room. The latter wai 
lying on his back on the bed. Un entering 
the room Steins demanded that Kircher 
should retract hie- slanderous statement 
against him. Kircher replied, No, Sir, 1 
won't take them back, they are true. 
“Weil, then, take this,” repiieid Steins, and * 
plunged the knife into Kircher’s breast. Hr 
then ran out of the room and down Jay street 
to Gratiot avenue, where he met a patrol­
man to whom he told the story and delivered 
himself up. He was locked up on a charge 
of murder, and officers were sent to thi 

SCENE OF THE STABBING.

On arriving at Kircher’* house the officer 
found the husband lying dead upon tht 
kitchen floor, to which room he walked after 
the knife had been plunged into his body 
Mrs. Kircher was the only person in thr 
house at the time oi the murder. She claim! 
at the time it occurred she was at work u 
the kitchen and heard nothing o 
what was going on in the room oo 
cupied by her husband. She says shi 
did not know her husband was stabbed unti 
he staggered into thé kitchen, with th- 
kniie still in his breast, and drawing it ont 
handed it to her, raying “see what Willinn 
has done,” when be threw up hii hands am, 
fell on the floor dead. Wm. Steirs, the mar 
derer, was seen by a reporter, at the -tatioi 
last night aud raid he had no intent on o 
killing Kircher when he went into the lat 
ter a room, that hit purpose in taking th 
knife was to frighten Kircher into makiu; 
him retract his charge of improper oonduc 
on the part of Mrs. Kircher and himseli.

I answer, it is essen­
tial in nil respects. We are somewhat ana­
logous to the British mill owner, who, before 
his capital can be turned to advantage, must 
invest in building, machinery, cotton or other 
raw material, fuel, wages Ac. all such outlay 
being absolutely necessary before profitable 
■etnrns can be bad. This country, on the 
ume principle, possesses immense unde­
veloped resources whioh require railways, 
oanals, harbors, explorations, public land- 
surveys Ac. before we can expect profitable 
results ;—it being, allowed that, while the 
mUBowner’e enterprise is purely commercial 
and subject to the fluctuation» of trade ours 
is permanent Men of all parti* are agreed 
as to the necessity for, sod value of our 
publie improvements, bnt differ, mostly on 
party grounds, as to the precise mode of 
Carrying them out

In after letters when I come to deal with 
the policy of the Central Government I shall 
bs better stile to illustrate the relative stand- 
in# of political parti*, as well as of the 
leading statesmen connected with them.

I think you will agree with me when I say 
that in s country inch so this, enjoying tbe 
utmost freedom, under whioh its people 
have proved'themselves worthy of the fullest 
measure of constitutional liberty and who 
hitherto have u*d such for the general bene­
fit of their country; I say that jin the light of 
tiie past and pr*ent, sack a people may in 
all. confidence be left to work out their ulti­
mate deatifiyxindependently of intermediate 
obstacles. It cannot possibly surprise yon 
that under onr form of government with a 
pre* end institutions admitting of every 
legitimate freedonfof political disonesion and 
action, there snould crop out every now and 
then orotehRsof various kinds, whioh like the 
surface ripple, however, have not in the 
leastVfeoted the deep and steady current of 
theponnlar wiU, whiebtenrawt. inspite ofpnsny 
obstacles and difficult!*, has-hitherto been 
safely guided by the skill and prudence of 
our| statesmen, with tbe results visible ur 
lhir>ear of graoe 1884. , r.

Since Canada was conceded responsible 
Government vast changes have taken place, 
but throughout them all the popular will and 
the Government of the day have kept pretty 
well nhteaet of eaoh other. Long after tbe 
foundations onr political system were laid, as 
based on ^he popular vote, there necessarily 
existed abuses, which, like the now obsolete 
“ rotten borough * system in England, were 
participated in by all parti*. With ns at 
toast they were greatly owing to the proverb- 
ally slow growth of public opinion and unity 
among a somewhat mixed population, which 
notwithstanding, as events have proved, were 
at le*t perfectly honest in their dmire for 
good Government Our position which in 
this respect was and is by no means singular, 
ia very clearly iUoetoated by Macaulay when 
he Mvs :—"’He alone reads history aright 
Who observing how powerfully circumstances 
influence the feelings and opinions of men, 
how viees pass into virtues and paradox* into 
axiom», learns to distinguish w bat is acciden­
tal and transitory in human nature from wbA 
is essential and immutable. " I think, there ia 
sufficient evidence in the present position of 
Cansds to shew that onr past errors were 
rather “transitory” than '‘essential and in*- . sir. iaihewoed*.

