Disaster at Sea.

AN ExeLisH BARQUE SUNK—ALL 0x BoArD
Losy BUT THREE, :

New Yoik, Aug. 18.—The Captain of
the steamship Aladama, from Glasgow,
which arrived to-night, reports the sink-
ing of the barque Adeona, of Liverpool,
from Montreal for Glasgow, as follows ; —
August 4, at 11.50 p.m , [nstrachall light
bea.ing east by south 15 miles, wind
northwest, sky cloudy, the ship steerinx
west-nosthwest, makinz about e:2at knots
per hour. The lookovt reported » light
on the port bow; shorlly after saw a red
light; pet the helm hard to pert and
stopped the engines; C(irectly saw s
barque headiog up appavenily abous
aor.h northeast, crossing our bows; re-
versed the engines full speed, notwith<
standing which siie came directly into us,
striking us a little on the port bow and a
little about the berque’s forerigging ; the
time from the collizsion till the barque
saink could not have been more than five
minates. Stopped tae engines and low-
ere-l the cuarter-boats to search forsur.
vivors and threw overboard buoys and
ropes. One mav swimming elose to the
ship ccught a life buoy and was picked up
by one of the boats. Another drifted
alongside on a part of the wreck and was
hauled on board.. A third was rescued
f:om the berque’s boat which was full of
water. The boats continued in the im-
waedivte vicinity of the wreck for iwo and
o hali hours, but could discover no fur.
taer traces of the crew. With some dif.
ficulty succeeded in getting one boat up,
but in hoisting vp the other it got stove
and was lost, but saved the men. Re-
mained in the immediate vicinity of the
wreck, steaming slowly round unti! four
o’clock on the morning of the 5th, when
it bemng daylight and clear, nothinz fur.
ther of the wreck was in sight, After a
CAreful survey uf UUr vwo sip, anding no
damage proceeded on voyage. The sur-
vivors reported the barque’s name as the
Abeona, of Liverpool, 480 tons, Captain
Montgomery, from Montrerl for Glasgow,
with a cargo of grain and flour,

The commander of the
Spanish vessel wrote to the commander of
the Kansas, there stationed, explaining
that the Virginius was a fillibustering
vessel, suggesting that she should be
made to haul down the American colors,
and intimating that he would have to
follow and, if possible, capture her should
she attempt to leave the harbor.

The captain of the American man-of-
war wrote to the U. S, Consul, and the
latter wrote back to say that the Virginius
had authority to sail under the American
flag. Meanwhile, another U. S. man-of-
war came into the harbor and the Firgin-
ies prepared to leave. The Spanish gun
toat also got up steam, but the com-
mander seems, on second thought, to
Lave concluded that two men-of-war be-
t1les the Virginius were too many for
him, and the Cuban was accordingly suf-
fered to depart. The upshot of the mat-
ier is big black head lines in the New
York papers telling of the grea‘ maval
victory . that has been won. Assuredly
such a feat is quite worthy of a place
Heside the Lava Bed triumph, if, indeed,
it does not put that glorious affiur in the
shade, And then, too, isn't it glorious to
think that just when John Bull is paying
his $15,000,000 for the ravagesof the Ala-
vama, Uncle Sam should be giving Cuban
Alabamas the protection of his flag
and his fleet? Despite the Hligh Joint
eonfab and much solemn protestation we
fear that arbitration business was but a
farce preceding a new version of the old
story about “my ox and your cow.”

Great Gale and Tidal Wave.
Iminense Destruction of Shipping

LIVES LOST.

Crops Blasted Everywhere
Throughout the Country.

INTENSE EXCITEMERNT.

The greatest gale ever experienced
eince 1810 swept over the Island of Cape
Breton on Sunday last. The oldest in-
habitant has very carefully to ransack
every corner of his memory to hunt upa
storm as severe, as blasting and destruc-
tive as the terrible hurricane that has
Jjust visited us, blasting and blighting our
crops, overturning churches, and houses,
knocking down fences, uprooting huge
trees that have stood the battle and the
brecze for three score years, sweeping our
commerce from the ocean, and worse than
all destroying humanlife, The great Sax-
by gale was insignificent in comparison
with the storm we have just had. Our
usual November wind and waves have
not equalled, this century at least, the
terrific, magnificant, yat awfial hln=4 +hat
has stalked through our land. Old ZEolus
must have sent forth every wind under
his control and at pleasure let them rav-
age earth and sea for full twelve hours.

