In an article written for the Re­
view, some months ago, I referred 
to the mission work of several brave 
priests of this diooese. In the 
present article, I will deal with the 
work acoomi lished by the Most 
Rev. Dr. McNeil who has recently 
been appointed to the great Arch­
diocese of Vancouver.

When Bishop McNeil first came 
to St."George’s, be found confront­
ing him a problem which would try 
the soul of any men not possessed 
of bis^lwo indomitable determin­
ation and genius for administration.
The settlement which was to be the 
ssene of bis future labors consisted 
of a narrow sanbar, running out 
into the waters of Bay St. George, 
upon which was built a straggling 
row of dwellings, inhabited for the 
most part by fishermen, whose ideas 
of life and daily habits were primi 
live to a marked degree. They 
lived as their fathers lived before 
them, indifferent to the niceties of 
civilized life and in some cases luke­
warm as far as any religious feeling 
was concerned. How to alter the 
habits and ideas which “custom had 
made a property of easiness” with 
them was the great problem which 
confronted Bishop McNeill. He 
met it manfully, however, and in a 
few years succeeded io bringing 
about a marvelous change.
The bi-hop and His achievements.

One great drawback to the spirit­
ual and material betterment of the 
people was the presence on the 
peninsula of a large number of grog 
shops, conducted tor the benefit of 
visiting man o’ warsmen and the 
other sailors. These had a most de 
moralizing effect upon the com 
mnuity and considerably retarded 
its development. The Bishop was 
equal to the occasion, however, and, 
getting together all the funds that 
could be collected in the diooese, he 
began the oonatrqotioo of a beauti 
ful Cathedral on the other side of 
the bay. His prospect was laughed 
at by some, but results have since 
proved the great wisdom of this 
step of the Bishop’s. Nearly every 
Catholic on Sandy Point moved ao- 
oross to the other side and with 
other accessions from near by settle 
ments a town soon sprang up about 
the splendid edifice, which will ever 
be a memorial to the devotion of 
the beloved prelate.

The next step taken by the Bis­
hop was the erection of a ootvent 
school where the children of the 
settlement might receive the bene­
fits of a superior education denied 
them heretofore. He succeeded in 
bringing several nuns from Rhode 
Island, after much dignity, and in 
a short time the school was in full 
swing. I can not begin to des­
cribe io this article the wonderful 
changes, the marvelous transfor­
mation, which this institution has 
wrought among the people of St. 
George’s. To-day instead of the 
old time air of indiff jrenoe, the peo­
ple of the settlement wear an aspect 
that speaks of happiness and spirit­
ual upliftment.

All these changes were not 
wrought without great personal 
suffering, I have it on the most un­
questionable authority, that Bishop 
McNeil very many times suffered 
from lack of food because the where­
withal to purchase it was not at 
hand. He had no private fortune, 
and the meagre sqrqs collected in a 
poor diooese went to pay for the 
projects he had ip hand.

The hardships endured by Bishop 
VfcNeil during the long winter 
months were sufficient to under 
mine the constitution of the strong 
est man. Only last winter while 
crossing the ice from Sandy Point 
be fell into an eel -ho|e and was res 
uned only after a long period spen 
in the chilly waters. Ask a native 
of Bay St. George, Protestant or 
Catholic, what his opinion of the 
Archbishop elect is. Ha will im­
médiat* ly grow enthusiastic and 
punctuate his speech with expres­
sions that are torn of love and es 
teem. He will tell you of his great 
regret that St. George’» is soon to 
lose its beloved bisho i j but, at the 
same time, he will manifest great 
pride in the promotion of the pre­
late.

Never was a worthier man select 
ed to fill snob a fiigh office than 
Bishop MoNeil- He had spent in 
our service the splendid, golden 
years of his manhood. He has 
toiled for us, unoomplaingly, through 
misfortune and sorrow. We shall 
miss the gentle, lovable Christian 
gentleman who never yet was known 
to let a harsh word fall from his 
lips no matter how great the provo 
ootion. Wo give him to the great 
and growing West, with the same 
feeling that a mother has when she 
lets her first-born break the hoipe 
ties, to fight for Christ io a far-off 
land.

Some time last year, Dr. Bode, 
Director of the Museum of Berlin, 
bought a wax bust. He said it 
represented Flora and was the work 
of Leonardo da Vinci. While he 
was still congratulating himself on 
the treasure be had acquired, an 
Englishman named Cooksey wrote 
to the London Times that the bust 
was not da Vinci’s but bad been 
made by an English sculptor, R. C. 
Lucas, who has been dead not quite 
thirty years. The art-world was 
amazed at the presumption of a 
Southampton auctioneer who had 
dared to contradict a connoisseur 
tltmnue for bis correctness of judg­
ment. Had it been tbe mere 
auctioneer against tbo critic the 
amazement would have been most 
justifiable, but it was the auctioneer 
knowing the facts against tbe critic 
with a theory only, something very 
different. Mr. Cooksey had known 
the Lucases for years. He knew 
the history of tbe bust and was able 
todamolish the history of it Dr. Bode 
had received, which, though it fitted 
in with the da Vinci theory, hap­
pened to be anime. Dr, Bode was 
mortified to admit hie error, which 
his hitherto singularly successful 
career made only the more painful. 
The Emperor ennobled him, to show 
that however this dispute might 
turn out he had not lost confidence 
in his servant. The bust was more 
carefully examined and was found 
to be built up round p core of mod­
ern Manchester ooltons. Still Von 
Bode and his partisans would not 
yield. These oot'ons, said they, 
had been introduced by some one 
employed to repair the bust. Tbe 
wax was then analyzed and found 
to contain spermaceti, which 
Cooksey’s supporters assert was not 
known until the year lfOO. Straight 
way one rushes to defend Von Bode 
with a quotation from Shakespeare : 
“And telling me the sovereign’st 

thing on earth
Was parmacetj lor an inward braise.’

He might have added that the 
Oxford Dictionary quotes the Cus­
toms Register of 1545 as recording 
the duty on “parmaoeti” iii s. iti d. 
a pound.

