We 
bad told her all the time that some­
thing like this was the cause of the 
delay, but she was so completely under 
the domination of her obsessions that 
she could not use her reason or her 
common sense.

So much for one example of her 
slavery. She has other obsessions on 
many other subjects, and I find her in 
the enslaved state sadly often.

This woman is an exaggerated case 
of obsession slavery, but I think a 
great many of us suffer ip lesser de­
gree from this mental "disease. For 
that is what it is. We allow an idea 
to take possession of us and we be­
come absolutely incapable of using 
reason on the subject. And that is 
not healthy or normal. We get an 
idea that we are going to lose our 
position; that some dear one no long­
er loves us;, that we are losing our

mental keenness, or our grip on busi­
ness, or our ability in some direction; 
that people dislike us or regard us 
with aversion; and we begin to hunt 
to- evidence to support this idea. And 
in this kind of hunting one is always 
sure of bagging plenty of game.

By and by something happens to 
completely disprove our fears. Our 
employer gives us an unasked raise ; 
the loved one offers some unusual and 
unmistakable proof of affection ; we 
demonstrate our mental power or 
our grip on business or our talent, in 
some way indisputable even to our­
selves; or we are brought face to face 
.with'some unexpected proof of our 
popularity; and then we say. I’ll nev­
er be so foolish again.” And we are 
not —until the next time.

What’s the cure for this common 
disease? Well the best cure, as for all 
diseases, is prevention. Cure it be­
fore you have it. Don’t let yourself 
get into this habit of mind. When 
you find yourself brooding over any­
thing like, this, take your mind “by 
the scruff of the neck,” as Arnold 
Bennett says, and put it on some other 
subject. Do this a hundred times, If 
necessary.

Furthermore, 
when you have found that one of these 
obsessions was utterly foolish, write 
down that fact and keep the docu­
ment where you can see it when the 
next attack starts. Don’t let your at­
tacks get under way. Nip them in the 
bud. Again, don’t give yourself time 
to brood. Keep busy working and 
playing and being happy. When you 
feel an'httack coming on, go out into 
God’s serene outdoors and try to^ab- 
sorb some of its serenity. Take t 
long walk; try to get your body 
healthy and your mind will get some 
of the benefit. Go and call on some 
cheerful friend who will give you the 
contagion of his optimism, or visit 
some one less fortunate than yon 

-whose real troubles will shame youi 
imaginary ones.

In tile course of his interesting 
speech at the Postal Telegraph din­
ner lest night, Mr. .1. T. Meaner dealt 
with the three, subjects which' are 
worthy of special note. In referring 
to the contemplated installation by 
the Government of the telephone sys­
tem in out ports not served by tele­
graph, to be operated in conjunction 
with the Postal Telegraph system, 
and the possibility in the near future 
if the Government of the Colony hav­
ing to take over the operation of the 
Marconi wireless stations in New­
foundland, ha pointed out the neces­
sity of having callable men to assume 
.he duties of supervision of these 
utilities.

We have not. he said. In the ser­
vice at present men to whom these 
duties can lie .entrusted, because the 
efficient arid capable direction thereof 
demands trained men. and the train­
ing necessary for. it cannot he ob­
tained in this Colony. It we hope t' 
be in a position, should the occasioi 
arise, to have capable men to plac 
in charge of these departments w< 
should take time by the forelock an< 
select two young men from the Posta 
Department and send them to Canadt 
or the United States to study thesi 
branches. It is no reflection upon tin 
Postal staff to-day that none ar 
qualified for tin's work, because tli 
opportunity to quality themselves i; 
these branches has not been theirs 
but it will be a reflection, not onl> 
upon the Postal service, hut upon thi 
Colony as a whole, if. within a year o 
two lie nee we are obliged to import 
men front the United States, Canad. 
ar England to superintend this wori 
which our men are capable of doin, 
if given the opportunity to learn.

It was also interesting to hea 
front a practical telegrapher that tin 
Cuekhold's Cove cable connection h 
a valuable asset to thé Colony, in sc 
far as it is the one practically unfail­
ing . medium of communication wit! 
the Outside world, direct from this 
city to the Continent of America and 
to Europe Vnlike the Canso and 
Heart's Content cable connections, it 
does not have to depend on long land 
line communication, which owing to 
the severity of the storms in this di­
rection is liable to prolonged inter­
ruption, cutting us off from telegra­
phic communication with the outside 
world for weeks at a time.

In this respect, he pointed out. the 
•Postal holds an enviable position, the 
advantages of which to the commer­
cial interests of the country could not 
be overestimated.

This, we may remark, is the cable 
connection which the late Govern­
ment procured for the Colony. ,the 
terms of the contract for the oper­
ation of which were repudiated by the 
present administration.

