Trafalgar Day.

One hundred and - eleven
years ago to-day, _ the
greatest naval battle of
all times was fought,
greatest, that is, having
regard to its effect and all the
circumstances that contribute to the
importance of any battle. As with
the centenary of Waterloo last year,
thé anniversary of Trafalgar is ob-
served by Britons with less show nf
feeling than would be the case if they
were not again engaged in a fight io
the death with a tyrant and this time
allied with their then enemies. Yet
the France of to-day is not the France
of a hundred years ago, and none will |
admit sooner than our brave - allies |
that at Trafalgar and Waterloo the
cause of freedom, including the free-
dom of France herself, was establish-
ed for years to come.
Making due allowance for differ-
ences of proportion, the similarity of
the great Napoleonic wars to the

present huge conflict is remarkable.
Great Britain plays a part almost
identical with her role then. As her
command of the seas closed Napoleon
in and made possible the slow-moving
land campaign, which ended at last in
the co-operation of the great alliance
of Britain, Russia, Austria and Prus-
sia and in the final act at Waterloo,
80 her same command of the seas has
more relentlessly and effectually
closed in Germany, and Waterloo will
yet come, There has been no Tra-
falgar—the Battle of Jutland can
have only a secondary claim—or, if
we will, it was fought bloodlessly in
the first days of the war, when the
whole German fleet scuttled to port,
leaving the British flag supreme and,
after- some months, undisputed and
alone on the high seas. In this mighty
and silent victory were included the
Nile, the Baltic and Trafalgar. It is a
tribute to those great victories them-
selves and the building of the nation
upon the firm foundations that they
laid, that to-day Jellicoe. can play a
part mightier, if less glorious, than
did Lord Nelson then.

The great battles of this war have
been fought upon land, and to  the
deeds of the armies, Britain’s not least
of them, the minds of men have been

- most closely drawn. To-day with all
its. memories comes appropriately to
Temind us that without the British
Navy the heroism and devotion of
these great armies, our Allies’ and our
own, would have been vain. That is
the thought that will inspire to-day
not’ Britons alone but their brothers-
in-arms the world over. To us in
particular it should have a full and
grateful meahing. 'The oldest and
most defenceless of Britain’s colonies:
we -still fly proudly and loyally her
Union Jack, but it is beneath the folds
of the White Ensign that we live in
security and freedom. And it is for

‘. us, a maritime people and descended

- from Drake and Frobisher, reverently
and gratefully to salute it.

Dpose the salary, or day wage, of every
individual in Great Britain, let us say
below the rank of cabinet minister, of
bishop, or of factory owner, should be
doubled to-morrow, how would the'
workers be better off7 The doubling
of the wages of the cotton spinners
and weavers would double the price
of cotton; the doubling of the wages
of the railway men would increase by
just that much the railway transpor-
tation; the doubling of the salaries of
the store clerks would ﬁble the cost
of selling goods, as the ®rofit of the
storekeeper would have to rise in
comparison; the doubling of the cost
of farm labour would double the cost
‘of British raised foodstuffs, and so,
the result of the increase of wages,
which to the workers would in ad-
vance look like an El Dorado, wouid
be that they were little better off than
they were before. In attempting to
make both ends of the household bud-
get meet it might be considered that
the workers would gain slightly from
a small tax to levy on those who do
not work. But this tax would be in-
considerable in size compared with
the multitude of people among whom
it would have to be divided. .

