GERMAN ATTACKS REPULSED.
PARIS, July 4.

Extremely heavy fighting was in
progress all through the night on the
Aisne front, resulting in our repuls-
ing the attacking Germans with very
heavy losses, the war office announ-
ces. The Germans repeatedly hurl-
ed large bodies of men , against the
French, attacking on the whole front
from the north of Jouy to the east of
the California Plateau. The repulse
of the enemy was complete.

ARTILLERY ACTIVITY.
LONDON, July 4.

The British official staement issued
to-day concerning military operations
in Nortehrn France says there is
nothing to report except considerable
artillery activity on both sides at nu-
m s points of the front.

RUSSIAN UNITS (O-OPERATING.
LONDON, July 4.

The units of four Russian armies
are cc-operating in the Galician ad-
vance, covering a front of about 20
miles. These units with the ap-
proval of the Commander-in-Chief are
resolving to do or die in_ a supreme
test of Russian manhood. They are
called respectively regiments, bat-
talions, companies, batteries and
squadrons of “Death.” They wear
black and red stripes on their -cuffs
with a “Death’s” head on crossed
swords.

EVACUATING BREZEZANY.
LONDON, July 3.

Austro-German forces are evacua-
ting Brzezany, fifty miles S.E. of
Lemberg, the capital of Galicia, says
Reuter’'s despatch from Petrograd.
The Russian armies have  invaded
Brzezany from the northeast, south-
east and southwest.

THE RUSSIAN OFFENSIVE.
PETROGRAD, July 3.

In the direction of Zlochoff our of-
fensive continues successfully. Yes-
terday afternoon after a severe and
stubborn battle the Zoraisky Regi-
ment occupied Presovee while the
gallant troops of the fourth Finnish
division and Chesshkoslovatsky Bri-
gade occupied a strongly fortified
enemy position on the heights to the
west and southwest of the village of
Zberoff and the fortified village of
Korshiduv. Three lines of the ene-
my trenches were penetrated. The
enuemy then retired across the little
Stripa. The Finns have taken 1,500
officers and soldiers prisoners, while
their captures include four trench

.mortars, nine machine guns and one

bomb thrower. The Chesshkoslovat-
sky Brigade captured 62 officers and
3,150 soldiers, ¥5 guns and many ma-
chine guns. Many of the captured
guns were turned against the enemy.
Enemy positions to the west of
Hzefuvka were taken. Altogether in
Monday's battle in the neighborhood
of Zlochoff we took 6,300 prisoners
21 %mns, 16 machine guns, several
bomb throwers. Prisoners are con-
tinuing to arrive. Southeast of Brze-
zany the battle continues with less
intensity. In Sunday’s battle in this
region we took prisoners, 53 officers,
2,200 men. Fusilades reported on the
rest of the front and on the Rouma-
nian and Caucasus fronts.

IRISH PRIEST ADVISES IRISH
PRISONERS TO BE LOYAL TO
GOD AND KING.

(London Times Cable.)

LONDON, June 18.—Professor Del-
mer, recently from Berlin, in the
course of an article in the Times, tells
this story of a patriotic Irish priest:
“The Irfsh prisoners are in camp at
Limburg. The Germans tried even to
use a priest as their tool after Case-
ment had exhausted his arts, in try-
ing to persuade the men to desert the
flag. .Father Crotty whom the Irish
looked upon as one of the heroes of
the War, was asked by his German
mentors if he would speak a ‘work of
authority to the waverers at Mass.

Their Duty to King.

“‘Men of Galway, Clare and Con-
naught,” he said, ‘the German Emper-
or wants you to fight on his side.
Some people have been telling you it
is the proper thing for you to do. I
have been asked to tell you the same,
but I was sent to you by His Holiness
the Pope, not to talk politics to you
nor mislead you, nor to be the procur-
er for any King or Kaiser on earth.
But I {11 you in the name of God and
our Holy Church what is good and
right for men to do. As a priest of
God I tell you it is your duty as ‘good
Catholics to keep the oaths you have
taken to be loyal to your King, and
that 'is what I have to say to you this
day. May the grace of God rest up-
on you and help you.’

“The German officer had to look on
helpless and see his prey slipping
from his fingers but he dared not in-
terrupt the priest in his holy office.

Were Then Bullied.

““The Irish prisoners, who hitherto
had been treated with characteristic
consideration, were henceforth sub-
mitted to all sorts of indignities and
privations. Your German, when he
fails to get his way with blandish-
ment, always falls batk on bullying.
Many. Irishmen who believed in the
Germans before they came into per-
sonal, eontact with them will come
back to Ireland with the same words
on their lips as Roger Casement used
after the Germans forced him to un-
dertake his last tragic mission, ‘To

Hell with Germany.’ ”"—Catholic Re-
cord.

