The Inquiry Into the recent railway 
accident was resumed yesterday after­
noon before Judge Morris, when the 
evidence of Conductor Nose worthy 
was continued aa follows:

This accident happened three miles 
weet ef Curling and after leaving ML 
Moriah going west It occurred on a 
curve to the right It was a pretty 
sharp curve. We crossed a train at 
Curling that day about 8.45 or 4 
o'clock. That train was coming east 
That train passed over the curve all 
right aa far as I know. I could not 
say If any other train passed over 
that curve that day. It was No. 2 ex­
press that left Port aux Basques that 
morning that we crossed at Curling. 
The hour the train tipped over was 
4.20 p.m. the 24th, September last 
No. 2 express coming east crossed 
over that curve abotat half an hour be­
fore the accident occurred. Nebucett 
was conductor on No. 2 express. I 
think Tipple was the driver. Nei­
ther the conductor nor the driver re­
ported anything to me about the con­
dition of the track over that curve, 
nor any part of the line. They gave 
me no report at all. After the acci­
dent I wired the message to H. J. 
Russell, Superintendent, the original 
of which is now put in marked “G.N. 
2." That message does not state the 
cause of the accident I examined the 
track after the accident I did not 
find anything wrong except the mark 
in the ties where the wheels came off 
the rail. That would be the leading 
wheels on the second class car. They 
came off on the high side which is the 
left side. The marks of the wheels 
were shown on the sleepers outside 
the high rail and between the two 
rails. I could find nothing whatever 
to indicate the cause of the accident 
There was nothing that I could see to 
Indicate the rail* had spread. I ex­
amined the track, the rails and the 
spikes carefully. The engineer and 
the brakeman were with me at the 
time. If the rails had spread the 
spikes would be pressed out and the 
rails would be spread. If the rails 
did spread they might come back to 
their original position and they might 
nôt. If they had spread and had come 
back to their original position, I could 
have told that from my examination 
of the rails. I did not find it so that 
they had spread and had come back to 
their original position. I examined 
the track and rails from the rear end 
of the rear sleeper west to where the 
baggage car, was standing on the rails, 
which was opposite to the embank­
ment No accidents to my knowledge 
occurred on this curve this year. I 
never heeÿd of any occurring. To my 
knowledge.I did not hear this part of 
the "track required any repairing this 
year so tit-as I know. Thé section 
men were Working about one hundred 
and fifty yards east of where the ac­
cident occurred. After the accident I 
examined the truck of the second 
class car apd also the wheels. All I 
found was the centre casting of the 
truck was broken. I examined the 
surface of the wheels and they were 
perfectly good. It was practically a 
ne^ truck. T did not see the king bolt 
there when I examined the truck. I 
did not look for it It might have 
been down with the car. I can give no 
explanation of the cause of the acci­
dent I have no theory of the cause of 
the car leaving the track under the 
conditions I found there. I don't 
know what would cause a run-off un­
der the conditions I found there that 
day. No repairs were done to this 
particular part of the track while I 
was there, and I cannot say what was 
done after I left. I made a written 
report to the Sueprlntendent, Mr. H. 
J. Russell on the Monday following 
the accident In that report I stated I 
did not know what caused the acci­
dent The cause of the wheel going 
off the track was undiscovered, that is 
so tar as I know. Opposite one of the 
sleepers, the Inside or low rail was 
turned partly * over. It was tipped 
little. It was partly secured by the 
spikes. One rail was,- In that condi­
tion to my knowledge.

Several hundred cases of this dls« 
ease, In addition to those reported 
yesterday, are now In the city, and 
every doctor has a large number on 
hie visiting list At Grenfell Hall 
Hospital there are 32, and at the oth­
er hospitals all available cots are oc­
cupied.

Captured
26 Mile Gun

Details of the 15-in naval gun which 
was intended to pound Amiens to dust 
may be of interest. It was captured 
near Chuignolles, 20 mtlee east of 
Amiens. It is of the 1914 Krupp pat­
tern, such as is mounted in the latest 
Hun Dreadnoughts. It is 56 ft. 3 in. 
long, the exterior diameter of the 
breech is 3 ft 1014 in. Highly rifled 
with 100 grooves, it has an extreme 
range of 28 miles.

