Poland has
teken this course, the delegates say,
because Livonia, “in accordance with
the peace treaty with the Soviet,” has
withdrawn her promise to place her
army and the harbor of Reval at Po-
land’s disposal. e

GREY’S LETTER CREATES STIR.
WASHINGTON, 'Feb. 2.

The letter of Lord Grey to the Lon-
Hon Times, dealing with the attitude
of the United States in regard to the
League of Nations has created a pro-
found impression here. In this letter,
which was printed by the New York
Times yesterday, and is reprinted in
many morning papers by premission
of the Times, Lord Grey asserts that
his obscrvations regarding the United
States attitude are merely his person-
al views, but there is a strong belief
here that before publishing his letter
he submitted it to the London, For-
eign Office and members of the Brit-
ish Cabinet. The point of vital inter-
est in the letter as seen hepe is the
statement of Lord Grey that he would
be willing to accept the Treaty with
the reservations proposed. by.Senator
Lodge, which have been the bome f
tontention in the long and bitter

partizan fight upon the treaty. Re-

publican Senators declared this morn-
ig that the Grey letter merely con-
firms them in what had been known
for some time, namely, that Great
Britain and France would be willing
to have the United States enter the
League on its own terms. The De-
mocrats ‘generally are reticent, but
were inclined to regard the letter. as
likely to become an important factor
in the present effort to break the dead-
lock in the Senate. The portion of the
letter which deals with the United
States’ objection to the basis of voting
in the League Assembly, which pro-
vides votes for British overseas do-
minions. Lord Grey states definitely,
“Gréat Britain ¢an admit no qualifica-
tion of that right.” Whatever the self-
governing dominions may be in theory
and letter of constitution, they have
in effect ceased to be colonies in the

all their own affairs, and partners in
these which concern the Empire at
large. But while stating that Britain
cannot give way regarding votes fc-
the self-governing Dominions, Lord
Grey admits that it is impossible to
ignore the real political difficulty upon
that point in the United States. The
United States, with several million
more English speaking citizens than
there are in the whole British Empire,
has only one to six votes. He suggests
that the difficulty might be met in-
creasing the United States vote.

A Dress on Fire.

‘When a lady, who is alone, discovers
that her dress has caught fire, what
is the best thing she can do?

She should at once lie down on tHe
floor, draw up her feet. and roll on
the floor, or wrap herself in a rug if
one happens to be handy. This is a
most effective way of putting out the
flames.

When a dress or an underskirt
catches fire, the chief danger arises
from the fact that the flames rise. If |
the patient sits upright the danger is
partly averted, that part of the!
clothes nearest the floor being at once
extinguished, for no dress in
world could burn when the wearer lS
sitting on it.

The flames at the side and in the
front of the dress will rise straight
up, and then it is compargtively easy
to put the fire out by means of cover-
ing it or throwing water on it.

The one rule of safety is that a per-
gon whose clothes have caught fire

‘Should without delay sit or lie down

on the floor or ground.

" Running for help by rushing through
doorways and passages has exactly
the opposite of the desired effect, as
' the draught fans the flames, so in-

creasing the danger.

Bombarding the Earth.

MONSTER METEORITES THAT
COME FROM THE SKY.

Meteorites -frequently, though in~
correctly, termed “fireballs,” are
rarely large enough to do any damage.

In fact they are usually entirely
consumed jn their passage through
our atmosphere, and are visible to
us merely as so-called *“sheoting
stars.”

Occasionally, however, one of these
stray visitors from outer space is
sufficiently large to survive the ter-
rific heat evolved by its friction with
the upper air; and reaches us in ihe
form of a mass of incandescent metal.

Of this kind, apparently, was the
one which fell in Lake Michigan ihe
other day, shaking several.towns and
causing a flare that was seen for fifty
miles.

Judging by the description of it,
this particular meteorite must have

‘Peen a monster indeed, only surpass-:

ed by the one that fell in Arizona
several years back, and which left o
“grater” where it entered the earth
that measured over half a mile m
diameter, and which continued smok-
ing for several weeks.

In 1896, again, an immense meteor-
ito burst high in the air over Madrid,
the concussion causing serious dam-
age, while near. Disco, in Greenland,
is one weighing‘(‘wen_;&;tong; which
fell at some unkpown period.

Small meteorites frequently fall in
England, and. many ‘have been reo-
trieved and preserved in miuseums ad
eclsewhere, but the biggest of them
so far recovered does not greatly ex-
ceed an orange in point of size.

A French astronomer has proposed
using some of the biggest guns cap-

gave 4 feet 9 inches of good clean
coal, while with the 150 feet o? tun-
nelling completed, a thickness of 5
feet 4 inches of coal had been reached,
and the seam showed a tendency to
thicken. The estimated body of coal
in sight from the above work was
conservatively placed at 4725 toms.
It was also-estimated that when 250
feet of tunnelling has been completed
a body of-.at least 10,000 tons of coal
would be in sight.”

Three other seams containing coal
