MobperaTION IN VicToRY.—It is
a trite proverb, that ‘“‘to the victors
belong the spoils,”but it is one that as
" frequently at least as any other finds
a verification. Conquerors have in
all ages claimed the right of enjoyiug
the fruits of their trinwphs, and who
oould say them nay. The world has
produced but few likeCincinnatus who
achieved viotory for his country and
then refused the rewards she would
gratefully have bestowed. But does
not the revolution in Spain promise
instances of singular moderation on the
part of powerful men ? To overturn
one despotism is c‘ten the easier part
of the work which lies before a revo-
lution, the prevention of the establish-
ment of another being by far the more
difficult task. The Roundkeads be-
headed Charles I, but Cromwell at the
head of the formidable engine called
amilitary force made hin:self supreme,
and for a number of years swayed a
sceptre of iron. The French revolu-
tion deprived poor King Louis of his
head also, but here again the army
stepped in and its favourite became,
not a monarch with limited, but an
Emperor with absolute power. In
spite of assertions to the contrary,
history does repeat  itself, and it
would not have been surprising had
the Spanish revolution taken a simi-
lar turn, and some one of the Gener-
alé possessed of more ability or in-
trigue than his fellows raised himself
to power on the ruins of the Bour-
bon dyuasty. But it appears that
nothing of the kind is to be attempt-
ed, and that the * sovereign people”
are to be allowed the privilege of se-
lecting their own form of government,
and choosing whom they shall follow.
This indeed is moderation which is
seldom found under the circumstances
and which we would have looked for
least of all perhaps in Spain. Herein
lies undoubtable proof that it was not
their own personal aggrandizement
but their country’s welfare which
formed the mainspring of the actions
of Prim, Serrano and others. Very
probably the Spaniards will have a
monarchy, with the father of the pre-
sent king of Portugal at its head.

Another said the selected
ones might work if they hiked, but were
too idle to get situations; while yet
