Swan, James 
McMullen and David Yeomans, on a 
charge of having committed an aggra­
vated assault upon a little girl of some 
ten or eleven years of age, also a resident 
of the village. The charge was fully 
sustained and the culprit was committed 
for two months to the common gaol at 
hard labor.

Wabning.-No less than three teams were 
seen to make a start on their own account 
yesterday afternoon, in different parts of 
the town, in consequence of their not 
being properly fastened ; and one cart 
through some cause was thrown on its 
beam ends during the frantic endeavors 
of the horse to get away.

Fnneral of Col. Saunders.
The remains of the late Col. Saunders 

were laid in the English Church Ceme­
tery dn Monday afternoon. Tho funeral 
procession left hia late residence, Ash- 
grove, soon after two o'clock, and pro­
ceeded to St. George’s Church. The 
procession was a lengthv one, consisting 
of from CO to 70 vehicles, containing 
most of the leading men of the town, 
and several from different parts of the 
country. The Town Council attended 
in their corporate capacity—a resolu­
tion having been passed to this effect at 
a special meeting held on Saturday 
nigh t. Arrived at the church, the coffin 
was carriqfl into the aisle, and the burial 
service was commenced by the Rev. Mr. 
Alexander. The melancholy procession 
then re-formed, and proceeded to the 
cemetery, where the concluding words 
of the burial service were pronounced 
by the Yen. Archdeacon Palmer at the 
grave, and the body of the deceased was 
committed to its last resting place. 
During the day the flag on the Town 
Hall was flying half-mast high.

0:.lrage at Brantford.
Chief George H. M. Jonnson, of the 

Six Nation Indians, while in tbe dis­
charge of his duty in protecting the 
woods of the Indian Reserve, was, early 
on Saturday morning, surrounded and 
set upon ty five or six white men, who 
inflicted such serious injuries on him as 
may prove fatal. He is confined to his 
bed, and yesterday was still occasionally 
delirious from the injuries received on 
the head, besides which he has a broken 
finger, bruised arm, and contusions on 
tbe side, from which he suffers much. 
He also received a ball from his own re­
volver, which had fallen into the hands 
of the enemy, which passed through his 
coat and vest. The police are on the 
track of thé villains. Chief Johnson is 
most inoffensive, though, in the perform­
ance of his duties, parties .may suffer for 
infractions of the laws in giving or selling 
liquor to his people or in cutting aud re­
moving wood.

far enough back to test my credible facul­
ties. However, we, as I have already 
said, set forth to see this ancient city, 
and began at the castle, which wo were 
only allowed to see partially, this being a 
holiday. We saw the Clifford Tower, the 
only really ancient part pai t of the castle, 
of which, however, there was little to he 
seen. The next place of interest was the 
Guildhall, once a Roman Catholic edifice, 
now used for purposes similar to our City 
Hall. A garrulous old woman took de­
light in telling us its past history, and in 
so doing took us to a small hall or court­
room at the back of the main hall, 
touched a spring in the wall, and a secret 
panel, quite un distinguishable before, 
flew open, disclosing in the thick wall a 
very narrow spiral stone staircase run­
ning up and down—the first really start­
ling thing of the kind I have seen. The 
staircase leading up, she said, merely 
compassed the building, and went up to 
the roof. Tbe down staircase branched 
two wa>s. One passage led underneath 
Clifford Tower, about half a-mile off, in 
one direction, while the other led under 
the Cathedral or York Minster, hereafter 
described. These passages were, how­
ever, now walled up at each end, as a 
strong stench used to be emitted from 
them. I expressed my pleasure in having 
at last seed a really serviceable and very 
secret passage, whereupon our conductress 
went to another part of the room, and, 
touching another spring, another panel, 
equally well disguised, flew open, disclos­
ing another up and down similar passage, 
but guarded by an iron door, which was 
locked. This passage was still open, but 
cur conductress told us that though she 
had lived here twenty-three years, she 
had never been allowed into it, nor told 
where it led to. This was all the infor­
mation we could get. The secret springs 
were no larger than peas, and were 
painted like and even with tho wall.