“His errors are at oaoe explained by a ref­
erence to the circamatanc* in which he was 
placed. They evidently were not sought out; 
they lay in hie way wad could scarcely be 
avoided”. Yet I regret to say that leaders of 
parties, «oecially «rhen in opposition, in their 
teal for immediate effect often fail to admit 
that “tin human to err” and, in onr case at 
least, that ever changing circumstances alter 
esses so rapidly that such can only be met 
and accommodated by the shrewdest and 
farthest seeing of our statesmen, and fre­
quently before the public, or even the press, 
has learned sufficient reasons to enable either 
to appreciate or justly to criticise such timely 
action. Yoahave had oentari* to consolidate 
year institutions, bat whatever yon may 
think of ears, they sre the results of scarcely 
the half of one century only.

Although I shall net attempt in. this my 
introductory letter to trace even in outline the 
past history of Canada, yet a slight rétrospec­
tive glance may be useful in throwing light 
an the "present, and ne for ae possible, fore­
tasting the future. Going back then to the 
inauguration of responsible government let ns 
consider far a moment tbe elements—the raw 
materials, out of which an embryo nation 
then composed of detached pro vine* had to 
be built up. They consisted of two distinct 
netionalitiM—.British and French, the former 
Of coarse enjoying the rights of British sub­
jects,-in lieu of their origin—and the latter in 
addition to a like privilege, had their lews, 
language, and religion, of all of which they 
were naturally jealous, guaranteed by treaty. 
In addition, two distinct systems of religion 
(Protestant and Roman Catholic) pervaded 
the country, each of these being characterized 
by that zeal fro its otrh integrity which 
history alone can illustrate. Such then were 
the material! that had to be compounded into 
national shape, not only for the time being 
bet as a suitable and permanent foundation 
on which to rear our social, commercial and 
political systems. In whatever light you 
may look at our publie men, you cannot fail 
to realize that statesmanship of no ordinary 
grasp Was necessary to guide to homogeneous 
action and future success the materials l have 
tried to dieçribe, Instead oi the currents 
attracting, they repelled, and this had to be 
reversed before satisfactory results could be 
achieved. Yet this process has been gradually 
<oing on with sarpriaragsuccesa ; and however 
much Canadians may honestly differ in their 
political opinions, the foot stands out in the 
present (position of this Dominion that 
nothing short of bold strokes of statesman-

and as their reasons for doing so are set forth 
plainly in a resolution, it will not be space 
wasted to print it in foil : Moved by T. 
Gilmoar, seconded by Wm. Cowan, That we, 
the members of Thornhill Farmers’ Union, do 
withdraw from the union as now constituted, 
for the following reasons, intér alia :—That. 
the onion as now constituted appears to be 
"more of a political nature than formers desire 
it to be; that it can in no sen* be termed a 
Farmers' Union, as there are lawyers, doc­
tors, brokers, eta., its principal officers;

That the Act of Incorporation has been 
obtained by miarepmention and used for self 
aggrandisement, regardless of the farmers’ 
inter*!»;

That the self constituted union of those 
parti* has been one of tbe greatest of blun­
ders, and one which hu disorganized all 
the subordinate unions in southern Manitoba, 
viz., appointing E. A. Baiiev as organizer and 
collector, a man who has used bis position for 
place and pelf;

That there hae been no proper method of 
transacting business of the -central anion, 
owing to the indefinite manner in whioh that 
organization was left, and more particularly 
dn account of the secretary, E. A. Bailey, 
trying to keep thë members in doubt as to the 
course he pnrtued, particularly on account 
ft the secretary, ÏS"A Bailey, trying to keep 
tbe members in doubt as to the course he 
pursued, particularly the directors, whom he 
never called to consult as to the proper courte 
to pursue in securing an Act of Incorporation, 
and the very unseasonable time at which he 
called the last “Central Union” meeting at 
Msniton, at which there were only a few pre­
sent.

Tmn Model Farm for toe education of 

Ontario farmers’ eons was projected by the 
Government of the late Joax Sandhsld 
Maodoxaux It waa proposed in the in­
terests of agriculture and of the agricul­
tural classes. As the Mowat Government 
took up the work which its piydeoeeeon 
initiated, Conservatives have given the 
Farm a hearty support, hoping that if not 
yet an Ontario farmers' institution, it may. 
one day become so.

The management of the Farm has cer­
tainly been aritioréed.