The weather on Sunday morning was
dull and heavy. At twelve o’clock, noon,

the rain was falling fast, the barometer|

standing at 29 and eight tenths. The
wind commenced to blow from the South
East, increasing from a strong breeze at
1o'clock p.m, toa galeat 6 p. m., this
repidly changing, with heavy showers of
raln accompanying, the wind at the same
time becoming more easterly, to a fper
fect hurricane by twelve o'clock at night
‘I'he barometer reading being 29, A dark.
er, gloomier and wilder night,. no one
could imagine, Vessels supposed to have
the best possible g ound tackle and rid-
ing over the bast mooring ground in the
rbor were rapidly drifting ashore, drag

g great anchors weighing 2,000 Ibs.,
&ith one or two hundred fathoms of cable
#ps if they were mere toys. Honses were
being stiipt of their doors, shutters, chim-
neys; barns unroofed and hay flying
ing through the air; fences falling by the
miles ; lumber rushing over one's head as
ifalive and possessed with wings, and
fruit trees, potatoes, grain being destroy
ed by the acres. The howl of the storm
drowned the loud cries of the ship-wreck-
ed sailors scrambling up the cliffs or in
tercorclinging ta the rigging. The elements
were wiid, crazy frenzied, dryak.

About 1 o'clock a. m,, the storm com-
menced to moderate and for the next
twelve houis was a heavy gale, the wind
north east, but the storm neither as in-
tense nor Lhe wind as swift as during the
night,

Monday morning presented a gloomy
spectacle. Large and small vessels of
every description, some almost new and
well founded were promiscously piled up
many dismasted, some cut In two or three
pieces, others wrecked, torn, battered,
shattered in every possible way were pil-
ed up like nut shells along the beach. A
barque’s mainmast. here, a schooner’s
foremost there, booms, bowsprits, mam-
sails, staysails, skysails, moonsails, and
every other kind of sails, mixed up with
what was once running and standing rig-
ging, tripped you up at every step.  The
docks were filled with -floating debris,
many of the wharves were greatly injured
and lumber carried away. - Every one you
met. had some loss to complain of, Messrs,
MacKay znd Corbett had their whartin-
jured by an old tub of a schooner the 0ld
Robert, ant_they put theit loss down at
$1000.

The greatest loss that we have exper-
ienced, though, and which is of most in-
terest to those outside of North Sydney,
is the great destruction of shipping, The
harbor that we had fondly imagined so
land-locked, that no wind or sea could
disturb us, contains to-day the wieck of
25 vessels. The destruction of property
is immense, and with feelings of sorrow
we =aze on the shattered hulks of these

o

25 vessels strewn along our shore.

DOMINION FPARLIAMENT.
A SCENE TO BE REMEMBERED.

It wouid be idle to disguise the fact that
the brief sitting of Parliament Wednesday
was one of the most remarkable that ever
took place in the country. Mr, Macken-
zie, rising to a question of privilege tool_<
occasion to move a resolution to the ef:
fect that the House should not be proro-
gued until the so called Pacific Scandals
hac been investigated by a Parliamentary
Committee. He spoke to his motion
amid the-most tumultuous applause aud,
in reading it wag-frequently wterrupted
by deafening cheers from the Oppogition.
The Ministerial benches were slimly fill-
ed. The Left-had a goodly show and
¢che control of all the noise. Mr, Black
Rod made his three ofiicial taps at the
door. Mr. Mackenzie continued his
speech in a very excited and undignified |
manuer. The noise on the Left and the
excitement in the galleries increased.
Mr. Sergeant-at-arms informed Mr.
Speaker that there was a message from
the Crown. There was a moment of he-
sitation. The ¢ bauble’ was lifted and
down again, oniy to be shouldered once
more and carried to the Seunate. The
Speaker followed, and after him the
Members on the Right. The Governor
General delivered the Speech elsewhere
reported and the thing was over. DBut
the Left were utterly rampagious and
would not be comforted. They mourn-
ed for the ten cents per mile and the
ten dollars per day which wete not ; and
no doubt, their reckoning with their
boarding-house keepers this morning will
be a sad, sad affair. The fault, however,
is attributable to the Globe and Herald,
which pursuaded the hungry crowd to
come down, or up, to Ottawa, in the
certain assurance that the ten cents per
mile and the ten dollars per day would
be forthcoming !