Spermaceti comes from tbe sperm 
whale of tbe Pacific and Indian 
Oceans and tbe tropical and sub­
tropical Atlantic. Yasco da Gama 
returned from doubling the Cape of 
Good Hope in 1499 ; da Vinci did 
not die till twenty years later 
Moreover, stray sperm whales 
blunder occasionally into tbe £}ortb 
4Uttutio and dead ones come ashore 
from time to time on the coasts of 
Europe. It is, therefore, intrinsi­
cally possible that da Vinci knew 
spermaceti and mixed it vyith wa< 
for modeling, though one must con­
fers this is not very probable. 
Wbat Dr. Piokus, who mpde the 
analysis, dwells on, is that the 
material of the bast is of wax, lac 
and spermaceti, mixed in exactly 
tbe same proportions that Lucas 
used in works certainly bis ; a fact 
that seems to establish thoroughly 
Mr. Cooksey’s case,

Leonard P. Ayres who, working 
under the Sage Foundation, has 
recently published a valuable edu­
cational study with the title “Lag­
gards in Our Schools.” He con­
firms, what has been noted very 
frequently in certain cities, that a 
large percentage of our sohool 
children are above the normal age 
for the grade in which they are, 
Mr, Ayres has looked into the 
schools of twenty-five cities and 
finds in none the average child do­
ing its eight grades in eight years, 
In most places it required ten years, 
in Erie, Pa., twelve and a half years. 
Pushing children intellectually is 
not likely to have good results.— 
America.

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SESSIONAL NOTES.

On Monday April 4th, 
consideration of supply was 
resumed in committee. When 
the estimates for the Public 
Works department were taken 
up, Mr. Mathieson said we 
had never received any ex­
planation from the Commis­
sioner of Public Works, why 
he pays out large sums of 
money, without competition 
and irregular in every way 
In the Georgetown district 
this was done by an official 
of the department who has 
been openly proven to have 
given under oath information 

ythat was not true. This 
official, Mr. Lavers spent 
$600, for political purposes ; 
for buying votes. This is in 
addition to the irregular 
proceedings of the commis 
sioner in the matter of C. B 
Clay while he was a candi 
date on the Government side, 
for the Legislature. Why 
was all this money spent 
without public competition ? 
Throughout the length and 
breadth of the Georgetown 
district, he (Mr. M.) and his 
colleague found this expendi­
ture for political purposes 
openly going on. The com 
missioner squirmed and 
hedged and gave as little in 
formation as possible. The 
Commissioner, said Mr Math­
ieson, seemed determined to 
giveno information concerning 
his unlawful acts. There 
was no urgency ; no reason 
why this money should be 
spent without competition. A 
large portion of this money 
was paid for cutting down 
bushes ; ten dollars to this 
one and ten dollars to that 
one. The men engaged in 
cutting down these bushes 
told Mr. Mathieson and his 
colleague, Mr. McDonald, 
that they had been engaged 
at this work by the officials 
of the Government, when a 
hard and fast bargain was 
made, with the distinct under­
standing that they should 
vote for the Government can 
didates.

Mr. Wyatt called attentid.b 
to the Commissioner’s state­
ment that the public service 
required the expenditure. He 
(Mr. Wyatt) had in his 
hands a return brought down 
by the Commissioner, and 
there Was nothing there to 
show there was any urgency. 
The most of the money was 
paid for cutting down bushes 
and repairing culverts. Mr. 
Wyatt here read a long list 
of names of persons who got 
sums ranging from $2. to $20. 
for cutting down bushes. 
There was nothing in this re­
turn to show there was the 
slightest urgency. For his 
own reputation, the Com­
missioner should make some 
explanation of the expendi­
ture of this money in this 
way. 11 wasN very evident, 
said Mr. Mathieson, that the 
Commissioner had no ex­
planation to make. There­
fore, all that could be done 
was to leave him to the Gov 
ernment members and to the 
country. 'He would like to 
get some information about a 
right of way for a road near 
Sturgeon, which had been 
bought eleven years ago. 
The road has not been opened 
and is never heard of except 
when it is revived for politi— 
.cal purposes on the eve of an 
«élection.

Mathieson wanted to know if 
the Commissioner of Public 
Works was anxious to offer 
an investigation such i as he 
granted last session.sjlt will 
be g remembered jHhat last 
session^ Mr. Lavers had 
made sworn statements before 
him. Mr. J. A. McDonald, 
member for Cardigan, when 
this statement was made in 
the House by the Com­
missioner of Public Works as 
the sworn statement of Mr. 
Lavers said the statement was 
false. Later Mr. McDonald 
wrote a letter to the public 
press stating with all the 
publicity possible that the 
sworn statement of Lavers 
was false. Yet this man is 
continued in the public ser 
vice. The commissioner of 
Public Works seems simply 
to throw open the public 
treasury and let the money be 
dragged out.

Discussion 
on the item was continued by 
Mr. Prowse, Mr. Mathieson 
and the Leader of the Gov 
ernment. On the item for 
ferries, an amount of upwards 
of $500 was charged on ac 
count of repairs to the steamer 
Hillsboro over two years 
ago. This created a lively 
discussion, inasmuch as it was 
a very extraordinary con 
dition of things to be called 
upon to provide for expendi­
tures supposed to have been 
made over two years ago 
Mr. Dobie pleaded for better 
treatment and improved ser­
vice on Ellis River Ferry. He 
considered it very unfair that 
the people of that section 
should be obliged to put up 
with such inadequate accom­
modation. Mr. Arsenault ec- 
centuated the complaints 
made by Mr, Dobie. Prince 
County, paid more in taxes 
than either of the other coun­
ties, and received less. Mr, 
A. J. McDonald, considered 
it was time tolls should be 
abolished on Ellis River and 
other ferries. Mr. Mathie 
son considered an explanation 
should be given by the Com­
missioner of Public Works 
regarding Cardigan ferry. At 
the time the present Govern 
ment came into power piers 
were ready on both sides for 
a steam ferry. In conse­
quence of neglect the wharves 
have broken down and de­
parted, and the ferry boats 
have disappeared. The ac 
commodation is most wretch­
ed. Mr. J. A. McDonald 
said he understood the ferry­
man at this place had offered 
to put a gasolene engine in 
his boat and make daily trips 
to Georgetown, if the Govern­
ment would pay him $500. 
There was $500 in the esti­
mates for this service and Mr. 
Mathies<*l wanted to know if 
any arrangement had been 
entered into. The Com­
missioner of Public Works 
said that a delegation had 
waited on the Government ; 
but no bargain had been 
made. Mr. Mathieson asked 
Mr. Cummiskey who com­
prised the delegation ; but 
the Commissioner refused to 
answer. Mr. Mathieson said 
he felt satisfied the Com­
missioner had invented this 
delegation. It was an out­
rage that such an important 
ferry as this should be kept 
in this scandalous condition.

In answer to Mr. Mathie* 
son, the Leader of the Gov 
ernment said it was the policy 
of the Government to have 
the Federal Government if 
possible take over the South- 
port wharf. Mr. Dobie 
wanted to know what con­
sideration the Government 
intended to give to Lot 16 
Wharf. This was a most im­
portant place and something!