QUARTERLY
REPORT

Of Boprd of Trade, March 31st, 1912.
(Synopsis and Extracts.)

Yesterday the Quarterly Report of 
the Board of Trade was taken up for 
discussion. In order to facilitate the 
work of the Council the quorum was 
reduced from 7 to 5 as recommended.

As to the Resolutions aboiit Customs 
Bonds passed bn February 22nd, last, 
the Government so far has taken no 
action.

V DUTIES.
‘In the past, when reductions in du­

ties have been made, no notice has 
been given of the Intended change, and 
importers who had paid their duties 
iu good faith have found themselves 
put to considerable loss. Thê Coun­
cil has therefore written to the Gov­
ernment, pointing out the injustice of 
the proceeding and requesting that 
at least three months’ notice should 
be given when duties are to be reduc­
ed thus .giving Importers a chance to 
realize stocks upon which the higher 
duties had been paid.”

CHATTEL MORTGAGES.
“A great deal of consideration has 

been given to the laws dealing with 
the Registration of Mortgages, espec­
ially in regard to Chattel or Stock in 
Trade Mortgages. Représentations 
had been made by the late Council tt 
the Government on the matter, but 
further inquiry disclosed the necessity 
for still more drastic alterations In oui 
laws than were at first proposed. Un­
der our present laws, a debtor may 
give preferential security to a particu 
lar creditor without the knowledge o: 
consent of his other creditors. T< 
make a Stock in Trade Mortgage valid 
it is only necessary that tt shall hav< 
been in existence two months befon 
registration. Thé law does not requin 
that it shall be registered within i 
specified time after execution, and th< 
consequence is that a general credit 
or has no means of learning of the ex 
istence of a mortgage until it has be 
come valid. The first Resolution for 
warded to the Government asked fo 
greater facility in obtaining informa 
tion at the Registrar’s office, and tha 
a Stock in Trade Mortgage should b 
registered within 5 days of executioi 
and not become valid until 14 day 
thèreafter. But it will be seen tha 
fraudulent Stock in Trade Mortgage 
might still be given. It may almost b 
said that every stock in Trade Mori 
gage eventually becomes an instru 
ment of doubtful probity, althoug' 
perfectly legitimate in the first in
stance...................... The Council has
therefore, called the attention of th 
Government to this matter, and re 
quested that our laws shall be amend 
ed to prevent, as far as possible, th 
issuance of preferential Stock in Trad 
Mortgages and to facilitate the ob 
taining of information from the Re 
gistrar’s Office.”

The Council recommends the ap 
pointment of a Statistical Clerk b 
the Government and has forwarded : 
list of statistics which in its opinio; 
should be collected.

HARBOR FIRE BOAT.
"The principal Fire Insuranc 

Companies doing business here, insis 
that a Fire Boat shall be procured 
and threaten to raise the-rates unies 
It is done, which might mean add; 
tional fire insurance premiums to th 
amount of $25,000 to $50,000 per an 
num. The cost of the boat is estim 
ated at $10,000, and the cost of up 
keep at about $10,000 per annum 
Theoretically, the Municipal Counc: 
should lye responsible for the pre 
téctiou of the City, from fire, but- a 
you are aware, the Fire Departmen 
is by Statute under the control of th 
Government. The Municipal Counci 
has no money available for the put 
pose, and cannot raise money with 
out Legislative permission, and s- 
far, it has proved impossible to gc 
the Government to realize the seri 
onsness of the position. In any case 
ultimately, citizens will have to pa: 
fpr the boat, and the Cduncil has sug 
gested that all the property whic’ 
would be protected should be taxed b 
pay for the service." The area pro 
tectcd would be the South Side, th; 
Dock Premises, and the North Side 
from the South Side of Duckworth Si 
tb the Harbor. A very small additioi 
to the rates> in this area would b- 
sufficient to 'provide the desired pro 
Section, and would save a very muc! 
heavier tax in increased Fire- Insur 
ance, the city being without the pro 
tection in addition. The Council i: 
now informed that there will probably 
be no difficulty in making the requir 
cd arrangements.”

WEIGHTS AND MEASURES.
The Council recommends that : 

special committee shall deal with th< 
difference in the weights and meas 
ures of staple articles for genera 
sale. '

have no one going in for Government 
contracts.