The increase of the cost bf British
manufacturers, made by an all-round
increase in wages, would make British
manufactured goods so expensive as
compared with goods made in other
countries where wages did not double,
that a large number of factories would-
have to shut down on account of the
loss of their export trade. That would
be a disastrous calamity. If the in-
crease were not made so great, if
wages were only raised by, say three
or four shillings a week all-around,
the attempt might achieve its purpose
for a brief period. The desire of the
workmen in these increase is to make

fits which are in some cases being
mede by the concerns for which they
work. With & moderate increase in
wages of, say, half a shilling a day,
this may be done to some extent. It is
not untrue that there are a good many
factories earning inordinate returns
for their owners, and that if these
owners were forced to pay higher
wages they could still stay in business
and maintain not only their home, but
their export business as well. There
are, however, other owners in every
trade whose factories are runiing on
exceedingly small margins, and with-
out doubt some of these would have to
shut down. It is very, very difficult
for the workers to find out just where
the rise that permits an increase in
their wages leaves off, and the rise
that will force some of their employers
to shut down begins. It may be at oné
shilling a week; it may be at five; it
may even be twopence.
would conclude, as such men as Keir
Hardie long ago concluded, strikes for
increases in wages are but of tempor-
ary value to the working people, and
the real way to achieve their object of
bettering.their conditions is by legisla-
tion fixing minimum standards of liv-
ing, and by legislation placing the
main_burden of taxation on the weal-
thy according to their incomes, as has |
been well done in Britain. No raising |
of wages will make the workman
create more wealth. All that he can
do is to cndeavour to force a satisfac-
tory distribution of the wealth that is
created, and this is probably being
done in Great Britain better than any-
where cise in thé world.—Montreal
Weekly Witness.

Russians Poured
Deluge of Shot and

After a Furious Bombardment Which
Shattered Miles of the Enemy’s
-Trenches and Caused Havoe in the
Ranks of the Teuntons, the Czar’s In-
fantry Rushed from the Trenches
nind Completed the Work of Destrue-
tion.

London, Oct. 15.—The battle on ‘the
Stokhod River, in Volhynia, has brok-
en.out anew.

From the
trenches poured masses of steel-hel-
metted men, their bayonets set and
gleaming in the rays of the newly ris-
en sun. Toward the enemy’s trernches
they flung-themselves at the run, their
ranks splitting only whem this and
that group was forced to dodge around

German -shell burst among them as
they rolled on, so swiftly was the in-
tervening ground covered. The mass-
ed columns reached the enemy’s
trenches intact, and poured forward
into them.

The rest of the story is told in the
laconic statements.of.the war office.
Several lines of Teuton trenches were
carried; prisoners and guns were
seized; the despairing efforts of the
énemy to wrest back their temporary
homes failed.

On the other part of the far-flung
lines in Volh¥nia and Galicia the Rus-
sians’ guns are battering at the ene-
my’s trenches with the same ferocity,
preparing for similar charges by the
infantry. Neither in Galicia, nor to
the north have the Russian Command-
ers despaired of smashing through
the opposing lines to victory. That is
what is read in the renewal of the
battle on the Stokhod—Halifax Chron-
icle.

The great events of the past summer
have led us to look for a continuation
as a matter of course, and the appar-
ent uneventfulness that has lately
marked the course of the war would
give the impression that very little
is going on. ~As a matter of fact, it is
the other way, and it is precisely be-
cause so much is going on that so lit-
tle occurs, __Oq every point in Europe
conf®ndin &Yariiés ‘dre flercely grap-
pled, and so' great is the effort put
forth by either side -that something
approaching a deadlock results. Whe-
ther or. not it will be broken - before
winter imposes a partial fruce is a big
question.

On the Somme -our position has been

slightly improved and some progress
made. The British have drawn very
close indeed to Bapaume, and we hear
mention now of Warlencourt as the
object of attack, a village not more
than two miles distant. But this lies
also in the way of a lateral advance
by the British line, which =is probably
aimed at with the object of squeezing
behind the Thiepval salient, rather
than a frontal attack upon Bapaume.
The operations under way by ' the
French are more important for the
moment. They have got as far as
Sailly, on the Peronne-Bapaume road,
and held it agaiist heavy counter-
attacks. AVe may look any day for the
assault upon - Allaines and Mt. St
Quentin which will precede the at-
tempt to take Peronne. South of the
river our Allieg ~are beginning to
draw the familiar  po¢ket arownd a
point almost as important as Peronne,
the town of Chaulnes. If they .can
take it, they will ¢ommand all the
high ground between it and Peronne,
and ‘the railway- line that runs paral-
lel to the front and: feeds it. We must
always bear in'mind that a gain here
and there cannot_pesgibly be measured
by its area, for there is an enormous
concentration of men and material on
this twenty miles. ‘Beth sides are, in
fact, being drained to it and wasted
there, with the Allies far better able
to stand the wastage.