ﬁ Methodist Conference.

(By Rev. Charles Lench, Conterence
Reporter.)

Tuesday was a busy day at the Con-
fergncs. The Layman’s Missionary
Commi}tee' and the Standing Mission- -
ary Committee reported, and some
lively discussions took place in which
the acknowledged debates of the Con-
ference took place. The Conference
is anxious to do its best the coming
year to reach the objective of $21,000
for Missions.

The Rev. Mr. Arnup, the Missionary
Secretary, whose visit to the city has
brought sunshine into the work of the
Conference by his sermons, addresses,
etc., said good-bye. The Conference
placed on record its high apprecia-
tion of Mr. Arnup’s visit.

The Rev. Mr. Hull also took fare-
well of the Conference, and like Mr.
Arnup, expressed himself as very
much pleased with his visit to our
city. .

The Rev. Dr. Morton, an old St.
John’s pustor. who served the circuits
of George St. and Gower St. some
years ago, addressed the Conference.
Mr. Morton represented his Depart-
ment, the Sup2rnumerary Fund. The
feeling which tound emphasis frora
the laymen was ‘o the effect that the
time had come 1o remove the injus-
tice of inadequately provciding for the
needs of the ministers in their old
age.

In the evening session, several im-
portant committees got through their
reports.

The Lord’s Day Observance Com-
mittee brought in its report with re-
gard to the sanctity of the Lord’s Day.

The Laymen’s Report.

The Laymen’s Report was of great
interest and brought forth some live-
ly speeches.

References were made to the fact
that the Methoaists were mnot propm
ly represented in the Civil Service of
the Colony. Over $24,000 were due
the Methodists and many positions in
the Civil Servic.. The Conference in
its wisdom decided that the time had
come to appoint a vigilance commit-
tee to keep the niatter before the au-_
thorities, and acted accordingly. A
long discussion took place concerning
the laxity in enforc'ug the Prohibitim
Act. The Temperance watch-dogs
gave the Confsrence some marveilovs
facts regarding mecaical prescriprions.
There must have been many very
sick people in the ciiy the last few
months, if it is true that “scrips”
were issued in such mnumbers. The
resclution embodied the reprosenta-
tion of the matter to the legislators
to enact a law that shall say how
much alcohol shall be prescribed by a
medical man at one time for each
patient.

The laymen called for the Minutes
of Conference as they used to be
printed before the introduction of the
Year Book, i.e., the separate printing
of the minutes.

Other vital matters were incorpor-
ated in the report, which evidenced the
fact that the laymen of the Confer-
ence are wide awake men.

On Patrietic Gambling.

The following resolution passed the
Conference:

“RESOLVED, that the Conference
direct the attention of the Depart-
ment of Justice to the common and
frequent violation of the Lottery Act.
Even under the name of patriotic pur-
poses this Act is violated as an every
day occurrence. It is the opinion of
the Conference that our Constabulary
force should take this matter vigor-
ously in hand.”

The Conference deprecated this
means of making gain out of the war
under the name of patriotism, or
making the national distress a me-
dium of graft. 3

A Patriotic Resolution.

The following resolution shows
just where the Conference stands in
its ' attitude towards the Empire's
titanic struggle. As every Methodist
Parsonage is represented where an
available young man was forthcoming,
the resolution is more than mere
empty sentimentalism:

“WHEREAS, in answer to the call
of the nation’s needs, which has come
to us during the titanic struggle be-
tween the various nations, there has

|been a splendid and inspiring re-

sponse by the young men of New-
foundland; and whereas it is impera-
tive that in justice and loyalty to the
brave men who have fallen and those
who are still fighting, we maintain
our Newfoundland Regiment in full
strength on the firing: line; and where-
as the present system of recruiting is
slow, costly and inefficient, and that
it is of the essence of democracy that
the rights and privileges of citizenship
carry with them the obligation of
service to the State to the extent of
life itself;

“BE IT THEREFORE RESOLVED
that this Conference place on record
its opinion that the Legislature dur-
ing this session should enact a law
empowering the Government to re-
quire the enrollment of all male citi-
zens of military age, and that from
these be selected a sufficient number
to fill all vacancies and keep our Regi-
ment at full strength and provide the
required number; resélved further
that we recommend that copies of the
resolution be forwarded to His Excel-
lency the Governor and to the Prime
Minister.”

The resolution was adopted by a
standing vote.