The projectiles are very short, but 
with long false caps. The high- 
explosive shell weight 7 cwt. The 
shrapnel shell contains hundreds of 
bullets of 1W oz. each.

“Who does not know Greenwich 
Park does not know England, for it is 
In virtue of its memories, the heart of 
England ; and in the greenness and 
gladness of its little uplands and low­
lands, in .the stateliness of Its leafy 
aisles, it is England at its prime,” 
says a writer in the Times.

‘Below it, stately, too, with her no­
ble ships and brown-sailed barges 
drawing in and out from the com­
merce of the seas, glides the even- 
tempered Thames, watched by Wren's 
incomparable masterpiece, the doom­
ed hospital which commemorates the 
Battle of the Hogue and so long shel­
tered the veterans who created the 
naval supremacy of Britain.

'Not unfittingly Wren’s earlier 
work, domed too, whence men record 
the story of the stars, watches from 
the park the little historic town which 
has never resigned Itself to be a sub­
urb, and hat never cleansed itself of 
the dust of the Middle Ages, the naval 
schools, where still lingers a frag­
ment of the Palace of Placentia, the 
white and grey hospital, and the grey 
and white gleaming river.

"Wren bargained, when he designed 
the hispital, that a little space should 
ever be kept open on the north side 
of the Thames whence could be seen 
his work as a whole, and bis wish has 
not been thrust aside. There in pleas­
ant gardens this August one can stand 
beside the lapping tide and enjoy the 
spectacle of one of the noblest build­
ings in Europe framed against the 
wooded heights of Greenwich Park, 
that haunted spot where ghosts have 
deigned to linger and watch the wax­

ing of the nation that they made.
"All the long sunny day the park 

echoes with human voices and loiter­
ing children ceaselessly ask, In this 
timeless time-recording place, inno­
cent strangers for the right time. But 
even children grow tired and even 
park-keepers find that the long, long 
long day Is reaching towards even­
song. It is then that a new company 
fills the darkling avenues. Here the 
Bronze Age buried Its dead around 
this ancient British grassy road bend­
ing downwards to the flowing river. 
From this point of old, as now, the 
keen eye could see the long marsh­
lands stretching up to the ford at 
Westminster, to-day a wilderness of 
houses, but once the great farm and 
grazing lands of the abbots of Ber­
mondsey. !

"The Romans ran their road up to 
Westminster across those marshes, 
and here they moved along it as it 
ran through the forested lands that 
are now the park. Here was their 
camp on the higher land, and here on 
this wooded knoll was a Roman tav­
ern. Here a legion that faced Boa- 
dicea camped, if we may Judge by a 
coin found lying in the tavern 
grounds, a denarius of the XIV. Le­
gion, which marched to London from 
Menai in A.D. 60.

"Thicker grows the throng of the 
immortals. Elizabeth was born in the 
palace there. Is she walking with 
Shakespeare towards her bower 
where the Roman tavern was, he tell­
ing her the story of ‘Twelfth Night’? 
Not least among the many gliding fig­
ures passiflg among the quiet August 
trees is that of a young man whose 
ashes lie down yonder in St. Aelfege 
Church, James Wolfe, who gave to 
England an Empire and died content. 
To-day he comes and goes with a new 
pride, treading these quiet paths of 
glory with no uncertain pace.

“And now the night has nearly come 
and the quiet deer are daintily tread­
ing the glades in silence as undisturb? 
ed ss when the Roman centurion 
watched here, veritably here, eighteen 
centuries ago.”

CONFLICTS nr^THE COCKPIT OF
BCBOPE.

It is fitting that the war for the 
world’s freedom should be fought in 
the “Cockpit Of Europe,” which for 
more than a thousand years has been 
the scene of epoch-making battles. 
There is scarcely a foot on all the 
long battlefront in Flanders and 
France that has not echoed to the 
tramp of armed hosts.