From the Guildhall, which is built on 
the water’s edge, we turned to the 
Cathedral, or York Minster, about a 
quarter of a mile distant, and the most 
magnificent edifice of the kind we have 
seen. Whether looked at without or 
within, it has the same appearance of 
massive grandeur and exquisite finish, 
and the effect on one’s mind after look­
ing closely at it for a length of time is al­
most astounding. It seems to he the 
work of superhuman hands. One defect, 
however, continually meets the eye—the 
want of heads to all tho statues in the 
niches. These have been knocked off by 
Puritan vandalism. The same fate at­
tended a sculptured holy water basin, 
built in the wall of tho Minster, the rim 
of which had been knocked off. A gallery 
runs all round the upper part of the 
Minster, built in the thickness of the 
walls;- but looking into it, which we were 
not allowed to see, l ut which, we were 
told, used to be occupied by nuns; and 
from what I observed, I imagine the 
whole building is thickly threaded with 
passages in its walls and pillars. The 
glass in the large windows is tho oldest 
ami finest in existence, having been 
placed there more that» COO years ago. 
We were shewn many fine old monu­
ments, and in the crypt curious and ex­
tremely ancient Saxon and Roman re­
mains of walls ^dT^illfirs, and a well fif­
teen yards deef), but Xiow dry, owing to 
the city drainage. (U have my doubts

Eggs-ampib For Turkeys.—The St.

This week’s Woodstock Times contains 
tbe valedictory of its old proprietor and 
editor, Mr. McCleneghan, who has been 
appointed Postmaster of Woodstock, and 
with it, the announcement that Messrs. 
Ross and McElheran have succeeded to 
the proprietorship. Mr. McCleneghan’s 
connection with tbe Times has extended 
over a quarter ol a century, aud in sever­
ing the ties formed during that time he 
manifests deep regret. The London Ad- 
vertiser speaks well of tbe new proprie­
tors, who were formerly employed in that 
office. .

The Lmdsay Post says that an iron 
mine of great value has been discovered 
in the township of Snowdon. This mine 
is on the hanks of the Burnt river, and 
is within a hundred yards of the pro­
jected Victoria Railway. It is some 
twenty-three miles from Bobcaygeon and 
fifteen miles from Cobocunk. No doubt 
the Iron deposits cover a large area.

M. Rune Condemned.
Madrid, Oat. 18.

The Intransigente iron-clads have been 
defeated by the.National squadron.

A fight took place on Saturday after­
noon near Carthagena and lasted about 
two hours. The insurgent vessels were 
considerably injured, and compelled to 
retnm to Carthagena harbour. The Gov­
ernment squadron consisted of the Al­
manza, Vittoria, Carmen and two smal­
ler vessels. Admiral Lobez was in com­
mand of the Intransigente fleet, number­
ing four vessels.

The fight lasted two hours, when the 
Intransigente fleet was defeated and 
driven back to Cartagena, their vessels 
being badly damaged. The insurgents 
showed great spirit, but handled their 
ships badly, the Numancia at £rst having 
to bear the brunt of battle alone. The 
fire generally was at too long a range, but 
at the close of the engagement, while the 
Vittoria was endeavoring to intercept the 
retreat of insurrectionist frigate Tetuan, 
broadsides were closely exchanged be­
tween thèse two vessels.

Additional particulars of the fight show 
that the jpbel ships failed to support 
eaah other. The Numancia fired wildly. 
The Tetuan behaved with the gieatest 
gallantry, and was frequently cheered by 
the spectators on shore, among whom 
were hundreds of foreigners.

Madrid, Oct. 13.—In the naval battle 
off Carthagena 13 men were killed and 
47 wounded on the rebel fleet. Sanor 
Mayen, a member of tho Junta, was 
killed on board the Numancia.

Paris, Oct. 13.—The Council of War 
before which M. Ranc was summoned to 
appear has declared him guilty, and 
passed sentence of death in confuina-

The Journal de Paris declares that 
the recent elections demonstrate the 
necessity for a restoration of Monarchy 
to prevent impending anarchy.