THE FORESTRY EXHIBITION.
The opening on the 18th insti, at Edin­

burgh, of the Forestry Exhibition will tend 
to direct public attention to the impor­
tance of forest wealth the world over. 
The show contains specimens of woods 
from aU parts of toe globe, excepting -On­
tario. As every one knows, the control of 
the forests is under the Provincial Gov­
ernments.. It was only through those 
Governments that an exhibit oould pro­
perly be made. Unfortunately the Ontario 
Government did not make provision for a 
display. As a result one great lumber 
industry has not m toe exhibition the 
prominence it deserves.

Canada, however, is not altogether ne­
glected. There is a large exhibit from New 
Brunswick and Manitoba ; the Prairie 
Province has an admirable showing. The 
leading feature of the Manitoba exhibit is 
the model North-West form which ft con­
tains. The farm is an exact representa­
tion of a settler’s cabin, with all the uten­
sils necessary so pioneer life. It is calcu­
lated to instruct the intending emigrant in 
the mysteries of the life he ia about to 
enter upon, and to induce those who have 
not yet thought ot making a home in 
Canada to think favourably of prairie 
farming.

But the exhibition in its wider signifi­
cance should have a more important re­
sult for Canada than this. It should 
arouse people to a consideration of the ra­
pidity with which the forests are disap­
pearing, and to the necessity to replant. 
In many countries, our own among 
there has beau » constant drain, upon the 
timber resources, and no thorough effort 
has been made to replace the wealth which 
has been practically destroyed. Germany, 
Norway, and Sweden are teaching us an 
important lesson in this particular. ' These 
countries keep up their timber supply by 
artificial means, and by a stringent enforce­
ment of protective legislation. If we are 
not to lose our pre-eminence as a lumber 
producing country the various Legislatures 
should deal with toe forestry question.

On# of the most interesting parts of'the 

proceedings of the Democratic National 
Convention was the discussion and action 
which took plane touching what is called 
tbs unit rule. According to this rule each 
State delegation acts ae a unit Whoever 
the majority of delegatee determine the 
Vote of the State (hall be oast for receives 
the entire vote, even though a very con­
siderable number of them may be entirely 
opposed to him. According to this rule 
the vote of William George Cortm 
would be east in favour of Ma. Blaine, 
even though his hostility to him is so 
strong that he will do aU in his power to 
prevent his election. The unit rule not 
only disfranchises the minority in each 
State delegation, so far as the nomination 
of candidates for the Presidency and "Vice. 
Presidency is concerned, but it actually 
enslaves them, end compels them to do 
what both their judgment and conscience, 
it may be. forbids them to do.

The oddest thing about the action which 
was taken in the Chicago Democratic Con­
vention is that the attempt to secure the 
abrogation was made at the instance Of 
Boss Kellt by et-8eostor Grady, one of 
hie lieutenants. If Tammany Hall had 
only had a majority of the New York del­
egation at its back, none probably would

THE AUSTRALIAN DROUGHT.
** À cloudless sky ” may figure vary 

pleasantly in poetry ? but, as out Austral­
ian relatives will admit, it is one of those 
blessings of which we can have too maeh. 
For more than a year New South Wales 
has been without a drop of rain. Not a 
cloud has bhanoed to move in the direction 
of the colony ; not a drop of water has fall­
en from a heavy sky upon the thirsty land 
Tbs result has been a terriffle drought entt 
immense Joss both in cattle and in crop#

A letter, from New South Wale* to a 
Scotch paper describes the condition of 
affair# It says that for eome two hundred 
miles an each side of the railway the coun­
try. which was previously a gdod agricul­
tural region, has been turned into a desert 
destitute af any green herbage, or of water 
worthy of the name. The sheep or cattle 
in the paddocks are dead, or t^ing. The 
sun’s scorching rays fall on held* as hard 
as iron. The leaves of the trees are, in 
wide ragions, motionless as death itself, 
being unstirred by a breath of wind. In 
the fields, all along the hills, are to be seen 
numerous sheep lying dead, and the skele­
tons of others bleached by exposure to the 
sun. From other parts of the colony a 
similar (tory of havoc and desolation comes. 
It it stated that there are thousands of 
square miles of land baked and cracked 
aud-without-a veetige of vegetation upon 
them. The entire crops for the past sea­
son have, of course; been lost. An attempt 
was made to save the sheep and cattle by 

them to the coast, but the ani­
on the way. One man, it is si- 
lost 20,000 sheep, another, 60,- 