Well ! well! we shall have another ses-
sion very soon. Then the whole matter
will besifted.. At the present time 1t 1s
more than absurd to suppose that the
Governor General could do otherwise
than act according to the well understood
principles of constitutionol Government.

We printed Lord Dufferin’s speech at
Halit{;x on Wedne;}(ﬁy ast, and we

thought it too good for criticism. =We
print his official utterance to-day, and are
bound to say that according to the limits
of our constitutional practice, the docu-
menrt is equally unimpeachable.

The prorogation passed off quietly,
though in the midst of intense excite-
ment. The Opposition overdid their case
to a degree that must have delighted Sir
John Macdonald's heart.

Result—
the Queen’'s Representative basely insult-
ed by men cailing themselves represen-
tatives of the people 0o” Canada. Itisan
insane farce, and can only result in dis-
grace to the Opposition. But let the mat-
ter be tried. If Parliament has a more
competent tribunal than a Royal Com-
mission, then in the name of common
sense let it put its court in motion. But
does any right thinking man believe for
a moment convicted liars and character-
less trickstersare to be permitted to damp
the reputition of men whose records run
spotless through our history for more
than twenty years.

We cannot ciose our remarks anent the
winding up of the session without say-
ing a good word for the visitor in the
galleries. Both Senate and Commons gal-
leries were crowded ; but scarcely a breath
of feeling was manifested in either. It
would however bea denial of truth to say
that feeling did not run very high among
the people. The ‘Reform League’ was well |
sented, but the conduct of its members |
were worthy ofall praise. When this pro-
rogation is thought about in after times
nobody will have gause to regret the part
they took in it except those who vainly
tried to intercept the free motion of con
stitutional administration. Alex. Mec-
Kenzie and his backers may be excused
for their part in it, as hobody ever gave
them credit for knowirg much. But as
‘or M. Cauchon, and Mr. Cartwright,
Faugh ! They have chosen their company.

tions of responsibility and trust, persons
who are actuated by one motive, and
that the despicable one of self-agzrand-
isement. Let your choice me a judici-
ous one, irrespective of any efforts that
may be brought to bear against
such an objcet. Principle is of more
rcal value than money, and ought to
be prized accordingly.

{ The Escape of Prince Arthur,

“* Apropos of the recent narrow escape
of. Princer Arthur frem. drowning, the
Blairgowrie cerrespondent of the Dun-
dee Advertiser writes .—“ Sarely this
Prince bears a charmed life, for no less
than three accidents, two of them hair-
breadth escapes, occurred on the journ-
eys of his Royal Highness to the High»
lands, and while passing through this
town. The first, which happened more
than ten years sgo, was of an alarming
nature, the carriage in which the Priace

broken in picces through the horses run-
ning too rapidly down Allan Street and
Wellmeadow. The second occurred not
many yards from the same spot, the
Royal carriage grazing past a narrow
opening between some carts and a quan-
tity cf debris caused by some building re-
pairs. No damage of consequence was
done then, but on a third occasion a
fine large dog was run over and killed
by the baggage waggon which followed
the Prince’s carriage, also near the same
place.”

Alieged New Potato Disease,

A new potato disease is described by
the American papers as having made its
appearance near Jeva, differing from the
ore commouly known in its diractly at-
tacking the ftubLers and not the leaves.
The tuber becomes covered by a pur-
plish feit, which is the mycelium of a
fungus. The skin of the potato is some.
times apparently not penetrated by the
mycelium, the contrary being the fact in
other cases. In the latter event, the
tuber becomes completely destroyed by
a cancerous discase. The fungus be-
longs to the genus Scleroticum, and, ac.
cording to Professor Hollis, the remedy
will probably be the same as in the or-
dinary potato disease, namely, the se«
lecting of early kinds, using only miners
al and no animal nor vegetable manures,
and with a careful selection of the best
adapted svil. The Rev. M. J. Berkeley,
the eminent fungologist, however has
lately announced that this is the well
known “ Copper Web,” which in some
years i3 very destructive to asparagus,
mint, and other crops, and has been
known, to some extent, to attack the
potato. Itis figured in Tulasne’s “ Fun-
gt Hypogei,” under the name of Rhizoc:
tonia. ‘

The jury
found Prince Urnsnow guilty, and the
court sentenced him to the loss of all
princely rights and privileges and to a
residence of three years in the Govern-
ment of Sennissei, He is further for-
bidden to leave Siberia for ten years,