J should be done.. Mr. Arsen­

ault spoke along the same 
lines.

When the Premier at the 
evening sitting moved that 
the House go into Committee 
of Supply. Mr. Wyatt took 
up the matter of paying sec­
ond class salaries to teachers 
holding only third class licen­
ses, and pointed out that this 
was a misappropriation of 
public money. It had been 
said that the Board of Edu­
cation had done this ; but said 
he, the Board of Education 
has no authority to break the 
law. In addition to this it 
was said that persons had ob­
tained licenses, who had not 
qualified at all. If this is 
true, all information bearing 
on the subject should be 
brought before the House. 
He concluded his remarks by 
moving, seconded by M. 
Kennedy, an amendment that 
a special committee be ap­
pointed to investigate this 
matter and other alleged 
irregularities in the education 
department, with power to 
examine witnesses under oath.

The Leader of the Govern­
ment said that he was in 
structed that no persons had 
received licenses who had not 
qualified. It was true that 
several were given permits to 
teach for a year. This is per- 
missable under the regula­
tions. One of the two men, 
of the seven teachers paid 
second class pay, although 
holding only third class 
license, taught for two "years. 
All those who obtain these 
permits to teach, receive only 
$80 a year.

Mr. Mathieson said that 
we had ample evidence that 
the practice of paying second 
-class salaries to teachers 
holding only third class 
licenses had been going on 
for some time, The Superin­
tendent of Education should 
not be held responsible for 
any conduct of this kind, The 
Government are above the 
Board of Education and con­
trol it ; therefore the Govern­
ment must be held responsible 
for every action of the Board. 
Surely it was deplorable that 
our educational system had 
been so prostituted that it was 
necessary to take advantage 
of these permits, ft is a sory 
plight surely. Abundance of 
evidence was at hand to es 
tablish the existence of the 
scheme of paying to teachers 
salaries to which they are not 
entitled. Mr. James Ken­
nedy read a list of names of 
teachers who were receiving 
salaries different from that 
which their licenses called for, 
Some of these salaries were 
higher and some lower than 
those which should attach to 
their licenses.

Mr. Kennedy asked if those 
members on the Government 
side, who made the plea that 
many of these teachers found 
It very difficult to get through 
college and to whom higher 
salaries were given than 
their licenses entitled them to, 
would bp willing to grant this 
favor to all others who rqighf: 
make a similar request, other­
wise they are in favor of par 
tiality and injustice,

Mr. McLean said it was 
quite plain the members op 
the Government side were 
learning quite a lot. When 
this question came up a few 
evenings ago, the Govern­
ment would give no informa­
tion ; tonight they wefe will­
ing to give a lot of informa­
tion. They gave so much in­
formation that they contra 
dieted themselves. Was it, a 
just or generous thing to give 
a higher salary than .he 
license called for to young 
teachers from the Prince of 
Wales College, and at the 
same tjfne payonlya third class 
salary to an old first clas§ 
teacher simply because he was 
teaching in a primary school ? 
Mr. Argepault pointed out

that the Leader of the Govern­
ment admitted the thing was 
wrong; other members on that 
side say it is all right and they 
are willing to take the responsi­
bility, and still others say the 
Superintendent is responsible. 
This was the medly of opinion 
presented b^ the Government. In 
any case the proceeding was 
wrong and illegal and if a com­
mittee of investigation should be 
granted the evil and injustice of 
this proceeding would be shown 
up. The amendment was put and 
declared lost on a division of 14 
to 12.

The House then went into 
committee of supply. On the 
question of wharves, Mr. Delaney 
called attention to Herd’s Point 
Wharf. He pointed out that this 
was a very important wharf and 
much business was done there. 
He hoped this “wharf would not 
be overlooked.” Mr. James Ken­
nedy, asked to bom this wharf 
belonged and was told it belonged 
to the Local Government. How 
then, he asked could individuals 
undertake to poll council votes 
on this property. This had been 
done, Captain Read had voted on 
it and another Read had 
voted for Captain Read on this 
property. In any event the pro­
perty is not worth more than 
$150. Mr. Prowse said the 
wharves all over the Province 
were going to wreck and ruin, 
and rapidly going to keep com­
pany with the bad roads. The 
item for packets elicited some 
sharp spatting, between the mem­
bers of the Opposition and the 
Government.

On the item of $30,000 for roads, 
discussion arose. Mr. James Ken­
nedy pleaded for the opening of a 
road at Norborough. This road is 
very much needed and would re­
lieve one man from the necessity 
of travelling five miles uselessly. 
This man was a strong supporter 
of the Government and had oppos­
ed Mr. Kennedy and was promised 
this road ; but nothing had been 
done since then. Mr. Delaney 
strongly supported the opening of 
this road, The opening of it 
would be of very much importance 
to supporters of the Government.

Mr. McLean wpqted to know 
what the Commissioner of Public 
Works iqtended to do in the case 
of the road from Fairfield to the 
starch factory at the Baltic. The 
Commissioner said the damages 
for rights of way were consider­
ably more than the Government 
were willing to pay ; but the mat­
ter would be 'considered during 
recess. The discussion on roads 
was continued by Messrs. Arsen­
ault, Prowse, Cummiskey and 
Dobie. The matter of 56 chaims 
of land purchased from Hon. Peter 
McNutt for $555 for a road of 
very little use to anyone except 
Mr. McNutt and another man, 
came in for a good deal of criti­
cism at the hands of Mr. Mathie­
son and others. This land was 
bought on the eve of the last elec­
tion, and Mr. McNutt was at the 
time a member of the Government. 
Mr. Mathieson pointed out that 
this was done by private contract 
on the eve of the election, and a 
member of the Government was 
the beneficiary. There was no 
petition for the road. Mr. Arsen­
ault, Mr. Kennedy and other 
ujetqbers of the Opposition 
strongly criticised this transaction. 
The road terminates at Mr. Mc­
Nutt’s lobster factory on the shore. 
The whole transaction seems to 
have been in the nature of a sop 
to Mr. McNutt.

Tuesday forenoon several bills 
were read a third time and passed 
—some others on the order paper 
were advanced a stage. The land 
assessment act was then read p 
second time and committed to a 
committee of the whole.