Ixrok here. Delaney, said the Cute 
Man. the older you’re getting the 
foolisher you're looking. Why don’t 
you use your brains? Sure, man alive, 
what kind of an omadawn would he 
be who’d be foolish enough to tender 
for a job from the Government on 
even dollars without having a few 
odd cents tacked on? Sure that’s all 
they make out of it, a:id"if they didn’t 
get the 32 or 43 cents, as the case 
may be, why, man alive, they’d have 
nothing for themselves. Surely you 
don’t find fault with a contractor who 
puts in his little bill of say three 
thousand four hundred and twenty- 
two dollars having forty cents profit; 
and it only goes to prove how fin- 
things are getting done i round here 
and how hard it must be for these 
poor people to make the two ends 
meet.

I could never understand, says Mrs. 
Tucker, how it is that for the first 
couple of years a Government is ir.

The first 
couple of years after the election you 
can see opposition members aqd Gov­
ernment lucky ones holding good, fat 
jobs, trotting along together, smiling 
sweetly, almost hugging one another.

Now the people of 
Placentia threw up their caps and 
bawled themselves hoarse for Bond 
in the first election ; they elected 
Jackman and his colleagues with a,

good majority; they said opt plainly 
and forcibly that they firmly believed 
that the parly led by Bond was the 
party to save the country. But they 
find after the election that both par­
ties come in a tie, and when the sec­
ond election comes off, they go back 
on their "political convictions” and 
vote for the other side. Now I’d like 
for some ancient long-whiskered phil­
osopher to arise and show me where 
“political convictlops" counted with 
these people. ’Twas simply a cast 
of wanting to be on the Government 
side for what they could get out oi 
it; simply that, said Mrs. Tucker, and 
nothing more.

There’s a lot in what Mrs. Tucket 
says, said I, and I’d advise you t< 
take your time before throwing ui 
your hats this time.

pretend to be indifferent, and you’l 
get your price, ^'atch them thav 
out. see them get good eyesight, and 
notice how soon they are able to find 
out the number of your house. Yoi 
will feel the warm clasp of theii 
well-greased palms many times;, they 
will fall over you and inquire how 
are all home. Keep cool, play then 
at their own game, and for once lr 
your life have sense and ask your­
selves—How much is there In it foi. 
me? For we are all sick and tired o' 
hauling me» with ropes; all played 
out from shouldering house-flags tie* 
to knotty pickets; all slewed on on< 
side from hugging torch lights; nov 
let us take a tumble and ask our

■cut in this country, and the mat 
hat tl inks there is makes the mis 
ake of his life, Don't shout to: 

’oud; keep a dignified air and lool 
wise: pretend you’re twice as import­
ant as you really are. This do, anc 
then you will reap your reward.

Editor Evening Telegram.
Dear Mr. Editor,—In last Saturday's 

issue of the Fishermen's Advocate we 
noticed an Item headed "Englee," in 
which was contained another Insolent 
reference to the Town of Trinity. 
Now, as we are thoroughbred Trini­
tarians, we strongly resent such 
sneering allusions.

In the past the Editor has referred 
to the business community of Trinity 
as "grab-aUs" and "soreheads,” and 
now his latest as “peddlars."

We contend, sir, that the business 
people of 'Trinity are as honourable, 
straightforward and energetic as any 
other business people of this Colony, 
including the all-energetic Editor of 
the Fishermen’s Advocate.

As regards his references to the 
spur line into Trinity, does not the 
editor know (if he does not, as an 
editor, he ought to) that Trinity M the 
centre of a population of some 4,000 
people who inhabit all those settle­
ments extending from the Horse Chops 
to Bonaventure Head. The people, 
chiefly fishermen, of these adjacent 
places visit Trinity dally for transac­
tion of business, therefore the spur 
line which the editor of the Advocate 
begrudges Trinity so much will not 
only benefit the 439 persons of Trinity 
but all these places besides, to say the 
least. If the editor knows anything of 
the geography of Trinity Bay he can 
joon picture to himself the number of 
settlements that are In the neighbour­
hood of Trinity and the people of 
which, speaking generally, look up 
and down to Trinity as “htadquarters 
for everything” from a needle to an 
anchor or a shirt button to a beaver.

If the spur line dots not come into 
Trinity the railway will be of little 
or no advantage to the people of Trin­
ity and consequently those resident in 
the places indicated, four or five 
thousand people will be cut off for 
ever and ever from the benefits of a 
railway for which so much money of 
the Colony is being spent.

We wish to be understood, Mr. Edi­
tor, that we are not finding fault with 
the editor of the Advocate and his 
work generally or with the residents 
of Oonche with respect to their 
grievances, but we do not like to see 
those periodically sneering references 
to the town and people of Trinity.

The business people of Trinity are 
not trying to retard the progress of 
the F. P. U. in any way; rather they 
are in full sympathy with it and if they 
do not appear to be so enthusiastic 
about it as the editor of the Advocate, 
‘he reason is obvious—they are too 
busy minding their own business.