. Most comforting news comes from
Roumania. Evidéntly Brussiloff’s fu-
ricus attacks and the ltaliaq'advance
cn the Carso plateau have had the de-
sired effect. Mack@nsen has apparent-
ly fallen back ‘in" Dobrudja, though
there is a strange silence about that
region, while in several of the Tran-
sylvanian passes the Roumanians
have again taken the offensive. In
what is perhaps the most important
cf them, that at Predeal, they report
driving the Teutons back, .and this
should relieve the position 'in the
north where, at the Gyimes Pass, the
enemy have penetrated several miles
inté’ Roumanian territory. It .is yet
too early to say whether Falkenhayn's
great offensive has failed, or has.even

g
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| been held, but the news is as good as

any we could wish at present. His
drive ‘has probably at least prevented
the Allied offensive in the Balkans
making much headway this autumn.
That fact, however, will not trouble
them much, for they have long since
made up their minds to another win-
ter of war, and the spring should find
them in a position to prosecute the at-
tack vigorously from every direction.

Of the Russian ‘front we continue to
hear little except the most general
intimations that fighting #F great fer-
ocity is taking place. Particularly of
late, and no doubt with a view to as-
sisting Roumania, the Russians have
attacked the German positions near
Halicz and in Volhynia with unprece-
dented violence. We hear of terrific
bombardments, which show that éur
Allies are plentifully  supplied with
big guns and shells. The slaughter is
very great, and in that respect, terri-
ble as it is"to say so, must be helping
the Allies considerably.

It is a little surprising that nothing
more has come from Italy since the
big success of last week on the Carso
plateau. This highland, which runs
almost all the way from Gorizia to
Trieste, has been a formidable barrier
to the Italians, but they have now
gained on it a firm foothold that
shculd make the going easier. The
recent victory was a considerable one
and we should hear soon of a drive on
a large scale with the object of mak-
ing as much headway as possible to-
wards Trieste before winter falls in
earnest.

The general offensive that began a
short time ago in Macedonia is still
being pressed vigorously. The fterse
official news tells little of what'is go-
ing on. The chief honors ‘still rest
with the Serbians, who are pushing
nearer to Monastir with every victory.
They have taken the village of Brod,
which is on the river of that name.
This river will yet have to be crossed:
before Monastir can be reached and
will oppose another, formidable obsta-
cle. The Russians and French are
cperating in concert with the Serbi-
ans, though we .do not hear much
about them, while the Italians are ex-
ertgnf a useful pressure in Albania.
Their taking of Leskovic shows that
they are getting nearer to a junction
with the other Allied forces. In fact,]
if they progress much further they
may play a large part in the turning
of "the Bulgarian right wing and ‘the
taking of Monastir.

Enemy Main Fronts Are Crumbling.
This year the Central Powers have
made three snatches at such tempor-
ary successes; they have concentrated
enormous efforts upon single points,
points upon which it was unnatural
to expect such concentrations, not in
the hope of changing the ultimate des-
tinies of the war, but in the hope of
snatching an arguable ‘advantage;
they have made three great lunges;
the first was the Verdun offensive, the
second the much weaker Trentino of-
fensive, and the third is the Silis-
tria offensive, perhaps the last kick
of all.