Lille and Lens, St Quentin, Leon, 
and Rhefms, around which the tide of 
battle is raging to-day, are all old- 
time battlegrounds. Lille was cap­
tured by Louis XIV., and was stoutly 
defended in 1798 against the Austri­
ans. In 1648 Lens was the scene of a 
great battle in which the French rout­
ed the Spaniards. At St Quentin, on 
August 10th, 1657, the army of Philip 
II. gained a victory over the French, 
and the Germans, under Von Goeben, 
defeated the French in 1871.

Laon was the centre of fighting in 
the religious and League wars against 
England, and at Leon Blucher defeat­
ed the French in the year 1814. Near 
Rheims, in whose cathedral French 
kings have received their crowns, Na­
poleon thrashed the Russians In 1814.

that gales are experienced at sea. 
Some of the most terrible storms oc­
cur during the heat of summer, and 
high seas that run ashore after tho 
event are the delight of holiday-eight- 
seers.

Waves at the seaside are, however, 
totally different and very puny com­
pared with those in mid-ocean. A 
Queenstown steamer reports waves of 
100 feet in height during a recent 
Atlantic gale. Waves of 50 feet to 75 
feet high are common to the Atlantic; 
but it is to the Indian Ocean that we 
look for those of really gigantic sta­
ture. Cold regions also experience 
immense seas. Wasberg, Norway, ctn 
claim a wave of 400 feet in height. 
Even at home a monster of approxi­
mately 300 feet once bombarded the 
Cornish coast.

Chebucto Head, Nova Scotia, has an 
Ingenious device by which the velocity, 
length, and height of waves is test­
ed. This apparatus extend# some dis­
tance along the sea-bed, and earth­
quakes in far-off regions can be Judg­
ed by this means.

For the first time in the history 
of railroading a train, ferry has cross­
ed the English Channel from New­
haven, England, to Dieppe, carrying 
about fifty cars, says Popular Mechan­
ics Magazine. Since early in the war 
thousands of British railway cars 
have been employed in France trans­
porting troops and supplies, but they 
have all been transferred to the con­
tinent by freighters. The inaugur­
ation of ferry service indicates that 
the difficulties created by very pro­
nounced tides have been overcome at 
last to the mutual advantage of . these 
two allies. At Dieppe ’the water 
level varies as much as 31 feet. To 
overcome this short bridges, attach­
ed at one end to the dock and rest­
ing on large floats, are employed. 
During loading and unloading the 
ferry is chained to the boat and dock 
pier as well. The two smokestacks 
are located one at either side of the 
craft, leaving space for tracks down 
the centre of the deck.

The reason uses! for a temporary 
and restricted lifting Of the present 
barriers against the distribution Of 
liquor in Canada is that the serious­
ness of the influehza epidemic de­
mands It. It is claimed that hot 
liquor taken in «nail quantities is 
beneficial either as a preventative or 
as a stimulant to prevent heart col­
lapse through the sudden onslaught 
and rapid progress of the disease. In 
Ottawa, doctor!* are said to be pro­
scribing liquor to victims of the dis­
ease, in the pneumonia stage. To­
day there were hundreds of people 
with doctor's prescriptions for liquor 
crowding the local dispensary in 
Sparkes street. So great was the 
crush this afternoon that traffic along 
the sidewalk was blocked by the 
crowd waiting a chance to get into 
the store to be served;

Ottawa has some - four thousand 
cases of influenza at present and the 
call for liquor by doctors and patients 
has suddenly assumed proportions 
which can’t be handled by the present 
circumscribed sources ot supply. It 
is further pointed out that the poorer 
classes who need or think they need 
an emergency supply of liquor to meet 
the “plague" situation are now com­
pelled to pay an extra two dollars for 
a doctor’s prescription and that under 
présent conditions of stress ' for the 
medical men a search for a doctor 
sometimes takes hours. *