The trial of Marshal Bazaine was re­
sumed at noon to-day. The attendance 
was larger than on any day since the 
opening. The President of the court 
began his examination of the accused, 
stating that he should consider that the 
prisoner’s responsibility commenced with 
the 12th of August. He,however, put 
several questions in regard to events 
before that date. In reply to questions 
concerning the disaster of Forbach, 
Bazaine said he had no knowledge that 
orders were given to Generals direct. He 
was present at the Council of War held 
by the Emperor on the 9th of August.
It was then resolved that his army 
should be brought to tho walls of Metz, 
and a movement in that direction began 
on the 11th. After reaching the city he 
received no orders to obtain more ammu­
nition: He complained of the careless­
ness of the Intelligence Service. He did 
not receive precise information of Mac- 
Mahon’s situation until the 13th, and the 
orders to throw a bridge across the. 
Moselle reached him only the day before 
He denied that he could be held respon­
sible for delay and subsequent failure to 
destroy bridges to prevent the enemy’s 
pursuit. Telegraphic despatches were 
read showing that Bazaine intended to' 
counteract the flank movement of the 
Germans but the Emperor prevented him 
from carrying out his plans. Tho Mar­
shall in answer to further questions, 
especially concerning the 15th of August, 
stated that he agreed with the Emperor 
to march to Verdun, but delay was 
caused by the battle of Borney, and he 
was otherwise hindered ; he was unaware 
that tho Emperor intended to depart 
from Metz. He declared positively that 
tho Emperor left no special orders, and 
it was well understood, however, that in 
the event of strong resistance the army 
was to remain at Metz, a few days at 
least, and not go beyond Verdun in any 
case. After th^battle of the 16th Lebœuf 
and Canrobert agreed with him that it 
was impossible to advance ; responsible 
officers informed him that his supplies 
were insufficient. He declared that he 
gave Canrobert all the aid he asked. At 
St. Privât he blamed L’Admirault for 
not calling up reserves. In justification 
of his conduct after the 18th of August 
he cited the orders he had received to be 
cautious. The accused betrayed much 
excitement during ghis examination, 
which was long and searching.

Paris, Oct. 13.—The Republican De­
puties to the Assembly waited on ex- 
President Thiers to-day and tendered 
their congratulations on the victory in 
the Provinces yesterday. Mr. Thiers 
expressed his gratification at the result of 
the election, because it would strengthen 
the bands of the opponents of the Mon­
archic! schemes. Tha deputies have also 
sent a telegram to Mr. Remusat, ex­
pressing their joy at his success. The 
members of the Left Cehtre will meet on 
the 23rd instant, the extreme Republicans 
on the 25th, and the Moderate Repub­
licans on the 27th, to designate the 
members of a General Committee of 
Management.

A special telegram to the Times says 
General"CeUallos has ordered the people 
living in the neighborhood of Oarthagera 
to quit their houses, as a general bom­
bardment by sea and land will soon be 
opened.

The English Press and the 
* Scandal.

Ministerial journals are bother­
ed by the unanimous way in which 
the English press condemn Sir John 
A. Macdonald. The Mail falls back 
upon the general stupidity of Eng- 
ish journalists on Canadian affairs, 
and triumphantly brings up some 
blunder, made by the Irish Times, m 
refutation of the whole English press. 
It concludes with the following re­
mark, which, we venture to suggest, 
is a little high-flavoured:—

“ The dullest boy in our Common 
Schools is better informed on the subject 
at issue than the brightest of the bril­
liant coterie of writers who are describing 
to England the present circumstances of 
her daughter. What the Grit organ 
means by quoting their opinions to the 
intelligent people of Canada, we know 
not.”