000, find another, 120,000. Altogether 
the colony has lost millions of atfimals, 
and many colonists who were, last year, 
rich and prosperous, are to-day reduced to 
poverty.
i A disaster to agriculture, such as this, 
must be far-resohiitg. Indeed, in its con­
sequences. Reducing the farmers to des­
titution, it must make itself felt upon all 
branches of trade, upon every industry, 
and upon the revenue of the colony. The 
draught is to Australia what the cyclone 
is to the Western States, and what the 
earthquake is to South America. It comes 
at regular and far too frequent intervals, 
leaving in its write desolation, if not de­
spair. The drought of 1883-4 has been 
the meet disastrous the people of New 
South Wales have experienced. Were it 
not for the great recuperative powers e 
the colony the future of New South Wales 
would be dark indeed. ’ ’

case had occurred during the voyage, and to 
an examination of the steerage passengers as 
te their condition ou arrival, bnt a detention 
of sufficient time for a thorough disinfection 
of clothing should be made imperative at the 
varions porta of entry, aa clothes that met 
have been soiled with cholera infections 
or even eiothes that may have bren 
washed in ’ watifr1' 'to which ' cholera 
germs had access, might prove sufficient far 
occasioning an out break of the diseases Tbe 
immtalive stage i* UeUaliy stated- at from 
twelve te fourteen days, a longer period being 
Viewed a» quite esewtienal (vide De Cham- 
mont’a edition of P«kkqe’ Hygiene), therefore,

On arrival at 
their severe! destinations, they unpacked 
their trunks and . within twentv-fonr hours 
the germs in the clothing were liberated and 
the unfortunates were quickly victims, bring­
ing death also to their neighbours from tbe 
infected clothing and bedding whieh with­
out the agency of disinfectant» may retain the 
contagion» element fq| e very long period of 
time.

Head, were present bet betrayed little or no 
anxiety as to the resort.. In fact tbg pro­
ceedings seemed to weary them, and with 
difficulty they prevented themselves from 
falling asleep.

Gbobob Weldon nine veara of age, was the 
first witness called. He tea tiffed that Charley 
Thompson had struck deceased on tile back of 
tbe neck, but could not tell tbe day on stitich 
the incident had taken place. There- were 
other boys around, all of whom were on 
Thompson's side. Martin was running to­
ward» hie home, and tripped, when Thomp­
son followed and struck him. -On the day 
previous Thompson had asked him (witness) 
to go over to the field, and catch Charley 
Martin and Deni* Terry in order to give them 
a thrashing.

Eliza Edwards, 25 'Lakeview avenue, 
being sworn, elated that on Wednes­
day morning she bad seen n party of 
boys engage in a fight They were 
running from the west eioe across the avenue, 
one boy being slightly in advance of the 
others. This lad was struck by another 
immediately behind him, the latter’» fist 
> - * * flra| boy tried to. ' ‘

him oh the head several ____„ __
m r struck him on the head arid ndmaph. 
Tbe blows were «track in a vicions manner. 
The bey who bad hit the victim to the stom­
ate was ranning away when he retorted and 
•truck him again. Jaat than Mrs. Martin 
came ont of her beam, and all the beys ran 
away with the exception of the boy who 
had been strack. W itneas could not identify 

of the lade who were there.. 
lrolii Edwards, ten y cats, and ton of 
lout witness, stated that one day during 
week he raw Charley Martin running

other boys. When he reached the gate ot 
hie father’s boose he fell, and was getting. Up 
again when the other tods reached Urn and 
commenced to strike him. Mra. Martin 
came out and aff except hereon ran away.

There were ne farther u tinarisent, 
and the coroner informed the jury ton* If they 
desired they might retire and disease the ee- 
visability of their returning a verdict, or ef 
adjourning and awaiting the evidence of the 
message boy Doughty, who was said to have 
kicked Martin previoueto the fighton Wednes­
day. The jnry retired, and at the expiration 
of fifteen or twenty minutes returned to 
that they had decided to nt once 
verdict.

Coroner Johnston then summed up the evi­
dence in a very dear and exhaustive manner. 
He pointed out that all the injuries sustained 
by Martin had not been received in the fight 
on Wednesday, hot that a boy of the size of 
Doughty oouid not have kicked Martin in aa 
high a part of the bqdy as the stomach with­
out the force of the kick being highly expend­
ed in the height it was necessary to 'faire the 
foot. It had also to be considered that th* 
witnesses were, with one or two exceptions, 
boys who might readily be led in croea-examm

The jnry were then left to themselves, and 
after two hoars’ deliberation, commencing at 
half-past ten o’clock, it was announced that 
they could not agree upon a verdict. They 
were then discharged, and the case will now 
be referred to the Queen’s Bench. It ie under­
stood that ten of the jnry stood for committal 
and five for acquittal The boya were re­
leased.