Mr. Mathieson said that a per­
usal of the bill went a-long way 
to show the similarity between 
it and the tax act of 18JÏ, com­
monly designated the “ Davies 
Tax Curse.” The bill was long, 
had much machinery and was 
well calculated to become oppres­
sive. 4ny farmer who popsiderecj 
his property ovpr valued could 
appeal to the County Court. Here 
he would be met by the Govern­
ment witfi ajl their machinery and 
their witnesses, and the farmer 
would have a poor chance, and 
even if he won his case in court 
woqld have large expenses. There 
was no reason, he said, for thq 
assertion that the lands of this 
Province were undervalued. Tak­
ing into consideration the total 
number of acres of land, the aver­
age taxation that has been coll act­
ed for the past sixteen years indi­
cates that our farm lands show a

valuation of $16,000,000. If this 
act goes into force, and the land 
taxes increase $20,000, as the 
Premier anticipates it would in­
crease the land values by $10,000,- 
000, bringing it up the $26,000,000. 
There was no reason to suppose 
that our farmers have undervalued 
their land. About $33,000 a year, 
on an average, have been collected 
from the farmers, and last year 
under extra pressure, $35,000 
were collected. Why is the in­
come tax not pushed and collec­
tions made from wealthy men who 
pay little or nothing ? Why are 
not the lists of income tax payers 
published ?

Mr. Mathieson, referring to the 
statement of the Premier that he 
had gained evidence from the Reg­
istry office that farmers were un­
der valuingtheir land said the Gov­
ernment had been derelict in 
theirdutyin not looking after those 
who were depriving the public cof­
fers of a large amount of taxation. 
The Premier, he said, had acted 
arbitrarily in refusing to permit 
the copying of the lists of income 
tax payers. If that information 
were known to the public, it would 
be a strong lever towards bring­
ing about a correct knowledge of 
the status of the income tax. He 
controverted the Premier's state­
ment that farmers are paying 
heavy land tax in the Province of 
Alberta. The only Provinces pay­
ing a direct land tax into the Pro­
vincial treasury are Prince Ed 
ward Island and British Columbia.

the Government collect the in-! 
come tax ? Why were so many 
allowed to escape paying any in- j 
come tax ? The Government, 

ith the necessary machinery in 
their hands, have utterly failed to 
live up to the tax act now on the 
statute book. Had our claims 
been properly pressed the Gov- • 
ernment would not now be in the 
throes of despair.

Mr. Mathieson said we hear 
much from the Government side 
about adopting a fair attitude. 
Yes, but let the bill speak out in 
honest terms, It should be called 
a bill to increase the taxation on 
our farmers. The Government 
had told us the increased $70,000 
of subsidy would prevent future 
deficits. The Leader of the Op­
position fortold that nothing of 
the kind would happen. This has 
come to pass. What wonderful 
things the anticipated additional 
$20,000 taxation are expected to 
do. The Premier says nothing 
will be obtained from the act this 
year; consequently there is no 
prospect of meeting the $38,000 
deficit already admitted by the 
Premier. Then again, it leaks 
out from some Government mem­
bers that the $20,000 additional 
taxation is to increase the teach­
ers salaries. What a wonderful 
$20,000 this is to be sure !

Mr. McLean considered it a re­
markable condition of things that 
the number of income tax payers 
in this Province is only 1,419. He 
considered that if these lists were 
known to the public generally, the 
amount from income, he felt sure, 
would be very much increased,

• After recess Mr. McLean re­
sumed his sp@6eh on the assess­
ment bill. He would like to see 
the income and land tax put on 
the same footing as to publicity. 
In that case the income tax jist 
could be revised and corrected 
from information furnished by 
those who know. Mr. McKinnon 
continued the debate. He point 
ed out that, had the Government 
done their duty, they need not bring 
in this bill. All the machinery 
necessary for valuing and collect 
ing the land taxes are in the old 
bill. Why does not the Govern­
ment pay as much attention to the 
income tax as to the tax on farm 
lands ? Under the old act pro- 
vision was made for compelling 
unwilling farmers to pay. Under 
the new act the honest farmer who 
makes a fair statement of valua­
tion is coerced. That is all the 
difference between the two acts. 
Why do the Government show 
such anxiety to take the last cent 
from the farmer, while they do 
nothing towards making the rich 
man pay his income tax ?

Mr. Mathieson said Hon. Mr. 
Richards had confessed he had 
learned that many inequalities 
had existed regarding valuation ; 
but that Hon. gentleman had 
failed to put the law in force and 
enforce the penalties under the 
old a«jt. It looked as if he had 
not studied the act. The statute 
provided all the remedies neces­
sary ; but the Government has not 
put the machinery in force. Ac­
cording to the statement of the 
Premier $20,000 additional taxes 
were expected to be raised under 
the new act Are the Government 
going to apply these $20,000 to 
increase the teachers salaries ? 
The system of going to the County 
Courts is much admired by mem­
bers of 4he Government. Why 
not, therefore, employ the County 
Courts to enforce the collection of 
the income tax ? Why are' those 
liable to pay income tax so hedged 
round with so many safeguards ?

Mr- IJobie, referring to the 
ramblings of Mr. Laird, said the 
chairman should exercise his con­
trol of the committee by preserv­
ing some semblance of order 
among the speakers. He con­
sidered that if the Government 
had properly spent all the money 
collected under the present tax 
act, they woqld not novy rgqqire 
to increase the taxes on the farm­
ers. Why are the income taxes 
not sharply collected ? There 
was mqofy loss of raoqey ancj 
much injustice in consequence of 
these delinquencies in collecting 
the income tax.

Mr. Prowse did not wonder that 
the Government found it neces­
sary to make a show of justifying 
the act under consideration, fhe 
Government are reaping to-day 
the fruit of what they sewed 
sixteen years ago. Why did not

Mr. Delaney expressed himself 
as unalterably opposed to this bill. 
It was certainly most uSfair to 
go at the farmers now, at the end 
of nineteen years of squandering 
and mismanagement. Had the 
Government come anywhere near 
keeping their promises to make 
revenue and expenditure meet, 
there would be no need to have 
this bill passed. As to the in­
come tax he had to say that in 
his vicinity there were men who 
did more business than he did ; 
but they got off scott free. It is 
true they were Liberals. He did 
not know whether or not this 
was the reason, but it had a very 
bad look.

Mr. James Kennedy said that 
members of the Government kept 
saying this bill was not for the 
purpose of increasing taxation. 
More money was to be obtained 
by means of the act in the shape 
of land tax. What did that mean 
if not an increase of taxation. The 
farmers are now paying in land tax and 
road tax to the extent of $50,000. At 
the same time wealthy men are allowed 
to go free from the payment of income 
taxes. Members of the Opposition are 
refoeed lists of income lax payers, for 
the purposes of information, was that 
fair or just? Many friends of the Gov­
ernment, with large incomes, are 
allowed to escape income tax. Why 
was that ?