None of these thrusts can or will
alter the fact that the German de-
fences on'the great main fronts, east
and west, are’ crumbling and bending
in and approaching the point of rup-
ture. The moment of rupture on the
west cannot come much later than No-
vember. Now I argue that Germany
will almost certainly make her first
offer before that rupture comes and
while she holds a large piece of indus-
trial France.
* She will, with an eye on America,
offer to trade Belgium and some in-
adequate compensation, the occupied
districts of France, Alsace, but not
all Lorraine, for the return of her
colonies. She will seem in that way
to give France. much that she wants
and desires, while giving nothing to
England and less than nothing to
Russia, and she will hope that this
will produce dissension among the Al-
lies.
She counts quite wrongly, upon a
certain fatlgue in France. She judges
other countries ' by her own psycho-
logy and cannot understand that the
Frenchman is neither knave nor fool
nor faint-heart.

She will also, probably, make some
quite large offer to Italy, Istria and
Dalmatia, for . example, reserving
Trieste and Fiume as free ports, and
complicating matters by conditions
that will be calculated to produce
trouble between Italian and Slayv.

I believe the German western front
is very near giving now. They are
taking great risks. They are holding
quiet parts of the western line with
dangerously small forces.

Their actual strength is now
all in the line. They may be clever
.enough to get back presently to a sec-
ond line, the Meuse, say, and hold that
for a time; but every day of declining
morale makes such a withdrawal more
difficult for them. The present sys-
tem of offensive as it has been de-
wveloped by the innate military genius
and systematic instincts of the
'French, supportdd as it is by our mag-
nificent infantry and airmen and
abundant guns and material, is bound
ultimately to go through any line the
Germms can put up.

eight months the Italians may have
gna%ved their way through the moun-
tains to Innsbruck, and will, I reckon,
also be near Labich in the éast.
Trieste is theirs now for the taking.
Scfia in eight months’ time will
either be occupied by the Allies or at
peace.

I submit that is a reasonable hoio-
scope so far as military aspects go.
Clearly my figures are, as one says,
for the sake of illustration. Six
months, one says, or eight; what one
means is, of course, really no more
definite than “about that figure.” Why
1 think General Brusiloff is making an
over-cautious estimate - is: because I
have just seen the French and the
English, the guns, the air work, and
the German prisoners on the Somme
front.

Accidents May Happen.

There you have with the utmost
frankness my own unexpert opinion
of the broad possibilities before us.
That they are such broad possibilities
adds greatly to the confidence of the
forecast. There may be unexpected
accidents that may produce delays and
modifications.

The adverse treacheries of the Bal-
kans may not yet be exhausted. Good
men may have to die for that.
I have supposed nothing will hap-
pen at sea but a continuance of the
blockade, but I do not think any-
thing can happen at sea that will not
accelerate rather than delay the end.
The Zeppelins have done their worst
—and it is, by the scale of the war,
ridiculous. There can be no question
of the steadfast loyalty of all tae
great Allies.

Revolution In Germany.

But one other big possibility re-
mains, and that is a possibility which
nobody I find will consider a possi-
bility, except myself. Everybody 1
have talked to seems convinced that
the Central European Powers will
keep their solidarity until the end,
and that there is no chance, for ex-
ample, of a revolutionary movemert
in Germany. I am not convinced of
that. It is one of the things that one
feels in one’s bones, as people say,
rather than reasons out, but my im-
pression of the possibility of real in-
surrection in Germany may be put in
figures as a one in ten chance within
a couple of years after the war.

The German Government obviously
fears its people far more than any
other Government in the world at the
present time, It takes more pains to
manipulate public opinion. But that
fear will tend rather to prolong than
shorten the war, because even - the
weakest Governments have a firmer
grip during actual war conditions. A
Germany in urgent danger of revolu-
tion ,will probably fight even more
tenaciously than a Germany entirely
united against its enemies. This pos-
sibility of revolution, though an inter-
esting one in itself, may therefore be
ruled out of the present esgtimate.

S0 my guess for the date of peace
remains: not earlier than April and
most probably by June. H. G. WLELS.