The Ottawa Times does’ ‘ 
exactly what to say. It ’ "it
that there has been poetical cor­
ruption in England, and then aptly 
remarks that the iu quoqne, retort or 
‘•You're Another,” isno argument. It 
alsois very severe upon the general ig­
norance and stupidity of the English 
newspapers ; and gets off the follow­
ing choice morsel, which we give as a 
specimen of the argument indulged 
in by the Tory press just now:—

“The severitv with which the Saturday 
Review comes w>wn upon the Premier is 
something surprising. But there is one 
answer to all this. The Canadians can 
manage their own affairs. It is not said, 
oven by his bitterest opponents, that Sir 
John Macdonald appropriated a do lar of 
the election funds to his own account. 
The fact that the charter is not, and was 
noi ever possessed by Sir Hugh Allan is a 
naked proof that it never was sold to

It is undoubtedly a fact that some 
English newspapers, and notably the 
great Thunderer, have in former 
times displayed a deplorable ignor­
ance of Canadian internal affairs.* 
But this was chiefly the case regarding 
questions of purely colonial signifi­
cance, of which an ; itelligent appre­
ciation can hardly be obtained by 
writers not personally acquainted 
with and interested m the facts— 
much less by those looking down 
upon Canadian matters from a lofty 
height of insular self sufficiency. The 
Pacific scandal, however, differs Avide- 
ly from a mere dry and intricate 
question of colonial policy. The 
facts are simple, and easily to be ap­
prehended by an observer away from 
the scene of action ; especially as the 
circumstances are of Imperial im 
portance, embracing ivide inter- 
esta, and are to a great ex 
tent devoid of the strong lo 
cal coloring which renders our 
politics difficult of comprehension by 
those not “ to-the manner born."’ 
The whole case is sufficiently excit 
ing and interesting to ensure a 
careful reading of its details ; and 
the English journalist^ have before 
them the leading newspapers on 
both sides of Canadian politics, Re'- 
form as well as Tory, containing full 
reports of facts as well as mere edi­
torial expressions of opinion. The 
points at issue, too, are chiefly those 
relating to the working of the British 
Constitution, in which no journals in 
the world can be better versed than 
those now in question. Add to all 
this the fact that Canadian affairs 
have lately attracted more attention 
in England than they have for many 
years past ; and who can doubt that 
the leading English papers are utter­
ing no idle words in the unanimous 
condemnation they are pouring upon 
our corrupt and degraded Ministry?

Toronto Tories say that David Glass 
will be 11 all right” when the House 
meets, but that he is holding back 
for a good price—thus acknowledg- 
ing their belief that Sir John’s work 
of bribing is not through with.

The London correspondent of the 
Globe says that Mr. Glass repudiates 
the estimate made of Jiim by the 
Conservatives, who boast that he will 
be foun l voting with the Ministry 
tv hen the House meets. Ilis mind 
as regards prorogation and the right 
of Parliament to inquire into the

acts of Ministers remains unchang­
ed.

The id ea for the reconstruction of 
the Cabinet seems to have been 
abandoned, and considerable specu­
lation is rife as to who can be got 
from Quebec to support Langevin in 
the coming crisis. Several Quebec­
kers in town denounce Langevin, and 
do not scruple to accuse him of hav­
ing appropriated Sir Hugh’s money, 
and assert that he invested it in bank 
stock for himself, instead of helping 
his friends.

Senator F. Girard arrived at Otta­
wa on Saturday. He says Louis Riel 
will be elected for Provencher, and 
that he will come down arm take his 
seat in the House of Commons. He 
also says that it was Attornoy- 
Genernl Clarke who caused warrants 
to be issued against, Riel and Lepine, 
as lio . (nought by that means he 
would get them out of the way, and 
secure his own election for Proven-

Tho Canadian Illustrated News says 
its leanings were always in Sir John A. 
Macdonald's favor, and that it confi- 
dcntly hoped the evidence before the 
Royal Commission would have put mat­
ters in a more favorable light for the 
Government. It is sorry to be compelled 
to confess to “ profound disappointment” 
at the result. The Illustrated News 
says:—“ We had expected a far more 
thorough and satisfactory defence from 
Sir John A. Macdonald.” The Illustrated 
News adds that a change of Government 
must bt regarded as not only desirable 
but certain.

It is said that the recent articles of the 
English papers on the Pacific Scandal, 
particularly those of the Loudon Specta­
tor, of whose editor Lord Dufferin is a 
personal friend, have had such influence 
with His Excellency that, after receiving 
the report of the Royal Commission, he 
will dismiss the prerent Ministry.

An inquest was held on Monday on an 
o’d man named John Brooder, who was 
found dead in a quarry at Ottawa. Foul 
play is suspected.