In the report of Monday evening's pro­
ceedings at the inqneet, published yéeterdsv 
morning, it was stated that the evidence 
went to show that Thompson had beaten 
Martin in tbe bead and stomach. This Waa a 
mistake, aa there was no evidenoe to show 
Martin bad been beaten in the etomaoh.

London, July 1ft—Tn the Commons Glad­
stone, in reply to a question by Lord 
Randolph Churchill, insisted upon the ac­
curacy of hie statement made at a meeting of 
Liberal» yesterday, that the Government has 
proposed a compromise with the House of 
Lords on the franchise. The proposal waa 
made through Earl Granville, Foreign Secre­
tary of State, to Earl Cairns, but declined. 
Mr. Gladstone admitted that the Marquis ot 
Salisbury had not need the words : “ He de­
clined to discuss the Franchise bill with a rope 
•round hie neck. ” He need tbe phrase as a 
concise summery of Lord Salisbury's opinions.

Sir Stafford North cote stated he had the 
authority of Earl» Salisbury and Cairns to 
•ay that their communication» in relation to 
the compromise were private,

Mr. Gladstone denied that they'were of a 
private nature.

Lord Randolph Churchill morte that the 
Erase adjourn, at the same tune charging 
Mr, Gladstone with having need « private 
communication with which to traduce his op­
ponents.

Sir Vernon Harcourt defended Mr. Glad­
stone,

Lord Randolph Church ill’s motion to ed­
itors was Shew withdrawn.

Mr. Gladstone repelled the charge that he 
had traduced bis opponents. It waa a dit- 
graoefnl imputation.

Lord Churchill stated he deeply regretted 
having spoken as be did. He had done so 
under the influence of vexation. He promised 
to eOfOperate with Mr. Gladstone to avoid a 
conflict in the House of Lords in the event of 
a renewal of the offer of compromise.

Mr. Gladstone said he was satisfied with 
Lord Churchill's explanation. The Govern­
ment. be said, waa still open to the proposi­
tion» for compromise.

Through Whittier's poems much of tije 
moral and benevolent spirit ef Quaker­
ism had become diffused among hia 
readew on bath sides of the Atlantic ;

Simple Ttets far the Parity ef Water.
In suspected potable water for persons 

who cannot command chemical analysis, 
the following tests are recommended as 
being generally available and reliable;

Color—Fill a bottle made of colorless 
glass with the water ; leek through the 
water at some Mack object; the water 
should appear perfectly colorless, and 
free fyom suspended matter. A muddy 
or turbid appearance indicates toe pres­
ence of soluble organic matter, or of 
soluble matter in suspension. It should 
be “ clear as crystal." V

Odor—Empty out eome of toe water, 
leaving the bottle half full; cork up the 
bottle and place it for a few hours in a 
warm place ; shake up the water, re­
move the cork and critically small the 
air contained in the bottle. If fa hae any 
smell, and especially if the odor is in 
the least repulsive, the water should be 
rejected for domestic use. By heating 
the water to boiling an odor is some­
times evolved that otherwise does not 
appear.

Taste—Water fresh from the well fa 
usually tasteless, even though it may 
contain a large amount of putrescible 
organic matter. Waterfor domestic use 
should be perfectly tasteless, tod re­
main so even after fa has been warmed, 
since warming often develop» a taste 
in water which is tasteless when cold. 
If the water at any time has a repul­
sive or even disagreeable taste it should 
be rejected.

Heiseh’s Test foe Sewage Contamin­
ation—The delicacy of the sense of 
smell or taste varies greatly in different 
individuals; one person may fail to 
detect the foul contamination of a given 
water, which would be very evident to 
a person of finer organization. But ifthe 
cause of bad smell or taeto existe in water, 
the injurious effect on health will re­
main toe same, whether recognised or 
net. Moreover, some water of a very 
dangerous quality will fail to rive any 
indication by smell or taste. Fat these 
reasons I attach sÿeeial importance to 
Heiseh’s tost for sewage contamination 
or the presence of putrescible organic 
matter. The test is so simple that any­
one can use fa. Fill a dean pint bottle 
three-fourths full of the water to be 
tested, and dissolve in the water a tea­
spoonful of the. purest sugar-loaf or 
granulated sugar will answer—ecp* the 
bottle and place it in a warm place for 
two days. If in twenty-four to forty- 
eight hoars the water becomes cloudy or 
muddy, it is unfit for dmneetio use. If 
fa remains perfectly clear it is probably 
safe to use.