The debate was continued by Mr. 
Mathieson who showed that our claim, 
under the fishery award was unquestion, 
able. Al) the Liberal Premiers of this 
Province have previously held out to 
Ihe people that they w®re pressing this 
claim and that we could not fail to oh 
tain it. Now, of a sudden the Leader 
of the Government and his followers 
say this claim is no good. Mr. Mathie­
son quoted the strongest arguments to 
show that no Province in the Dominion 
had such a valid claim against Canada. 
Let the members on the Government 
side take an honest and serious view of 
the question of our claims ; let them 
study what Manitoba has done in the 
matter of claims and they will under­
stand what we oouli secure if we went 
about it in earnest; because we have 
Claims so much stronger. When mem 
bers of the Legislature and its Lender 
stand up in their place in the House 
and say we have no claim and sneer at 
any advocacy of our claims, what hope 
of success can we have ? Progress was 
reported at six o'clock.

During the evening sitting the com­
mittee stage of tbe land assessment bill 
was resumed. Several clauses were 
discussed by the Premier, the Leader 
of the Opposition, Mr. A. J. McDonald, 
Mr. Dobey and others. The bill was 
reported without amendment. The 
bill amending the Chancery Act was 
then passed through committee and re­
ported and the House adjourned 11.60,

Before entering on the orders of the 
day Wednesdsy Mr. Mathieson asked 
the Leader of the Government if any­
thing had been concluded regarding 
the securing of the new and cheaper 
school books from Ontario. He called 
attention to a report of a teacher’s con­
vention held in Ontario recently, where­
at much exception was taken to some 
of the series of school books recently in­
troduced there. The Premier said that 
no conclusion had yet been arrived at 
in the matter of introducing these 
books.

A message was read from the Lieut. 
Governor tram milting estimates for the 
public service from tbe end of tbe pres, 
ent fiscal year, Sept. 30tb next, up to 
the granting of gnpply nejt session of 
the Legislature.

Before further considering supply in 
committee, Mr, Mathieson pressed the 
paatter of tbe publication of the lists of 
income tax payers. As the Govern­
ment, had thus far refused to make 
public such lists, he considered that at 
east liste should be furnished to mem* 
bers of the tfouse. Ife strongly em­
phasised tb's point. He considered it 
was right this should not he refused 
under sny consideration Mr. Mc­
Lean followed on tbe same lines. Mr.

Mathieson pointed ont in file most err. - ; 
phatic terms that tbe right existed fir 
members of tbe House to go to the 
Provincial Secretary’s office and view 
these lists and make copies of such lists 
That being granted, tb Premier should 
permit that lists might be made by a 
clerk employed by any member, for 
convience sake. After some farther 
disenss on by Mr. McLean, Mr. Cnm- 
miskey and Mr. Palmer, the Leader of 
the Government took up the matter. 
He did not consider that the names of 
those who paid should be published, 
and as to tbe making public the names 
of those who had failed to pay he had 
not much objection ; but he did n t 
think it should be done until notice of 
such anticipated publication bad been 
served on the persons whose names 
were elated for publication. Mr. 
Wyatt said that this matter, as is well 
known, had given rise to much com­
ment and mnch complaint. One reason of 
this was that all are not treated alike. 
One is found to pay and another, equally 
or better able to pay, is allowed to go free, 
and so on. For these and other reasons 
he considered it wovld be a good remedy 
to have publication in the matter. Mr. 
McKinnon could see no objection to the 
publication of the names in question. He 
could see no reason why those liable to pay 
income tax should be treated differently 
from the manner in which it is proposed 
to treat tax payers under the new land 
fcax Cot. ‘ After some more remarks by the 
Leader of the Opposition and others the 
matter dropped and the House went into 
committee. (The Premier gave permission 
to members to copy the lists )

On the item for ferries considerable dis­
cussion took place on some aoconnts paid 
to A. Kennedy & Co. This account over 
$500, was contracted during 1907 and 1908. 
Since then several accounts had been paid 
to this firm ; yet this account appeared 
not to have been paid and was brought in 
now. These accounts should have been 
published in last year’s public accounts. 
Mr. James Kennedy read these accounts 
and showed what exorbitant prices had 
been charged for the articles eoumerated. 
He animadverted upon the contract obtain­
ed by Captain Read, a member of the Gov­
ernment, to procure seed oats for the 
western Provinces. Through the assist­
ance of the Provincial Government as he 
(Mr. K.) believed in securing this contract 
on such advantageous conditions. Cap­
tain Read said he was able to make $14,- 
000 on this contract.

After Mr. Cummiskey had undertaken 
to exp ain the prices named in the account, 
Mr. James Kennedy again took the floor 
and reiterated his statement that the 
prices under consideration were excessive. 
He held the Commissioner had mislead the 
House in this matter. He evidently did 
not understand anything about this busi­
ness. Mr. Wyatt continued the discus­
sion. He drew from tne Commissioner of 
Publie Works that guodssXE9re obtained 
from a store without any written requi­
sition. Bills were payed when they came 
in, without question. Mr. McLean con­
sidered it a loose way of carrying on the 
business under review. The Commission­
er said the smaller rope was the cheaper ; 
but Mr. McLean showed him he was quite 
off his base, the larger sigea are the cheap­
er. Other prices, stated by the Com­
missioner were equally incorrect. Mr. 
Mathieson pointed out that the name of 
Captain McDougall was improperly at 
tached to some of the bills. - The name 
was written quite differently in two differ­
ent oases, evidently in different hand 
writing. The bills were not certified to 
for the most part. As to the prices, Mr. 
Mathieson showed that Mr. Kennedy, Mr. 
VicLean and Mr. Cox all stated the prices 
were excessive. These men are all autho- 
rites, they have had long experience in 
handling such, goods. What was the 
sense of holding back for three years bills

of this nature and of this extent ? After 
some more|disou8sion the item passed.

The committee stage of the Public Roads 
Act was continued during the evening sit­
ting. The bill was reported with some 
amendments. The House then resolved 
itself into committee of the whole to 
further consider the bill to incorporate the 
town of Souris. The bill was reported 
agreed to with some amendments.

After some matters of routine on Thurs­
day forenoon, the appropriation bill was 
introduced by the Premier and put through 
all its stages. Mr. Prowse moved a reso­
lution requesting the Government to take 
such action as may bring about an improve­
ment in the train arrangements on the 
Murray Harbor Branch Railway. The 
time table, now introduced, does not pro­
vide a daily express train, and the resolu­
tion of Mr. Prowse asked for this accom­
modation. The resolution was seconded 
by Mr. McKinnon, and supported by the 
Premier and unanimously passed.

Mr. Mathieson introduced a resolution 
for the relief of Walter Lowe in connection 
with losses sustained by him in the matter 
of his contract to erect an addition to tlL 
Insane Asylum. The resolution now intrl 
duoed ask for "bn arbitration. Mr. Mathie­
son backed up his resolution by a strong 
speech. He emphasized the fact that Mr. 
L8we was prepared to give security for 
costs. All he wanted was an opportunity 
of having his case properly heard. Surely 
it would be cruel to deny him an oppor­
tunity of proving his case. The resolution 
was opposed by Hon. L. MeDonW, the 
Premier and Mr. Cox. Mr. James Ken­
nedy supported the resolution as fair and 
just. Mr. Wyatt supported the resolution 
in a reasonable speech. Mr. Palmer spoke 
against the resolution. Mr. Dobie sup­
ported the resolution in a reasonable and 
moderate speech. Mr. McKinnon con­
sidered the case before the House was quite 
plain, and no one could deny the justice of 
Mr. Lowe’s application for arbitration. 
After Hon Mr. Hughes had spoken against 
tbe resolution, Mr. Mathieson rose to close 
the debate, the Premier and the Commis­
sioner of Public Works attempted to rule 
him out of order ; but Mr. Speaker ruled 
that Mr. Mathieson was in order. He ex­
pressed his great surprise at the remarks 
of Mr. Hughes who was one of the com­
mittee of the members of the House that 
had unanimously recommended that this 
case be referred to arbitration. He pointed 
oat that no one knew better than the 
Premier that whenever anyone wishes to 
bring action against the Dominion, all that 
was necessary was to apply fer a petition 
of right and immediately a fiat is issued. 
Bat our Local Government refuses these 
fundamental principles of justice. He 
wanted to know from Mr. Palmer, who 
had been a Stipendiary Magistrate, if ha 
ever pronounced judgment on hearsay 
evidence or gossip. That was jnst the 
course the Premier, Mr. Palmer and other 
Government members and supportera were 
pursuing against the question under con­
sideration. Mr. Mathieson read the report 
of Mr. LeMay, whieh recommended nu­
merous changes and improvements in the 
architect's plans After Mr. Mathieson 
closed a strong arraignment of the Gov­
ernment for their conduct in this matter 
the division was taken when the motion 
Was defeated on party lines, 12 to 10.

Mr. McKinnon moved hia resolution in 
favor of ballot voting in Provincial elec­
tions. He backed up his motion by a 
brief, vigorous speech. The motion was 
seconded by Mr. McNeill. Mr. Mathieson 
speaking to the motion gave a brief history 
of the ballot act formerly enacted here. 
The act was passed by the Owen Govern­
ment in 1876, and published. Then after.

Mr. A. J. McDonald pointed ont that 
this was tfip most important resolution we 
could have brought before the Legislature. 
We had a number of well established and 
extensive claims against the Federal 
authorities. Nothing should |be left un­
done in the matter of pushing these vari­
ous claims, He seconded the resolution.

The Colloseue, Great Britain's ninth 
battleship of the Dreadnaaght type, 
was launched on Saturday.

The 
concrete had not hardened sufficiently 
to bear the men's weight.

The business section of Middletown, 
an important manufacturing town of 
ten thousand inhabitants, situated near 
Harrisbnrg, Pa., was destroyed by fire 
and seventy-five buildings were burned 
at a loss of over half a million dollars.

An overheated furnace caused the 
fire.

The Quebec police have been asked 
to keep a close watch for Leonard 
Charles Hare, ex-manager of Lloyd’s 
Bank, London, England. Hare is charg­
ed with emblezzling on various occae 
ona sums aggregating to $400,000, and 

it is thought he has left England for 
Canada.

The mail steamer “ Virginian ” ar­
rived at Halifax last Friday evening 
with 1,485 passengers, 200 of whom are 
for Nova Scotia, and came out as a id- 
suit of operations of the Provincial gov­
ernments Department of Industries and 
mmigration. They represent an ag­

gregate capital of over $200,000.

According to information at O.tawa 
from the British Admiralty the ‘ Rain­
bow ” and “ Niobe, ” cruisers, the 
nucleus of the Canadian Navy, will ar­
rive in Canada about the end of June. 
The “Niobe” wi I be stationed at 
Halifax, and the " Rainbow ” at 
Victoria.
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Mr. Mathieson said the Premier should 
be complimented on the speech he had jnst 
made in favor of the Dominion Govern­
ment. In this and all other speeches on 
this question the Premier belittled our 
claims and placed obstacles in our way in 
this matter. He contended that the peo­
ple had taken the advocacy of this ques­
tion quite seriously and when they find 
they have been deceived by the Premier 
and his friends they are very likely to 
make their ideas felt at the ballot box. 
With all the influences they had in their 
favor at the last election, the Government 
were shorn of iheir strength. Had public 
opinion been allowed to operate freely, 
the Government would not now be in 
power. No other Province in Canada 
had built a railway, paid for it and had it 
charged against them. On this head we 
have an unquestionable claim ; but our 
Local Government has done nothing to 
push this claim. On the fishery award, 
we have a claim different from that of any 
other Province. We were not in confeder­
ation when thatj claim was established. 
You never get anything unless you try, 
This is shown by the steps leading up to 
Confederation. The Liberals, Laird and 
Haythorne went to Ottawa and when they 
returned said they had secured the best 
possible terms, and it would be no use to 
persevere any further in the matter. But 
the Conservative delegates wénb to Ot 
tawa and secured better terms to the ex 
tent of $23,000 a year. $470,000 were add 
ed to our interest bearing capital in the 
Federal treasury. Sullivan and Ferguson, 
when refused redress ab Ottawa, went to 
tho foot of the throne and secured $20,000 
additional to our annual subsidy. Mr, 
Haszard and his friends do not persevere 
in this way. If the Federal authorities 
refuse reasonable requests for redress of 
grievances, Mr. Haezard drops the matter 
there. They are too much afraid to offer 
any annoyance to their Liberal friends at 
Ottawa. Had thelkemier, in his election 
card when ho went to the people in 1908, 
told the people the additional $70,000 
would not meet revenue and expenditure ; 
that he intended, as soon as he got in, to 
increase the taxes on the farmers • had he 
confessed that there was no hope to secure 
anything on account of our claims, would 
he have saved his Government ? Not at 

Mr. L&ird followed Hon. Mr. Hughes 
in opposition to the resolution. The reso 
lution was then put and fost on a strict 
party vote, all the Government members 
present voting against it. The vote 
stood 12 bo 10.

A terrific explosion occurred on the 
British steamer “ Cairnrona ” off Dnnge- 
nass on the 8th which wrecked the 
womens quarters, killing one child and 
injuring a number of women and 
children. The steamer caught fire and 
a panic ensued in which the men fought 
for possessson of the boats and had to 
be beaten back by the crew to allow 
the women to be taken first. A large 
nnmber of passengers were landed at 
Dover many of them in an ex­
hausted condition. In all, twenty were 
seriously and not lees than fifty were 
s ightly ^injured by the explosion and 
the panic that foil)wed,

Right Rey. John Cameron Bishop of 
Antigooisb, died at his home, rather 
suddenly, on Wednesday evening 
last, He h»d not been in his nsoal 
health for a few days previously ; but 
no one suspected that bis end was so 
near. He bad been around on Wednes­
day but in the evening a sudden change 
came about and high fever set in. The 
last Sacraments were administered and 
about half-past ten o’clock he calmly 
breathed his last. His Lordship was 
in his 86th year at the time of his death, 
having been born at-South River 
Antigonish on Feb. 16th. 1826 He 
received his early educational training 
at the lemons Grammar School at St. 
Andrew’s his native parish. In 1844, 
in his 19th year hex was sent by Bishop 
McKinnon to the Propaganda College, 
Rome, where he studied with distingu­
ished success for ten years. He was 
ordained in 1853 and returned home in 
September of the following year. Short­
ly after his return he was placed at the 
head of the new College at Arichat. 
In 1855 the college was transferred to 
Antigonish and the Rev. Dr. Cameron 
was its first President there. In addi­
tion to the Rectorship of the College 
he was appointed to the pastoral 
charge of the pariah of Antigonish. This 
was the starting of the now famous St. 
Francis Xavier University. In 1893 he 
was transferred to the pastoral charges 
of the Church at Arichat. In 1870 he 
was called to Rome and consecrated 
Bishop in the chapel of the Propaganda 
College by Cardinal Cullen, on the 
22nd of May. B.shop McKinnon was 
in Rome at the time attending the 
Vatican Conncil ; but owing to failing 
health he returned home before the 
Conncil was ever, leaving the newlv 
consecrated coodjutor in his stead. In 
1877 be was appointed administrator 
of the diocese continuing to live at 
4richat, but in 188Q he transferred his 
residence to Antigonish, He has bad a 
very distieguished career, and few 
churchmen in America have been 
more respected and revered. He leaves 
his diocese in a flourishing condition, 
well equipped with churches and 
institutions of learing. His funeral 
takes place at Antigonish today. On 
Monday Yery Rev. Dr. Morrison, V- G.

Other large contributors will 
be Winnipeg $7,060,000 and Vancouver

an aggregate exceeding the total of 
Quebec, St. John and Halifax, clearly 
ebowing the development of Pacific 
trade and the growing demands occasi 
oned by the filling of the West.

thus leaving a net deficit for the year 
of $16,600,000.

On Thursday evening, March 
31st, continuing the debate in 
committee of supply, Mr, Arsen­
ault said be did not see in the reso­
lution any method of levying income 
tax. A great amount of wrong had 
existed in this connection. The 
money owners and lenders should 
be taxed cn the correct amount of 
their income. He pointed out that 
at Confederation it was considered 
that we would not be obliged to re­
sort to direct taxation. Ou this 
point he read the words of Sir Wil­
frid Laurier on the occasion of pro­
viding for the increased subsidies 
agreed upon at the Conference of 
Provincial Premiers in 1906. The 
Leader of the Government admits 
wo have large claims against Canada 
•—$7,000,000. Now wby are not 
these claims propet ly presented ? 
He concluded by moving the follow­
ing amendment :

Strike out all words after “ that'* 
in the fourth line thereof, and insert 
the following : “The House re­
grets that on the re-arrangement of 
Provincial subsidies, in - 1907, the 
claims of this Province were not 
presented for an increase in subsidy 
to meet the increased cost of public 
schools, public works, etc., as in the 
case of other provinces, and that the 
Government bas virtually abandoned 
all other claims of this Piovince 
against Canada. And further re­
solved, that it is inexpedient to grant 
to the government an increase of tax 
lug powers to be exercised over the 
farmers nf this Province, in view of 
the wasteful and inefficient manner 
in which the public services are now, 
and have for a long time past been 
carried out.”

Mr. McKinnon said he regretted 
that he bad not been in the House 
in the afternoon when the Premier 
had attacked him (Mr. McK.) The 
chairman, Mr. McWilliams, under­
took to curtail the liberties of Mr. 
McKinnon in his remarks ; but Mr, 
Mi Kmnon reminded the chairman 
that it was unnecessary to have re­
ference made to the rules of debate. 
These matters were understood. 
He considered much injustice had 
been done in tbe matter of valuation. 
He wanted to knowjhow tbe Premier 
discovered many farmers took de­
clarations that were not correct ? 
Tbe whole trouble came from mis­
management in enforcing tbe present 
not.

That has come to pass 
Premier McBride did not bow 
the knee to Laurier. But with 
us those who control our public 
affairs are either in the pay of tb 
Dominion Government or are ex­
pecting to be elevated to high office.

After routine on Friday forenoon, 
April 1st, Hon. Mr. Richards moved 
a resolution for the appointment of 
a committee of seven members of the 
Legislature to interview 1be depart­
ment of railways and request some 
changes in the proposed spring time 
table on the P, E. Island Railway, 
especially on the western branch 
between Tignish and Charlottetown. 
The motion was seconded by Hon. 
Mr. Hughes and discussed by Mr. 
Matbieson, Mr. Arsenault, Mr. Jas. 
Kennedy and others, Mr. Kennedy 
pointed out that the grievances com­
plained of in this resolution were 
incorporated in the resolution on 
transportation moved by him gome 
time ago; but Mr. Hnghee, who 
now seconds this resolution, moved 
an amendment which out out the 
references to this very grievance. 
Mr. M'Lean, Mr. Oox and Mr. A. 
J. A. McDonald continued the discus­
sion. The resolution then passed 
unanimously. The following mem* 
hers of the Legislature were then 
named : Mr. Agnew, Mr. Mc­
Lean, Mr. Richards, Mr. Hughes, 
Mr. Prowse, Mr. Wyatt and Mr. J. 
A. McDonald.

During the evening session some 
private bills were advanced a stage, 
then tbe House again went into com. 
mittee of supply. Ou the expendi­
ture for education, Mr. Matbieson 
requested the Premier to explain 
why second olaaa salaries were paid 
to teachers holding third class lioen 
se'. This condition of things con­
tinued for one year. If it was right 
and proper to have done this in the 
oases named and for one year, why 
not continue the practice ? The 
Premier had no explanation to give 
other than that given by the Super­
intendent of Education, that some 
were in debt in connection with at­
tendance at Prince of Wales College, 
and also on the ground that some 
teachers could not pay their board 
and live on third class salaries. If 
that constitutes a reason, it is 
equally good in tbe case of all 
teachers,

matter, it was decidedly unjuit ; for 
if theie favors are granted to a few 
districts, other poor districts are equ­
ally entitled to consideration. Re­
ferring to the school at Cardigan, he 
wanted to make it plain that under 
the principalsbip of Mr. Bradley, the 
acbool came up rapidly. The school 
has not been inspected for two years. 
Why is that? He regarded the edu­
cational Commission as simply a 
scheme to postpone any practical ac­
tion in the matter of improvement in 
our schools. He pointed out that 
the candidate running against him in 
the Cardigan district, was invested by 
the Superintendent of Education with 
full powers to establish schools in 
order that he might increase his po 
pularity in certain sections. He ^es- 
tablished one school but was not so 
successful in an other case. After 
the election was over and the candi­
date was defeated the new school was 
allowed to drop out. He referred to 
tbe number of small schools through­
out the Province, with only a few 
pupils. A large number of these 
schools could be amalgamated with­
out removing school accommodation 
too far from the children. The 
Prince of Wales College costs too 
much, he said, and the Province is 
not reaping as much benefit there­
from as we should.

Mr. Arsenault considered the 
Prince of Wales College was not do­
ing for the people of this Province 
what it was originally intended to do. 
It was a feeder for the universities. 
A large number of those who pass 
through this College do not continue 
teaching here. They go into the 
professions and leave the Province.

Mr. McLean, considered that the 
statements made in Dr. Anderson’s 
letter were cot as full or as candid as 
they might have been, This was 
shown by the statements made by the 
Leader of the Government, who said 
the fashion of paying second class 
salaries to third class teachers com­
menced under the Premiership of Mr. 
Peters.

Consid­
erable progress was made with vari 
ous items before the committee rose 
and the House adjourned at one 
o’clock.

The Jew in Germany.

Mr. McKinnon considered that the 
Premier's explanation that it was 
done by Dr, Anderson, was unfair 
and unjust. Dr. Anderson grants 
the licenses and through him the 
salaries are paid ; but tbe Govern, 
ment supplies the money. To say 
that some districts are desirous of 
retaining certain particular persons 
or not, was no explanation or ex. 
ouse.

Mr. Matbieson considered that 
this matter is becoming more serious 
at it is probed. We have knowledge 
of only seven ; but there may be 
many more. These teachers are 
paid by a cheque signed by the 
Provincial Secretary, and these 
cheques should be audited by the 
auditor. If the auditor passed these 
cheques along without protest he 
committed a criminal ad, He was 
making himself a party to paying 
out public money under false pre­
tences.

Mr. J. A. McDonald said that in 
addition to he wrong nv lved in this

Mr. Matbieson wanted to know 
whether or not the Superintendent of 
Education may now and then go be­
yond the regulations ; may break 
the law. Was that a condition of 
things approved of by the Govern­
ment ? Tbe Government are respon 
sible to the House and the Country 
for the conduct of all officials and 
servants under them ; consequently 
the Premier cannot shirk his duty 
by placing tbe responsibility on Dr. 
Anderson. Dr, Anderson says, in 
his letter, that in the cases under 
consideration, the condition was ex­
acted in every case that these teach­
ers should qualify for second class 
licenses at the next examinations 
Only one of them did this. The 
Prince of Wales College was not 
furnishing the kind of education in­
tended ; it does not do as much for 
those intending to be teachers as it 
should do and as was intended. He 
pointed out that those small schools 
where only 5 or 6 pupils attend, 
these pupils cost as much as $50 a 
piece. This was a violation of the 
law. In all cases the law should be 
obeyed. The discussion was con­
tinued by Mr. McLean, Mr. Arsen­
ault, Hon. L McDonald, Mclnnis, 
Mr. Matbieson, Laird, Mr.' Mc­
Kinnon, Hughes, Haszard, and Ma- 
thieson.

Dr. George Lomet, a German med* 
ical authority, is about to publish a 
book dealing with the rapid growth 
of Jewish influence in Germany. 
‘‘The Germans must absorb the 
Jews, ” he declares, “otherwise tbe 
Jews will dominate tbe country. ”

Dr. Lomer begins by pointing out 
the superiority of the Jew in all pro­
fessions in which brain power tells. 
One-ninth of the Roman Catholic 
children of Berlin attend the higher 
grade schools, one-seventh, of the 
Protestant children also attend these 
schools, but not less than two—thirds 
of tbe Jewish children of the German 
capital receive the higher education. 
Throughout Germany the Jews form 
little more than 1 per cent, of tbe 
total aopulation, but 20 per cent, of 
the children in the high grade schools 
of the country are Jews. In the high 
grade schools of Berlin and other 
great cities the percentage of Jewish 
children is still higher, reaching 30, 
40 and 50 per cent.

Tbe same predominance of the 
Jews is evident at the Germany uni­
versities. Among the Roman Catho 
lies 13 in 10,000 and among the Pro 
testant 25 in 10,000 receive a univer­
sity education, but among the Jews 
no fewer than 160 in 10,000 receive 
academic training,

More than half the doctors and 
lawyers in Berlin are Jews and the 
same numerical predominance can be 
noticed in most great German cities. 
The Jews predominate also as univer­
sity professors, as teachers, as news­
paper men, ss artists and architects— 
in short in all brain work professions.

What, asks Dr. Lomer, are the 
causes of the superiority of the Jews 
to the men of Germanic race in these 
important respects ? He replies to 
this question by pointing out that the 
Jews are above everything a vast 
united family who stand by one an­
other and always seek to promote 

ewish interests first and fore-most. 
Thus a Jewish doctor will always 
send his patients to a sanitarium kept 
by a Jew or a chemist of the Jewish 
race. A Jewish professor sends his 
clients to another Jew.—New York 
Sun.

After routine on Saturday forenoon 
the Leader of the Government mov 
ed the House into Committee of tbe 
whole to consider a resolution on 
which to found a bill to construct a 
new jail for Queen’s County.

Mr. Wyatt un­
derstood the removal of tbe jail from 
its present site was, to some extent 
at least, a matter of sentiment. If 
that were true, we might well allow 
the matter.to stand until our finances 
are in a better condition.
